Hydro System in ante District. i i g
Had Worst Day in Its History; Buffalo Suffers
- Linemen Face Danger Many Times

“*The worst storm we have ever had
for prolonged interruptions,” was the
way in which Hydro officials today
characterized - the  tempest ' which
shook this section of the couniry on
Sunday from early morning until
late in the afternoon. Today, wires
are down in all directions; trees torn
out, roofs shifted from their places,
windows broken, and general havoc
followed in its wake.

The first blow came about three
o’clock on Sunday morning to the
Hydro Electric. Power Commission
in this district. It had been quite
windy before that time and the wind
rapidly took on the proportions of a
gale. Rain was pouring in torrents.
The lights went out on the south side
of Queen street first, from a tree
falling across a line. 'This was
about three o’clock. Then came a
call to repair a break at the corner
of Church and Campbell streets in
the primaries, . South Front Street
. was the scene.of the next run, south

of the railway tracks, where  the
wind had a clean sweep at the high
poles. At the river crossing at Elm
street, two primary cireuit wires
fell into the Moira river: These
wires fed the west side of the cltyl
and it was a long time before this.
trouble had been located. This was
repaired about six o’clock in the mor-
ning.

The biggest crash came when a
huge tree in frogt of the home of
Mr. William Carnew, North Front St.
fell out on the road carrying all the
wires from the Coleman street cor-
ner to Barle street.  The wires wer
not only the lighter - voltage wires
but those carrying 2200 volts. These
tangled up in a great mass, and the
curren flowed ‘uto . the other lines

‘and burned ouv the street lamps.

Mr. Scott stated that he had wired
away for four hundred sireet lights
to replace .those which had been
destroyed on Sunday.

Where two persons arrange to
have money deposited in an account
at a bank so that may draw the
money, it does not necessarily go to
the survior on death of the other
party, unless it is clearly shown that
it wag so intended. The forms in
use by mots of the 'banks are so
drawn that the money will pass to
the survivor.

Always read over, carefully your
fire, life or accident insurance policy.

When a cheque, note or bill of ex-
change flalls due and is not paid it
should be protested and notices given
that day by a notary public to bind
the endorser. This should never be
neglected. The cost can be added to
the amount of the cheque, bill or
note.

Under the Parents’ Maintenance
Act a child may be ordered by the
police magistrate or two justices of
the peace to pay a parents a sum
not exceeding $20 per week, if the
child has gufficient means.

a friendly .way, and left presumably
for his home mear by. When Solave
and Withers went half an<hour later
to the former’s home, they were sud-
denly confronted by Sier, who they de-
clared opened fire on them with a re-
volver. Solave was first hit, but a
button deflected the bullet, or it would
have entered his breast, and probab-
1y killed him instantly. He was then
struck in the left arm: He ran out
and escaped in the wopds. ‘Withers
was then attacked and was hit twice
in the head, but both. wounds are su-
perficial. A third bullet, however, en-
tered his abdomen and his condition
is causing serious  alarm.
