An informant of ours witnessed 
the operation in the farm yard of Joseph 
Fellows, Esq-., of Geneva, but a few days 
since. India rubber bags were drawn 
over the cow’s teats, which set close 
enough to exclude air, in the lower end 
of which metallic tubes wore inserted, 
closed by taps. When the four were ad­
justed, the tups wore withdrawn, and the 
milk streamed from each teat into the pail 
exhausting the whole quantity in the cow’s 
bag, in half the time that it would take to 
milk in the ordinary way.

pment, the aquaws having the privilege, as 
from time immemorial among them, of luggii g 
all the heavy and burdensome articles. t he 
barks for the lodge consisting of about a dozen 
pieces, of as many feet in lengtft, and some 4 feet 
wido, rolled up like maps, wore all taken by a 
squaw at one1 back load to the place selected. A 
dozen small polos, 10 or 15 feet in length, wore .- 
taken from the bottom of the canoe end ^were 
planted in the ground in a circle of about 15 feet 
in diameter. The tope of those opposite were 
then bent over and tied with strings of bark, and 
over these light ribs Were spread the eheet» of 
birch bark aud mats, with the exception of a small 
opening at the top for the escape of smoke—and 
the whole lodge was completed, being a porfet# 
half sphere in shape. Thus in the short space of 
half an hour from the time of landing, this abori­
ginal douiicil was finished, and its laxy proprietor 
was lounging and smoking on his mat, whilf hi# 
industrious help-mate was bestiring herself with 
the usual preparation» for fife and cooking-

49 passed resolutions in favor of ihe revision of the 
constitution, with the viow, as is understood, ol 
prolonging the powers of tho l’resideut.

Subse­
quently, not many days ago, an advertise­
ment appeared in the Globe and Colonist, 
and"a few minor papers, that these roads 
would he sold by public sale at auction. 
Mr. llincks is too experienced and too 
punning, we will not say, too talented or 
clever, a financier not to know that the 
County Council cannot be called together 
again to give authority to bid for those 
bargains, lie knows that the time to or­
ganize private Companies for their pur­
chase is too short—and consequently he 
knows that by this tortuous although fair 
faced proceeding, he has a fair chance of 
putting the roads into tire hands of his 
friend and supporter Beaty at a much 
lower price than that originally agreed up- 

We are enabled to state that nt the 
time when this offer was made to the 
County Council, a private Company was 
being formed which would have offered 
eighty thousand pounds. This company 
of course ceased on the fact being known 
that the Council had accepted the offer oi 
the Government, and the time now given 
is too short to permit its re organization. 
Money available then is locked up now— 
and thus the public are defraudcd.out of 
the reasonable advantages of a fair compe­
tition, by a series of the most disgraceful 
proceedings which ever tended lo damn a 
public character.

We can tell Mr. llincks that- these ex­
pressions are those of individuals who, 

time ago, were his own friends and 
supporters—but who now cannot conceal 
their disgust at. the recklessness and want 
of principle which has. characterized the 
whole of these transactions.-

P. S.—Tho Globe has an elaborate nr- 
tic’o on this matter, evidently from a prac­
tised hand, shewing the great Advantage 
the public must gain, by permitting any 
profits which may be derived from the 
roads to go into private pockets.

The carpenter 
would feel much at a loss, were he set to manu­
facture the different articles in his line with en4y 
an axe and a j. ck-Unife ; and so the farmer, with 
an animal incompetent to the labor, was unable to 
accomplish tho requisite amount of work. If only 
the male of the different classes could be procu­
red of superior blood, they were sufficiently sup­
plied with females.

ry attached. Supposing that Mr. Ilincks, 
in accepting the office of Inspector Gen.
