That the Iron Mask should work 
is very important to Rossland, and 
the developments there will be watch­
ed with keen interest.

D. C. Corbin, the Spokane million­
aire, holds a mortgage on the Iron 
Mask company’s entire assets to secure 
the repayment of considerable amounts 
advanced from time to time for the op­
eration, development and equipment <f 
the mine. The mortgage has matured 
and action has been started to fore­
close. Mr. Corbin gave the sharehold­
ers of the company a chance to protect 
their interests by assuming a propor­
tion of the mortgage equal to theiv 
ptock holdings, and the foreclosure 

proceedings have been delayed to some 
extent until shareholders had full ad­
vice of the situation and the chance to 
accept or reject the mortgagee’s pro­
posal.

The foreclosure proceedings 
about reached a conclusion, ht 
and within a short time the mine will 
pass to the possession of the purchaser- 
under the mortgage sale. It is taken 
for granted that Mr Corbin will have 
the controlling Interest, and the im­
pression exists that he will immediate­
ly proceed to place the mine on a work­
ing basis. The management has in­
timated that prior to the Inauguration 
of extensive mining considerable sums 
must be expended on the execution of 
certain improvements in the mine, not­
ably the straightening and re'.imbsring 
of the shaft. The work contemplated 
under this heading will probably cost 
380,000, but when the Improvements 
are finished the Iron Mask will be In 
shape to develop Its considerable ore 
bodies for years under the most favor­
able and economical conditions.

The Iron Mask has always produced 
high grade ore, and although its ship­
ping operations were rendered some­
what expensive by the necessity of 
hauling to the railroad station by 
teams, the product always return 3d 
a substantial profit, 
amended conditions that will obtain in 
respect to Its financial standing, the 
mine will undoubtedly come to the 
front rapidly as a dividend-earner.

iorating into conditions existent a cen­
tury since comes M. R- McQuarrie, of 
the tailoring firm of Taylor & McQuar­
rie, with tales of out-door life and game 
galore that make the sportsman’s fing­
ers itch for rod and gun. In company 
with a party of a dozen or thereabouts, 
Mr. McQuarrie spent a fortnight at 
Shields on the lower Arrow lake; about 
ten miles east of De» Park on the op­
posite side of the lake.

He states that the change to the coun­
try in recent years is remarkable.

During the construction days on the 
Columbia & Western railway and for 
a time thereafter there were settle­
ments along this section of the lake 
shore, and prospectors were busy !n 
the tolls surrounding. At Shields sev­
eral houses were erected, and at Brook­
lyn quite a thriving little town was 
built up. Now the railroad men are 
gtne, the prospectors are seen no more, 
and in Shields and Brooklyn one lone 
settler has both communities to him­
self. The result has been a remarkable 
increase in game: Birds are plentiful, 
deer trails lead down to the lake every 
few yards, bear are common and wolves 
ere everywhere, 
country for a hundred miles along the 
lake shore has gone back to the condi­
tion it occupied a century ago. Only 
the passing trains on the hillside and 
the steamers on the lake serve to remind 
the camper that he is anywhere near 
civilization.

The party at Shields had along with 
tem a pointer dog that aroused the 
curiosity and antagonism of the coyotes. 
On one occasion the dog was attache! 
and its hindquarters chewed painfully. 
When the canine turned at bay, its cou­
sin, the coyote fled precipitately an! 
easily eluded the dog.

AMONG THE MINES.

IRON HORSE—Much Interest cen­
tres around the operations at the Iron 
Horse mine during the past week. A 
small crew has been engaged to break­
ing down ore to the principal shoot of 
the original workings, and on Satur­
day a forty-ton consignment was for­
warded to the Trail smelter. It is an­
nounced that If the results secured are 
satisfactory the mine will be placed 
on a permanent shipping basis.

SPITZTE.—The mine Is now employ­
ing some fifteen men, exclusive of the 
management. One machine is at work 
in the first level, and the shaft Is be­
ing carried down steadily to the 200 
level. It is expected that shipment* 
will be started from the first level 
this week, and arrangements are al­
ready made for placing cars at the 
mine. The Spitzee probably enjoys the 
best advantages of any Rossland prop­
erty in this respect, the main line of the 
Canadian Pacific passing within a few

The practice of leasing propertied 
has not been followed to any appreci­
able extent to the Rossland camp, pos­
sibly because of an impression that lo­
cal properties can only be worked by 
companies or individuals possessing 
large capital. White this is correct when 
deep level mining is under considera­
tion, there is little doubt that a num­
ber of properties now lying idle in the 
Rossland camp afford excellent oppor­
tunities for the practical miner who de­
sires to lease.

