Montreal, July 29.—The Gazette has 
the following despatch from Berlin:

Otto Hoetzch says in “The Kreuse 
Zeitung”: V

“Like every official utterance in 
America, this (the last American 
note) too must be viewed from the 
angle-of its international aspect; Pres­
ident Wilson speaks not only as presi­
dent, but as presidential candidate in 
1916. If, as seems, he believes he can 
talk this way to Germany, it is a sign 
that he does not consider the counter 
agitation of the German and Irish 
populace, and of Bryan as dangerous. 
Also it is a sign that he does not ex­
pect his presidential aspirations to be 
harmed by a crisis in the relations be­
tween Germany and America.

“That does not surprise us and we 
will wait and see if Mr Wilson has 
deceived himself in his judgment of 
the situation and whether Mr Bryan’s 
agitation for an arms and munitions 
embargo will have any real success 
before the war is over. For the rest, 
Germany’s position and answer have 
been given.”

Professor Meyer of the University 
of Berlin, in a significant article fea­

tured in the Vossiscbe-Zeitung, on* policy and cannot go back. He must
try and achieve a success. If Germany 
gives way before, him however so lit­
tle, he will have achieved his purpose. 
If he has no success, and she holds 
firm, then Wilson’s game is lost, for 
he is unable to go to the logical con­
clusion of his ‘deliberately unfriendly’ 
act and decare war on Germany, even 
if he wanted to, for the peace move­
ment is much too strong to enable 
him to win congress for a war policy.

SITUATION CRITICAL
London, July 29.—“Although it is 

possible the present German drive 
may fail, as the attacks on Bolimow 
failed last January, the roar of guns 
and the arrival ot wounded have con­
vinced the population of Warsaw that 
the situation is critical," said the 
correspondent of The.

Ossining, N.Y., July 29.—Charles 

Becker, former New York police lieu­
tenant, condemned to die to-morrow 
for instigating the murder of Herman 
Rosenthal, gambler,-is reported to be 
bearing up well to-day under the real­
ization that virtually all hope of his 
escaping the electric chair has pass-

New York, July 29.—Final prepara­
tions for the execution at Sing Sing 
prison early to-morrow morning of 
Charles Becker, formerly a police lieu­
tenant, for instigating the murder of 
Herman Rosenthal, were begun qt the 
prison to-day, following the announce­
ment of Justice Ford’s decision deny­
ing Becker a third trial. The hour of 
the execution is set for 5.45 a.m. to­
morrow.

There was much speculation to-day 
as to whether Becker’s counsel would 
attempt to make any further appeal in 
his behalf which might act as a stay 
of his execution, or whether any such 
appeal wire possible. One of Becker’s 
attorneys said that there would be a 
meeting of the prisoner’s counsel 
early to-day to consider Justice Ford’s 
decision and decide whether they 
could do anything further to save 
Becker from the chair.

Justice Ford had declared that the 
case was now entirely in the hands of 
Governor Whitman, and that clem­
ency, if any were granted, must come 
from him. The governor had ex­
pressed his approval of the denial of a 
new trial, and had said that if he had 
any doubt about Becker’s guilt he 
would pardon him In a minute.

District Attorney Perkins and mem­
bers of his staff were quoted as saying 
that there could be no appeal from 
Justice Ford's decision.

Commenting upon his action deny­
ing a new trial, Justice Ford said that 
none of the revelations made by 
Becker in his recent statement could 
be considered as new evidence, that 
they were known to Becker before his 
first trial and should have been di­
vulged then. The power of the su­
preme court, the justice said, is so 
limited by law that he could not 
grant a new trial.

Less than an hour after Becker re­

ceived word that Supreme Court Jus­
tice Ford had denied his appeal for a 
third trial, the condemned man threw 
himself on his cot. Becker lay with 
his face to the wall and the guard sa:d 
he did not move all night.

Becker arose at 7 o’clock to-day. Af­
ter breakfast he was taken from his 
cell, given a bath and new suit of un­
derwear. The top of his head was 
then closely cropped, to permit ot 
perfect contact with the electrodes in 
the helmet attached to the death 
chair.

When Becker reurned to his cell he 
found that all of his clothing, person­
al belongings and even the few furn­
ishings of the cell had been removed. 
On a new cot lay a thin .black suit, 
white shirt with soft collar and a 
black tie. 
felt slippers were also providèd.

Father Cashin, the prison chaplain 
and Becker’s spiritaul adviser, is ex­
pected to spend considerable time 
with the condemned man to-day and 
to-night. Father Cashin will also ac­
company Becker to the death cham­
ber.

Washington, July 29—Goods 
signed to American citizens valued at 
$150.000,000 are lying on the docks ot 
Rotterdam, Hollatid, held up by the 
British order-in-council forbidding 
all commerce with Germany or Aus­
tria. Much of the merchandise is ot 
German origin and cannot be moved 
pending the result of the .British-Am- 
erican negotiations over the order-in- 
council, Some of the shipments, 
ever, are of Belgian origin and efforts 
are being made with the unofficial aid 
of the state department to secure safe 
conduct for this portion.

While Germany is in control of 
practically all of Belgium, inquiries 
from this government have brought 
forth a statement that Great Britain 
proposes to blockade Belgian ports 
and invoke the order-in-council 
against German goods from Belgium. 
Representations have been made by 
shippers, however, showing that some 
of the shipments tied up are bona- 
fide Belgian products, produced by 
Belgian workmen in Belgian factories 
and that their delivery will in no way 
benefit Germany.

