The final statement of" the Lyberal

Liberal newspaper published at For-
est, Ont., and formerly Liberal
member for East Lambton in the
Cntario Legislature, in an open let-
ter to Six Wilfrid, quotes the above
extract and adds;— ;

“If this meang anything it means
that you will, if retarned to power,
resort to the referendum before do-
ing anything to aid the “Canadian
forces now in France, Accepting this
as your answer, I am bound to say
that I must do =all that I can in a
legal way, to prevent you being re-
turned to power, There -are no ob-
jections to conscription “by“those of’
our people who are willing to do
all in their power to help win the
war, and I cannot support any can-
aidate nor any leader who is not
willing to do all that he can to help
those who are fighting for the free-
dom of humanity, or who would in
any way delay that help.

“The Military Service Act recently
passed by the duly constituted par-
liament of Canada, merely provides
for carrying into effect the provis-
ions ef ithe MilitiaAct;, Revised Sta-
tues of Canada, 1906, when you were
the head of the Government of the
day. Any delay in bringing it into
operation adds to the number of lives
the'warts worr,“and” tatk “of - refer-
loyalty. You have to-day, (perhaps
more ‘than any other Canadian) the
opportunity to” unite alL,u > people
in a genuine “Win-the-Wa policy,
#f such a thing is at all possible.
This can be done only by Toyal citi-
zens uniting in support of the Mili-
tary Service Aect. The immediate
rieed of such united action is so ur-
gent and So imperative that ‘I can-
not give my. Buppoxt ta any leader
about,whose’ intended line of action
there iis the shadow of = doubt. Will
you therefore, in the interest of all
that we as a people, love, cherish
and respect; make it clear whether
you will enforce the Military Servjce
Act or. not, should you be returned
to power: Until you make this clear
you do: not deserve the support of
any win-the-war Canadians.”

As to that, Laurier hasn’t made it
clear and won’t make it clear, for he
stands by Quebec in objéction to the
act.‘ 'To put bhim back into office
would be a declaration that Cana-
dians ‘do not want to maintain their
present effective help to the Empire
and® the pause of human liberty.

Paris, Sept. 29.—(By Staff Repor-
fer) —Bigger, greater, better and
more successful than ever, the 1917
Paris Fair came to a conclusion her?
yesterday afternoon. In spite of
war conditions, and the unfavorable
weather that prevailed on the open-
ing day of the exhibition, the attend-
ance exceeded that of last year, and
the financial receipts were corres-
pondingly greater.

The sterling worth and standard
of quality that has been established
and maintained by the Fair directors
has become a by-word in the county
from all sections of which flocked
spectators during the two days. The
exhibition this year compared most
satisfactorily with other years anil
many of its phases excelled previous
records.

The attendance, as officially esti-
mated by Secretary H. O’Neail last
night was 4,200, considerably higher
than last year, while the receipts
were $300 in excess of last year. The
feature of the exhibits were probably
the cattle and poultry. In the cattl2
the shorthorn variéty were noticably
prominent and many were the favor-
able comments of experienced cattle-
men who looked over the exhibits.
The- poultry were uniformly good.
The horses were good, making a

better showing than was the case at |

the previous fair. Roots and vege-
tables were better, while the fruit
exhibits were greater than was anti-
cipated- on account of the poor crop.
Ladies’ work, painting, plants and
flowers were about as usual.

the faets. There are hundreds of
persons living in Brantford at’ the
present time who were present at
the first experiments and who know
that the invention criginated in the
city of Brantford. Therefore we have
for nearly thirty years past called
ourselves the Telephone City. The
old homertead of the inventor is still
there and has bheen acquired as part
of the memorial. Originally half a
mile of wire was strung around the
house under the eaves, and the in-
ventor telephoned to himself sitting
in his own room. That was the first
experiment. After that the wires
were run along a rail fence for abnut
a mile, and then attached on tele-
graph poles, and taken into the city
of Brantford.
