1550E AT THE HAGUE
5 DAAGO DOCTRINE

INTEREST ATTACHES TO PLAN
AND AUTHOR BECAUSE OF
COMING CONFERENCE

WASHINGTON, May 23. — We
have heard a good deal about the
Drago doctrine lately, and are likely
to hear more in ‘the future, because
it is to be taken up at the approach-
ing conference at the Hague, where

the delegates from. the United States
are expected .to offer it as a topic
for liseussion. . It will therefore ‘be
interesting to know who Drago is
and what is his doctrine.

Luis M. Drago is a brilliant young
lawyer of the Argentine Republie,
who ‘was ‘minister of foreign affairs
in that country in 1902, at the time
when Great Britain, Germany and
Ttaly attempted to. collect certain
claims of their citizens by forcible
means from the government of Vene-
zuela. On Dec. 29 of that year Senor
Drago sent a note to Mr. Garcia Me-
rou, Argentine minister at Washing-
ton, which dttracted a great deal of
attention when it was published
shortly after. Copies of this note
were sent to all of the American re-
publics and to the European pOWwWers.
Although the principles enunciated
were ot new and had been discussed
for a century or more, they were- s0O
forcibly ‘and so concisely expressed
that they have since been alluded to
as “the Drago doctrine” in distinc-
tion from ‘‘the Calvo goctrine,"
which is very much  broader.

Senor Calvo was also an Argentine
jurist who died at an advanced age
aboat two years ago. He was Argen-
tine minister to Germany, France
and other countries; he was & volum-
inous writer upon international law
and his commentaries, which fill gev-
eral volumes, have been translated
into several languages and: are re-
garded as high authority among
civilized nations. Senor Calvo takes
the broad ground that no govera-
ment has the right to use force to
comipel the’ payment of financial ob-
ligations. He condenses ‘his theories
in the following paragraph: :

«“pccording to strict international
rght the recovery of debis and the
pursuit of private claims does not
justify the armed intervention of
governments; and  since European
states invariably follow this rule in
their reciprocal relations, there 18
pno reason Why they should not also
impose it upon themselves in their
relations with ~nations of the new

world.”

FOR PUTTING UP. CHARGES IN
THE WEST—IMPROVEMENTS
0UT OF REVENUE

MONTREAL, -May 27.—The - Rail-
way Commission thig = morning re-
sumed the inguiry into the affairs of
the Bell Telephone Company.

The’ cost of. construgtion and oper-
ating in the western division as com-
pared with the eastern division was
then taken up with Mr, Winters, the
general superintendent of construc-
tion of the company, who was the first
witness called.. Mr. Winters’ evidence
had chiefly to do with the increased
cost of construction work from 1902
to 1907. - He gave many figures show-
ing the increase in the cost of the dif-
ferent ‘materials used, such as poles
on which he'gave the 'average . in-
crease of the different sizes, in these
five years as high as 55 per cent in
Manltoba and Alberta. -

Mr. ‘Winters also went into the cost
of Jabor in the West, in the present
year as compared with 1902 and gave
eviderice that ~in - all. departments
there had been a:-big increase. He al-

labor in the West, from Winnipeg to
the coast, and in the Eastern cities of
Toronto and Montreal.

From ‘the evidence furnished this
afternoon at the telepbone inguiry, it
was made fairly plain’' that the Bell
Company contemplates mno reduction
in rates In Western Canada, but
rather an increase along their prac-
tice of chérging improvements to rev-
‘enue aeccount and increasing rates to
meet the bills.

The evidence put in by the company

4 was' infended to show that all expens-

es have gradually increased. during
the past few years and that rates
must correspond. . Incidentally the
Bell people foreshadowed & very busy
gseason, improving their systems . in
Brandon, Calgary and other western
towns. i

Mr. ' Slack, secretary-treasurer of
the Bell Co., was the next witness and
filed a staiement as to the cost of tel-
ephone service in a number of towns
and villages.

Mr. McFarlane thea examlned Mr.
F. Sise, Jr., as to the figures regard-
ing eéxpenses etc., at Brandon. These
had apparently increased last yeat by
tSﬂ,OOO. This said Mr. Sise, was caus-

ed by underground consiruction ~and
their new office building. In addition
they had been compelled to practical-
ly. reconstruct the ‘whole city system
in order to make it a central energy.
Taking up Calgary next, Mr. McFar-
lane elicited from Mr. Sise that the
exchange there was opened in 1902
with 202 subscribers. By 1903 this
‘had grown to 209, to 462 in 1904, 645
in 1905 and 1084 in 1906, an extraor-
dinary rapid growth.

“What sort of service have you at

?” . asked Mr. MecFarlan
“Pretty nearly as bad as if could be,"
said ‘Mr. -Sise, “beécause we' have not
