Upto the first
of August any person haviug the proper
qualification may 8| ly to be put on
ultin? forth in s affidavit any
one of the grounds upon which he is en-
titled to added to the list. These
grounds are briefly as follows :

1. Owner of-teal estate—In a city this
is $300. Intowns, $200. In villages or
country sections, $150.

9. Tenant The rental must be at least
$2 monthly, $6 quarterly, or $20 yearly.

3. Occupant. The occupant must have
been a bona fide occupant, for one year
prior to application, ot real property of the
value of $300 in cities ; $200in towns or
$150 elsewhere.

4. Income Applicant must bea resi-
dent in electoral district and derive an
income of at least $300 a year earnings in
money or money's worth, or from some
profession, calling trade or from some
rofession, calling trade or investment in
anada, or has so derived such income,
and been a resident of Canada for one
ear next before being placed upon, the
ists.

5. Farmer’s son. Applicant must have
resided with his father one year before
being put on the hst, and as many sons
may be put on as the value of the father’s
property will admit, allowing each son
the same amount as entitles thefather to
be_put on.

Winter in Newfoundland.

The isolation of life in the .distant parts
of Newfoundland during winter is extreme.
Outside the peninsula of Avalone there are
hardly any roads, and, even if they existed,

«w and ice would render them impagsable.
(Gauvo sea Stretches - vast ity pavement,
through which it is oftenimpossible for even
a steamer to ram its way., So all the long
winter months, the little hamlets lie
surrounded by the great snow blankets, and
cut off from communication from all man-
kind save those who inhabit their little
settlement.  Should the’&tore of provisions
run low, the situation is perilous, for there
is no possibility of getting supplies, unless
a “lead” opens in the ice and allows a
steamer to get along the coast; or,
if she be not ice-bound “at too great
a distance, perhaps some of the men
go out over the frozen sea to meet
the vessel, and carry home food for their
families. Should the ship fail to come, the
rl»eoplc are sometimes driven to eat their
dogs, of which several are usually kept in
order to draw home wood' from the forests
on sled® So great is the difficulty of com-
munication during winter that a clergyman
relates that on one occasion, as near to the
capital as Trinity Bay, 40 shillings had
been demanded, and 25 were actually paid,
for the conveyance of a single letter over-
land to the city by a cross-country guide.
While the coast is ice-bound the direct
steamers from England do not touch at
Newfoundland, but the mails are brought
up from Halifax in a small wooden steamer,
expressly built for facing the ice; but even
this vessel cannot always get in, and mails
have to be carried u{mre seven or eight
miles over the ice on men’s backs.—Lady
Blake, in North American Review.

SIX MEN KILLED,

A Cyclome Sirikes a Coal Breaker With
Disastrous Effect.

A Mount - Carmel, Pa., despatch says :
The Patterson Coal Company’s breaker at
Nataile, two miles north of here, was
destroyed by a cyclone this afternoon.
The following were killed : J. W. Blos-
som, Hawley, Pa.; J. Bentley Dodson,
Shickshiny, Pa ; Richard Roberts and Wm.
Lodge, Luzerneborough ; an Italian un-
known and another stranger still under the
debris. The breaker was located on the
summit of Big Mountain, 1,600 feet above
the sea level. The structure was about 300
feet long and the highest point was 165.
Lodge, Robert and the two unknown
men were slaters, and were roofing the
breaker at the time of the accident. The
other two killed were carpenters, and
were at work on the interior of thebuilding.
Shortly after noon the sky in the north
became black and the darkness grew in
intensity. The men perched on their high
tower gazed on the advancing storm, ex-
pecting to descend in time toavoid the rain
Suddenly a stroke of lightning illuminated
the horizon, a peal of thumﬁ*r shook the
ne|¥hborl;om1, and the next minute the ter-
rible wind gathered up the mighty struc-
ture as though it were a feather, and,
whirling it around, dashed it to ruin. The
men were mangleed almost beyond recogni-
tion. The breaker was one of the largest
in the region, its capacity being about
40,000 tons per month. The cost of its
erection exceeded $100,000. The loss falls
on Wilkesbarre, Pittsburg and Philadelphia
capitalists.

The Scarcity in Europe.

While the continental
are estalishing commercial leagues to pro-
tect themselves against outside compe-
tition, they find themselves confronted by a
natural law which is more potent than the

In the midst of a season of famine, when
the starving millions of Europe are clamor-
ing for bread, tariff barriers against its
importation are not only an intensely cruel
but an extremely dangerous contrivance.
This truth was discovered by the English
Tories in the famine year of 1846, when
they obstinately but vainly resisted the
repeal of the Corn Laws. The Protection-
ists of Germany, Italy and France are
encountering & similar experience in their
resistance to the demands of enlightened
opinion in behalf of a reduction of duties on
breadstuffs and meats. Reports in regard
to the harvest in Germany and other por-
tions of the Continént, inclnding the great
wheat belt of Russia, have grown more dis-
couraging since the German Chancellor
expressed the purpose of the Government
to maintain the grain duties without abate-
ment. With  the threatened scarcity the

BRAZILIAN . CRUELTIES.

A Young Irishman Escaped from South
American Slavery.

A Chicago despatch says: A young Irish-
man named Francis Y!urell ,lgs says,
just escaped from the clutches of an immi-

ition agency in Brazil. Four months ago

ourell was working as a laborer on a farm
near Dublin. Attracted by promises posted
around the neighborhood in which he lived,
he decided to take ship for Brazil. The
uhowfy posters promised a free e and
free farms, and Yourell and thirteen com-
panions jumped at what they regarded the
opportunity of their lives. The fourteen
Irishmen started for Liverpool March 11th
on the steamship Arcania. The ship
touched at two obscure French ports,
where one hundred more passengers
were taken on, and at Lisbon, where
400 Portuguese were brought on board,
making 1,300 passengers, all told. After 24
days’ sail from Liverpool the Arcania arrived
at an out-of-the-way seaport in Brazil
From the time the passengers landed on
Brazilian ground they were subjected to
treatment, according to Yourell’s statement,
which no Christian ever suffered before.
They were thrown into dens where Russians
and Italians were dying with yellow fever,
beaten with bludgeonsand starved almostto
death, and yet some of the unfortunate
creatures were cast into prison for complain-
ing. The promise about free farms was
found to be a sham and humbug. The ob-
ject of the immigration agency was to get
workers for the coffee planters, who find it
difficult to get enough hands, owing to the
prevalence of yellow fever and other dis-
eases. After weeks of hardship and priva-
tion Yourell and three others escaped from
Santas in the ship Bancroy, bound for
Santiago. From Santiago Yourell sailed -to
Baltimore on the Bancroy as fireman.
