This was the story he told Chief Bade- 
nooh last night and because of which he 
was oloeeted with the chief and Inspector 
Fitzpatrick nearly five Hours.

A grocer, who 
lives near the castle, relates that Holmes 
carried paper money in wholesale quanti­
ties. Holmes came into the grocer’s store 
one day, he says, and left a basket there. 
At the same time he borrowed 80 cents to 
go down town. The bosket was filled with 
paper money. The grooeryman thought 
this was legitimate currency It has since 
been considered that Holmes was involved 
in a green goods scheme, or had been 
guilty of passing counterfeit money. The 
grocer, who saw the castle built, brick by 
brick, and noticed nothing unusual in its 
construction, does not believe Holmes 
guilty of the murder of a single human 
being.

As the whacks 
seemed to do him a power of good I did 
not complain. Do you know that I firmly 
believe that lÇevery citizen of the United 
States would get up in the morning and 
kick a dog he'd feel good-natured all day 
long?"

HABIT OF NAIL-BITING.
Its Causa and Cure Discussed by Physl-ifow Patent Leather Is Made.

It Is distinctly an industry requiring 
the very strictest attention, says Shoe nu(l 
Leather Facts. Ninety days must elapse 
from the time a green hide is put in to 
work until It Is turned out all ready for 
the market. For the purpose of manufac­
ture only the best grades of green hides 
and materials are used, the former being a 
“take off” from the best selected western 
and country cows and steers After being 
carefully examined, the hides are divided 
Into “packs, or lots of forty each, and the 
manufacture of the finished product actu-. 
ally commenced.

First, the hides go to the “beam-house; 
these are “unhalfod,” “lined,and bated," 
for the removal of grease and all other 
kinds of foreign .substances, at the same 
time being rendered perfectly receptive 
to the Influence of tannic acid.

After leaving the tanning vats, the hides 
which have now become leather, meet 
their first introduction to machinery, all 
the processes up to this point having I 

ducted entirely by ha 
machine to make its appearance Is the 
splitting machine. It is here that the fu­
ture purpose or grade of the leather Is de­
cided upon. Ac ording to that decision 
tho hide is divided laterally into the 
proper nuihber of “cuts,” or slices, of 
different thickness. Each of these differ­
ent parts is kept with others of the same 
grade until the i>rocess is finished. They 
qrc i ext rotanued and bleached, and go 
through .< softenihg process of japanning.

This Is a distinctive trade by Itself, and 
necessitates the close attention to minor 
detajls. The imperat ive use of the very 
purest oil, its manufacture into different 
compositions, and tho application of these 
So the leather in variable proportions for 
different grades of tho work, are fa-dors 
Which determine the ultimate quality of 
the finished product.

That the habit of nail-biting is a disease 
among children,and not merely a naughty 
trick, to be cured by punishment, is the 
scientific opinion of the famous French­
man, Dr. Edgar Berillon; who was atone 
time associated with Charcot and Is nt 
present secretary of the French society of 
Hypnology and Inspector of state lunatic 
asylums. Berillon names this so-cqjled 
disease “anarchophagie,’’ which at once 
gives an air of importance to the discus­
sion, and ho states, as the results of nine 
years’ study and experimenting, that It is 
an unerring sign of incipient degeneration 
of the nervous system. He holds that a 
child displaying any tendency toward nail- 
biting, should at once be put under a 
physician’s care, instead of being teased 
and punished.

Tho habit Is more prevalent among girl s 
than boys, and is probably due to the fact 
—although this is not brought out in 
Berilion’s recent papers—that boys are 
permitted to live healthier lives, with more 
exercise and out-of-door sports. In the re­
port, made from an examination of ono of 
the average mixed schools In Paris, the 
percentage of rail-blters among the girls 
was found to be fifty-two, while among 
the boys It was only twenty. This habit 
was usually observed among the poorer 
students. Several Instructors in the Paris 
schools for manual tral lng have pro­
nounced the habitual nail-biters hardest 
to teach, and often totally unfit for techni­
cal education. On rare occasions nail- 
biting children were found to be “infant 
prodigies,” but with a superficial clever­
ness, Invariably outgrown. Although the 
disease Is frequently Inherited, it Is more 
often the result of Imitation, which practi­
cally renders It contagious. In English 
schools the habit Is considered so harmful 
and so easily contracted that the nail-bit­
ing children are isolated and taught in 
separate classes, betides being subjected to 
severe and public reprimands.

A True Fish Story.

careful and Intelligent treatment cannot 
be doubted, for not only Is It on the In­
crease, but In many cases it is accompani­
ed In the second and third generations by 
marked signs of physical degeneration.

