It ie said that he shot a man in Montana, 
and that this wae the fourth time be was 
known to have drawn a razor, in one case 
cutting a man eenouely in the abdomen.

Tbe d e aces ip a 
straight line ie about 300 miles, but the 
length of the oacal would be largely 
increased by the natural difflcultiei of the 
country and bv the necessity of making 
wide detours to find practical paaeee through 
tbs Sedutio mountains. Tbe eetimst d 
cost ie 70,000,000 florins or about 100,000 
per mile of completed canal. Tbe oaoal 
would afford a water highway directly 

the centre of Europe, thus obespm 
ing transportttioo between tbe maritime 
ottiee of Germany and Austria It would 

according to tbe eialemente of its 
promoters, traverse many districts which 
are rich in mineral deposit* and make 
their developments easy and profitable.

Another voudoo trick ie to pretend to eew e 
91 or 96 bill in the upper bend of tbe panto 
to insure good luck, hut setuelly secreting 
the money aad mwiug a piece of folded 
paper in toe panto instead. 8till another 
voudoo triek ie to bury e email psekoge 
wrapped in red flannel end get n dope ti <hg 
it up. W hen the package ie found it Ie said by 
the voudoo doctor to be e good omen, for 
which be chargee the dupe a handsome fee. 
An old voudoo doctor In West Washington 
recently acquired quite e reputation by hie 
alleged ears of a colored girl efllieted with 
rheumatism, his recipe befog a deooetiou of 
soma free, red pepper, floe and ooame salt, 
and soap. For n email rial of this he 
charged 91 50 aud for a personal visit 96. 
Tne more mysterious the voudoo doctor is, 
the more patiente he obtains. They are 
Mldom arrested, ae they enjoin seereey on 
their patrons, who generally observe their 
requests, if a patient survives tbeir treat- 
meet, tbe oure ie attributed %■) the vou- 
dcoiei, and if he dies his friends are 
ashamed to eon fern that tbey have been 
victimised. - Wathiagton Pott.

At leugtb— it im.y bo in 
two or three days, or m us mauy 
weeks—the spatmis of tho glottis are 
developed ai fl the well known whoop 
settles its real nliaraoter. 1 lie wh.wp ie 
due to the facu that it i* impossible to l»ke 
bri ath during the rapid ooughiug, and 
heuoe, ou its cessing, there is a long and 
labored inrush of air. Moreover, as tl.e 
blood-oanuot Ireely enter the luuge during 
the paroxysm, the im(>edtd blood oau-es 
Ibe reiue of tue neck to swell out, gives to 
the faoe a livid look, aud someMuies occa­
sions various hemorrhages - of the none, 
stomach and luuge. But there is no dan­
ger of the patient's dying of huff cation, 
os is so often feared. The dises.se may be 
quite mild, < r very severe. Occasionally 
the person gets well in a few days, without 
any medioal aid. Bit generally the disease 
lasts six weeks. Sometimes, when neg­
lected, it runs on many mouths. As u 
rule, the paroxysms gradually beoorne 
less severe aud frequent aud then ocas* , 
though for a time au ordinary 
ould will be attended with a whoop. 
The most that medicine o»u do is to palli­
ate the syuq t >ms and shorten the duration 
of the disease. Alum acts well on the 
inflamed bronchial tube ; belladonna on the 
irritated nerves that esuso the spasms of 
the glotti*. A doctor must be consulted 
for the more dangerous but itfioooious 
remedies. No one medicine mvefs each 
orae, nor any ohhj in all its symptoms and 
stages. Tbe only wise course is t) employ 
au intelligent physician who oau study its 
peculiar ti' -. aud watoh its teudefccies. 
This is tin m re imp irtunt since there is 
always danger of grave ooiiiplioaLious 
acute b'oiicliitis, puouiuouia, pleurisy and 
other lui g difficultu-*. It is thus, iudi 
rectly, ofieu fatal. Vuless where there is 
soi nus oouiplioali ns, it is be^t to have the 
child #h much a* possible out o dvors. Thu 
diet shoull be nuTitioas This sh- uld be 
looked after more carefully if tho child 
vomits much. Food shou'd be given o'tou, 
aud as early as possible, before an expected 
paroxy ism.
