^ A^Vienna despatch says it is now recognized that 
the arrangements for the Austrian occupation of 
the Turkish Provinces were inadequate. New 
plans have been resolved upon, the effect of which 
iriU be visible in a week or ten days. The same 
correspondent says the Servian Government regards 
with anxiety the menacing attitude of the Albanian 
chiefs at Prisrend.

Thirty Turkish battalions stationed in Bosnia, in­
cluding five battalions of regular troops have joined 
the insurgents.

A convention srith Austria relative to the occupa­
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina has been concluded. 
The duration of the occupation has not been fixed, 
bat several articles of the convention recognise the 
sovereignty of the Sultan, and it is provided that in 
churches and mosques, public prayers for him shall 
continue to be offered. e

Advices from insurgent sources represent General 
Sapary's defeat on 10th inst. as disastrous. It is 
reported he abandoned a battery, a quantity of amis 
tod ammunition, and many horses. The insurgents 
algo claim that General Sapary’s command was de­
feated in a second battle and that General Phillip- 
ovich’s army is falling back towards the River 
Save

The chief corps of the Austrian army of occupa­
tion, under General Phiitipovich, numbered 30,000 
on the 14th, after deducting all the garrisons on the 
route. Gen. Szapary has received reinforcements, 
it is said, of a whole brigade, to enable him to force 
his way to Zwornick. Serious difficulty is appre­
hended in advancing beyond Seraievo. The insur­
gents in Northern Bosnia are still active. On the 
14th they attacked the Austrian garrison at Banja­
luka, but were unsuccessfuL They have taken up 
a position near Buzovaca, where an engagement is 
expected.

The Political Correspondence says the insurgents 
in Eastern Bosnia number 16,000. The Servian 
Government has removed from the frontier all 
sympathizers with the insurrection, and made a 
declaration that Servia would not engage in any­
thing contrary to her international duties.

A Vienna despatch says it is considered likely the 
insurgents wiH>ttack only the line of communica­
tion with Doboj.

A Vienna correspondent states that Austria has 
decided upon immediate further mobilization of 
troops.

Constantinople, Aug. 1^—The difficulties be­
tween Turkey and England relative to the introduc­
tion of reforms in Asia Minor are almost entirely re­
moved. Sir Austin Layard has abandoned some of 
tiie demands made by England, which the Porte 
considered trenched upon its independence. The 
treaty respecting Cyprus did not imply renunciation 
by Turkey of her independence. Turkey would 
listen to the counsels of England, but would intro­
duce reforms herself without any necessity for the 
installation in Asia of British Residents, who would 
seek to introduce reforms, instead of merely watch­
ing over their execution.

United States would only be supported by nations 
labouring under forced paper currency. M. Leon 
Say, the French Minister of Finance, said the mone­
tary question would remain too obscure for France 
to take sides as long as Germany had a considerable 
stock of silver, which she could throw upon the 
market of Ftomce. He, however, approved of the 
initiative havihg been taken by the United States in 
this matter. The Conference adjourned till There­

THE ORANGE TRIAL.

Montreal, Aug. 16.—The Orange case was Con­
tinued to-day by the examination of

Chas. Contant, Deputy High Constable, who de­
posed as follows—I was on duty at the police office 
on the 12th July, when the defendants in this cage. 
Fred. Hamilton, John Lilburn, and Alex. Gibson 
were brought in in charge of four policemen,v I 
asked them what they had been arrested for. They 
told me they had been arrested on a warrant by the 
High Constable, and that I was to take charge of 
them. I took the names of the defendants end 
searched the prisoners, when I put them in the 
cells. jA few hours afterward^the police from the 
Centrestation brought me Thee. Ingram. Mr. 
Hamilton had a regalia with “ King William HL, 
Loyal Order of Orangemen,” in gilt ; cord abd tas­
sel for hat,# a book of subscriptions for 
the Change banner fond. Alex. Gibson had a rega­
lia with T< Loyal Orange Lodge—Derry, Enniskillen, 
Aughrim, Boyne, No Surrender" on it. One yellow 
silk handkerchief, afterwards found in the cell, was 
stated by Gibson to be his property. • Wm. Garvin 
had a whistle and an Orange ribbon. John Lilbùrn 
had an Orange badge, on which was “ No Surren­
der, R. A., Star of the East No. 70 O.Y.B., organized 
Aug. 27th, 1876, Montreal; ” also a breast pin with an 
emblem, one Orange lily, natural, one pistol cartridge, 
also a necktie in his pocket. I supposed them all to 
be Orange emblems. I also have in my possession a 
pair of spars which I now produce. They were 
found in tne possession of Mr. Ingram by the police, 
and were by them delivered to me. In regard to the 
yellow handkerchief,! was told by one Francois Fortier 
that the prisoners In the cell were waving a yellow 
handkerchief from the windows facing the Chetop 
de Mare. I went into the cell and searched, but 
could not find the handkerchief. Alex. Gibson 
finally told me it was his property, and was Ui his 
cost, where I found it. Tnis was in the afterSpêT

cendancy In Church and State. Without that 
principle it has no raison de etre.

It being after 4 o’clock the further examination of 
Sir Francis Hincks was adjourned until Monday 
next at 2 o’clock in the afternoon.

Q. According to the constitution of the British 
Empire, to not the Sovereign the head fountai^ of 
the Church and State ?

A. The Sovereign must belong to the 
Protestant Church as by an established law, but if 
the meaning of the question to to ask my opinion as

Q. Has this been followed by any legislation < 

tiie subject ? A. I cannot say positively whether 
the Party Procession Act was enacted before or after 
the address of the House of Commons, but there was 
a Party Processions Act in force in former years.

Q. Is it your knowledge that no such legislation 
has been in existence for several years before? A. 
I am aware that the Party Processions Act, which 

idally directed against Orange precessions was 
d several years ago, but it seems to be the 
i of the authorities in Ireland that the com­

mon law affords ample means to the authorities to 
prevent processions calculated to endanger the pub­
lic peace. I think that it many be well with refer­
ence to Tthe answer to a former question to give 
more precisely the opinion of the Attorney and 
Solicitor-General of Upper Canada in accordance 
with an address from the Commons of Upper Ca­
nada asking for such an opinion, and which was 
dated 6th April, 1886, in the following words 
“ Opinion of her Majesty’s Attorney and Solicitor- 
General on the subjects of Orange processions. We 
are of opinion that all processions likely t 
endanger the public peace, and all procession 
having such a tendency, are illegal and 
may be suppressed by special authority. Persons 
engaged in processions of the description mention­
ed are liable to be prosecuted for a misdemeanour. 
It may be sometimes difficult to determine what 
processions are in themselves illegal or have the 
tendency to a breach of the peace, and it, therefore, 
must rest with the legislators bow far it is expedient

Sir Francis Hincks being sworn, was examined 
by Mr. Barnard, and deposed as follows :—I have 
resided in Canada for over forty-six years, and since 
1838 I have taken a prominent part in public mat- 
tf re. Some years before that, and before I came to 
Canada, I studied the Orange question, and, except 
during the fourteen years I was absent from Can­
ada, I have followed the public discussions on the 
Orange question. I cannot say that 1 am acquaint­
ed with the circumstances of the celebration of 
the 12th July last, but any Orange procession 
in a city like Montreal is calculated to cause 
a breach of the public peace. It is 
what was unknown in Ireland in its worst days. I 
remember reading the proclamation of the Slayer 
and the notice issued by Mr. Grant. The procla­
mation of the Mayor I new see in the Witness of 
the 10th July last marked “ D,” and Mr. Grant’s 
proclamation I now see in paper “ A.” I am aware 
that for months previous to the 12th of July it was 
stated that the peace would be broken if tiie Orange 
procession took place, and that the Mayor was 
called upon to take measures to preserve the peace 
of the city, both by the City Council and the 
citizens in general. I am aware that a 
large meeting of the magistrates took 
place for tne purpose of deciding on 
the particular measures the Mayor should 
put into effect, and the Mayor’s proclamation was 
the result of the meeting. I am aware that a large 
portion of the inhabitants of this dty are Roman 
Catholics, and a goodly number are Irish Catholics. 
From my experience of the objects and results of 
the Orange processions, it is my opinion that the 
proposed procession on the 12th July with banners 
and regalia would be considered by the majority of

Cross-examined by Mr. Dptre— '
Q. Who is expected to commit a breach of * tiie 

peace at any Orange procession ? A. I presume the 
Catholics would, inasmuch as they will not allow 
an Orange procession to march through the streets 
with regalia and banners.

Q. In your long experience have you ever heard 
or known in toy part of the world governed by Eng­
lish law that when a breach of the peace has been 
apprehended measures of protection or repression 
were taken by the authorities, not against those 
who were expected to commit a breach of the peace 
but against those who were the Intended victims of 
that breach of the peace? A. I know that in tiie 
year 1835, or thereabouts, the Attorney and Solid- 
tor-General of Upper Canada, both Protestants, 
both with leanings towards the Orangemen, gave 
their written opinion that it was the duty of the 
civil authorities to prevent any procession calcu­
lated to produce a breach of the peace. I believe 
that Protestante in Ireland are constantly prevented 
since the repeal of the Processions Act on the i 
ground. They did not state there was any 
law at that time, and to my knowledge the 
nône, and I believe there is none now, unless it be 
the law recently passed at Quebec.

Q. Could not the principle on which that opinion 
wae based be applied so as to justify the authorities 
in preventing a sermon being delivered in a church 
with the approval of the whole congregation if it be 
apprehended that in delivering that sermon it might 
induce or provoke some parties outside of the 
church, and of the congregation to pre­
vent that sermon from being delivered? A. 
I*do not think so. 1 can see no analogy 
between a sermon delivered in a church and a pro­
cession going through the public streets with ban­
ners and regalia known to be the symbols of an 
association holding principles which the Irish 
Catholics know to be identified with their degrada­
tion during a century and a half, and which degra­
dation there is every reason to believe, from their 
open declaration, the members of the body would 
like to subject them to in Canada.

Q. The breach of the peace being the same in the 
case stated in the last question as the case of an 
Orange procession, would not the authorities be 
equally justified in one as in the other in preventing 
the cause leading to the breach of the peace? 
A. I cannot conceive it possible that a sermon de­
livered in a church could cause a breach of the 
peace, and I, therefore,cannot venture an opinion as 
to what a Mayor or other magistrate might feel it 
his duty to do if assured that such breach would 
occur.

Q. Have you not heard of the case of Gavazzi 
when Zion church was attacked with firearms and 
stones while Gavazzi was delivering a sermon to the 
congregation of that church, and also of the 
case of the same preacher who was 
the occasion of a similar assault on Chalmers street, 
in Quebec, a few days previous? Have you not 
heard either of a congregation listening to sermons 
of Father Chinlquy being attacked in their own 
churches several times, the winter before last? A. 
I have a distinct recollection of the Gavassi oases 
both In Quebec and Montreal. I look upon them as 
entirely exceptional. I have no hesitation 
in laying that I am of opinion that 
the principle laid down would apply to a 
foreigner who came into two peaceable cities to 
abuse the religion of the mass of the population. I 
was not aware that Mr. Chiniquy’s preaching had 
been interfered with. In his case, I think, he was 
entitled to the protection of the authorities.

Q. Ie not the principle Just laid down by you very 
much the same as the one applied to Jesus 
Christ and all the Apostles who have preached 
the iroepel In foreign countries ? A. I do not think 
es. I see no analogy between the eases. The ten­
dency of the question» Is to Introduce religions, but 
political Orangeiem is condemned by an ooerwhelm- 
tog majority of the Protestants of the United King­
dom.

. Were you aware that after the death of the 
ice Consort the Queen signified to the Grand

1862. A. I was not aware until now that there had 
been such an address and answer, and I am quite 
sure that heflnjesty and her Majesty’s Ministers 
would be deeply grieved at finding a mere formal 
acknowledgment of an address on the occassion of 
the death of the Prince Consort adduced as evi­
dence that she or her Government gave any coun­
tenance to Orangeism.

Q. Can you reconcile the necessary predominance 
of Protestants in the Church and State under the 
British Constitution with declaring illegal an associ­
ation formed on the leading principle of Protestant 
ascendancy in Church and State? A. I can per­
fectly. All the Protestants that I have acted with 
from the time that I was able to form an opinion on 
public matters, adhered to the great principle of 
civil and religious liberty all over the world ; while 
the motto of their opponents was Protestant ascend­
ancy in Church and State. I entirely repudiate the 
principle of Protestant ascendancy as understood by 
chose who subjected their Catholic countrymen to 
penal laws, depriving them of the elective franchise, 
She right to sit in Parliament, and subjected them 
to a variety of other disadvantages. That was the 
meaning of Protestant ascendancy as maintained by 
Orangemen until a period within the memory of 
many now living.

Q.—Is it not to your knowledge that at the time 
these disabilities existed in Ireland similar disabili­
ties existed against Protestants in every Catholic 
country and especially in their prototype, the Pon­
tifical States, and that the Catholics of Ireland 
would have established in Ireland a system of Gov­
ernment similar to that of Rome and Spain with the 
necessary concomitant of tiie inquisition and its 
anto-da-fe ? A.—I am perfectly aware that the 
foreign Governments referred to in the question 
were of a wholly different character from that of the 
United Kingdom. With regard to what the Catholics 
in Ireland would do if they had the power to estab­
lish a system of government for themselves, I can 
only judge by all tnelr declarations and their public 
acts during the last fifty years, as I have had an 
opportunity of observing their proceedings. I have 
found their leaders the unflinching advocates of civil 
and religions liberty, and of every measure calcu­
lated to advance the freedom of the people. The 
late Daniel O’Connell not only fought for the repeal 
of the test and Corporation sets by which Protestant 
Dissenters were oppressed, but for the abolition 
of negro slavery, reform in Parliament, and 
all other liberal measures, and was supported 
in everything by the almost unanimous voice of his 
countrymen. During the whole of my residence in 
Canada; I have never known an instance in which 
Protestants have had to complain of acts of intoler­
ance from their Catholic countrymen. I, therefore, 
entirely disbelieve that Catholics, if in the ascen­
dency, would act in a persecuting spirit.

Q. Does civil liberty, according to your notion, 
consist in having the great majority of the popula­
tion of this Province guided and controlled by relig­
ious advisers, who preach openly, that the Pope is 
the first Sovereign of all the world, including Eng­
land and her colonie^ ; that it is a heresy to profess 
that he has not the power to depose the Sovereign 
of England, and at the same time proscribing an as­
sociation formed to support the principle of 
maintaining tiie present Sovereign ana her 
succession as the head of the Church and State ?

Mr. Barnard objected to the question, and after 
some discussion the question was withdrawn.

A. With regard to the doctrines inculcated by the 
Catholic Church, R is wholly impossible for me to 
give an opinion. I have never seen the Syllabus, 
and can say nothing on the subject. WVh regard 
to the electors being directed and controlled by the 
clergy, the result ofmy own experience is that the 
Protestant clergy have taken a more active part in 
elections than the Catholic clergy. I am not of 
opinion that the Catholic faith prevents a man from 
being a good subject to a Protestant Sovereign and 
a tiue friend to civil and religions liberty. I do not 
believe that the interference of the head of the 
Catholic Church extends to anything but matter* of 
faith. I believe myself wholly incompetent to give 
a satisfactory opinion on such a subject

Q. Did yon ever hear of a judgment pronounced 
by the Superior Court of Canada concerning un­
due influence ? A. Certainly I have.

Q. From your knowledge of the dty, could you

Thousands have left toe city, and every 
train is loaded down.

Little Rock, Aug. 16.—A railroads quarantine 
has been established against the Memphis, St. 
Louis, and Texas steamboats, and toe stages from 
Pine Bluffs have stopped running. The Mpjnphfa 
train stopped last night at the county line, and wae 
not permitted to come to the dty. A hundred 
Memphians were prevented from entering the dty.

Saturday, Aug. 17.
A convention between Austria and Turkey, rela­

tive to the Austrian occupation of the Turkish Pro­
vinces was signed yesterday by Count Andrassy, 
the Austrian Chancellor and Minister of Foreign 
Affairs, and Caratheodori Pasha, the Turkish under
plenipotentiary.
1 A Vienna despatch says it is now recognized that 
the arrangements for the Austrian occupation of 
the Turkish Provinces were inadequate. New 
plans have been resolved upon, the effect of which 
will be visible in a week or ten days. The same 
correspondent says the Servian Government regards 
with anxiety the menacing attitude of the Albanian 
chiefs at Prisrend.

