THE HOPE OF NEW BRUNSWICK

Hon. John P. Burchill contributed—
weluntarily contributed—the sum oti
$2000 to what is commonly termed
a campaign fund, a bribe fund, al
boodle fund or a graft fund. Mr.
Barchill is on record as saying that |
this contribution was not extorted
from him in any manner—that he
paid the money over because he
thought it was *“good business” to
do so. And right there is the key|
to the c¢xplanaticn of the rotten gov—
ernment to which the people of New |
Brunswick have submitted for sol
many years.

It is undeniably true that if the
fund was a graft fund, or a boodle
fund, Hon. John P. Burchill, in pur-
posefuliy and voluatzarily, helping lul
ereate such a fund, as he undeniably
did so help. was as much of a grafri
er or boodler as any other man who
was connected with that fund could |
be.

But Hon. J. P. Burchill is no worse
than hundreds of other Nqw Brun-
wick business men who have fallen
in with a damnably corrupt system
ef political conduct, because they
ecnsidered it “good business to
do  so. “Good business” has
been the damnation of new Bruos-
wick.
