Mr. Donald Fraser was in the 
mill at the time and the Union men 
asked him if he would grant a nine 
hour day. He told them that the mill 
owners had decided upon a ten hour 
day and that must go. There was 
some warm talk and the Chief of 
Police was sent for. After the ar­
rival of the Chief considerable , dis­
cussion followed and then the men 
dispersed.

A man who was hauling wood for 
himself with a company horse, wa1- 
Interfered with. The horse was taken 
from him and put in the barn.

It is stated that some of the Union 
men affected by the strike are show­
ing signs of wanting to retuia to 
work as they are feeling the pinch of 
being without employment.

Compromise Possible

The men realize that wages must 
go down and that the workers will 
not suffer if they do but the return 
to the ten hour day is not acceptable 
to them especially since other trades 
are still quitting after eight hour 
work. They will agre? to a comprom­
ise and split the difference with lum­
ber operators making It nine hours 
from whistle to whistle and accept 
the proposed reduction. This means 
to be only a temporary arrangement 
and meant to be used only for the pre­
sent period of depression in the lum­
ber business.

To Decide Tonight

Thursday night’s meeting was held 
to give the men an opportunity of 
hearing Mr. Martin since he was un­
able to stay for the regular meeting 
which was held Friday night. At it 
definite action was to be taken by 
the men on the announcement by 
Frasers Companies Ltd., that when 
the Victoria mill starts wages would 
be cut twenty per cent and the day 
lengthened to ten hours.

Expect Election In 
Manitoba Very Soon

Winnipeg. April 13—Possibilities 
for a general election in Manitoba 
during the coming summer were nev­
er brighter than today, says the Win­
nipeg Free Press this afternoon in a 
news story on the authority of “gen­
eral opinion at the parliament build­
ings." The division in the legisla­
ture yesterday when by the deciding 
vote of the Speaker, the government 
was saved from defeat on a resolu­
tion which called for its resignation 
and the reconstruction of the Cabinet 
to represent all groups, is said to 
have “placed the government in the 
position where it feels that an appeal 
to the people .is almost imminent."

An Appreciation
Of A. Bonar Law

(By an Old Parliamentary Friend in 
• the London Times)

Seldom in the history of Parlia­
ment. and never within the recollec­
tion of the present House of Com­
mons, has there been witnessed so 
moving a spectacle as that which 
took place when the Prime Minister 
announced the resignation of Mr. 
Bonar Law. Members appeared to 
find it difficult to believe that the 
familiar figure who had won his way 
into the respect and affection of 
every one had vanished, possibly for 
ever, certainly for a considerable 
time.

Mr. Bonar Law has none of the at­
tributes of genius. He lias the out­
ward and visible sign of his fellow 
man, the inward and invisible signs 
of real statesmanship, coupled with a 
high sense of duty to his country. 
When the skein of debat, f- cane tan 
gled it was he who unravelled the 
threads. He was essentially a House 
of Commons man, but that is not all. 
In the Council Chamber his place may 
be best summed up in the words of a 
distinguished friend with whom he 
sometimes differed: “The annoying 
thing about Bonar is that he is usual­
ly right."

Of necessity his best work was 
negative In character. It was rather 
those things which he prevented be­
ing done than those which he did for 
which the country must be grateful. 
This fact, coupled with 'an innate 
dread of publicity, has kept him out 
of the limelight. The least masterful 
of men. his mastery of debate and of 
the House of Commons sprang from 
his perfect hands and innate sympat­
hy with the horse he rode, and. above 
all things, from .his unerring judge­
ment.

WAR SERVICES
To his services tho country dur­

ing the war history will, no doubt, 
give their true value. The letter 
which, in conjunction with Lord 
Lansdowne. he wrote without consul­
tation with his colleagues on August 
2, 1914. to Mr. Asqqith will always re­
main a landmark in British history, 
On the formation of the first Coalit­
ion, although he had not before oc­
cupied one of the high offices of 
State, he rose to the full height of 
his responsibility, and it Is an open 
secret that it was due largely to his 
unerring instinct and to the energy 
with which he pursued It that the 
abandonment of the tragic enterprise 
in Gallipoli was due.

On the fall of the first Coalition he 
had the courage to refuse the highest 
office in the State because he thought 
that the present Prime Minister pos­
sessed in a higher degree than he that 
peculiar magnetic quality which is 
essential to a democratic leader in a 
time of national crisis. On the for­
mation of the second Coalition z the 
burden which was placed on his 
shoulders was almost superhuman, 
and for the two last and most critical 
years of the war he fibre it uncom- 
plalnly and untiringly. His first 
duty on becoming Chancellor of the 
Exchequer was the raising of the 
Victory Loan of over £1,000,000,000. 
It w-as during this time that he suf­
fered the loss in action of his eldest 
son, whose younger brother had fal­
len at Gaza twelve months before.

