The Cultivator and Country
Gentleman, an excellent periodical
devoted to the farm, garden and
fireside, published at Albany, N.
Y., in its issue of the 29th ult. éon-
tains editoral reference to a new
plant forwarded to the editor by
Mr. John McSwain, Principal of
Queen Square School.  Mr. Me-
- Swain when sending the specimen,
addressed a letter to thé editor
describing his discovery of the
plant and suggesting that it be
called Insularis. Referring to the
matter the editor says: “It may
be described in common terms as
having a cap one or two inches
broad, often slightly prominent in
the centre; smooth; grayish-brown
or blackish-brown, the central
part usually darker in color than
the rest ; the flesh white; the gills
also white, and running down on
the stem, with rather wide inter-
spaces between them; the stem
one or two inches long and two to
four lines thick ; solid, white and
smooth at the top, elsewhere
brown, resembling the cap in
color. The plant is gregarious in
woods or groves of pine and fir,
and appears late in the season—
October and November,” It is
always a pleasure to be able to re-
cord any contribution to science
by any of our own people, and
certainly Mr. McSwain is to be
congratulated on his botanical re-
searches.

IN his recent message to Con-
gress, President Cleveland,intimat-
ed that certain changes are desir-
able in the banking system of the
United States. On this matter,
the financial and banking authori-
ties of the Republic are in accord
with the President, and it is highly
complimentary to Canada that our
banking system is generally
admitted to be far in advance of
anything on the continent.  Mr.
W. C. Cornwall, of Buffalo, fur-
nishes to Bradstreets an artical on
the experience of Canada during
the. panic of last year. Among
other things, hesays: Inthefirst

- place Canada had no panic because
she had no cause of panic. She
Lad no Sherman silver law in
operation, pouring millions of
treasury notes into circulation,
whether they were wanted or not.
The bhanks and € gexern-
ment suppm’i ‘the
country as it was wanted. he
results of the two different systems
stand in glaring contrast te each
other. The deposits in the banks
of the United States fell off 20 per
cent. between May and September
1893, while those in Canada fell
off three per cent. The loansand
discounts on our side of the line
fell off 1 per cent., while the other
side’s shrinkage was only 1 per
cent. Savings bank deposits in
the United States during the same
time declined 8 per cent., and
would have declined much more
but for the enforcement of the 60
days’ rule. In Canada these de-
posits remained stationary, .or
slightly increased. In fact, the
only trouble in Canada was due
to the proximity to the States.
It was a sort of induction from
the great disturbance in the neigh-
borhood, but Canada fortunately
had the means for minimizing
this. Her banking system was
80 arranged | that the demand for
more gurrency could be met every

“day and bpur when it came, and
didn’t requirs the banks to put out
@114 in order to get $90 of circul-
ating notes three or four weeks
after the event. The difference
between the two countries is this:
The business conditions in Canada
have been somewhat similar to
our own during the time under
consideration as to dull trade, ete,
but with this vital and all impor-
tant difference, that she has had
no panic, This is due to the dif-
ferent conditions as to currency.
Canada’s bank note circulation,
while it increased slightly, was on
the the 30th of June, 1893 (per-
haps our hottest panic date) in
round numbers $33,500,000 and in
November, 1893, -$38,000,000.
Bank note circulation is limited
by capital of the banks in round
numbers  $60,000,000, so that
Canada had all this time a wide
leeway which was not used.”

Sir John McDonald was
swornin an Imperial Privy Coun-
cillor in August, 1879, being the
first Colonial Minister upon whom
the honor was conferred.

