My friend, who does not . under-
stand French, said so, and tried to
pass on, but the gendarme' refused (o
let him.

The American looked and saw the
policeman was pointing at the piece
of paper he had dropped and making
signs for him to pick it up.

And he had to pick it up and drop
it imto a receptacle provided for the
purpose before the gendarme would
ceagse his unwelcome attentions.

Fair Play and
Union Printing.

Editor Evening Telegram. - |

Dear Sir,—“Delegate’s” letter, pub-
lished in your issue of Saturday past,
is an eye-opener fo -Union ‘printers.
The writer of that letter, whoever he
may be, decerves the thanks of all
employers and employees in Printér-
dom. He certainly throws out some
solid chunks of wisdom, and I hasten
to take off my hat to him. The Typo-
graphical Union should move in the
matter, with the view of , protecting
its members and those giving em-
ployment. It is oertainiy an in-
justice to those employing printers
that such a state of affairs should con-
tinue without an effort being made to
stop it. To my mind, Mr. Editor,
those parties who patronize those “lit-
tle” job-shops simply because they gel
their tickets, programmes, ete., print-
ed a few cents cheaper than at the
daily newspaper offices, are not aware
of the injustice they are doing. When
they are on the eve of giving an en-
tertainment of any kind they are
wise enough to know that its success
depends largely on the dailies, whose
columns invariably contain free no-
tices, “boosting” it and calling on the
general public to patronize it. It will
be readily admitted that, without
such newspaper aid, in nine cases out
of ten, the entertainment would be a
rank financial failure. Then, Mr.
Editor, how are the proprietors of
those dailies treated in return for such
kindness? In this way: Owing to
tlieir having to pay Union ‘wages, and.
bound down to the 9-hour system, they
are compelled, in order to pay their
staff, to charge a few cents more for
a job than the owners of the “little”
offices. ~ The latter .would make. a
profit where the former would lose—
simply because, as “Delegate” pointed
out, they employ boys at a low raté
of wages and are working night-time,
at certain seasons of the year. Is this
fair play? I think not. Perhaps, Mr.
Editor, those entertainment promoters
who patronize the “little” job-shops
are under the impression that news-
paper proprietors are millionaires and
lead a life of ease and luxury—one
round of joy. “An Editor’'s Home,”
as sketched by Eugeéne - Field, may
have. given them that impression.
Field says:—“Here is a Castle. It is
the Home of an Editer. It has stain-
ed Glass windows ‘'and Mahogany
stairways. In front of the Castle is
a Park. Is it not sweet? The lady
in the Park is the Editor's Wife. She
wears a Costly robe of*Velvet trimmed
with Gold Lace, and khere -are Pearls
and Rubies .in her Hair. The Editor
sits on the Fromt Sldep: smeking an
Havana Cigar. His little children are
playing with Diamond marbles on the
Tesselated Floor. The Editor can ai-
ford to Live in Style.. His wages are
high, because the proprietor employ-
ing him gets the posters to print from
entertaimment promoters— the “little”
job-offices being unable to print them.

The black type, Mr. Editor, is mine.
Would it not be just, Mr. Editor, when

one of these gentlemen enters a daily
newspaper office seeking free “puffs
up,” to be asked the. question:

“Who printed your  tickets, K pro-
grammes, €tc., for your entertain-
ment?”’

“Mr. Blank.”

“Well, then, why don’t you ask Mr.
Blank for a free “boost.” I'm not in
the business for love of it. I'm in it to
make ‘a living. If I offer my hands
thanks only, instead of cash, at the
week-end, they will naturally refuse
to accept it. Oh, you want me to print
the poster? Mr. Blank, not having the
facilities to fill that order, you are
compelled to come to me! Thanks,
awfully! You are very Kind!”

I think, Mr. Editor, when these gen-
tlemen take a sguare view of the mat-
ter, they will see the injustice of con-
tinuing a practice which is an injury
to printers in general and is anything
