£20,000 From Tips.

When “Waiting”. for a Fortune Has
Succeeded.

After having been chief porter for
| thirteen years at the Carlton Hotel,
I Mr. Rost has just retired. His of-
fice was an unpaid one, and yet out
of the gratitudes he received he has
been able to buy an estate of 120
acrés at Wimbledon.

Mr. Rost is not the oniy man who
has made a small fortune "out of
tips. Indeed, many big fortunes
have been made from this source. Mr.
Charles Miller, who used to be head
waiter at the Astor House, a well
known New: York hotel, recently re-
tired with a fortune of £20,000, the
result of the many handsome grati-
tudes he had received.

This fortune was excelled by that
acquired by the butler of a famous
English Peer. He died just over a
vear and a half ago, and his will was
proved for £30,000. 'The majority of
this came from tips.

Both these sums are put well in
the shade by the fortune acquired by
Mr. Hilliard. He began life as a pen-
niless Irish emigrant in America. He
managed to obtain a job as a waiter
at the Waldorf Astoria Hotel in New
York, and, carefully saving every lit-
tle *‘extra” he could, soonh had a com-
fortable litile nest egg laid by.

Prendergast was finally put aboard
the Vigilant from whenee he was put
on shore and resuscitated. He was
very weak from exhaustion and the
salt water he had swallowed, also
from a dislocated shoulder which h
received in his fall from the dock. No
doctor was needed to revive him. The
fingers of a fisherman slipped his
shoulder in place, and by 3 o'clock
vesterday afternoon he was walking
up Thames Street as though he had
never fallen overboard in his life.
