ST. PETERSBURG, Tolday.

The proposal .made by the Russian 
Government that a joint naval de­
monstration be made off Constanti­
nople to coincide with the mobiliza­
tion of Russian troops in the south 
western provinces has been abandon­
ed. Germany flatly declined to con­
sider the plans. Russia’s allies, Bri­
tain and France, replied evasively. 
Russia is unable to assume the task 
single handed of bringing pressure 
to bear upon the Turks In Europe. 
She is unwilling to do so In Asia 
Minor, realizing such course would en 
courage an American uprising which 
would only further complicate the 
Turkish problem. Owing to the 
breakdown ot the European concert, 
the Russian Government sees no hope 
of arresting the Turks by force. Rus­
sia however, may land a force on 
Burgas, a Black Sea port, 75 miles 
Northeast of Adralnople for the pro­
tection of lives and property of Rus­
sian subjects, if the Turks march m 
that direction. At a Council of Min­
isters it was agreed that the Russian 
Government do their utmost to avert 
further bloodshed in the Balkans. If 
a program of military operations led 
to wholesale massacre» the respon­
sibility would rest on the other Pow­
ers. Russian policy is understood 
now to be entirely concerned with 
patching up the Balkan League, in­
cluding Roumania as the sole means 
of arresting the Turkish forces.

Indictment of British Manufacturers
—Beaten by America—Insufficient 

I Energy and. Lack of -Knowledge.
" British export trade with Canada 
is losing ground,'. In faVor of the 
Çhitèdz Stiites. This disquieting fact 
fa the subject or a warning to British 
manufacturers by His Majesty’s 
Trade Commissioner -lh Canada and 
Newfoundland—Mr. C. H. Wickes—in 
his report for 1912 on the trade of the 
dominion, issued last night:

First the report défais with the 
amazing growth of Canadian trade.

Export, continued to show great ex­
pansion, the gross figures for the

2, for the first time, .exceeding,
i^ôO,000,000.
In eleven years (1902-1912) 1m-

1 orts have trebled, exports have in- 
c reased by 73 per cent., bank clear- 
1 lgs have increased 350 per cent., and 
levenue from Customs has trebled.

Between 1896-7 and 1912-3 import? 
from the United Kingdom for con­
somption in Canada ' quadrupled in 
value; but, nevertheless, the propor­
tion of importes " from the United 
Kingdom to the total imports from 
all countries showed a decline of 7.3 
Per cent. It should also be noted 
toat during the last two years there 
hgtf' been a very marked falling off 
ih the -United Kingdom’s share of 
dutiable imports.

Why Britain is Beaten.
The decline in the proportion of Im­

ports from the United Kingdom, 
which has been gradual and consist­
ent is a seçious matter, states Mr. 
tVickes. The trade so lost to that 
country has not. been divided between 
a number of other counfries, but has 
been almost entirely absorbed by the. 
United States."

Criticizing the trade methods of
