FRENCH OFFICIAL.
PARIS, Nov. 8.—(Q.fficial.)

Yesterday, between the North Sea 
and Lys, fighting was less violent. 
Attacks by the enemy were repulsed 
in the direction of Dixmude, and to 
the northeast of Yyres. In almost 
all of this front we, in turn, advan­
ced. notably in the rçgion of Messines, 
in the neighborhood of Àrmentiere 
the British troops progressed slight­
ly. Between La Bassee and Arras 
the attacks of the enemy were re­
pulsed.

GERMAN DETACHMENTS SUBKEN- 
DEB.

PARIS, Nov. 8.
During an action against the posi­

tion known as Grand Crown Nancy, 
according to a French semi-official 
announcement issued in Paris to-day, 
one German battalion alone left three 
hundred dead on the battlefield. 
Many prisoners yesterday were made 
along the whole front In some in­
stances entire units being captured. 
In the district of Lenz, where thick 
fog prevailed, two German detach­
ments took the opportunity to surren­
der voluntarily. One of them includ­
ed one officer, three non-com. officers 
and fifty men. The Germans, so the 
announcement Says, were weary of 
the hardships imposed on them. They 
were confident the French would 
treat them well.

THE BEARS ONWARD MARCH.
PETROGRAD, Nov. 8.—(Official.)

On the Prussian front our troops 
have dislodged the Germans from the 
region of Wirbalten, which was very 
strongly fortified, and have progress­
ed as far as Stallerponen, 16 miles 
E.N.E. of Gumbricruen. In the re­
gion of the Rominto forest and Lyk, 
our. troops continue; to press on the 
heels of the rearguard of the enemy. 
On the left bank of the Vistula cur 
cavalry has penetrated German terri­
tory, damaging the railway near Ples- 
Chen, to the northwest of Kalisz. On 
the road to Cracow on Nov. 6th, we 
attacked the Austrian rearguard, 
along the Nida river, and the next day 
were operating on the river Nidezica 
in Galicia, where our troops are con­
tinuing their offensive movements. 
In the latest engagements in the San 
River, we captured 125 officers and 
12.000 soldiers, as well as rapid Br­
ers raid munitions of war. South of 
Przemysl on Nov. 6, we took more 
than 1,000 prisoners.

FOUR TURKISH STEAMERS SUNK.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 8.

The Russian Embassy has received 
a supplementary statement to the 
official despatch, given out at Petro- 
grad, which says: In the Black Sea 
our fleet bombarded the Turkish pprt 
of Sangujdak, and sank four Turkish 
transports, three with supplies and 
clothing for the Turkish army, and 
one, presumably with troops.

PARIS, Nov.;8.

The Polish and Galician victories 
mark a npw phase in military opera­
tions in ^ the Eastern War .theatre.

THE CANADIAN WEST.
OTTAWA, Nov. 8.

Hi says that 
the people of the West are eager to 
serve the Empire, and that this is true 
of the foreign-bred population, espec­
ially of the Poles, many of the latter 
being trained sqldjers.

The 
Empress expressed similar senti­
ments in two messages. Our casual­
ties on the night of Nov. 6, and on 
the following morning (when Tsing 
Tau surrendered), were fourteen offi­
cers wounded, four hundred and 
twenty-six soldiers killed and wound­
ed.

The S. S. Florizel, Captain William 
Martin, which was engaged as a trans­
port to convey the First Newfoundland 
Regiment to the Old Country, returned 
here yesterday from Liverpool, hav­
ing successfully completed her mis­
sion.

As the ship steamed slowly Into 
port thousands of people rushed to 
the waterfront eager to hear some­
thing about opr volunteers.

The Florizel, it will be remembered, 
left here at TO p.m. on Sunday, Oct. 
4th. At noon the following day other 
transports with 32,000 Canadians cn 
board were met. The entire fleet of 
convoy numbering 36 ships then left. 
H.' M. S. Talbot acting as a scout, took 
the lead while the Florizel brought up 
the rear. The sight was wonderful. 
The weather was a little rough during 
the voyage, though only a small per­
centage of the volunteers suffered 
from sea sickness, ' Plymouth was 
reached on Thursday morning, the 
trip across occupying eleven days. 
After a delay of a few days at Ply­
mouth the troops landed and were 
given a most enthusiastic reception. 
They then proceeded by train to Sal­
isbury Plains, a distance of 140 miles, 
where they are now In training.

