Banks a Failure.
The S.Su Prospero, Capt Jos. Kean, 

arrived back from the Western route 
this morning, having reached as far 
as Cbanpel. Up to Saturday morning 
last when Marys town was reached, the 
trip was devoid of storms, but after 
that the like was seldom witnessed 
before. A southerly gale with a snow 
storm, then a ram storm with heavy 
seas gave the ship a bad drubbing. 
The bank and shore fishery on the 
Western grounds is a blank to date 
and sbme schooners have not got a 
‘cod’s tail’ stowed down yet. During 
last week three splendid days offered 
for fishing, but cod were found un­
usually- scarce. Trawlers say they 
never saw codfish so scarce before. 
Halibut fishing in that section of the 
coast is also very poor. Nearly all 
the harbours along the coast from 
Cape Broyle to Channel are filled with 
slob ice, being particularly heavy at 
the latter place. The Prospero 
brought a large freight . #nd these 
passengers in saloon :—Messrs. James 
Lawrence, Capt. M. Hoberg : Mes­
dames J. Lawrence, J. Pardy; Miss E.

When Shall Their
Glory Fade?

Quite a lot of correspondence was 
received by Saturday’s English Mail 
from our boys abroad. The evacuation 
of Suvia is spoken of, and that the 
Newfoundland lads held posts of 
honor in that now historic evacuation 
is clearly shown. Two Newfoundland 
Officers, Lieuts. Rendeli and Nunns 
were in charge of two boats the last 
to leave the scene, they were trans­
ferred to Cape Helles, where they took 
part in the final scene. It was here 
that the casualties took place early in 
January, a week or so before the 
evacuation of that part of Gallipoli. 
Dr. Macpherson, who writes a won­
derful letter home, telling of hair- 
breath escapes, and strange wonders, 
reports having seen “Ours” and says 
that the Newfoundland boys have 
seen much fighting, .but appear little 
the worse for the trying experiences 
they have gone through, and the good 
Doctor declares that every man of 
them looks as “fit” as possible. They 
are now understood to be in the East, 
at a point where there has been no 
fighting for about twelve months.

Price of Coal Fixed.
Representatives of the Govern­

ment and Opposition held another 
meeting on Saturday evening in re­
lation to the coal problem. The 
agreement which the Government had 
made with Harvey Co., Stabb’s, Un­
ited Coal Company and Morey’s was 
produced on the application of an 
Opposition representative and the 
figures and calculations of the Gov­
ernment Engineers, taken from the 
Invoices and the other cost of hand­
ling coal were submitted. An in­
crease of about $2 a ton on the $1.50 
freight rate paid before the beginning 
of the new year, and other additional 
charges were shown. In consequence 
North Sydney coal will be retailed for 
$10.40 per ton and South Sydney for 
$10. The s.s. Florizel, which is due 
to-night from Louisburg with a cargo 
of coal, will discharge at Morey’s and 
Franklin’s. She will land 3,000 tons 
altogether and go back for another 
cargo. Morey and the United Coal 
Company (Franklin’s) will take or­
ders on the Alconda cargo landed at 
Harvey’s and Stabb’s.

It was 
a great success and the wonder is that 
the exploit at Suvla was duplicated 
at Helles with practically no casual­
ties. The success may be measured 
by the fact that some competent, au­
thorities advised that these evacua­
tions might have cost half the forces 
on the Peninsula. No authoritative 
statement has been made of the place 
to which the Nfld. battalion was mov­
ed from Helles, but it is known they 
were moved to a place, where they 
had a rest from shell and rifle fire. 
They have had their baptism of fire 
and stood it well and come out of it 
with distinction. They are no longer 
raw troops ,and can take their place 
alongside fire bitten veterans.

Him AIR RAID.

