If 
the reading public would like a little 
diversion in these strenuous times. It 
will find it in a comparison of the 
articles last night in these papers on 
the subject of the "Maid of Harlech.” 
It will be found an amusing game for 
two. Thé first player reads the first 
sentence from the Herald, beginning, 
"Some weeks ago the Admiralty ad­
vised the Colonial authorities . . . ,” 
the second player then reads the first 
sentence from the Advocate, begin­
ning, "Some time ago the Admiralty 
advised the Colonial authorities . . .” 
And so on to the end, the order need­
ing to be varied only occasionally. A 
splendid pastime for a winter even­
ing, and costs only two cents! Or, 
again, the articles might be issued in 
song form: "Maid of Harlech,” a 
Duet (not to be confounded with 
"Men of Harlech,” the well known 
chorus).

Of course, It Is obvious what has 
happened. As long as it is a matter 
of the exchange of personal pleasant­
ries, every man can look after him­
self; but here the News touched on 
something more important, and there 
was a pretty stir in the Government 
dovecot. A conference must be called 
and a version of the story agreed up­
on to be given to the public. The 
duet is the result, but wouldn't It 
have been wise to make the two nar­
ratives a little more different? There 
is another amusing giveaway also. 
Evidently the matter of the Herbert 
Warren was recalled at the discussion 1 
and debated with so much concern 
that the Advocate was still thinking 
of it when tho article went in, and 
allowed its name to appear in 
place of that of the Harlech! 
As to the explanation, it seems to us 
to explain nothing that is not dis­
creditable to those responsible. The 
most important element of the mat­
ter—the risk which the crew ran to 
their very lives—is entirely ignored 
by both papers as not being worth 
considering. The situation is plain 
enough. The Admiralty issued the 
most solemn warning of the peril to 
sailing vessels in the Mediterranean. 
In the face of it, someone—whether 
the Board of Trade or the Tonnage 
Committee—persists in sending these 
cargoes on to Italy and the crews to 
their more than possible doom. The 
business is almost ghoulish. Noth­
ing, apparently, matters but the mis­
erable cargoes ; men's precious lives 
must be placed in certain danger lest 
the "Colony” suffer the loss of some 
wretched dollars through the failure 
of the sales. The "Colony” in this 
case was a few fish merchants, one 
of them Mr. Crosbie himself, who is 
still allowed to act on the Tonnage 
Committee. When that Committee 
sends, or permits to be sent, some 
vessel on such a voyage, which is tor­
pedoed in just this way, and the crew 
are not saved, the public may at last 
rouse itself and demand the proper 
action. The Committee, instead of 
backing up the Admiralty, deliberate­
ly acted contrary to its wishes, or at 
least encouraged others to do so.

This specious “explanation” con­
cocted in a Government office will not 
finish the matter. There are a num­
ber of facts which the public will 
want to know and is entitled to know. 
The chief questions it asks at pres­
ent are these: Who owned the Har­
lech's cargo? Who gave instructions 
to the master to proceed to Italy? 
How much insurance did the Govern­
ment effect on the cargo? What 
other insurance was there? These 
are the pertinent facts to be elicited, 
not the irrelevant rubbish the Advo-

Slackers in
High Places.

We direct the attention 
of our readers to an arti­
cle appearing in another 
column of to-day’s Issue, 
which proves to the hilt 

our contention all along that in Regi­
mental matters It la the Government 
that must be charged with the short­
age in recruiting. No better evidence 
of this can be offered than the state­
ment laid down by our correspondent 
that the accusation comes, not from 
any private individual, but from an 
officer of the Regiment Itself who has 
placed himself on perpetual record by 
his utterance. The gravamen of the 
charge is that it is announced from 
the platform at a public meeting and 
this would not have been the case 
had not the officer known of what he 
was speaking. For a long time we 
have been waiting for gome such 
pronouncement, made from a thorough 
knowledge of conditions, and at last 
the truth has come.. Repeatedly refer­
ence has been made in this column to 
the utter futility of recruiting under 
the prevailing regime, yet parties,are 
bettg repeatedly sent out which never 
fail to produce negligible results. 
Thpse are being undertaken because 
of a mistaken idea which exists in cer­
tain quarters that “one volunteer Is 
worth ten pressed men.” We are now 
at the end of our recruiting tether and 
other means must be employed. The 
Government must act and either by the 
pe-ssage of a Registration Bill or a 
Conscription Act, men must be obtain­
ed. The Government have flirted with 
this too long. Our correspondent ad­
vances the point that the Government 
promised the Patriotic Association 
that if other means failed they would 
introduce Conscription. Efforts have 
failed but our legislators still hide 
behind subterfuge. Let them come out. 
Their duty is plain. Unless some­
thing is done and right speedily to 
keep up the regimental strength it 
will have, necessarily, to be disband­
ed. In that event the bones of our 
gallant lads, which are strewn over 
the hills of Gallipoli and on the wind 
swept plains of the West, will rise up 
in condemnation of those who failed 
their living comrades in the hour of 
stress, and the voices of our slain 
brother’s blood will arise even from 
the ground in protest. To prove the 
truth of our assertion that recruiting 
is dead, we take the liberty of quoting

