Throughout Italy they have.exclted
the greatest enthusiasm. They are in-
stantly recognizable, for though they
wear the grey-green Italian uniform

they carry onm their- collar stripes of-

their national colourg=red and whlte
—with another touch of red and white
in their Alpine caps. Unlike the Ital-
ians, they are mostly big and blond,
and as they pass along throngh the
cheering crowds of the towns and vil-
lages near the front with flowers be-
hind their ears or stuck in their coats
they seem always to be la.ughing or
singing.

They have been assembled from all
quarters. Many of them are deserters
from the Austrian armies. Others
were taken prisoners—most willingly
—in successful Italian drives.' The

The Czecho-Slovaks in Russia,
tens of thousands of them deserters
from the Austrian armies in the early
years of the war, and wholly unim-
pressed by the Bolshevik anti~national
doctrines, are especially restless. It
is believed that eventually a large
proportion of these will find their
way to the Italian battle front.

But from the Austrian lines few are
coming over now. Bohemians in the
Austrian army at present are held in
the interior as far as possible. When
they are required on the fighting
front they are sandwiched in between
Magyars, their bitterest enemies, and
German-Austrians, and watched like
convicts.

The Bohemian division consists of
Czechs, Moravians, and Silesians,
mingled without discrimination. Most
of them are peasants and small work-
men—the latter highly skilled artis-
ans, as Bohemia is the very industrial
heart of Austro-Hungary. Practically
no propaganda on the part of the Ital-
ians was necessary to enlist them, as
they are intelligent and reasonably
well educated. And in Bohemia, per-
haps, more than in any subject state
of Europe, the fires of an intense na-
tionalism burn undimmed. The set-
i tled Hapsburg policy of division has
proved fruitless among
Bohemia to-day is one seething fer-
ment of rebellion, ripe for the inevit-
able explosion.

Throughout Italy it is believed that

this = explosion.
Here is a trained force, well disciplin-

der the immediate command of one of
-the most highly regarded major-
generals in the Italian army. These
men are prepared to die—practically
sworn to die—but even more, they are
prepared to win under the folds of
their own flag. Once they fight their
way into Austrian territory they
know that the repercussion will sound
throughout the Austrian state.

Fisherman Kills
U-Boat Captain.

Baltimore.—The daring and desper-
ate fight of a British fisherman, in
which he killed the commander and a
member of the crew of a German sub-
marine, is told by a British naval mac
who is visiting in this city.

The fisherman was alone in his
tiny craft a few miles off the coast of
Ergland, when suddenly the eonnig

tower of a U-boat shot up near hink
and then a brace of shots blew - the
small craft into splinters. Fighting
for his life in the sea, the brave fish-
erman had nearly abandoned hope
when his foot touched the deck of the
submarine, again coming to the sur-
face.

He improved his foothold. The
conning tower opened and th= U-boat
commander thrust out his head. It
was his last thrust, for the frenzied
Britisher, realizing that he was to die
anyway, made a flying tackle and
cavght the U-boat chief around the
neck. Hanging on like the prover-
bial British bulldog, hée was fast chok-
ing the life out of the Hun when a
member of the U-boat erew came hur-
rying up the ladder of the conning-
tower.

But the daring Englishman was
not daunted. He had jerked the Hun
commander half way out of the con-
ning tower, and, seized with an in-
spiration, snatched that worthy’s au-
tcmatic from his belt and fired down
intd the conning tower at the new-
comer, blowing out his brains. An-
other shot finished the captain.

At that particular stage of the pro-
ceedings a British destroyer hove in
sight, and, coming speedily up, cap-
tured the U-boat, her crew, and
rescued the English fisherman. The
Hun commander was buried at sea, as
was the other chap whose braings the

fisherman had scattered.
