The Department of the Postal Cen­
sor Is about the last place one would 
expect to find a German agent em­
ployed In censoring letters that were 
being watched with the object of de­
tecting spies, but that was the ex­
perience we had when , the Depart­
ment was in its infancy.

There was a dearth of really caapable 
linguists who could deal quickly with 
letters submitted to them, and this 
woman came to us with good creden­
tials, and she was unrivalled for the 
work we allotted her.

She soon proved to be unrivalled tor 
other work of a less desirable charac­
ter, and had it not been for the acci­
dent of someone who had known her

Very soon our Department got on 
the track of all these bogus business 
letters, and it was not long before 
the enemy found that it was useless 
to seend messages in that way.

In the spring of 1916, when the 
German espionage system seemed to 
have broken down, the chemists of the 
Fatherland were asked to produce an 
invisible ink that would not be de­
tected by the postal censors of Allied 
countries, but by one of those curious 
coincidences that sometimes happen, 
we had in our Department at the time, 
as expert adviser, a chemist who had 
studied this question in Germany in

German spies in this country to pay 
the penalty of his crime.

Sometimes we had to deal with the 
effusions of people with a perverted 
sense of humour who thought it a 
great joke to waste our time with 
bogus letters that appeared to be the 
work of spies.

At first we were contented to pass

The Shower of
German Memoirs.

Perhaps knowing well that the evil 
they have done will live long after 
them, the German leaders seem bound 
that the good shall not be interred In 
their bones. Indeed, they now write 
books attempting to prove that evil Is 
good. Memoirs are reported about to 
drop from the German press, with 
envious eyes on royalties from re­
prints abroad, enough to suggest the 
leaves for Vallombrosa. Or if one 
prefers to be sardonic, one can count 
the future prisoners in the Allied 
dock among these memoir-writers. 
The New York Evening Post prints 
this Berlin despatch: "The spring book 
lists continue to feature memoirs by 
former governmental, political and 
military leâders, the newest acquisi­
tion being two comprehensive vol­
umes by the former Imperial Chan­
cellor Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg. The 
first volume deals .with political de­
velopments preceding the outbreak of 
the war. Another work soon to ap­
pear will be by Gottlieb von Jagow, 
former Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
which is reported to be a plain de­
fence of Germany’s pre-war policies. 
German publishers are apparently 
putting an extarordinary appraisal on 
the foreign interest in these books, as 
they are demanding fat royalties from 
American and English editions. A 
Leipzig firm is offering the foreign 
rights on a combination work by Ad­
miral von Tirpitz, former Minister 
of the Navy; Lieutenant General von 
Stein, former Prussian Minister of 
War and State, and Colonel von Let- 
tow-Vorbeck, commander of German 
troops in German East Africa, tor
$250,000............ The speed with which
distinguished authors are rushing in­
to print has also prompted the sus­
picion that they are running to get 
to cover, and that forthcoming publi­
cations promise interesting recrirn 
inations and revelations. The latter 
is said to be especially true of the 
book by Admiral von Tirpitz, who is 
said to have been in a fighting mood 
when writing it No popular editions 
have been announced for the forth' 
coming publications, and the public 
will be forced to pay high prices to 
satisfy its curiosity.”

We hear much about the public. It 

is seldom praised; often it is berated. 
The public will stand for anything, 
we are told. The public likes to be 
duped, said P. T. Barnum years ago 
in explanation of his success as a 
showman. The public be damned, 
said a corporation head a generation 
ago. Society never advances, declar 
ed the philosopher Emerson. The pub­
lic is a huge beast, some one else has 
said.

Almost anybody who talks about 
the public or matters pertaining to 
the public will reiterate such opin­
ions to-day, observes the Kansas City 
Star. And no offense is taken; no in­
dignation meetings are held and no 
resolutions drawn up in condemna­
tion of such insulting language. Ap' 
parently nobody feels insulted.

Who, then, is the public? Nobody 
can tell us; always the thing eludes 
our search.

But is not the public anybody but 
you and me, or anybody except the 
persons talking about it? Therefore, 
the public can never be found, 
though one should inquire all his 
days. Always the thing is further on, 
like the rainbow’s end.

So there is little use relying on the 
public to do anything, to take the ini­
tiative, to start something, to rise up 
in rebellion against, wrong oppres­
sion, outrage injustice.

There has been much talk about re­
bellions, revolutions, when putilie in 
dignation has reached the boiling 
point; but there never was and likely 
never will be a public uprising of any 
kind without a leader, without some 
individual working alone or In , co­
operation with a very few other in 
dividuals to organize "public senti­
ment,” to give it form and substance, 
“a local habitation and a name."

