The Explosion in N. Y. 
Financial District.

NEW YORK, Sept. 16.
A mvsterious explosion this noon 

in Wall Street, near Broadway, is 
believed by trained United States De­
partment of Justice and Police In­
vestigators to have been caused by 
an infernal machine, rocked part of 
New York’s financial district, leav­
ing death and destruction in its wake. 
At least twenty persons were killed 
and more than two hutidred were in­
jured in the banking house of J. P. 
Morgan and Co. subtreasury office 
was caused by blast. Noon hour had 
struck and an endless stream of ofr- 
flee workers had just started pour­
ing into the streets from buildings in 
the neighbourhood. Suddenly a cloud 
of yellowish black smoke and pierc­
ing jet of flames leaped from the 
street outside Morgan’s offices. Then 
came a deafening blast. A moment 
later scores of men, women and 
children were lying prostrated on 
the ground and the streets were cov­
ered with debris from thousands of 
broken windows and torn facades of 
adjacent buildings. Two I minutes 
later the Stock and Curb Exchanges 
had closed. Panic and confusion 
reigned in heart of New York’s finan­
cial district. Thousands of clerks 
and stenographers, many of them 
girls, fled in terror from adjoining 
structures. Scores tainted and fell 
and were trampled on in the rush. 
Meanwhile the noise of the explosion, 
which was heard through lower Man­
hattan and across river in Brooklyn, 
brought thousands of curious people 
to the scene, and the few police on 
duty in the district were unable to 
cope with the crowds and hurry call 
for police reserves was sent to all 
downtown police stations. Sub­
treasury officials fearing that an at­
tempt might be made to rob the 
building, all windows of which were 
broken, requested assistance of mili­
tary authorities at Governor's Island 
and a company of soldiers was sent 
to guard the structure. Hurry calls 
were also sent to all hospitals in 
downtown section of New York and 
scores of ambulances were soon 
speeding through the narrow streets. 
Dressing stations were established 
to lobbies of buildings nearby, where 
the less seriously injured were given 
immediate treatment. Evidence to 
confirm the theory that the explosion 
was caused by bomb or some other 
infernal machine came from several 
sources. Pieces of the slugs used in 
the bombs were found in several ad­
jacent structures. This type of weight 
bars, on close inspection by the 
police and Department of Justice 
agents disclosed, is not used in any 
building within radius of several 
hundred feet from the scene of the 
explosion.. Mr. Burns, who said he 
had been engaged by the Morgan 
firm, to make an investigation of the 
accident, stated that hfs personal In­
vestigation convinced him that a 
wagon containing a bomb or bombs 
was left in front of the sub-Treasury 
building with timing device so fixed 
as to cause it to explode precisely at 
noon. No trace of the driver of the 
wagon has been found he said, and 
added that in his opinion the man es­
caped a few moments before the ex­
plosion occurred. Fire Chief Kenlon 
and officer» from Bureau of Combusti­
bles, also expressed the belief that 
the explosion was caused by bomb. 
After examining fragments of metal 
found in front of Morgan’s offices. 
Dr. William F. Doyle, Chief of the 
Bureau of Combustibles pointed out 
that the small hole found in the 
street near Morgan’s office and wide­
ly scattered scars on facades of near­
by buildings, also indicated that the 
blast was caused by a bomb, rather 
than by an explosion of a quantity 
of dynamite or other exploeives.

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Financial Lunacy.
These words are by no means 

too strong to characterize the 
financial debauch of the finances 
of this unfortunate Dominion 
now carried on by the wild and 
extravagant schemes of the 
Government.

Motor Association

GETS CONCESSIONS FOR FORD 
OWNERS.

