The
speaker at once grappled with his sub-
ject and declared his intention of plain
speaking. There were lots of sermons
being preached o ncurrent topics but
not many on the doctrine of Repent-,
ance. And yet Repentance was a fun-
damental doctrine of Christianity. The
Baptist preached it in the wilderness '
when hLe cried out and said, “Repent
ye for the Kingdom of Heaven is at
hand.” The son of God himself de-
clared it in all the utterances of his
three years of public ministry. The
Aposties proclaimed it at Pentecost,
and all their writings as contained in
their c¢pistles to the early Church were
full of the preaching of Repentance.
It was quite possible though to misun-
derstand the word and to apply to it
an easier meaning than was intended.
The reascn for Repentance and the
nature of it, were more than mere re-
solution. It meant a turning of the,
whole being from sin, and a full con-
secration to God os as the Apostle puts
it, “A repentance that needeth not
to be rcpented of again.” It was deep-
er than contrition, and in the light of
the sorrow of Gethsemane, and of the
Sacrifice of Calvary, it should be
fundamertal. In continuing the ad-
dress the Rev. spealter touched briefly |
upon these conditions of life which
at present confront society, and‘
which seem almost to challenge the
Church. Both Church and State were
face to face with problems which
cause humiliation before God and;
men, and because of these things |
there was need of Repentance. Some ;
may deema such things lightly, but:

A snowslide derailed the express
which left Port aux Basques Friday
"forenoon. The accident occurred at
Rapid Pond, eleven miles east of
Humbermouth. A baggage car, din-
ing car and a.second class passen-
. ger coach were overturned and bur-
ied in snow. No one was injured.

HELD PENDING ‘- ENQCIRY.

A man giving his name as Charles
Taylor, aged 29 years, was taken in
charge by immigration officer Dooley
Sunday on the arrival of the IKyle
from Port aux Basques. The fellow
had only $1.00 on his person and was
being sent back into Canada by the
Newfoundland authorities. Not wish-
ing to make North Sydney a dumping
place, and for other reasons, the im-
migration official held the man, who
{8 now in the cooler, and unless there
is something coming from the United
States authorities, he will be sent
back on the steamer Kyle this even-
ing. (Thus the North Sydney Herald
of Dec, 27). Taylor said he passed
through here only a few weeks ago,
but as therg is nothing on the out-
ward lists of passengers showing any
verification for this, the statement is
taken with considerable doubt. The
fellow, who says he is the son of
Geo = Taylor, agent of the Union
Central Co., ™% Minneapolis, told the
immigration official here that he ser-
ved in the U. 8. army, but he has no-
thing to show that he ever served in
any capacity overseas, not even a but-
ton. . He said his home is in Duluth,
but his last place of residence was
Halifax, where he domiciled for about
a month, He has no stated calling
except as laborer, Passengers on the
gteamer coming here say that Taylor
was taken in custody by. the New-
foundland police aa a suspect in con-
nection with the burning of a slore
at Bay of Islands, but he stoutly de-
nies this, Failing to .get something
definite from the fello™'s relatives, he
will be deported to-night by immigra-
Dooley. :
