700,659,000 francs in May to 2,001,-

The view which ‘“Temper-
ance” expresses of the Manifes-
to, so far as it refers to the Pro-
hibition Act, is not in accordance
with facts, and to claim that the
intentign of the Party was not
clearly stated in the document,
which was given the fullest pub-
licity, can only mean that “Tem-
perance” closed his eyes at the
time to the meaning of the
paragraph.

The communication cannot
be said to be a defence of the
principle of prohibition, but its
tone suggests an inclination to
defer definite action, and to per-
mit the distribution of liquors,
but in such a manner as would
only affect the quantity.

These are the faults which in

e our opinion must be found with
those who have expressed their
opposition to the proposed
measure, and it can only be con-
cluded thattheexperiencesof the
country during the last seven
years have convinced them that
Prohibition as a principle, sound
as it may appear in theory, fails
gignally when attempts are
made to put it into practice. It
has provided rich soil for a har-
vest of evils far more noxious
than those which it was sup-
posed to cure, and when a coun-
try like the United States has
been unable to suppress them
with all the elaborate machinery
which she possesses for that
purpose, it is surely futile to
contend that Newfoundland has
failed through indifference or
apathy on the part of the au-
thorities.

At the present time Mr. Climas is
engaged In the sinking of a2 shaft
measuring 10.7 x 4.3, so as to open up
the continuation of the ore in depth.
Mr. Climas found the continuation of
the first ore shoot to be approximate-
ly 200 feet in length, and then after
passing through about 25 feet of bar-
ren lode material he picked up a
second ore shoot, and it is on this ote
ghoot that the drive {s being con-
tinued. Up to the present the drive
has been run approximately 50 feet
with every indication of lateral con-
tinnation of the ore body.

He is also engaged in the siaking of
a winze so as to find out the.position
of this ore shoot in the Camp Adit
which is another drift 40 feet below
the MacKay level, and which has to
be driven approximately a further
100 feet to reach the position of the
new winze on the MacKay level. Mr.
Climas has demonstrated that it is
possible to treat 50 tons of ore per
day, and working on a 10 p.c,.ore’fthe
amount of econcentration produced
per day will be § tons.

During 1923 the question of power
for the Mine presented a serious prob-
lem to the Directors, and after com-
sidering several possible schemos the
installation of a 756 HP. oil burning
engine was decided upon, and it has
been upon this source of power that
the whole operations of the 8Silver
Cliff Mine has been dependent. Now,
however, another advance is tc take
place, and within the next eight
weeks the United Towns Electric Co.,
Ltd.,, will have their transmission
lines on the spot, and all operations
will be carried on by electricity, and
working costs as compared with the
oil engine will be materially reduced.
Practically al] the work to date has
been confined to a very small eection
of the property, but during the past
two or three months additiona! veins
have been discovered onm other parts
of the property and those are being
prospected as rapidly  as funds will
permit.

Some of these veins show promise
of producing lead ore of equal value
to that now being found in the Maec-
Kay lode. Even with the very limited
amount of development work tkat has
been accomplished it is estimated
that there is approximately 4000 tons
of milling ore ready to be taken to
the cpncentrators, and as the sinking
and driving proceeds this quantity
will rapidly increase. About 1000 tons
of ore have already been milled, this
having been almost entirely taken out
merely in the process of develop-
ment. When sufficlent ore {s develop-
ed to warrant it the management
aims at gradually increasing the
capacity of the present miil, and
eventually expects to be processing
about 200 tons of ore per day.

I
am bold, or conceited enough, to hope
that my own case did not afford
ground for losing faith in the Colonial
Office and I think that the best course
is to apply there again.

