The Fishery Question Settled
hy the Treaty of Washington.

The laws required to carry into
eftect the articles of the Treaty of
Washington in relation to the fisher-
ies having been passed by the Con-
gress of the United Stateson the
one part, and by the Imperial Par.
leament of Great Bmtain and the
Legislature of Newfoundland on the
other, the President has issued a
proclamgtion declaring that ° such
articlesishall take eftect;in accor.
dance with article thirty-three of
said treaty betweer the citizens of
the United States of America and
Her Majesty’s subjects in the colony
ot Newfoundland, on the 1st day of
June next. :

The articles of the treaty referred
toin the President’s proclamation
provide that for a term of ten years
fich oil and_fish of all kinds, except

sh of the inland lakes and of the
rivers falling into them, and ex-
cept fish preserved in oil, being the
produce of the fisheries of the United
States or of the Dominion of Canada
or of Prince Edward’s Island, shall
be admitted into each country tree
of duty, there being an agrecement
that the people of one country may
fish on the coast and shores of the
other without being restricted by
any distance from the shore ; and
that it is also agreed that one coun-
try in transporting goods from one
of its ports to another shall have free
transit through the intermediate
territory.

says that that locality is better adapted
to the rearing of cattle than for agricul-
tural pursuits ; as the land has to be
irrigated before a crop can be produced.
This necessity arices from the fact that
the moisture from the Paciic Ocean
condenses, and falls before reaching the
summit of the Cascade Mountains, and
consequently never neaches tho valley
beyond.

Butter and beef are the chief produc-
tion of this region, the formsr selling at
50 cts. per b ; but the latter at only
3 cots. per Ib on the fort.

Barley and oats, with a fow vegetables,
are theprincipal agricultural productions,
and these are raised in no greater quan-
tities than are required for home con-
smaption, 7

In winter the cattle are not housed
(except the calves) and are fed with hay,
which grows in natural meadows. These
meadows are flooded with water until
near the end of June, They resemble our
swamps, but the hay is of much better

+quality than that produced here on low
uneultivated grounds.

In the valleys below Lake Lahach
valley, the cattle receive no attendance
during winter, but subsist on a plant
called sage-weed, which grows from
one to two feet high ; but a severe winter
causes many of them to die.

Stock has decreased in value fully one
half within the last two years.

As to how be likeg the country, Mr.
Dickie eays that nothing could induce
him to settle permanently in it ; as farm-
ing in the farming districts scarcely
pays the trouble of taking the produce to
market.

No doubt when travelling facilities are
improved,railway and communication es-
tablished, agricultural iwterests will not
be at such a discount.—Com.
