When the motion fixing the 
rate at 18 3-4 mills was introduc­
ed, only Aid. Geor Ross and Aid. 
T. A. P. Frost vqted against it.

The council adjourned until 
Jhursday before confirming the 
estimates.

Judge’s Advice
Prior to the passing of sentence the 

judge said that doubtless the prisoners 
sincerely believed t£at by their lawless 
conduct they were forwarding a goon 
cause.

"Some of yqu must be religious,’’ he 
continued. “If you are not atheists you 
must believe in a moral governor or 
the universe. I commend to you tne 
statement of a modem writer—a wom­
an, I believe—who characterizes the 
belief that the end justifies the means 
as ‘treason against the Almighty’.”

Whatever the motives of the pris­
oners have been. Judge Phillimore said 
that he must treat them as persons 
who had done a very serious injury 
to public peace and who must be re­
strained from doing fufther mischief 
and made to some extent an example 
to others. After passing sentence, he 
said:

“One of the counsel has suggested 
that the time for leniency has passeo 
and I do not think you will meet witn 
quite the same treatment as have the 
others. I am bound to say that if the 
home secretary consu/ ts me as he often 
consults a Judge, I shall take upon my­
self the reeponsiblltty of saying to him 
that the ring-leaders among you, at 
any rate, should not be let out of prison 
under any circumstances."

Will Die Together ,
"Then we shall die together,” ex­

TTAWA, June 17.—The trade ot 
the Dominion of Canada for the 

first year of existence when It 
closed in 1861 was slightly over $20,- 
000,000. That was only 45 years ago. 
According to the official detailed re­
port Canadian trade passed the billion 
mark this year, ending March 31. This 
tells the etary of the rapid expansion 
of the Dominion. Trade hae doubled 
since 1906 and has tripled in the last 
12 years. Which Is a very excellent 
showing, without doubt.

Canada now- has a trade of one bil­
lion dollars a year.

The aggregate trade for the past 
fiscal year crossed the billion dollar 
mark for the first time, totalling $1,- 
068,660,225, an increase of $205,960,393 
over 1912; $309,565,836 over 1911 *nd
$391,518,036 over, 1910.

The year’s imports totalled $675,428,- 
168, representing an increase of $128,- 
045.586 over 1912; $215,630,144 over
1610.

Exports amounted to $393,232,057 
which was $77,914,gb7 over the figured 
for 1912; $96,035,692 over those for 
1911 and $91,873,528 over 1910.

The enormous increase In the 
amount of duties collected is the most 
striking feature of the statement. In 
the last fiscal year the customs re­
ceipts amounted to $115.039,160, or 
$27,490,624 more than for the preced­
ing yeir. In the last '"our years the 
duties on Imports had almost doubled. 
In 1910 It was $61,010,487, In 1911 $73,- 
297.544: in 1912, $87,548,536. The
largest Individual source of Canada's 
Imports Is the United States from 
which Canadian», bought $276,330,434 
worth of dutiable and $164,626.421 
worth of Tkee goods. The United King­

's hext with $107,979,58.9
du Habit* and $30,679,840 of

i*ee commodities. Belgium is third 
and- Germany fourth among exporters 
to Canada.

Canada's best export market, 1s of 
course, the United Kingdom, to which 
this country sent $170,161.903 worth of 
home produce, as compared with $139.- 
735,953 to the United States.

He divided his letter into two parts, one 
dealing with the present condition of the city and 
the other referring to the condition of the different 
towns throughout the provitice... Wë would ad­
vise Mr. Owens to deal with one thing at a time. 
The singll tax has worked well throughout the 
province, though maybe; two or three municipali­
ties, because of unusual' circumstances, are suffer­
ing somewhat for the time being. That is no argu­
ment against thé single tax system.

• But let us consider the one concrete, nearby 
example which Mr. Owens offers'. A friend of his, 
name not given, has been farming for the last 15 
years, but now finds that he is inside of the city 
limits with an assessment on his, 50 acre farm of 
$3,500 an acre. He declares that the land is not 
worth more than $2,500 an acre. He has tried to 
sell it for that price and has not been able to do 
so. The fact that the property is over-assessed, 
as Mr. Owens and his friend insist, is not the fault 
of any particular system of taxation This man 
had his chance to appeal against the assessment, 
and evidently did not do so. The valuation would 
he the same with or without the single tax, with 
full valuation on buildings, or partial valuation on 
buildings, or total exemption from taxation upon 
buildings.

