Was Shghtly In Excess of
$130,000,000; Trade Has
Doubled Since 1896

OTTAWA, June 17.—The trade of
the Dominion of Canada for the
first year of existence when 1t
closed in 1861 was slightly over $30,-
000,000. That was only 45 years ago.
According to the official detailed re-
port Canadlan trade passed the billion
mark this year, ending March 31. This
tells the story of the rapid expansion

Jof the -Dominion. Trade has doubled

since 1908 and has tripled in the last
12 years. Which is a very excellent
showing, without doubt.

Canada now has a trade of one bil-
lion dollars a year.

The aggregate trade for the past
fiscal year crossed the billion -dollar
mark for the first time, totaling $1,-
068,660,225, an .increase of $206,960,393
ovér 1912; $309,665,836 over 1911 gnd
$391,518, 036 over, 1910,

The year's imports totalled $675,428,-
168, representing an increase of $128;-
045,586 over 1912; 3215,530,144 over
1910.

Exports amounted to $393,232,057
which was $77,914,87 over the figures
for 1912; $96, 085 692 over those for

the last fiscal year the customs re-
ceipts amounted to $115,039,160, or
$27,490,624 more than for the preced-
ing yedr. In the last four years the
duties on imports had almost doubled.
In 1910 it was $61,010,487, in 1911 $73;~

would you suggest? Mr. Mawson was
asked.

“I have seweral alternative sites,”
repHded Mr. Mawson. . “It could quite
easily be transferred to First street
east.”

The objection to First street west lies
in the condition created at the corner
‘of. Seventh avenue where the Hudson
Bay store and the Southam Syndicate
buildings, on the north corners, ofe of
which will be occupied by The Herald,
and the other by the Calgary Furni.
ture . company, have been bullt close
to the street line, with no provision for
widening of the street. 'The street
has already been widened beyond the
subway but, at this point, the thorough
fare is not wide enough to carry the
traffic and it will be almost impos-
sible to think of building converging
street car lines here. If a bridge were
built from First street west, and the
flow of traffic carried along this
thoruoghfare from Eighth avenue, the
‘congestion at this point would be ap-
palling. Mr. Mawson has suggested
that the street might be widened by
unsetting the glass fronts of the
buildings and running the sidewalks
under ‘the first storeys of the build-
ings inside the pillars; but this is not
likely to be received favorably by the

owners.

Twelve thousand dollars a minute spent
to win what? A silver cup standing some
thirty inches high and worth perhaps
$500, and to get it or to keep it over
$1,000,000 has been lavished by a com-
paratively small body of Americans and
Englishmen. Criminal extravagance? Let
us see. It iz not the cup itself but what
it stands for that calls for this tremend-
ous expenditure.

Englishmen of wealth gladly put up
more than half a milllon to finance this
second but vain attempt to win back the
cup taken from them in 1909 by four
American players, Harry Pidyne Whitney,
Larry rbury and his younger
brother, Meonty; and Devereaux Milburn.

That contest cost $60,000 .the contest of
1911, when the Englishmen came to this
country and failed. cost something over
$150,000, this contest which was just fin-
ished on Saturday, a scant two years later
will exceed $1,000.000, (Verily the cost of
living is going up. ‘While the officers
of the American Polo Association decry
this tremendous cost théy cannet and do
not deny it. It has they say, several per-
fectly logical causes, the greatest un-
doubtedly beinf in the increase in the
cost of the ponies.

While there are one or two ponies in
use today that were used in the.last
tournament, the rest of the hundred have
been purchased during the last 15 months,
and purchased only with this tournament
in mind. Therefore, the price of these
diminutive horses was boosted at once by
dealers and owners, and boosted very
high. Ponies that could have been
bought for $500 three years ago have cost
this year $5,000 and $6,000.

Last week, eight of the greatest polo
players in the world, with a string of
ponies back of them numbering 130, and
valued at $50,000, competed for the silver
cup and the championship title. Now
that the dust is cleared from that battle-
ground there is very little to show for

the money spent, A few battered balls,
some brokemn bhones and mallets and
winded horses. Some of the most costly
horses, and those left in good condition
will depreciate in value the instant the
tournament is over. They will have ful-
filled their urgose. and ponies which cost
$65,000 and x836.0 0 may be bought for lesa
than that many hundreds.

