The Rebate
On Gold

Positive Instructions Received
From Ottawa—One Per
Cent Clear.

Vancouver Assay Office Now
Paying Full Assay Value
of Gold.

Vancouver, Aug. 5.——-(>Special.)—~Mr.
MecCaffery, manager of the government
assay office received a wire from Ottawa
today that the government had decided
to buy the gold outright, thus making
the.Vancouver establishment a purchas-
ing as well as an assay office. It was
explained at the assay office to the Colo-
nist representative that this meant that
the bank charges of three-quarters of
one per cent: that the banks were get-
ting for cashing the assay office certifi-
cates for handling and shipping the gold
to 'Seattle,- would be dome away with,
and that instead the assay office would
give a cheque on the Bank of Montreal
payable at par. In other words, that only
the assay. and mint charge, the same
as charged in Seattle, would be deducted
from the value of the gold, while one per
cent. rebate on the royalty would be
unincumbered by any other charges
‘whatever, and this one per cent. rebate
would represent the advantage the miner
would have in cashing his gold in Van-
couver rather than. in Seattle,
_ Ottawa, Auvg. 5.—Hon. Clifford Sifton
telegraphed Hon. J. Dunsmuir  today
that one per cent, rebate will be allowed
on all gold delivered by the miner per-
sonally at Vietoria assay office on which
rovalty had been paid. This is what is
being done at Vancouver, and the same
privileges will be allowed by the Domin-
ion government.at the provincial assay
office at Vietoria, B«C. There seems to
have been some distake as to the terms
on:-whichthis was to be done,
Vanconver, Aug, 5.—Manager MoCaf-
fryv. of the assay office. this afternoon re-
ceived a wire from Hon. Clifford Sif-

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Will Run on Punet Sound Route

For Dodwell and Com-
pany-

m Changed—Liners Ex-
- pected Today  From China
and South Se_es.

(From Tuesday's Colonist.)

As announced in these columns when
the news of the advance of the rates
on the Sound steamers was given the
companies are to soon commence operat-
ing the two steamers on & new schedule.
The Dodwell Company has chartered the
new - steamer Majestic, recently built
by the Thompson Steamship Company
for the passenger service, which will
commence running between Victoria and
Seattle, and, it is understood, Tacoma
also, for the route is to be similar to
that which was covered by the old re-
liabt¥ City of Kingston, tomorrow. The
Majestic 'will take the place of the steam-
er North Pacific, which makes her last
run today, and sailing from Seattle at
10 a. m. each day she will arrive about
the same time as the North Pacific does
at present, and sail again for the Sound
at 8 p. m. :

The Majestic is a full upper cabin
screw propeller, 176 feet over all, 30 feet
beam, with a 14-foot 6-inch moulded
depth of hold. equipped with the latest
improved machinery. The engines are
triple expansion, having the' tolkvwx.ng
cylinders: High pressure, eighteen in-

and one-half inches; low pressure, fifty-
one inches, with a piston stroke of two
feet four inches. The engines are sup-
plied with steam from three Scotch
marine boilers, each ten feet six inches
in diameter and eleven feet long, to be
allowed 180 pounds of steam, govern-
ment test. Runmning at full capacity the
engines develop 1,500 horse power, and
are capable of driving the 11-foot pro-
peller, with & 17-foot slant, at the rate
of 136 revolutions a minute.

The arrangements on the main deck
and forward and after hold are for a
freight deck, main deck in after end, to
be fitted up for kitehen, pantry, mess
room for crew and engineers’ stateroom,
coming aft of gangway up a space of
twenty feet the entire width of the
steamer. Directly after this is the main
dining room,.the full width of the ship,
and twenty-five feet long fore and aft.
This will be commodious, and well light-
ed. From this a large companionway
leads to the cabin deck above. After the
main cabins on the main deck are the
rooms for the stewards and cooks, and
also a provision storage room. The ar-
rangement of the cabins is such that
they extend nearly the entire length of
the ship, thus giving a boat of her beam
a large and commodious social hall, with
a smoking room forward and a ladies’
parlor aft.

There are twenty-eight staterooms, be-
sides those for the purser, engineer and
other officers. On the hurricane deck will
be a full circle pilot house, with three
room texas, containing.the captain’s,
pilot’s and clerk’s apartments, being full
width and adjoining the aft side of the
pilot house. After the captain’s rooms
are two rooms for the mate and watch.

Queen Adelaide Arrived From the Orient

Steamer Queen Adelaide, of the North-
ern Pacific fleet, arrived from the Orient
last night.

THE WILLAMETTE.

Will be Repaired at Seattle and Soon be
in Service Again.

Steamer Willamette arrived at Seat-
tle on Sunday. Over the big holes torn
in the sides of the steamer when she
broke in two on the rocks, there are
bolted a number of immense timbers,
under which are steel plates riveted to
the hull, says the Seattle P.-I. On the
inside of the steamer the holes are plas-
tered up with cement, and she is making
little, if any water at this time.

