SINK AN IMMENSE SHAFT.

Phoenix, B. C. "Aug. 1.—Work has 
been started on the surface for the 
main five compartment shaft to be sunk 
on the .Victoria -by the Granby Consoli- 
dated Company. Some time ago the 
connection between the workings of the 
Old Ironsides and the Knob Hill was 
completed giving a continuous running 
line of ore 2,500 feet long, running from 
the north hne of the Old Ironsides work­
ings through the Aetna to the south line 
of the Knob (Hill workings.
.The 200 foot level of the Old Iron­

sides was connected with the 200 foot 
level of the Knob Hill by drifting and 
a raise. The completion of this raise 
and the consequent connection of the 
properties greatly facilitate the opera­
tion of both mines.

But this is no tall. _The raise referred 
to is to be continued to the surface, and 
when it meets the men working from 
the surface, will be the nucleus of the 
main working shaft of these properties. 
This main shaft will be 10 by 30 feet 
m the clear when finished, and will be 
equipped with all the latest inventions 
known to mining engineering, not only 
for. the economical .handling of ore, but 
for the safety of the workmen. A pipe 
line has been run to the top of the new 
shaft in order to furnish power to facil­
itate the sinking now being carried on 
there.

President Shaffer says the manufac­
turers have had sufficient notice. He 
does not anticipate any settlement before 
the strike goes into effect. The men are 
ordered out after the last turn on Aug­
ust 10. The order will throw idle about 
12,000 union men and about 60,000 in 
the mills who are connected with the 
Federation of Labor, and who are not 
organized, but who will have no work 
by reason of the strike of the skilled 
men. Altogether 100,000 will likely be 
idle.

The order, it is said, will also call out 
the men at the furnaces owned by - the 
United States Steel Corporation, who 
are not members of the Amalgamated As­
sociation, but who are connected with 
the American Federation of Labor. Not 
only are the Federation men in the mills 
and furnaces directly involved, but there 
is an ominous threat that structural 
workers will refuse to handle the corpor­
ation steel in building operations.

Vallejo, Cal., Aug. 6.—Gold bricks 
valued at $340,000 were stolen during 
the night from the Selby smelting works.
The robbers evidently had been working 
on the job for two or three months.
They had dug a tunnel from outside the 
house, beginning with a shaft about 
three feet deep. Thence they worked 
underneath the vault, and striking up­
wards bored a hole in the floor. The 
hole was shaped like the manhole of a 
boiler. Part of the holes were bored two 
months ago, it is thought, and the last 
hole was completed during the night.
Through that hole they took the gold 
bricks and carried them to a bank near 
the month of the tunnel east of the 
works where .they were evidently placed 
in a boat. In their hurry the robbers 
left two of the bricks on the bank.

During the night one of the workmen 
reported to his fellows that he heard a 
noise in the strong rqflm and declared it 
was a ghost. The others ridiculed him 
for his superstition, but an investigation 
was made to see what caused the noise.
The entrance .of the tunnel was covered 
with a frame over which the employees 
of the smelter passed repeatedly every 
day, but no one seemed to notice any­
thing out -of the way.

Sheriff Veale, of Contra county, and 
the chief of police, Sanford, of Vallejo, 
have been notified, and are now at the 
works.

Yokohama, July 26.—(Associated Press 
Letter by Empress of Japan).—The re­
port from China that the court will de­
lay its retutn to Pekin until all Russian 
demande are definitely disposed of, ex- 
cites no surprise here. Few of the Jap­
anese knowing so well the pride of the 
Chinese, and especially of the Manchu 
government, have any idea that the 
Court will ever return to the former 
Capital, to be dominated by foreign 
troops, and a foreign fortress close to 
the palace gates.

Important Judgement by Privy 
Council Affecting Trades 

Unions.

London, Aug. 5.—Although no division 1 
was challenged at the third reading of 
the King’s declaration bill this evening 
in the House of Lords, it is generally be­
lieved that no further attempt will be 
made to pass it, either this session or the 
next.

Lord Salisbury, the premier, referring 
to the statement of the Catholic peers, 
said the government now realized that 
the Catholics did not wish the offensive 
wording of the original declaration to be 
withdrawn unless the government at the 
same time withdrew the declaration re­
garding the security of the Protestant 
succession. The government never had 
the slightest intention of withdrawing 
that. The Catholics regretted that they 
must be prepared to see the declaration 
stand in its present form.

The Privy Council today rendered an 
important judgment affecting trades 
unions. The case was brought up on ap­
peal from the judgment of the Irish 
courts awarding a wholesale butcher 
damages against the Butchers’ Assist­
ants' Association, which brought pres­
sure to bear on retailers to boycott the 
plaintiff until he dismissed a certain non­
union employee, threatening otherwise to 
call out the union employees of the firms 
concerned, and finally it induced the 
non-unionists to leave the plaintiff. The 
Lords dismissed the appeal on the ground 
that the acts of wrongful and malicious 
conspiracy were not undertaken to ad­
vance the interests of the 
themselves, but solely to injure the 
plaintiff.

THE WILLAMETTE.
Will be Repaired at Seattle and Soon be 

in Service Again.
Steamer Willamette arrived at Seat­

tle on Sunday. Over the big holes tom 
in the sides of the steamer when she 
broke in two on the rocks, there are 
bolted a number of immense timbers, 
under which are steel plates riveted to 
the hull, says the Seattle P.-I. On the 
inside of the steamer the holes are plas­
tered up with cement, and she is making 
little, if any water at this time.

The Willamette is now the property 
of the Moran Bros. Company. Robert 
Moran, head of the company, under 
whose personal direction the Willamette 
was taken off the rocks, bound together 
and floated, came with her, together with 
a crew of forty-eight men, who were en­
gaged on her since last April. The Wil­
lamette’s arrival created considerable 
stir on the water front and she was 
naturally the object of much curious 
scrutiny.

With thé aid of steam jacks the hull, 
which was broken in two as the steamer 
lay on the rocks, was brought together 
and united with steel plates bolted to her 
sides. Over these were placed fir tim­
bers eighteen inches square and forty 
feet long. They were placed closely to­
gether, one on top of the other, and bolt­
ed with steel bolts to the vessel’s frame. 
The crevices on the inside were filled 
with cement so that she would not take 
water after being floated: When this 
was completed other leaks in her hull 
were stopped with the aid of cement, 
and .she was finally raised and put into 
the water, after being on the rocks over 
four motttbs.

The collier will be given a thorough 
overhauling. The temporary work will 
be removed and now iron plates will be 
added where the old ones were broken in 
the wreck. Her frames will be repaired 
and renéwed wherever necessary. A 
member of the Company said yesterday 
that the collier would be made as good 
as new in a short time. A year or more 
ago she was fitted with new engines and 
boilers, and was said to be worth ap­
proximately $250,000 when she went on 
the rocks. Insurance to the amount of 
$170,000 was carried on her. She was 
sold to the Morans by the underwriters 
and was counted1 to be almost worthless, 
as many navigators and marine surveyors 
who saw her declared that she never 
could be saved.

Despite these predictions, however, 
Robert Moran undertook to patch the 
broken hull together and to make her 
float. He took with him last April a big 
wrecking outfit and crew of men. Ob­
stacles which were apparently insur- 
monutabie appeared and many times Mr. 
Moran despaired of succeeding. A deter­
mination to accomplish what he had set 
out to do won the day, however, and the 
obstacles interposed by the British Co­
lumbia authorities and by the natural 
conditions surrounding the wreck were 
removed one after another until finally 
the big ship was floated.