This is interesting. Most things in 

the line of hard knocks seem to come 
the poor prospector's way, but it is 
seldom that he gets so wholesale an 
idictment handed out to him. And not 
an attempt proof, mind you, through­
out the whole editorial, of this most 
sweeping and injurious statement. 
"Under the guise of” is very good, too. 
We may, therefore, presumably take 
it for granted that a miner’s license is 
a sort of a deadly weapon, armed 
wherewith the humblest citizen may 
steal large chunks of his native land 
for the benefit of the hated alien.

«The editorial contînmes: "In our
opinion these tracts should be reserved 
entirely from alienation at the present 
time.” Why? Because they are so 
rich? The more reason, one would 
think, for giving them every facility 
for development at the hands of cap­
ital. And why “alienation?" The man 
(or compahy) who takes up a piece of 
mineral land can in no sense be said 
to “alienate” it. The boot Is very much 
on the other foot. In taxation, both 
direct and Indirect; in wages, in sup­
plies and machinery, those who open 
up mineral lands spend incalculable 
sums to the benefit of the district and 
country where those lands are situated, 
long before—in the majority of cases— 
they get a dollar for themselves.

Then the editorial says: “From the 
facts which have come to light, there 
appears to be no doubt that many of 
these applications are tainted with 
fraud, since in more than one instance 
we have seek» members of the legisla­
ture, whose names have been append­
ed to applications for leases to parts of 
these lands, rising in their places in 
the house and denying that such appli­
cations were made with their knowl­
edge or authority."

The extraordinary richness and ex­
tent of the coal and oil lands of the 
district of South East Kootenay have 
tieen known for some cobeiderable time, 
*uul the public has become of late more 
Intimately acquainted with them 
through their having been dragged into

panics of more of less nebulous person­
ality and doubtful utility is something 
that we have always consistently op­
posed. It was only Justifiable in one 
instance in the history of Canada—that 
instance being the Canadian Pacific 
railway. The peculiar formation of 
Canada rendered this great trunk line 
a national necessity, while the unsettled 
and therefore unproductive condition 
of the major part of the districts it 
traversed made a large grant the only 
fair and feasible means of offering a 
possible return for the vast outlay in­
volved in the undertaking. But to fol­
low that up by handing over hundreds 
of miles of territory to every paper rail­
way company that could lobby a char­
ter unto itself is a very different mat­
ter, and one to be strongly opposed 
on every ground of good government 
or wise development.

But we submit that this has nothing 
to do with the case in hand. We are 
taking up the cudgels for the private 
locator—the private prospector, if you 
like Why should he be barred from 
locating in a section of country for the 
simple reason that it is a rich section? 
And, having located, why should he, 
when he seeks to interest capital in his 
property, be accused at "alienating" 
that property? How does he "alienate” 
ft? He is not handing it over to a for­
eign government; he has not the power 
to do that, even if he wished. And, as 
we have above pointed Out, the abused 
"alien” capitalist who interests himself 
In the properties of these locators must 
spend vast sums in taxes and supplies 
and labor before he gets a dollar re­
turned on his investment.

The writer of the editorial winds up 
by an impassioned appeal to the legis­
lature to take such steps as will “se­
cure the province against being despoil­
ed of property the value of which in a 
few years will more than equal the 
whole of the provincial debt.” Possibly, 
but—does anyone believe that any leg­
islature in broad Canada would put 
them to that laudable use? Honestly, 
now, does anyone believe it? ■»'

We do not believe the writer of the 
editorial to be actuated by any other 
sentiments than a sincere desire for 
the best development of British Colum­
bia. But he does not propose by any 
means a satisfactory method of secur­
ing that development. Human nature 
is so unhappily constituted that, if you 
turn a legislature into an exploration 
and development syndicate, things are 
likely to happen of a nature to shock 
the assumed mortality of nations.

Now, the B. C. Mining Exchange has 
also got an appeal—or rather a sugges­
tion—to make to the government.