“On the Narew front there has been 
violent artillery fire. Near Novogrod 
the enemy continued his efforts to 
cross the river. Near the mouth of 
the River Skwa the enemy on Tues­
day succeeded in occupying part of 
our trenches on the left bank of the 
river, but counter-attacks threw him 
back. On the left bank of the Narew 
from Ostrolenka to the River Prut 
there has been a spirited combat, but 
the line on this front is unchanged.

“To the right" of the Narew ttife 
enemy took the offensive against our 
troops, attempting to çounter-attack 
north of Serock. Near the Village of 
Budy, southeast of Pultusk, we re­
pulsed six attacks.

“On the left side of the Vistula, and 
between the Vistula and the Vieprz, 
there have been no important changes.

“Between the Vieprz arid the Bug a 
stubborn battle continued up to Tues­
day morning in the region of the vil­
lages of Rakolupy, Maidane and Os­
trovsky. After repulsing three spirit­
ed attacks against our positions on the 
height north of Maidane and Ostrov­
sky, our troops took the offensive, 
occupying the villages and capturing 
1500 prisoners.

“In the direction of Grubechow the 
enemy continued to launch vigorous 
attacks. North of the village of Step- 
panovitz we repulsed three furious 
efforts to break our front, inflicting 
heavy losses on the enemy. South of 
Sokal we commenced a successful 
offensive against the forces which 
crossed the river near Potourzhitsa. 
Tuesday morning our troops threw 
themselves against the elevated posi­
tions occupied by the enemy, taking 
numerous prisoners. The enemy 
brought up fresh forces for a counter­
attack and desperate fighting con­
tinues.

“On the Upper Bug and the Upper 
Zlota Lipa there has been violent ar­
tillery fire and feeble attempts by de­
tachments of the enemy.”

THE SITUATION.
The Russians continue to do very 

well indeed in Poland. They have 
manifestly received reinforcements, 
both in men and material, and the 
constant withdrawals of the last few 
weeks have been changed into an of­
fensive at more than one point. It is 
impossible to estimate just what is 
happening on this tremendous Eastern 
front, with millions of men engaged, 
but late advices certainly contain 
more encouragement for the Allies. 
Villiers, the famous war correspond­
ent, who was at the fall of Port Ar­
thur, made the statement when he was 
last lecturing in this city that the Rus­
sian soldier was a stubborn and mag­
nificent fighter when properly officer­
ed, and that statement has been abun­
dantly confirmed during these hostili­
ties. In the campaign against Japan 
he was not efficiently led, but that 
handicap fortunately does not exist at 
the present time.

After forty days’ fighting the Ital­
ians have secured a big victory in dis­
lodging the Austrians from the Mar­
tino and San Michele heights, which 
dominate Gorizia. Their artillery is 
doing exceptionally good work, and 
the troops are fighting with a deter­
mination worthy of the best traditions 
of the days of Garibaldi.

The opinion has been expressed in 
some quarters that so many of Kitch­
ener’s new army have been kept in 
England because of possible invasion. 
In this regard it is worthy of note 
that Premier Asquith has stated that 
the fleet is in such shape that John 
Bull is able to laugh at any such scare.

iTo the Editor Courier:
Sir,—Public ownership is a suc­

cess in Europe. Hitherto it has 
been substantially a failure in Amer­
ica. Experts attribute the reason to a 
deficiency in social intelligence, and 
of social spirit. Our national pros- 
parity in commercial competition 
with other countries will, in future, 
depend considerably upon a wide and 
scientific extension of the principle 
of public ownership. Self-interest, and 
eventually it may be self-preservation, 
demands that we should develop the 
qualities experience shows we lack.

The policy pursued as to the Brant­
ford Municipal Railway confirms the 
above inference. After much agita­
tion the people authorized purchase. 
The City Council have effected the 
same, but, so far, it has contemptu­
ously disregarded the essential dem­
ocratic principle in the management 
of socially owned utilities. The 
citizens have not been invited to ex­
ercise control over their own pro­
perty. The Street Railway Commis­
sion is but one in name. It has no 
legal existence. The so-called commis­
sioners are irresponsible to the Peo­
ple, being really employes of the City 
Council, and answerable to that 
body. If our City Council were com­
posed of men of democratic ideas, the 
railway would, pending an election 
at the earliest possible date, have 
been managed by a committee of its 
numbers, who, anyway, could claim 
they had some responsibility, having 
been elected to office by the people.

Before the people have been 
suited as to the control of their own 
railway, another false step is in con­
templation by the City Council. The

Rome, July 29.—It was. learned here 
yesterday that the Minister of Prus­
sia1 accredited to the Holy See, who 
recently has been living in Switzer­
land, has conveyed to Pope Benedict a 
proposal from the Kaiser suggesting 
that the Holy Sea offer to mediate 
between Germany and the United 
States and promising to abide by the 
Pope’s decision if mediation should be j 
accepted.

It is further reported that the Pope 
replied that he was unable to offer 
mediation because he resides in a bil- 
ligerent country where Germany’s re­
presentatives cannot come, and be­
cause of condemnation of submarine 
warfare, he could not pass upon a 
matter involving its justification. The 
Pope informed the Kaiser that his ef­
forts were devoted to shortening the 
war and lessening the horrors.

The Pope called attention to the 
fact that as the Holy See was neutral 
it could not assume the arduous task 
of settling controversies between the 
powers. .He suggested, therefore, that 
the Kaiser submit the question to The 
Hague Tribune!.