The extent to which It prevails In Eng­
land can be estimated from the fact that 
In one school of thirty children, whose 
parents were of the middle class, at least 
fifty per cent were habitual nall-bltera. 
In America the disease Is prevalent fo a 
marked degree. It may be noticed at every 
turn on the streets, In the schools, and on 
the street cats. Wherever there is a group 
of school children of any size, soçae of tho 
boys and girls will be found eagerly de­
vouring their finger nails, and sometimes 
fingers as well. The fact that after a time 
the habit becomes automatic makes the 
curing of it a difficult undertaking ; but 
Berillon believes that it can be done, and 
advocates the grouping of these children 
Into classes, where they may be subjected 
to special discipline and hygienic treat­
ment. As, however,the habit is the result 
of nervous degeneration, it can be easily 
treated at home.

Among the tiny republics of the world 

>erhape the Mutest of all, in point of popu- 
ation, Is the Republk of Tavalora, on the 

Island of that name, about eight miles 
from Sardinia. It has a population of: 
fifty-five, and Is less .than two miles In

Sovereignty was accorded in 1836 by 
King Charles Albert to the heed of the 
Bartoleoni family, who was given the 
title of King. For nearly fifty years this 
monarch—Çaul I. was his name - ruled his 
microscopic kingdom with skill and judg­
ment, and enjoyed peace with all his 
neighbors. * He died May 80, 1882, after ex­
pressing the desire to his sorrowing rela* 
tives"that none of them should succeed 
him. He strongly wished his subjects to 
govern themselves. No pretender arose, 
and for nearly four years the simple in­
habitants got along comfortably without 
any hànd at the helm of their ship of 
state.

extreme cold," KgS __ 
experiments which hyve been referred to A 
by tho journals of chemleMr as “wonders 
of the nineteenth century." The profess­
or occupies tho chair of chemistry in the 
British Royal Institute, and has been ex­
perimenting on the results of evaporation 
in producing extreme cold since about 
1800.

In tho latter half of 1898 he succeeded In 
obtaining a temperature of 8l(fdegrees be­
low zero on tho centigrade scale, which Is 
equal to 846 degrees of tho Fahrenheit In­
strument. In making these curious ex­
periments ho uses a double compartment 
air compressor. Into the outer chamber 
of this apparatus he Introduces liquid nit­
rous cxlde through a pipe, tho liquid en­
tering the machine under a pressure of 1,- 
400 pounds to the square Inch Tho nitrous 
oxide evaporates almost Instantly, and, as 
a result, tho temperature of tho air sur­
rounding the Inner chamber Is qulcky re­
duced to 180 degrees below Fahrenheit’s 
zero. The inner chamber,being thus cool­
ed, Is almost Instantly made the receptacle 
of liquid ethyleno, which Is Introduced by 
means of a pipe, as was the nitrous oxide 
Into tho outer chain lier. Tho ethylene also 
enters Its chamber under high pressure— 
1,800 pounds to the square Inch. It eva­
porates very rapidly, but hardly so quick­
ly as did tho nitrous oxide. However, It 
has the benedt of the outer chamber. By 
tho time evaporation is complete the tem­
perature of the Inner chamber Is reduced 
jo 840 to 846 degrees below zero Fahren­
heit.

Oaa-r OTho records of the foreign mail bureau 
of the post office department show that, 
as an ordinary thing, the ocean packets 
are as regular in their departures and ar­
rivals as railroad trains, and, considering 
the distance they travel, more so. The 
science of navigation has been reduced to 

accwm y that they may be expected 
almost on tho hour.
' Take, for example the Campania, of the 

Cunard line. In 1898 she made eight trips 
and her average voyage was 6 days, 90 
hours and 18 nifuutoH. In 1894 she made 
ten trips, and her average was 6 days, 90 
hours and 17 minutes, only one minnte 
loss in 1894 than In 1898 in a voyage of 
9,770 miles in all sorts of wind and weath­
er.

The Havel, of the North German Lloyd 
Company, made ton tripe in 1898, with 
an average of 7 days, 7 hours Mid 88 min­
utes, for a distance of 8,080 miles, from 
tho Needles to Fire Island. In 1894 she 
made nine trips, with an average of 7 
days, 7 hours and 84 minutes.

Tho Fuerst Bismarck, of the Hamburg 
line, made nine trips In 1898. Her aver­
age for the year for a voyage of 8,080 
miles wae 7 days and 16 minutes. In 
1894 she made six trips, and hear average 
wae 7 days and 64 minutes.

The Columbia mede nine tripe In 1898, 
with an average time of 6 days, 89 hours and 
19 minutes. In 1894 she made six tripe, 
with an average of 6 days, 29 hours end 8 
minutes.