Thirty Turkish battalions stationed in Bosnia, in- 
cluding fivc battalions of regular troops have joined 
the insurgents.

A convention with Austria relative to the occupa­
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina has been concluded. 
The duration of the occupation has not been fixed, 
but several articles of the convention recognise the 
sovereignty of the Sultan, and it is provided that in 
churches and mosques, public prayers for him shall 
continue to be offered.

Advices from insurgent sources represent General 
Szapary’s defeat on 10th inst. as disastrous. It is 
reported he abandoned a battery, a quantity of amis 
and ammunition, and many horses. The insurgents 
al? > claim that General Szapary’s command was de­
feated in a second battle and that General Phillip- 
of h'j army is falling back towards the River

The chief corps of the Austrian army of occupa­
tion, under General Phillipovich, numbered 30,000 
on the 14th, after deducting all the garrisons on the 
route Gen. Szapary has received reinforcements, 
it is said, of a whole brigade, to enable him to force 
his way to Zwornick. Serious difficulty is appre­
hended in advancing beyond Seraievo. The insur­
gents in Northern Bosnia are still active. On the 
14th they attacked the Austrian garrison at Banja­
luka. but were unsuccessful. They have taken up 
a position near Buzovaca, where an engagement is 
expected.

The Political Correspondence says the insurgents 
in Eastern Bosnia number 16,000. The Servian 
Government has removed from the frontier all 
sympathizers with the insurrection, and made a 
declaration that Servia would not engage in any­
thing contrary to her international duties.

A Vienna despatch says it is considered likely the 
insurgents will.attack only the line of communica­
tion with Doboj

A Vienna correspondent states that Austria has 
decided upon immediate further mobilization of 
troops. It is feared the pacification of Bosnia will 
take six weeks or two months.

A Vienna despatch says the Porte’s underhand 
support of the Bosnians has caused a change of re­
lations with Austria, which a short time ago was 
deemed impossible.

Londos, Aug. 16.—Parliament was prorogued to­
day till 2nd November. Her Majesty’s speech 
attributes the pacific solution of the difficulties in 
the East largely to the support of Parliament, and 
believes the peace concluded bv Congress will be 

1 durable. The independence of Tur-

Jajesty and the Sultan, in accordance with which 
Cyprus is occupied by British forces Her Majesty 
praises the spirit and alacrity of the land and naval 
forces, and refers with especial gratification to the 
conduct of the Indian army, and the loyal attitude 
of the Indian Provinces. The Queen declares her 
relations with all foreign Powers continue friendly. 
The speech concludes with reference to the supplies 
ani internal legislation.

Constantinople, Aug. 16.—The Porte’s note 
relative to the demand's of Greece maintains that 
the insurrection in Thessaly was solely kept up by 
bands from Greece ; that Greece has no claim to a 
cession of territory on the score of moderation during 
the war, as she was only restrained by fear, and 
pi.t Turkey never accepted the principle of the 
ratification of the frontier. The only sentence in 
tie note which gives any hope of an understanding 
b one stating that the Porte leaves to the Powers 
.he task of judging its arguments. It says no 
really national insurrection has broken out in 
Thessaly and Epirus since 1829. Armed bands have 
passed the frontier, but have not been able to draw 
the population into insurrection.

Constantinople, Aug. 16.—The difficulties be­
tween Turkey and England relative to the introduc­
tion of reforms in Asia Minor are almost entirely re­
moved. Sir Austin Layard has abandoned some of 
the demands made by England, which the Porte 
considered trenched upon its independence. The 
treaty respecting Cyprus did not imply renunciation 
by turkey of her independence. Turkey would 
listen to the counsels of England, but would intro­
duce reforms herself without any necessity for the 
installation in Asia of British Residents, who would 
seek to introduce reforms, instead of merely watch­
ing over their execution.

Monday, Aug. 19.
London, Aug. 17.—A despatch dated Vienna says 

the momentary reverses which have befallen a few 
detachments of the Austrian army in Bosnia and 
Herzegovina, especially the forced retreat to Bobej 
of Gen. Szapary’s division, has produced a depres­
sing effect among the people, and their apprehen­
sion» are echoed in the newspapers, but a much 
calmer view is taken of the situation in competent 
military circles, where such checks are recognized sis 
necessary incidents of even the most successful war­
fare. Hafiz Pasha’s confession that thirty battalions 
of regular Turkish troops fought in the ranks of the 
insurgents has created a great sensation here, and 
greatly embitters the minds of the people against 
the Porte. It is understood all the opposition on 
the part of Bosnia, from the insurrection of Hadji 
Logo down to tne most recent conflicts, have been 
contrived at Stamboul, and hypocritically imputed 
to the refractory spirit of the Bosnians. Whatever 
may transpire regarding the Austro-Turkish Con­
vention, it is certain the underhand dealings of the 
Porte have brought about a change in the relation 
of this Government with Turkey, which a short time 
ago would have been deemed impossible.

The official report of General Phillipovich shows 
the capture of Serajevo was the result of the com­
bined operations of his own*force and that of Gen­
eral Tegethoff. Tegethoff occupied Yisoka on 17th 
inst., capturing a quantity of arms and ammunition 
after an engagement in which he had eighty- 
two men wounded and four killed. He imme­
diately advanced a considerable distance in 
the direction of Serajevo on Monday. Tegethoff’s 
force formed in attacking column against the 
northern side of Serajevo, and opened a canonade 
against the castle at 6 30 o'clock in the morning, 
the insurgent artillery replying. Meanwhile, 
the force of Phillipovich, divided in two 
columns, was favoured by a thick fog in 
effecting a turning movement. The column 
directed against the insurgent position on the west­
ward of Serajevo commenced the attack at 7.30 a.m.

A despatch from Constantinople says the Bosnian 
insurrectionary Chief Hadji Loga, accidentally 
wounded himself. He has ordered that every Aus­
trian commander who may be captured shall t»e 
hanged. The same despatch says the Porte has re­
iterated its orders in regard to non-resistance to the 
Austrian advance, but Turkish authority is, how­
ever, powerless in Bosnia.

Belgrade advices are to the effect that the pre­
parations for resistance at Sienitza are gradually 
slackening. Several thousand Turkish regular 
troops passed through there, homeward for Bosnia.

General Phillipovich says the fighting of the most 
horrible kind ensued, which lasted until 1.30 p.m. 
The troops were fired upon from every doorway and 
window. Even the women and sick and wounded 
insurgents in the military hospitals participated in 
the incredible scenes of the wildest fanaticism. It 
was only owing to the good discipline of 
the troops that the town was not more 
seriously damaged. As it was some houses 
were plundered and burned. Our losses, unfortu­
nately were not inconsiderable. The insurgents 
fled in all directions, especially towards Gorasda and 
Rogatica. At the close of the fighting the imperial 
flag was hoisted and saluted amidst the cheers of 
the Christian population.

A Yienna correspondent says a Council of Minis­
ters yesterday decided upon extensive military mea 
sures so as to complete the occupation of Bosnia 
and Herzegovina within two months, and obviate 
the necessity of a wi n ter "cam paign. No fresh loan 
is needed at present.

A Yienna despatch says it is reported that some 
Austrian companies have been reduced from 240 to 
80 men.

London, Aug. 20.—Intelligence has been received 
from Constantinople to the effect that the English, 
French, and German Ambassadors yesterday urged 
upon the Porte in a decisive manner the strict and 
unreserved execution of the provisions of the Treaty 
of Berlin.

A Pent correspondent says the Porte has received 
an official telegram stating that the Russians had 
summoned the i*azis to immediately evacuate 
Batoum, but the Lazis refused to do so.

A Yienna despatch says Prince Bismarck has 
given it to be distinctly understood that anv attempt 
to shirk the obligations taken respectively by the 
contracting Powers of the Treaty of Berlin, would 
be immediately followed by such measures as cir­
cumstances may require.

INTERNATIONAL MONETARY 
CONFERENCE

Paris, Aug. 19.—At to-day's sitting of the Inter- 
! national Monetary Conference Messrs. Fenton and 
I Groesbeck explained the position of tjie United 
I States Treasury, showing its advance towards re 

sumption of specie payment. All the delegates then 
I explained the monetary condition of their respec­

tive countries. Mr. Goschen, of the British
delegation, said that although England has 
a gold standard, she is greatly interested in 
the matter of silver retaining its mone­
tary condition. He believed the world would
remain divided into two parts, one having a gold, 
and the other a double standard. He maintained 
there was no harm in this being the case. The 
Swiss representative supported M. Goschen's views 
M. Mess, representative of Holland, thought the 
United States would only be supported by nations 
labouring under forced paper currency. M. Leon 
Say, the French Minister of Finance, said the mone­
tary question would remain too obscure for France 
to take sides as long as Germanv had a considerable 
stock of silver, which she could throw upon the 
market of Fmnce. He, however, approved of the 
initiative having been taken by the United States in 
this matter. The Conference adjourned till Thtirs-

In his address to the Monetary Conference, M. Say 
stated that the policy of France was to await the 
moment when she could revert to free mintage of 
silver. The Swiss representative said while agree­
ing with the present expectant attitnde of the Latin 
union as described by M. Say, Switzerland looked 
forward to a gold standard as the ultimate solution 
of the question of coinage. Mr. Goschen argued 
that free mintage of silver will be impossible. 
The formal rejection of that proposal, however, is 
to be regretted, as the public would consider it as a 
condemnation of the monetary use af silver as the 
companion of gold wherever possible, as the univer­
sal disuse of silver would provoke a terrible crisis. 
He added that an agreement for a universal gold 
standard might force England to reconsider her 
policy of maintaining the silver coinage of India in­
tact. 9

Paris, Aug. 20. —The following are the proposi­
tions submitted to the Monetary Conference by the 
United States delegates, and which are now under 
consideration and discussion

1st. It is the opinion of this assembly that it is 
not desirable that silver oe excluded from free 
coinage in Europe and the United States. On the 
contrarx this assembly believes it to be desirable 
that unrestricted coinage of silver, and its uses as 
money of unlimited legal tender, should be retained 
where they exist and as far as practicable restored 
where the)" have ceased to exist.

2nd. The use of both gold and silver as unlimited 
legal tender money may be safely adopted, first by 
equalizing them at a relation to be fixed by inter­
national agreement, and second by granting to each 
metal at a relation fixed on equal terms of coinage, 
making no discrimination between them.

Execution of Hoedel.
Berlin, Aug. 16.—Emil Hoedel, who attempted 

the assassination of the Emperor William in May, 
was beheaded this morning early in the court-yard 
of the new prison at Berlin. The Imperial warrant, 
decreeing that justice should take its course, was 
signed on the 8th of the present month. Hoedel's 
age was twenty-one.

Hoedel, when informed that his execution was 
fixed upon, became deathly pale. He wished to 
plead for pardon, but soon recovered his composure 
when told this was useless. He asked for wine for 
supper, and drank to the Commune and the leader 
of the Social Democracy. When his sen­
tence was read on the scaffold he spat 
disdainfully, and cried “ Bravo.” He re­
pulsed the ministrations of a chaplain, 
declaring them useless, as it would take years to 
convert him. Fifty persons, including officials, 
judges, police, and twelve citizens, attended the 
execution, which is generally approved. Official 
notice of the execution had been posted throughout 
the city as a warning. It required but a single 
stroke of the axe to decapitate Hoedel. The re­
mains were immediately buried.

Chief of the Czar's Police Fatally Stabbed.
St. Petersburg, Aug. 16.—As Gen. Mezentzow, 

Chief of the Emperor’s Private Police, was leaving 
a shop at the corner of the Place Michel,he was fired 
upon by two persons with revolvers and fell 
wounded. The assassins jumped into a droschky 
and drove off. They have not been arrested. 
Mezentzow was conveyed home. The sale of the 
newspaper G*Uu on the streets is prohibited.

Later—Gen. Mezentzow, Chief the Emperor’s 
private police, died of the wounds received from 
the two aseassiae. He was stabbed above the heart, 
not shot. . , ,

London, Aug. 17.—The attempted assassination of 
the Russian Chief of Police is the subject of com­
ment here. The theory is advanced that it was the 
work of secret societies, and was in retaliation for the 
execution of Hoedel at Berlin. A bond of sympathy 
is said to exist between the secret societies of 
Russia, Germany, and France, and the fact that 
Hoedel’s sentence was to be carried out was known 
in 8t. Petersburg on Friday morning. It is said 
that both Hoedel and Dr. Noebliny, who is soon to 
meet Hoedel’s fate, were in association with the 
Russian societies.

Lady Lisgar, widow of the late Lord 
Lisgar, Governor-General of Canada, has 
been married at Paris to her late husband’s 
private secretary, Sir Francis Fortescue 
Turville, who is considerably her junior.

Sir Stafford Northcote, replying to an 
inquiry in the House of Commons, said that 
no communications had been exchanged 
with the Vatican regarding the re-estab­
lishment of diplomatic relations between 
Great Britain and the Holy See.

O’Donovan Rossa is in St. Peter’s Hos­
pital, Brooklyn, slowly recovering from 
paralysis of the legs, the result, it is said, 
of his leap from a train in this city on 17th 
March last. He has resigned the Presi­
dency of the Fenian Brotherhood.

The 
Commission for the reorganization of Bulgaria meets 
immediatelv.

A correspondent at Lamaca continues to assert 
that fever rages in Cyptjis. He says one-fourth of 
the white troops and two-thirds of the doctors are 
stricken with fever. The disease, however, is not of 
a fatal type.

The World's Convention of Young Men's Chris­
tian Association is in session at Geneva A thou­
sand delegates are present from America, Belgium, 
England, France, Holland, Spain, and the Protest­
ant, cantons of Switzerland.

During the progress of a second balloting for a 
member of Parliament at Harburg, Hanover, the 
Socialists and Guelphists created a riot, which the 
troops were called upon to quell. One of the rioters 
was killed and several wounded.

Senator Zamacona, the Mexican Minister at Wash­
ington, having been asked whether he anticipated 
war between the United States and Mexico, replied : 
“ By no means. President Diaz is very anxious to 
preserve friendly relations with the United States."

The United States Secretary of State has address­
ed a letter to the British Government, setting forth 
the reasons why the Canadian fisheries award, 
85,500,000, is considered excessive, and asking for a 
review of the case in order that the same may be 
reduced. No reply has yet been received.

A committee, consisting of D. C. McDonald, J. B. 
Sell ram, W. Bailey, and John Law, has been ap­
pointed at London as representatives of the unem­
ployed to frame a suitable scheme of colonization, 
whereby the surplus labour of that city may be 
drafted off upon the public land under special 
assistance from the Government.

The Vatican has sent to Mgr. Mazella, Papal 
nuncio, proposals to be submitted to Prince Bis­
marck regarding the return of the expelled bishops 
to their dioceses. The Vatican would accept a simple 
promise of non-interference, and thinks the German 
Government might regard this as a much less diffi­
cult concession than formal sanction.

A letter from Reading, Pa., says that that city is 
the headquarters of the Knights of Labour, that the 
Order is secret, and now numbers over 800,000 
members, oath hound, and that their objects are to 
secure work for members, assist them when out of 
work, organize strikes, and make themselves felt in 
politics. In order to include Catholics, the latter 
are given to understand that the oath is not binding 
at the confessional.

The Secretary of the Treasury has instructed 
Collector Merrill, of New York, to enforce the Cus­
toms law against European tourists. Custom House 
Auctioneer Draper is to be sued to the full extent 
of the law for attempting to smuggle fourteen um­
brellas, several sets of decorated china, twenty-two 
dozen of kid gloves, and other dutiable articles, in 
his trunks. He will have to pay 81,600 duties and a 
penalty three times the value of the goods.

The German Ultramontane and Progressist journ­
als bitterly oppose the new anti-Socialist bill now 
pending before the Federal Council. The National 
Liberals are undecided about the policy they should 
pursue. They say the present bill is an improve­
ment upon the former measure, and they think it 
possible their party may compromise and support 
the bill with some modifications. The support of 
the National Liberals would secure the adoption of 
the bill.

Friday’s session of thelHnternational Monetary 
Conference was almost entirely taken up by Mr. 
Groesback’s order. He laid much stress on the po­
pularity always enjoyed in America by lilver metal, 
described the inadvertent manner in which the law 
of 1873 demonetizing silver was passed, vindicated 
Congress from any suspicion of selfish motive in 
restoring silver to its former status. It is said that 
nearly half of the silver purchased by the Treasury 
in the United States had been bought in London, 
and that according to the best authorities, the 
silver production of Nevada had diminished instead 
of increased.