It was no unusual occurrence for 
Mr. Bonar Law to be working in the 
early hours of the morning in his 
room long after the House had risen. 
Perhaps an idea of the strain of his 
work can best be given by relating 
that after a particularly long and 
arduous day in Parliament, followed 
next morning by a spell of official 
work in Downing Street he motored 
to Hendon, flew to Paris by aeroplane, 
and attended the same afternoon an 
Tnter-Allled conference by no means 
as a spectator, and the next day flew 
hack in time to take his place as 
Leader of the House of Commons.

After the Armistice came the Peace 
Conference in Paris, on which he

liament.

In the House of Commons to-day, in 
the overwhelming sense of personal 
loss which is felt by every member, 
the predominant feeling is one of 
thankfulness that Mr. Bonar Law' has 
laid down the burden of office before 
lie has suffered irreparable damage, 
coupled with a fervent hope that be­
fore long, after a complete rest, his 
familiar figure may once again be 
welcomed within the precincts oi the 
Palace of Westminister.

The warmest and best drained soil 
that is available should be used for 
extra early potatoes, and the sets 
should be planted shallower than for 
the main crop so that they will get 
the advantage of the heat from the 
surface soil.

The success of a city or town de­
pends on its manufactures and trade, 
and tiio average factors that contri­
bute most to that success are the 
health and contentment of the citi­
zens, the transportation and other 
facilities for transit ofi[ passengers 
and distribution of goods, the supply 
of power, and the absence of excess­
ive burdens of taxation. All these 
things are dependent, in turn, Bn the 
proper development of the land and 
the absence of exploitation for purely 
speculative purposes of those who 
use it. The’health and contentmen* 
of the individual are not so much 
determined by the amount of wage 
he receives as by the amount of goods 
lie can purchase with his wages. In 
a community where proper living 
standards exist he will have to pay 
one-fourth to one-fifth of his income 
for shelter. If for that payment he 
can get a good home, with a pleasant 
environment, proper sanitary condi­
tions and convenient means of tran­
sit, he will, or should, be satisfied.. 
But in the average large city he can­
not get such a home at a reasonable 
figure. If he lives in a central dis­
trict he has to be content, invariab­
ly. with a crowded or insanitary dwel­
ling. If in a suburban area, where a 
good house is available at a reason­
able price or rent, he will probably 
have to put up with bad sanitary con­
ditions and lack of facilities for tra­
vel. Urban land is not planned and 
sub-divided to ayl the worker to get 

convenient and healthy home, nor 
to enable the city to obtain an econ- ! 
omic system of development, but j 
primarily to yield profit to the sub- 
divider. without regard to other re­
sults. either to the purchaser or to 
the city.

No More Time For
Liquor Dealers

Quebec, April 14—The provincial 
government will grant no delay to 
the liquor dealers of the province in 
disposing of their stocks, said Pre­
mier Taschereau, yesterday.

May 1 is the limit, according to the 
new law. when all liquor stocks must 
be disposed of.

Progress is reported by officials en­
gaged to look after the collecting of 
signatures for the repeal of the Scott 
Act im Quebec. More than 10,000 
names have been obtained, all quali­
fied ratepayers. The Quebec liquor 
commission has given instructions to 
keep on getting signatures until to­
night. when the lists will be closed 
and forwarded to the federal author­
ities.

CO OPERATION

Very few big businesses today are 
run entirely by one man; they are 
mostly partnerships or corporations. 
As a rule, individual businesses are 
not very big affairs, but even where 
a business is owned and controlled 
by one man his success depends very 
largely upon the advice and support 
of the m°n he employs. A man may 
he over ye big and brainy, and be 
may not find another quite his equal 
yet he is always more or less depend­
ent on some associate. His jujdgment 
may 1 « ever so good but to act on it 
promptly and with proper courage 
he needs the moral support of another 
man. It so often happens that 
man wMl ontl'ne what seems to him 
to ho a splendid plan, but he lacks 
decision and courage to put It 
through, and a word from a partner 
is often sufficient tc get the thing un­
der way.

Without this advice cooperation, 
and sympathy big business men 
would soon grow very tired; their 
ideas would not be put into action, 
and inactivity produces debility. It 
has been said that a man should be 
as parti- ular in selecting his partner 
as selecting his wife.

It is hard to judge distances with 
one eye: it takes two eyes to get the 
angle. It is difficult to determine the 
direction of sound with one ear; so 
God gave us two eyes and two ears. 
It is difficult for a man to trust his 
judgement in sizing up a proposition 
or in determining the direction of in­
fluences from his single view-point. 
At home and In business men need 
coopération and sympathy; even 
strong men must have some one to 
loan upon.

Suggestion Made
To Premier Foster

FREDERICTON. April 15—Leaders 
of the opposition and Farmers’ part­
ies at noon today suggested in the 
legislature that Premier Foster 
should withdraw on Wednesday to 
provide for the superannuation of em­
ployes in the provincial civil service.

Opposition to the bill arose from 
various quarters and caused an ex­
tended debate, which evidently was 
quite unexpected in that drive that is 
under way to reach prorogation eit­
her late tonight or to-morrow morn­
ing.