The Empire: How quickly the
critics of the Imperal trade policy
are being overturned by the trend
of events. The Ottawa Conference
‘last Juneendorsed aninter-1mperal
customs arrangement on differ-
ential tariff lines. The English
Conservative party in convention
assembled at Newcastle last month
approved the action of the Confer-
ence. Thecorrespondencejustmade
public by Mr. Joseph Pope in his
Memoirsof Sir John Maecdonald
shows that Sir John and the late
Right Hon. W..H Smith, the
English Conservative leader, were
in sympathetic communication
along the same lines. The Earl of
Jersey, representative of the
Liberal Government at the Ottawa
Conference, supports an Imperial
arrangement, and recommends the
termination of the foreign treaties
which prevent it. These are the
most recent developments in this
great movement, which has the
hearty support and endorsation of
the Canadian Government and the
Conservative party.

The New York, Commercial
Advertiser is one of those papers
that has a great deal to say about
the annexation 'of Canada to the
United States. It is silly enough
or vain enough to imagine that
Canadian loyalty is seriously af-
fected by United States legisla-
tion, and proceeds to court our
friendship in the following
fashion : “The natural resources
of Canada are very great.

Her
fisheries are the best and most ex-
tensive in the world, She has
100,000,000 acres of wild lands
upon which the best wheat can be
successfuly grown in the fertile
belt in the Northwest, coal of
good quality in abundance very
near tidewater upon the Atlantic
and Pacific; unlimited supplies of
a high grade of iron orein all the
Provinces: the best and most ex-
tensive nickel mines in the world,
extensive and valuable mines of
copper; and immense deposits of
agricultural phosphates in Ontario
and Quebec: inexhaustible beds of
marble, granite, sandstone and
limestone in various colors for
building purposes, mines of gold,
silver, asbestos and mica; unsur-
passed herds - of thoroughbred
cattle, horses and sheep; three
thousand cheese factories, from
which she exports more tha 100,-
000,000 pounds of cheese annualy.
Her public schools, colleges, uni-
versities, charitable institutions
and public buildings are worthy
of an intelligent, highly civilized
Christian people, who .govern
themselves. There is not a com-
munity in the world of 5,000,000
in numbers more free from ob-
jectionable elements than that of
Canada. Canadians are well
versed in the art of self-govern-
ment. They cleary understand
that true liberty 1s not licence,
therefore they have profound re-
spect for law and constitutional
means - and methods. They de-
mand honest money. They have
most wisely adopted gold as a
single standard of exchange or
measure of values.

Destructive Fire at Mount Stewart.

¥ One Jof Tthejimost Jdestructive fires that
ever took®place in any village im this Pro—
vince occurred at Mount Stewart, on
Friday night last, or rather on Satur-
day morning. The fire was discovered in
the store of J. M. Egan, about one
o'clock Saturday morning. It had then
made considerable headway. How it
originated is not known. kerosene
oil, turpentine and‘ other inflammable
articles in the stores fed the devouring
flames, and in a very shurt time the
village was ablaze, the flames shooting
high into the air, and casting a larid light
over the scene, whlie the powder and
other combustible material caused many
loud intonations. All the stores, resid-
ences and buildings, on the south ide of
Main Street, from Ross's to the river, and
on the north side from McEachern's to
the river, were destroyed.

The Sisters of S8te. Anne, at Lachine,
near Montreal eclaim thata wonderful
miracle has been operated in sheir com-
munity where a relic of St, Anne has just
been received from Rome. [t appears
that Anna Pagquin, who had been thrown
from a swing, received such spinal injuries
that she could not move hand or foot, was
instantly enabled to leave her bed quite
as well as ever through veneration ‘ of the
relic in question.

A sad accident occurred at Little Glace
Bay, C. B., on the 5th inst., by which a
young man named Archie Gillis, belong .
ing to Whycocomagh, C. B., was killed,
and Johnson Fraser, of East River, Picton,
seriously injured. ‘The men were thawing
a large quantity of dynamite used in blast-
ing at the minion coal company’s
waterworks near this place; when it ex-
ploded, with the above result. Both men
were unmarried. An inquest was held cn
the body of Gillis. Fraser at last ac-
counts was not expected to live,

An interesting discovery was made on
Citadel Hill, Quebec, on Wednesday
morning of last week. Some soldiers em-

loyed there making ercavations unearth-
ed thirteen human skeletons., Mr. Le-
moine, the well-known historian, on being
cousulted expressed himself as being de-
cidedly of the opinion that they were the
remains of some of Montgomery’s soldiers
that had fallen with that daring leader
during his venturesome offort to enter
the city on tne December night, 1775, by
scaling Cape Diamond.. These skeletons
have the appearance of having belonged
to men of more than ordinary stature, the
bones of the arms and legs being in all
case unusually large.