The day after the troops disembark­
ed the Florizel left for Liverpool 
where she went on dock for an over­
hauling, after which she bunkered and 
left for St. John’s, arriving as men­
tioned. The ship brought a small 
mail.

Those Regrettable
Incidents.

We are glad to find the Government 
have reconsidered their Minute of 
Council, passed on the eve of Captain 
Tiinewell’s departure, and that they 
came to the conclusion, on reconsider­
ation, that the Paymaster should mess 
with the other officers and remain 
with them permanently wherever 
they may be, and that the payment of 
an additional Five Dollars a day was 
unnecessary. We learn that neither 
Captain Timewell nor any one on his 
behalf ever made an appeal to the 
Finance Committee for any extra pay 
for the Paymaster, and that the Com­
mittee knew nothing about it, until 
they received a certified copy of the 
Minute of Council, directing and au­
thorizing the extra allowance. Re­
presentations were made to Sir 
Edward Morris when he came back 
from his trip on the Fortune Bay 
branch, with the result that the Gov­
ernment reconsidered their previous 
decision. In this connection we direct 
the attention of our readers to the 
letter of Sir Edward Morris on the 
mattèr.

We publish to-day a defence of 
Captàin Timewell from Captain H. 
Outerbridge, the Quartermaster of the 
Re^ment. In it, he says that Captain 
Timewell did excellent work and was 
most arduous in carrying out his 
duties. “It was through no fault of 
his that the allotment papers were not 
completed. He drew them up long be­
fore the Regiment sailed, and he made 
many efforts to have them filled in. 
Wfiy :the Company Officers did not or 
could not attend to this, I am unable 
to say, but I know that Captain Time- 
well was very much worried about it.” 
This is a mere shifting of responsibil­
ity. While it is true Capt. Timewell 
is not here to explain why it was not 
done, neither are the Company offi­
cers here to answer Capt. Outerbridge 
as to why they could not or did not 
do it. In any case, it was a matter 
which was in thé Paymaster’s De­
partment, and if any obstacle arose 
Captain Timewell could have appeal­
ed to those in supreme authority and 
got his point carried. Instead of 
which, the allotment papers are not 
here and a makeshift arrangement 
has to be tried. Yesterday the Fin­
ance Committee met and decided to 
pay to those who have made claims 
Ten Dollars on account until the al­
lotment papers arrive. These pay­
ments are being made to-day.

KAISER’S GIGANTIC 
FAILURE TO BREAK 

LINE AT YPRES.
Most Terrific Bayonet Charge

of Whole War Made by Two
Regiments, One of Scots, the
Other Of Guards — German 
Losses May Be 100,000.

10.00 AJM.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Times from Dun­
kirk to France filed on Saturday night 
says:—“After a desperate attack last­
ing the whole week the German at­
tempt to break the Allies line at Ypres 
has trailed. It may be admitted that 
the position at Ypres two days ago 
was serious. The town itself was 
bombarded by Germans with extra­
ordinary violence and under a fierce 
cannonading the allies had withdrawn 
from the town which became “No 
Man’s Land” across which shells 
from both sides bursted. The Ger­
mans made a superhuman and final 
effort. Under cover of a fierce bom­
bardment of the British position they 
had prepared a determined onslaught. 
Masses of men were launched in suc­
cession at chosen points. On our 
frontthe assault was met in a su­
preme way. Two regiments, one 
Scottish and one of Guards went 
down with bayonets to stem advance. 
It was the most terrible bayonet 
charge of the whole war. It succeed­
ed. The break in the line was re­
paired and the German attack was 
once more driven back. That was 
their last effort. To-day the Germans 
are dropping an occasional desultory 
shell into Ypres but their attacks 
have ceased. They are now assailing 
the allied line at Arras, forty miles 
further to the south, but not with the

GERMANS PREPARING FOR A LAST 
SPREME EFFORT.