LONDON, To-day.
An official says four German sea­

planes made a raid over the east and 
southeast coasts yesterday. The first 
raiders, two biplanes, appeared over 
Lowestoft at 10.55 a.m., circled over 
south side ' of the town tor five min­
utes and dropped bombs. About five 
minutes later they rose to a great 
height and seemingly vanished. At 
11.10 a.m. the two seaplanes were 
jtgaln over the town and then vanish­
ed eastward again. Altogether 17 high 
explosive bombs were dropped. There 
were no casualties. Considerable 
damage was done to two dwelling 
houses. Two naval seaplanes went in 
pursuit of the raiders without result. 
Meanwhile two other seaplanes were 
making for the KenisU coast. The 
first passed over Kentish Knock Light 
vessel, dropping bombs in that vicin­
ity. The last raider made straight 
for Walmer reaching that town at 11. 
27 a.m., flying less than 2,500 feet, and 
dropped 6 bombs and turned sharply 
east. The two bombs that fell de­
stroyed roots and broke windows in 
the neighbourhood. One fell close to 
a church, blowing out the windows as 
the congregation was singing the Te 
Deum. The third bomb fell on a 
roadway running along t;he beach, kill­
ing one ciivlian and injuring one mar­
ine. The total casualties were two 
men and one boy killed and one mar­
ine wounded. Two of our aeroplanes 
which went up from Dover pursued 
the raider, but apparently could not 
overtake him.

STRIKE LEADER PROSECUTED.

TWO BRIGADIERS SLIGHTLY
WOUNDED.

OTTAWA, To-day.
Two Canadian Brigadier- Generals 

fell wounded last week in battles in 
Flanders, but in neither case was the 
injury serious. Word received by the 
Militia Department yesterday: Briga­
dier General Leckie is slightly wound­
ed, while Brigadier-General MacDon- 
nell, formerly Commandant of Lord 
Stratchcona's Horse, was reported in 
the casualty list. General MacDon- 
neil’s wound is also slight.

RAN ASHORE.
HALIFAX, To-day.

The British tank steamer Potomac, 
laden with creosote, and bound for 
Texas from Manchester, ran ashore on 
Sandwich Shoal at the entrance of 
Halifax Harbor, Saturday, noon. She 
is still hard fast, despite the efforts of 
a fleet of tugs to haul her off. The 
Potomac is four thousand tons net and 
is commanded by Capt. Sud way, who 
was entering without a pilot. He was 
short of coal and hoped to bunker at 
Halifax.

THE NEW APPROPRIATION.
LONDON, To-day.

Financial circles 'are keenly inter­
ested in Premier Asquith’s coming de­
mand for a new appropriation of two 
hundred and forty million pounds for 
war purposes, bringing the total Brit­
ish expenditure up to £2,082,000,000. 
It is expected when the Premier 
speaks on this subject on Monday in 
the Commons, he will also make re-. 
ference to the new war loan which 
is doubtless in prospect. It is gener­
ally thought the rumoured addition of 
£600,000,000 national debt will not 
cause much disturbance in the money 
market. Financiers recognize the pay­
ment of interest, amounting approxi­
mately to £150,000,000 annually, will 
involve a great strain on the national 
resources for the next thirty years, 
even if nothing is later added to the 
burden. Discussing the prospects of 
the coming loan, the Statist asserts 
the consensus of opinion among bank­
ers is that it should either be free of 
income tax altogether or that the 
maximum figure for the tax should be 
laid down in the terms offered. Among 
the general public the view prevails 
that the nation will unite in making 

success of the Government’s efforts 
pay its way. This feeling is 

strengthened by the apparent national 
prosperity, disclosed by the estimated 
national revenue returns, which am­
ount this year to about £340,000,000 
or £35,000,000 more than originally 
expected.