Thoughts Upon 
the Times.

(By PATRIOT.)
The attempt made by the editor of 

the Herald in yesterday’s issue to de­
fend the members of the Tonnage 
Committee in retard to the loss of the 
Government fish carrier “Maid 
of Harlech” will not satisfy the pub­
lic, who are entitled to know all the 
facts In connection with the loss, and 
attach the blame, If any exists, to the 
party deserving it The quicker the 
Herald understands that this Is a pub­
lic matter, and that there has been 
too much concealment of facts going 
on in connection with this matter, the 
better it will be for the parties whom 
he tries to defend. It has been stated 
that the country stands to lose at 
least t&£ thousand dollars by the ill- 
advised action of the Chairman of the 
Tonnage Committee.

The Herald tries to disclaim re­
sponsibility for him but this should 
not be allowed to pass, and a strict 
enquiry ought to be Instituted and 
the. facts made known to the public, 
not only in connection with the loss 
of the vessel, but Into the whole mys­
tery which enshrouds the question.

It Is said that the Business Profits 
Tax will not prove such an aid to the 
Treasury as was anticipated by its 
promoters.

In the past we have been blamed 
for too much legislation, and in proof 
of this our critics point with derision 
to the useless statutes now burden­
ing the shelves of our law library.

ready and able to take up the great­
est questions of statecraft and settle 
them satisfactorily In a very short 
time, as in the case of the Business 
Profits Tax. In view of the circum­
stances there is, after all, not much 
to he wondered at. We are willing 
to admit that we need experts for 
other Government duties which re­
quire special qualifications, but we 
seem very slow to learn that law­
making Is the most difficult science 
Of all. For instance, according to the 
views expressed by some qf our local 
legislators a man may be a failure at 
everything else and yet become a 
very Solon in the matter of law­
making, or a Prime Minister. In view 
of the attempts which certain dema­
gogues have recently made to pro­
mote distract and discord between the 
merchants and fishermen of this coun­
try, It Is noteworthy that the leaders 
of labor organizations both in Eng­
land and America are doing their ut­
most to put down class-hatred and 
distrust between capital and labor. 
In fact one of the results of the war 
will be the bringing about of a bet­
ter and more Cordial relationship be-

tween employer and employee. Af­
ter the war Is over demagogues and 
agitators will not find It so easy to 
thrive as they did before.

The Idea is growing that this coun­
try will presently have to confront 
the most serious peril it has ever 
faced. It has been charged that the 
Government, which was organized 
and named a "National Government,” 
with a special function, viz: wln-the- 
war, has thrown overboard the pur­
pose for which it was formed, and 
now merely represents special inter­
ests—-two great corporations—rather 
than the Interests of the general pub­
lic. In consequence it has lost the 
esteem and confidence of the public. 
What seems most glaring in the case 
of the present Government is that 
they made no attempt to fulfil their 
promises, but immediately set to work 
to repudiate the purpose for which 
they were organized. I refer now to 
their public actions towards the Roy­
al Nfld. Regiment and the Royal Naval 
Reserve. It has been stated by high 
authority “that many men depart 
from honorable and accepted stand' 
ards early In their careers as a result 
of actual ignorance of the ethical re- 
autrement* of the situation.” But the 
fact remains we will very soon be 
called upon to face the most serious 
financial, economical and social dif­
ficulties that ever confronted this 
country of ours. If we continue to 
Ignore them we shall be guilty of the 
most wilful violation of our trust as 
citizens. We shall need our best and 
most tried legislators and men of 
great business talents to grapple with 
our approaching problems. There 
will be no room for the man with the 
grouch against everyone else. Above 
all, we shall need the co-operation of 
every patriotic citizen in the Domin­
ion.