Therefore all -the abuse that has 
ever been heaped upon the public 
might he gathered into one mass and 
once more hurled at the thing’s head 
and nothing would ever he heard of 
it and nobody hurt

What recourse cm be had, then, 
when the people suffers, when a com­
munity, a city, is oppressed by bad 
government, selfish Md soulless cor­
porations or what not? None at all 
by damning the public.

It all comes, back to you Md me 
who started the discussion. Yon are 
a vital part of the public; I am. You 
owe It to yourself and the cause of 
justice, as do I, to wait not a moment 
in doing something, In going straight 
to a neighbor and with him to some­
body else, Md on Md on until m 
army Is raised and the outrage put 
down. Let us realize our own Indi­
vidual responsibility to an abstract 
public. The public will do Its duty 
when you Md I act.

I have never known of a lunatic 

who has been a really great artist, 
but I have known two whose work 
has been considered good enough to 
hang on the Royal Academy walls.

Both artists were actually confined 
in asylums at the time their Academy 
pictures were painted; and probably 
not half-a-dozen people outside the 
asylum officials knew anything^ about 
the matter.

One of the lunatics, whose canvas 
wÿgjhung on the line, was an accom*- 
plished artist whose work had never 
Beta smiled on by the Hanging Com­
mittee until after he had been pro- 
nottneed insane! The other was a 
lady, almost entirely self-taught, 
Whose picture was a charming study 
of a young girl playing a violin.

But, as a rule, there is little art 
worthy of the name among lunatics.

Some years ago a French artist who 
had made a considerable reputation 
by painting scenes from the eighteenth 
century, was shut up in a madhouse; 
where he continued his art-work. 
His pictures, however, although per­
fect in every other respect, had one j 
fatal drawback. His characters had 
no noses. Where the nose should 
have beep was a white spot.

When he was asked the reason of 
this peculiarity, he answered:

“It has no importance. There is 
no need of a nose. Don’t speak to 
me of noses!” *

Speaking generally, a mad artist’s 
pictires are as mad as himself. They 
are marked by grotesque exaggera­
tions, insane fancies, and equally 
mad colouring. Some are perfect in 
drawing and composition—but the 
colouring! Crimson fields^ yellow 
seas, green clouds, and blue animals— 
a perfect riot of insane colour. Or it 
may be that the whole picture is 
painted in red or black, or in both 
colours.

Preposterous
Charges.

Mr. Coaker and his news­
paper, The Advocate, has time 
and again made statements 
against political friends and 
opponents alike, that their one 
sole purpose was the studied 
destruction of the Fishermen’s 
Protective Union. That charge 
has been elaborated again and 
again, and doubtless is almost 
generally assented to or be­
lieved by those members of Lo­
cal Councils, who ' see no news­
papers, beyond the Weekly is­
sue of the Advocate, and hear 
nothing whatever of current 
events of political importance, 
other than that doled out to 
them in the weekly or fortnight­
ly Council circular, which is 
nothing more or less than the 
personal form of communica­
tion used by the President of 
the organization.

It has been impressed upon 
Union members time and again, 
by the piress, from the platform 
and in the House of Assembly 
that the hostility of parties to­
ward President Coaker is not to 
be construed into antagonism 
toward the Union. The Union 
as a commercial proposition is 
an economic organization, based 
upon the financial co-operation 
of the members thereof and 
working as a trade benefit for 
the buying and selling of com­
modities needed for the carry­
ing on of the fishery. Its pur­
pose is to give the members, 
who are presupposed to be fish­
ermen, the privilege of buying 
their supplies in the cheapest 
way and realising on their pro­
ducts of the sea the highest 
price. As a co-operative con­
cern, financed with the hard- 
earned money of the thousands 
of stockholders, the highest 
commercial intelligence should 
be utilised in directing its mul­
tifarious transactions and in 
conducting the tremendous busi­
ness which can be done, with 
a view to returning dividends 
to the men who have invested, 
(in many cases all that they 
possess) in "this corporation. 
Politics cannot, may not, be 
mixed up with such a concern as 
the Fishermen’s Protective 
Union, out of which has sprung 
the Union Trading Company 
and other Union ramifications, 
into which has gone the cash of 
the fishermen who are mem­
bers of the parent Union. The 
results of years of toil was not 
placed in trust with the direct­
orate of the Trading Company, 
in order that a political crusade 
should be carried on against the 
majority of voters who are not, 
and never will be, members of 
the F. P. U.