At a meeting of the executive and i 
members of the Road Committee of 
the Newfoundland Motor Association, 
held on Sept. 4th, the following reso­
lution was passed :

"Whereas, owing to information 
given the Association by the Acting I 
City Treasurer to the effect that Ford 
cars were rated 18 H.P„ R.A.C., the 
Act was framed so as to make the tax 
on Ford cars and other email four 
cylinder cars Thirty-five Dollars ;

“Whereas it now transpires that the 
Municipal Commissions claim that 
Ford cars are rated 22.6 R.A.C. and 
are collecting Fifty Dollars tax;

"Resolved, that a recommendation 
be made to the Road Commission that 
consideration be given for a claim for 
a refund to motor owners by the Road 
Commission of the difference between 
thirty-five dollars and fifty dollars to 
all motor owners who have paid the 
tax on Ford or similar cars.”

It is noted from the account of the 
last meeting of the Road Commission 
that the Commission who are on most 
harmonious terms with the Newfound­
land Motor Association, have decided 
to make this refund. All that will be 
necessary for owners of Fords or other 
small four cylinder cars to do will be 
to pay the full amount of the tax to 
the City Commissioners and then ap­
ply to the Road Commission for a re­
fund of the excess. This is one only 
of the advantages to motor owners 
brought about by the Motor Associa­
tion and any Ford owner who does not 
now join the Motor Association ought 
to be ashamed to be driving even a 
“tin Lizzie.”

All motor owners will note with in­
terest the big parade of the new road 
machinery consisting of rock crusher, 
scarifier, grader, road plow and scra­
pers which will leave Furness Withy’s 
wharf sometime on Saturday or Mon­
day for the Topsail Road via Duck­
worth St. It will be driven through 
the town on its own power.

This equipment was imported for the 
Road Commission by the Newfound­
land Motor Association and is the first 
attempt in years to get suitable equip­
ment for keeping Newfoundland roads 
in permanent repair. This machinery 
was imported from the Sawyer-Mas- 
sey Co. of Hamilton. Ont., and their 
engineer, Mr. A. C. Campbell is now 
in town attending to the setting up 
of the machinery. Mr. Campbell, be­
fore leaving, will instruct a local en­
gineer in operating this machinery 
and same will be utilized repairing the 
roads at all seasons of the year ex­
cept the actual winter months. New­
foundland will, in fact, shortly have 
as good roads as any place this side 
of the Atlantic and this will have been 
brought about solely by the efforts of 
the Road Commission and the New­
foundland Motor Association. Surely 
the least way motor owners can show 
their appreciation of the efforts being 
made for their good is to join the New­
foundland Motor Association.

Shooting Season
Opens Monday.

The shooting season opens on Mon­
day and many sportsmen are now pre­
paring to try their luck on the grounds. 
The usual complaints of lost or stolen 
dogs is heard and many sportsmen are 
now seeking their animals, pinched 
presumably by cheap sports who use 
them for the first couple of days on 
the grounds.

afternoon. The party joined the ship at 
Rigolet on the way north and went 
as far as Northwest River, examining 
the pointe of interest at the ports visit­
ed.

Diocesan Synod
Proceedings.

The afternoon session was called to 
order by His Lordship the Bishop at 
8.30. After reading the prayer the 
roll was called and the House pro­
ceeded to business. _

Minutes of yesterdays 
wore read and adopted. The report 
nf the Executive Committee was thenaÏV Son Bdt. The Executive 
Committee is elected at each session 
of the Synod, and is appointed for the 
purpose of assisting the Bishop in the 
administration of the Diocese accord­
ing to the constitution and rules, 
when the Synod is not in session 
Their report is therefore an account 
of the active life of the church in all 
its man^ departments of government 
during the Biennial period. The 
present report began byjmng ex­
pression to the very great loss the 
church has sustained in the death of 
Canon F. W. Colley, Hon. John Har­
vey and Mr. Geo. H. Davey. In 
viewing the work of the church dur­
ing the past two years, it shows that 
real progress has been made in all
directions, in the numbe,r 
working in the Diocese (there being 
now 75 Priests and 2 Deacons in ac­
tive service, with 6 Priests in the re­
tired list), in the establishment of new
parishes and missions, and particu 
arly in the progress manifest m do
mestic and missionary offerings, the
Home and Foreign Mission Fund 
showing the amount of $32 231 fo 
the Biennial period, or more tnan 
four times the amount raised in any 
former period. It closes with an inti 
mation that the financial system must be replied if the Church is to 
keep pace with the present needs, and 
thaf resolutions will be introduced to 
hat end to try and bring in what is 