I beg to submit that the impression
recefved by the average elector when
he read the manifsto was that the al
ternative act to be introduced would
be an improved Prohibition Act. Th®
electors had no reason to believe that
the new *measure would provide for |8
the free sale of a 24 oz. bottle a day |8
by multiplied Government saloons. Ag
such an intention was not clearly
stated to the peaple, the Government |
therefore has no mandate to destroy ||
the principle of the Prohibition Act. |4

T am perfectly sure that it such an |
intention was announced at the last l{‘
election the Temperance vote would |§
have beéen galvanized into a powerful
force against the Monroe party, The
illegal development of the bottle trade
in Newfoundland in deflance of the|
Prohfbition Ac¢t has produced a ser-
fous situnation.

Since the Squires Government de-
liberately developed the bottle trade
for beverage purposes sales are made
in 24 oz. bottles. A man must take it
to his home, c¢lub, office or boarding
house and he and his friends drink a
much larger quantity than if he pur-
chased a glass. The result is seen in
the namber of arrests rising from 65
in 1918, the first year the Act was en-
forced, to about 600 last year under
the bottle trade.

This bottle trade has also develop-
ed home drinking among women,
girls and young men, and when taken
along with country drives helps to
develop moral - degeneracy. Ncw I
wish to emphatically state that this
bottle trade has not heen d=veloped
under the authority of the Prohibition
Act, it is due to the deliberate action
of the Governments past and present
in open defiance of the Act.

Mr. Hi 8, Minister of Justice, i8
quoted as saying that the last four
Ministers claimed that the Act could
not be enforced. Can he show that any
Minister tried or is trying to enforce
it? Did either of these Ministers. use
his authority to prevent the illegal
sale of liquor without a prescription?
or the sale of liquor on so-called
prescriptions made out by bpersons
who have no legal standing under the
Act, which minister used his influence
to organize a staff in the Controller’s
Department who were known to be
favourable to the Act? )

Is it not true that since the Aet|2
came into force in 1916 the Govern-
ment in defiance of prohibition sen-
timent and demands continued to ap-
point officials who were known to be
opposed to the Act?

HERRIOTS VISIT TO FRANCE

TROUBLES POLITICAL CIRCLES.

PARIS, Aug. 10.

Political circles here remain some-
what troubled as to the reasons for
the sudden decision of Premier Her-
riot to return to Paris over the week
end despite official communiques giv-
en out in London denying there are
divergencies between the Premier
and his Mintstr of War, General Mol-
let, attending the International Con-
ference with his chief. It is main-
tained in well-informed quarters here
that divergencies in views between
General Mollet and Premier Herriot
which have already twice threatened
to provoke the War Minister’s resig-
nation, have reached a point where a
final grave decision is 2ecessary.
Premier Herriot, it is pointed out, has
been pulled in opposite directions
ever since the London Conference
opened. The Socialist element in his
parliamentary majority is demanding
that he make every concession neces-
sary to reach an agreement with
Prime Minister MacDonald and the
Germans, while General Mollet, feel-
ing his own responsibility as Minis-
ter of War was involved, fixed the
time limit beyond which he could not
go.

NO ABANDONNMEXRT OF FLIGHT,

REYKJAVIK ICELAND, Aug. 11.

There ig)no question of calling off
the American Army worit flight be-
cause of ice conditions around the
shore of Greenland,'actording to an
official statement issued on board the
cruisér Richmond, the flagship of the
convoying squadron. In the opinion
of Rear Admiral Magruder, command-
er of the squadron, the flight will be
completed successfully barring pos-
sible accidents or unforseen adverse
weather,, Reports from the cruiser
Raleigh deft this port Saturday
morning to search for a safe landing
place for the fliers on their hop from
Iceland to @reenland states that no
ice had been sighted up to yesterday
afternoon. Dense fog was encounter-
ed however. Oh the other hand a
message from the supply ship Ger-
trude Rask which was delayed here
by the Raleigh refterated that ice
conditions along the Greenland Coast
were bad . The Gertrude Rask has
been frozen in for several days but
her commander hopes she can soon
be freed. The vessel was bound for
Algmegsalik with supplies for the
aviators when caught by the ice.
Thp aviators are faced Wwith three
possibilities in making their next hop.
First the Raleigh by means of her
scout planes may find 2 safe landing
haven for them on the Greenland
Coast second they may fily to Algmag-
galfk “Harbdr which ig free’ of ice,
provided the Raleigh’s plane - can
take enough fuel to provide for the
next lap flight from this port to Ivig-
tut on the Western Coast of Green-
land or to a base near Cape Farewell
on the southerpmost tip. The last-
named project would entail a flight
of 780 miles, necessitating the haz-
ardous task of landing at sea to re-
fuél from the Raleigh .