This is a very good example of the honesty 
and fairness of the single tax. Mr. Owens’ friend 
doubtless paid not more than $500 for his entire 
fifty acre farm, fifteen years ago. As a farm it is 
little, if at all, more valuable than it was when he 
bought it. .He has done but little, if anything, to 
make it at all more valuable, But that farm, ac­
cording to the owner, is worth $125,000, and the 
city assessor says it js worth $175,000. The owner 
has got at least $124,000 which he did not earn in 
any sense of the word. That increased value has 
come because the people bf Calgary have been 
spending money in building up a great and modern 
city. Single taxers declare that that man should 
pay some part of that unearned increment to 
maintain thej city which made him wealthy. Ac­
cording to Mr. Owens, if his theory is reduced 
to its logical conclusion, this gentleman should pay 
taxes upon farm lands worth about $1,000 in all.

Let us "See how it works out. If we had full 
valuation upon buildings and personalty and land, 
with the licenses complete, we would have a rate 
of 16.1 mills. The difference in the taxation upon 
Mr. Owens’ friend under full taxation and under 
single tax would be about $900, which is not so 
very much for a man who has made about $175.000. 
through the enterprise of Calgary people and 
through no effort on his part, lie certainly has 
no’cause to grumble, and Mr. Owens has no ex­
cuse to grumble for him. The difference in the 

"taxation.,which this gântfeman will have to pay 
now and under full single tax is about $400.

New York, June 17.—A comprehen­
sive plan for federal prohibition of 
child labor will be proposed In a bill 
to be introduced in the house of rep­
resentatives in Washington by Repre­
sentative Ira S. Copely^of Illinois, it 
was announced by the progressive par- v 
ty national service here tonight. The 
bill is based on the principles of for­
mer Senator Beveridge’s origfhal pro­
posal in 1907, denying the right of in-" 
terstate transportation to the products 
of child labor.

Manufacturers, producers, interstate 
carriers, jobbers and wholesalers are 
made responsible for unlawful ship­
ments.

By a provision of the bill similar to 
that of the pure food ,and drugs act 
commerce remains free to goods 
stamped or labeled “Registered under 
the federal x;hild labor act.”

The employment of a child under 14 
years of age in any mill, factory, can­
nery, workshop, manufacturing or me ­
chanical establishment, or a child 
under 16 'years of age in any coal 
mines, coal breaker, coke oven, ouarry 
or in any establishment where poison­
ous acids, gases or dyes are used, 
where in the work done materials or 
equipment handled are dangerous to 
the life artd limb or injurious to the 
health or morals of such a child, is 
hereby designated and defined as ;*n*>. 
social child labor, and as detrimental 
to the general welfare and debasing to 
commerce.

“The unusual phrase ‘anti.social 
child labor* Is used tp express the mo­
tive of the proposed legislation, the 
protection of siociety from the stunting 
of tutucé gebetaction^* ç&ys the party's 
statement. *x

The bilf has been Indorsed by a 
joint conference of the progressive 
congressmen. The bill does" not go 
to the extent of prohibiting all forms 
of harmful child labor. This would 
iriyolve many practical difficulties, in­
cluding the maintenance of an elab­
orate machinery of federal Inspection. 
Mr. Oopely’s proposal is simply to 
establish a maximum standard and in­
sure that it is nationally enforced.

It was easily the best game of the

Not a single solitary pass was Issued 
by either twirler during the course of 
the fray, and most of the' balls that 
were hit did not go outside of the in­
field. Alogether, four putouts were 
credited to the outfielders—two of them 
being secured by Regina gardeners and 
two by a Calgary man.

Sam Vivian and Obie O’Brien were 
the stars of the day In the field.

He had no right to take such action without consulting the board of 
control of the league, and this he failed to do. Vfe will fight to the last ditch, is the statement made 
by Cairns, when informed of the action of President Gray in-forfeiting the franchise of the Saskatoon
baseball club. .... ,

“We have never had a limit as to numbers in this league, and before any such limit can be set 
the Board of control, of which I am a member, must take the necessary steps,” he continued.

“As for President Gray turning the franchise over to anybody else, I don’t see how he can do 
it. As yet I am not acquainted with what action he intends to pursue, but he will be met half way in
any fight that he may launch. . . .