But the ponjes are, after all, but one
item of expense incurred by the men be-
hind the players. These ponies do not
drop from heaven like the manna of
old, they do not trot up to the polo
grounds and beg to be bought. They have
to be hunted down, and during the past
two years men have scoured the coun-
tries of the world for them; India, France,
Egypt, Ireland and even the Argentine

mounts that will fight to the last ditch.
Slpaed is, of course, the greatest requi-
site,

It is estimated by officers of the Polo
Association in this country that the
horse hunting of the last two years has
cut into $75,000 for both teams.

The men behind the last tournament
realized long o that no one man nor
club could stand the expense of this com-
dng contest. Mr. Whitney offered to be
responsible for $500,000 for the Americans,

EXTREME DULLNESS 5
FEATURE OF TRADING
INNEW YORK

London Is Heavy Seller; Read-
ing in Good Demand, Show-
ing Most Strength

New York, June 17.—The uncertain
ccurse was followed today by the stock
market, which was dull to the point of
stagnation most of the time. The close
of the day found prices of many rep-
resentative stocks well above yester-
day’s final figures, althouzh below the
highest quotations of the session. For-/
eign selling was a large factor in the
decline of the market at the opening,
and London disposed of apout 20,000
shares here on balance. In =yite of
pressure from abroad, and renewed |
gelling by traders who sought to ex-
tend yesterday’'s decline. the market
quickly rallliéed from the opening break,
rising with an ease which suggested
that - the short interest had been
largely over-extended.

Reading was in especially good de-
mand, displaying most strength of the
leaders.

The Harriman shares were helped by
reports that a dissolution plan had
been worked out to the satisfaction of
all parties at interest. Interboro Met.
preferred, which has developed marked
strength recently, rose nearly four
points to the accompaniment of gossip
concerning prospects of a dividend
payment.

One reason: ascribed for'the increas-
ing dullness of the market was the dis-
position of fraders to hold off until
President Wilson's mesage regarding
currency legislation is read and defin-
ite word is received regardign the at-
titude of the courts toward the latest
plans for segregation of the Harriman
roads.

NO MORE DOLLAR
DIPLOMACY BY 0. 5.

Washington, June 16. Secretary
Bryan discussed today with Dr. Lauro
Muller, Brazilian minister of foreign
| affairs, on a special mission here, the
reason for the abandonment by the
Wilson administration of the so-called:
“dollar diplomacy” policy.

There is no lack of desire to encour-
age an increase of commercial relation
between the United States and Brazil
and other nations, Mr. Bryan told his
visitor. This is to be done, however,
he sald, without haying the govern-
ment back enterprises of = American
capital -in.foreign countries, '

The administration, he added, desires
to see American ‘business secured
abroad through the establishment of
friendly relations with those countries
and their people and by the use of
absolutely honest commercial methods.
Dr. Muller agreed that this was the
wisest policy and he asserted he would
do all he could to encourage Brazil's
indorsement of it.

TAX ON POWER CONGERNS
DEPENDS ON RATES
T0 CONSUMERS

U .S. Secretary of the Interior
In This Way Will Have Some
Control Over Rates in States

Washington, June 16.—'“The’ lower the
rate charged. to consumers by eleétric
power companies the lower will be the
tax which ‘such power cempanies must
pay to the government.”

Secretary Lane of the interior depart-
ment announced this today as ‘“the heart
of the policy adopted as te the disposi-
tion of water rights of the government.”

Mr. Lane has pending before Him sev-
eral applications for rights to use the
public lands and the, waters of navigable
streams for the. development of elactric
power. He is opposed to making use of
these waters as a source of revenue to
the government, but is in fayor of requir-
ing the fullest use of them for thp hene-
it of the people.

After ' carefully considerinz a power
project on the Pend Oreille rivep, in Nor-
thern Washington, the geche has laid
down five conditions. as ““an-idéal stan-’
dard toward which to work in'the mak-
ing of the contract between ths em
ment and the applicants for th
the power.” These conditions ure

Author of “The Frontiersman.”

Mr. Pocock has written a number of
novels, of which the best known is
“The Frontiersman,” which introduces
events and scenes of life in Western
Canada. On the occasion of his last
vigit here Mr, Pocock was represen-
tative of Lloyd’s Weekly, and wrote
a number of articles descriptive of the
west for that paper at that time. On
this occasion he finds more changes
than he had expected in Calgary. In
1897 the population was only 2,000, and
Mr. Pocock came in on horseback, the
roads being in the worst condition
paossible.