The Willamette is now the property
of the Moran Bros. Company. Robert
Moran, head of the company, under
whose personal direction the Willamette
was taken off the rocks, bound togetl.xer
and floated, came with her, together with
a crew of forty-eight men, who were en-
gaged on her since last April. The Wil-
lamette’s arrival created considerable
stir on the water front and she was
naturally the object of much curious
scrutiny,

‘With thé aid of steam jaeks the hull,
which was broken in two as the steamer
lay on the rocks, 'was brought together
and united with steel plates bolted to her
sides, Over these were placed fir tim-
bers eighteen inches square and forty
feet long. They were placed closely to-
gether, one on top of the other, and bolt-
ed with steel bolts to the vessel’s frame.
The crevices on the inside were filled
with cement so that she would not take
water after being floated. ‘When this
was completed other leaks in her hull
were stopped with the aid of cement,
and she was finally raised and put into
the water, after being on the rocks over
four mobths. :

The collier will be given a thorough
overhauling. The temporary work will
be removed and now iron plates will be
added where the old ones were broken in
the wreck. Her frames will be repaired
and renéwed wherever mecessary. A
member of the company said yesterday
that the collier 'would be made as good
as new in a short time. A year or more
ago she was fitted with new engines and
boilers, and was said to be worth ap-
proximately $250,000 when she went on
the rocks. Insurance to the amount of
$170,000 was carried on her. She was
sold to the Morans by the underwriters
and was counted to be almost worthless,
as many navigators and marine surveyors
who saw her declared that she mnever
could be saved.

Despite these predictions, howerver,
Robert Moran undertook to patch the
broken hull together and to make her
float. He took with him last April a big
wrecking outfit and crew of men. Ob-
stacles . which were apparently . jnsur-
monutable appeared and many times Mr,
Moran despaired of succeeding. A deter-
mination to accomplish what he had set
out to do won the day, however, and the
obstacles interposed by the British Co-
lumbia autherities and by the natural
conditions surrounding the . wreck were
removed one after another until finally
the big ship was floated. i

SUB-MARINE SIGNALS.

May Prove a Boon
to Navigation.

ciation with the eminent physical scien-
tist, Prof. Elisha Gray. The main ques-
tion 'was how to make the invention ef-
fective in the simplest possible way, so
that it could become at once ef service
to the navigation of any craft without
using elaborate special instruments or of
following ~instructions and rules more
or less complicated. A series of careful
experiments with a triangular system of
bells, thus controlled by electrical con-
nections, have shown that the sound can
be transmitted unerringly and heard on
shipboard at a distance of two miles,
simply by pressing one end of a wooden
rod against the skin of the vessel any-
where below the waterline, and holding
the other end firmly against the ear.
‘With a special telephone receiver, how-
ever, invented for the purpose by Prof.
Gray, the signals can be heard more
than five miles away. This instrument
may be attached to the outside skin of
the ship under water mear the keel, and
on either side of the bow, like a pair of
ears, with wire connections made to the
pilot house, or it may be over
the side like a sounding line when there
is any occasion to use it. Such a simple
device naturally makes the system uni-
versally applicable from the biggest ocean
liner down to the smallest craft. In
working out his invention Mr. Mundy
has followed the principle observed by
surveyors; who are enabled to fix very
definitely the location of any point where
they may chance to be by determin-
ing its relation- to the position 'of
three other points in sight whose location
is known with exactness, On the same
principle the sitnation of a vessel may be
determined by means of sound signals
transmitted from three different stations
located at certain known points. This
being the ease, it is clear, for example,

stations located off the entrance of a
harbor the navigator of a vessel approach-
ing the harbor can determine his position
at any unknown point at which such
signals can be heard. Omn account of the
three points or bells it is generally called
the triangular system. Not the least
merit of the system is the fact that it is
not necessary for the navigator to un-
derstand the wunderlying scientific prin-
ciples. Al that has to be done is to
listen for the signals and read the inter-
vals by means of the rod or telephone
receiver, whereupon the positions of the
vessel can be immediately located on the
chart. With this new system in opera-
tion a vessel can find its way in thick
weather all along the coast as well as
into ports. Another valuable use is
that of a warning at points of danger.
“William seems to have great confi-
dénce in the success of the new inven-
tions, and feels that they will do much
towards the safe navigation of the St.
Lawrence route.

Proposed Amendments Do Not
Go Far Enough to Please
Catholics.

Important Judgement by Privy
Council Affecting Trades
Unions.

London, Aug. 5.—Although no division
was challenged at 'the third reading of
the King’s declaration bill this evening
in the House of Lords; it is generally be-
lieved that no further attempt will be
made to pass it, either this session or the
next.