The main ques­
tion was how to make the invention ef­
fective in the simplest possible way, s» 
that it could become at once of service 
to the navigation of any craft without 
using elaborate special instruments or of 
following instructions and rules more 
or less complicated. A series of careful 
experiments with a triangular system of 
bells, thus controlled by electrical con­
nections, have shown that the sound can 
be transmitted unerringly and heard on 
shipboard at a distance of two miles, 
simply by pressing one end of a wooden 
rod against the skin of the vessel any­
where below the waterline, and holding 
the other end firmly against the ear. 
With a special telephone receiver, how­
ever, invented for the purpose by Prof. 
Gray, the signals can be beard more 
than five miles away. This instrument 
may be attached to the outside skin of 
the ship under water near the keel, and 
on either side of the bow, like a pair of 
ears, with wire connections made to the 
pilot house, or it may be dropped over 
the side like a sounding line when there 
is any occasion to use it. Such a simple 
device naturally makes the system uni­
versally applicable from the biggest ocean 
liner down to the smallest craft. In 
working out his invention Mr. Mundy 
has followed the principle observed by 
surveyors, who are enabled to fix very 
definitely the location of any point where 
they may chance to be by determin­
ing its relation to the position of 
three other points in sight whose location 
is known with exactness. On the same 
principle the situation of a vessel may be 
determined by means of sound signals 
transmitted from three different stations 
located at certain known points. This 
being the case, it is clear, for example, 
that with sound signals transmitted from 
stations located off the entrance of a 
harbor the navigator of a vessel approach­
ing the harbor can determine his position 
at any unknown point at which such 
signals can be heard. On account of the 
three points or bells it is generally called 
the triangular system. Not the least 
merit of the system is the fact that it is 
not necessary for the navigator to un­
derstand the underlying scientific prin­
ciples. All that has to be done is to 
listen for the signals and read the inter­
vals by means of the rod or telephone 
receiver, whereupon the position Of the 
vessel can be immediately located on the 
chart. With this new system in opera­
tion a vessel can find its way in thick 
weather all along the coast as well as 
into ports. Another valuable use is 
that of a warning at points of danger. 
-Sir William seems to have great confi­
dence in the success of the new inven­
tions, and feels that they will do much 
towards the safe navigation of the St.

payable at par. In other words, that only 
the assay, and mint charge, the same 
as charged in Seattle, would be deducted 
from the value of the gold, while one per 
cent, rebate on the royalty would be 
unincumbered by any other charges 
whatever, and this one per cent, rebate 
would represent the advantage the miner 
would have in cashing his gold in Van­
couver rather than in Seattle.

Ottawa, Ane. 5.—Hon. Clifford Sifton 
telegraphed Hon. J. Dnnsmnir today 
that one per cent, rebate will be allowed 
on all gold delivered by the miner per­
sonally at Victoria assay office on which 
royalty had been paid. This is what is 
being done at Vaneonvcr. and the same 
privileges will be allowed by the Domin­
ion government at the provincial assay 

, office at Victoria. B,C. There seems to 
have been some distake as to the terms 
on which this was to be.done.

-myself and others to go and see the way 

4 the Americans were catching the fish on 
4 their way to tbe Fraser, so we went on 

the steamer St. Clair on Saturday -morn­
ing to the south end of San. Juan island 
and skirted along the shores of Lopez Is­
land, and up Rosaria Straits, passed 
Anacortes and on to Blaine. We found 

4 that all along the American shores visit- 
«9 the canners had scores of big fish 
"traps. These traps ran all the way 
from a third to half a mile out from 
the shore into deep water. The traps are 

•simply constructed. They have a long 
single line of piles driven at right angles 
to the shore, running in some cases 

"half a mile ont, and at the end 
■squares of piles driven in deep water 
-and covered with netting. The salmon 
when running up the Fraser run against 
the netting and nosing their way along 
this netting trying to get past, they find 
"themselves edged into the traps.

“It so happened that onr tng got there 
lust in time to see the fishermen lifting 
the salmon, and in that trap there were 
seventy thousand salmon. We saw them 

-take ten thousand out of the trap while 
we waited, and ns the canners cannot 
use the salmon

HAD REACHED (From Sunday’s Colonist.)
The steamer Duke of Fife arrived at 

the Outer wharf this morning early 
• from Tacoma and sailed later for 

the usual ports of call in Chipa and 
Japan. She has a full cargo of flour 
cotton, machinery and general merchan­
dise, in fact a miscellaneous cargo of 
every sort and kind of goods that finds 
a sale in the Orient. The shipments are 
continually growing, for month by month 
the increase is noted, particularly in 
flour and cotton, of which products the 
Orientals, both Chinese, Japanese, For­
mosans, Koreans and Cossacks of Rus­
sian Asia are large buyers. Little of 
the flour is shipped from Canada, which 
is a matter that could be remedied, for 
with the large wheat crop of the Cana­
dian North West it is indeed strange 
that more flour and grain products are 
not shipped from Western Canada to the Orient.

That the owners of the various lines 
now operating to the Orient are getting 
ready to cope with the increasing trade 
is plainly shown from the recent move­
ments in improving the fleets. The rail­
ways are securing steamers, each line a 
Beet for themselves, the Northern Pa­
cific Railway Company recently acquir­
ing the Dodwell fleet in pursuance of 
such a policy. The Great Northern Rail­
way has freight arrangements with the 
Nippon-Yusen Kaisha line, whose steam­
ers, because of the increased shipment 
of freight, have been doubled and run 
twice as frequently as heretofore, and 
the C. P. RL are now reported to be 
arranging for larger steamers to replace 
their three Empresses on the Oriental route.

The (Leviathans of the Pacific freight­
ers will, however, be those two monster 
steamers which are being built at New 
London for the Great Northern Railwav, 
the following description of which ' 
given by the Brooklyn Eagle:

“When the .two enormous ships now 
being built for the Great Northern Rail­
road Company are turned over to that 
company it will possess the two largest 
freight carrying steamships now afloat. 
Each of them is nearly two and a half 
blocks long. If placed in the average city 
street one of these big ships would fill 
it so that there would barely be room 
for men to pass by. while the officers of 
the bridge of the ship would be able' to 
look into the sixth or seventh story win­
dows of a sky-scraner.

“It will probably be two years before 
either of the two ships will approach 
completion, and it is likely to be two 
years and a half before they can be 
launched. Eight hundred men are work- 

in the yards of the Eastern Ship 
Building Company, opposite New Lon­
don, Conn., and practically the whole 
force is being concentrated on the work 
of building the two big -freighters. The 
keels have already been laid and some 
of the centre frames have been placed 
in position. To the uninitiated there is 
little to indicate that two vast ships are 
being built, for the preliminary scaffold­
ing looks like that used in building a 
house.

“Nearly as much freight as could be 
stored in three big city warehouses can 
go in the holds of each of these two big 
ships. The actual dimensions of the ves­
sels are: 630 feet long, 73 -feet wide, and 
56 feet deep. Tach will have a displ 
ment of 33,000 tons. The biggest pas­
senger steamship now afloat is. the 
Oceanic of the White iStar line. The 
dimensions of the Oceanic are: Length. 
704 feet; width, 68 feet; depth, 49 feet} . 
displacement, 28,500 tons. From these 
figures it can be seen that while the 
Oceanic is longer than either of the two 
mammoth freighters building at New 
London, the Great Northern .boats have, 
nevertheless!, la greater Misplacement. 
The displacement of a freight steamship 
is, as a rule, a reliable indication of 
the ship’s cargo carrying capacity, and 
the new boats therefore, will each have 
a greater carrying space than the Ocean­
ic, even if that vessel were fitted for 
transporting freight instead of passen­
gers.

“There will be no plane for fripperies 
on the new ships. Each will be about 
as handsome as a mud scow, but as use­
ful as a pin. There will be no accommo­
dation for passengers, if the original 
plans are carried out, although it is 
possible that, later, as is the care with 
many of the big English freighters, 
enough cabins will be built to accommo­
date a dozen or so select travelers. The 
shins of the Glen line, for instance, are 
nominally cargo boats, but they have ex­
cellent passenger accommodations be­
side and are able to obtain higher prices 
for passage to China than even the re­
gular passenger steamships.

“Each of the Great Northern’s freight­
ers will have four masts, but these masts 
will carry powerful derricks instead of 
sails. There will be some sails cajrried 
aboard these ships, as there are on the 
Transatlantic steamships, but it is very 
seldom nowadays that a big steamship 
has to hoist a sail. If there is an utter 
breakdown of all the engines the acci­
dent usually occurs in one of the regular 
steamship fines, which are as well trav­
eled as a country street. A broken- 
down steamship, therefore, will have its 
choice of towns or of wasting- time with 
sails. Usually it will take a tow. Ships’ 
masts, in these days, are used as der­
ricks, ns signal posts and for the display 
of lights at night; in fact, for every-
th‘l‘It Utinfintention of the Great North­
ern Railroad Company to make these 
two big freight steamships not only the 
largest, but the swiftest, cargo carriers 
in the world. They will be furnished 
with twin screws and will have triple 
expansion engines almost as powerful 
and swift as those vessels designed en­
tirely for speed. The engines of the 
Deutschland, of the North German 
Lloyd Company, yield 35.640 horse pow­
er. and it is probable that the engines 
to be built for the Great Northern’s 
boats will be almost as powerful. The 
speed of these passenger ships is a 
shade better than twenty-two knots an 
hour, and it is the hope of the designers 
of the new big freighters to approach 
the speed of the Transatlantic steam­
ships ns nearly as the differences of con­
struction will allow.