MEXICO.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)
Rosslanders generally will be pleased 

to learn that it is the intention of the 
Velvet company to reopen the mine in 
two months or thereabouts. The Velvet 
account has been the most substantial 
for Rossland merchants of any of the 
outside mines, and its permanent loss 
would have been felt seriously. After 
Mr. Maclean’s recent visit to the mine, 
he did not return to the city, and some 
of the men coming in stated that the 
suspension was permanent. In Spokane 
on Friday Mr. Maclean gave an entirely 
different version of the story, the re­
port of his visit in the Spokesman-Re­
view being ns follows:

“There is no intention to close down 
the Velvet mine permanently,” said Al­
lan Maclean, of London, Eng., a Lon­
don director of the English company 
which owns the Rossland mine, at the 
Hotel Spokane last night. "Before leav­
ing Rossland I announced that the mine 
would be closed down for about two 
months to give the superintendent, Mr. 
Gray, time to make a trip to England. 
He will be back in two months at the 
outside.”

“Is it a fact,” Mr. Maclean was ask­
ed, “that the directors have refused to 
put up any more money for further de­
velopment?”

"That is not true either,” was the re­
ply. "The directors of the company have 
every confidence in the property and 
work will be pushed just ns soon as Mr. 
Gray gets back. I will be back myself 
in two weeks.”

Mr. Maclean, who is also a director of 
the Rossland-Kootajiay company, left 
over the Northern Pacific last night for 
El Paso, Texas, where he expects to 
meet C. Williamson Milne, of London, 
England, chairman of the directorate 
of the RoSsland-Kootenay company. He 
was accompanied by William Thomp­
son, manager of the Rossland-Koote- 
nay company, who says he doesn’t know 
the object of the visit.

"I am merely a consulting expert and 
I don’t know what they are going for," 
he said. "They haven’t told me.”

Mr. Maclean was equally reticent.
"I don’t know whether Mr. Milne has 

acquired some interests in Mexico, or 
whether he is just going to look at some 
properties.”

The* prominence given to the vast 
riches of the favored district by the 
legislative squabbles referred to in the 
preceding paragraph has, however, 
aroused a contention in respect to their 
location and disposal by private parties 
which is, we think, one of the most as­
tounding propositions British Columbia 
has yet seen, which is saying much.

Briefly, this contention—suggestion— 
whichever you like to call it—amounts 
to this: “These lands are much more val­
uable than we thought; let us therefore 
repudiate and repeal the act, disallow 
the title obtained thereunder by the 
■locators, and hold the lands until some 
other bidder comes along who will 
■make it worth our while to sell.”

New, before we go any further, it 
may be well to take a look at the par­
ticular provincial statute which deals 
with the prospecting of lands for coal 
and petroleum in British Columbia. 
This act, passed in 1892, is entitled “An 
Act to Encourage Coal Mining,” or, 
more briefly, "The Coal Mines Act.” 
We quote sections 2 and 3 in full, that 
•our readers may be fully informed as 
to what was required of the locators 
•before they could obtain their licenses :

"2. Any person desirous of prospect­
ing for coal or petroleum and acquiring

lease of any lands held by the crown 
for the benefit of the province, under 
which coal measures or petroleum are 
fcelieved to exist, or wishing to procure 
a license for the purpose of prospecting 
for coal or petroleum upon lands under 

’lease from the crown, In which the 
mines and minerals, and power to work, 
carry away, $nd dispose of the same, 
le excepted or reserved, shall, before 
entering into possession of the parti­
cular part of said coal lands he or they 
may wish to acquire and work for coal, 
place at one angle or comer of the land 
to be applied for a stake or post at 
least four inches square, and standing 
not less than four feet above the sur­
face of the ground; and upon such Ini­

SPOKANE. Aug. 15.—A. B. Campbell, 
the millionaire Coeur d’Alene mining 
man, has received a telegram from New 
York informing him that the sale of the 
Standard mine to the Federal Mining 
and Smelting company, a new $40,000,009 
corporation said to be backed by the 
Rockefellers and Goulds, "has been com­
pleted. The price paid for the Standard 
is about $3,000,000. The Federal com­
pany will also take over the Mammoth 
mine and the Empire State-Idaho group 
in the Coeur d’Alenes. The issued capi­
tal of the Federal company is $20,000,000, 
half common and half 7 per cent.

All are loaded 
to such an extent that Mr. Mull has 
erected supporting frames around all 
the trees on a substantial and per­
manent scale. Some of the apples are 
already over a pound in weight, and 
the crop promises to be remarkable. 
Many of the older trees are estimated 
to carry 260 pounds of fruit, the quan­
tity per tree tapering down with the 
age of the respective trees, 
choice varieties of apples are repre­
sented. In addition Mr. Mull has a 
large quantity of small fruits.