A recent interviewer of President Diaz, of Mexico, 
ascertained the fact that the Government of Mexico 
had officially protested against the invasion of Mexi­
can soil by United States troops. The former has 
responded, saying that the Government of the United 
States, feeling conv.nced that Mexico is unable to 
prevent raids into Texas, would pursue and punish 
invaders itself. It is also stated that no new treaty 
of commerce between the two countries has been 
entered into until the orders to General Ord to 
invade Mexico are withdrawn. Orders have been 
given the regular Mexican troops to resist any 
further invasions by Mackenzie or other American 
officers.

Charlottetown, P.E.I., Aug. 19.—Messrs. Mac­
kenzie and Cartwright were met at the station here 
by the railway officials and three Conservatives. 
Not a cheer was raised. The Ministers passed in 
funereal silence to their carriages, and were driven 
to the Rankin House. This afterno on there was a 
large meeting at the Drill Shed. Fully two-thirds 
of those present were Liberal-Conservatives. At 
the commencement of the meeting, Mr. Brecken 
asked if, according to the custom of the Province, 
both sides would be heard. The Chairman an­
swered “ No." He then asked permission 
to address the electors for " five minutes, 
and was refused. Mr. Cartwright then ob­
tained an attentive hearing for about two 
h^urs, but made no impression. When Mr. 
Mackenzie rose to speak, an overwhelming majority 
called for Mr. Brecken, but the Grits would not 
allow him to speak even for a moment. On the 
other hand the Conservatives would not hear Mr. 
Mackenzie. Neither party would give way, the

party. After some time Mr.- Brecken ÿfi________
point, and announced a meeting in the skating rink 
in the evening, and invited Messrs. Mackenzie and 
Cartwright to attend. Mr. Mackenzie then spoke. 
He was stopped twice for using insulting language, 
but obtained a fair hearing on general politics In 
the evening a very large and enthusiastic meeting 
was held in the skating rink. The Ministers failed 
to appear.

THE ORANGE TRIAL

Montreal, Aug. 16.—The Orange case was con­
tinued to-day by the examination of

Chas. Contant, Deputy High Constable, who de­
posed as follows—I was on duty at the police office 
on the 12th July, when the defendants in this ca^e, 
Fred. Hamilton, John Lilburn, and Alex. Gibson 
were brought in in charge of four policemen. I 
asked them what they had been arrested for. They 
told me they had been arrested on a warrant by the 
High Constable, and that I was to take charge of 
them. I took the names of the defendants and 
searched the prisouers, when I put them in the 
cells. A few hours afterwards, the police from the 
Centtt%Station brought me Thos. Ingram. Mr. 
Hamilton lxad a regalia with “ King William III., 
Loyal Order of Orangemen,’1 in gilt ; cord and tas­
sel for hat,' a book of subscriptions for 
the Orange banner fund. Alex. Gibson had a rega­
lia with 11 Loyal Orange Lodge—Derr)’, Enniskillen, 
Aughrim, Boyne, No Surrender’* on it. One yellow 
silk handkerchief, afterwards found in the cell, was 
stated by Gibson to be his property. • Wm. Garvin 
had a whistle and an Orange ribbon. John Lilburn 
had an Orange badge, on which was “ No Surren­
der, R. A., Star of the East No. 70 O.Y.B., organized 
Aug. 27th, 1876, Montreal; ” also a breast pin with an 
emblem, one Orange lily, natural, one pistol cartridge, 
also a necktie in his pocket. I supposed them all to 
be Orange emblems. I also have in my possessif.n a 
pair of spurs which I now produce. They were 
found in the possession of Mr. Ingram by the police, 
and were by them delivered to me. In regard to the 
yellow handkerchief,I was told by one Francois Fortier 
that the prisoners in the cell were waving a yellow 
handkerchief from the windows facing the Champ 
de Mars. I went into the cell and searched, but 
could not find the handkerchief. Alex. Gibson 
finally told me it was his property , and was in his 
coat, where I found it. Tnis was in the afteri>Se, 
about threi o'clock.

Mr. Contant was then cross-examined by Mr. Jos. 
Doutre, G.C.:—

Q. Look .at the regalia in the parcel marked 
,l Thomas Ingram ’’ and say if you see any difference 
between it and the one worn by Pope Leo, as shown 
in Sadlier’s window, Notre Dame street ? A. I have 
not seen that worn by Pope Leo and, therefore, can­
not say.

Q. Were those emblems worn at the time you took 
possession of them ? A. Some of them. Mr. Hamil­
ton wore a sash about his shonlders. It was red 
with yellow borders. I cannot remember if any of 
the others wore anything or not.

The next witness was Francois Fortier—On 12th 
July last, between two and three o’clock, and 
knowing that the Orangemen had been arrested, I 
was passing near the Champ de Mars, when I saw 
someone waving a yellow handkerchief through the 
bars of the window of the cell. He informed Mr. 
Contant of the fact.

Cross-examined by Mr. Doutre v
i. Did the waving of that handkerchief Lu any

deal of excitement, consequently I^tified the 
police. All that were there were excited, and ap­
peared to be Irish, French-Canadians, and others.

Q. Was there anything going on in the Champ de 
Mars at that time to attract attention ! A. Nothing 
but the waving of the handkerchief.

Sir Francis Hincks being sworn, was examined 
by Mr. Barnard, and deposed as follows I have 
resided in Canada f>>r over forty-six years, and since 
1S38 I have taken a prominent part in public mat­
ters. Some years before that, and before I came to 
Canada, I studied the Orange question, and, except 
during the fourteen years I was absent from Can­
ada, I have followed the public discussions on the 
orange question. I cannot say that I am acquaint­
ed with the circumstances of the celebration of 
the 12th July last, but any Orange procession 
in a city like Montreal is calculated to cause 
a breach of the public peace. It is 
what was unknown in Ireland in its worst days. I 
remember reading the proclamation of the Mayer 
and the notice issued by Mr. Grant The procla­
mation of the Mayor I new see in the Witness of 
the 10th July last marked “ D,” and Mr. Grant’s 
proclamation I now see in paper “A." Iam aware 
that for months prêt ious to the 12th of July it was 
stated that the peace would be broken if the Orange 
procession took place, and that the Mayor was 
called upon to take measures to preserve the peace 
of the city, both by the City Council and the 
citizens in general. 1 am aware that a 
large meeting of the magistrates took 
place for the purpose of deciding on 
the particular measures the Mayor should 
put into effect, and the Mayor’s proclamation was 
the result of the meeting. I am aware that a large 
portion of the inhabitants of this city are Roman 
Catholics, and a goodly number are Irish Catholics. 
From my experience of the objects and results of 
the Orange processions, it is my opinion that the 
proposed procession on the 12th July with banners 
and regalia would be considered by the majority of 
the population as a provocation and an insult I 
know the Catholics have good grounds for looking 
upon it in the light they do.

Cross-examined by Mr. Deutre—
Q. Who is expected to commit a breach of the 

veace at any Orange procession ? A. I presume the 
Catholics would, inasmuch as they will not allow 
an Orange procession to march through the streets 
with regaiia and banners.

Q. In your long experience have you ever heard 
or known in any part of the world governed by Eng­
lish law that when a breach of the peace has been 
apprehended measures of protection or repression 
were taken by the authorities, not against those 
who were expected to commit a breach of the peace 
but against those who were the intended victims of 
that breach of the peace? A. I know that in the 
year 1835, or thereabouts, the Attorney and Solici­
tor General of Upper Canada, both Protestants, 
both with leanings towards the Orangemen, gave 
their written opinion that it was the duty of the 
civil authorities to prevent any procession calcu­
lated to produce a breach of the peace. I believe 
that Protestants in Ireland are constantly prevented 
since the repeal of the Processions Act on the same 
ground. They did not state there was any special 
law at that time, and to my knowledge there was 
nône, and I believe there is none now, unless it be 
the law recently passed at Quebec.

Q. Could not the principle on which that opinion 
was based be applied so as to justify the authorities 
in preventing a sermon being delivered in a church 
with the approval of the whole congregation if it be 
apprehended that in delivering that sermon it might 
induce or provoke some parties outside of the 
church, and of the congregation to pre­
vent that sermon from being delivered? A. 
Ie do not think so. 'I can see no analogy 
between a sermon delivered in a church and a pro­
cession going through the public streets with ban­
ners and regalia known to be the symbols of an 
association holding principles which the Irish 
Catholics know to he identified with their degrada­
tion during a century and a half, and which degra­
dation there is every reason to believe, from their 
open declaration, the members of the body would 
like to subject them to in Canada.

Q. The breach of the peace being the same in the 
case stated in the last question as the case of an 
Orange procession, would not the authorities be 
equally justified in one as in the other in preventing 
the cause leading to the breach of the peace ? 
A. I cannot conceive it possible that a sermon de­
livered in a church could cause a breach of the 
peace, and I, therefore,cannot venture an opinion as 
to what a Mayor or other magistrate might feel it 
his dut) to do if assured that such breach would

Q. Have you not heard of the case of Gavazzi 
when Zion church was attacked with firearms and 
stones while Gavazzi was delivering a sermon to the 
congregation of that church, and also of the 
case of the same preacher who was 
the occasion of a similar assault on Chalmers street, 
in Quebec, a few days previous? Have you not 
heard either of a congregation listening to sermons 
of Father Chiniquy being attacked in their own 
churches several times, the winter before last ? A. 
I have a distinct recollection of the Gavazzi cases 
both in Quebec and Montreal. I look upon them as 
entirely exceptional. I have no hesitation 
in saying that I am of opinion that 
the principle laid down would apply to a 
foreigner who came into two peaceable cities to 
abuse the religion of the mass of the population. I 
was not aware that Mr. Chiniquy’s preachiag had 
been interfered with. In his case, I think, he was 
entitled to the protection of the authorities.

Q. Is not the principle just laid down by you very 
much the same as the one applied to Jesus 
Christ and all the Apostles who have preached 
the gospel in foreign countries ? A. I do not think 
se. I see no analogy between the cases. The ten­
dency of the questions is to introduce religions, but 
political Orangeism is condemned by an ooerwhelm- 
ing majority of the Protestants of the United King­
dom. It is condemned by Parliament and the 
Queen. It must be universally condemned by all 
Catholics, as its leading principle is Protestant as­

cendancy in Church and State. Without that 
principle it has no raison de etre.

It being after 4 o’clock the further examination of 
Sir Francis Hincks was adjourned until Monday 
next at 2 o’clock in the afternoon.

Montreal, Aug. 19.—The Orange case was con­
tinued to-day, the cross-examination of Sir Francis 
Hincks being again taken up by Mr. Jos. Doutre, 
Q.C., as follows :—

Q. According to the constitution of the British 
Empire, is not the Sovereign the head fountain of 
the Church and State ? The Sovereign cannot be­
long to any other Church but the Protestant 
Church ? A. The Sovereign must belong to the 
Protestant Church as by an established law, but if 
the meaning of the question is to ask my opinion as 
to the Sovereign maintaining Protestant ascendancy, 
I refer to the resolution of the House of Commons 
on the 23rd of February, 1836, in the following 
words “Resolved, that an humble address be pre­
sented to his Majesty praying that his 
Majesty will be graciously pleased to take such 
measures as to his Majesty may seem advisable 
for the effectual discouragement of Orange lodges 
and generally of all political societies excluding per­
sons of a different religious faith using secret sym­
bols and signs and acting by means of associated 
branches,” and to the reply of King William IV. to 
said addresses as follows:—“I willingly assent to 
the prayer of my faithful Commons that I will be 
pleased to take such measures as may seem to me 
advisable for the effectual discouragement of Orange 
lodges and generally of all political societies exclud-

branches.
societies in my dominions, and I rely with conffd 
ence on* the fidelity of my loyal subjects to sup­
port me in this determination.’’

Q. Has this been followed by any legislation on 
the subject ? A. 1 cannot say positively whether 
the Party Procession Act was enacted before or after 
the address of the House of Commons, but there was 
a Party Processions Act in force in former years.

Q. Is it your knowledge that no such legislation 
has been in existence for several years before ? A.
I am aware that the Party Processions Act, which 
was specially directed against Orange processions was 
repealed several years ago, but it seems to be the 
opinion of the authorities in Ireland that the com­
mon law affords ample means to the authorities to

firevent processions calculated to endanger the pub­
ic peace. I think that it many be well with refer­

ence to the answer to a former question to give 
more precisely the opinion of the Attorney and 
Solicitor-General of Upper Canada in accordance 
with an address from the Commons of Upper Ca­
nada asking for such an opinion, and which was 
dated 6th April, 1836, in the following words :—
“ Opinion of her Majesty's Attorney and Solicitor- 
General on the subjects of Orange processions. We 
are of opinion that all processions likely to 
endanger the public peace, and all processions 
having such a tendency, are illegal and 
may be suppressed by special authority. Persons 
engaged in processions of the description mention­
ed are liable to be prosecuted for a misdemeanour.
It may be sometimes difficult to determine what 
processions are in themselves illegal or have the 
tendency to a breach of the peace, and it, therefore, 
must rest with the legislators how far it is expedient 
to pass a law to suppress public procesions of every 
description. All which is respectfully submitted. 
Robert S. Jamieson, Attorney-General, Christopher 
A. Hageman, Solicitor-General.” %

Q. Was this followed by legislation on the sub­
ject? A. It was not followed by any legislation in 
Upper Canada. The House of Assembly which 
passed this address was dissolved very shortly after, 
and a House less oppesed to Orangeism was elected 
and continued until the union. In the first Union 
Parliament an Act prohibiting party processions 
was passed.

Q. Is that law in existence ? A. No, it was re­
pealed, I think, about the year 1851-52.

Q. Were you a member of the House ? A. I was 
a member of the House, and also a member ef the 
Government.

Q. You had a majority supporting you at the 
time ? A. We had a majority like other Govern­
ments. Members of the Government, among others 
Mr. Drummond, voted for the repeal, together with 
many Catholics, supporters of the Government from 
Lower Canada, in the hope that it would conciliate 
Orangemen and cause discontinuance of their de­
monstrations. I, myself, voted against the repeal, 
as did Mr. Lefontaine, the leader of the Govern

S. Is not legislation by the Imperial Parliament 
by the Provincial Parliament the loyal and con­

stitutional opinion of these respective countries ? 
If so, how could you on Friday last say that Orange­
ism is condemned by an overwhelming majority of 
Protestants of the United Kingdom, while it is not 
condemed by Parliament and the Queen ?

A. The opinion which I gave on Friday is based 
on the strong condemnation of Orangeism in the 
address of the House of Commons in February, 
1836, and of the answer of the Soverign to that ad­
dress, neither of which have ever been revoked. I

sympathy with Orangeism.
Q. Were you aware that after the death of the 

Prince Consort the Queen signified to the Grand 
Lodge of Eastern Canada her appreciation of the 
sentiment of loyal sympathy and regret for her be­
reavement, which had been transmitted to her in 
an address from that lodge to her Majesty in July, 
1862. A. I was not aware until now that there had 
been such an address and answer, and I am quite 
sure that her Majesty and her Majesty’s Ministers 
would be deeply grieved at finding a mere formal 
acknowledgment of an address on the occassion of 
the death of the Prince Consort adduced as evi­
dence that she or her Government gave any coun­
tenance to Orangeism.

Q. Can you reconcile the necessary predominance 
of Protestants in the Church and State under the 
British Constitution with declaring illegal an associ­
ation formed on the leading principle of Protestant 
ascendancy in Church and Stateï A. I can per­
fectly. All the Protestants that I have acted with 
from the time that I was able to form an opinion on 
public matters, adhered to the great principle of 
civil and religious liberty all over the world ; while 
the motto of their opponents was Protestant ascend­
ancy in Church and State. I entirely repudiate the 
principle of Protestant ascendancy as understood by 
those who subjected their Catholic countrymen to 
penal laws, depriving them of the elective franchise, 
the right to sit in Parliament, and subjected them 
to a variety of other disadvantages. That was the 
meaning of Protestant ascendancy as maintained by 
Orangemen until a period within the memory of 
many now living.