John S. Martin, labor member of 
the legislature, of Chatham, was the 
principal speaker at the union meet­
ing last night. He urged the men to 
fight a return to the ten hour day but 
told them when they were rea< hing 
decisions to_alwaye take secret bal­
lots as an open vote often did not give 
the true feeling of the members of a 
union.

Otttawa, April 11, 1921—The rail- 
may question continues to transcend 
all other political problems. It deve­
loped an acute stage this week when 
the Grand Trunk Railway, unable to 
do its own financing, yet persisting 
in keeping control of its road, pract­
ically In violation of an agreement 
with the Government, defaulted on 
its bonds and brought about a dead­
lock with the Government. Briefly, 
the position is this: Under the legis­
lation providing for arbitration to 
determine the price which the Gov­
ernment should pay for the preferred 
and common stock of the railway , it 
was provided that the arbitrators 
should report within nine months, 
the railway meanwhile to remain un­
der control of the Grand Trunk direc­
tors but operated by a board of man­
agement upon which the Government 
through the Canadian National Rail­
ways, would have representation.

Now nine months ought to have 
been ample time for both parties to 
the arbitration to submit their case, 
but despite th> fact that the Govern­
ment long since completed Its case, 
the Grand Trunk has be -n guilty of 
what the Prime Minister chaacterized 
as “inexplcable dllatoriness”. The 
result, as was inevitable, was that 
when the time specified to conclude 
the arbitration elapsed the Grand 
Trunk was still In the middle of its 
case, and pleading for more time. 
This was both unjust and, from the 
country’s stand-point, calculated to 
prove injurious. It was unjust, be­
cause, as there was evidence to prove, 
the Grand Trunk was guilty of un­
justifiable delay; and lt was ealeu- 
ated to prove Injurious because the 
Government, pressed hard financially 
and anxious for vital reasons, to get 
control of the Grand Trunk and co­
ordinate it with the National System 
could not afford to grant more delay 
Hence it said, in effect, to the Grand 
Trunk: “We cannot agree to prolong 
arbitration except on this condition: 
that you hand us over control of the 
railway, pending the arbitrators re­
port, so that we may get to work in 
putting the system into shape; other­
wise lt is up to you to do your own 
financing.”

The Grand Trunk’s reply was eva­
sive. It took the ground that it

could not lie expected to hand over 
its stock unless and until it knew 
what price it was to receive , and 
then, after being assured that it was 
not the stock which the Government 
wanted, but merely control of man­
agement, first accepted and then re­
fused under cover of a legal techni­
cality.

The situation, as a consequence is 
this: The Government simply said 
to the railway: The arbitration, as 
agreed, is over. If you want an ex­
tension. let us have the road. If you 
'don’t want to let us have the road, 
to keep its control, then do your own 
financing. We are tired of putting 
up money for other people’s benefit.” 
And so the Grand Trunk faces the al­
ternative of climbing down from its 
high position and getting a fair ar­
bitration award, or persisting in its 
present attitude and seeing the rail­
way go under the hammer Into liquid­
ation.

Meanwhile, after futile attempts 
on the part of Mr. King to play pol­
itics, a committee has been appointed 
to look into the question of establish­
ing a link between Parliament and 
the Managemeet of the National 
Railways. Briefly, the duty of this 
committee will be to determine just 
how much of its business can the Na­
tional Railway Board make public in 
Parliament without placing it at the 
mercy of its competitors and injuring 
the public interest. Manifestly, there 
are many matters which cannot be 
made public, seeing that the Nation­
al Railways have a mighty competitor 
in the C. P. R., but, on the other 
hand, it is felt that Parliament, which 
Is called upon to pay the shot, should 
have as much knowledge as is consis­
tent with public safety in regard to 
just what it is that it is pay­
ing for. Mr. King as is his wont, 
demanded the impossible. Ne wan­
ted a committee that would compel 
the national Railways to lay all of 
its cards on the table to divulge all 
facts and figures in its possession 
every time an Opposition member de­
sired to go on a muckraking expendi- 
tion or to satisfy a whim for an in­
quiry. Fortunately, the good sense 
of the House prevailed over this, and 
the Government's position was sus­
tained by a substantial majority.. As 
a result the new committee, compos­
ed of the best brains of the House, 
will he soon at work, charged with 
what is unquestionably the most im­
portant task that has been submitted 
to a parliamentary committee in 
many years.

Apart from the railway question, 
the session develops little of moment 
Estimates are being voted, but. main­
ly owing to a great deal of haphazard, 
carping criticism on the Opposition’s 
part, there is li*tle progress. Thus 
for example, one member of the Op­
position consumed no less than five 
hours of the public’s time this week

The Budget threatens to be late.

In a little more than two months 
time the conference of Premiers 
opens in London, and Mr. Meighen 
will attend. As it is not likely that 
he will adjourn the House while in 
attendance or leave Canada before 
prorogation, the end of the session 
is looked for early in June. Cabinet 
reorganzation is now almost sure to 
be delayed until after the Premiers’ 
return.

Chatham, April 12—An innovation 
was started in local theatres last 
night when the National Anthem 
was played at the beginning instead 
of the end of the performance. The