William Chambers, of Chatham, Ont.,
who is 108 year of ago, passed through
Chicago on the 5th inst en routé from
Portage la Prairie, Manitoba, to his home
in® Chatham. He was travelling alone
and toddled around the Dearborn street
station as sprightly as any young fellow of
50 or 60. He had beeu up in Manitoba
to see his boys who are 78 and 83. He
was born in England in 1786. When
Napoleon was changing the map of Europe
he was a sturdy young man. He fought
with the Duke of Wellington in Spain for
several years, but left the service before
the duke beat Napoleon, so he does not
claim to a Waterloo survivor. He came
to America soon afterward and settled in
Canada.

The steamer Dorian, of New York to
Halifax, ran into and sank instantly the
schooner Clara E. Simpson, of Ports-
mouth, N. H., on the 5th inst., on Long
Island Sound. The Clara E. Simpson
was from Maine, for New York with pav-
ing stone, The Captain of the schooner
saw the lights of the steamer as she came
towards him., The steamer struck the
schooner forward of the mizzen mast and
sent her to the bottom as quickly as
though the bottom had dropped out of
her. When the captain saw collision
was inevitable he yelled to the crew to
take to the fore rigging. This course he
and two sailors took and their lives were
saved. The mate, steward and one sailor
had no time to obey and went down with
the vessel,

A frightful dynamite explosion occurred
at Hull, just opposite Ottawa, Tuesday
morning of last week by which four per-
sons were killed, ubout thirty injured,
and vconsiderable property destroyed.
The accident occurred in conmection with
the Hnull waterworks extension. Ex-
cavatien is being done through rock and
dynamite had to bte used. About one
hundred pounds of this explosive was
stored in a small cabin. A fire was built
near the cabin for the purpose of thawing
the dynamite sticks, The cabin took fire
and before it could be extinguished the
explosion took place. The concussion was
something awful. It was felt for miles
around and shook nearly every house in
Ottawa. Two of the killed were work-
men, another a passer-by and the fourth
a school boy on his way to school. An-
other school boy has siuce died, making
the fifth victim. In the vicinity of the
explosion the damage to property is very
great. After taking evidence the jury re-
turned a verdict that the deceased came
to their death by an explosion of dyna-
mite, due to their own negligence.

Hig. thesis is that
during the middle ages England had
a far better supply\ of “secondary or
gr ar schools than she has at the
end of the nineteenth century, and
that the elementary education was no
less abundantly. provided for. - Mr.
Leach points to the manuscript char-
tularies and' registers of the. old
cathedral chapters, the account books
of the commercial -and industrial
guilds, the minutes of town councils,
the records of old hospitals and the
like, in all of which may be seen how
deeply concerned were the medizval
English clerics for the larger mental
culture of the greatest possible num-
bero

THE CHURCH AND GRAMMAR SCOHOOLS.

“There is not the smallest doubt,”
says this writer, “that the provision
for secondary education was far
greater in proportion to population
during the middle. ages than it has
ever been since. Education was, if
not a first charge on the endow
ments of the Church, at all évents a
well recognized part of the duties for
the performance of which the endow-
ments were given} ~ During the whole
time, from 'the introduction of Chris—
tianity to the Reformation, education
was an _ecclesiastical concern. . It
was conducted by the clergy and was
a matter of cognizance in the eccles-
iastical courts, ' From the 'university
to the village school evety education-
al institution was an ‘ecclesiastical
one, and thosé! who 'governed it,
managed it and taught ‘in it were
ecclesiastics. EHvery 'vi lage parson
was or ought to'have been an elemen-
tary - schoolmaster: every collegiate
church kept a secondary school and
every cathedral church maintained in|
early days a small university, and to
the last afforded instruction in what
was regarded as the highest faculty,
theology. The result was that as
the Church,was ubiquitous, so educa-