PARIS, To-day. ' 
The lull in fighting in the environs 

of Dixmude and Ypres to only the-pre­
lude of further effort to which all the 
forces that the Germans can raise will 
be concentrated. The last attack 
made with twelve army corps has fail­
ed. The next it is said will be made 
by even more; all advice from the 
front indicate this clearly. The re­
ports that the Germans are gathering 
an important army at Inglenuster, the 
affirmation that the battel . against 
France must be decided at an early 
date, orders were given to German 
Generals to break through before the 
end of the month, and various move­
ments of troops observed by aviators 
in Belgium all tend to show the pur­
pose of the Germans. All of the mili­
tary writers here agree that the ef­
forts will be of first importance to the 
Germans. If unsuccessful, it is con­
tended here it will be the last the 

. Germans will be able to make, as they

m

will then recognize the necessity of 
falling back on a line a little more to 
the rear which will, as Is their custom1, 
have been fortified in advance with, 
the greatest possible care. They will, 
therefore, strain every nerve and 
sinew in this battle of Ypres and the 
fighting is likely to be of a character 
even more intense than anything that 
has gone before. If the allies success­
fully resist the new onslaughter, mili­
tary writers say, the day when France 
will be freed of invaders will be 
brought sensibly nearer.

London Scottish and Canadians on

LONDON, To-Day.
Shorn of its picturesque pageantry, 

but with ’Its Imperial and military 
features unprecedented in the cen­
tury, the Lord Mayor’s parade made 
its way through the streets to-day. 
With the exception of gaudily decor­
ated State coaches, the parade showed 
little color. The men were clad sob­
erly in khaki. There was none of the 
brilliant display which usually distin­
guishes the procession. Enormous 
crowds gathered to see men who are 
now fighting England’s battles on the 
continent. One of the most popular 
organizations in the parade consisted 
of several battalions of Canadian 
troops, now in England awaiting op­
portunity to go to the front. When a 
battalion of the London Scottish who 
recently distinguished themselves in 
France swung along, the crowd hailed 
them with great enthusiasm, but none 
of the military created more interest 
than did the Veterans of naval batta­
lions who survived the fall of Ant­
werp. The Lord Mayor’s banquet to­
night will provide unique and histori­
cal features.

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CathedralCondemned Without Trial,
Yesterday, the Lord Bishop of New­

foundland, held an Ordination in his 
Cathedral Church. Matins was said 
at 10 o’clock, and at 11 o’clock the 
solemn service of Ordination began 
and lasted until 1.20. The preacher 
was the Rev. C. H. Barton, Principal 
of Queen’s College, who delivered an 
excellent sermon dealing with the 
Office of the Priesthood, how neces­
sary it is for redeemed humanity, how 
those called into that ministry should 
execute their office, and how the peo­
ple committed to their charge should 
make full use of their ministrations, 
esteeming them very highly, not for 
their own, but for their works’ sake. 
The Rev. Canon White acted as Chap­
lain to His Lordship, and Rev. Canon 
Bolt, examinitig Chaplain, presented 
the candidates. These were,- for - the 
Diaconate: Mr. E. H. Humphries, 
L.Th., of Durham University, and St. 
Boniface College, Warminster; and 
for the Priesthood, the Revs. Seeley. 
Legge and Mackey. The following 
Priests of the Diocese assisted at the 
Imposition of hands: The Revs. Can­
on White, Canon Smith, Canon Bolt, 
T. W. Upward, C. H. Barton and A. C. 
G. Stamp. The Holy Eucharist which 
forms part of the Ordination Service, 
was celebrated by the Lord Bishop, 
the Rev. Canon White being Epistol- 
ler. and Rev. E. H. Humphries, the 
newly-made-Deacon, Gospeller.

Dear Sir,—Having regard to the re­
ferences which have been made the 
past few days in the press concerning 
day as field allowance. This $3.75 per 
weil, Regimental Paymaster, First 
Nfld. Regiment, it is, I think, proper 
that the facts, as far as they are 
known to me, should be made public.

Captain Timewell having been ap­
pointed in the regular way Paymaster 
of the Regiment, the salary fixed for 
him was $3 per day and 75 cents per 
day as fled allowance.

Before leaving here for England 
Timewell represented to the Govern­
ment that an allowance1 of One Pound 
per day would be a reasonable 
amount for personal expenses to 
maintain himself outside the Regi­
mental Mess when the contingent was 
at the front, and to cover expenses 
which other officers have not to incur.

Under such circumstances, and as­
suming it was necessary and usual 
for Captain Timewell to live apart 
from the Regiment, and the fee sug­
gested what is paid by- Canada and 
other countries, it was thought that 
One Pound per day, in addition to 
travelling expenses, would meet the 
case, and, accordingly, on Thursday, 
October 22nd, a day or so before Cap­
tain Timewell sailed for England, this 
amount was agreed to by the Govern­
ment.