rifle fire from Turkish troops. On the 
other hand the ships have spread con 
fussion in the ranks of the Turks by 
dropping shells among them. On the 
left flank after the occupation of Koph 
the Russians pushed on to Mush and 
Yaalat, the latter on the north shore 
o? Lake Van. From Koph to Mush is 
60 miles over mountain roads, they 
fought several battles and occupied 
M»sh by storm. The Turks fled south­
ward towards Diarbeke the next objec­
tive of the Russian army. Once in 
possession of Diarbeke, it is only a 
few days march to the Bagdad rail­
way, the last remaining communica 
tioii into Syria. The rapid Russian 
offensive beyond Erzerum is believed 
here to make probable the retreat of 
Turkish Corps operating along the 
Black Sea Coast. These troops which 
were active in the Mush district be 
fore the Russians Occupied it will be 
entirely cut off from the main Turkish 
armies and will be surrounded. This 
fate has already overtaken the thirty- 
fourth division of the tenth corps 
which was ordered from Oiti to Erze­
rum before the fall of the fortress. 
As telephonic communication between 
this group of Turkish forces and the 
garrison at Erzerum had been entirely 
destroyed by the Russians, the thirty- 
fourth division marched serenly into 
Erzerum without suspicion that the 
fortress was then on the point of sur­
render. These troops reached Erze­
rum from north-west, the very mo­
ment the Deve.Bolna line forts fell 
into the Russian hands, and the army 
which it had come to assist was in full 
retreat and the road over which they 
had passed was instantly occupied by 
Russian Cavalry. As they were com­
pletely surrounded, there was no al­
ternative but surrender with arms, 
equipment and artillery. It is re­
garded almost as inevitable that the 
Turkish corps retiring along the Black 
Sea Coast, under the destructive fire 
of the Russian fleet and the pressure 
of the Russian armies Will be caught 
in the” same sort of trap, as the Turk­
ish troops falling back from Widge to 
Mush Knansh, still have greater dis­
tance to go than the Russian troops, 
which is advancing from Erzerum to 
cut them off. On the Turkish right 
flank, where the ninth corps is operat­
ing the Turks find themselves in the 
same precarious position since all 
roads of retreat north are gradually 
falling under Russian control. The re­
treat of the Turkish armies is every­
where impeded by deep snow. They 
are without food and lack of war sup­
plies. There seems to be little possi­
bility of their offering even temporary 
resistance of any strength to the Rus­
sian advance.

DISPUTE ABOUT THE APPAM.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

The attorneys for the British owners 
of the liner Appam, at Hampton Roads 

a prize of German cruiser, have 
brought Admiralty proceedings under 
the Prize Laws to regain possession of 
the ship. The State Department holds 
under the Prusstan-American Treaty, 
the liner belongs to Germany as a 
prize at least until the Prize Court 
passed on the legality of her capture. 
The British Embassy contend the ship 
should be be returned to her owners 
under the provision of the Hague Con­
vention.

THE APPAM LIBELLED.
NORFOLK, Va., Tq-day.

Federal Judge Waddil has issued 
the usual libel process, and the Appam 
was seized by Deputy United States 
Marshall who went to Newport News 
on a tug for the purpose. Two guards 
from the office of the United States 
District Court were left in charge of 
the Appam.

THE WALMER RAID.
WALMER, Eng., To-day.

Residents of Walmer were startled 
yesterday morning by a series of loud 
explosions on a day bright and clear. 
Many persons rushed to points of 
vantage In time to see a small aero 
plane at an altitude of perhaps i 
thousand feet. Four bombs were 
dropped. The cluster landed within 
a circle of a hundred yards, killing a 
man and a' boy. Two British airmen

were observed almost immediately 
after dropping bombs but the raider 
made her escape.

DAMAGE NOT SERIOUS.
LOWESTOFT, Eng., To-day.

The damage done here by air raid­
ers is not very serious. One bomb 
demolished the roof of a saw mill, an­
other unroofed a private house, the 
third smashed the windows of the 
hotel, while a fourth smashed the 
windows of a chruch, without injur­
ing apy worshippers. Another bomb 
fell squarely into the bedroom of a 
workman’s house but injured nobody. 
Several bombs fell harmlessly Into 
gardens and vacant lots.
GREEK AND BULGARIAN PATROLS 

FIGHT.
LONDQN, To-day.