T h a question 

came upon the 
tapis the other 
day.
I said I did not 

think It should be, 
and was thor-

______________ oughly snubbed
by a woman who

thought otherwise.
But I was like all women convinced 

against their will.
I think the woman who has a large 

house, several children and only one 
servant and who keeps that house 
neat and attractive and attends to 
her children’s mental and spiritual 
wants as well as their physical, has 
good reason to claim that she has 
about all she can handle.

I Call Such A Woman A Genius.
As for the woman without any 

maid and with several children who 
keeps things anyways decent, real­
ly tries to bring up her children, — 
she is what I call a genius. I know 
few men who have any job as exacting 
as hers.

But it does not seem to me that the 
management of a household with two 
or more servants to do the bulk of 
the work, should absorb all a woman’s 
time. True, I realize that the plan­
ning and managing and buying is a 
responsibility. Also I know that there 
are innumerable things that a wife 
and mother has to attend to that can­
not be included in a servant's routine.
Of Course There Are Many Things 

The House Mother Must Do.
For instance, putting away the fall 

clothes, cleaning out closets, taking 
the children to the dentist, etc., etc. 
But it does seem to me that if this 
were all properly systematized and 
routed it need not take all a healthy 
woman’s time or energy.

If it does, how can the women who 
have one maid or none at all, con­
trive to do all they do?

The woman who convinced me 
against my will claimed that a cer­

tain woman who runs a household In 
which several servants are employed, 
is running a business and works as 
hard as her husband, a manufacturer. 
Bunnlng A House Is Not Like Sun­

ning A Business.
That argument (I have heard It be­

fore) always exasperates me. Take 
a business man running a manufac­
turing business; he has to manufac­
ture an article that will meet compe­
tition, at as low a cost as possible, 
and then he has to sell it. Grant 
that running a large household Is 
equivalent to running a factory, does 
the woman have to meet competition, 
does she have to sell her article— 
home comfort? No, her market is 
guaranteed, and the law safeguards 

! her against any competition. Also she 
1 seldom has to manufacture her pro- 
! duct with the least expenditure pos- 
' sible.

I wish women would write me What 
they think about this matter—espe­
cially those who do run a home on 
this basis. I wish they would tell me 
how much time it takes them and 
what they think about it. Think what 
an interesting -symposium we might 
have if they would give us some peeps 
into their lives.

harmonizes with the spirit of the 
world at large. The world as well 
as the church is symbolically robed 
in the purple of mourning, sorrow, 
desolation and distress. The condi­
tions brought about by the great 
world war would seem to have ful­
filled literally the prophetic words of 
our Lord and Saviour, spoken figura­
tively of the end of the world: “And 
there shall be upon the earth distress 
of nations by reason of the confusion 
of the roaring of the sea and of the 
waves. Men withering away for fear 
and expectation of what shall come 
upon the world.’’—(St Luke xxi., 25- 
26). “For there shall be then great 
tribulation such as hath not been 
from the beginning of the world un­
til now, neither shall be, and unless 
these days had been shortened no 
flesh should be saved, but for the 
sake of the elect those days shall be 
shortened."—(St Matthew xxiv., 21- 
22.) Truly there Is distress, sorrow, 
unrest disturbance throughout the 
world. Truly there is need for us to 
tarn to God In the prayerful and 
penitential spirit which this holy 
season enjoins.

Forgetfulness of God.
Whatever may have been the sec­

ondary historical causes that led to 
the outbreak of the war, the moralist 
viewing it from the standpoint of 
religion cannot otherwise regard this 
world calamity than as the result of 
forgetfulness of God. The world had 
been growing in wickedness and 
crimet. .Never in the past history of 
the human race, even in its most de­
generate days, was there anything ap­
proaching the corruption and moral 
degeneracy of modern times. Unbe­
lief in all Its various forms was wide­
spread throughout the world. Peoples 
and nations openly rejected belief in 
God, the hereafter and the super­
natural. The old doctrines of Christi­
anity were set aside, and the Creator 
was lèft out of consideration alto­
gether in human affairs.

And ag forgetfulness of God was 
the cause of this great world catas­
trophe so also In the return to Him 
and in the acceptance of His teaching 
as embodied in the great Christian 
code of morality lies the only hope 
for the future, the only hope of bring­
ing about the peace which we all de*- 
sire, the only hope of solving satis-
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common, and All work tn their own 
way. True they also hare separate 
Interests, but these are not radically 
antagonistic and may be adjusted. No 
class should exploit the other. Nei­
ther should the labor class attempt to 
exploit the others.