The Advocate in flaring head­
lines yesterday announces that 
the sole object of the Govern­
ment is to smash the F. P. U. 
and its investments. The wish 
is the father to the thought No 
Government ever did or would 
contemplate such a thing, any 
more than they would contem­
plate ruining any other firm do­
ing business in Newfoundland. 
What benefit would it do them? 
What result other than self-de­
struction would accrue? The 
fishermen who have purchased 
Trading Company stock, aze-not

so credulous as to be duped and 
led astray by such a catch cry, 
unworthy of the utterer, as 
this. The whole secret is that 
the position of the President is 
becoming untenable. He has 
played for high political stakes 
and lost his throw. Hence his 
shout of “Ruin to the Union.” 
Let the investors in Union stock 
be careful and cautious and not 
led astray by the mouthings of 
the vain glorious President. The 
commercial future of the Union 
will not be furthered by heark­
ening to the voice of the present 
leader, and believing implicitly, 
and without enquiry, his accu­
sation that the Government pro­
pose to smash the Union. No­
thing of the kind. The antag­
onism which has been suggest­
ed exists only in the mind of one 
man, whose purpose is to play 
politics for his. own advance­
ment, at the expense of the 
members of the Fishermen’s 
Protective Union, over whom he 
has domineered so long that he 
looks upon himself as perpetual 
president and dictator of the 
destinies of Newfoundland.

Proposed Aerial Mail
and Passenger Service
In Newfoundland Within Next 12 Months. 

Traffic for Mails and Passengers.

Militia Dept. Explains.
From Lieut.-Col. W. F. Rendell, 

Chief Staff Officer of the Regiment, we 
have received the following explana­
tion as to the reason for the Militia 
Department’s decision to have the 
disembarkation and reception of the 
returning soldiers purely a military 
one. There are but two available 
piers alongside which the Corsican 
may berth, iterates Colonel Rendell, 
and one of them, the Furness Withy, 
is at present too blocked with freight 
to be suitable for the purpose. The 
other, Shea’s wharf, has been selected, 
and the steamer will land the troops 
there. There are close upon a 
thousand men on the ship, and count­
ing one relative, or friend each for 
them, it would mean that some two 
thousand people would be on the 
wharf—or try to get there— and the 
result of the pressing, pushing, 
struggling and even fighting there 
would probably be, would add a 
black mark to the great home-coming 
of the soldiers. Nobody would like to 
see such a thing hapen, it is certain. 
Again, were people allowed in­
discriminately to go onto the wharf, 
very few would be sucessful in finding 
their boy, and the only conceivable 
result of such a course would be to 
retard or even make impossible the 
speedy and unhitched disembarkation 
of the soldiers. To be brief, the 
explanation is that the military 
authorities consider it highly advis­
able to have the affair carried out in 
as speedy, as unhitched, and therefore 
as satisfactory a manner as it is 
possible to do.

Schr. Destroyed by Fire.

The schr. Caribou Hill, which was 
recently reported lost at sea, was 
destroyed by fire about 65 miles east 
of Barbados, to which port she was 
bound from Greece. The blaze start­
ed in the galley or forecastle, and 
spread so quickly that in less than 
half an hour the crew were forced to 
take to their boat. They were picked 
up and landed at Barbados by the Ag­
nes P. Duff. It is not known how the 
fire originated. —

Newfoundland will possess a daily 
Trans-insular aerial mail and pas­
senger service within the next twelve 
months. Already Major K. E. Clayton 
Kennedy, late of the R. A. F„ is here 
representing the Imperial Aircraft 
Manufacturing Company of London, 
England, which is the firm that is 
inaugurating the big system. Yes­
terday at the House a Bill in con­
nection with the matter was introduc­
ed and passed without dissent. 
Seen by the Telegram report­
er this morning, Major Ken­
nedy gave the following facts of 
the project: The Imperial Aircraft 
Company is desirous of inaugurating 
the service, and is prepared to expend 
a million or a million and a half of 
dollars to accomplish it Their head­
quarters will be in St. John’s, where 
repair sheds, a large aerodrome and 
assembling sheds will he prepared. 
One shed alone—one that will be used 
as an assembling shed for machines 
intended as Trans-oceanic fliers will 
cost a cool half million, and it would 
seem that the company is prepared to 
undergo any expense to make the 
project entirely successful. The planes 
to be used will be the De Haviland 
machines, as built by the Company. 
They will have a speed of 100 miles an 
hour, estimating all possible delaying 
agents, while they can do at least 120 
miles in still air. So that they will 
not be accused of exaggerating, the 
company is scheduling the speed at 
a hundred, and it will not be sur­
prising, therefore, to find them doing 
130 or even more. The Important 
point is, however, speed consistent 
with safety, and to secure the very 
maximum of safety, landing stations 
will be situated right across the 
country with 10 mile distances be­
tween each one. Thus, when a plane 
leaves St John’s, she will follow the 
line of “Safety Stations,” as they are 
called, until the Strait is reached. 
Crossing the Cabot Strait, she will fly 
on to Montreal, accomplishing the 
flight from here to there in 15 hours. 
Planes will therefore, while passing 
over Newfoundland, be never more 
than 5 miles from a safety station, and 
never out of sight of one. Should 
engine trouble set in, and the plane 
be obliged to decend, she can volplane 
to earth, landing on the prepared 
■field or aerodrome. Each station will 
be equipped with either a telephone 
or telegraph, and immediately upon 
alighting, the aviator will send in 
word to headquarters, and a relief 
machine, carrying necessary repairs, 
will instantly set out to the rescue. 
This, of course, eliminates the pos­
sibility of long delays. It also makes 
it impossible for fatal accidents to 
occur. The company is very parti­
cular in this respect, and its reputa­
tion is that it has never yet lost a 
life in civilian passenger flying. 
There will be a daily service, one 
leaving St. John’s, and one coming 
each day. The boon this quick method 
of travel will be to business men is 
inestimable and will certainly be 
embraced by everyone desiring such 
speedy methods. Six machines will 
be placed on this Trans-insular 
route, while undoubtedly other, if 
smaller, machines, will be plac­
ed on an inter-town service. 
In this way any point of Newfound­
land will be brought within a few hours 
run. The distance from here to Mon­
treal at present takes some four days 
to cover, and the improvement of a 
15 hours run in an aeroplane will im­
mediately be seen.