known as the budget system of fin­
ance. On motion the report was re-

C6Canon Bolt then moved his motion 
for suspension of the rules of the 
House so far as necessary, to enable 
the House to deal with the bill and re­
solutions in regard to the stipends of 
clergy and other financial matters. 
Canon Bolt then moved the second 
reading of the bill to amend Chaft 
VII of the Constitution and Rules ot 
the' Synod entitled “Appointment of 
Clergymen.”

Canon Bolt explained the bill, 
Showing that it has for its object the 
raising of the monetary status of 
parishes, and the intention of fixin„ 
some sum as the minimum salary of 
the Parish Priest. After explanations 
he moved that the bill be read the 
second time, and on being seconded 
it was agreed. Canon Bolt then moved 
the House into committee of the whole 
to further' consider the bill. Dr. 
Facey in speaking to the bill, stated 
that the estimate fixed was too low 
and was not equal relatively, consider­
ing the value of money tonlay, to the 
amount set twenty years ago. He 
therefore proposed an amendment 
which was seconded, tha.t the mini­
mum sum be fixed at a higher figure. 
At 5.15, closing time, the debate was 
still in progress, when it was moved 
and agreed that the committee rise 
and report progress and ask leave to 
sit again. On motion the House then 
adjourned until 7.30.

At 7.30 the House resumed. Prayers 
were read by the President. The roll 
was called and the House proceeded 
to business.

Canon Smart gave notice that he 
would on to-morrow move for the ap­
pointment of a committee to consider 
the relation of the Board of Missions 
to the Executive Committee. This was 
agreed.

Canon Bolt then moved the House 
into committee of the whole for the 
resumption of the debate on Chap. 
VII. adjourned from the afternoon 
session. After an animated and very 
interesting discussion, agreement was 
reached whereby Canon Bolt, repre­
senting the Executive Committee, 
consented to alter the bill to read 
“Not less than $1509.” The bill was 
then passed by the committee. The 
committee on motion agreed, rose and 
reported the bill passed with some 
amendments. Canon Bolt moved that 
the bill be read a third time to-mor­
row and passed.

Canon Bolt then moved the appoint­
ment of a large representative com-- 
mittee to take into consideration 
other questions of finance, and that 
they meet at 11 to-morrow. This was 
agreed and the committee was nomin­
ated.

The Bishop intimated to the Synod 
that His Excellency the Governor had 
invfited the members of the Synod and 
their lady friends to an “At Home” at 
Government House on Saturday, Sept. 
18th, His Lordship also gave notice 
that the day of Intercession for Mis­
sions would be on Wednesday next 
instead of Saturday. On motion the 
House adjourned and His Lordship 
pronounced the Blessing.

The hearing of the charge of keep­
ing a disorderly house preferred 
against a resident of Broad Cove was 
opened this morning.

If those who have a 
right to hear the evidence bring away 
scandal and associate names that have 
never been connected with the case 
the condition is certainly apalling. I 
say the condition is apalling—good 
virtuous men and women have been 
dragged into these cases by scandal 
mongers and vile minded people. There 
has not been a public gathering so 
well attended as has these trials and 
it seems that the public mind has a 
craving for such. I cannot try this 
case in camera. The public are con­
cerned. The hearing must be in public 
and if those present spread scandal 
it is not the fault of the Court. The 
case can, however, be tried without 
the bestial details that were given in 
the previous cases.” The hearing was 
then proceeded with and after several 
witnesses had been examined the case 
was adjourned till this afternoon.

Cathedral Tower
and Spire.