Signor Marconi
and the New Marvel

«phe discoveries announced in the
cotirse of his lecture on directional and
short-wave wireless telegraphy , by
Senator Marconi are of the highest in-
terest, and their influenicé upon the fu-
ture of civilisation contains possibil-
ities not all of which can at present be
foreseen,” says the Morning Post.

“Briefly, it is now practicable to di-
rect a wave to any given area on the
earth’s surface to the exclusion of the
rest of the world; and this marvel is
accomplished by the use of the short
wave. At the same time, it is made
possible by wireless telephony to en-
abié the human voicé to be heard- in
any part of the globe. On May 80 last,
for the first time in history, words
spokén in Brgland were clearly
heard in Sydney. These extraordinary
achievéménts areé mainly due to the
discovery that the short wave-length
i§ ‘more sBuitable for transmission
over great distances at high speed
than the long wavelength.”

Triamph of the Short Wavelength.

“This triump!i, then; represented
only one aspect of the marvellous
success  achieved in this year’s and
last year’'s long-distance experi-
ments. That is to say, the first wire-
less telephone message ever received
in Australia, or at any such distance,
was not ‘directional,’ but was broad-

manner, the only difference being
that a short wavelength—one of no
more than 100 metres—was employ-
ed, with the power of about thirty
kilowatts. The significance of this
may be gathered when it is under-
stood that the longest-distance trans-
mission hitherto has been carried out
with a wavelength of 20,000 metres
and a power of 1,000 kilowatts by the
few ‘superstations’ equipped to un-
dertake such an operation. This is
one discovery—the generally unsus-
pected fact that the shorter wave-
length with the lower power gives
far better results than the system
upon which the aetivity of wireless
development has beén congentrated
hitherto. Thig by itself implies a
tevolution in the techmique of long-
distance wireless, and an jmmense
reduction in the costs of operating
it.
An Amaszing Result.

“The second discovery is that it is
possible, by the use of a device nam-
sd by Senator Marconi a ‘reflector,
to send out wireless waves in a par-
ticular direction -only, the effect of
the power employed being, by means
of the same device, very greatly in-
creaséd, in ‘a manner comiparable to
the increase of the intensity of light
by means of the conicave mirror of a
searchlight’ The theoretical possi-
bility of this as demonstrated by
Senator Marconi twenty years ago,
but the difficulty of produéing the
short wavelengths, with which alone
refldctord can be employed, rendered
the @evice impracticable at the time.
when re-
flectors are in use at both ends, ‘the
valué o6f the energy received is 200
times that of the énergy whick could
be received withotit refléctors.” What

It is a highly important
détail of Senator Marconi's investiga-
tion that that weakening of . long-
ditsance signals during the day has
been found to bear & direct mathe-
matical relation to the distance and
altitude of the sun, the light of which
has always been supposed to be ac-
countable in some way for that ob-
sérved phenomenon.

Practical Results.

“Anothér fact of the utmost praeé-
tical significance is that with the
short wavelength there is far greater
speed of transmission than is possi-
ble with the long wavelength; and in
addition to this, geveral servicés can
be operated at the same time on a
gitigle aerial. Again, by the iise of
reflectors the liability to ‘atmosplier-
ie#’ and ' other. interruptions is re-
duced almost to nethiig. To sumi the
matter up, the experiments conduct-
éd by Senator Marconi and his as-
gistants, Mr. C. S. Franklin and Mr.
G. A. Mathieu, have opened a new
éra in the use of wireless, both in
thesrange and reliability of its work-
ing and in the cost thereof.