“As far as I can see, it is merely a matter of referring the question to the National commission 
and leaving it for them to decide. As we already have the assurance of Secretary Farrell that we are 
entitled to 14 men, there does not seem to be much doubt as to the decision of the commission.”

LONG LIST OF CIVI CASES UP
FOR HEARING IN SUPREME COURT

Will Be Criminal Court, Civil Court and District With Chamber 
Sessions at One Time

whvn the session of the Supreme 
court opened yesterday morning, there 
was one of the longest lists of cases 
down for hearing that has ever been 
known in Calgary. Mr. Justice Sim­
mons presided over the court, but after 
making arrangements for the cases and 
drawing UP the order of hearing, the 
court adjourned till tomorrow, when the 
first case will be heard.

Today, at 4 o'clock, the court en banc 
will hand down its decision in regard 
.to the appeals which have been hoard 
for the last two weeks. The list will 
include many Interesting decisions, and 
amonà these are the Clearwater ejec­
tion appeal, the reasons in the Coliard- 
Armstrong breach of promise case, and 
the Minchin-Samis libel case. There 
are. also several interesting real estate 
cases, the appeals in which will be de­
cided.

Pel key Trial Tomorrow.
Tomorrow there will also be a'ses­

sion for the hearing of criminal cases, 
and the first case to be heard will be 
that of Arthur Pelkey, who will be 
charged with manslaughter in connec­
tion with the death of Luther McCarty 
in the ring at the Burns arena on May 
24. There will be, of course, a large 
attendance for the trial, and the court 
room will be used for that trial.

The district court Is also in.session, 
under Judge Winter, and the building 
will be crowded to the full. There will 
also be on Monday a session n cham­
bers of the supreme court, with Judge 
Walsh presldfng. The need for getting 
Into the new court house was never 
more Imperative-

Montreal Market Uncertain.
Montreal, June 17.—Stock market 

sentiment locally continues to reflect 
uncertainty and is nervous and excis­
ed movemnt* of the first two weeks 
of June have been succeeded this 
week by narrow fluctuations, with no 
definite trend, while business has been 
on a very small scale. Attention is 
still centred on New York, and opin­
ion as to the local outlook shifts with 
the ries and fail of prices in that mar­
ket

The local list opened with a slightly 
lower range of quotations today as a 
resist of lower cables for C.P.R. In & 
few stocks further small declines were 
shown in the first hour and then the 
market began to recover when C.P.R.

The move­
ment was narrow, the widest range of 
fluctuations for the day being 2 1-4 
points in C.P.R. and 2 1-2 points in 
Power. Net changes resulting from the 
movement were largely in the direction 
of gains, but only in a few cases did 
these changes exceed small fractions.

Chicago Wheat
Chicago, June 17.—Rains over the 

spring crop region had a violent bear­
ish effect today on wheat. There was 
a set-back of 11-4 a 3-8 to 1 3-8, with a 
nervous close. Oats were off 3-4.

All the big commission companies 
had on hand at the opening stacks of 
orders to sell wheat. It was evident 
the trade had undergone a complete 
reversal of sentiment, and that the 
edge was off the drought scare as far 
as the, Northwest was concerned. Low 
temperatures in that section added to 
the troubles which formerly general 
general downpours had brought on the 
bulls. Free offerings of both old and 
new cash holdings counted severely 
against futures, and there was no 
sign of export call. Announcement of 
an increase of more than 25 per cent, 
of Montana acreage emphasized weak­
ness in the final dealings, and so also 
did prediction for further moisture.

Primary receipts of wheat were 489,- 
000 bushels; a year ago, 207,000 bushels. 
Seaboard clearances of wheat and flour 
equalled 344,000 bushels.

Absence of rainfall in the producing 
states lifted oats to a new high point 
for the season. A rush of profit taking 
sales by longs, though swept prices 
later down with wheat.

Washington, June 16. — Secretary 

Bryan discussed today with Dr. Lauro 
Muller, Brazilian minister of foreign 
affairs, on a special mission here, the 
reason for the abandonment by the 
Wilson administration of the BO-caHed- 
“dollar diplomacy’’ policy.

There is no lack of desire to encçtir- 
age an increase of commercial relation 
between the United States and Brazil 
and other nations, Mr. Bryan told his 
visitor. This is to be done, however, 
he said, Without having the govern­
ment back enterprises of American 
capital in foreign countries.