Lord Salisbury, the premier, referring
to the statement of the Catholic peers,
said the government now realized that
the Catholics did not wish the offensive
wording of the original declaration to be
withdrawn unless the government at the
same time withdrew the declaration re-
garding the security of the Protestant
succession. The government never had
the slightest intention of withdrawing
that. The Catholies regretted that they
must be prepared to see the declaration
stand in its present form.

. The Privy Council today rendered an
important judgment affecting trades
unions. The case was brought up on ap-
peal from the judgment of the Irish
courts awarding a wholesale butcher
damages-against the Butchers’ Assist-
ants’ Association, which brought pres-
sure to bear on retailers to boycott the
plaintiff until he dismissed a certain non-
union employee, threatening otherwise to
call out the union employees of the firms
concerned, and #nally it induced the
non-unionists to leave the plaintiff. The
Lords dismissed the appeal on the ground
that the acts of wrongful and malicious
conspiracy were not undertaken to ad-
vance the interests of the workmen

themselves, but solely to injure the
plaintiff,

The following from
the Helena, Montana, Independent tells
of the experience of one visitor at this
resort: ‘John Longmaid returned .yes-
terday frem a two months’ trip to Cow-
ichan lake, near Victoria B.C., and he
brought with him a photograph which
proves that he caught seme fish—in fact,
it would appear that Mr. Longmaid has
found as fine a fishing greund as one
could wish. When Mr, Longmaid left
Helena he was not well, and he wasJook-
ing for a lower altitude. He had never
been to Victoria, so he determined to go
their first. After he had seen that town,
he was advised to go to Lakeside hotel,
at Cowichan lake, 21 miles from Vie-
toria. He took the advice, and is.glad of
it. The resort is enly abeut 600 feet
above sea level, and in the :opinion of
Mr, Longmaid, is an ideal place. Rl_ght
jn front of the hotel is a lake 21 miles
long and from half to three-quarters of
a mile wide, and it claims some of the
finest salmon-trout ever pulled out of the
water. In the case of Mr. Longmaid it

proved to be a good health resort also.

“<Altogether I «caught .828 salmon-
trout,” said Mr. Longmaid yesterday.
“Of course I did not fish every day, but
whenever I did T had good luck. The
hotel is a pleasant one, and while it is
well patronized, it is.not:erowded. There
were people thére from Honolulu and
from England, and many :lecal people.

But the fishing was what pleased me.

One could get a boat and go out on the

lake and have as fine sport as you could
imagine. The :salmon<trout :are gdmy,
and they keep you guessing when you are
pulling them in. The photograph Mr.
Longmaid brought ‘home showed a string
of 29 fish, the aggregate weight of them
being 61 pounds, and. ome  of them
weighed three pounds. It was his last
day’s fishing, and it was-such a good one
that the angler thad ‘his pieture taken
along with ‘the fish.” ;

The Pro-
vinee’s particular grievance just now is
that our Vancouver correspondent tele-
graphed that a gentleman namcd Hard-
wicke, who hails from Dawson, thought
it a mistake for the Dominion govarn-
ment to locate an assay office at Van-
couver instead of Dawson. This, our
contemporary says, is an attack cvpon
Vancouver, ‘“a . deliberate attempt to
cripple the trade of the largest city in
the province,” and the provincial gov-
ernment is called upon to make it clear
to its supporters that it is mot responsible
in any way for this iniguity. Really “the
silly season” must be getting in its dead-
ly work upon our contemporary. What in
the name of all that is sensible has the
government to do with Mr. Hardwicke
or the columns of the Colonist? Can
the Province be as silly as it professes to
be, and does it really suppose that any
member of the government is wver con-
sulted as’ to the pubhcatmn of cur-
rent news in this paper?
As to what Mr. Hardwicke said, it is
only what a great many people have al-
ready said. If the Province will turn
up the files of the Colonist, it will see
that on more than omne ocecasion this
paper has editorially contended that the
proper place for a government assay of-
fice, if there is to be only one, is at Daw-
son, and we repeat it. Our contempor-
ary will find a Colonist editorial on this
point copied and most favorably com-
mented npon by the Dawson papers.

It is evident
that under existing arrangements we are
breeding salmon for our neighbors to
catch, to which there would be no great
objection if they did not resort to meth-
ods prohibited to our fishermen. There
are plenty of salmon for all, but while
the United Srtates canners use traps and
ours are restricted to nets, they will get
our: fish more cheaply than our own can-
ners, which is certainly not right.
There is no doubt about the fish being
of Canadian origin. Salmon fry go from
the spawning grounds to the sea, and
then, on attaining maturity, go back to
the rivers where they were born, and
this ends their short and uneventful his-
tory. If they are caught in a trap or
-net, their lives are shortened by a month
or two, but that is all. The report of
the United States Fisheries Commission
of 1900 deals with this matter at length,
and says, among other things, that the
great bulk of the sockeyes, entering the
Strait of Juan de Fuca, “have the Fra-
ger river as their destination.” It tells
us that the run of fish entering the
Strait ‘“‘constitutes a distinct run.” The
fish keep to the Vancouver Island shore;