“The demand at present is for freight 
stec/m«bins of great carrying capacity 
and of high speed. The freight rates 
charged by the swift passenger steam­
ships which cross the Atlantic and Pa­
ri 6e are very high, bnt the prices are 
gladly paid by merchants who want th°ir 
goods in a hurry. The company which 
is -building these Mg ships Is making 
no evoeriment. It is merely meeting 
what It considers to be a well merVed 
demand for b’gger boats and higher 
speed.

A blood curdling story of starvation and 
attempted cannibalism has been brought 
from Teller, says the Nome Gold Digger of

Jack Huston and Joseph O. Thtery, with 
the remains of George Dean were found 
at 9 a. m. on Saturday morning, ten miles 
up the Agiapuk river In an old Indian Igloo 
by Louis Belch and George Woods. Dean 
had been dead atx hours, and-his unhappy 
companions, who, for twenty-three days 
had been slowly dying of starvation, were 
preparing a etew of flesh cut from his 
thigh.

Providentially the arrival of their rescuers 
saved the famished men from making their 
trewsome repast. An odd looking boat by 
the river side drat attracted the attention 
of Reich and Woods, and when they went 
nearer, they heard the unfortunate men In 
a weak voice crying to them for God sake 
to come Into the Igloo and rescue them.

A repulsive sight met the eyes of the two 
men when they entered. Huston and 
Thiery, two living skeletons, moved feebly 
beside the corpse of their emaciated part­
ner, from whose thigh a slice had been cut 
by the two men who had been driven to 
choose between death and cannibalism. 
Quickly the repulsive meal was thrown 
away, and the famished men were fed with 
gruel and tenderly taken to Teller in a 
boat tlong with their dead companion by 
their rescuers.

Huston was In the hist stages-of emacia­
tion. and could not have lived many hours 
longer without nourishment. J. c. Thiery 
has a more robust constitution and was able 
to talk to his rescuers. It seems that the 
three men started for Teller from Quartz 
creek, heading for Burk creek In the middle 
of June. They found Burk foil of water 
and decided to stick to the divide, following 
It down to the Agiapuk. Then thev lost 
their way in the vicinity of Salt Lake and 
floundered hopelessly through sloughs and 
marshes, bnt thev stuck It bravely out till 
they got to the igloo on the Agiapuk.

By this time their provisions had long 
been exhausted, and they were slowly fam­
ishing. They tried to make a boat to cross 
the. river for help bnt the rotten

So, too. when in her presence the Rus­
sian adventurer Maximeff at Kroons- 
tadt called upon “a great many Boers, 
got np like a Tartarin de Tarascon in 
the Alps," for a few resolute volunteers 
to hold off the English, “it was amusing 
to see the terror with which the Boers 
received this idea,” The eve of battle 
was always a red letter day for the doc­
tors, for “whenever there is a prospect 
of a big fight the Boers come eu masse 
to ask for a medical certificate of illness 
so that they can get leave of absence." 
At Kroonstadt. when ■ the ambubuice 
train was waiting to remove t’>e Boer 
wounded from the hospital there “a 
number of terrified Boevs swarmed on to 
it—it being the last train to leave here— 
and refused to move, swearing that thev 
had as much right there as the patients. 
All that they cared about, these heart­
less cowards, was to save their own 
precious skins.”

Of gratitude neither Mme. Bron nor 
any of the foreign adventurers obtained 
■much from the Boers. When Mnximoff 
was wounded in four places, on the re­
treat from Kroonstadt. tmwonnded men 
refused to make rootn for him in the last 
train. “It was truly cheering,” says 
Mme. Bron “to see young and healthy 
Boers refusing to disturb themselves 
so that a foreign officer, wounded in the 
service of their country, could find a 
title room in which to lay his bruised and 
wearied limbs.” Their excuse was char­
acteristic: “We are tired." When the 
Hollanders abused them for their cowar­
dice in running away, their reply was 
‘that as the Hollanders wanted the war 

they had better keep it up." “As for 
ne.” the Boers concluded. “Onz geft on" 
(“Wo give up.’) They treated her with 
disdain, or with something even worse. 
Once, indeed, while in the Boer service, 
she was insulted by a “brute holding 
high rank-” This may interest those 
who falsely accuse the British soldier 
of outrages upon women.

For Steyn alone she is enthusiastic. 
‘He is the incarnation of bravery, self- 

sacrifice and stainless honesty. . . .His 
consciense is clear, his hands are clean. 
He is a savant, his heart is in the right 
place, and he is as brave as a lion.” The 
"Boer women, however, she thinks much 
"better -than the Boer men. They had 
more refinement and more gratitude.

Of "Boer untrothfulness she has a good 
deal -to say. “The Dutch regard the 
Boers as the Gascons of Africa, and tell 
very funny stories of their exaggera­
tions-” It would seem that they come to 
believe their own lies in time, which may 
account for the wonderful stories of Brit- 
is"h atrocities which we get from Boer 
sourqes. But it is not surprising to find 
that credulous anti-patriots in Britain 
swallow ctinily these absurd tarascon- 
nades.

The first British soldiers Mme. Bron 
came across were the mounted infantry 
who seized Jacdbsdal. They showed 
her, as she records, the utmost kindness 
and -respect.

Increase in High School Staff and 
New Room.

MAY PLAY AGAIN.

R. B. Powell Offers to Accent Challenge 
From Goward for Championship.

The committee reported that an ad­
ditional class room could be secured by 
fitting up the remainder of the old gym­
nasium for the occupancy of one of the 
classes of the Boys’ Central, thus leaving- 
additional space for The proposed 
class room for the High school.

Trmrtee Drury opposed the idea alto­
gether, and thought it would be a waste 
of money to fit up the room as it would.1 
he bnt a matter of a few months when 
the new High school building would be 
ready. The report was received and the 
alterations will he carried out.

The next business was a motion to em­
ploy a fifth teacher for the High schoot 
staff whose duty It would be to teach 
the various branches of mathematics.

Again Trustee Drurv was against the- 
proposed step, there being no need for 
the hoard to act hastily in the matter. 
By the first of next January the whole 
of the High school staff would have to 
be reorganized, and in the meantime the- 
board could look around and secure the 
very best talent. It was imperative that- 
noue bnt a first-class man should be- 
selected and there was not time before 
the opening of the schools to make a 
judicious selection. Hie trustee whxed 
quite warm in denouncing the unneces­
sary haste displayed in this matter, but 
the motion passed.

The fitting up of the new school room 
will mean that during the approaching- 
winter the little girls will have to either- 
stay in their school rooms daring recess- 
and lunch hour or play out In the rain.

It is the intention to appoint a tem­
porary teacher of mathematics from the- 
present teaching staff and the superin­
tendent is to report on a suitable teach­
er of this important branch of the High 
school.

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Steamer Tees Brings News of the Sal­
mon Pack at the Northern Canneries.

THREATENING FLAMES.
Bush Fires Cause Much Alarm at Nanai­

mo and Extension.

Steamer Tees, which arrived on Sun­
day morning from Naas and way ports, 
brought news that the salmon run in the 
north was improving, trot the season be­
ing so advanced, none of the canneries 
are likely to get more than half a pack, 
and some may not even have half a pack. 
The Rivers Inlet canneries were doing 
better than the Skeena or other canner­
ies, and in the few days that intervened 
between the time of the north-bound trip 
of the Tees from Rivers’ Inlet until she 
returned they took an average of about 
three thousand cases, bringing up their 
packs from an average of about four 
thousand cases for the earlier part of the 
season to about seven thousand cases, 
the big run from July 27 to the 2nd of 
August having given them almost as 
many salmon as did the work of the ear­
lier part of the season. When the Tees 
letf Rivers Inlet for Victoria the fisher­
men were bringing in more than from 80 
to 100 to the -boat when the Tees was 
there, and some days the take was smal­
ler, for the run varied a great deal.