Every university of any importance of­
fers opportunities for the study of all 
these branches except possibly munici­
pal and state government, but that is 
not saying that their facilities might 
not be improved and more original and 
up-to-date investigation pursued.

With the study of public affairs rais­
ed in importance almost to the level of 
professional courses in our universities 
it would be made more attractive and 
many an ambitious young man would 
take advantage of the opportunity to 
become well grounded in the science of 
government as a complement to his pro­
fessional studies. Especially would law 
students and young orators be attracted 
by such advantages, for they have po­
litical aspirations as a rule, and bet­
ter opportunities in this line than the 
average university now affords would 
be appreciated by them.

In this country a political career can­
not be counted upon as a certainty. It 
is hardly worth while for example, to 
make special preparation for the dip­
lomatic or consular service. At the 
same time every Canadian is thrown into 
politics more or less and the greater the 
Lumber of those who have a knowledge 
of the science of government the better. 
There would be a Vast improvement in 
onr charters, ordinances and statutes 
If a larger proportion of the gentle­
men who frame them were something 
more than amateurs in the science of

LOOK TO QUALITY.

The quality of the immigration pouring 
into the Northwest should be a matter 
of concern to all Canadians who take a 
proper pride in their country. This 
latter class apparently does not include 
the Dominion ministers, and especially 
the minister of the interior, for whom 
any old kind of immigrant seems good 
enough. A western correspondent of 
the Toronto News writes sensibly on 
this subject, as follows: “Our anxiety 
today to fill np the Northwest with any 
kind of population that will stay on the 
land is of precisely the same character;

CANADIAN TRADE, 1903.

The unrevised figures of foreign trade 
for the fiscal year ended June 30th have 
been made public by the department of 
customs, and they show an enormous 
expansion in the trade of the country. 
The aggregate foreign trade for the year, 
which embraces the total imports and 
total exports of domestic and foreign 
1 reduce, amounted to 3467,637,049, which 
is an Increase of * 343,750,000 over the 
trade of the fiscal year 1902. On the 
basis of imports which actually entered 
into consumption, and Canadian produce 
only, exported, the trade for the year 
amounted to 3443,188,999, as compared 
with 3398,811458 for the previous year, 
or an increase of 349,377,641. On this 
basis onr trade has more than doubled 
in the last seven years, as appears from 
the following figures:

The comparative values ot the colo­
nial and foreign markets to Great 
Britain are shown by a table of the Im­
ports and exports of the United King­
dom recently issued by the Imperial 
government This table shows that 
while there has been but little real In­
crease to British exports to foreign 
nations there has been a marked gain 
to the amount of goods shipped to the 
colonies. It also shows a large increase 
to the amount of goods of foreign man­
ufacture imported into Great Britain. 
The Financial News of London, to dis­
cussing the returns, says the figures 
contained to It show that the colonial 
markets are constantly becoming more 
and more important to Great Britain 
while the foreign markets are becom­
ing less valuable to her. The years dealt 
with are from 1881 to 1902. From 1881 
to 1885 the imports into Great -Britain 
averaged £399,586,000 annually, while 
to 1902 they toad risen to £528,391,100. 
During the years 1881 to 1886 out of 
to ta1 imports of £399,685,000 the amount 
purchased from foreign nations was 
£305,611,000 and from the colonies only 
£93,974,000. Last year of the total im­
ports imports of £528,391,000 the amount 
received from foreign nations 
£421,598,000 and from the colonies £106,- 
793,000. This shows an increase to the 
imports from the colonies of £12,719,000 
for 1902 over the avenage for 1881 to 
1885. During this time the imports 
from the self-governing colonies have 
grown from £42,574,000 to £59,880,000 
but go the other hand the imports from

Our forcing trade in imports entered 
for consumption, and domestic produce 
exported, amounted to about $1,500,006 
per working day the past year.

The exports of domestic produce for 
the year totalled 3214,401,674. This is 
an increase of 318,381,911 over the pre­
vious year, and nearly double the exports 
fo' 1896, when they amounted to "109.- 
9:5,337.

The exports of animals and theiq 
products and the produce of the farm 
figured np to 3114,441,863, compared with 
$96,313,897 for the previous year. In 1896 
they amounted to 350,591,002.

The exports of the produce of Cana­
dian forests show an increase of $4,- 
000,000 for the year, the total amount 
being 336,386,015, an increase over 1896 
of 39,000,000.