Q.—Is it not to your knowledge that at the time 
these disabilities existed in Ireland similar disabili­
ties existed against Protestants in every Catholic 
country and especially in their prototype, the Pon­
tifical States, and that the Catholics of Ireland 
would have established in Ireland a system of Gov­
ernment similar to that of Rome and Spain with the 
necessary concomitant of the inquisition and its 
anto-da-fe ? A.—I am perfectly aware that the 
foreign Governments referred to in the question 
were of a wholly different character from that of the 
United Kingdom. With regard to w hat the Catholics 
in Ireland would do if they had the power to estab­
lish a system of government for themselves, I can 
only judge by all their declarations and their public 
acts during the last fifty years, as I have had an 
opportnnity of observing their proceedings. I have 
found their leaders the unflinching advocates of civil 
and religious liberty, and of every measure calcu­
lated to advance the freedom of the people. The 
late Daniel O’Connell not only fought for the repeal 
of the test and Corporation acts by which Protestant 
Dissenters were oppressed, but for the abolition 
of negro slavery, reform in Parliament, and 
all other liberal measures, and was supported 
in everything by the almost unanimous voice of his 
countrymen. During the whole of my residence in 
Canada, I have never known an instance in which 
Protestants have had to complain of acts of intoler­
ance from their Catholic countrymen. I, therefore, 
entirely disbelieve that Catholics, if in the ascen­
dency, would act in a persecuting spirit.

Q. Does civil liberty, according to your notion, 
consist in having the great majority of the popula­
tion of this Province guided and controlled by relig­
ious advisers, who preach openly, that the Pope is 
the first Sovereign of all the world, including Eng­
land and her colonies ; that it is a heresy to profess 
that he has not the power to depose the Sovereign 
of England, and at, the same time proscribing an as­
sociation formed to support the principle of 
maintaining the present Sovereign and her 
succession as the head of the Church and State ?

Mr. Barnard objected to the question, and after 
some discussion the question was withdrawn.

A. With regard to the doctrines inculcated by the 
Catholic Church, it is wholly impossible for me to 
give an opinion. I have never seen the Syllabus, 
and can say nothing on the subject. Wi'h regard 
to the electors being directed and controlled by the 
clergy, the result of my own experience is that the 
Protestant clergy have taken a more active part in 
elections than the Catholic clergy. I am not of 
opinion that the Catholic faith prevents a man from 
being a good subject to a Protestant Sovereign and 
a true friend to civil and religious liberty. I do not 
believe that the interference of the head of the 
Catholic Church extends to anything but matters of 
faith. I believe myself wholly incompetent to give 
a satisfactory opinion on such a subject.

Q. Did you ever hear of a judgment pronounced 
by the Superior Court of Canada concerning un­
due influence ? A. Certainly I have.

Q. From your knowledge of the city, could you 
state if a shorter route could be followed from St. 
James street to Stanley street church than by fol­
lowing the route as advertised in the Star of July 
8th, marked C ? A. I don’t think a shorter route 
could be chosen, though as short a one and more 
private might have been chosen.

This closed the examination of Sir Francis 
Hincks. and the Court adjourned until to-morrow at 
two o’clock.

Mr. Carter, Q.C., who is prosecuting the Orange­
men, has applied to the authorities for protection 
on account of threats made against him. He 
alleges that he is followed through the streets by 
strangers, who are bent on doing him mischief. 
Officers are stationed at his house, and detectives 
keep a watchful eye over him when he goes or 
comes from Court.

Montreal, Aug. 20.—The preliminary investi­
gation in the case against the leaders of the Orange 
Association, who were arrested on the 12th of July, 
was resumed this afternoon in the grand jury room. 
• Mr. Carter asked the advocate for the defence if 
he would disclose the names of those who were 
members of the Orange Order, and whether they 
were bound by secret oaths. If this were done he 
could close the case to-morrow.

Mr. Doutre expressed his surprise at such a re­
quest, which he considered showed the weakness of 
the prosecution. He declined to give such in­
formation.

Col. Geo. Smith was then examined for the 
prosecution.

Q. You heard an allusion made yesterday to the

Mr. Barnard, Q.C., said he was astonished at the , 
nature of the objection. It seemed to him that it !

matter in a muddle. He said no witness could stand 
on his privilege without he ha-1 good grounds, if !,v : 
was afraid of criminating himself, and so forth.

After considerable argument the advocates for the 
prosecution persisted in their question and sent for I 
law authorities to consult un the legality of tin 
question. .

Mr. Carter produced the Criminal Acts of 1SC9, ! 
chapter 30, 28th section, which says that if a witness 
after taking the necessary oath refuses to answer 
questions without proper cause, he may be sent to 
gaol or any other place of confinement for a term 
not exceeding ten days.

Mr. Bernard asked for the enforcement of the 
law, as no proper reason for objecting to the ques­
tion had been given. He said he was very sorry to 
be reduced to this necessity, but he was.

A Memorial to Her Majesty.

Threatened Withdrawal from the I nlon.
San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 21.—A Victoria de­

spatch states that in the Provincial Parliament the 
Attorney-General introduced a memorial to the 
Queen setting forth the grievances of the Province 
against the Dominion, and praying that in case the 
terms of Union are not carried out by the first of 
May next, that British Columbia be allowed to 
withdraw from the Union. The memorial will be 
adopted by a large majority.

ITALIA IRREDENTA
A Grand Bnt Dangerous Ideal.

London, Aug. 21.—A Rome special says that al­
though the Italia Irredenta party has been dis­
owned as not being the representative voice of the 
country, and though the utter absurdity of pro­
voking a conflict with Austria has been fully con­
fessed, the idea still exists in the minds of all 
Italians, and finds expression even in the most 
moderate journals that the national geographical 
ethnographical unity is incomplete. The depreca­
tion of a rupture with Austria is due to a sense of 
weakness, which may pass away. Grand as the idea 
may be, it can only lead Italy invo incalculable 
dangers. All her efforts are, and will long be, re­
quired to regulate her financial difficulties, and re­
lieve her own people from an immense and oppres­
sive burden of taxation.

THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL

The Inhabitants Flying Free 
the Fever-stricken 

Towns.

Visit of His Excellency to Sir Hugh
Allan—His Lordship’s Future Progress.
Montreal, Aug. 17.—At Stanstead His Excellency 

the Governor-General was presented with an address 
by the Town Council and the Corporation of Stan 
stead Ladies’ College. After a short reply to the 
latter, His Excellency said, “And now ladies and 
gentlemen, before we separate I am going to do a 
thing which I have not often had occasion to do be­
fore, but which I shall do with the greatest possible 
pleasure. As we have been honoured 
to-day, and it has been a considerable 
honour in my estimation at least, by the presence 
of the Governor of Vermont, I will ask you to join 
with «e, and give three cheers.for the Presidency 
of the United Statin.** Thîé having been given wttfe 
a will, his Excellency called for three cheers for 
Governor Fairbanks, of Vermont, and they were 
given with a good solid tiger at the end. The band 
played “Yankee Doodle," which was loudly 
cheered. His Excellency was presented to many of 
those on the platform, whom he had not previously 
met, and everything having been in readiness for 
the trip, he, along with the rest of the party, was 1 
soon in motion bound for Georgcville, where they j 
took the boat for Magog on Saturday, to visit the ' 
Park House, and after being the guests of Sir Hugh. ; 
Allan, to return via Granby, Waterloo, and St. 
John’s to Montreal.

Montreal, Aug. 19.—On Friday evening, at 9 39, ! 
his excellency arrived at Magog on Sir Hugh Allan s 
steamer the Orford, which met him at Georgeville. 
The village was illuminated, and an arch covered , 
the road. At the wharf the party were met by the , 
local volunteer company and base ball club, and ; 
getting into the carriage were drawn by them to 
Park House, part of the way through an extem­
porized avenue of evergreen trees. At the Park 
House, Mr. A. H. Moore, on behalf of the citizens, 
read an address to his Excellency, followed by one 
in French, read by Mr. St. Louis. On Saturday his 
Excellency visited Sir Hugh Allan’s residence. All 
day Sunday, it rained heavily, but did not prevent | 
the Vice-regal party attending service in the neat 
little Episcopal church there, which was beautifully 
decorated with evergreens. His Excellency’s cham­
bers were also decorated by the ladies visiting at 
the Park House. This morning the party left 
Magog for Dillington. The Governor-General there 
lunches at the Hon. Mr. Huntington’s, and perhaps 
will visit the celebrated Huntington mine. He then 
proceeds to Waterloo, where he will arrive at about 
five o’clock. The train is being well decorated, and 
here his Excellency will deliver his formal answer 
to the addresses given to him in the Eastern Town­
ships.

Crimes and Casualties.
London, Aug. 15.—A lamentable accident occur­

red this evening at a crossing of the London and 
Port Stanley railway, near this city, resulting in the 
almost instant death of an aged lady, Mrs. Corri­
gan, and the serious injury of Mrs. Emery and a 
child of the latter. They were driving homewards, 
and had to cross the track at a deep cutting where 
the cars come round a sharp curve. The evening 
express coming along at that instant, caught their 
vehicle as it got on the track, and completely wreck­
ed it, throwing all the occupants out. Mrs. Corrigan 
alighted an her head, and appears to have been 
killed instantly. Her companions were more or less 
injured, and had an almost miraculous escape.

Georgetown, Aug. 17.—A lad, 16 years old, son of 
Henry Tost, contractor for building the new town 
hall, fell from a scaffolding on that building at 
eleven o’clock to-day, a distance of over thirty feet, 
striking on his head and face on a pile of planks. 
The injured lad lies in a precarious condition.

St. Catharines, Aug. 17.—A woman named Delia 
Chester, aged about 25, committed suicide last even­
ing by jumping into the canal near the gas works. 
Cause, despondency owing to desertion by her hus-

London, Aug. 17.—Evidence in the Moore-Howie 
rape case was heard this morning by Squire Peters. 
The girl was still so ill from the effects of the treat­
ment, that she laid on a lounge while under examin­
ation and spoke little above a whisper. Her testi­
mony was to the effect previously reported that 
Howie, returning from his child’s funeral, his wife 
being ill in London East, committed a violent out­
rage on the person of the complainant, who was a 
servant in his house. The prisoner was committed 
for trial.

Wingiiam, Aug. 17.—A young lad named Arthur 
Thompson, aged 16, set fire to a tin of coal oil yes­
terday morning, while playing with it. The tin 
contained about three gallons of oil. He was terri­
bly burnt, and, after passing an agonizing night, 
died this morning.

Montreal, Aug. 17.—R. R. Grindley and J. Park- 
ans, of the British Bank here, took a skiff yesterday 
afternoon with the intention of proceeding down the 
river for a swim. A gale occurred while they were 
on the water, and it is supposed that their boat was 
capsized, as they have not since been heard of.

St. Catharines, Aug. 20.—A young lad named 
Samuel McClelland, aged 13 years, died this morn­
ing after a few days’ illness from an attack of lock­
jaw, caused by scratching his foot with a rusty nail.

Joseph Colligan and Eugene O’Neil got into a fight 
yesterday, when O’Neil stabbed Colligan in the right 
side. O'Neil has been remanded to await the result 
of Colligan’s injuries. At about the same time dur­
ing a disturbance in another street a man named 
Squire Stevens was severely stabbed twice with a 
knife in the hands of some unknown person. The 
man now lies at the hospital.

London, Aug. 20.—Richard O’Leary has been 
under examination before the County Magistrates 
on a charge of committing a rape on the person of 
Mrs. Griffiths in London East. The prisoner was re­
manded till the 26th inst.

Thornhill, Aug. 20.—Mr. Samuel Hall, a well-to- 
do farmer of the Township of Vaughan, took a load 
of grain to Toronto on Monday and returned in the 
evening in a dreadful state of intoxication, and 
while running his horses, he fell from his waggon 
when near home, the wheel passing over his neck, 
killing him on the spot. An inquest was held by 
Dr. Reid, Coroner, this evening, when a verdict was 
given in accordance with the facts.

Ravages of the Disease.
Grenada, Miss., Aug. 15.—The population is now 

not over 300 whites. The total deaths so far are 45. 
The number of cases down is 150. The fever is of a 
most violent type.

Memphis, Tenn., Aug. 15.—Thirty-three new cases 
of fever and six deaths from nine last night to nine 
to-night. The Memphis and Grenada and Memphis 
and Little Rock railways hâve stopped running 
trains. "Several of the largest business houses close 
to-morrow. Thousands have left the city, and every 
train is loaded down.

Little Rock, Aug. 15.—A railroads quarantine 
has been establishtd against the Memphis, St. 
Louis, and Texas steamboats, and the stages from 
Pine Bluffs have stopped running. The Memphis 
train stopped last night at the county line, and was 
not permitted to come to the city. A hundred 
Memphians were prevented from entering the city. 
Several came in on foot, and were to-day ordered 
out. There are no signs of fever, but there is con­
siderable excitement.

New Orleans, Aug. 16.—New cases, 108 ; deaths 
29.

A special from Grenada, Miss., says the situation 
there is horrible. Supplies are getting short, as 
no trains are allowed to stop there. New Orleans 
phxsicians there say the fever is the most malignant 
ever known.

Washington, D.C , Aug. 16 —Dr. Woodworth., 
surgeon-general of the United States Marine Hos­
pital service, has issued a circular of instructions tc 
marine hospital officers relative to the rapid spread 
of yellow fever. In this circular bold ground is 
taken against land quarantine as ineffective, and the 
theory is held that the disease is spread by clothes 
and effects coming from infected districts rather 
than by sick persons themselves. It is maintained 
that persons actually sick with fever never, except 
through their clothing or effects, communicate the 
disease to others.

New York, Aug. 17.—The man found suffering 
from yellow fever was late last night taken witit 
black vomit and it is not believed he will live.

Adams’ Express offers to carry all contributior* 
free to the Southern sufferers.

A Lowsville special says General Walthall and 
thirty others left Grenada and arrived there. They 
report only three doors open last Monday, those of 
a saloon keeper, the doctor and the undertaker. The 
public panic there was frightful.

Mayor Wheaton telegraphs there is no yellow 
fever at Savannah.

Two yellow fever deaths were reported in Cincin­
nati on Thursday and one in Covington, Ivy.

Jas. Riley, a young man from New Orleans with 
yellow fever w'as to-day removed to quarantine.

A Washington despatch says there is no longer 
any concealment of the apprehension felt here, both 
by government officers and private persons because 
of the rapid advance of yellow fever. As a result 
of these apprehensions in Norfolk the health author 
ities determined last evening to establish a most 
rigid quarantine against all the infected districts.

Memphis, Tenn, Aug. 17.—The outlook is more en­
couraging. Only nine new cases to-day, although 
there were 13 deaths. AH who were .able have moved 

-out. A thousand a/ttiy tente for their accommoda­
tion have been received from the War Department,
A few whites and about 40 negroes assembled at the 
camp ground expressed a determination to resist the 
formation of a camp with force. The military have 
been sent to the spot to pitch the tents, and the 
citizens' committee empowered by the chief of police 
employ policemen at the expense of the committee 
to help [vatrol the city and prevent plunder of the 
closed stores and residences.

New Orleans, Aug. 18.—New cases, 11.' ; deaths 
47.

New Orleans, Aug. IS.—A reporter visited two 
tenement houses near Poydras market. A sicken­
ing sight was presented. The houses were princi­
pally o cupied by Italian chicken dealers. In one 
house sixteen had been carried out dead during two 
weeks, and in the other ten.

Memphis, Term., Aug. 17. —A special from Gre­
nada to-night says 635 deaths to date and 100 sick 
at present. The people are dying to-day without 
attendants. Relief is greatly needed.

Vicksburg, Miss., Aug. 17.—Forty-eight 
were under treatment at seven o’clock last nighL 
New cases to-day, 20 ; no deaths to-day.

Grenada, Miss.; Aug. 17. -One week ago the tx>wy 
contained 1,200 white inhabitants. It is now re­
duced by flight and death to 200, wit! only thirt) 
to forty well ones.

Memphis, Tenn., Aug. 19, 5 p.m.—No change ic 
the situation in the past 24 hours. New cases, 19 ; 
deaths, 12. Among to-day’s sick is Father Hoppe, of 
the Franciscan convent. It is estimated that not more 
than 5,000 whites now sleep within the city limits. 
At a meeting : V. c Citizens’Relief Committee to­
day, it was resolved to call on the cities north, east 
and west for aid The Postmaster has been notified 
Memphis mail will not be received at Vicksburg and 
other points south.

Vicksburg, Miss., Aug. 20.—The health officer is 
unable to give official figures, but estimates there 
are one hundred cases in the city, and that they are 
increasing rapidly. There were four interments to­
day from fever,‘and eighteen deaths to date. The 
City Council abolished quarantine this morning.

A Grenada-despatch says the mortality is terrible. 
The scene cannot be described. Dr. Mande ville, an 
experienced yellow fever physician, says he never 
saw anything to compare with it ; it is fearful be­
yond description. The total deaths are over 70, yitk 
no abatement, and no hopeful cases reported.