tion was in some form ubiquitous, if

not universal. = As a consequence,
secondary schools were found in
almost every place in which they were
required. Though the middle ages
extend over. some S8oo years #nd
there was ‘probably, 44 much differs
ence between the age--which saw-the
foundation of the Cathedral School
of Yorkiin, say, y3p{apd that which
witriessed the opzmq"ol Winchester
College in 1393, as there is between
the age of William of Wykeham and
our own, yet it is within the truth to
say that there were throughout the
period more ' secondary "sihools in
proportion to the - populatjon than
there have been ever since. Even
when progress was  overwhelmed by
such devastating catastrophies as the
Danish invasion ‘and the Norman
conquest, no sooner had the deluge
abated than the schools reared them-
selves again as under Alfred the
Great and William Riifus.”

THEIR LOCAL DISTRIBUTION,

This secondary or advanced popul-
ar education was given not -in a few
places, but on countless sites; not by
one or two orders of ecclesiastics,
but by all of them, and the number,
location and proficiency of these
schools are proof that the clerical
body was itself learned and liberal,

hospitals had them attached by a
sort of natural conmection between

the diséases
the mﬁﬁf

of the body and those of
mind, The chantries or sorfg-
schopls were numerous. It nfﬁ
common thing to leave large legacies
for the foundation or support of
schools, and even the great Saxon
and Norman nobles were not uawont
to make provision for “teaching on
their estates. At Oxford there were
crowds of grammar schools as feeders
for the umwversity, and nine-tenths of
the schools established under Edward
VI. were only the old monastic or
chantry schools reformed for the new
religion.

THEN AND ROW.

In 1866 there was in England one
secondary ‘school for every 23,750
persons out of a yopulation of 19 0oo,-
0oo. - So ‘states Mr. Godfrey Ben-
son, M. P.; in  Acland’s “Studies in
Setondary Education,” and it is
probable that among the 30,000,000
of the actual population the propor-
tion of similar schools is not greater.
But in the thirteenth and fourteenth
centuries the - proportion to the
population of about two millions was
nearly five times as great, being .one
to every 5:625. London alone had
six grammar schools_for its 44 ooo
population, ' Oxford counted them
in greater numbers, and in Hereford-
shire there were seventeen such
schools te a population of gome

130,000, or about one for every 2,000
souls—a most remarkable and mrelyj

not unique showing. “Moreover,”
says Mr. Leach, ‘“‘at least half, and
that the most important half, of those
schools were ndt ¢enfined,.like mod-
ern -schools, to an endowment of
a fixed amount, but-having to be in-
adequately maintained by jthe col-
legiate body or the guild, to which
they were attached, could and did
draw on their endowments at large.
These endowments were confiscated
by the State, and many still line the
pockets of the statesmen of the day.
Private munificence y has done but
little ‘to' repair the loss. In any
case, the contrast between one gram-
mar school ( to every ‘5,625 people
and that presented by the schools
inquiry report - (1866) of ome to
every 23,750 people is not flattering
to ourselves. Not justly, in regard to
secondary education, .can we echo
the Homeric boast that we are much
better than our forefathers.”

“It is’ clear,””' he adds, “from the
examples given of the various classes
of schools, which ate only a few out
of scores that might have been given,
that there was most' ample provision
made for secondary education
throughout the country. It may be
said broadly that wherever there was
a cluster of houses which could be
dignified -into the name of town,
there; was a grammar school in the
midst of dt. - Indeed, a grammat
school might almost be taken as the
test of that corporate, or quasi-cor-
porate, activity which justified a place
in calling itself a town. It was an
institution without which no com-
munity could consider itself respect-
able.

CHURCH SCHOOLS IN SCOTLAND.