Subsequently, however, the ques­
tion was further considered, and on 
November 2nd I wrote His Exçellency 
the Governor as follows:

Prime Minister’s Office,
St. John’s,

His Excellency the Governor:

Sir,—Following upon our conver­
sation of this morning in relation to

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much on my guard. I was determin­
ed he should take no advantage of 
me.

Yet this, same man, speaking of a 
person he knew and I did not know, 
said the other 'day,' “You wont like 
him at all!

BELGIAN REFUGEES IN LONDON.

A many-gabled building in Ald- 
wych, just off the Strand, once a skat­
ing rink, more lately the headquar­
ters of “The Civilian Force,” is now a 
place of first resort for the thous­
ands (over 200,000 have arrived here 
at the time of writing) of Belgians 
pouring into London at almost all 
hours of the day and night. The 
large interior is an astounding sight. 
On one side of it are the offices where 
the names, the cond,lions, and" the 
intentions cf the refugees are regis­
tered. A long table is a refreshment 
bar from which Red Cross nurses 
carry coffee and sandwiches to the 
crowd of people waiting to know what 
is next to be done to them'. They 
have become used to waiting, these 
driven people. Here are two families 
from Ostend. One consists cf parents 
and eight young children, the other 
is smaller, more cheerful, * only re­
membering its most recent adventure, 
the hurried flight, its home, and the 
twenty-two hours’ sea voyage in a 
fishing boat to Folkestone. They are 
very grateful to the English, and 
speak admiringly of the bravery and 
gaiety of the English soldiers. They 
tell of friends of theirs, a mother and 
daughter who have between them 
brought over no fewer than seventeen 
children. A man, apparently of the 
middle class, is looking for his family. 
He left them three' weeks ago to do 
business, and is now hoping without 
definite reason that they are coming 
to Lowestoft in one of the fishing 
boats expected there. On the other 
side of the room are rough divisions, 
each bearing the name of an hotel. 
Parties of the refugees allocated to 
one or another assemble there at in­
tervals, and are then taken away in 
hiredi omnibuses. It is a scene the 
pathos • of which is only relieved by 
the brisk helpfulness of the many 
kind people who are giving all their 
time to the service of the unfortunate 
imigrants.

protective measures with regard to 
public and private street, shop, store 
and house lighting. A stricter appli­
cation of these measures is now be­
ing enforced, "-and the result is likely 
to be of a character more far-reach­
ing than was perhaps anticipated. The 
aspect of London at night is entirely 
changed, and the habits of the Lon­
doner are vitally threatened. Unlit 
streets have no appeal for him, and 
the consequence is that he is staying 
at home in the evening and going ear­
lier to bed. On this account thea­
tres have been suffering, and Sir Her­
bert Treë, as well as two other thea­
tre managers, have decided to make 
a Chinese-Ii.ke change by inverting 
the present arrangement and giving 
six matinee performances and two 
evening ones a week. The experi­
ment is a daring one, and it remains 
to be seen whether it will have the 
support of* those people who are 
afraid to risk their lives in motors 
and taxis and ’buses in the darkened 
streets. Another change that has to 
be noted is that now the hours of 
public-houses will be the same as 
those in Scotland, no drink being al­
lowed to be sold before 10 o’clock in 
the morning or after 10 o’clock at 
night. The closing down of London 
at night is naturally being felt by 
the tubes and omnibus companies, 
and it is stated that a restriction in 
the late evening services is contem­
plated.

point, and, thought the source has 
been kept a profound secret, it is asid 
to be obvious to any observer that 
a vast supply of munitions has of late 
been brought into the country.

AND OF ITALY.
Considerations not dissimilar to 

those affecting Bulgaria are at the 
back of the mind of the statesman 
responsible for the policy of Italy, 
though there is not the ' smallest 
doubt in the latter case as to the 
direction in which the poplar sym­
pathy inclines. An observant Eng­
lishman, who has just returned here 
from Northern Italy, tells me he is 
assured that the people as a whole 
lean towards the Allies, and this is 
shown in numerous quiet ways. Pam­
phlets propounding their case, and 
furnishing the facts of current his­
tory from their side are in very 
much larger demand than .publica­
tions “through German eyes.” A 
study of the supply of picture post­
cards showed that the pungency of 
Italian satirical artists was directed 
towards the “brutal Hun,” while the 
comic spirit approached the French 
and British soldier with obvious 
kindliness. My informant added that 
an examination of postcards in which 
the Allies are depicted, aroused in 
him no feeling of resentment, where­
as many of those which dealt with 
the enemy were scathing in the ex­
treme.