Two patroS of Geeks and Bulgari­
ans fought sharp engagements, near 
Doiran on Thursday, after a Bulgarian 
patrol crossed the frontier, according 
to a Saloniki despatch to Reuter’s 
Telegram Company. The Bulgarians 
were forced to retire, leaving two 
killed. One Greek soldier was wound 
ed. According to the same despatch 
General Sarrail, the French Com- 
mander-in-Chief East, has gone to 
Athens where an audience with King 
Constantine has been arranged. The 
greatest importance is attached to a 
visit which it Is believed will make an 
important development between 
Greece and the Entente Allies.'
COMPLETE CHANGE IN FISCAL 

SYSTEM.
CAMBRIDGE, Eng., To-day.

SUNS. —TURKISH ARMIES IN

PETROGRAD, To-day. 
The Russians are pressing the ad­

vantage gained in Erzerum, on both 
flanks. On thé right along the Black 
SCa Coast by the co-operation of sea 
and land forces they are driving the 
Turks from one position after another 
to the East of Treblzond, and it Is ex 
pected that action against the import 
ant seaport will not be long deferred. 
In the last two days the Russians have 
occupied Widje and pressed forward 
tpn or twelve miles westward. The 
fleet destroyed in succession several 
shore batteries, which might vhave 
been of assistance to the Turks by 
keeping well In advance Of the land 
forces and by destroying bridges over 
several streams in the path of the re­
treating Turks, they rendered the re­
treat more difficult. The fleet has 
been working so close to the shore

PAPER BOY KILLED.
WALMAR, Eng., To-day.

The raider was not in town more than 
a minute there was a momeatry stop­
page of service in a Church, near 
which the bombs fell, many members 
of the congregation left the building, 
but the service was resumed and car­
ried through. One victim* was a paper 
boy, on his rounds with Sunday news. 
He was instantly killed. Another vic­
tim was a man 29, who has not been 
identified.

The 
whole affair was over so quickly that 
most people hardly realized what had 
happened. Some of those in the church 
say the building was rocked with the 
consussion of the explosion.

NEUTRAL SHIPS SEIZED BY GER­
MAN.

LONDON, To-day.
A despatch to Reuters Telegram Co. 

from Copenhagen stated that the East 
Asiatic Company’s motor steamer 
Bandon, which left Copenhagen yes­
terday moriiing was seen returning in 
the afternoon passing Elsinore with 
the German flag hoisted and escorted 
by a German trawler. A despatch to 
the Exchange Telegraph Company 
from Copenhagen says: The Bandon 
was bound for Siam with piece goojls 
when captured in the Catteget by a 
German cruiser and was taken to 
Swinehuend. The steamer Bergenhus, 
bound from Copehagen for Liverpool, 
has been taken into Stettin by an arm­
ed trawler. Shipping records show 
the Bandon to be a motor vessel of 3,- 
481 tons. She was built at Glasgow, 
1909, and is of Danish registry. The 
steamer Bergenhus is a small Danish 
vessel of 1,017 tons, home port Copen-i 
hagen.

THE CONQUEST OF KAMERUN.

The complete conquest of Kamerun, 
the German colony of Equatorial Af­
rica, was officially announced this 
afternoon. It was officially announc­
ed in London on Feb. 17th that the 
commander of the Entente forces in 
Kamerun reported that the conquest 
of this German possession was com­
plete, with the exception of an isola­
ted position at Mori Hill. This posi­
tion, according to an announcement 
from Berlin on Feb. 18th, wâs being 
tenaciously defended by German for­
ces under Captain Von Raben, who, 
shortly before the fall of Jaunde, in 
the southwestern part of the colony, 
had succeeded in sending to the Ger­
man Governor of the colony, a letter, 
which declared that the native sol­
diers under his command had de­
clared that they preferred to fight to 
the last with Capt. Von Raben, rather 
than surrender. Mori Hill is in tlig 
northernmost section of the colony. 
The German forces in southern Kam­
erun (crossed the border into Spanish 
Guinea, and were interned on Feb. 
®th, their retreat following the Brit­
ish occupation of Jaunde on Jan. 1. 
This completes the conquest of the 
Kamerur.s by the Allied forces.