The postage rates of letters to be 
carried on the aerial mail service 
will not be more than one cent per 
ounce more than the regular rates. 
This, of course, depends on the 
amount of mail offering. The passen­
ger accommodation on the machines 
is away beyond conception. The very 
acme of comfort and safety has been 
reached in the De Haviland planes. 
Photographs of the passenger quar­
ters show them to be large, roomy, 
elaborately furnished, and closely re­
sembling the inside of a Pullman car. 
Passengers will be able to do type­
writing or even hand writing while en 
route, while those whose business is 
not so pressing, may spend the time 
pleasantly enough in smoking, read­
ing or sleeping. To give an idea of 
the speed with wifich the distance to 
Montreal will be covered, it might be 
stated that it takes nearly as long, to­
day, to go to Trepassey by train as it 
will, a year hence, take to go to Mon­
treal by aeroplane.

The Imperial Aircraft Mfg. Co. is by 
far the biggest company of its kind 
in the world. 'It manufactures aero­
planes, seaplanes, flying boats, kite 
balloons, dirigible air-ships, aero en­
gines, propellers, and everything ap­
pertaining to flying and aeronautics. 
The factories, which are situated at 
Hendon, the famous flying centre, 
cover 35 acres, and employ some 10,- 
000 hands. In addition to these fac­
tories, the company is parent to a 
rf/iTan other Tr,*"rlf°“t"w"g compan­

ies, all engaged in the same work. The 
most famous of their machines are 
the De Haviland and the Airco planes. 
The president of the company is Mr. 
Holt Thomas, himself a well-known 
figure in aviation. Other famous men 
connected with the company are Gen­
eral Smuts, who is in charge of the 
South African activities and the aer­
ial mail and passenger service now 
being inaugurated between Cape 
Town and Cairo. General Sir W. T. 
Brancker, K.C.B., late of the Air Min­
istry, is also a member of the staff. 
General Festing, also late of the Air 
Ministry Ministry, is in charge of the 
actual service work. Other promin­
ent officers, including Colonel O Gor- 
mon, late head, of the Royal Aircraft 
factory, are attached to the Company.

The machines of the Imperial Air­
craft Company hold the world’s re­
cord for comfort, regularity, speed 
and safety. A prouder boast would 
be bard to obtain. The London-Par- 
ls record is held by a De Haviland-4, 
which did the trip in 1 hour and 20 
minutes. The Company now has a 
regular mail and passenger service 
between England and France, carry­
ing Peace delegates at the special re­
quest of the British Government. At 
the request of the Belgian Govern­
ment the company has also instituted 
a similar service between Belgium 
and England.

In addition there are several ser­
vices for mails and passengers with­
in Great Britain, and several others 
in France and in Italy.