The preliminary drawings for the 
external completion of the Cathedral 
were prepared by Mr. G. Gilbert Scott, 
A.R.A., during his recent visit to St. 
John’s. The design combines in an 
eminent degree simplicity and dignity, 
the result being a tower and spire of 
graceful proportions and uncommon 
beauty.

The work has been designed in the 
Decorated Gothic Style in conformity 
with the general architecture of the 
Cathedral. The tower is carried 42 
feet above the ridge of the Nave and is 
surmounted by a spire 75 feet high. 
The total height from the ground level 
of the Church yard to the apex of the 
pinnacle is 205 feet.

The tower is 34 feet square with 
external stone facing of the same ma­
terials as the existing work. Each face 
is relieved by two lofty belfry win­
dows, deeply recessed and filled with 
graceful geometrical tracery. Each 
pair of windows is surmounted by six 
smaller belfry lights of lancet shape; 
and all the windows are surrounded 
with deep moulded architraves and 
flanked with slender shafts. The faces 
of the tower are divided by central 
buttresses terminating in triangular 
gablets.

The Spire, which is octagonal in 
form, rises direct from the tower with­
out any intervening parapet ; in ite 
construction it is proposed to make 
use of reinforced concrete—a material 
which will allow of great strength 
combined with lightness. The spire 
will be covered in copper..

It is proposed to construct the in­
ternal vaulting over the crossing. This 
will protect the building while the 
tower ia being erected, and will also 
form part of the permanent stone 
vaulting which, it is hoçed, will be 
completed at some future time.

It has been the aim of the distin­
guished Architect to design the tower 
and spire of such proportions that the 
Cathedral will stand out as a land­
mark and prominent feature of the 
city when viewed from any direction, 
and there is no doubt that this aim 
will be attended if the scheme is car­
ried out.

The plan and a pen and ink drawing 
of the Cathedral when completed are 
on exhibition in the window of Messrs. 
Grey & Goodland’s Bookstore.

Education.
4. BUILDINGS.
(Contributed.)

The Inter Denominational Com­
mittee at an early period of its de­
liberations was confronted with the 
question of the buildings in St. John's, 
used at elementary schools. One such 
building had been condemned ten 
years ago, but it was still in use. A 
number of other elementary school 
buildings were in much the same con­
dition, and the committee felt that 
tney really were not suitable for use 
as schools, and in some cases were 
prejudicial to the health of the pupils 
and teachers.

The question of money was involv­
ed and as the committee had no funds 
at their disposal they naturally were 
slow to condemn what was in use, 
when they were unable to replace such 
with suitable and adequate accommod­
ation. This was one of the minor rea­
sons which led the committee to in­
vite the assistance of the Educational 
experts from Columbia University. The 
Committee knew that these elementary 
schools, in respect of heating, ventila­
tion, light, and sanitary conveniences, 
were altogether behind the times. The 
experts confirmed this finding and 
brought to the notice of the commit­
tee certain essentials which every 
school should possess.

A modern educational programme

takes into consideration the health 
and well-being of the children as well 
as mental development. A minimum of 
200 square feet per child is the stand­
ard set down for the play grounds. It 
was evident to the experts that play 
space, recreational grounds, athletic 
fields, game courts, etc., had not been 
considered here as a part of the physi­
cal equipment of school plants. The 
experts also found that in St. John's 
even in the beet educational buildings, 
window ventilation was depended up­
on entirely, and with the weather and 
temperature of this country there are 
many days during which window ven­
tilation cannot be used while the class­
es are in session, and the children are 
therefore required to breathe and re­
breathe the same vitiated air, hour 
after hour.

This condition was made all the 
more serious because in many of the 
class-rooms the children were pack­
ed to such a degree that instead of 
having 200 cubic feet of air space per 
child, they had as low as 49 and 62 
cubic feet only.

The Protestants of this city cannot 
afford to hazard thus the lives of their 
children.