This evening, my brethren, with the
kind approbation of his Grace the
Archbishop, it is my privilege to ad-
dress to you on behalf of the Foreign
Missions a word of explanation and
of appeal. The question of the For-
eign Missions is so manysided that
it is difficult in one discourse to do
it justice. This evening, however,
lest I should not again have the op-
portunity, I will confine myself prin-
cipally to the story of our work in
Canada, of what has already been ac-
complished and what yet remains to
be done.

STORY OF THE WORK.

You are all no doubt familiar with
the name of Rev. J. M. Fraser. It|
was through the columns of the Cath- I
olic Record that I first learned of the
great work he was doing in China and
you have probably learned of it
through the same source. During the
last two years it has been my privil-
ege to work with Father Fraser in
the establishing of a seminary for
the Foreign Missions, a place of
training for young men who heve de-
cided to vote their lives to the work
of the conversion of China. This
work he began singlehanded five
yvears ago, and it is in great measure
due to his perseverance and untiring
efforts that it is now such a wonder-
ful success. When Father Fraser
left Canada for China in 1902, short-
1y after his ordination, he was as far
as that country was concerned, a
pioneer in missionary endeavour. At
the time of his departure aand for
many years afterwards, he. was the
only English-speaking Catholic mis-
sionary from the whole of North Am-
erica, gnd little was known of the
Chinese Missions among the pecple of
either Canada or the United States.
The story of what he accomplished in
China during his fifteen years of
strenuous work would occupy far
gnore time than I have at my disposal
#his evening.

GREAT SCARCITY OF WORKERS.

One great f.act that impressed him,
as it impresses every missionary, was
the appaling scarcity of workers for
the vastness of the field. His own
parish, for example, where he work-
ed with one Chinese Curate, contain-
ed twelve times as many souls as the
whole of Newfoundland. In the
course of his travels he pagsed time
and again through cities of hundreds
of thousands of inhabitants without
a single Christian among them. In
the brief time he could-4fford to give
to passing instructien he found the
people well disposed and anxious to
know something of Christiarity, but
a few days was the most in many
cases that he could devote to many of
these great cities. He passed on and |
never returned and possibly was to
this day the first and last miszionary
to enter them. AIl through his work
he had reason to deplore this great
scarcity of workers, and finally, after
fifteen years of strenuous labour,
after rigorously practising before he
flared to preach, he decided that it
was of vital importance to return
to Canada and endeavour to secure,
if possible, a greater number of mis-
sionaries for the field. In August,:
1918, with one Chinese stndent (one
of the many whom he had converted
and baptized) he landed in Vancouver.
His avowed intention was the estab-
lishment in Canada of a seminary for
the missions of China, and humanly
speaking there was something almost
pathetically hopeless about the work

|

he set out to accomplish.

MANY OBSTACLES.

On all sides when his project be-
came known he found people drbious
as to the possibility of success. Can-
ada was herself almost a missionary
country. The war had not yei comsa
to an end. The very best of her
young men had been drafted into the
army with the result that colleges
were depleted and prospective sub-
jects few. /This was the prospect of
success that awaited his undertaking
at the outset. But alas for human
prudence and human calculation when
it is a question of the work of God.
Was it a task less hopeless that the\
poor fishermen of Galilee attempted
when they set out to accomplish the
conquest for Christ of the great Ro-
méan Empire? It was not till 1919
that the seminary for the China Mis-
sion was at last established under
the late Archbishop Gauthier in the
Archdiocese of Ottawa. The begin-
nings were of /the’ humblest. With
but, two students Father Fn.ur ‘be-
gan the work and many ’ hmilmu

ing. From end to end of Caneada the

cause of the Missions has been made
known by means of our little nionthly
“China,” which now finds its way in-
to nearly thirteen thousand homes.
This in itself is a great deal, but
greater still is the fact of which this
initial activity is but anm indication.
Greater still is the fact that a per-
manent China Mission Seminary is
now established in Canada with the
fighest possible approbation and un-
der auspices that few institutions en-
joy. It means that the work will con-
tinue, that from now on in increasing
numbers year by year zealous young

missionaries will set forth f t
ek S | bring them the message of salvation.