The administration, he added, desires 
to see American business secured 
abroad through the establishment of 
friendly relations with those countries 
and thei-r people and by the use of 
absolutely .honest commercial methods. 
Dr. Muller agreed that this was the 
wisest policy and he asserted he would 
do al\ he could to encourage Brazil’s 
indorsement of it.

Washington, June 16.—“The lower the 
rate charged to consumers by electric 
power companies the lower will he the 
tax which such power companies nyust 
pay to the government.”

Secretary Lane of the interior depart­
ment announced this today as “the. heart 
of the policy adopted as to the dispos*-, 
tion of water rights of the government.”

Mr. Lane has pending befprej him Sev­
eral applications for rights to use the 
public lands and the, waters of navigable, 
streams for the development of electric 
power. He is opposed to making use of, 
these waters as a source of revenue to 
the government, but 1» in. favor of requir­
ing the fullest use., of them, for th£ behe- 
it of the people. . Ô

After carefully considering "a power 
project on the Pend Oreille river» in Nor­
thern Washington, the gechetary has laid 
down five conditions “an ideal stan- > 
dard toward whicl> to work in the mak­
ing of the contract between the governt 
ment and the applicants îàt ttié vise of 
the power.” These conditions are:

Conditions Stft Fqrth? ' ' T •
1. The greater -development of Rbfdé- 

power,- the lower the charge . per horse­
power to be made on the part Of the 
government. This is intend éd to se­
cure the full use of the1 stream.-

2. The lower the rate to consumers
the lower the charge on the part of'the 
government. - ,

3. No charge whatever for a p»rk>cl 
of five1 or ten years during which the 
power company is finding its market,

4. Acceptance as a public utility of 
the state’s- jurisdiction over intrastate 
rates and services and of federal juris­
diction over interstate rates and serv- 
Ives.

5. Absolute prohibition of combination 
or monopoly and the right of revocation 
on the part of the government in the 
event that It is established to :the sat­
isfaction of the secretary of the interior 
or the côurts that such combination has 
been made or that prices-have been fixed 
by agreement with competing plants.

Just to All Concerned
“It ls my purpose,” said Secretary 

Lane, “to follow closely these conditions 
in the making of all future contracts 
with power companies. They are )just 
alike to seller and consumer of the" power ; 
they are fair to the government, and they 
will make, for the conservation and -géti- 
uine development of natural resources 
now going to waste.”

Roger Pocock, Former Mounted 
Policeman, Will Undertake 

Trip With Randal Cecil

Roger Pocock, the famous novelist, 
and Randal Cecil, who represents a 

| number of- English newspapers, are in 
Calgary at present and are preparing 
for a trip across the Rockies to. the 
coast on horseback across some of the 
old trails. Thêy will then recount their 
adventures in a number of periodicals, 
Mr. Pocock being the representative of 
a number of- American magazines.

Mr. Pocock is not unknown in the 
west, and was formerly a. member of 
the Royal North West Mounted Police 
force, from which he retired in 1887. 
He has maSv friends in the west who 
knew him then and met him on his 
next visit here in 1897, which is the 
last time he was in Calgary. Yester­
day he said he had failed ail day to-spy 
a single building which he had seen on 
his previous visit- Standing on the top 
of the Natural Resources building of 
the C. P. R.V however* he was able to 
locate the Macleod trail which be re­
membered, »

Author of “The Frontiersman.”
Mr. Pocock has written a number of 

novels, of which the best known is 
“The Frontiersman,’’ which introduces 
events and scenes of life in Western 
Canada. On the occasion of his last 
visit here Mr. Pocock was represen­
tative of Lloyd’s Weekly, and wrote 
a number of articles descriptive of the 
west for thàt paper at that time. On 
this occasion he finds more changes 
than he had expected in Calgary. In 
1897 the population was only 2,000, and 
Mr. Pocock came in on horseback, the 
roads being in the worst condition 
possible.

He will leave with Mr. Cecil this week 
perhaps, If they* have gathered suffi­
cient information as to the condition 
of the route which they mean to fol­
low. They will go on horseback across 
the mountains, and will take a pack 
horse with them if that is found to be 
necessary.

The route which they will take will 
be the automobile road across the 
Rockies, then b^rhe Walsh Pass across 
the Selkirks, down the Okanagan Val­
ley, and across to the Fraser Valley 
and dowû to the Pacific coast. The 
pair will take their time on the route, 
and it may he some weeks before they 
are at the coast. Their route was map­
ped out for them by officials of the 
Canadian Pacific department of natural 
resources.