Among them are the
cost and quality of the raw material, the
proximity of the factories to the ocean
over which they must be carried to their
destination, and the character of the cli-
mate. These conditions are, so far as
articles into the composition of which
wood or iron or both enter highly fav-
orable in British Columbia. We have
abundance of both these raw materials
and unlimited quantities of coal, which
is mecessary for the prosecution of any
manufacturing industry. The proximity
of coal and iron in Great Britain was
what made that country the greatest
manufacturing centre in the world. 8o
also as to proximity to the ocean. An-
drew Oarnegie declares that, this one
fdétor in’ the manufacturing conditions
of Great Britain will itself be sufficient
to preserve her manufacturing great-
ness. In these days of close competi-
tion everything counts, and a community
having its raw materials at its very door
and to whose door the great ocean car-
riers can come directly, so that land
carriage is reduced to a minimum, can
afford to be handicapped in some other
particular and yet hold its own. The
matter of climate is very important. We
think it may be fairly claimed that in
no part of the world is labor less inter-
fered with by weather than on the coast
of British Columbia. There are no ex-
tremes of heat or cold. The loss from
such extremes in most manufacturing
centres is very  econsiderable. Under
these circumstances we feel much confi-
dence that British Columbia may be-
come the seat of important manufac-
tories in the future.

We have referred to the question of
wages, and recur to it to say that it is
probable that this will not always be
as great an obstacle as it now appears
to be to the setting up of manufacturing
"establishments here.  We do not mean
that -there is likely to be an influx of
cheap labor.. Factory hands are likely
to be found willing to work for less
wages than at present, whbn the price
of the necessaries of life has fallen. We
hope that the province will remain for
an unlimited period a country where
wages stand .above the average, but it

IT WILL SHIP OVER NEW TRAIL.

Valentine Group in Slocan Shows Some
High Grade Ore.

Nelson, B. 1C., .Aug. 1.—The Valentine
group at Four-Mile creek in the Slocan
including the Freeport, the Freehope and
the Freemont, is being developed with
encouraging results. Two parallel veins
-are exposed, one five and the other ten
feet in width, both of which are true
fissures and lymg in the granite forma-
tion. A considerable amount of work
has already been performed on the
claims, and on the five foot ledge three
tunnels have been driven. This vein
contained a paystreak varying in width
from eight inches to a foot and has al-
ready been traced a distance of 800 feet.
Assays from the ore give an average of
246 ounces in, ellvg.r to the ton.

It issa dry, . silver:ore. carrying gray
copper- and. chlorides -of silver. Some
specimens have been found that assay
into the thousands of ounces. A pack
trail is being constructed by the govern-
ment, which will pass within a short dis-
tance of the property, and when it is
completed the owner will ship at once,
as he has a large amount of ore already
on the dump.

The
property has just completed an 800 ton
shipment of ore to the Trail smelter.

Ridley Who Returned on
the Tees.

The Loss Some Four Thousand
Dollars Greater Than Was
Estimated.

Bishop Ridley, who returmed from the
North OI;I the steamer Tees, has furnish-
ed the (Colonist with the following de-
tails of the fire which wiped -out the
mission buildings at Metlakatla:

The boys’ main bnilding was savgd,
though damaged.

The value of the buildings destroyed
and their contents is estimated at $44,-
500. The value of the property saved
from the children’s homes, $250, and
from the church, $280.

The fire broke out during the holidays,
so that the majority of the children were
with their friends in safety. The da_y
after the fire many Indians left their
fishing on the Skeeng, and not only fetch-
ed away their own, but true to Indian
hospitality, took away many others to
nourish them until we can provide shel-
ter for them. The nineteen remaining
with the lady missionaries in charge of
them are housed 'in the hospital. ‘Their
immediate wants were met by kindness
shown on the spot. The stores T took
up with me, and provided by the beaut:
fully prompt liberality ~of kind hearts
in Vietoria, will tide them over the near
future. Great was the gratitude of the
ladies when told of this great sympathy
from the Capital and Vancouver. It
would occupy too much space to name
all the generous givers. I thank them
all from my heart.