The officers of the Tees brought few 
figures of the packs at the different 
neries. On the 27th July, the A 
nock had 4,700 cases, Rivers Inlet and 
Victoria canneries had 4,200 cases each;

In other words, the policy which 
Mr. Dunsmuir has pursued com­
mands the support of both sides of the 
House, and he is leader not simply of a 
party, but of what is substantially a 
united legislature. That this is the posi­
tion which Mr. Dunsmuir desires to oc­
cupy cannot be disputed. He never had 
any political ambitions. When he ac­
cepted office, he did so because he felt it 
to be his duty to do so, and in carrying 
on the affairs of the province he has 
aimed only at doing what seemed best 
for all. Such a policy could hardly fail 
to commend itself to the leader of the 
Opposition, who is upon “solid ground” 
indeed, because he knows that his duties 
as leader are likely for some time to 
come to consist principally of the task 
of criticism of details not of antagoniz­
ing principles. We do not pretend to 
know what attitude in politics Mr. Mar­
tin proposes to assume in the. future, buf 
the fact that he has shown his apprecia­
tion of the policy of the government in 
the past and has given^ it his support is 
evidence that he believes Mr. Dunsmuir 
to be aiming only to accomplish those 
things which will ultimately commend 
themselves to public judgment, however 
much they may be adversely commented 
upon at the time. If he did not, it is 
hardly possible that 'Mr. Martin would 
refrain from making political capital out 
of the government policy. If he believed 
the province would not support the gov­
ernment, it is hardly likely that he would 
take the attitude towards the administra­
tion which the Times refers. The extract 
quoted from our contemporary proves 
that Mr. Dunsmuir, if he has not a 
strong personal following, has what is 
more to his liking, the support of practi­
cally a united legislature, and he may 
fairly claim this to be due to the recog­
nition of his desire to. advance the wel­
fare of the whole province.

THE SALMON (FISHERIES.

Dr. J. S. Helmcken’s admirable letter 
in yesterday’s Colonist was readily thou­
sands of people with much pleasure and 
profit. The subject dealt with is one of 
enormous importance. It is evident 
that under existing arrangements we are 
breeding salmon for our neighbors to 
catch, to which there would be no great 
objection it they did not resort to meth­
ods prohibited to our fishermen. There 
are plenty of salmon for all, but while 
the United States canners use traps and 
ours are restricted to nets, they will get 
our- fish more cheaply than our own can­
nera, which is certainly not right.

There is no doubt about the fish being 
of Canadian origin. Salmon fry go from 
the spawning grounds to the sea, and 
then, on attaining maturity, go back to 
the rivers where they were bom, and 
this ends their short and uneventful his­
tory. If they are caught in a trap or 
net, their lives are. shortened by a month 
or two, but that is all. The report of 
the United States Fisheries Commission 
of 1900 deals with this matter at length, 
and says, among other things, that the 
great bulk of the sockeyes, entering the 
Strait of Juan de Fuca, “have the Fra­
ser river as their destination.” It tells 
us that the run of fish entering the 
Strait “constitutes a distinct run.” The 
fish keep to the Vancouver Island shore, 
and there is no reliable evidence, says 
the report, of the sockeyes having been 
taken anywhere else in this vicinity, al­
though they have been diligently search­
ed for. The report goes on to say that 
the fish first appear off Sooke Inlet. Af­
ter they have passed the southern end of 
this Island the run divides, one branch 
going up Haro Strait and the other 
through Rosario Strait. The map ac­
companying the report shows them as 
finding their way out into the Gulf of 
Georgia south of Saturna island, a sub­
ordinate run making its way by way of 
Active or Plumper Pass. The fish 
which take the route through 
Rosario Strait, turn directly north 
after passing Lopez island, con­
tinuing that course until they get into 
Boundary Bay, when they swing around 
Point Roberts and join the rest of the 
run for the mouth of the Fraser. Some 
of the fish go through Deception Pass 
into Skagit Bay. A few of the sockeyes 
work further up Puget Sound, but in 
numbers they are insignificant as com­
pared with the main run. These state­
ments show that no dqubt can be raised 
as to our right under international law 
and the comity of nations, to take the 
sockeyes wherever we find them. They 
are as much Canadian fish when they 
are swimming along the shore of Van­
couver Island as when they are in the 
Fraser itself, so that if the Canadian 
government sees fit to permit the setting 
of traps along that shore, no one has 
the least right to raise any objection. 
It all resolves into a question of policy.

The argument in favor of the traps 
seems to be unwarrantable, and we hope 
that the successor to Sir Louis Davies 
will see his way clear to permitting 
them. It is not reasonable to expect 
the out-going minister to recommend any 
change in this respect, but Mr. Emmer- 
son, if he is to succeed to the portfolio, 
may be looked to to deal with the mat­
ter in à practical way. During his pre­
miership in New1 Brunswick, he proved 
himself to be a very practical man, tak­
ing hold of business matters, coming 
within the purview of politics, with 
vigor and determination. He will ap­
proach the consideration of the fish traps 
without any preconceived ideas, and it 
ought not to be difficult to impress him 
with the sound business policy of permit­
ting our own people to have the first 
chance of catching our own fish.

S.Not content with having a street fair, 
a midway plaisaunce and other things of 
that kind on hand, the Vancouver Pro­
vince must needs print the following in 
its issue of Monday:

The Colonist is plainly endeavoring to 
drive business away from the Vancouver 
office. It believes that by doing so the 
office established here would be closed. 
The provincial office is located in Vic­
toria and the Colonist hopes to see all 
the northern gold taken to Victoria.

Not only does the Province say this, 
but it uses capital letters to say it, 
which is supposed by some newspapers to 
have the same effect as if the words were 
shouted out through a megaphone. The 
Province in this respect resembles the 
late William Elder, one of Canada’s 
ablest journalists, who when he grew 
emphatic in writing an editorial used to 
'sprawl out his writing so that he could 
not get more than half a dozen words 
on a pagd. (Mem.—This is the only re­
spect in which we have been able to 
discover a resemblance between the par­
ties aforesaid). Perhaps our contempor­
ary remembers that old verse which says 
that
“It is a sin to steal a pin
Much more to steal a greater thing.” 

and will therefore understand when we 
say that it is bad enough to tell what is 
not true, but very much worse to use 
capital letters in doing so. The Colonist 
was simply endeavoring to print the 
news of the day, and had not the slight­
est intention of saying a word that would 
injure Vancouver in any way. The Pro­
vince’s particular grievance just now is 
that our Vancouver correspondent tele­
graphed that a gentleman named Hard- 
wicke, who hails from Dawson, thought 
it a mistake for the Dominion govern­
ment to locate an assay office at Van­
couver instead of Dawson. This, our 
contemporary says, is an attack upon 
Vancouver, “a deliberate attempt to 
cripple the trade of the largest city in 
the province,” and the provincial gov­
ernment is called upon to make it clear 
to its supporters that it is not responsible 
in any way for this iniquity. Really “the 
silly season” must be getting in its dead­
ly work upon our contemporary. What in 
the name of all that is sensible has thq 
government to do with Mr. Hardwicke 
or the columns of the Colonist? Can 
the Province be as silly as it professes to 
be, and does it really suppose that any 
member of the government is over con­
sulted as to the publication of cur­
rent news in this paper?

As to what Mr. Hardwicke said, it is 
only what a great many people have al­
ready said. If the Province will turn 
up the files of the Colonist, it will see 
that on more than one occasion this 
paper has editorially contended that the 
proper place for a government assay of­
fice, if there is to be only one, is at Daw­
son, and we repeat it. Our contempor­
ary will find a Colonist editorial on this 
point copied and most favorably com­
mented upon by the Dawson papers. If 
it will search further, it will find that the 
Board of Trad£ of the city long ago 
passed a resolution to the same effect. If 
our contemporary wants to get into a 
real rage, why did it not start sooner? 
To make such a fuss over the publica­
tion of the interview with Mr. Hard­
wicke is very absurd indeed. Let there 
not be the least mistake about the posi­
tion of the Colonist in regard to the 
Dominion Government Assay Office. It 
is that, if there is to be only one, it 
ought to be located at Dawson, and that 
arrangements ought to be made by the 
Dominion government with the provin­
cial government for the assay and pur­
chase of gold at Vancouver the same as 
at Victoria, We think that the Domin­
ion authorities have made a mistake, and 
believe that they will themselves recog­
nize it another year. The provincial 
government can attend to the assaying 
and purchase of all gold brought down 
from the North by miners. The Domin­
ion ought to attend to it at Dawson, so 
as to take dust out of circulation.