It is also very gratifying to find that 
the exports of manufactured articles 
produced in Canada continue to increase 
in generous proportions. Last year they 
totalled 320.624,967. as against $18,462,370 
for the previous year. In 1896 they am­
ounted to $9,365,384.

While there should be no objec­
tion to another corporation road, it 
is just as well that the public should 
understand the question and know that 
this scheme which is masquerading be­
fore the people aa a government road, 
could with greater propriety be termed 
"a measure to prevent the operation of 
a government railway in Canada for 
6.1 years.”

While the adoption of this measure 
will effectually destroy any hope for 
a government railway in Canada for 
halt a century, it will at the same time 
ruinously affect the government road 
now In existence. Mr. Blair is undoubt­
edly right to declaring that it will ruin 
the Intercolonial. This road has cost 
the country an enormous snm—some­
thing like sixty or seventy millions. The 
construction of another line from Monc­
ton to Quebec (a line which is not a 
pressing need at the present time) will 
take away the through traffic from the 
Intercolonial and reduce it to the statue 
of merely a local road. Thus govern­
ment ownership receives a severe blow 
at both ends of this measure.

TWO CENTS A MILE.
GERMANS OF SCOTCH DESCENT.

One often hears the complaint that 
German clerks are "taking the bread 
out of the mouth* of English clerks,” 
but there seem to be two rides to th* 
question. The strong Infusion of Scot­
tish blood In the population of West­
ern Prussia to not generally realized, 
except by regular students of European, 
history, says the London Standard 
The subject to treated In a learned, yet 
interesting manner, by T. A, Fischer, 
to the “Scots of Eastern and Western 
Prussia." He shows there to no rea­
son for disputing the statement of 
English merchant, resident at Dant­
zig In the eighteenth century, that one- 
third of this city was of Scottish Mood, 
and believes, with some later writers, 
that many characteristics distinctive of 
the East Prussian—shrewdness, trust­
worthiness, tenacity of purpose and 
economical habits of life—ere largely 
due to the fact that this region was 
once a "Canada and Australia" Into Jfc 
which much of the best blood and ■ 
strength of North Britain was poured Y

The attractions were commercial, Æ 
though to this rule there were ocoa- " 
slonai exceptions. The Immigration be­
gan early, for even to the fourteenth 
century Scotland contributed so large­
ly to the swarms of vagrant peddlers 
all over Germany that these were 
known as Schotte; but they became 
more numerous and Important at a 
later date. Their tot was far from hap­
py. They displayed that aptitude for 
getting and keeping business for whtoh 
they have always been famous; and to 
this their Prussian or Polish rival* 
strongly objected. Dr. Johnson’s trans­
lations of Juvenal’s remarks on» the 
hungry Greek would have aptly ex­
pressed their feelings and the kind of 
reception they were ready to give.

Some of the German burghers’ com­
plaints of the Scotch intruders have a 
curiously modern ring—as If they were 
being ruined by "Chinese cheap labor.” 
They did their very best to suppress 
these obnoxious rivals, and Ini those 
days the trade guilds were formidable 
powers, and could set In motion the 
law of the land. Thus, “edicts and de­
crees, for more than two centuries were 
being directed against the Scot by 
every king, prince, bishop and magis­
trate,” and there were complaints and 
counter complaints by the score, of 
which Mr. Fischer quotes many curi­
ous examples.

The vagrant Scots, say the clothiers 
of Marienburg, overrun the country 
and sell their cloths everywhere, “to 
the great detriment of the ktog’a resi­
dent subjects,” while they themselves 
■have no fixed abode, nor pay the dues 
and taxes of any town. Inferior as 
their goods always are, for they are 
postmasters in fraud, they wheedle the 
simple country folk Into buying, not 
only cloth or linen, but groceries of all 
kinds. When money runs short they 
are ready to barter, and thus tempt 
stewards and underlings to defraud 
their employers, and “every one knows 
how much that Is spun by the honest 
native women folk to pawned to the 
Scot.”

Mr. Maclean’s proposed amendment 
to the Railway Act providing for a 
maximum passenger rate of two cents 
a mile on Canadian railways was voted 
down last week, but the narrow majority 
of eleven against the amendment indi­
cates the growth of a feeling of resent­
ment against the unfair discrimination 
by Canadian railways against Canadian 
passengers and In favor of Americans.