An examination shows the city to be in very 
filthy condition, all the outhouses overflowing, and 
stagnant water in many places.

A New Orleans despatch says the Chief of Police 
has been instructed to remove bells from ice cream 
waggons, and to instruct drivers of vehicles to drive 
slow when passing localities where persons are suffer 
ing from the fever. Officers report that donations 
are coming in liberally. The death list includes 
Max ViUery, druggist ; A. R. James, ticket agent. 
Jackson road ; Brother Sylvanus Ecklett, and D. 
W. Jones, business manager of the South-western 
Advocate. Four nurses sent by the Howard Asso­
ciation to Grenada have the fever.

Yellow fever is at Ocean Springs. One death lia# 
already occurred.

Great destitution begins to show itself. Outside 
help is needed. Two new cases of yellow fever with 
one death are reported from Port Édes, La.

New Orleans, Aug. 20.—New cases, 136 ; deaths, 
41.

Memphis, Tenn., Aug. 20.—The Board of Health 
report twelve new cases, and three deaths, from 5 
p. m. yesterday to noon to day. Among the sick is 
Dr. F. Saupe.

New York, Aug. 20.—Two deaths of yellow fever 
at quarantine yesterday. No more cases at Quaran­
tine. The labourer reported sick in Brooklyn has 
malarial fever.

Nashville, Tenn., Aug. 20.—The quarantine 
against Memphis is so rigid in towns in West Ten­
nessee that their own citizens are not allowed to 
return, and two ladies jumped out of the windows 
of a car yesterday at Union City. The conductors 
are forced to lock their cars.

At Columbus, Ky., on Sunday, a company of 
armed citizens stopped a Mobile* train a short dis 
tance from the place. The steamer from Memphis 
attempted to land 200 passengers, but was not 
allowed to.

Halifax, N. S., Aug. 20.—H. M. S. Bulflnch is 
now due here from Port Royal, Jamaica. Most of 
her crew are sick with yellow fever. She will re­
cruit here and proceed to England to be paid off.

Richmond, Va., Aug. 20.—The City Council hag 
authorized the Board of Health to take precaution­
ary measures for the protection of the health of the

Washington, D.C., Aug. 20. —The Register and 
Receiver at Jackson, Miss., telegraphs to the Com­
missioner-General of ^he Land office that there is 
great excitement in Jackson. The people are 
fleeing in all directions. The Board of Health ad­
vise all to leave. There are 160 cases in Vicksburg 
and twenty in Canton. The fever is liable to appear 
at any moment. The Commissioner replied, au­
thorizing them to close the office and leave the city 
when ne -essary.

Nashville, Tenn., Aug. 20.—It is announced that 
the City Council has adopted resolutions inviting 
refugees from the infected places to make Nashville 
their home.

New York, Aug. 20.—Wm. Schultz, of Brooklyn, 
whose case has been somewhat doubtful, to-night 
developed unmistakable symptoms of yellow fever 
and was sent to quarantine.

New Orleans, La., Aug. 20.—Among the deaths 
is Rev. F. S. Murphy, of St. Alphonso’s church. A 
telegram reports 50 cases of yellow fever at Port 
Gibson, Miss., and two deaths. Refugee from 
Ocean Springs report that of nine cases of yellow 
fever there, seven proved fatal.

Vicksburg, Miss., Aug. 20.—It is estimated 200 
cases of yellow fever are under treatrhent. Twelve 
deaths have occurred in the past twenty-four hours. 
Among the new cases to-day are Dr. Billour, 
health officer, and Dr. Robbins.

success.

Then "A Good Templar” flings a volume 
of Shakespeare at my head because I say 
there is no truth in Malins, and he, poor 
fellow, is three thousand miles away. I 
asked Malins for an opportunity to say aU 
I have said in The Mail, and a great deal 
more, before him, and before his Grand 
Lodge at Plymouth; and when this was 
refused, my friends engaged a large hall, 
and in the presence of between one 
thousand and two thousand, I made my 
statements good. At public meetings, also, 
in various parts of England, and m Bir­
mingham, the home of Malins, I have 
made these statements. The charge of 
cowardice, therefore, does not lie at my 
door.

To the Editor of The Mail.
Snt,—As the Press is an instrument of 

great power when used in a good cause, I 
trust that yon will aUow me sufficient space 
to draw the attention of an interested pub­
lic to the proceedings of the Board of Di­
rectors of the Agricultural and Arte Asso­
ciation of Ontario, which are likely to 
operate to the injury of the .exhibition 
ahortly to he held in the city of Toronto. 
When looking over the prise list of 1878,1 

at the peculiar manner in 
iti prises are to be awarded 

_ I had long ^
was a wheel loose in the intricate 

machinery requisite for the transaction of 
the general business relating to the exhi­
bition, that suspicion is now verging on 
certainty,

The greatest inducement that can be 
offered to any breeder of live stock, to place 
his stock in competition on any show 
ground, is a fair field and no favours, and 
unless such can be obtained, no odds what 
amount of money may be offered in prizes, 
the exhibition must be a failure, and the 
prizes, by whoever won, be robbed 
of their chief value. Undoubted­
ly the $500, offered by the city of 
Toronto, would be an extra inducement 
to intending exhibitors, and tend to increase 
the competition in the live stock classes, 
were it not evident, in the manner of its 
distribution, that an amount and kind of 
wire-pulling is going on that would do no 
honour to the basest of politicians. There 
are few breeders who are not aware that a 
considerable time since notice was given, 
through the columns of the Globe, that the 
City Connell had offered <500 in special 
prizes ; the Association giving a like amount, 
rendered each prize of the value of $100. 
One of these prizes was for the best herd of 
Durham cattle, and one for the best herd of 
pigs ; the others as enumerated in the paper 
above referred to. I select these two prizes 
for consideration, as being more particularly 
interested therein, and as exhibiting meet 
clearly the negligence of the City Council, 
the incompetency oftfthe directors, or the 
underhand working of some intending ex­
hibitors, whose barefaced trickery will not 
bear the light of investigation ; and it takes 
me ly surprise that a person capable of 
forming such a detestable scheme had not 
the ability better to cloak' his designs and 
carry it to a successful issue.

When notice was given that the above 
mentioned prizes would be awarded, no 
doubt, like many other owners of small 
herds, I concluded that they would be 
worth trying for, and accordingly began 
to “ fit up ” and do the best I ootid, little

This most be an age of pro­
gress, and some breeder has probably be­
come aware that he has six yearlings or 
calves that will rival their ancestors, but 
he has no young bull to complete this herd ;

of calves or yearlings ; consequently we 
find the present twisted form. Bnt what 
breeder has such a lot in show trim, viz., 
aged bull and six female yearlings or 
calves ? Is it the Bow Park Company or 
Mr. Russell, Hunter, Stone, or what other 
extensive breeder ? I need not ask, since 
an answer will be given by the entry 
forms, and I will then have more time to 
deal with the matter than at present. Al­
low me, however, to state that the prize, 
given in its present form, mnst be consider­
ed by the public as of little value, and 
scarcely equal to a first prize for a single 
animal where the competition is unrestrict­
ed ; especially when the whole proceedings 
of the Board are carried on with cloeed 
doors, and a stockholder in the 
largest herd of cattle in the Do­
minion is appointed a member of 
the committee on cattle, and also of the 
committee on Judges and Delegates.

Surely this is holding out the strong in­
ducement of fair play to aU intending 
exhibitors. But how was this change in 
the prize list effected after the Board had 
adjourned? Who is the fortunate indi­
vidual that possesses this power of making 
such a sweeping change to accommodate a 
limited public, within seven weeks of the 
show ? No doubt the wires are heavy ; but 
a recent “Act of Parliament" will perhaps 
free the Board of his noxious presence, if 
the “Act" referred to, is strong enough to 
touch his iron conscience, and cause him, 
in turn, to tender his resignation. One 
thing is certain, that the practice of con- 
tinuaUy changing the prize list, no odds 
who obtains an advantage from snch 
change, mnst operate to the injury of the 
exhibition. There is no necessity for tell- 
ing any breeder that seven weeks is too 
short a time to prepare any stock for the 
show ring ; and ifc is generally only those 
favoured individuals who are able to antici­
pate what the list is to be, that can hope 
to be successful in the competition 
for the special or herd prizes. 
As time is pressing, it is impossible to criti­
cize at length, the prize lists of the past few 
years ; suffice it to refer to the herd for 
which the Prince of Wales’ prize was offer­
ed last year; and if such fine cutting 
characterizes any other Board, let honest 
exhibitors decide upon the propriety of 
patronizing such a show ring. And if such 
sharp practices are to be continued by the 
Board, it is time that Government support 
be withdrawn and given to some Associa­
tion where intrigue has no footing, where 
the whole proceedings are above board, 
where the prize list is not susceptible of 
such sudden and convenient changes, and 
where the judges cannot be appointed, 
covertly, be interested parties.

A London journal has published a letter 
from the Foreign Office “ writer ” Marvin, 
in which he disclosed the fact that another 
important " secret engagement," signed on 
May 31, has not yet seen the light, and the 
Constantinople correspondent of the same 
journal states that aafvet Pasha had in­
formed the French Ambassador that the 
English Government had pledged itself not 
to permit Greece to receive any additional 
territory, and that without this assurance 
Turkey would not have ceded Cyprus to 
England. Questioned in the House of 
Commons on the subject, the Chancellor of 
the Exchequer stated evasively that no 
agreement on the subject of Greece had 
been signed on the 31st of May.

SERIOUS RANK SUSPENSION.

A Significant Document.
The following very suggestive and well 

prepared circular h* been addressed by 
Messrs. John McCarthy and G. T. Labatt, 
to the farmers -of South Grenville. Mr. 
McCarthy has lived very many years in 
South Grenville, and deserves commenda­
tion for thus putting upon re*rd his con- 
scientious opinions, irrespective of party 
predilections :—“ At the approaching elec­
tion vote for nobody who will not pledge 
himselfto right the wrongs of the farmer. Be 
he ConsOTvative or Reformer, let him be 
bound to remedy the farmers’ wrong. The 
soil and climate of Canada are particularly 
favourable to the growth of ex*llent bar­
ley. The legislation of recent years threat­
ens to ruin that on* profitable calling of 
the agriculturist. The tax on malt was 36 
cents a bushel, and under this the malt­
sters could afford to be toe farmers’ best 
customers. In the session of 1876-7 this 
impost was doubled ; with the consequent 
effect of lessening the manufacture 
of malt in Canada by 782,145 pounds in 
six months. Remember, Indian com from 
Chicago and the west com* into Canada 
free, and the quantity of whiskey dis­
tillai in the same period increased no lew 
than 66,163 gallons. This to the manifest 
low of the Canadian fanner, and to the 
encouragement of the me of spirite, as 
against the wholesome and harmless bever­
age produced from malt. Last session our 
Minister of Inland Revenue introduced » 
bill which mak* matters worse. There 
wm a customs duty of 13 cents in addition 
to the 72 cents on every bushel of import­
ed malt. The 13 cents tax now hM 
been removed, and toe United States, 
against whom nothing is charged for 
their com, are now competing with our 
home manufacturers of malt. Tie Ameri­
cans charge 16 cents on every bushel of 
barley sent ov* to the States by the Cana­
dian farm*, and 18 cents on every bushel 
of malt. If the Americans follow our re­
peal of a duty on imported malt by the mt- 
pomtion of a duty on malt coming to them, 
it is about time to took out for ourselves. 
Three cargo* of Canadian barley sent to 
the States last fall were brought back here 
unsold at the opening of navigation.* Cana­
dians, therefore, will have to be prepared 
to consume their own barley, and to effect 
this the farmer and brew* should be rid of 
the disadvantsgw to which they are now 
subjected. A small duty on American com 
would more than compensate for the re­
storation of the original duty—36 cents ; 
instead of 72 cents, as now levied, on malt. 
The pri* of barley is to-day lee than half 
what it wm eighteen months ago : partly 
owing to the discouragement of toe malting 
business here, and also to the fact that the

required for home con- 
mais tors, therefore, have

sumption. Our 
consigned le* than usual to the American 
breweries. The Legislature of the United 
States, ev* alive to the trading interests 
of its own country, now prop** to in­
stitute a specific duty of 25c per bushel 
on ill malt coining into the States. ' The 
result of this eerabined attack by the 
Legislatures of both the United States 
and Canada, upon what hM been one of toe 
chief indnsfri* of the Canadian farm* 
must be very disastrous and toe situation 
affords in extraordinary example of the 
different ways in which the trade of the 
two TOuntri* is protected by Government. 
The remedy is with yourselves. Vote only 
for toe candidate who will give you fair, 
play, and who will pledge himself to alter 
a state of thmgs so manifestly 
unjust. If the special object of our 
Legislature had been to help the American 
producer all it could and hurt to the ut­
most the fanners of its own country, toe 
sucopM of the effort could scarcely have 
been more *mplete. Reciprocity of trade 
* reciprocity of tariff should be your can­
didate’s creed. The Government at Wash­
ington is alive to toe interests of the- 
American growers. Our own should be no 
le* regardful of the Canadian farmer. 
The additional malt tax should be repeal­
ed, and the to* of revenue made good by 
a tax on American corn ; an act of bare 
justice and eo conceded to be by toe dis­
tillers themselv*. If toe growth of tom- 
ley ia to be continued in Canada, you 
must see that you have a member pledged 
to support the changes above recommend­

While at Schlo* Rosenau 
the Queen will receive as guests the Crown 
Pria* of Germany and Victoria his wife ; 
also, their newly married daughter, 
Prince* Charlotte. Hot Majesty will be 
accompanied by Prince* Beatrice and 
Prince Leopold.

A Paris barber recently charged a Rus­
sian $9.60 for a shave and a shampoo. The 
foreigner paid the bill and cited toe barber 
before the juge de paix, offering 8 francs, 
$1,60, m an ample remuneration. The 
barber contended that the extra charge waa 
for using virgin brushes and opening special 
box* of pomade and bottles of essences, 
but the juge de paix made him take off the 
$8 and pay coets. The hotel keepers of 
Fontainebleau have solemnly read out of 
their order the host who charged the Shah 
of Persia $2,800 for one day’s lodging for 
fourteen persons, and invited the public not 
to be deterred from visiting toe Forest, as 
thay will stick to their usual rates.

Concerning the “crown” jewels of 
Fran*, for so they are still called : Ac- 
cording to an inventory taken by Louis 
XVIII., they numbered more than 64,000, 
weighed 18,751 carats and were valued at 
20,900,260 francs. Besides the Regent and 
Sancy stones, of which everybody knows 
the history, there is an imperial sword 
valued at 240,700 francs ; an order of the 
Holy Ghoet in brilliants, worth 386,000 
francs ; one of the Legion of Honour, cost­
ing 45,000 francs ; a set of pearls, 1,165,-. 
000 francs ; another of brilliants and sap­
phires, 280,000 francs. The crown, which 
contains the Regent and 5,360 other 
precious stones, is valued at 14,702,000 
Iran*.

William H. Stout went from Texas to 
Illinois with a companion, who wm soon 
afterward murdered. Stout was accused of 
the crime, and his defen* wm an alibi— 
that he was in Nebraska at the-time%f the 
murder. A taverokceper ne* the pla* of 
the killing, howev*, testified positively 
that the two men slept in his house to­
gether. Stout was convicted and sentenced 
to death ; bnt the punishment was altered 
to imprisonment for life. Now, after a 
lapse of four years, an account book belong­
ing to the tavern-keeper comes to light, m 
which is an entry showing that the daté of 
Stout’s lodging wm a month earlier than 
was supposed. There ia other proof of his 
innocence, and he has been pardoned.

In a recent speech John Randolph 
Tuck*, an intense Free Trader, maintained 
that the United States would be more 
prosperous if they dropped their iron indus­
tries and exchanged their agricultural pro­
duce for English iron. Senator G*fleld 
answered : “ For a single season, perhaps, 
his plan might be profitable to the consumers 
of iron ; but if his policy were adopted as a 
permanent one it would reduce us to a 
merely agricultural people, whose chief 
busine* would be to produce the simplest 
raw materials by the least skill and culture, 
and let the men of brains of other countries 
do our thinking for us, and provide for ua 
all products requiring the cunning hand.of 
the artisan, while we would be compelled to 
do the drudgery for ourselves and for 
them.”