The writer in the Contemporary
speaks' only of the 'schools of Eng-
land. ' But it "would be a marvel if
the same did not flourish in Scot:
land, ‘especially when we remember
that the Scotch' schools of the mid-
dle ages were largely formed on Eng-
lish models, and that the “land o’
cakes” could never forget the tradi-
tions of Iona and the great Irish
schools of Northumbria. Who ever
will take the pains to consult Grant’s
“History of the Burgh School of Scot-
land” (London, 1876) will ses
there the traces of a scholastic ac-
tiyity before the  Reformation no less
noteworthy than what we have seen
in England. The cathedrals and
abbeys possessed schools, and the
old histories yet recall the names of
Lochlevén, Abernethy,Brechin, Dum-
fries, Dumferlioe, xburgh, St.
Andrews, Perth, Sterling, Edinburgh,
Linlithgow and many others. Be-
fore the Scotch grew Anpglicized the
teachers were known as colocsmasters
and ferleyn, according to their grades
of authority. Though mostly clerics
themselves in an age when it was a
disgrace to be able to write, they had
fay youth as well as ecclesiastics un-
der them, and were the mostly high-
ly respected in the kingdom.

ACTUAL STUDIES AND LEARNING.

It would be unjust tolook fcr a

wider range of subjects in these

schools than was known to the

scholars of the time. The poets and

philosophers,. the orators and the

gallant gentlemen of the middle ages,

the builders of cathedrals, the makers
of rare glass and fine ironwork. the
artists and -travelers, the heralds of
the renaissance, came :out ‘ofithem.

We see there a generation of men,
more accomplished perhaps than any
similar body in Europ¢, aonalistgand
chroniclers, to.whose works we have
to go for odds and ends  about
politics ‘and ' geography’ not. :found
elsewhere; lawyers trying to bring in
the civil law as part of English life ;
war correspondents -who recite their
observations as university lectures;
letter writers, men of interminable
correspondence ; theologians, phil-
osophers, + satirists, travelers, etc.
They have been at Bologna and
Paris and Tours for better studies.
The Norman world is so large that
the Englishman of the twelfth cen-
tury bas . only less chances of em-
ployment than his imperial descend-
antof to:day. A large number of
the witticisms and anecdotes of the
middle ages come down from  this
cultured and well-bred society—the
Nugae curialium the Libri facetiarum,
the Otia imperialia and the like—a
proot of refinement and literary
skill.

VIGOR AND VALUE OF LATIN.

Thus Latin is not a dead laaguage,
but 2 living language, senescent pef-
haps, but in a green old age. Peter
of Blois, John of  Salisbury, Robertus
Rullus, Giraldus OCambrensis, Ralph
de Diceto, Roger of Hoveden repre~
sent a wide range of studies and

thinkers as that age could show at
one place and time. They were
the product.of the grammar schools
of the day. =~ And they were not
alone. Thousands of others, priests,
monks, laymen, were equally well
trained in law, languages, history,
the fathers, the poets and-the orators,
mathematics, philosophy and theo-
logy. - The common esteem of learn-
ing was very great, and there is a
curtous passage in Peter of Blois
which aptly illustrates it. “In the
house of my Lord the Archbishop,”
he writes, ‘“are most scholarly men,
with whom is found all the upright-
ness of justice, all the caution of
Providence, every forin of learning.
After prayers and before meals they
constantly exercise themselves in
reading, in disputing, in the decision
of causes. All the knotty questions
of the realm are referred to us, and
when they are discussed in the com—
mon hearing each of us, without
strife or objection, sharpens his wits
well to speak upon them and pro-
duces frgm a more subtile vein what
he thinks the most prudent and sen-
sible advice.”

A'copy
of it was presented by the late
William Seton in 1855 to Prince
Labandoff, who believed it to be
from life, and surmised that it was
taken during her captivity. The face
is beautiful, but no longer young.

It was made for
Seton Gordon, of Orange, N. J., a
cousin of the Monsignor.