BASUTOS TO HELP THE EMPIRE.
From South African newspapers 

which have just reached London, I 
gather some interesting details of the 
anxiety of the Basutos to offer help 
in this time of need. It has already 
been stated that Grigth, the para­
mount Chief, has offered the King 
financial assistance and assured the 
Government cf their readiness to pre­
pare for war. Various schemes have 
been discussed in the meetings of the 
tribe. One party wishes the contri­
bution to take the form of a big gun 
—“big enough,” as one native speak­
er said, “to give a slap to the big 
German fellows.” The other plan— 
and this appears to find most favor— 
is to offer to King George a destroyer 
to be called the Ôausto. If this comes 
off, it will be, I think, the first time 
that native loyalty has taken such an 
limpressive shape. The Baustos are, 
of course, a very prosperous people 
who would be well able to provide 
the quarter of a million or so neces­
sary for the destroyer. They gave 
striking testimony of their loyalty 
during the South African war, when, 
it will be remembered, 20,000 armed 
Basutos were ready, if the Govern­
ment had given permission, to take 
part in the relief of Ladysmith. One 
wonders whether a contribution of 
the famous Basuto ponies would not 
be particularly useful at the present 
time. The Basuto gift, it will be 
noted, is a gift direct to the King, 
and an expression cf their personal 
loyalty to him.

WAR AND* THE SERVANTS’ HALL.
The last people in England to have 

feared the effects of a European war 
—the highly-paid servants- in great 
houses—have been among the first to 
lose their situations, and now wo­
men's societies are faced with the 
problem of finding work for ladies’ 
maids, highly qualified but often eld­
erly cooks, and specialized nurses, in 
a world which considers all these 
people as luxuries. Men servants, 
who have begun of late to consider 
their jobs precarious, are not in the 
same difficulty, for hundreds of Aus­
trians and Germans have, of course, 
gone back to their own countries, 
and pressure had been brought to 
boar on some of the English male 
servants to enlist. Many of the large 
country houses offered the choice of 
dismissal or enlistment on full sal­
ary.

FASHIONS OF WAR TIME.
The London dressmakers and mil­

liners are wondering whether the 
war, like so many historic campaigns, 
of the past, will give a new garment 
to the feminine wardrobe. From 
these campaigns we inherited that 
popular invalid garment “the Nightin­
gale,” introduced by “the Lady of the 
Lamp”; the “Cardigan,” named after 
Lord Cardigan of Balaclava fame; 
and the “Garibaldi” from which 
sprung the modern blouse. For the 
moment the only millinery product of 
the present war is a quaint little hat 
christened by its creator the “Tipper­
ary,” which is winning high favor 
among fashionable women. It is car­
ried out in velvet and fur and some­
times in taffetas, a material which is 
having an autumn millinery vogue, 
and in its outlines Is really reminis­
cent of the Glengary bonnets of our 
Highlanders, the trimming generally 
being some form of the cockade. The 
great wholesale houses of the City, 
too, are pouring forth a stream of 
Jellicoe” blouses, “Kitchener” sports 

coats, and other topically named gar­
ments, but none of these is in any 
sense a new contribution to dress.

Captain Timewell
Defended.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I should like to give my

He did this in 
spite of, the fact that the men had 
been paid before they left a few days 
previously, and ought to have provid­
ed for their dependents themselves.

Now it is found that an allowance to 
him, which we do not understand, has 
been authorized. Personally, I feel 
sure that if Captain Timewell applied

Why should he be condemned 
without trial? Why should his good 
name be attacked ? Why should he 

I be stabbed in the dark by writers who 
I have not the courage to sign their 

own names? Why should he not first 
be given an opportunity to explain?

I do not think that anyone is in a 
position to define what the duties of 
the Paymaster will be in England. 
Some think they can be carried out by 
his Sergeant, who is an excellent 
clerk. I doubt it. But I feel sure if a 
Paymaster is found to be unnecessary 
for our Regiment, Captain Timewell 
will not be slow to say so.