Major Kennedy, who is here ne­
gotiating with, the Government for a 
mail contract and for permission to 
fly across the country, arrived re­
cently from Canada, where he has es­
tablished a branch office in Montreal. 
He is at present negotiating with the 
Canadian Government for permission 
to institute a Trans-continental mail 
and passenger service. Just before 
coming here he completed arrange­
ments with the Prince Edward Island 
Government for a similar service be­
tween the main towns of that island. 
His negotiations with the Newfound­
land Government having been satis- 

i factorily made, Major Kennedy leaves 
by the Corsican on his return to Eng­
land. Upon arrival there, expert en- 
gineers and surveyors will be sent out 
here for the dual purpose of selecting 
a suitable location in St. John’s for 
the company’s headquarters, and also 
to survey the interior of the country 
for suitable places at which to build 
the line of safety, and those will ar­
rive within the next two months. Pre­
parations will then begin in earnest, 
and the actual flying service will be 
in operation within the next twelve 
months. It is the company’s inten­
tion to employ Newfoundlanders 
wherever it is at all possible, and 
there will be several Newfoundland 
pilots attached to the staff. Every 
one will be delighted at this decision, 
and the fact that Newfoundland 
should be selected by the Imperial 
Aircraft Manufacturing Company of 
England as an important base for 
aerial activities will be received with 
undisguised pleasure by the entire 
country.

The Victory
and the Spoils.

I remember hearing years ago the 
definition of a diplomat. It was “one 
who takes your watch and you after­
wards make him a present of the 
chain that goes with it.” The Ger­
mans are just finding out that, after 
surrendering their army and navy to 
the diplomats of the Allies and the 
United States, they are going to “give 
up the chain,” but, German-like, they 
are kicking on doips it. I cannot see 
what use the chain is to them without 
the watch.

President Wilson may have been 
fooled when the Allies agreed that 
his fourteen points should be submit­
ted to the Germans. The Germans 
were no doubt fool#d. But I never 
did think the Allijs intended to use 
them any further than the truth is 
used in diplomacy.

The Germans have been caught 
bluffing with a bob-tailed flush and 
may as well give up the pot.

They have been licked and that is 
all there is to it. Since the year one 
the victors have set the terms and 
the vanquished have finally agreed to 
them, and that is all that Is happening 
in Europe now.

A member of the German cabinet 
told me three years ago when I was 
in Berlin that even if they won the 
war by force of arms they would lose 
it when they sat at the peace table, 
because Germany was only a nation 
of warriors and business men and was 
short on diplomats. I realize how 
true his statement was when I see 
how easily they were fooled on Wil­
son’s fourteen points.

The present Government is of 
course in a very awkward position. I 
believe It would like to .sign up and 
get it over with, because it realizes 
that is what Germany is finally going 
to have to do. It also knows that 
when it signs these peace terms it 
signs its own political death warrant 
and will immediately be thrown out of 
office. It is seldom that any poli­
tician commits political bari-bari 11 
he knows it

The president of the Reichsbank in 
Germany, who was secretary of the 
treasury of the German Government, 
told me that beyond a debt of forty 
billion dollars the German Government 
could not go and be solvent. That 
limit has not been reached and where 
the shoe pinches is that the Indemni­
ty which the Allies and the United 
States expect to collect from Ger­
many amounts to about thirty bil­
lion dollars. This would mean Ger­
many must repudiate her home debt, 
or at least set it to be paid after the 
Allies have collected theirs, and in 
the meantime of course no interest 
çould be paid on the debt which Ger­
many owes to her own people. With 
the loss In income from Alsace-Lor­
raine, the coal mines of the Saar Val­
ley and the Danzig territory which 
goes to Poland, it really means Ger­
many is broke if she pays what the 
Allies Insist upon, and this of course 
she will have to pay. In other words, 
Germany bet her hank roll on the war 
and lost It Now she will have to 
take all she can earn in the next 
thirty years and pay the Allies, and 
she is putting up an awful roar be­
fore she agrees'to It

No difference what happens within 
the next few months or a year Ger­
many will have to accept the terms1 
laid down to her because she will be 
unable to trade with the world until 
she does. Even It the Allies should 
not take possession of the country 
the peace embargo would produce the 
same results. If Germany makes any 
trade with the Russian Bolshevist 
element then the Ailed and United 
States armies will walk across Ger-

The Fall of I
Constantinople.

The fall of Constantinople on May 
29, 1453, when Mahomet IL and his 
Turkish hordes captured the last 
stronghold of the once-mighty Greek 
Empire of the East, was an epoch- 
making event in the history of civili­
sation, entailing consequences from 
which Europe was destined to suffer, 
with varying severity, even to the 
present day. It was through the dis­
union and apathy of Christendom that 
the catastrophe became possible, for 
when the end was visibly approaching, 
the Greek Emperor, Constantine 
Palæologus, was left almost wholly 
to his own resources. Not unworthy 
of the purple, he rose nobly to the 
call, and was the animating spirit of 
the defence throughout the siege of 
fifty-three days. But all his exertions 
were in vain. The great Turkish 
cannon caused the walls to crumble, 
and all that remained was to die 
fighting in the breach. Constantine’s 
last fear was of falling alive into the 
hands of the infidel, and accordingly, 
when all was lost, he threw away 
his purple. The object was achieved; 
he tell by an unknown hand, himself 
unknown, amidst a pile of the un­
distinguished slain. It is a curious 
coincidence that the last Emperor of 
the West was called after the founder 
of Rome, Romulus, and the last 
Emperor of the East after the founder 
of Constantinople—Constantine. With 
his death, all was over. Resistance 
was abandoned, and the Greeks fled 
towards the City, many of them being 
stifled in the press along the narrow 
streets. Many more fell by the 
swords of the pursuers, and their wives 
and children became the spoils of the 
victors, while the Crescnt replaced the 
Cross over the great Cathedral of St 
Sophia, and the Sultans entered upon 
the heritage of the Oeeears.