Another health consideration strong­
ly emphasized by the experts was the 
necessity for proper toilet conveni­
ences. The facilities provided in well 
nigh all the schools in St. John’s were 
of the most inadequate type and were 
in general in a deplorably insanitary 
condition.

Six school buildings each scored 
five points or less out of a possible 
fifty five points. This means that the 
adequacy and arrangement of the toi­
let fixtures and facilities were of the 
lowest order. The insanitary condition 
was especially remarked, that is the 
room and fixtures showed no evidence 
of having ever been cleaned, and the 
floors were wet and filthy. There was 
also lack of a proper water supply for j drinking purposes, and where such 
existed there was no provision to pro- 

1 tect the children against transmission 
of infection.

Another important consideration was 
the question of light in the class­
rooms, and it was found that only 10% 
of the class-rooms in colleges and eie- 

I mentary schools have anything like 
j adequate light. Over one half the 

class-rooms in the city were so poorly 
! lighted, that, the experts give it as 
j their opinion that this condition is un- 
j doubtedly responsible for life-long im­
pairment of vision in a great many 

j school children, and for many head­
aches. sickness, general discomfort 

j and absence from school. Such condi- 
j tion of course greatly hampers the 
! work of the teacher.

The equipment of some of the ele- 
| mentary schools especially, was de- 
! piorable. In some cases the children 
I were sitting on a board placed on two 
chairs, in others the old fashioned long 

j desks were in evidence with seats so 
low that the children had to stand up 
to use the desk. In some schools the 
desks have seats which are more up- 
to-date. but are not suited for the lit­
tle children, who in some cases have 
to sit with feet not touching the floor. 
The experts claimed that the question 
of desks and seats is most important, 
as the children are compelled to sit 
for 5 hours a day, for 200'days in the 
year, in such seats. If the seat and 
desk do not confront to the physical 
posture of the children, it is fair to 
assume that the child will conform to 
the seat in which he sits. This will 
possibly result in curvature of the 
spine, or like handicaps.

A study of the school situation on 
a plan of the city revealed that, in a 
radius of about 350 yards, there were 
eleven schools representing all de­
nominations, and representing also 
much loss in energy, effectiveness and 
money.

The Protestant denominations have 
14 school buildings for about half the 
population, while our Roman Catholic 
friends, for the same population have 
8 schools, saving much by the con­
solidation.

The experts summed np the siuta- 
tion by stating:

(1) The study of the school build­
ings of St. John’s has pointed 
out that there are no school 
which score as high as 400 
points out of a possible 1000 
points for a perfect school build­
ing.

(2) St John’s school buildings rank 
lower than the school buildings 
of any other city which has been 
similarly analysed. There have 
been hundreds of cities studied 
in this way, many of them 
smaller and less wealthy than 
St. John’s.

(3) The defects of St. John’s school 
buildings cannot be listed un­
der one particular heading. 
They are defective throughout. 
St John’s houses approximate­
ly 3000 children in 14 school 
buildings. The classification of

pupils cannot therefore be pro­
perly accomplished. In every 
case it was found that attention 
was required in the cleaning, 
repair or general upkeep of the 
schools and equipment.

(4) In an area as compact as that 
of St. John’s four modern school 
plants can readily meet the 
needs of at least 4000 children 
and take in all grades up to one 
or two years of University work.

(5) The complete lack of co-opera­
tion and centralization of re­
sponsibility is1- largely respon­
sible for the present situation 
in St. John’s.

The people are interested in the 
educaton of their children, and the 
Boards of Education have done what 
was possible with the meagre funds 
at their disposal. The “possible” was 
not what it should have been, as the 
present system scatters, instead of 
consolidates, money and energy.

If those in authority and the people 
who have children attending the 
schools realize the actual state of 
things, there will certainly be very 
greatly changed conditions in relation 
to education in St. John’s.

Much can be done by co-operation, 
and for the sake of our children, and 
for the future well-being of Newfound­
land. all thinking people will be will­
ing to unite in any plan that will 
place education in St. John’s upon a 
better footing, with the proper and 
necessary surroundings.—COM.