shores of Canada and Newfoundland
for those now preparing and those
that have already gone are but the
vanguard of a great missionary army

ithat is preparing to conquer China

for Christ. This success undreamed
of five years ago is lirgely the result
of the foresight and the perseverance
of one man whose trust in Providence
impelled him to ignore the misgiv-
ings of human prudence. When the
facts of to-day become history and
the story of the missions is told to
succeeding generations ‘the name of
Rev. J. M. Fraser will be written in
letters of gold.

G00D TO BE DONE.

The  object then of the whole work,
the purpose for which our seminary
has been erected, is the training”of
young men who are prepared to de-
vote their lives to the work of the
Missions of China. It is a work that
has found its way into the hearts of
our C?.tholic people and all that has
been so far accomplished has been
made possible by the charity of our
many friends in Canada and in New-
foundland. The students of China
Mission Seminary are preparing to
make the greatest of all sacrifices,
the sacrifice of leaving home and
friends forever and of spending their
lives among a strange people in a
strange land. They have given all
they have to give, given their very
selves to the work of the conquest
of China for Christ, and the friends
who have so far supported the work
and the new friends we are making
from day to day will enable us to pre-
pare them for their life’s work in
China. Even if for the next twenty
years the seminary were to send but
one missionary a year to China it
would mean the salvation of thous-
ands of souls. The work of one good
priest will never die. It is perpetua-
ted in the converts he makes, in their
children and their children’s children
for generations. Full of great pos-
sibilities for good it will blossom
forth anew in the vocations that he
will foster among his flock, and will
lsad many generous young souls to
work for the salvation of their fellow
countrymen. Even one priest a year

| would be instrumental in the salva-

tion of many souls, but my dear

. friends much more than this will be

done. The time is not far distant
when a band of five young missionar-
ies will be ready to set out for China.
At any time to any of the priests en-
gaged in the work the call may come
and this band will be followed by
many others, in ever increasing num-
bers as the years go by.

WORK BUT BEGINNING.

This then is what has been done
but as yet the whole work is but in
its infancy. There are yet to be
built churches, schools and seminar-
fes in China, where native vocations
may be fostered. There remains al-
8o to be established in Canada a jun-
iorate where younger boys may be
trained and directed before they are
ready for the seminary. A commaun-
ity of sisters to work in conjunction
with our missionaries in China is yet
to be established. We have received
many applications from young girls
in Canada and Newfoundland who
wish to devote their lives to the work
of the Missions of China. So far we
have not been able to make any pro-
vision for them, and the best we can
do is to refer them to :Maryknoll,
New York where a community of sis-
ters in connection with the Maryknoll
Mission to China has already been
established. It would seem, my
dear friends, that a wave of zeal and
interest in the Chinese Missions 1is
sweeping over Ireland and America
and Canada to-day.
Father Fraser went to China in 1902
he was the only English speaking
missionary from the whole of the
North America, there are now in the
field nearly two hundred missionarieg
from America alone as well ‘as many
from Ireland. All this has been ac-
complished during the last ten years.
It would seem tht Providence is tak-

‘Where as when -

todcmthe!r lives tothaworkot
the Foreign Missions. This is the
greatest thing we can do, give
ourselves, for all the  rest ig
but a means to - the great
end of providing workers for
the missionary field. If such there
be then I would say to you to heed
that call both for your own sake and
for the sake of the thousands of
souls you may be destined to win for
Christ. Oh could we not dwell, if
this were the time, upon that great
tragedy of the centuries, the locs of
vocations and with it the 1loss for
eternity of countless souls who were
to be saved by those who refused to

I can but ask you, by dear boys
and young men, if there is any work
so glorious, any privilege so great
as that of co-operating intimately and
directly with the God who died for
our salvation in the very work for
which He laid down His life. But
on this subject we cannot now delay.