When I inquired the cause of the
many holes in the Jadies’ dresses, I
found they were caused by the fire, They
had nothing else to wear. The children
were in the same case. A great deal
‘of clothing and other effects had been
rescued m the flames and piled up at
a safe distance, but a change of wind
caused it to be burnt up. il

- The three men thén at Metlakatla, by
using the fire engine, saved the main

' building of the Boys’ Industrial School
and ran great risks in so doing,

The ladies fought the fire bravely and
skilfully, but were driven baek continu-

We left on Saturday morning for San
Juan island and onm nearing it, the is-
land looked as though fenced in with
upright poles. What are they? Salmon
traps!! We soon were close by and the
owner of the traps invited us to wait
to see the salmon lifted to the barge
alongside. “There are thirty thousand
salmon on those traps,” said he, “but
we only want ten thousand today. The
remainder and more will remain in the
traps until we want them. Perhaps to-
morrow! These ten thousand will be
tinned before twelve o'clock tonight!”
Now 'what is a salmon trap? It is a
corral. ‘The are not driven in but
are simply deluded and led there. A
trap looks like the letter L. Imagine a
row of piles, say, fifty feet in length,
driven about ten feet apart in a single,
straight line for, say, about a couple of
hundred yards. At the end of this piece
is the trap which is a square also fenced
in, say, fifty feet square. All the poles
and interspaces are covered or inclosed
on one side with a strong hempen net-
work; the trap proper having not only
this but a tremendous s net reach-
ing to near the bottom—it iz like a mnet
basin, once there they cannot or do
not get out.

The salmon, as is well known, come
once every year in-runs of millions from
the sea, bound for the Fraser river, at
the extreme sources of which they
spawn and die—a race of instinetive sui-
cides.

To whom do these fish belong? From
the sea the fish Tun up the Straits de
Fueca on the Vancouver Island shore to
San Juan and thence for the most part
through Rosario Strait and passing
Point Roberts (the extremity of which
belongs to the United States), to Fra-
ser river. The course the swarms of
fish take is nearly the same every year,
s0 that it becomes an easy matter to
know where to place traps advantageous-
ly to intercept them, If they do not en-
ter the first traps, they are more or less
captured by subsequent omes in their
course, Now, let me say here—and I
hope the public will pay attention, for
it is of the utmost importance—that I
saw ‘at least two hundred and fifty
(250) traps between [San Juan and Point
Roberts !!! = Beyond these the waters
are Canadian and traps interdicted by
the Canadian government, as they are
also, by the same law, on our side of
the 'Straits ‘de Fuca™!!! Some of the
swarms of fish unmolested on their way
approach San Juan island. These may
come into comtact with the long leg df
the trap. They cannot get through, so
they wander along in grder to get around
it on the journey, and 8o are led into the
trap ont of which they -cannot get. If
‘they escape this one trap there are two
hundred and fifty of a like nature to in-
tercept them before reaching the Fra-
ser river, at the month of which and in
the river itself thousands of boats or
people are employed ‘with ordinary nets
for the like purpose }

To ecome back to San Juan. We saw
about a dozen men gradually lifting the
net—pretty hard work. In the net were
swarms of salmon, so thickly crowded
that they had not xoom to move—a vast
mass of squirming, struggling salmon.
In due course they are gradually brought
nearer the 'surface and then we see the
use of a huge cylind®r net,: which has
"been hanging about ten or a dozem feet
above the barges. This is a drag net. It
is lowered suddenly aniongst the fish,
and then drawn up to the barges and
lifted, - Out of its mouth are pitched
hundreds of salmon onto the deck like
potatoes out of a sack. There the hun-
dreds squirm, jump or wriggle on the
slimy, slippery deck, in their agony, and
are swept into the hold of the harge to
die, and’ be cooked. . To the owners this
is a beautiful sight, but to me—horribie.

These men
e fish, cleaning it from blood
and all impurities, The salmon are then
passed on to a machine and on a very
&hort time emerges in pieces in tins—
cans rolling down to a table very guick-
ly. There they are closed with a tin
cover very quickly and then carried
away, in square frames, holding,
say, a hundred loaded cans, more or less,
according to size. The square frames
and tins are sunk into cisterns of boiling
water for twenty minutes and then
hoisted out by a Chinaman. The frames
 and tins are then passed on and the tins
tapped separ: by a, Chinaman, one
or more, who with a sharp pointed
hammer makes a fine hole in the lid of
each tin, and then one sees little jets of
water spouting out of them like foun-
tains. he next immediate step is for
other Chinamen to close the holes with
solder. Now the cans are placed in
a huge heated steam oven, where they
are cooked again for twenty minutes for
the last time. The ting are next examin-
ed to see whether they are perfectly air-
tight. Few impetfect are found and
they are rejected. The tins in the
square frames are then conveyed by a
railway track to the outside of cool, and
last of all are washed in a cistern of lye
to wash off the grease and so prepare
them for labeling. The organization of
the men and the machinery-like regu-
larity of their work is wonderful. There
were ‘Chinamen, Japanese and white
men all working under the same. roof,
under their various bosses, including a
very few girls, all working together har-
moniously, like stars, having ‘their own
course in the heavens. The men paid
by the hour night or day work as long
as they are able—others are put on and
the work never stops. No eight hours—
no  half-Saturday—no Sunday. Hay
must be made and earried whilst the sun
shines. ‘It is now the fishery harvest.
We were in this cannery probably an
hour, and during this period the fish that
we had seen pitched from the barge in-
to the chute were in tins and ready for
labeling and sale.