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Those of us who have reached middle 

life knew her best as the Princess Royal 
and will remember that as a girl she was 
an interesting figure in the court of her 
mother, the Queen. When she married 
in her eighteenth year the Grown Prince 
of Prussia, the best wishes of the na­
tion followed her to her new home. No 
one then anticipated the remarkable ser­
ies of events that have since transpired, 
which brought the family into which 
she married to a very foremost place 
among the reigning families. Prussia 
was then only an isolated kingdom, and 
there was nothing to indicate that the 
house of Hohenzollem would shortly 
givé Germany an emperor. Her hus­
band’s father did not ascend the throne 
of .Prussia until three years later. In 
1864 Prussia, under the strong policy of 
Bismarck, began to assert herself, and 
war was declared against Denmark for 
the possession of the provinces of 
Schleswig-Holstein. Two years later the 
German troops flushed with success, were 
despatched against Austria, and at Sa- 
dowa, just seven weeks after the declara­
tion of hostilities, tile power of Austria 
was temporarily overthrown, 
half a million troops were engaged, and 
fifty thousand men fell. In this battle 
the Grown Prince commanded a division. 
Events tv ere now moving rapidly. The 
North German Confederation was estab­
lished, and men saw that the time' was 
not far distant when an attempt would 
be made to regain the Rhenish pro­
vinces, which Napoleon the Great had 
wrestled from Prussia. Louis Napoleon 
precipitated the crisis, and after a re­
markable campaign, in which the Grown 
Prince distinguished himself, William 
was proclaimed Emperor of Germany, 
and was crowned at Versailles. For 
seventeen years William wielded the 
sceptre of a united Germany, and his 
son gained the affection of a people, who 
know how to admire prowess on the 
battlefield, and those virtues which 
adorn a home. Much was expected of 
him when the time came for him to as­
sume the crown, but before that period 
ijt became evident that he was not des­
tined for a prolonged life. He became 
emperor and king in March, 1888, and 
died in the following June, being suc­
ceeded by his son, the reigning Kaiser.

The Princess Victoria, as she was 
called in the British royal family, was 
a lady of strong character, but well 
enough trained in constitutional prin­
ciples not to unduly assert herself, al­
though it is probable that it her husband 
had lived to occupy the throne for any 
length of time, her influence would have 
been very powerful in the affairs of Ger­
many. Her son, the Kaiser, partakes 
more of her nature than of that of his 
father, who was not of a masterful dis­
position.

The associations are voluntary, com­
posed of prominent business men, who 
look for no personal profit, but count 
their time and trouble well expended in 
the general benefit procured.

The New Brunswick Tourist Associa­
tion was organized in7896, and its scope 
.and influence have increased year by 
;year. Halifax started the following 
year, and has been equally successful.
The New Brunswick Association first 
sought the assistance of the business 
men, hotel keepers and transportation 
-companies, and after it was in a position 
"to show actual results, secured annual 
.grants from the City Council and Pro­
vincial Government, $500 from each.

The Association published attractive 
illustrated booklets and folders, which 
were distributed in the New England 
States, Quebec and Ontario, extending 
the field every year, with the result that 
in 1900 over 5,000 tourists per week vis­
ited the province, a total of nearly 60,- 

■000 for the season of ten weeks. These,
It was estimated, spent an average of at 
least $40 each, leaving $2,400,000 in the 
-country that otherwise would have been 
lost to it.

Among them are the 
cost and quality of the raw material, the 
proximity of the factories to the ocean 
over which they must be carried to their 
destination, and the character of the cli­
mate. These conditions are, so far as 
articles into the composition of which 
wood or iron or both enter highly fav­
orable in British Columbia. We have 
abundance of both these raw materials 
and unlimited quantities of coal, which 
is necessary for the prosecution of any 
manufacturing industry. The proximity 
of coal and iron in Great Britain was 
what made that country the greatest 
manufacturing centre in the world. So 
also as to proximity to the ocean. An­
drew Carnegie declares that, this one 
fictor in the manufacturing conditions 
of Great Britain will itself be sufficient 
to preserve her manufacturing great­
ness. In these days of close competi­
tion everything counts, and a community 
having its raw materials at its very door 
and to whose door the great ocean car­
riers can come directly, so that land 
carriage is reduced to a minimum, can 
afford to be handicapped in some other 
particular and yet hold its own. The 
matter of climate is very important. We 
think it may be fairly claimed that in 
no part of the world is labor less inter­
fered with by weather than on the coast 
of British Columbia. There are no ex­
tremes of heat or cold. The loss from 
such extremes in most manufacturing 
centres is very considerable, 
these circumstances we feel much confi­
dence that British Columbia may be­
come the seat of important manufac­
tories in the future.

We have referred to tne question of 
wages, and recur to it to say that it is 
probable that this will not always be 
as great an obstacle as it now appears 
to toe to the setting up of manufacturing 
"establishments here. We do not mean 
that there is likely to be an influx of 
cheap labor. Factory hands are likely 
to be found willing to work for less 
wages than at present, whfen the price 
of the necessaries of life has fallen. We 
hope that the province will remain for 
an unlimited .period a country where 
wages stand above the average, but it 
most be obvious that, as the cost of liv­
ing fails, competition wdl bring down 
wages, and yet the lower wage may be 
better to the earner than what is paid 
at present. This is, however, a matter 
so far in the future that little good will 
come of debating it here. It is one of 
those things that will adjust themselves. 
Meanwhile it is important to remember 
t&at the favorable conditions referred to 
above will enable the province to pay 
better wages for the same class of ser­
vices than other countries. We look for­
ward to the time when British Columbia 
will be a country where manufacturing 
is carried on extensively and by artisans 
receiving the highest pay given any­
where for the same class of work.

UnderVenezuela and Colombia are having a 

very serious time. * There seems to be 
some difficulty in getting at the faerts of 
the case, but there is evidently a strange 
mixture of war and rebellion in pro­
gress. A seventeen-days’ battle is re­
ported to have occurred in May last with 
great bloodshed. • This, is a long time for 
news to take to reach the outside world, 
but the interior of that part of South 
America is without any close connection 
with telegraphs or other rapid means of 
communication. Not only is it not clear 
just what is transpiring, but there is 
grave doubt as to what is the intention 
of those who have precipitated the strag­
gle. A proclamation has been issued by 
an insurgent leader, whose name is 
Uribe-Uribe, in which he calls upon the 
people of Venezuela, Colombia and 
Equador to unite and form “that glori­
ous” nationality,, which the pressing 
needs of the times render more necessary 
than ever.” This seems to point to an 
attempt to consolidate these countries 
under one government, although the 
leader mentioned disputes it. Such an 
ambition would not be unworthy of a 
strong man, for if it were possible to Con­
solidate the three countries named un­
der one efficient head, the nation thus 
created would have an important status.

These three countries have a united 
area of about 1,175,000 square miles, 
and a combined population of about 
7,300,000. Their united ex>ast line must 
be nearly 3,000 miles long, and it fronts 
bn the Caribbean Sea and the Pacific 
Ocean. Colombia indudes the Isthmus 
of Panama. Ajl three countries are rich 
in natural wealth, and although the situ­
ation is equatorial, portions of all three 
are so elevated above the sea level as to 
afford some diversity of climate. If sev­
en millions of people, occupying such 
an important and strategical pe>sition, 
should unite to form a single nation, it 
would have to be reckoned with in de­
termining the future of the .Western 
Continent. The outcome of the present 
hostilities may therefore be watched 
with very great interest, with rather 
more, indeed, than South American wars 
and revolutions excite.

MANUFACTURES IN BRITISH 

COLUMBIA.

For leecal purposes manufaertures in 
British Ceylumbia are pretty well abreast 
of the requirements of the market. Of 
course we do not include the sawing of 
timber in the term. This is far in excess 
of the local demand, and the timber 
alreaeiy ç valuable article of export. 
Wê have reference to articles finished 
ready for use, including the whole range 
of what is generally meant when manu­
factures are spoken of. What reason 
have we for supposing that our province 
may become the seat of extensive plants 
producing finished articles for the great 
markets to be reached toy way of the 
Pacific? The question is one of very 
great important. It may be well to 
export raw materials, when a exmntry 
cannot do any better, but it is a rudi­
mentary principle in political economy 
that the merre labor spent on a article in 
a country the better for the country. 
Hence while British Columbia might 
be prosperous if her exports were con­
fined to i raw materials, she will never 
reach the possibilities of wealth, if her 
exports do not embrace fully manufac- 
ured articles. When one speaks of manu­

facturing here for export, the first ob­
jection taken is the very obvious one 
that onr rate of wages is much higher 
here than elsewhere, and it is an objec­
tion which is not readily answered, but 
perhaps it is not insuperable; that is per­
haps thefe are other conditions affecting 
the cost of articles, which may en­
able manufacturers here to pay a high 
wage and yet compete with producers in 
localities where labor is cheaper.