In adjoining states in the East the 
railway companies charge only two cents 
a mile, while the rates In Canada are 
three and even seven cents. And the 
worst of it is that Canadian railway 
companies, whose property was called 
into existence largely through the boun­
ty of the Canadian people, carry Ameri­
can passengers over their lines at lower 
rates than they charge Canadians. Yon 
can buy a ticket at Detroit for trans­
portation through Ontario at the rate 
of two cents a mile; but If you want 
to go from one point in Ontario to an­
other, yon must pay three cents a mile 
In British Columbia the public ie mulcted 
as high as seven cents a mile.

Canada's parliament is almost exclu­
sively made np of gentlemen who would 
sooner ride free than pay two cents a 
mile on the railways.

This parliament sympathizes so deep­
ly with the poor downtrodden railway 
that it will not legislate In favor of a 
two cents a mile rates for the people.

The Dominion parliament, out of its 
sympathy for the suffering railways, 
should send beck Its pass, pay ftp 
fare, and the corporations which did 
not have to carry the politicians for 
nothing might be able to carry the peo­
ple for two cents a mile.

o) transportation into consideration.” 
From this it is evident that the gov­
ernment did not even contemplate tak­
ing any action toward building a road. 
In view of this fact, the burden of the 
premier’s remarks to the effect that 
we are at the mercy of the United States 
in the bonding arrangement, falls some­
what flat Premier Laurier devoted a 
lot of time to show that we must have 
this road at once in order to make ns 
independent of the United States, as 
the bonding privilege might be shut 
off at any time.

Busi­
ness men claim that if they desire to 
stick up bills announcing their business, 
as is a common practice, the city de­
mands the license, -and the wording of 
the by-law would seem to set tills forth. 
There Is no clause In tho Municipal 
Clauses by-law permitting of such civic 
legislation, i nd it will be taken Into 
court

The second by-law worries business 
ir.en even more. It is a by-law to pro­
vide for the levying of sewer rentals, 
and, briefly, it provides that all parties 
owning property connected with a sewer 
shall pay an annual rental of $3. Now 
the fact is th*t when a property owner 
connects his promises with a sewer he 
is charged on water account for the 
service rendered, or, if he does not 
connect his premises with a sewer, the 
sanitary department collects from him. 
Every property owner Is, therefore, tax­
ed on this score already, and it is dif­
ficult to convince- them that they 
called upon in justice to pay again for 
what they are already settling regular­
ly The contention Is raised, of coure?, 
that the city must have money, that the 
proposed sewer rental is trifling in am­
ount and that the receipts from this 
source will be placed to the credit of 
a special sum for the extension and 
repair of sewers, but all these argu­
ments do not, in the opinion of the busi- 
luss men who are protesting, alter the 
fact that they are aeked to pay twice 
loi a certain service. It is charged, in 
some quarters, that an effort is being 
made to secure more revenue, and that 
an indirect method is adopted to at­
tain the end against which' many pro­
tests will be riased.

YEAR FOR A CONSIDER-
(From Sunday’s Dally.)

The city hall staff has been busy for 
a week in getting out tax notices for 
distribution among ratepayers. William 
B. Townsend has been rendering the 
staff clerical assistance while the notices 
were In course of preparation. The tax 
notice issued this year differs widely 
from those of former years, recourse 
laving been had to red ink to empha­
size the features which were deemed 
cf special importance.

It will be of special Interest to note 
whether ratepayers respond more free­
ly this year than in former years.

The taxes are now due and payable.
If liquidated before September 30th or 
on that day, ratepayers are entitled to 
a rebate of one-sixth on the levy for 
general expenses, schools and health. 
This is equal to 6 per cent or 7 per cent 
of the total tax levy. For instance, on 
gross taxes of $20.70 the ratepayer will 
secure a rebate of $1.46, making the net 
sum payable by him $19.25. It is free­
ly stated that the rebate is lower this 
year than last owing to the increase ta 
the rates for interest and sinking /and. ./ 
All taxes unpaid on December 31st, 
which ends the city’s fiscal year, will 
carry interest at 6 per cent per annum 
until liquidated, this provision being 
governed by the Municipal Clauses Act. 
The tax notices sent out by the city 
last week bear in large red type the 
following: Payment not later than( 

September 30th insures large discount 
and saves interest”

A lively session is predicted for Tues­
day night when the city council meets 
in session. The question of paying the 
accounts incurred in connection with the 
prosecutions of the Odams case will come 
up under the head of the finance com­
mittee’s reports on accounts to be pas­
sed. These bills include one from the 
Thiel detective agency for $230 or there­
abouts, a stenographer’s account of $25 
for reporting the trials and counsel fees 
for a considerable amount from the so­
licitor having the ease in charge for the 
corporation. The contention is that the 
entire expenditure from start to finish 
was never authorized by the council, 
and that the accounts cannot be legally 
passed.