What will turn out to be a most impor­
tant decision with regard to patenta, if 
finally sustained, has just been given at 
Washington. Attorney-General Devens 
has sent to toe Secretary of the Interior an 
opinion in a certain case to toe effect that 
whenever letters patent for a mechanical 
invention have been applied for and taken 
out jointly in the names of several indi­
viduals, when M a matter of fact but one 
of them wm the inventor, the others sim­
ply having an interest by assignment, then 
the patent is absolutely void, and cannot 
be made valid by any act of toe parti* or 
toe Patent-office. Tie opinion is expressed 
that a great deal of mischief may follow 
from the nnsettlement of claims by this 
sweeping decision.

Boston Advertiser “ The New York 
Bulletin, in noticing toe continued heavy 
increase in Experts of domestic produce to 
foreign countnes, while imports are still de­
creasing, mvs that the exhibit affords 
good reason for the belief that our own 
goods are gradually taking the place of 
foreign articles, owing to unusually low 
prie* and improvement of quality. It re­
fers to the favourite Free Trade notion that 
the lack of pow* to consume h* both di­
minished our importations and compelled 

to send abroad our manufactured goods 
at alm«t any pri* in order to reduce the 
supply ; but this explanation it rejects, re­

cking that prominent merchants declare 
thatthequantity of staple domestic products 
sold for home use thus far this ye* ie fully 
equal to that of 1877 ot 1876. This ia a 
very significant admission, and, if the fact 
ia truly stated, it dispos* of toe whole 
argument of the Free Traders, which as­
sumes, but do* not prove, that a falling off 
of imports and an increase of exports is an 
infallible sign that the country is growing 
poorer.”

Apparently the German Government

Instead, of gaining any new seats the So­
cialists have lost some, and their loss is 
the gain of Conservativ* and National 
Liberals, both of which parti* will sus­
tain the Government against toe Socialists, 
whatov* fault they may have to find with 
it in oth* respects. Ever sin* Hoedel’a 
attempt the Government hand ha* been 
universally heavy and repressive, and 
something very like a reign of terror has 
been impoeed on the people. It is not easy 
to say to what extent Bismarck's pressât 
success is due to downright frightening of 
the electors into voting m he wanted them 
to vote, and how f* it is due, on the oth* 
hand, to an honest revulsion of popul* 
feeling against the attempted crime. That 
the Government had sooted an important 
victory ia certain, and now the prevailing 
rumour is that Bismarck will in some way 
or oto* settle his differences with the 
Vatican, and so secure the powerful help 
of the Roman Catholie Church as a barrier 
against the red spectre that hM of late so 
disagreeably disturbed the dreams of 
princes and counsellors.
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ORGANIZATION AND WORK.
Ws cannot apeak so well for the other 

Provinces, but in Ontario we believe the 
Opposition are, on the whole, well 
organized for the election contest—per­
haps were never better organized than 
they are now. They are arrayed for 
battle under their old and revered 
feeder, whose name is to them a 1 * house- 
“ hold word ;” they are spurred to 
action to defeat a corrupt and im­
potent Government, and in the con­
fident hope that a change of Adminis­
tration will bring with it a restoration of 
that prosperity which vanished with the 
advent to power of the Grit Party.

Many an inferior man comes in at the 
head of the poll, simply because he has 
put in better work himself and his 
friends have laboured more zealously in 
his behalf. r-

We would earnestly press upon our 
friends the necessity of hearty, vigorous, 
untiring work until the election is over. 
The time is short. The battle is certain 
unless it is deliberately thrown away ; 
and the men in office will labour with 
desperate energy to secure the reins of 
power for another five years. Every 
candidate of the Opposition, and every 
supporter of every such candidate, 
should work as though the result in his 
own constituency would decide the con­
test as to the Dominion at large. If in 
a few places there has up to this time 
been a little moreyrapineneas than there 
ought to have been, we hope to hear 
that it no longer exists. It only needs 
the necessary amount of energy to 
score for the Liberal-Conservative Party 
the greatest victory it has ever gained 
in Canada.

From 1868 to 1873, an era of 
times, Canadian exports increased 
$67,600,000 to $89,800,000, or 66 per 
cent. In the same period American ex­
ports rose from $269,400,000 to $606,- 
000,000, an increase of 87 per cent 
Then came the bad times. From 1873 
to 1877 Canadian expprts fell from 
$89,800,000 to $76,900,000, or 
decrease of 16 per cent From 1873 
to 1877, American exports rose from 
$606,000,000 to $689,700,000, an in­
crease of 17 per cent. From 1873 to 
1878 the increase was nearly 36 per cent. 
If, as the organs contend, the States, 
through their Protective tariff, have 
suffered more than Canada during 
the panic, the exports would show it, 
but they show the very reverse. They 
prove, too, that even in the days of our 
greatest prosperity, viz., from 1868 to 
1873, our advance was not to be com­
pared to the progress made by the Pro­
tectionists.

Here is another test. The national 
debt of Canada in the years mentioned 
was as follows :

They have reduced their debt $618,000,- 
000 in the eleven years, or a decrease of 
over 25 per cent. ; ours has risen from 
$76,000,000 to $133,000,000, an increase 
of exactly 76 per cent. From 1873, when 
the hard tunes set in, their reduction 
has been over 4 per cent. ; our increase 
33 per cent.

In view of these facts, it requires con­
siderable hardihood to maintain that 
one-sided Free Trade is a blessing and 
Protection a curse.

THE LOYALTY CRY.
When it argues that Canadians should 

not nourish their industries lest by 
manufacturing their own goods, they 
excite the ire of the Manchester and 
Sheffield manufacturers, and so bring 
about a collision with the Imperial 
aAorities, the Globe passes a sorry 
opinion on the statesmen of England 
and the people of Canada. For to sup­
pose that Canadians will consent to re­
main for all time a merely agricultural 
people, neglecting the vast stores of coal 
and iron, and the magnificent water­
power Nature has given them, in order 
to appease the ■ greed and mol­
lify the heart of the British 
manufacturer, is to credit them with 
a servile and abject spirit hereditary 
bondsmen would scorn. The notion 
that any set of British statesmen would 
tell us to go if we offended Sheffield 
and Manchester by making our own 
cottons and cutlery is equally monstrous. 
We don’t belong to Sheffield or Man­
chester, but to the Umpire. We are not 
bound by any condition of_ our British 
allegiance to pay tribute to cotton-lord 
or blade-maker ; and to imagine that 
British statesmen would impose, or that 
Canadians would submit tq_such a yoke, 
it, we repeat, the most «rent bun­
combe.

The fact is we must either protect our 
industries, and that without delay, or 
begin to pack up and make ready to 
leave the Empire. Some time ago Mr. 
David A. Wells, whose teachings the 
Ministerial Party support with great 
warmth, in a spèech in which he branch­
ed off into the Monroe doctrine, said :

“ Is it desirable for the United States 
to own Canada, and incorporate it as an 
integral part of the Union? It can be 
done.

It comes to this that. we must either 
protect ourselves or surrender to Mr.

HOW TO GET RECIPROCITY.
The American flitter, in an article on 

tells some home truths
which it will be well for our farmers to 
hear and heed. It says :

“We c»n hardly assent to the proposi­
tion that Americans should have Reciprocal 
Free Trade with their Canadian cousins ; 
and if the treatment which the Wood tariff 
bill received at the hands of Congress dur­
ing its last session be any index to popular 
sentiment, it will be a long time before the 
American people throw open the doors of 
commerce to foreign nations. It is s mis­
take to suppose that nations should be 
governed by the same rules which apply to 
families. If the cardinal maxim of a gov- 
emmeiit be carried out, vis., that it exista 
for the benefit of the governed, its policy 
must of necessity be s «elfish one. It is 
only the most powerful and prosperous 
countries that can afford to be ruled by sen­
timentality. England, with her mighty 
industries that have been built up by 
years of Protection, can afford to be senti­
mental in tiie matter of Free Trade, and 
talk about ‘reciprocify,’ ‘competition,’ etc. 
At the same time it is to her interest to do 
so ; for she can produce manufactured 
articles more cheaply than other nations, 
and, therefore, undersell them in the mar­
kets of the world. We have not yet 
reached the point where we can control our 
own markets were trade unrestricted ; and 
to indulge in the folly of Free Trade with 
our rivals would at toe present time result 
disastrously to the manufacturing indus­
tries of the country."

The Miller then quotes official tables 
to show that while from 1862 to 1866 
under Reciprocity, the States imported 
from Canada wheat and flour reduced to 
wheat to the extent of 31,000,000 bush­
el», they only imported a fifth of that 
amount for a correspondingperiod under 
Protection ; and adds : “ We very much 
“rfloubt whether Canadian miller» really 
“ relish the competition which they 
“ meet with from the United States. 
“ Certainly all of them do not ; for we 
“ know that some of them are complain- 
“ ing of the encroachment» which Amer- 
“ ican flour is making upon their home 
“ markets. This fact is felt all the more 
“ from contrast with the days Of Free 
“ Trade when they had full swing both 
“ of their own and many of o«r market 
“ We Ere acquainted with several Can 
“'dian millers who favour a high tariff 
“ on American flour ; and unless we 
“ read the signs of the times amiss, it 
“ will-not be long ere Canada will be 
“ obliged to protect her millers and 
“ other manufacturers from undue out-

side competition. We have mastered
the lesson taught by reciprocity, and 

•* found that the benefit» were all on one
side. American millers, at least, will 

“ not care to see the sentimental experi- 
“ ment of Free Trade repeated. In the 
“ course of events our Canadian friends 
“ will learn the same lesson, and then it 
“ will be our turn to solicit neighbourly 
“ courtesies.”

“ And then it will be our turn to 
“ solicit neighbourly courtesies.” Exact­
ly. Nothing will bring the Yankee to 
terms but an increase in the tariff. 
So long as we open our markets 
to him, he will keep up his tariff 
against us, but once let us treat 
him to bis own sauce, and then it 
will be his turn “ to solicit neighbourly 
“ courtesies,” Verb. sap.

THE POLICY OF SLANDER.
The desperate straits to which the 

party in power is driven is strikingly 
illustrated by the persistent and almost 
frantic efforts which are put forth daily 
to lessen the popularity of the Conserv­
ative leader. If anything could open 
the eyes of their followers to the weak­
ness of their cause, this conduct on the 
part of the Grit leaders should have 
that effect. It is plainly the Old Bailey 
tactics: “No case : abuse the plaintiff’s 
“attorney.” So long as men-have even 
the semblance of an argument they will 
not give themselves over to the repeti­
tion of stale slanders, and to vitupera­
tion and angry declamation. Such a 
course may indeed give Sir John Mac­
donald’s foul assailants a sort of malig­
nant satisfaction, but they must know 
that in pursuing it they are rendering 
themselves ridiculous in the eyes of in­
telligent and thoughtful persons. Making 
themselves objects of pity they run 
the risk of making themselves also 
objects of contempt. For unavailing 
must be the "attempt to defame and 
degrade a man whose,greatest fault is 
that he happened to be made after a 
larger pattern than the best and biggest 
of themselves.

The endless iteration of these defam­
atory statements concerning Sir John 
Macdonald is an insult to the intelli­
gence of the people to whom they are 
addressed, and whom they are intended 
to influence. Thomas Carlyle wrote, 
some years ago : “There are twenty- 
“ three millions of people in Great Bnt- 
“ ain, mostly fools ; " and those who 
conduct the Grit organs appear to be of 
the same opinion concerning the four 
millions of people in this countiy. If 
Sir John is indeed all that these 
writers would have us believe him to be, 
surely it must have been pretty well 
known to the people of this country be­
fore this time.

They do not need to be told 
if we possessed a monopoly of any 

particular branch of trade, or werFin a 
position to control it, as is the case with 
the Chinese and the tea trade, so that we 
could dictate our own terms in dealing 
with our neighbours, we could compel 
them to share the burden with us. But 
inasmuch as we do not sustain any such 
relation to any article in general demand 
among the nations, but on the contrary, 
every one of the products of our 
country, whether natural or arti­
ficial, has to come into competition 
with the products of othercountnee, and 
generally with those of the countries in 
which we seek a market, the argument 
drawn from all such exceptional cases 
are entirely without force in their ap­
plication to uk The farmers who have 
studied this subject with intelligence 
know full well that in the (.disposal of 
the fruits of their labour they would be 
far more independent if they had a mar­
ket at home, such as can only be created 
by stimulating our manufactures and 
multiplying our industries, than they 
possibly can be so long ss they have to 
seek a market abroad. They are begin­
ning, too, to understand more clearly 
than formerly how closely the intereste 
of the manufacturer and their own in­
terests are bound up together ; that <jie 
•larger the number of people who find 
remunerative employment in the mills 
and the factories of the country, the 
larger will be the demand for food, and 
the higher will be the prices which the 
farmer will get for the fruit of his land 
and his labour. The chief hope of our coun­
try at this the crisis of its history is the 
growing intelligence of the labouring and 
productive classes of the people.

TREASON TO CANADIAN IN­
TERESTS.

A correspondent writes to us indignantly, 
ss well he may, respecting the Globe's ab­
surd contention (in ite issue of the 14th 
inat.) that our 174 P®r cent- on manufac­
tured goods nearly offsets the American 20 
per cent, on our farm produce. The Grit 
organ says :—

“ They (the United States) levy nearly 
the same duties upon our exporte to the 
States that we levy upon our imports from 
the States. There ia not the slightest 
ground for complaint against our neigh­
bours on that score. For ns to impose 
heavier duties upon American manufactures 
would be a gross act of injustice, which 
"could be met only by retaliation upon their 
part.”

Add 24 per cent, on our side, making 
the figures in each case 20 per cent., and it 
would still remain a most impudent and 
unwarranted assumption that a fair balance 
had been arrived at. The privilege of a 
market to sell manufactured goods in is 
immensely more valuable than that of a 
market in which to sell the raw products of 
the soil, important though the latter may 
be. To make a fair comparison we must 
set like commodities against like, re­
spectively—the American average of over 
50 per cent, on manufactured articles 
against our 174 percent, on the same; and 
toe duty of 20 per cent, on animals and 
farm produce against onr open market for 
these, with the exception of 10 per cent, 
on animals, 4 cents on butter, and 3 cents 
on cheese, almost the only exceptions 
worth mentioning. In supporting the 
American contention that the admission of 
Canadian raw produce offsets onr admis­
sion of manufactured goods, either 
free or at the same or nearly toe 
same rates of duty, the Globe is rendering 
servile obedience to Washington, and play­
ing treason to the interests of Canada. 
Onr correspondent instances the American 
duties of from 50 to 70 per cent, on tweeds, 
70 to 90 per cent on blankets, and 60 to 
60 per cent, on cotton cloths, and asks 
where the justice is of setting against these 
figures our 174 P*r cent. We do not won­
der that he time closes his angry criticism 
of the Globe's advocacy of American inter­
ests against Canadian :—“ How much do 
Yankee manufacturer* subsidize this 
' Prince of Darkness ’ for laying his 
country low in the dost at the feet of for­
eigners?”

During 
the year ending June 30, 1878, the ex­
ports of goods produced in the United 
States attained a value of $680,683,798, 
which, added to the vadue of foreign pro­
ducts exported, $14,200,402, makes $694,- 
884,200 aa the total exports for the last 
fiscal yea». The excess of exporte over 
imports for the year waa $257,832,667. 
The wide significance of this result will be 
appreciated when it is considered that no 
further back than 1876 the foreign trade 
of the country showed an excees of importe 
over exporte amounting to $19,562,725. 
With such a demand for our industrial 
product» in foreign countries as ia here 
shown and a continual improvement in the 
situation at home, it becomes extremely 
probable that the time ia not lax distant 
when the complainte of idleness and desti­

full dress on state occasions. My own eyee 
are witnesses that grass grows on many a 
street where half-e-crownrs worth of «hotel 
and pick would save one outward and 
visible sign of out-at-elbows shabby-gen- 
tility. The presence of a local legislature, 
for which new buildings are in promess, 
seems unable to arrest the threatened de­
cadence, and certainly tfie recent devices 
of a gentleman-premier are not calculated 
to elevate the moral tone, more than the 
mixed tod muddled administration of the 
provincial funds is likely to help the finan­
cial condition of public affaire. M. Joly 
would have blushed a year ago, had he 
been told of tfie shifts to which circum­
stances would lower his standard of right 
and wrong. I have heard men say that 
when Mr. Mackenzie, just after the resig­
nation of Sir John Macdonald’s Govern- 
ment, made his famous speech to the people 
of Lambton—so full of promises and plati­
tudes—he conscientiously believed what he 
said, and intended to govern himself and 
the country accordingly. Only he had 
not then graduated in the school of practical 
administration. He had not been led 
into temptation. The same with M. Joly. 
Victims to expediency, when the pinch 
came their principles have gone overboard 
almost without a struggle ; and the pity is 
that in both cases the professions were so 
loud.