Winding Up Wars,
The delegates in Paris have already 

consideraly exceeded the time spent 
on previous occasions in officially 
ending wars.

The Crimea was, settled in two 
months. Hostilities ceased on Feb­
ruary 29th, 1856, and peace was pro­
claimed in London on April 29th.

Only a little over three months 
were spent in winding up the Franco- 
German war of 1870. The armistice 
was signed on January 28th, 1871, and 
the final treaty on May 10th. There 
was still less delay after the Boer 
War. Negotiations opened on March 
23rd, 1902, the peace was settled by- 
May 31st, and by June 2nd Lord Kit­
chener was publicly welcoming the 
Boers as "citizens of the British Em­
pire.”

Already over six months have pass­
ed since Marshal Foch handed the 
armistice terms to the Germads.

New Complaint the Doctors are Fight­

ing.
An odd Illness which the doctors 

call "sleeping Influenza" has appear­
ed In Vancouver. One two-year old 
child who has been attacked by It has 
already been sleeping steadily for 
three weeks.

These sleeping diseases are ampng 
the most puzzling Of all to doctors, 
and more than once patients have lit­
erally slept themselves to death. At 
an inquest held at Tiverton not long 
ago on a girl of twenty, the doctor 
told the coroner that she had slept to 
death, and that there wasn’t the 
slightest thing wrong with her In any 
other way.

The most amazing case of sleeping, 
however, was that of Caroline Ilsson, 
a Swedish girl, who fell asleep in 
1875 and did not wake up till 1907, 
thirty-two years afterwards! Doctors 
came from all parts of the world to 
examine her.

She was a perfectly normal child, 
till one day whçn she had just turn­
ed fourteen, she came home complain­
ing of tootache. She went to bed, and 
during the night fell into her thirty- 
two-year sleep. During that time her 
only food consisted of two cupfuls of 
milk a day.

When Caroline began to waken she 
called for her mother, who had died 
some years before, and when her 
brothers hurried to her side she waved 
them away, saying, “You aren’t my 
brothers; they are quite small!”

flames burst over the machine. For 
a moment the bnrlng mass appeared 
to remain stationary, and then drop­
ped like a stone. At first It appear­
ed likely to fall In the market place, 
which was crowded with people, hut 
fortunately, It passed clear of the 
buildings surrounding the square, 
and dropped into some gardens be­
hind. When some distance from the 
ground the pilot was observed by 
eye-witnesses to climb ont and walk 
along one of the planes before tak­
ing the terrific jump. His fall was 
unbroken, and he struck the ground 
with such violence that his body was 
partly burled In the earth. His body 
was conveyed to Finchley mortuary. 
The machine itself crashed Into a 
vegetable garden abutting on the 
Great Northern Railway between two 
rows of villas, about a mile north of 
East Finchley Station. So narrowly 
did It miss the Postal Sorting Offices 
that pieces of burning wreckage fell 
on the roof. It
Blazed So Furiously on the Ground
that it was Impossible to approach it 
until thé flames began to subside. 
Buckets of water were then thrown 
on the wreckage. The Finchley Fire 
Brigade were called out, but their 
services were not required. In Its 
fall the machine struck and com­
pletely demolished a large glass­
house. This seems to have turned 
the direction of the aeroplane, which 
then charged a large wooden shed, 
and set It alight The machine—a 
new BAT. single-seater Scout—was 
afterwards examined by the military 
authorities from Hendon, and ex­
perts who endeavoured to ascertain 
the cause of the mishap by examin­
ing different parts of the engine, but 
Jfee ’plane was so completely smash­
ed up that it was impossible for them 
to arrive at any conclusion. The 
dead pilot was only son of the Hon. 
Gilbert Legh, of Thomham, Norfolk, 
Lord Newton’s brother. Aged only 
2S, he was a well-known airman, and 
with Hawker and Raynham, who 
propose to fly the Atlantic, possessed 
one of the finest flying records 
amongst British pilots. He trans­
ferred from the Navy to the R. A. F., 
and was wounded in France some 
two years ago. Since his recovery, 
as a civilian pilot he had been testing 
machines for the British Aerial 
Transport Company and the Arm- 
strong-Whitworth Company. He 
started from Hendon, and had been 
flying well until the time of the 
tragedy. Giving evidence at the in­
quest at Friero Barnet, a police-con­
stable stated that he