FROM SPIDERS.

-Is prone to boastMan—vain man- 
of his prowess, but in many, respects 
the lower orders of the kingdom to 
which he belongs are immeasurably 
more wonderful than he is.

Can he jump as well, in proportion 
to size, as the despised cricket, which 
can spring from the ground on to a 
witchen table? If he could he would 
be able to hop over the highest build­
ing in the country.

If, again, he had a memory as ten­
acious in proportion as that of the 
ant, he would never forget anything.

And what would man do with in­
numerable animal products? Can he, 
with all his machinery, make a thread 
as strong and elastic as silk? Can he 
manufacture a thread as fine, strong, 
elastic, light, and durable as that of 
the spider's web? No.

It is for such qualities that astrono­
mers use this exquisite thread in pre­
ference to all others, metallic or 
vegetable. They stretch it across the 
field of view of their telescopes, 
where it performs an important func­
tion.

Do Films Hurt Eyes ?

AN EYE EXPERT GIVES HIS VIEWS
This is an important question which 

has been raised recently, and eye 
specialists and members of the cinema 
industry are inquiring deeply in the 
matter.

It is an undoubted fact that con­
tinued visits to the “movies” are con­
ducive to eye-strain, though people 
who only patronise them at intervals 
may not suffer from it. In any case, 
to look at a screen continuously for 
two or three hours is not natural. Re­
member you are looking fixedly at a 
near object, which is always bad for 
the eyes.

Gaze at a landscape or out to sea 
for as long as you like, and you will 
feel no strain, but watch the hand of 
an electric clock outside a building 
for the half-minute jerk forward, and 
you will find the difference. It is as 
if someone were pulling steadily at 
the eyeballs!

lUje Strain In Side Seats.
The best seat at a cinema from an 

optical standpoint is one about thirty 
to fifty feet from the screen and on a 
level with its centre. A person sit­
ting any closer has to raise the eye­
balls from the horizontal, which has 
a straining effect on them, being es­
pecially harmful to the nerve which 
one uses to raise the eye to the re­
quired position.

In some halls there are numbers of 
“side seats” from which the picture 
appears distorted, and the practice of 
watching a film from this position is 
extremely injurious to the vision. 'It 
is especially necessary that young 
children should be given good seats 
in the cinema, as their eyes are much 
more likely to be affected than those 
of adults.

A good deal, of course, depends up­
on the perfection of the film and the 
skill of the operator. The “flicker” 
varies considerably m different balls; 
the film which appears in a London 
hall, newly released and as perfect as 
yet possible, haa degenerated consid­
erably by the time it has beached the 
provincial “gaff.”

There can be no doubt that some 
wornout films are extremely injuri­
ons to the eyes, and the exhibition of 
them should be prevented in the pub­
lic interest, especially as many of the

"Dorfel,” the 
tallest moon mountain which has 
been accurately measured, has a 
height of 23,174 feet, and is, there­
fore, l-492nd part of the moon’s diam­
eter. Everest, the earth’s highest 
mountain, which is not quite 30,000 !
feet, is only l-1440th part of the 
earth’s diameter, and shown on a 
globe a yard in diameter would be 
scarcely perceptible.

Some of the moon’s craters are 150 
miles across, and as much as 18,000 
feed deep.

All over the moon may be seen 
broad white rays extending out from 
circular plains. There are hundreds 
of these, and some are many hun­
dreds of miles In length. These rays 
are always extraordinarily bright, 
but the source of their brightness is 
a mystery which has sa far proved be­
yond explanation by any astronomer.

How Many Different 
Persons Are You ?

Our Medical Correspondent Says Every 
Man’s Multitude.

Recent discoveries would appear to 
point to the conclusion that each one 
of us is made up of quite a number 
of distinct personalities.

In colloquial language these num­
erous partners “have a row" both with 
you and each other.