PRAYERS,

There is another way in which we
all can help,.a way open to all, and
that is by our prayers. The mission-

‘ary, my dear friends, who arrives in

China and comes face to face with
the realities of paganism’s dread
hold over the souls of men will soon
realize the helplessness of mere hu-
man effort, will soon realize that in
this struggiée to wrest from the ty-
ranny of Satan souls for whom Christ
had died it is spiritual power alone
that will avail. That power they re-
ceive from the great sacrifice of the
Mass, from the presence of Christ
even in their humble little mission
chapel and from the prayers of
friends at home that daily ascend in
their behalf to the foot of the throne
of God. How often does it not hap-
pen in the work of the conversion of
some poor pagan soul that the issue
between the grace of God and the
power fo the evil one is decided

by the prayers of some devout soul |
the |

thousands of miles away from

scene of the spiritual conflict! Let

me tell you a story of one of Father |

Fraser’s many experiences, one that
tells of the power of prayer. Shortly
after his arrival in China Father
Fraser decided to traverse his parish
from North to South and from East
to West in the form of an immense
cross. One day as he was travelling
with his chair bearers and catechist
through the mountainous part of the
district a violent storm burst upon
them without warning. They barely
had time to descend into a valley and
take refuge in the nearest hut when
the storm broke in all its fury like a
very deluge from the Heavens. When
he entered the hut Father Fraser
noticed that on a ragged mat in the
corner there lay an old man who
seemed to be very near death. Quick
to take advantage of every such op-
portunity he spoke to him in the
Chinese language of Christ ard Re-
demption, and asked him if he had any
desire to be a Christian. The old man
feplied that he would like to die in
the true Church, and begged him to
baptize him before he took his de-
parture. After a brief instruction upon
the principal mysteries of the faith
he acceded to the old pagan’s request
and administered baptism. While the
sacrament was being conferred the
storm ceased, the sun shone out
again and they resumed their journey
almost immediately. Returning the
same way a few days later Father
Fraser inquired of some of the vil-
lagers about the old man, and was
told that he had died about an hour
after his departure. To those ‘vho do
not believe in the Providence of God
this story will suggest a mere coin-
cidence. To those of us who know
better it speaks of an unseen power
that guided a missionary to the
deathbed of that poor pagan. Perhaps
it was the prayer of some fervent
Christian at home that brought about
the salvation of that soul. This even-
ing, my dear friends, you will find-in
the Church small leaflets, copies -of
a prayer for the conversion of China
to which his Grace has given his im-
primatur. Put this little leaflet in
your prayer book. Say it every day
for the conversion of China, ard you
will be adding the weight of your
prayers to the power of the Church
that is ever striving to weaken the
deadly hold of Satan upon the souls
of unfortunate millions in China.

| Minister of Justice, Mr. Warren, had
' stated that the House weas out of ac-
i cord with the scheme and was un-
likely to pass it. Dr. Darby repeated
the argument already made that there
! was no hurry with this measure, and
{that'ft might stand over until next
‘ gessfon.

Rev. Mr. Bugden said he was the
only representative of the outports
present, and he claimed they had
' been given no opportunity to study
the Bill, that more time should be
allowed and the bill be not railroaded
through as it was. He also detailed
'the experiences of the Committee in
its endeavours to induce the Govern-
i ment on various occasions to amend
ithe Prohibition Act, and he was
i strongly of the opinion that if amend-
iments were put in hand now the
{measure could be workable, and the
| desire of the people, as expressed by
1 the plebiscite nine years ago, could be
i'made a reality.