Whilst we were there two more barges
appeared with forty thousand salmon
for this immense cannery. “Oh, yes, we
want them and they must all be used
and tinned within the ensuing twerty-
four hours, . This being the limit of time
(24 hours) that they will be fresh enough
for our purpose.”

“I did not see any ice chambers to
keep fish longer, but in the bay was a
barge in 'motion pitching salmon into
the sea, not a great many possibly taint-
ed. The loss we were told is not great,
and generally results from delay at sea.
The same thing happens on the Fraser,
when for some reason or other the fish
do not get to the cannery soou enough or
sufficiently fresh. The heads and tails
in some places are saved and made into
oil and fertilizers. -Others waste them.
The traps do not necessarily belong to
the cannery owners. They have some
of course, and make contracts with oth~
ers and even, it is said, sell surplus fish
to the Fraser river canmeries at a smal-
ler figure than twelve and a half cents,
the price paid to the striking fishermen.

After we had been hospitably enter-
tained by the owner'of the yacht Wig-
wam, who had an Indian figure paint-
ed in the cabin, I said, ‘“We do not mean
to allow you to take all our fish.”

“Well,” said he, “you have been long
enough, thinking about it! When you
have traps let us know, and we will
come and -do all the business!!  Bon
voyage.”

We left at sundown passed through
miles of traps on our way to Vancouver,
where we arrived at midnight. The St.
Clair went to a whart about ten or fif-
teen feet above our heads! Fortunately
a ladder was discovered, up which we
scrambled, ‘on a. moeontight night, safely
to ‘the top, and thence to Vancouver
Hotel, We found the hotel open, ready
to receive poor belated tourists, and
honor bright, all perfectly sober after
having beeén sixteen hours on the waters
and doing 130 miles, having for half the
distance been in sight of traps.

In conclusion, I have endeavored to tell
absolute truth and facts. It rests with
the Dominion government either by its
present absurd regulations against traps
wilfully .to ruin the salmon fisheries of
British Columbia and turn the whole in-
dustry over to the United States, or
save the industry even at this late period
by allowing traps and other conservative

waters of the I'raser and die in the na-|measures to raise it into perhaps the

most . important business of our pro-
vince, 1If British Columbia has to pay
twelve and a half cents for a fish that
the ‘United States capmers can procure
for three cents, the result must be ob-
vious. KEven at the present moment the
United States can undersell our mer-
chants in Great Britain, but they choose
to do otherwise as being the most profit-
able. They have eighty millions of their
own people to supply, without any chance
of opposition. They are protected in
every way. e
The fish come up the straits of San
Juan de Fuca' on their way to their
destination.. Surely it is sheer insanity
to allow them all to pass by our habita-
tions, for seme. faneiful, not reason, but
fad. If the fish are to be destroyed, sure-
ly it will make little difference 'to the
time of this occurrence by our joining
in the very profitable fray. 'But this cry
of depletion has it any Teal foundation?
Theoretieally it seems probable, hut his-
tory so far here does not support the con-
tention. © True, traps have ounly been a
few years in.operation. 'Why on earth
if the government feels this, can they
not’ set about having .more and better
hatecheries, and at more - stations, in-
stead of seizing all the money paid by
the fisheries and doing nothing therefore!
Destroy or be destroyed. Traps must be
allowed in the Straits of de Fuca, in fact
in all Canadian watérs, otherwise—facile
descensus avernil—death.

Tﬁe Chinese Court Sends Troops
To Meet the Insurgents.-
in Chi-li.

The rising of the Lien-chuan-hui is as-
suming most grave proportions, according
to news brought by the Queen Adelaide—
and news is given that the Chinese pleni-
potentiaries have received orders from
the Throne to entrust the duty of quell-
ing the insurgents to Governor Yuan
Shih-kai and another general, and that
b two officers are making prepara-
tions to despatch a force for the pur-
pose. Tien Lohsiang, the chief of the
Lien-chuan-hui is said to be a man of
considerable literary distinction, and the
insurgents are to -be acting in
colinsion with Lin Mien-ling in Hsian
and Tung Fuh-shang in Kiang-su. In
fact many of Tung’s soldiers are said to
be enrolled in the Union’s ranks.. The
flags of the iLien-chuam-hui bear the le-
gend “Save China; expel the foreign-
er.,’

The Imperial Court, having been con-
vinced, it is said, that Tung Fuh-
shang is actually moving towards Hsian
with rebelious aims, has taken measures
to check his progress. The guards avail-
able in Hsian, however, are not suffi-
cient for the purpose, and a levy of
troops has been invited, with the result
that great numbers have flocked from
Shensi and Honan to answer the call,
and ‘some - fifteen or sixteen battalions
have been organized. [There is a diffi-
culty, however, about arming ese
troops, and the business of the moment
is to collect weapons wherever they can
be found.