The "cost of a manufactured article 
depends npon several conditions, and the 
wages of operatives are not always the

all in a row, <?\Uefly Chinamen. Bach 
man takes up * fiBh, cuts the head and 
tail off in a cwinkling, rips the fish open 
and then slides it to a dresser through 
a hole on the opposite side. These men 
wash the fish, cleaning it from blood 
and all impurities. The salmon are then 
passed on to a machine and on a very 
short time emerges in pieces in tins— 
cans rolling down to a table very quick­
ly. There they are closed with a tin 
cover very quickly and then carried 
away, placed in square frames, holding, 
say, a hundred loaded cans, more or less, 
according to size. The square frames 
and tins are sunk into cisterns of boiling 
water for twenty minutes and then 
hoisted out by a Chinaman. The frames 
and tins are then passed on and the tins 
tapped separately by a .Chinaman, one 
or more, who with a sharp pointed 
hammer makes a fine hole in the lid of 
each tin, and then one sees little jets of 
water spouting out of them like foun­
tains. The next immediate step is for 
other Chinamen to close the holes with 
solder. Now the cans are placed in 
a huge heated steam oven, where they 
are cooked again for twenty minutes for 
the last time. The tinware next examin­
ed to see whether they are perfectly air­
tight. Few impekeet are found and 
they are rejected. Hie tins in the 
square frames are then conveyed by a 
railway track to the outside of cool, and 
last of all are washed in a cistern of lye 
to wash off the grease and so prepare 
them for labeling- The organization of 
the men and the machinery-like regu­
larity of their work is wonderful. There 
were Chinamen, Japanese and white 
men all working under the same roof, 
under their various bosses, including a 
very few girls, all working together har­
moniously, like stars, having their own 
course in the heavens. The men paid 
by the hour night or day work as long 
as they are able—others are put on and 
the work never stops.

Tien Lohsiang, the chief of the 
Lien-chuan-hui is said to be a man of 
considerable literary distinction, and the 
insurgents are supposed to be acting in 
collusion with Liu Tien-ling in Hsian 
and Tung Fuh-ehang in Kiang-su. In 
fact many of Tung’s soldiers are said to 
be enrolled in the Union’s ranks. The 
flags of the iLien-chuan-hni bear the le­
gend “Save China; expel the foreign­
er.”

Grand Forks, B. C., Aug. 1, (Special: 
Correspondence.)—A. L. White ot Mon­

treal and New York, secretary ot the 
Granby Consolidated Mining and Smelt­
ing Company, has just concluded his 
nnal inspection of the company’s mining 
properties in the Boundary District. 
Mr. White has paid a yearly visit to the 
West every summer in order to keep in 
touch with the progress ot development 
work.

“After each succeeding trip,” said he 
to your corespondent, “I marveled at the 
increasing value of our properties, but 
the culminating surprise of all was re­
served for this year. My fondest anti­
cipations of the success of our smelting 
operations have been more than realized. 
Whilst standing before No. 1 furnace in 
the reduction works the other night I 
was informed by the foreman that the 
molten stream I saw pouring out had 
been running continuously from the day 
the smelter ' blew in until then with the 
exception of a close down during the hol­
idays, July 1 and 2, with the object ot 
making supposed needed repairs. On 
examination, however, it was found that 
the furnace was as good as ever and that 
it did not require re-lining. This, I be­
lieve, breaks all records for copper 
smelting, the furnace having been in op­
eration continuously for nearly a year 
with the exception referred to. Con­
sequently I was not surprised to learn 
that the plant in this period had treat­
ed over 188,000 tons of ore. With the 
addition of the two additional furnaces 
and the converter now being installed, 
the enlarged plant will have a total cap­
acity of over 1,300 tons a day. Cheap­
ness of smelting is certainly an accom­
plished fact. Mr. 'Hodges, the superin­
tendent, has certainly not overlooked a 
single detail wherein economies in hand­
ling these self-fluxing ores could be ac­
complished, and he is entitled to all the 
credit he is receiving from metallurgists 
throughout the country.

”My only regret is that more of our 
shareholders have hitherto not been able 
to visit the West to witness for them­
selves the success x>t our enterprise. 
They would find that another important 
factor, the business management could 
not be surpassed. It has been very care­
ful and thorough, aud the thanks of the 
shareholders are due both H. N. Galer 
and George W. Wooster.

“Another chapter of surprises awaited 
me at Phoenix, where I was conducted 
through the Knob Hill and Old Ironsides 
and Victoria, by W. Yolen Williams, the 
superintendent.

“I could scarcely realize the extent of 
the development work accomplished with 
in the past year. It is sufficient to say 
that there are millions of tons of ore in 
eight, and there is enough ore blocked 
out to keep our enlarged smelter plant 
busy for years without doing another 
foot of development. I can scarcely de­
scribe my sensations when I walked 
through one slope in the Knob Hill 600 
feet long and 30 feet high, a working 
that is unsupported by a single timber.

“Similar sights greeted the eye in the 
other mines. The underground workings 

. are nearly three miles in extent and yet 
the enterprise is only in its infancy. I 
can foresee, the period, and that at no 
distant datej when out ,output will equal, 
if not surpass, that of any group on the 
continent. Probably in no other place 
in the world can be witnessed the actual 
quarrying of gold-copper ore on the sur­
face -Two shutes or “glory” holes con­
nect the surface with the Knob Hill tun­
nel. The ore dis-intergrated on top is 
thrown down these holes and is then 
drawn ont of the tunnel to the dumps. 
Ere long a train will run into one of 
these excavations in the ledge, and cars 
will be loaded with little cost.

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The Imperial Court, having been con­
vinced, it is said, that Tung Fuh- 
shang is actually moving towards Hsian 
with rebellons aims, has taken measures 
to check his progress. The guards avail­
able in Hsian, however, are not suffi­
cient for the purpose, and a levy of 
troops has been invited, with the result 
that great numbers have flocked from 
Shensi and Honan to answer the call, 
and some fifteen or sixteen battalions 
have been organized. There is a diffi­
culty, however, about arming these 
troops, and the business of the moment 
is to collect weapons wherever they can 
be found.

The Queen Adelaide also brought news 
that General Gribski, the military gov- 

of Blagobestchensk and districts, 
committed suicide recently as he was 
approaching the above city on his return 
from St. Petersburg.

General Gribski was in charge of 
Blagovestchensk in August, 1900, when 
that city was attacked by Chinese ban­
dits from Aigun, who from the opposite 
side of the Amur fired on the Russian 
city. The presence in their midst of a 
large body of peaceable Chinese was 
regarded by the Russians as a grave 
peril, and instructions were asked from 
St. Petersburg.

The now historic telegram “Fling 
Chinese across Amur” was wired from 
St. Petersburg, and, during the tem­
porary absence of General Gribski, the 
message was literally interpreted by the 
Chief of Police, whose bloodthirsty Cos­
sacks gathered the Chinese together, 
men, women and children, to the number 
of nearly 5,000, and literally flung them 
into the water, none of the Chinese es­
caping.

General Gribski was subsequently re­
called to St. Petersburg to explain mat­
ters to his Imperial master, and there is 
reason to believe that he was returning 
to Blagovestchensk in disgrace and so 
decided to take his own life.

The grand Llama Acha of Thibet is 
visiting Japan, accompanied by five 
Thibetan and two Chinese priests and 
great Buddhist celebrations are being 
held in his honor.

An edict has been issued from Hsian 
calling upon the Chinese ministers in 
Europe and America to send in the names 
of any students they can recommend as 
having graduated in foreign languages 
and being of sttund constitution. It is 
the intention of the/ court to make a 
selection of such persons for official em­
ployment.

Intelligence is reaching Tokyo of great 
damage done by floods in the south. 
Several coal-mines have been inundated. 
No less than 69 lives were lost owing 
to that cause at the Katsuki mine in 
Chikuzen. Fukuoka Prefecture is suf­
fering greatly. There have been burst­
ings of banks, over-flowings of rivers, 
washing away of railway beds, swamp- 
lugs of houses, and considerable loss of 
life. Two thousand people are said to 
be in need of public relief.

Disastrous inundations are also re­
ported from China. A large part of 
Hupeh is said to be under water, owing 
to floods in the Yangtsze; Honan is suf­
fering similarly from an overflow of 
the Tung-ling lake and Kwantung is 
inundated by the West river.

Though everyone may not be passion­

ately devoted to pigeons, all must per­
force admire their wonderful perform­
ances. Moreover, there is something 
which appeals to one in their remark­
ably developed heme-returning instinct.

was settled within a period of ten days.

As a result of this notice, Mr. Arms, 
succeeded in getting together another 
conference, and a vain attempt was made 
to settle the dispute and prevent a strike, 
which would involve the tin mills. That 
conference was the one that broke up 
in the Hotel Lincoln three weeks ago last 
Saturday.