“In connection with the staying out 
of the pool of the St. Eugene, belong­
ing to the Gooderham and Blackstock 
syndicate, mining men here say the 
Toronto capitalists will take over the 
Trail smelter, or there will be an amal­
gamation of interests and: the smelter 
will treat the St. Eugene, War Eagle 
and Centre Star ores.

"Another effect of the formation of 
the pool will be to make the British 
Columbia smelters bid against each 
other for the smelting, instead of the 
mine owfners having to bid against 
each other to get their ore smelted. 
Should the association be unable to get 
what it considers fair terms—through a 
possible pool by the smelters—its mem­
bers stand ready to supply sufficient 
capital to build a smelter, either at 
Kootenay lake or Burrard inlet This 
is the strongest weapon in the hands 
of the association.

‘There is a suggestion that the smelt­
ers may make a mutual agreement to 
refuse the ore of the pool, so that the 
latter would get none of the bounty, 
because the lead must be smelted in 
Canada. It will be to meet sudh ac­
tion that the necessity will arise for a 
pool emelter. That, if erected on Bur­
rard inlet, would be handy for shipment 
to China, where, it is thought, silver 
will be in active demand. Of course the 
Canadian Pacific railway, several of 
whose important officials are interested 
to the Trail smelter, would not give the 
pool a favorable rate to here, hut as 
the Great Northern is now being built 
into this city that line could do so. 
Mr. Hill, who is interested in the 
American smelter trust, naturally 
would not allow his line to carry ore 
that might Injuriously effect that 
trust, but, by turning to the Chinese 
or even to the British market, the Slo- 
can pool would not be treepassing on 
the trust’s ground.”

(From Saturday’s Dally.)
The Trail smelter has corralled the 

contracts for the entire output of the 
St Eugene mine at Moyle and the 81o- 
can Star mine in the Sandon camp. This 
is the report from the Smelter City, 
and itf importance can be appreciated 
when it is stated that the properties 
in question are the biggest producers 
of silver-lead oree In the country.

This means a period of very marked 
activity at the smelter, with big increas­
es in the working force.

The St Eugene has a capacity of 100 
tons of concentrates per day, this hav­
ing been attained for five months In 
succession before the mine suspended 
shipments. The Slocan Star’s produc­
tion is not nearly so large, but the ore 
carries a high percentage of silver as 
compared with the St. Eugene, which 
runs high in lead and somewhat low In 
Silver.

At the Trail emelter one lead stack 
is now in continuous operation, and Is 
treating 300 tons Of material daily. The 
second stack is ready to blow in, and 
this will eventuate at an early date. It 
was expected that the No. 2 lead stack 
would have been running ere this, but 
the statement is now made that within 
the next few days the furnace will be 
put into running order permanently. The 
No; 3 stack is well under way, gnd will 
be completed at an early date. It is 
expected that by this time the ship­
ments of lead ores will be heavier than 
ever before, which will enable the No. 
3 stack to be blown In at once.

stronghold which under ordinary cir­
cumstances the Liberals 
hope to win. With Houston as the odd 
man of the sea on its shoulders the 
Conservative party here is very much 
in the same position as the Liberals 
are in with Joseph Martin as their 
incubus. There is an honest desire on 
the part of many Conservatives here 
for a new deal and a complete break 
with the former member, but appar­
ently this can only be accomplished at 
the cost of the seat to the party. The 
dissatisfied Conservatives, however,

Harry Wright Nominated 
by Conservatives of 

Ymir.

John Houston the Choice 
of the, (Nelson Con­

vention.
1

NELSON, Aug. 15.—The Ymir Con­
servative convention was held here this 
afternoon, with a large attendance 
from all over the riding. Harry Wright, 
mining recorder here, received the nom­
ination after a hard fight with John 
Houston, who at the last moment al­
lowed his name to go to. D. F. Jelly 
of Trail was proposed, but withdrew, 
leaving a straight fight between Wright 
and Houston. The former won out on 
the first ballot by 15 to 12. Houston’s 
defeat is accounted for by his followers 
by the lateness of his announcement 
of his Willingness to stand. The move 
is said to indicate Houston’s desire to 
give up the Nelson fight and make 
room for an acceptable candidate here. 
Wright won’t talk, but he is said to 
have firmly refused to make way, al­
though urged to do so by Houston's 
friends. The nomination was made 
unanimous, and after the usual pledge 
of support the convention adjourned.