A friend at Quebec, who owns S salmon 
river—they cost him, he admits, ten pounds 
View ; who roughs it at an adjacent farm 
house—he drinks there Pommery sec and 
eats paU define grae, insisted on my visit­
ing the Falls of St. Anne—not only the 
lower falls, which are but five mil« from 
the mouth of the river, but the more mag­
nificent upper cascades, which are seven or 
eight miles higher up. And what a day of 
water-falling we did ! A pair of good 
horses got us there one day and brought us 
back on the third day : and they w ere 
three pretty hard days, but worth all the 
jolting, climbing, walking and wetting 
which we had to brave. People are in the 
habit of visiting the Falls of Montmorenci, 
where, in addition to the water-fall, the 
well-known scene of the classic writer’s 
“cone,” there are the natural steps, and 
the romantic ruins of a bridge oq which 
there chanced to be an old farmer and his 
wife when it went down with them into 
the surging flood below. They should go 
twenty miles further and see falls that are 
falls : rent rifts in the rock front of the 
mountain, down which just now is 

a torrent worthy almost of 
gorges through which rushes a 

en river now in cascades and terraces 
of fall, anon in one huge concentrated leap 
—here a Chaudière, there a Rideau. You 
are reminded of every fall you ever saw, 
and come away satisfied that the day must 
dawn when the upper and lower falls of 
St. Arme will be seen by every tourist who 
puts.hie foot on Durham terrace. Very 
few now see the lower falls, and scarcely 
anybody braves the toil and fatigue inci­
dental to a visit to the more distent won­
derland up the side of the mountain. Who 
will be the magician to construct roads, 
build an inn, rear a few rustic summer­
houses at favourable points, throw a hand­
rail here and there from rock to rock, and 
invite worshippers of the picturesque to 
pay quarters at his shrine ? Upper and 
Lower Canada ! Northumberland and 
Brittany ! The towns may inter-trade, 
and business may establish its relations, 
but a real confederation of the Western 
farmers and of the peasant agriculturists 
among whom I have spent the last few 
days would be a case of “ married but not 
mated." Two more distinct classes, two 
of a trade more thoroughly at 
variance, two more idiosyncratic na­
tionalities I cannot conceive. With 
which the material advantages lie 
there is no difficulty in saying ; but 
as man lives not by bread alone the French­
man can lay a possibly valid claim to hav­
ing the beet time of the two. A prevail­
ing feature of the perishes which I have 
seen is their exceeding cleanliness and 
brightness. Whitewash and paint outside, 
soap and water inside, hold undisputed 
sway. The cottage gardèns and window- 
flowers to be seen m one mile easily surpass 
what may be seen in the same line of 
decoration throughout a day’s drive in On­
tario. Men and boys take off their hate 
and wish the stranger a smiling good day. 
And cheery, respectable-looking fellows 
most of them are. And what can I say of 
their wives? For breadth of beam andnumber 
of dive branches they will whip creation. 
Dutch-built is an opprobrious term I have 
heard used of square-hulled people ; but 
why on-earth we here should ever have 
gone all the way to Holland for an illustra­
tion at that particular mould I cannot
imagine. The mother of----- speaking by
an average—eighteen children is as broad 
as a sidewalk. Very happy and contented 
are these, people. ThA drive wellbrad 
Canadian ponies, or small oxen yoked by 
the horns ; and are content to opt down 
trees one day and team them the next to a 
wharf ten miles off, for a price that would 
scarcely keep the Upper Canadian labourer 
in tobacco. But these men all grow their 
own tobacco. Potatoes, tobacco, com and 
beans share the space in every garden. 
Their habits are peculiar and so are their 
customs. Thus, every man, without 
grumbling or suggesting an alteration, 
cultivates a farm, say six hundred feet, or 
three acres, as they call it here, frontage 
by one mile and a half in depth. Imagine 
the inconvenience ; but so it goes on from 
fathers to sons, being constantly divided 
into longitudinal strips till the farms re­
mind one of the man who, having 500 sheep 
in a hurdle-fold, bought another 500, and, 
having only two extra hurdles, yet man­
aged to double the size of his fold, inas­
much as it had been only one hurdle wide 
at top and bottom! The contribution of 
theee people to the Dominion Exchequer 
must be small. In every house I saw a 
spinning jenny ; they make their own boots 
or mocassins, out of cow-hide tanned by 
themselves and stitched with eelskin ; they 
raise and cure their own tobacco ; heaps of 
birch-bark baskets, which we passed in the 
bush, testify to their sugar being extracted 
from the maples of the vicinity : they knit 
their own socks, and don’t know the teste 
of whiskey. The tribute they pay all goes 
to Mother Church, and Mother Church’s 
undisputed influence, in the hands of the 
parish priest, keeps them in a groove of 
sober industry and respectability that 
might well be envied by the western man, 
who can see as much farming done 

them
can see as much farming done 

a hundred acres of the Counties
of Durham, Oxford, or Middlesex as he 
will see down here in a day’s drive. 
The Frenchman’s is economy in the proper 
and literal sense of the word. He can do 
most things for himself and turns his hand 
to every thing which willpromote the order­
ing of hie household. Hie wife cheerfully 
helps him by her labour in the field, when 
not temporarily incapacitated by that 
strictly periodical labour to which I have 
already referred. They are a handy people. 
In a rain storm our guide to the falls peeled 
off a square roll of bark from a birch tree 
with me knife, cut a hole in the middle, 
put his head through it, and there rested 
op his shoulders what with the broad brim 
of his straw hat made a perfect umbrella 
for tlie rest of the day. They even utilize 
the breed of mastiffs which they have : for 
in our drive we met a dozen dog-carts going 
a fair pace, and except that a very red rag 
of a tongue hung long and deep out of the 
animal’s month, there was no evidence of 
distress: tod that is only the way of the 
beast. I remember when all the fish sold 
fn the southern counties of England was 
carried round by men who left the coast at 
daylight in a light cart drawn by three 
mongrel mastiffs abreast, and they made 
nine miles an hour at it, till an Act of Par­
liament stopt the use of dogs, and half- 
starved pomes have since done the busi­
ness. There are anomalies and curiosities 
in the tactics of the good people who make 
a hobby of prevention of cruelty to 
animals. But I must to the poet with 
tiiis, tod pretty fair goer as I am on the 
flat, I find these hills here take time. If I 
were a resident I should certainly go in for 
a course ef arsenic as the mountain climb­
ers of Switzerland do : and intending 
visitors should train up the side of a house 
«walk up telegraph poets, as Mr. 
Dwight a myrmidons do, before attempting 
to negotiate the steep inclines of Quebec 
thoroughfares.

Breakfast Toast.—Mix two table- 
spoonfuls of sugar, a little salt and a well- 
beaten egg in one-half pint of milk ; in the 
mixture dip slices of bread, and fry them 
on a buttered griddle until they are light- 
brown on each tide.

Tomato Soup.—To one , pint tomatoes, 
canned, or four large ones, out fine, add 
one pint of boiling water and let it boil • 
then add one teaspoon of soda, which will 
cause it to foam ; immediately add one 
pint of sweet milk, with salt, pepper and 
batter to taste. When this boils add 
eight crackers rolled fine.

Chicken Salad.—Stew chickens tender 
and cut the meat in small pieces ; to every 
pint of meat add same quantity of celery 
cut fine ; to every Quart of these, when 
mixed, add four hard boiled eggs chopped 
fine, one email potato mashed smooth, a 
piece of butter, a teaspoonful each of 
ground mustard, pepper, and salt, and one- 
half cup of vinegar.

Ham Sandwiches.—Cat slices of oold or 
baked ham, chop very fine, fat and lean to­
gether, add mixed or French mustard to 
your taste, or in proportion of a tablespoon­
ful to a small bowl of chopped meat ; chop 
this in well ; cut thin shoes of breqd, or 
rolls split in half, butter them, and with a 
broad-bUded knife spread a layer of the 
ham on a slice, and place it over another slice 
which has also been buttered, or you may 
put very thin slices of oold ham slightly 
spread with mustard between the slices of 
bread and butter.

Sweet Potato Buns.—Boil and mash 
two potatoes ; rub in as much floor as wfll 
make it like bread ; add a little nutmeg 
and sugar, with a tablespoonful of good 
yeast. When it has risen work in two 
tableepnonfuls of butter cut fine ; then 
form into small rolls and bake on tins to a 
nice brown. Serve hot. Split open and 
butter.

For Invalids, never make a Urge quan­
tity of one thing, as they seldom require 
much at a time, and it is desirable that 
variety be provided them.

Always have something in readiness ; 
a little beef tea, nicely made and nicely 
skimmed, a few spoonfuls of jelly etc., 
that it may be administered as soon almost 
as the invalid wishee for it. If obliged to 
wait a long time, the patient loses the 
desire to eat, and often turns against the 
food when brought to him or her.

In sending dishes or preparations up to 
invalids, let everything look as tempting 
as possible. Have a clean tray cloth laid 
smoothly over the tray ; let the spoons, 
tumblers, cups and saucers, etc., be very 
clean and bright. Gruel served in a 
tumbler is more appetizing than when 
served in a basin or cap and saucer.

Spruce Beer.—One gallon of water, one 
quart of good molasses, J ounce whole 
cloves, 1 ounce white ginger roet, i ounce 
whole allspice, J ounce sassafras. Boil all 
well. I boil mine three hours. After 
taking it off the fire, poor it into a clean 
tub and add one and a half gallon/ of 
water. Let this stand till milk warm, 
then add two tablespoonfuls of baker’s or 
brewer’s yeast ; then stand away in the 
cellar or some cool place during the night, 
covering it. Thé next day it will be fit 
for bottling. One or two raisins, with a 
few holes punched in them with a fork, 

aced in each bottle, add greatly to its 
ivour. Put it in strong bottles, cork 
ghtly, and tie down with twine. Set in 

a cold cellar and in three or four days it 
will be ripe.—Ger. Telegraph.

The carpet-bug, the new pest of house 
keepers, and said to be fully as ravenous 
and twice as saucy as the potato-bug, has 
been found in two or three dwellings in 
this city ; and, aa it breeds rapidly, it bids 
fair to become soon too numerous to men­
tion. It is s small black bug, very nimble, 
and it will walk through a carpet like a 
horse-shoe through a cornfield. Ordinary 
insect powders end preventives make it 
smile. Carpets laid over floors which have 
cracks in them are often found cut through 
in stripe and utterly ruined. Heavy cot­
ton-lined paper placed under the carpet has 

en found quite efficacious in preventing 
its ravages in other cities.—Springfield 
Union. _

CRÔP REPORTS.

The Prospects tie the Western Mates.
Chicago, Aug. 15.—The estimate sent 

last night is confined exclusively to spring 
wheat. The wheat crop of the western 
States just harvested was unusually large 
and of excellent quality. It is safe 
to say that in Ohio, Indiana, Michigan, 
Illinois, Wisconsin, Missohri, Nebraska, 
Kansas, and Iowa, the aggregate acreage is 
nine millions seven hundred and fifty 
thousand, and the total production 
190,000,000 bushels, against 150,000,000 
last year. The increase is well divided 
among the States named, but Kansas and 
Illinois may be credited with the greater 
portion.

Washington, Aug. 15.—Late returns to 
the Department of Agriculture show a de­
cline in the average condition of spring 
wheat from 106 in July to 75 in August. 
The excessive beat of July inflicted very 
great injury upon the crops of-the North­
west, especially in Minnesota, where 
the promise of the crop is re­
duced to little more than half the 
average. Heat especially affected the late 
sown wheat, In some counties the harvest 
was delayed by rains until the grain was 
over ripe. Nebraska suffered less than 
other portions of the North-Western spring 
wheat region, but over her average 
condition was depressed ten per 
cent. The California conditions of 
growth deteriorated during July, especially 
on the western slope of , the coast range. 
The spring wheat region of the East re­
ports s much higher condition than the 
North-West. The general average condi­
tion of corn on August 1st was 96, 
against 95 in July. The Atlantic 
States north of North Carolina 
generally show an improvement. In the 
South Atlantic States toe season generally 
has been more beneficial to later plant­
ings, while on the Gulf const the 
earlier plantings, which were great­
ly in a majority, enjoyed especial 
advantages. Texas correspondents speak 
of the season as the most propiteous for 
many years on the eastern slope of the 
Mississippi Valley. Wet and dry weather 
alternate in contiguous zones affecting the 
orope very differently, generally showing a 
decline south of the Ohio river, and an 
improvement north of it, west the Missis­
sippi. The most marked, feature is the 
prevalence of rain in what was called the 
Great American Desert. All States of this 
region, except Missouri, show an improve- 
ment duripg July.

An army of claim 
agents, to each of whom success in this 
matter would be a large, independent for­
tune, are working day and night, prepar­
ing the mine which, when exploded, is to 
blow open Uncle Sam’s Treasury door.

UTILITY VS. FANCY 
HORNS.

SHORT-

The National Live Stock Journal, in its 
August issue, thus discusses the short-horn 
question :—“Its solid and permanent basis 
of value must depend upon its capacity to 
produce milk and beef. Its ancient pedi­
gree is of value only so far as ft assures an 
eminent capacity to this end, of producing 
milk and beef most economically. It must 
be judged simply from this practical 
standard. If it be estimated from the beef 
standard only, more than half ita real value 
is gone. The successful breeding power 
of a race is largely dependent upon its 
capacity to secrete milk. Short-horn 
breeders have usually acted upon the op­
posite principle—sought to repress the milk 
secretions and turn the whole activity 
the system into the laying-on of fleah and 
the deposit of fat. That the original 
short-horns were deep milkers there 
u abundant proof, and it is very 
fortunate for the usefulness of the race 
that this aptitude has been repressed. 
It must be remembered that one of the 
strongest reasons offered for not using 
short-horn bulls for dairy cows has been 
that the dams of those bulls are not good 
milkers, and therefore these bulls will not 
propagate good milkers.

from which we extract
We consider the short-horn cow class to 

be a disgrace to the breed, and therefore to 
the breeders. We are quite unable to dis­
cover the “grandeur” and the “ superb 
character,” and the “ magnificent charac­
ter ” of these old crocks which some of the 
short-horn fanciers appear to have the 
faculty of discerning, and do not hesitate 
to record them as-being just a rough lot of 
cows ; if their blood is of the bluest their 
camuses are of the ugliest, and not worth 
anything beyond contractors’ price when 
they come at last to the shambles. We 
can’t help thinking that to a really 
unprejudiced mind there must be evidence 
of a something quite outside agriculture, 
and quite useless to the rent-paying farmer, 
in this short-horn “ fancy.” * * * We 
hear a great deal about “ the alloy,” and, 
if correctly informed, it means an infusion 
of Scots blood of some kind, and to our 
mind the very thing these short-horns are 
now needing is another infusion—a strong 
one—of some alloy which will give them 
the thickness of flesh, the wealth of hair, 
and the butcher’s form they so seldom 
possess, and then we should be prepared to 
expect great things of the renovated blood.

Of the awarding of the champion prizes, 
the same authority gives the following ac­

One of the most attractive features of 
theopen judging was the awarding of the 
champion prizes given by the Oxfordshire 
Agricultural Association, and a great deal 
of interest centered in it. For the best 
short-horn animal in the yard, the award 
was given by the short-horn judges, of 
whom there were but two—Mr. Drewry 
and Mr. Tindall—and the contest wss be­
tween Mr. Linton’s Sir Arthur Ingram and 
Mr. Marsh’s heifer Diana, and after some 
little time the bull took the prize card. To 
our mind the white bull calf Prince Victor 
was » better short-horn than either of them. 
He would be a bold man who would stake 
his reputation on a calf, as it may not 
reaUzethe expectations formed of it, but 
taking the animals as they stood, simply on 
merits actually possessed at the time, we 
thought the calf the best ; nor were we 
singular in our opinion. Then the whole 
conclave of judges came into the ring to de­
cide which was the best male homed ani­
mal in the yard, and here the short-horn 
men were in a hopeless minority—cornered 
in a manner that does not often happen in 
a ahowyard. In vain Mr. Drewry contrasted 
the strong points of Sir Arthur Ingram 
with the weak ones of Mr. Rogers’ Here­
ford bull Grateful, it was all to no pur­
pose, the rest could not get away from the 
Hereford, whose wonderful rib and fore­
hand wss too much for the short-horn, and 
a show of hands showed an overwhelming 
majority for the Hereford. There is no 
doubt that had the short-bom judges been 
of sufficient numerical strength they would 
not only have prevented this Hereford 
triumph, but also that which followed, 
when the best female homed animal had to 
be decided upon, for it went sadly against 
the grain to award even such a heifer as 
Mrs. Sartii Edwards’ Leonora the cham­
pionship over tha^hdrt-horo Diana ; but it 
had to be done, and we think there were 
few outsiders who were not thoroughly 
satisfied. These champion awards were an 
unquestionable streak of lean for "the 
fancy,” and we may depend on their not 
allowing such a thing to occur again, if 
they can possibly help it. This, coming 
after Pans, is about as much as they will 
be able to bear with patience. We should 
be glad to see sweepstakes judging of this 
kina occur more frequently.

ed, and has not a blind devotion to cer­
tain fancy strains or so-called families, 
without any regard whatever to individual 
merit, aggravated by the in-breed) 
closely followed by the admirers of 
fancy strains, tended to produce an actual 
deterioration in the stock !