Saw the Machine Nose Dive,
and then noticed the airman appar­
ently walking along the right-hand 
wing. Almost Immediately after­
wards he fell to the ground. Witness

WHO WIN OUR WARS.
If the report be true that Parlia­

ment will make "a grant of on'e hun­
dred and fifty thousand pounds to Sir 
Douglas Haig in recognition ot his 
magnificent services during the war, 
he will rank next to the Dukes of 
Marlborough and Wellington, each of 
whom reaped a harvest of more than 
a million pounds from war.

In actual money Wellington’s bril­
liant generalship yielded considerably 
over this sum to himself and his de­
scendants. His victory at Talavera 
was rewarded by a pension ot two 
thousand pounds a year for two gen­
erations.

Salamanca, In addition to a mar' 
quisate, brought him a lump sum of 
a hundred thousand pounds, and a lit­
tle later the Commons voted him 
round halt million pounds to maintain 
his dignity as a peer. And the crown­
ing victory ot Waterloo was rewarded 
by an additional grant ot two' hun­
dred thousand pounds, to add to his 
sixty thousand pounds ot prize- 
money.

He also won within the short space 
of five years a viscounty, an earldom 
a marquisate, and a dukedom, in ad­
dition to seven foreign titles, includ­
ing one ot prince.

Marlborough’s Value In Money.
Apart from his rich crop ot digni­

taries, ranging to a dukedom and two 
princely titles, Marlborough was 
awarded a pension of four thousand 
pounds a year for himself and his de­
scendants; the manor of Woodstock 
was presented to him by a grateful 
country: and the Palace of Blenheim 
was built for him at a cost of a quar­
ter of a million pounds. The duke’s 
pension alone has yielded to him and 
his successors more than a million 
pounds sterling.

Between these fortunate dukes and 
their nearest rivals there is a great 
gulf.

Lord Gough, conqueror of the 
Sikhs, received a pension of two 
thousand pounds a year from the Gov: 
ernment, and a similar annuity from 
the East India Company—four thous­
and pounds yearly for the duration of 
his own life. Ail the gold Lord Wol- 
seley received was fifty-five thousand 
pounds—twenty-five thousand pounds 
for the Ashanti War, and thirty thous-1 

and pounds for his Egyptian cam­
paign in 1882.

Beds Out of Doors.
(By W. Harold Thomson.)

“This will be my seventh summer 
as an out-of-doors sleeper,” my friend 
Robertson said to me yesterday. 
"I'm starting again on Friday—and 
I’m looking forward to it"

"But," I objected, thinking of a 
recent Sunday, "what about our cli­
mate? There might be a foot of snow 
in the garden by the week-end.”

"So far as I am concerned,” hé said, 
“that wouldn’t matter very much. 
You’ve seen the balcony arrange­
ment that I had fixed up last year. 
I’m protected by a thin wooden roof 
and, if I want them, by canvas 
screens. Of course that’s doing the 
thing thoroughly, and I’m bound to 
admit that for the average man or 
woman sleeping out of doors as a 
nightly occurrence Is not feasible. 
Still, they should do It whenever pos­
sible. You know yourself what a fine 
experience It is in good weather."

Now, I do know it, and it is because 
I do that I am writing this little arti­
cle.

True, every night—even in a Brit­
ish summer—is not suitable for the 
open-air sleep, but from now onward 
the really bad nights should he few. 
The sleep out of doors, by the way, is 
worth two bedroom sleeps; and as for 
the waking—well, It brings back 
memories of one’s vigorous schoolboy 
mornings when to lie abed was re­
garded not as a treat but as a nuis­
ance. . . • • •

I know, of course, that in advoca­
ting the bed out of doors I advocate 
something which to many would be 
Impossible. To do the thing properly 
and with the maximum of enjoyment 
you want to sleep in a garden, and it 
possible in a garden of charm-5- 
though for the matter of that all gar­
dens have charm.

Still there are a good many gardens 
in London and its suburbs, and even 
in a flat there is often a small balcony 
which, properly curtained off, can 
serve as a quite satisfactory slumber- 
place.

An acquaintance of mine who lives 
in Hampstead has so used his flat 
balcony for many years, and, no 
doubt because of that, he looks the 
healthiest tenant in the block.