Col. Cloud followed by reading a

Rev. J. B. Elliott, Rector of St
Thomas’s Church, strongly endorsed
the views of the previous speakers
as to the desirability of delay. He
explained that he had gone to Top-
sail to bring in Rev. A. B. Stirling
who was Chairman of the Commit-
tee, but that he was unfortunately
unable to come but he had authoriz-
ed him to say that he was entirely
at one with the Committee in its
representations. Speaking for him-
self, as Rector of St. Thomas’s Par-
ish, he pointed out that he was not
here four years ago, and therefore
knew nothing »f what had trans-
pired untfl very recently, but he had
seen enough during his brief sojourn
in the city to satisfy h™m of the de-
girability in the interests both of the
men of the country and of their wives
and children, of having the strongest
possible measure against liquor, and
therefore he favored delay, so that the
views of the country might be ascer-
tained, and the most perfect measure
possible devised.

Dur-
ing a recent railway trip to Gambo
he had seen some women on the train
very intoxicated. He also said that
the provision now in force regarding
liquor for the outports for medicinal
purposes was farcial. He said that
where liquor was brought home osten-
sibly for medicinal purposes, people
mostly drank it either on the way
home or within 24 hours after their
arrival, and that when sickness came
later there was no stimulant available.
| He said the same thing was true of
liquor taken in fishing and sealing
trips; that it was drunk at once, and
when the emergency arose for which
it was supposed to be reserved, it was
also not available. He considered the
present act would be an improvement
in the direction of temperance and
the maintenance of the moral char-
acter of the country, in- increasing
respect for the law, and stamping out
hypocrisy. He reviewed the progres-
sive legislation in this connection and
said he could well remecmber when
there were no temperance laws at all,
and anybody could sell it. and ke trac-
ed the successive stages in remedial
enactments up to the present day. He
thought the proposed law was an im-
provement on that now in existence,
though he did not believe it was per-
fect, but it-could stand further amend-
ments, and in course of time we would
get a condition of perfection in this
respect, which would enable him to
say, like Simeon of old, “Lord, now
lettest Thou, Thy servant depart in
peace, for mine eyes have seen Thy
Salvation.”

Hon. Mr. Morine followed, and
pointed out the practical difficulty in
the way of meeting the desire of the
speakers for enforcement of the Pro-
hibition Act.

Principles in Advertising

LONDON, July 30—(By Canadian
Press)—Under the caption “The Uses
of Advertisement” The London Times
in an editorial in connection with the
recent convention of the Advertising
Clubs of the World in London says:
The present day world of commerce
has discovered that if it is to make
progress it must go beyond the shop
signs and trade marks of the middle
ages. Not only must it put its best
samples in the shop-window, but it
must spare no pains to contrive that
the knowledge of their existence and
their desirability penetrates into the
home.

Crudely stated this the raw
terial of the modern system of
vertising which, by the energyv
imagination of manufacturers and
merchants—especially, perhaps, on
the other side of the Atlantic—has
been elevated to something approach-
ing the dignity of a fine art.

The annual Convention of the Ad-
vertising Clubs of the World has
never before beén held in Europe,
and by far the greatest number of
overseas delegates come from the
United States, where advertising plays
a much more important part in the
life of the people than it does here.
The differemce -between American and
British advertising is largely an af-
fair of superficial area. In the United
States where the distances are so vast
its object mist be to induce purchase
by force of description, without in-
spection of the goods offered. In this
country it aims to bring the possible
purchaser to examine them for him-
self.

But in spite of the consequent dif-
ference in methods of their presenta-
tion to the public, advertisements in
these, as in all other countries if they
are to produce permanent results,
must follow certain fixed principles.
They must be honest, they must ex-
cite desire for possessien, they must
reach the class to whom they are ad-
dressed, and they must bg so framed
as not to give offence. In this last re-
spect there is clearly much room for
improvement, and the delegates will
do good service to the rest of the pub-
lic if they can raise the standard of