The Queen Adelaide also brought news
-that General Gribski, the mlhtax;y gov-
ernor of Blagobestchensk and districts,
committed suicide recently. as he was
approaching the above city on his return
from i8t. Petersburg. 3

General Gribski was in charge of
Blagovestchensk in August, 1900, when
that city was attacked by Chinese ban-
dits from Aigun, who from the opposite
side of the ‘Amur fired on the Russian
city. The presence in their n}idst‘of a
large body of peaceable Chinese was
regarded by the Russians as a grave
peril, and instructions were asked from
St. Petersburg. g

The now historic telegram “Fling
Chinese across Amur” was wired from
St. Petersburg, and, during the tem-
porary absence of General Gribski, the
message was literally interpreted by the
Chief of Police, whose bloodthirsty Cos-
sacks gathered the Chinese together,
men, women and children, to the number
of nearly 5,000, and literally flung them
into the water, none of the Chinese es-
caping.

General Gribski was subsequently re-
called to St. Petersburg to explain mat-
ters to his Imperial master, and there is
reason to believe that he was returning
to Blagovestchensk in disgrace and so
decided to, take his own life. <

The grand Llama Acha of Thibet is
visiting Japan, accompanied_ by five
Thibetan and two Chinese priests and
great Buddhist celebrations are being
held in his honor.

An edict has been issued from Hsian
calling upon the Chinese ministers in
FEurope and America to send in the names
of any students they can recommend as
having graduated +in foreign languages
and being of ‘sbunid eonstitution. It is
the intention of ‘thes court to make a
selection of such persons for official em-
ployment. ;
" Intelligence is reaching Tokyo of great
damage done by floods in the south.
Several coal-mines have been inundated.
No less than 69 lives were lost pwix;g
to that cause at the Katsuki mine in
Chikuzen. - Fukuoka Prefecture is suf-
fering greatly. There have been burst-
ings of banks, over-flowings of rivers,
washing away of railway beds, swamp-
ings of houses, and considerable loss of
life. Two thousand people are said to
be in need of public relief.

Disastrous inundations are also re-

rited from China. A large part of
E’upeh is said to be under water, owing
to floods in the Yangtsze; Honan is suf-
fering similarly from an_overflow of
the Tung-ling lake and Kwantung is
inundated by the ‘West river.
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THE FIRST TELEPHONE.

The Invention First U'sed at Brantford

tario. '
- Tt is exactly twenty-six years since 1
put up my first telephone. -

At that time I was visiting at my
father’s house in :Brantford—a small city
in Ontario, Canada. < We obtained the
permission of the Canadian government
to use a telegraph line four miles long
that extended from Brantford to a neigh-
boring village. : \

We put up our.apparatus in a friend’s
house, kindly loaned for the  purpose,
and as it-wee over half a mile froem the
telegraph line, we ‘were obliged to
lengthen the wire, 4

No additional telegraph wire was avail-
able, so what do ‘you think we used?
You eould never guess. We could find
nothing in the hardware'stores but stove-
pipe wire, and we had to buy'up all the
stovepipe wire in Brantford to make our
line long enough. :

We did not trouble to put up posts,
but’ tacked the wire to.the fence. The
communication that took place over this
first telephone wire was mot a conver-
sation, but a monologue, as . we had the
transmitter only at one end and the re-|
er. % oy

In this way the first message was sent
over the telephone, and I have been told
that Brantford calls itself the “Telephone
City” ever since. That was in. 1875.
A short time afterwards Mr, Charles

wire from his office in Boston to his
house in Cambridgeport, a distance of
two miles. This was. the first telephone
wire to be permanently -erected. S8ince

Trading Stamp Oases at Last Struck
From the Police Court Register.

Tons of Ore in the Past
Year.

Grand Forks, B. C., Aug. 1, (Speciaf
Correspondence.)—A., L. White of Mon-
treal and New York, secretary ot the
_(}ran.by Consolidated Mining and Smelt-
ing Company, has just concluded his an-
nual inspection 'of the company’s mining
properties in the Boundary District.
Mr, White has paid a yearly visit to the
West every summer in order to keep in
touch with the progress of development
work,

“After each succeeding trip,” said he
to your corespondent, *“I marveled at the
increasing value of our properties, but
the culminating surprise of all was re-
served for this year. My fondest anti-
cipations of the success of our smelting
operations have been more than realized.
‘Whilst standing before No. 1 furnace in
the reduction works the other night I
was informed by the foreman that the
molten stream I saw pouring out had
been running continuously from the day
the smelter blew in until then with the
exception of a close down during the hol-
idays, July 1 and 2, with the object of
making supposed needed repairs. On
examination, however, it was found that
the furnace was as good as ever and that
it did not require re-lining. This, T be-
lieve, breaks all records for copper
smelting, the furnace having been in op-
eration continuously for nearly a year
with the exception referred to. Con-
sequently I was mnot surprised to learn
that the plant in this period had treat-
ed over 188,000 tons of ore. With the
addition of the ‘two additional furnaces
and the/converter now being installed,
the enlarged plant will have a total cap-
acity of over 1,300 tons a day.