In order to be equally fair to the ether 
constituent companies of the United 
States Steel Corporation and accord them 
the same treatment, President Shaffer 
has sent a similar notice to the officers of 
the Federal Steel Co., the National Steel 
Company and the National Tube Com­
pany, giving them the same time in 
which to make any effort they may de­
sire to bring about a settlement, or he 
will put in force this same clause in the 
Amalgamated Association’s constitution. 
It is presumed that the delay in issuing 
the general order will be at least until 
the end of the present week.

On Rivers Inlet the packs of the can­
nera run from six thousand to nine thou­
sand cases, and fishermen were takine 
an average of about 150 fish to the boat 
when the Boscowitz .was there. There 
is any amount of salmon in Rivers In­
let this year, for, the expected large run 
seemingly came alright, after the three 
poor seasons, but the water Is too clear 
to catch the salmon. The water being 
clear and cold the salmon go deep, and 
pass under the nets. Some big catches 
have been made, however, by individual 
nsttormen, and one cage was noted where 
a hshermen made a take of nearly a 
thousand fish. Unable to secure all the 
hsh he bad in his net, he loaded seven 
hundred in his boat, and then cut the 
net to retain the remaining number, but, 
whde he was absent unloading the large 

’boatload of fish, other fishermen found 
the piece of net and relieved it of its 
contents, leaving the empty net for the 
returning fisherman.

■On the Skeenà the run has been poor, 
and as the fishermen are already begin­
ning to take many humpbacks, the sock- 
eye run seemed to be nearing the end. 
The canneries all have small packs, the 
highest being the two canneries at the 
head, the Northern Pacific and British 
American, the latter of which had about 
9,000 cases and the other about 4,000 
cases. Peter Herman’s cannery had 
about six thousand cases, the Windsor 
had 6,400 and Inverness had a low pack, 
somewhere between three and. four thou­
sand cases. Two or three of the Skeena 
river canneries were beginning to put 
up humpbacks.

The daily catch on the Skeena seems 
to vary a great deal, for while one day 
the fishermen manage to secure an aver­
age of about ' one hundred fish to the 
boat, the next day, they may not get 
more than twenty, for the fish are run­
ning intermittently in schools. There 
is no steady run. On Saturday, the 27th, 
the fishermen took an average of one 
hundred or thereabouts to the boat, and 
after the Sunday rest it was expected 
that there would be a large run on the 
Monday, but in this the fishermen were 
doomed to grevions disappointment, for 
while the river was full of salmon on 
the Sunday, when alas the fishermen 
could not fish, there were few running on 
the Monday, and the general average of 
the boats was very low, some boats not 
bringing in more than ten fish. It was 
very exasperating after their varying 
week’s work to see the large schools 
going up uncaught on the Sunday.

The Naas pack is low. The two can­
neries, that at Naas Harbor and Mill 
Bay bave not more than 6,500 cases be­
tween them. Aa Namu cannery, Mr. 
Drainey has little over two thousand, 
but at the smaller cannery at Kinsquit 
the tins are all full, that cannery having 
a pack of about 51000 cases. The fisher­
men who were working for the Ktmsqnit 
cannery are now filling the tins at Namu, 
At Low Inlet the pack has also been very 
low. the cannery there having about 
2,000. At Alert Bay the pack was also 
low, the run there having been very 
poor this season. When the Boscowitz 
went np, a squad of ten fishermen took 
4.000 fish in one day. and it was then 
expected that the fish had- started run­
ning at last after a long wait, but on 
her return it was found that the average 
catch had fallen back to the low num­
bers, a day or two after the big lake.

Owing to the poor run on the 'Skeena, 
a party of twelve fishermen came down 
on the 'Boscowitz en route to the Fraser 
to finish the season fishing on that river.

REPORTS 'BY MAIL.
Ptort'of Spain, Trinidad, July 31.— 

(Correspondence of the Associated 
Press)—The revolutionary movement, 
which has been so long expected in Ven­
ezuela, has just broken out. Gen. Car­
los Rangel Gardiras, formerly president 
of the senate under the presidency of 
Dr. Rojos Paid, rose on the 26th 
against the government of Gen- Oipriano 
Castro. It is said that he has raised 
the standard of revolt to cries of, “Vive 
el Mercho Hernandez!" At the mo­
ment of writing he is near San Antonio 
del Tachira, a town on the boundary of 
Columbia, with 4,000 to 4,500 men, who, 
the Venezuelan government admits, are 
well armed. Detailed accounts cannot 
be obtained, as martial law has been pro­
claimed, and censorship established all 
over the republic. According to official 
advices from Caracas, received last 
week,'the insurgents have already been 
defeated by the government troops.

HAPPY LIBERIA.

Country Peaceful and Progressive—No 
Police Necessary.

London, Aug. 3.—A number of offl 
cials of Liberia have arrived in England 
for the purpose of endeavoring to pro­
cure from Great Britain the right to 
navigate the Magna river which separ­
ates Liberia from Sierra Leone. The 
delegation, which consists of Secretary 
of the Treasury Barclay, Chief Justice 
Roberts and Senator King, who was the 
Liberian commissioner to the World’s 
Fair, have had an interview with Colon­
ial Secretary Chamberlain, and negotia­
tions to secure the desired right are now 
in progress.

Mr. Barclay, who has held his present 
position for about twenty years, said to a 
representative of the Associated Press;

“Liberia is progressing well. Thanks 
to the firm stand of the United States 
and Great Britain we are not troubled 
with European aggression, though to tell 
the truth we are rather afraid of Ger­
many, as she is so patently on the look 
out for colonies. However, I do not think 
she will get a chance to appropriate our 
country. I understand that steps are on 
foot in New York for the formation of 
an American line to West Africa. I be­
lieve it will be an advantageous under­
taking as the oil, timber and such pro­
ducts now used in Liberia and other 
West African countries come from Am­
erica, by way of England. A direct 
service would obviate this miscarriage 
of profits. Return freights are still 
scarce, but with the rapid development of 
the country’s mining interests this dif­
ficulty should shortly be overcome, while 
rubber-is always plentiful. There is gold 
in Liberia, and a company has already 
been formed to develop the mines.

Financially Liberia is progressing. 
One hundred thousand pounds would 
wipe out all her debtiC Considering that 
we have not received any financial as­
sistance except from American-coloniza­
tion, Liberia’s standing compares favor­
ably with that of any West African 
states. We are getting little negro im­
migration from the United States at pre­
sent. Indeed it is hard for immigrants 
to get work, for the natives are willing 

-to work for $3 a month. Later there 
will be plenty of opportunities for those 
cognizant of mining matters. If Am­
erican negroes would take up this branch 
they would have a great future on the 
West Coast, whjré they can stand the 
climate as well as a white man. We 
are working slowly and steadily in the 
endeavor to find a common basis of gov­
ernment for. our civilized and native 
population. The latter number over a 
million. We are endeavoring to avoid 
the mistake so patent in the crown col­
onies around us of forcing our ideas upon 
the natives. A gradual assimilation of 
customs is the only way of dealing with 
the problem, and how successful we have 
been can be judged from the fact that 
we have tio organized police and aften 
we have no organized police and often 
at a time.”

Dr. Fagan, provincial medical health 
officer, informed the Colonist yesterday 
that the last vestige of smallpox has 
been stamped ont in the province. Since 
last November over one hundred 
have been treated. The disease was dis­
covered, at different times, at the follow­
ing places. Nanaimo, Nelson, Rossland, 
Revelstoke, Cranbrook, Michel, Femie, 
Spenoewood, Moyle, Phoenix, Quesnel 
and on the Naas and 'Skeena rivers, but 
by the prompt application Of preventa­
tive measures the pestilence was kept 
within bounds, and its spread effectually 
checked.

Although the health officers have the 
satisfaction to report that the province 
is now free from the disease, they have 
by no means relaxed their vigilance with 
regard to it Smallpox exists in Alaska, 
Washington and the Territories, and 
every avenue of ingress is being careful­
ly watched to prevent its re-entry to 
British Columbia.

Dr. Fagan was shown the following 
despatch, recently sent out from Ottawa, 
and said the statements therein were

“The officials at the William Head 
quarantine station, near Victoria, B.C., 
have 'been instructed to exercise the 
greatest possible vigilance in connection 
with -the arrival of steamers from Hong­
kong. The bubonic plague is epidemic 
at that port. Up to the 4th of June the 
total number of cases was 1,154, and 
1,088 deaths are reported this year; 15 
cases were Eurojæan, with 5 deaths, and 
23 were nou-Chinese, with 16 deaths. 
During the epidemic of 1804 the num­
ber of deaths reported up to June 1 
was 744. The area of the present infec­
tion is widespread, which increases the 
danger of transmission. In other cities 
of China the plague has been especially 
severe. The deathg in the city of 
Sheck Lung alone are estimated at 2,000- 
Dr. IHeiser, the representative of the 
United States Marine Hospital service at 
Quebec, is detaining on an average eight 
immigrants a week- destined for United 
States points.”