Many rumors are afloat tonight as 
to the outcome, and surprise is ex­
pressed at Houston’s latest move. The 
Tribune states the result without com­
ment.

There was a full attendance at the 
Nelson Conservative convention to­
night. John Houston was the only 
nomination made. He accepted in a 
brief speech, .taking a Jocular view of 
the family fight and declaring that he 
would defeat Taylor. Only an indirect 
reference was made to the possibilities 
of another Conservative candidate run­
ning. Rumor described Houston as in­
dignant at being turned down by Harry 
Wright for Ymir in the afternoon, but 
if that is correct Houston made no 
sign tonight. He has the full machine 
strength behind him, but the list of his 
Conservatives opponents has increased 
since the nomination was announced, 
it being stated today that Houston was 
willing to retire and let a compromise 
man to. The hostility between the two 
factions is very bitter, and will grow 
more so. It Is improbable that another 
Conservative will run. One end of the 
real Conservative vote will go to the 
Liberals under present indications.

ASHCROFT, Aug. 15.—The Conser­
vative convention held here this after­
noon unanimously nominated T. G. 
McManamon, of Ruby Creek, as Con­
servative candidate for Yale. Eleven 
delegatee, with three proxies, were 
present. The convention lasted three 
hours and good speeches were made by

In the private session of the finance 
committee prior to the council meeting, 
tb members voted to put the two 
eceounts in the committee’s report for 
«■dorsation by council, when the re­
port came up in council, Alderman Dan­
iel urged that the items in question be 
eliminated, and moved, with Alderman 
Talbot, that the accounts be referred to 
the city solicitor for a written opinion^. 
Alderman Daniel stated that as the ex­
penditure had never been authorized by 
the council he could not see how the 
hoard could legally pass it, and he de­
sired to have every alderman and the 
mayor on record in the premises. It 
wae his intention to be absolutely fair, 
end he therefore gave notice that every 
Slderman voting for the payment of the 
accounts would be held personally re­
sponsible for the snm in issue. He be­
lieved the city would get accounts ag­
gregating $1000 before the matter was 
concluded, and bis advice from a legal 
source was that the corporation could 
act be held liable. Moreover, the rate­
payers would not stand for such busi­
ness; aldermen were paid to pass on 
such matters, and if they were not to 
he given an opportunity 
their judgment the council might be dis­
pensed with altogether and their sal­
aries saved to the corporation.

Alderman Embleton wanted the city 
solicitor’s opinion, remarking that City 
Soliciter Nelson had told him it was np 
to the council to pay these disputed bills, 
ailthough the mayor had exceeded his 
authority to incurring the liability.

THE SOLICITOR’S VIEWS.

Mr. Nelson having been requested Ly 
tiie chair to express his sentiments, ad­
dressed a brief lecture on the ethics of 
Blackstone on points such as were in 
dispute at this juncture. He said that 
under the statute the mayor certainly 
should have consulted the council before 
hiring the Spokane sleuth, but even as 
the chief magistrate didn’t do so the 
liability remained and in his opinion 
"the city would have to settle the bill. 
The stenographer’s account was an en­
tirely different matter. It was obvious­
ly illegal, and under no circumstances 
would the city be liable for its payment 
save as the council directed—it was 
up to the aldermen to accept or reject 
the bill

Aldermen Armstrong and McRichm 
seized the suggestion to lay over the 
account with alacrity.

j • THE MAYOR SPEAKS.

Mayor Dean then took the floor, after 
requesting Alderman McKichan to of­
ficiate as chairman. His worship had 
fire in his eye and adjourned to the back 
room for two or three minutes for some 
unknown purpose. On returning he pro­
ceeded to introduce the Municipal Ola.i- 
ses Act and entertain the council with 
a few excerpts therefrom in which the 
duties of the chief magistrate in respect 
to preserving law and order were de­
fined. He then called upon Police Chief 
Bradshaw to testify that the city police 
had made every effort to discover that 
liquor was sold illicitly in the corpora­
tion limits and had failed, also that 
the chief had instructions to suppress 
gaming and had never discovered- any 
gambling since the new police commis­
sioners assumed power. Mayor Dean 
proceeded at some length to point out 
that his action in employing the Spo­
kane sienth was justified from every 
standpoint, and that to have consulted 
the council in advance would have de­
feated the end in view.

On Mayor Dean resuming the chair,