The Herefords have not been baskir, 
the rays of popular favour, and Heref _ 
breeders have not hitherto been dazed, by 
fictitious values and fabulous prices, into 
neglecting the substantial qualities that 
give real value. And while the chief care 
of the breeder of Short-boms has been to 
know that the bull which stood st the 
head of his herd, and the cows from which 
he is breeding, are of this or that family, 
because upon pedigree depended the /act 
whether the animal* were worth hundred» or 
thousand*, the breeder of Herefords has 
been compelled to study tile question of 
what plan of selection, breeding, and feed­
ing, will produce the best carcass o/ beef /or 
the least money, for upon that has depended 
his chances of success. And is it not 
reasonable to suppose that if the ruling 
motive with the two classes of breeders 
has been aa we have stated it, that deterio­
ration in the one case and improvement in 
the other should follow as an inevitable re­
sult!

Leaving Holland, I went east 
to Hanpver, in Germany. The scenery is 
quite changed ; I am now in a grain-grow- 

ig country—scarcely any cattle to be seen, 
mere cattle are kept they require herd- 
ig, as there are no fences of any kind. It 

appears to me that farming in Germany re­
quires a radical change. It must have one 
before they can use reapers and mowers. 
At present a farmer cultivates his farm in 

j and each patch ploughed a differ- 
eut way ; and even in those small patches 
there will be several kinds of grain, both 
fall and spring. I notice a favourite style 
is to make the lands in the shape of a half 
moon. If the lands are long they are 
ploughed the shape of an 8. I thought to 
myself that if some of our Canadian plough­
men were here on a farm they would be 
very mucj) inclined to go straight through. 
I only saw one reaping machine in Ger­
many. The farmers are busy cutting their 
fall wheat and rye ; in most cases the 
scythe is need, the swath cut to toe stand­
ing grain, and gathered by women. The 
scythes are aix or seven inches wide at the 
heel ; the swath is long and straight ; the 
left-hand nib tarns down, and is 14 or 15 
inches long. Many reap their grain 
with the hook. The ploughs are 
of a moat primitive style ; toe 
beam is a straight timber about eight feet 
long, the front resting on an axle carried 
by two wheels, on the other end of the 
beam is fastened the working part which ia 
simple. Two short handles extend from 
this timber. In passing through France il 
find s similar style of farming. I find the 
crops in both countries almost free from 
foul seeds. I observed an occasional field 
with wild poppies, wild mustard and this­
tles, the latter I took at first to be our 
Canada thistle, but on closer inspection I 
found to be a half-breed. In travellin 
from Frankfort in France to Faria, I passe 
through many thousand acres of vineyards, 
which are principally on the sides of the 
hills. The wine manufactured in France 
must be enormous. I am collecting all the 
information I can get both in Germany and 
France in connection with the manufacture 
of sugar from beet root, the result of which 
you can expect by next mail. ■

ous, brown, triangular seed. It ia a per­
ennial, and is easily eradicated by a moder­
ate amount of labour in pulling up toe 
roots before the seeds form, while the 
ground is soft from recant rains ; or U too 
hard, they are cut off by a sharp narrow 
tool There is another species, (ff. obtusi- 
folius,) with broader, rounder leaves, which 
is to be treated in the same way.

Sorrel or Sheep Sorrel, (Rumex acetosella. ) 
—This plant is quite similar in its character 
to the sour dock, but much smaller in every 
respect. It grows from six inches to a foot 
high, with a slender, branching, and angu­
lar stem, the whole plant of a strong and 
rather agreeable acid—and when in large 
quantities giving a peculiar reddish appear­
ance to the field. It usually grows most 
abundantly on sandy soils, more particular­
ly those of a rather dry and sterile character, 
but often on richer loams. In toe former 
cate, lime or ashes, or both, have tended to 
expel it ; and in the latter, through culture. 
Neglected and superficial cultivation is to 
be avoided in all cases ; and seeding down 
very densely with clover and a small por­
tion of timothy, tends to drive it out. On 
the exhausted lands of Virginia, dressings 
of lime and marl have destroyed it thorough­
ly—in other regions, these applications 
alone have produced little effect, and the 
use of the plough, cultivator and hoe have 
become indispensable,

Garlic, Field Garlic or Wild Garlic,
(Allium vineale.)—Nearly allied to the 
onion, and growing in many places exten­
sively in meadows and pastures. It im­
parts a strong and disagreeable odor to the 
milk and butter of cows which feed on it. 
It is subdued by a rotation of crops with 
thorough culture. ,

Nettie, (Urtica dioica,)—A rough upright 
plant, growing along fences and in waste 
places, armed with /tinging hairs, which 
produce an intolerable itching in the skin 
[or a short time after application. Darling­
ton quotes Culpepper as remarking, m 
allusion to this quality, “ that they may 
be found by feeling on the darkest night.” 
The root is perennial; and toe plant easily

destroyed by cultivation. There is a 
smaller species, (an annual,) which, like 
this, was introduced from Europe, and a 
native species, with broader leaves, grow­
ing in moist places and along the bordera 
of streams, all of which have similar 
properties ; bnt the first only is much 
known as a weed.

Sweet Flag or Calamus, (Acorns calamus.) 
—Known by its strong aromatic character 
and odor, by ita dense mass of creeping 
roots, and by the yellowish-green spadix 
or fleshy spike of flowers at toe middle of 
the leaf-like stalk (or scape) which supports 
it. It often obtains possession of wet or 
swampy lands to the exclusion of every­
thing else. To eradicate it, first drain the 
land, and then repeatedly plough with a 
steel mouldboard, and" harrow, for* two 
season». Where toe land cannot be drain­
ed, toe mass of plants may be cut into 
blocks with sharp spades, and thrown into 
heaps. When dry, remove these blocks of 
roots, and convert them to compost in 
layers with stable manure. Seed the 
cleaned land with " red-top, or timothy if 
dry enough. ” The small fibrous roots which 
run downwards from the large creeping 
ones, are easily out off with a spade or

and by the observance of a simple principle, 
the whole subterranean net-work of roots 
may be easily destroyed. The roots ren­
net live, unless they breathe through their 
lungs, the leaves. Keep the portion of the 
plants above ground from growing, and the 
whole patch may be destroyed in a single 
year. This may be accomplished in several 
ways. Small patches may be smothered by 
covering with boards, closing the jointe 
with a second layer, to prevent a single 
plant from finding its way through. Saw­
dust, tan, or straw, will accomplish the 
same end, if laid on thick enough. If a 
single plant, however, escapes, it will sus­
tain life in a portion of the roots. Another 
way is to cut the plants off daily even with 
toe surface of the ground, so that a single 
leaf cannot grow. The best way for com­
mon practice is to plough them under, and 
continue the ploughing often enough to 
keep them smothered. If well and deeply 
done, once a month will answer toe pur- 
pose. This mode succeeds best on heavy 
clayey soils which do not permit toe
tiiistles to find their way readily upwards, never intends to sleep tin 
Bat even on such soils, the work must be lant officer, of the Intend 
very carefully performed, for if a portion of 
the weeds are but partly covered, they 
cannot be destroyed. On gravelly and 
other porous soils, it is more difficult to 
destroy them by ploughing. The operation 
must therefore be more frequent on snob 
and greater care taken to do it deeply and 
in the most thorough manner. The Double 
Michigan plough will be found to answer 
an excellent porpoee onfcthese aa wefl as all 
other kinds of soil.

KILL THE WEEDS IN AUGUST.
There is no better month in which to kill 

the Canada thistle, as well aa weeds general­
ly, and the destruction of bushes, than 
August. It is also peculiarly a time when 
farmers are not so much hurried, and when 
the weeds have fully developed themselves. 
The farmer can see at a glance, indeed has 
seen all the season, the necessity of com­
mencing the work of destruction.

The best thing to be done with weeds of 
all kinds extirpated from the land, is to use 
them in toe compost heap, or gather them 
in large heaps to remain there Until dry, 
and then bum them up, “root and branch.” 
The practice of some farmers who look only 
to their own selfish purposes, who live for 
themselves, and rarely have a neighbour 
with whom they are on friendly terms, is 
to pull up and throw into the public high­
way the weeds from their fields. There 
they are left to ripen their seed, and toe 
first heavy shower of rain that comes, they 
are carried away, sometimes for miles, 
either into the land of some other farmer, 
or into a stream, to be landed along toe 
banka for a great distance. We have more 
than onoe seen people calling themselves 
farmers and Christiana engaged in this 

’elegraph.

An Bntiorsatlon of Dr. Tapper.

Don Carlos, Sarah Bernhardt and the 
Princesse de Rohan were among a 
puny of amateur aeronauts that did not go 
up in the great captive balloon at Paris re­
cently, because of a high gale. No 
as yet escaped from the balloon, by the 
way, though it baa been a fortnight m e* 
istenee. M. Giffard, the engineer who 
<ju—nwasd it, believes there WWIDé no 
perceptible escape during the whole time 
it is in use. If this expectation proves cor­
rect, another advance will, it seems, have 
been made in the direction of balloon 
travelling.

The late Arthur Forgeais, the French 
archaeologist, devoted a large part of his 
life to researches into the history of the 
City of Paris. During the time when the 
bridges and new quays of that city were 
being constructed, he conceived the happy 
idea of examining all the debris of pot­
tery, etc., that the dredging machines 
brought up, and by this means discov­
ered the leaden tablets on which were 
written the history of various guilds and 
corporations, a number of religious tokens 
given by the colleges, and other objects of 
interest relating to the mediaeval history 
of the capital.

Mr. Robert Lowe, the English states­
man, photographed :—“ He is fully six 
feet two inches high, of medium stoutness, 
which is relieved by an erect pose and 
rather long legs. In complexion he is of 
the Albino type. His hair is flossy white, 
and worn somewhat long. His eyes are 
aided by the most powerful mici 
glasses. His features are irregular in 
anatomical tripartite division, his 
being the disturbing member as to equal 
length. He wears no beard, but his 
smiling face, like charity, covereth many 
defects. His perfect good humour and 
true politeness make him universally liked, 
for he has a singularly striking youthful­
ness or freshness of manner ana conversa­
tion that wins you unconsciously toward 
him. In appearance, in thought and ex­
pression Mr. Lowe ia a decidedly original 
man. He is a ripe classical scholar, and 
his personal and political integrity, hie 
manly, frank independence, his suavity, 
as well as his great and varied sound in­
telligence, mark him as one of toe men of 
the times.”

A characteristic anecdote of Garibaldi is 
related in a “ life” of that General, re­
cently published. One evening in 1861 he 
was met by a Sardinian shepherd, who 
was lamenting the loss of one of his lambs. 
Garibaldi at once proposed to his staff that 
the mountains should be explored for the 
little vagrant, but after an unavailing 
search the soldiers retired to rest. Not 
so the General, however. For the next 
morning Garibaldi, who was accustomed 
always to be the first man awake in the 
camp, was found by hie attendant in bed 
and fast asleep." On being aroused he 
opened his eyes in some alarm, and in­
stantly inquired whether the rest of the 
house were awake or not. He was relieved 
on receiving an answer in the negative, 
and stretching his arm under the counter­
pane of the bed, he brought to light a tiny 
Iamb, which he handed to his friend, urg­
ing him to take it with all speed and with­
out being observed to the disconsolate 
shepherd. The friend had just time to re- 

rk that by the side of the bed was a 
œiicer, in the bottom of which remained 
a few drops of milk.

General Grantfhad an interview with toe 
Czar at St. Petersburg, the latter showing 
great cordiality, and, at the close of the 
interview, the Emperor said, “Since toe 
foundation of your Gcvs^gnent, the rela­
tions between Russia tod America have 
been of the friendliest character, and aa 

g aa I live nothing shall be spared to 
continue that friendship.” General Grant 
replied that although the two Govern­
ments were directly opposite in character, 
toe great majority of toe American people 
were in sympathy with Russia, and would, 
he hoped, to continue. The Grand Duke 
Alexis met General Grant at the station, and 
cordially recalled his visit to America. 
The General also received a special 
audience by the Czarewitch, and he spent 
several hours with Prince Gortschakoff. 
The French Ambassador gave a dinner to 
General Grant, and there was a special re­
view of the fire brigade in his honour. He 
arrived at Moscow on the 9th, and Prince 
Dogoroff dined him on the 10th. He 
arrived in Warsaw on toe 13th, and wfll be 
in Vienna on the 20th. He will spend a 
month in the Tyrol.

A well-filled barn owned by Mr. Mc- 
lhviah, of Osgoode, was struck by lightning last 
night and burned to the ground. The loss will be 
taeovy.

Potts ville, Pa., Aug. 18.—During a storm yester­
day afte ioon the powder magazine of Weldy & Co., 
on the outskirts of this place, were struck by light­
ning. There were eleven hundred kegs of powder 
in the building, and a terrible explosion ensued, 
completely demolishing the magazine and scattering 
the debris with terrific force in an easterly direction, 
making a gap in the woods fifty feet wide. Apie- 
mcing party was assembled in the woods a short 
distance below the magazine, two of whom were 
killed and five injured so as to render amputation 
necessary. A number of others were more or less 
injured by flying stones, timbers, Ac. Many cattle 

badly injured, and had to be afterward* 
killed. The explosion was heard eleven miles, and 
caueed great excitement in the city.

Stocks at this point are 
now very small and stood-on Monday as follows :— 
Flour, 1.600 bbls. ; fall wheat, 15,640 bushels ; 
spring wheat, 17,238 bushels ; oats, 14,910 bushels ; 
barley, 57,532 bushels ; peas, nil. ’ Crop reports 
leave no doubt that a good deal of damage has been 
done by late rains and storms, but IV is generally 
thought that after allowing for this the yield will be 
better than that of last year. Outside advices show 
English markets to have been rather unsettled, 
prices having first advanced and then receded, but 
closing at an advance of Id on red wheat ; of 6d on 
corn, and 3d on peas, with a fall of 2d on red 
winter. Market seem to close quiet, but 
fairly steady with some demand for the continent. 
We are without the report of the total supply in 
the week ending on the 10th instant, from the fact 
of the day on which it is telegraphed being a holi­
day at home. But the deliveries of home-grown 
wheat in the 150 towns in England \nd Wales for 
that week, as per Beerbohm’s cablegram, were 
30,000 to 35,000 qti, and estimated deliveries in the 
Kingdom, 120,000 to 140,000 qrs. The amount of 
wheat and flour on passage for the United King­
dom, Aug. 15, 1878, was equal to 1,000,000 qrs, or 
8,000,000 bush against 662,000 qrs on the 1st tost, 
and 603,000 on the corresponding date last year- 
The approximate quantity expected to arrive of the 
foregoing fleet at ports of call for orders during the 
four weeks from Aug. 1 to Aug. 28 is 192,000 qrs of 
wheat, comprising 46,000 qrs from Azov and Black 
seas and Danube, 48,000 qrs from American Atlantic 
ports, and 60,060 qrs from California and Oregon ; 
64,000 qrs from Chili and Australia ; and during 
■ame period 129,060 qrs of maize, comprizing 70,000 
qrs from the Danube and 69,000 qrs from American 
Atlantic ports ; also, 125,009 qrs of barley, includ­
ing 125,000 qrs from Black sea, Azov sea, and the 
Danube, and nil qrs from America. Further cable 
advices state that reports regarding the yield of 
wheat are various, but, generally speaking, the 
harvest promises an improvement on last year’s; 
and those of barley are much of the same character. 
Very few samples of new wheat had been offered up