A mattress raised some few inches 
off the ground, a stretch of tarpaulin 
overhead—if there are showers about 
—plenty of warm bedclothes, and you 
are in for a sound, sweet sleep and 
eight hours of health-winning.

For myself, I like a hammock—one 
of the good old canvas sort on which 
a mattress is laid—slung between a 
couple of trees. But that is a matter 
of training.

If you have a garden, no matter how- 
small, you should give this out-of- 
doors sleeping at least a trial.

At first no doubt you may be kept 
awake by the sheer joy of the night 
and because the sky fascinates you. 
Also the birds will be trilling at the 
bell of your consciousness soon after 
dawn. But after a night or two you 
will find that sleep comes quickly 
and graciously, and that even If the 
birds do wake you early in the morn­
ing you feel rather bird-like yourself.

And, of course, to sing before break­
fast is all right so long as it is not 
done in the hearing of some well- 
enclosed slug-a-bed.—London Daily 
Mail.

Marrying the Enemy.
love WOI Have Its Way.

Will the establishment of the Army 
of Occupation in Germany result In 
German brides being brought to this 
country by some of our soldiers?

The problem Is one which is en­
gaging the serious attention of the 
authorities, for It is recognized that 
human nature being what it is, love 
laughs at nationalities as well as 
locksmiths. Thomas Atkins, Esq., 
will fight for his country and obey 
Army regulations, hut he reserves to 
himself the right to fall In love with 
whom he likes.

And although the great majority of 
German girls do not appeal to British 
ideals of beauty, their blandishments 
are not to be resisted. This is shown 
by the fact that some British and 
French prisoners in Germany have 
preferred to remain in that country 
because they have formed an attach­
ment for an “enemy -Woman."

A Means to an End!
The sinister suggestion has been 

made that German girls are deliber­
ately practising their wiles on our 
soldiers "to the order” of the Ger­
man Government. Be that as It may, 
there is no doubt that, In spite of the 
general feeling of antipathy and re­
pugnance which may be felt in this 
country towards such attachments, 
our soldiers do not always object to 
them.

This Is illustrated by an Incident 
which Bishop Frodsham relates in his 
description of “Germany Under the 
Conqueror’s Heel” in the ‘Cornhill Ma­
gazine.’ A certain commander read, 
to his horror, in a German newspaper 
that Fraulein E. Schmidt was be­
trothed to Private John Brown, of his 
own regiment. Confronted with the 
announcement Brown admitted giv­
ing the girl a ring.

Angry Comrades.
The editor was then asked why he 

had published such a notice. It had 
been sent to him by the girl’s mother, 
and he did not know such things were 
forbidden. When the mother was 
questioned, she said that she had only 
acted according to custom, and it was 
not proper for a young girl to walk 
out with a young man until the 
neighbors had thus been informed of 
her swain’s honest intentions.

Meantime Brown had to be put in 
prison to escape the “attentions” of 
indignant comrades. Demobilization 
may solve the problem, hut, as the 
Bishop points out, the situation rais­
ed is likely to be repeated when peace 
has been declared.

When the boys got home 
and found their families and friends 
had been deceived, not by what the 
Secretary of War said, but because 
General Pershing said It was so, then 
they turned on the General and 
turned their families and friends with 
them.

Had General Pershing had the 
moral courage to nave contradicted 
the Secretary of War he would be the 
biggest man In the United States to­
day. Of course this statement will 
not appeal to the favored friends of 
General Pershing who received the 
Commissions and promotions which 
he had to grant The whole truth la 
that the Secretary of.

Bother-Making Books.
Volumes That Caused Blots.

The husband and wife who, as re­
ported in a recent divorce case, quar­
relled over a book by a famous lady 
novelist, are not the first people who 
have unwisely allowed themselves to 
lose their tempers in similar circum­
stances.

"The Jungle” was first published it 
was directly responsible for several 
cases of assault and battery; and at 
least two divorce actions also result­
ed.

Undeserved Popularity.

form of Lieutenant Bilse’s "Life in a 
Garrison Town,” published in Ger­
many a few years before the war. 
Then the Kaiser stepped in and or­
dered the Volume to be suppressed, 
with the result that Bilse’s exceeding­
ly wish-washy novel promptly attain­
ed world wide popularity.

Mention might also be made of hus­
band and wife quarrelling bitterly 
because the former elected to earn his 
living by his pen, as exemplified in 
the unhappy married life of W. M. 
Thackeray.

Thackeray’s wife showed her re­
sentment not only by refusing to read 
any of his inimitable novels, but she 
also used every means in her power to 
hinder him in his literary work. On 
one occasion she went so far as to 
tear up the greater portion of a com­
pleted manuscript world, represent­
ing several months of hard intellectu­
al toil.