“My only regret is that more of our
shareholders have hitherto not been able
to visit the West to witness for them-
selves the success pf our enterprise.

It has been very care-
ful and thorough, and the thanks of the
shareholders are due both H. ‘N. Galer
and George W. Wooster.

“Another chapter of surprises awaited
me at Phoenix, where I was conducted
through the Knob Hill and Old Ironsides
and Vietoria, by W. Yolen Williams, the
superintendent.

“I could scarcely realize the extent of
the development work accomplished with
in the past year.

country, about 100 miles from Bagota,
the capital of Colombia.

HAPPY LIBERIA.

Country Peaceful and Progressive—No
Police Necessary,

London, Ang. 3—A nuamber of offi
cials of Liberia have arrived in England
for the purpose of endeavoring to pro-
cure from Great Britain the right to
navigate the Magna river which separ-
ates Liberia from Sierra ILeone. The
delegation, which cousists of Secretary
of the Treasury Barclay, Chief Justice
Roberts and Senator King, who was the
Liberian commissioner to the World’s
Fair, have had an interview with Colon-
ial Sefretary Chamberlain, and negotias
tions to secure the desired right are now
in progress. ;

Mr. Barclay, who has held his present
position for about twenty years, said to a
representative of the Associated Press:
“Liberia is progressing well. Thanks
to the firm stand of the United States
and Great Britain we are not troubled
with Buropean aggression, though to tell
the truth we are rather afraid of Ger-
many, as she is so patently on the look
out for colonies. However, I do not think
she will get a chance to appropriate our
country, I understand that steps are on
foot in New York for the formation of
an American line to West Africa. I be-
lieve it will be an advantageous under-
taking as the oil, timber and such pro-
ducts now used in Liberia and other
‘West African countries come from Am-
erica, by way of England. A direct
service - would obviate this miscarriage
of profits. Return freights are still
searce, but with the rapid development of
the ecountry’s mining interests this dif-
ficulty should shortly be overcome, while
rubber-is always plentiful.

“The officials at the William Head
quarantine station, near Vietoria, B.C.,
have been instructed to exercise the
greatest possible vigilance in connection
with the arrival of steamers from Hong-
kong. The bubonic plague is epidemic
at that port. Up to the 4th of June the
total number of cases was 1,154, and
1,088 deaths are reported this year; 15
cases were European, with § deaths, and
23 were non-Chinese, with 16 deaths.
During the epidemic of 1894 the num-
ber of deaths reported up ‘to June 1
was T44. The area of the present infec-
tion is widespread, ‘which increases the
danger of transmission. Tn other cities
of China the plague has been especially
‘severe, 'The .deathy in the city of
Sheck Lung alone are estimated at 2,000.
Dr. Heiser, the representative of the
United States Marine Hospital service at
Quebec, is detaining on an average eight
immigrants a week destined for United
States points.”

So far, no case of bubouic plague has
reached British Columbia ports, and the
health officers are on the qui vive to pro-
vent its entrance. Every case of sick-
ness on board a steamer arriving from
the Orient is' very carefully diagnosed
and in the case of Chinese who die with-
out a medical certificate, showing posi-
tively the cause of death, a post mortem

I admit, however, that, if (Canon
Beanlands’ explanation of the recogni-
tion of the bishops is correct, then ithe
dignitaries of the non-episcopal churches
have no reason to complain. Indeed, they
may even be thankful, as Canon Bean-
lands seems to suggest, that they, unlike
the bishops, are exempt from the tempta-
tion ' to accept a position which it ap-
pears is net theirs by right, but which,
by a sort of anachronistic analogy, they
are permitted to occupy. For it is not
contended that the bishops are entitled
to any preference over the chief officers
of other churches, but that such is con-
ceded to them because their position is
analogous to that of the colonial bish-
ops of the Church of England, who in
former times were appointed to sees in
this country by the Crown, and were,
therefore, state officials.

‘When it is considered, however, that,
according to a decision of the Privy
council, the Sovereign had no power to
issue letters patent, professing to create
episcopal sees, or to confer diocesan
jurisdietion in colonies ithat were in
| possession of legidlative institutions, it
will appear that the case for the bishops
is not improved by likening it to that of
the colonial bishops, for in view of the
decision quoted, it is doubtful of the lat-
ter held official rank in Canada in either
church or state.

But in any case, the recognition ap-
parently is given to the name of ‘the of-
fice rather than to the office itself. The
basis of discrimination relates to the use
of a word, and so the remedy for these
churches that feel slighted at being ig-
nored, is to use that word to designate
their chief officers.

It is a very simple remedy. 8o simple,
indeed, that one wonders why it should
be necessary.