So far. no case of bubonic plague has 
reached British Columbia ports, and the 
health officers are on the qui vive to pro- 
vent its entrance. Every case of sick­
ness on hoard a steamer arriving from 
the Orient is very carefully diagnosed 
and in the case of Chinese who die with­
out a medical certificate, showing posi­
tively the cause of death, a post mortem 
examination is held. Tims, if the dis­
ease should show itself, the authorities 
wiil be in a position to deal with it im­
mediately.

There was a discussion in reference to 
the stock to be imported for the sales 
at the Victoria and New Westminster 
exhibitions, and regret was expressed 
that the two shows were to be held on 
the same dates. It was decided that if 
the two associations adhere .to the dates, 
but two carloads of stock will be im­
ported for the sales, but if some arrange­
ment is arrived at to hold the shows on 
different dates, three carloads will be 
purchased.

The secretary presented the following 
interesting report:

Honolulu, July 31.—(Associated Press 
Letter by R. M. S. Moans.)—The Ameri­
can bark Empire was burned at sea last 
week off Mahukona, Hawaii, and is a 
total loss. She arrived at Mahukona 
on the 24th, after a voyage of 73 days 
from 'Newcastle with a cargo of coal. 
On the morning of the 26th, R was dis­
covered that the coal was on fire. In 
spite of all that could be done, the ves­
sel burned to the water’s edge, close to 
shore, and nothing was saved.

The fire was first noticed in the after- 
part of the vessel, but burned so fast 
that the captain apd crew could not go 
below to investigate. The master, Cap­
tain Knacke, sent his wife to another 
vessel at anchor, and ail hand» joined 
in the fight against the destroyer. As­
sistance was given from shore, and the 
captain tried to beach the vessel, but 
the wind drove him off shore. With 
smoke and flames mounting high in the 
rigging the men worked on, but the 
flames spread below and the heat grew 
so intense that it was impossible to 
even stand on deck. The pitch on the 
decks 'boiled, and smoke and flames is­
sued from every part of the vessel. At 
5 o’clock, after a day’s fight against the 
fire, the captain decided that the battle 
was useless. The vessel was deserted, 
all the crew rowing ashore, and soon 
the flames were shooting up the masts. 
The burning vessel was a grand spectacle 
from shore, and was seen by many peo­
ple. The intense heat of the tons of coal 
in her hold supplied a furnace from 
which flames shot high from the water, 
and crowds stood and Watched the ves­
sel burning through the night. The 
Wilder steamship Kinau tried to give 
assistance, but could do nothing. The 
Empire was owned in San Francisco.

Mrs. Theresa Wilcox, wife of the Ha­
waiian delegate to Congress, arrived in 
Honolulu, fall of indignation against 
Captain Dowdell of the Oceanic steam­
ship Zealandia, on which she came from 
•San Francisco, because the captain had 
stopped her from giving a Hawaiian 
hula dance in the saloon, on the last 
night before the vessel reached Hono­
lulu. There was a young lady on board 
who was an adept at the hula business, 
and when the vessel was two days away 
from Honolulu she gave the well known 
dance, Mrs. Wilcox, who was a leading 
spirit in the various entertainments 
throughout the voyage, furnishing the 
necessary music.

It appears that Cantain Dowdell look­
ed in and saw the dance, and gave or­
ders that it be not repeated. The next 
night preparations were begun for an­
other performance for the entertainment

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Turkey’s Ruler Sent a Mission 
to Pacify Mohamedans 

In China.

In accordance with the Instructions of 
the last committee meeting, I paid a short 
visit to the upper country, stopping at 
Vernon, Lumiey, Kelowna, Salmon Arm 
and AShcroft. I- addressed meetings at the 
three first of these places. I did not con­
sider It advisable to hold an auction sale 
In the Okanagan, and took orders for one 
car of stock, which has just been distrib­
uted. In Salmon Arm I also placed a small 
order. At Ashcroft I found a good deal of 
Interest taken In the work of the associa­
tion, but did not find It very feasible to 
secure orders for stock, and In spite of the 
fact that most of the stockmen had made 
all their arrangements for the season and 
had already purchased bulls, I thought that 
the demand would justify the Importation 
of one car of stock for sale. After consult­
ation with the president end committee, a 
straight car of twenty Shorthorn bulls was 
ordered and sold at Ashcroft on the* 18th 
of June with success. The stock was very 
highly thought of, and the venture will ad­
vertise the work we are carrying out better 
than would have been possible by any 
other means, and will I think, ensure the 
success of a much larger sale in the near 
future.

There Is throughout the upper country 
from Penticton to Chllcoten, a good demand 
for better stock both from the larger and 
smaller breeders, 
years the bulls for the whole of the uppei 
country has been drawn from one herd, ant 
there Is no doubt that our breeders recog­
nize that It will pay them to secure some 
fresh strains, and If auction sales of pure 
bred stock are held in the upper country 
In good time, after being advertised, they 
will be well attended.

It Is, I think, In the interest of the live 
stock breeders of the province that the work 
should be continued and extended at once.
I would recommend that the principal 
stock raising districts be visited and In­
quiry made as to their requirements, and 
arrangements made for two large sales to 
be held say in May next at Ashcroft and 
Vernon. From present indications I should 
think that at least five car loads could be 
placed in. Ashcroft to consist of stock 
mainly Shorthorns, and a few Herefords, 
Including a few heifers and a score of young 
pigs. Kamloops would have to be consid­
ered In this matter, but Ashcroft seems to 
me to be on the Whole a better centre. I 
have no doubt that satisfactory arrange­
ments could be made with the Canadian 
Pacific railway to run stock back at reason­
able figures. ...At Vernon. I think-, at least two cars of 
mixed stock cquld be sold; sheep should be 
Included here. >Feed this year is very good on the ranges; 
In fact, I found demand for suckers. A 
couple of hundred yearlings could be sold 
at the present time without difficulty.

In the absence of very definite Informa­
tion on the subject, it Is a little difficult 
to form any kind of satisfactory estimate 
of the cattle Industry In our province. From 
What I can learn some 9,000 head of cattle 
will be shipped this year to the coast from 
points on the <X P. R. between Kamloops 
and Spence’s Bridge. Probably one-third 
to one-half this number will be shipped 
north up the Cariboo road and south and 
east to the Boundary and Kootenay dis­
tricts. * ... ,These figures. If rather crude, will give 
some idea as to the amount of business 
done. From what little knowledge I have 
of this subject I anticipate a considerable 
Increase of business In the near future. 
The successful growing of alfalfa, sanloin 
and other large crops, and the increased 
area brought Into cultivation by irriga­
tion, will ensure a greater supply of winter 
feed, while the Introduction of better sires 
of earlier maturing qualities and better 

g in the winter, will allow ot the 
steers oelng turned off at an earlier date. 
This will allow of a larger number of breed­
ing stock to be kept on the same range.

In this connection I would like to draw 
your attention to a recent experiment made 
in Kansas.

ENGLISH WORK BEGINNING 
AT 6 A. M.

From Cassier’s Magazine.
The idea which underlies the supposed 

necessity in British shops of the 6 o’clock 
start is, that a long day’s work is secur­
ed. But if masters were always in their 
shops at 6, moving about among the 
men, they would see that this early 
work is, as a rule, the most unproductive 
of the day. Those who make a casual 
early visit to their works once in a 
njoon just to wake up the men and fore­
men, might as well save themselves 
the trouble for aught they learn thereby. 
They do not see the many leakages that 
goes on, and neither are they qualified 
by experience to estimate the subtle dif­
ferences between, the men in those early 
hoars and those who start to work under 
better physiological conditions. In these 
flying visits they see only the time is 
“put in” and time instead of energy is 
the common measure of work done in the 
factory. Very often the writer has ob­
served that men, after losing quarters, 
have got through more work in the day 
than others who commenced at 6 o’clock. 
The loss of time in' quarter days— 
“knocking off corners”—is obvious; but 
energy losses do not show directly upon 
the books, nor are they always apparent 
to those who suffer thereny.

Noe does the mischief consist alone in 
broken rest. Early rising carries with 
it exhausting conditions. Men are hun­
gry, and slack in consequence of going 
out into the raw cold without food or 
warm drink in the stomach and having 
to work thus for two hours and a half 
before breaking fast Often they get 
wet, and stand in wet clothes and boots 
without the fortifying influence afforded 
■by food at the proper time.
