The following circular, issned from a
“ bucket shop” in Montreal, which has
L been advertising itself in the Globe, shows
how rapidly  the steck gambling manis is
taking hold. The fact that so many of
these circulars are sent out is the best evi-
dence that the dupes are plenty. A well.
known business man in Belleville received
the document : .

A Night School to be Established om Riche
mond Street—Delegates Appeointed.
A special meeting of the separate school
board was held last night. Present : Vicar-
general Rooney (in the chair), Rev Fathers
Laurent, McCann and Shechan, Messrs.
Burns, Petley, Nolan, Gibson and Ken-
nedy. The chairman said he had received
a communication from the mayor asking
the board to send two representatives to the

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COAL UE'SJ.EEST BOOM.

HOW MILLIONS ARE BEING MADE
: ouUT OF IT.
——

Mistory of the Fever—Production Falling
Of—Who Have Beem Making The

Money.

New Yorg, Nov. 15—8ince the great
oil fever in 1865 thers has been no such
excitement as that which has characterized
the market during the past month. When
a rise or fall of five cénts on a barrel of
crude petrolenm might represent the differ-
ence between a fortune made or . lost by
some heavy operator, & jump from 490% cents
in July last to $1.283—the figures reached
on - Saturday—affords sufficient basis for
the most extravagant speculstion, Within
the past thirty deys millions of money
have been made, and judging from the
present outlook there will be no immediate
cessation of the upward movement. The
“bears ” bad their own way for a long
time, the price being kept down by the
belief that the new oil territory would so
increase production as to keep it a long way
ahead of the demand. While the present
¢« bull” movement is partly speculative, it
is still more largely based on the fact that
the newly developed oil territory has totally
failed to meet the expectations of those who
had invested there their money and their
hopes.

The history of the oil region is the very
romance of speculation<ron wild. Petro-
leum was known to the ancient Greeks and

. Romans, and to the Indians of North

America as long ago as the discovery of the
country by Columbus. In the early part
of the _ present century it was obtained in
small quantities in Obio, Pennsylvania and
New Qorl, and was ¢ simply for
its value as a medicine. For this uee it
was sold at prices which would seem no less
than fabulous toan operator -on the New
York Petroleum exchange of to-day. 1t
was not till August 26, 1869, that oil was
struck at Titusville ; the pioneer ~well
yielded at first 400 barrels a day, and by
the use of a larger pump increased its daily
production to 1000 barrels, From this time
il Creek, below Titusville, the valley of
he y, from below Franklin to as
far up as Warren county, together with the
banks of French Creek, were all rapidly ex-
lored by wells, Vi and towns came
nto existence with mushroom-like rapidity.

Land which bad heretoforebeen hardly worth
paying taxes on sold at enormons prices,

“which was followed by a
b the inevitable reaction, the
business settled down to a legitimate basis.
There have been speculative fluctuations in
all the succeeding years, and fluctuations
which were the outgrowth of opening up
new territory, based on the increase in the
supply from this source or the decrease in
production of the old wells.
Great expectations had centred in the
Cherry Grove field in Warren connty, and
not without good grounds, forin August
the yield there was 30,000 basrels a day ;
now the Cherry Grove wells are lfielding
less than 4000 barrels. The wells have
quit pumping oil and are now pumping
mud, and by next month it is predicted
that the yield will not exceed 3000 barrels
daily. One well at Cherry Grove, which
started in with 1300 barrels daily, dropped
to 1100. then to 1000, then to 800, and at
the end of two weeks was yielding only
250 barrels. A six-quart torpedo was then
out in, and within the next twenty-six
Lours the yield was 22,025 barrels ! The
next day it had declined to 1300 barrels,
and from this time steadily decreased, till
at the end of ten days it yielded only 100
barrels, and by two weeks from the time
it had been torpedoed it stopped entirely.
It was this and similar experiences in the
new oil region which raised the largest
anticipation at the outset, only to upeet all
previous calculations in the end. It wes
the failure of this region that produced
the present excitement, which may
be said to be the first legiti-
mate rise in oil since 1876. The failure of
this new field, together with the steady and
rapid exhaustion of the old fields, raises a
serious question as to the futare supply.
Last year the largest production was 105,-
000 barrels a day ; the largest production
this year was in August, when it reached
110,000 barrels a day. Now it does not
exceed 68,000 barrels a day, and is de-
clining at the rate of five per cent. a month.
The daily consumption, including exports
and the home demand, is estimated at 61,-
000 to 65,000 barrels, leaving but a slight
margin of surylus production. The pro-
dnction and demand are nearer together
now than at any time since 1876, when the
daily average prive for cruae petroleum was
$) 96. InJuly oil had dropped to 494
cents per barrel, the lowest price in ten
years, On the 6th of the prevent month
the price had gone up to $1 36, and over
80,000,000 harrels were sold in the New
York, Bradford, Pittsburg and Oil City
markets. These transactious were the
largest ever known in a single day, and
represented about all the stock on hand.
At the time when this new boom started
the Standard Oil Company were holding
12,000,000 barrels; the Pittsburg syndicate,
8,000,000; New Yo k no more than 2,000, -
000 »r 8,000,000 barrels, with the balance
in the hands of the producers.

A Toronto Man's (‘,-ree;;f Crime as told te

a Kingston Reporter.
Thomas Bremnan alias Thomas Doran,
who was sentenced to five years in: the'
penitentiary for burglary at Kingston on
Wedunesday, gave the News of that city s
sketch of his career. Doran related that
he was born and brought up in Toronto, - |
where his father now lives, and who at
present occupies a position in connection
with the Grand Trunk railway. Thomas
was given a good education, and when 18
years of age was engaged as a bookkeeper !
in the employ of the same railway company,
but he did not remain long in this situation
as his mother, whose maiden name was
Brennan, desirel that he should bezome
attached to the church. He' yielded
to his ‘mother's wishes and went
to college to fit himself for such an
occupation as that referred to. At the end
of his term he had no difticulty in secaring
a good commencement in bhis profession,
but the more time he devoted to it, the
more it grew in his disfavor. At the end
ot four months his mother died, when he
embraced the opportunity of severing his
connection with the church, and soon after
he became' prone to dissolute habits,
which finally got him entirely under their
control. He left Montreal, where haghad
lived during the four months referr y
aud went back to 'Il‘loronto, who;e"ﬁl;o,be-
came associated with a gang o gves,
and the result was that he was conv‘ioby of
the larceny of clothes and sentenced to the
penitentiary for four years. During last .
July he was liberated. He then proceeded
to Rochester, from there to New York, and
then back to Toronto, where he stole a
watch ont of the Bull’s Head hotel and was
sent to the central prison for four months.
He managed ta eflcet his escape from this
institntion, when he had abont 48 days to
serve, and tramped it down to Kingston,
where he thought he wounld be successtul
in getting a passage over to the States on
a vessgl.

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THE FREE CANAL MOVEMENT.

The most important check yet given to
railway monopoly in North America, ever
since that gigantic evil began to oc-
capy the attention of the general pub-
lis, was the vote of the peaple of
the state of New York on Tuesday week
in favor of free canals. By a majority of
some 240,000 odd, the people declared that
the state camals must and should be free.
They are willing to tax themselves for the
maintenance of the canals, in order that
freight by eanal maybe cheap, and so com-
pel the railways to carry at reasonable
rates. The decided success of the appeal to
the people on this question appears to have
been a surprise to even the most active pro-
moters of the free canal movement. So
often before had similar effurts been frus.
trated through the schieming of the railway
monopolists, and so great was the dread of
what méney might do to effect the
voting, that even ardent friends of the
popular cause almost despaired of success,
For the success itself the people owe no-
thing to either of the two political parties ;
a fact worth mentioning, and worth remem-
bering too. Both the republican and the
democratic candidates for the governorship
respectiyely shirked the canal question
and declined to touch it, asif afraid that it
might burn their fingers. As it was really a
burning question with the people, perhaps
their fears were well founded in a sense.
But leaving aside the personal views of Mr.
Secretary Folger and Governor-elect Cleve:
laod, the significant fact remains that on a
pressing, practical question in wkich the
people were most deeply interested, both
political parties—that is, the party manag-
ers—-held aloof in the most cowsrdly and
unpatriotic manner, and refused to help

~ the people a cent’s worth. But the people

of the state of New York helped them-
selves ; and let us thank them for the ex-
ample they have shown to other commun-
ities who are or may hereafter find them-
selves in similar circumstances.

The importance of canal, lake and river
transportation as a means of checking the
extortion of the railway companies canuot
be over-estimated. Of course producejcan
be carried quicker by railway, but it is
utter nonsense to suppose that the country
gains to any appreciable extent by having
a million bushels of grain carried from
Chicago to New York in three days instead
of ten or twelve days. Considering the vast
quantities of grain that are nearly all the
time beld back from the actual consumer
by apeculators, we may conclude that it can
conie to seaboard markets by the various
water routes quite as fast as it is wanted.
What benefit is there to the public, or in-
deed to grain dealers as a body, in rushing
wheat through by rail; and then leaving it
for weeks or months in a storehouse ? Had
it come by water it would still have been
in quite time enough for actual wants.

The example of New York will tell with
other states, and it would not be surprising
were we soon to see a general resurrection
of public feeling in favor of canals and all
other imp.ovements which extend the
waterway transportation business. The
railway has become a monopoly ; but this

* the canal, the lake and the river never can

be. If for a certain trade a hundred schoon-
ers or propellers, and three hundred canal
boats, are not enough, the number of both
can be increased indefinitely. Any man or
any company having money enough to build
and run a vessel is at liberty to do so,
without applying for a charter. But busi-
ness men representing an aggregate of milli-
ons of capital may try and try again to Zet
cheap transportation by rail, without suc-
cess, simply because railway companies
holding exclusive privileges arein possession
of the ground. It is easy to say, go back to
work and build a railway tor yourselves,
but this bas been too of*en tried, with very
unsatisfactory results. Traffic by water, on
the other hand, is open to everybody, and
can never be monopolized. The difference
between the two as regards the public in-
tereat is apparent at a glance.

Already the effect of the canal vote in
the state of New York is felt in Canada.
The business men of Montreal are moving
in the matter, and strong pressure will be
brought to bear upon the government to
make the Canadian canals free too. We
back this movement from the start ; the
community would gain in reduced freights
tive dollars—aye, ten dollars, for every one
lTost through remission of tolls. Bear in
mind that it is not only the reduction on
freights actually carried by the canals that
has to be considered. We have to take
into account also the reduction on freight
carried by railway. It is not merely that
free canals would carry at cheap rates;
they would inevitably make the railways
carry cheap too. There is where the great
gain comes in ; and let 1t be hoped that
the Canadian public will not be slow to
‘‘ see it.”

ITALY AND THE VATICAN,

The decision of the Italian court of ap-
peals affirming that the jurisdiction of the
national teibunals extends within the walls
of the vatican, is the most serious en-
croachment on the independence of the
papacy which has been committed since the
city of Rome was occupied by the troops
of Victor Emanuel. By it the so.called
rmpal guarantees are unquestlonably ren-

If
the kigg's writ can run within the pre-
cinct of the vatican, Leo XIIL has palpably
been stripped of the fundamental attribute
of sovereigntv, and he no longer enjoys
even the semblance of freedom in the dis-
charge of his ecclesiastical duties. We
know nothing about the merits of the case
which raised the important question of jur-
isdiction. It turned, apparently, on a dis-
pute as to the amount of payment due an
architect who had been employed by the
pope’s major domo to repair the vatican.
Bat, of course, it matters not whether or no
the architect had earned the money whish
he claimed. The question of law remains
the same, and the upholders of papal sov-
ereignty think it almost incredible, when
the repeated utterances of the Italian par-
liament upon the subject are recalled, that
the Italian court of appeals sheuld hold that
its jurisdiction covers a precinct set apart
by statute as the inviolable territory of a
sovereign.

Unfortunately for the vatican, ite rela.
tion to ,the continental powers is not just
now of such a nature as to render it likely
that the protests of zealous catholics against
the virtual sabversion of the papsl guaran-
tees will prove effectual. The Hapsburg
emperor seems at present to be on the best
possible terms with the Italian government;
the negotiations for a compromise with Bis-
marck appear to have been abandoned, and
even in Spain the Sagasta ministry has de-
prived the clerical party of much which it
had gained by the constitution of 1876,
while the Serrano movement threatens it
with much graver injury. In France the
radicals are clamoring for the abolition of
the concordat, and insisting that even the
relatively modest sums which the state
now pays the clergy in return for their con-
fiscated property should be withheld from
them. On the whole, it must be owned
that the Italian government has little to
fear at this juncture from outside interfer
ence on behalf of his holiness.

THE NLW THIRD PARTY.

€1r : I have read with care the address
delivered by Mayor McMurrich before the
national liberal union published in your
issue of Nov 11, and frankly, I fail to see
that it is open to the objection raised by
Argus and some others.

To the Editor af the World.

Sie : 'In the Presbyterian Record for
November, in an editorial headed *‘More
Ministers,” is'found the following lament :
“Thé ‘supply of ministers for our own
olurch is not egusl to the demand.” The
detailed statement of vacant charges in each
province gives a total of minety-three,
Ypung men are urged to devote themselves.
“To thoughtfnL devoted, godly young men
wh 88y, give yourselves to this werk. Let
it be teld froth Bonavista to Victoria, and in
tunes that cannot be mistaken, that we
have not too many colleges, but that we

have too few students, and that we urgently
o(}?m more ministers.”’

o attempt is made in said editorial to
inquire into the causes of this scarcity.
To do so would be to- tread on
dangerous ground. The work is fairly
remunerated. if contrasted with “he average
income enjoyed by the inhabitants of the
dominion, . The mercenary spirit of the
age is pot the cause : nor is it easy to be-
lieve that there are fewer “thoughtful de-
voted, godl% young men” among us than
ot yore. he real cause of the trowble is
simply that the “thoughtful, devoted, g~dly
young men” find an extreme dlmculcy-—a
difficulty great exactly in proportion t» the
extent to which they possess these qualities
—in nceept the time-worn fetters of
“thought” which this, and other rcclesi-
astical bodies, still impose. ‘‘ Devotion ”
to the church and its doctrines is not
identical with devotion to truth, in fact
forbids it outside of its own well-defined
lines. That * godliness” which is, in -its
true sense, the heartfelt desire to serve
humanity on every and any plane of man’s
complex being, the more intensely it burns
within, the less will brook to be fettered
vmhout, by an oryganization founded and
built up upon once useful, but now anti
quated and worn-out formulw The
kind  of youth 50 earnestly
invited has had too many
indications afforded him of the kind of
treatment meted out to any who dare to
hear.or to tell of some new truth or old
truth in & newly-adopted form, which
earnest, heart-felt study may have enabled
him to see. Hesees, he feels, that the rest
of the world moves, and is glad to be
moved. Only the churches require to be
driven. The last place into which a new
thought of use to humanity can bope to
penetrata is the creed of a church, Natur-
ally he feels that he can best move that
church, if he has her interests sincerely at
heart, from outside. Inside his voice will

be stifled i in an inarticulate groan, Outside,
tho%ue air of ‘heaven will fill and lnvngor
ate his lungs. He may be the very reverse
of an iconoclast, seeking health'ul repair
and ventilatioa of the venerable bmldmﬁ
not its destruction ; but to this end he
must draw his materials from without,
not from within her walls, and gradu-
ally gain permission to replace here
s rotten beam with new and sound
timber, there a tottmng archway with a
true keystone. resent he must sign a
document whlch bmgn him to shut his eyes
to any defects in construction and pledge
himself forever, however much he may learn
in the fnturc, pever to bring his knowledge
to beat in remedying defects in her original
architectural plan. ~ An infallible creed,
whose teachings none who once embrace it
dare criticise, is precisely that thing which
in this age does, not attract thoaghtful,
devoted, godly young men.” To the other
kind in whom self-interest rules, she will, if
she continues to maintain the m[alhbxh'y
of her oreed, ere long have few prizes to
offer. The foremost minds, not o y in the
presbyterian sect but in otheu, are eim
ning dimly to perceive this, Bye and
they will learn to jndge their men by thexr
“ works”’ of usefulness, not by s standard
of faith, or by the ardency of their profes-
sion of a useless creed. Then that
¢reed’ will be reformed. It will no
longer express belief as mere mental
assent,”'but the true meading of
christianity to a christian, viz a willing-
ness to be like Christ the Lord. Were that
the stanfard there would be mno lack oi
“ thoughtful, devoted, godly young men,”’
who in freedom. would join the church’s
ravks to rebuild her from the fonnd;tmn
upward. We need ‘‘more ministers”’—more
ministers to humanity, not more men to
minister to man-made graven images or
creeds. d.

The candidates for honorary degrees were
resented by the public orator Professor
koys, who delivered a latin oration on the
many good qualities of each as he presented
him to the chancellor, They were: The
veryl reverend the dean of Montreal, admit-
ted to the degree of D D, jure dignitatis ;
the right reverened the bishop of Algoma to
D C L., honeris lcausa ; the right reverend
the lord bishop of Toronto to DCL,
honoris causa .

MrT O Townley B A then read the
Eoglish prize poem, and the scholars of
the various years were presented and re-
ceived their prizes. {

At the request of the thancellor, the
lord bishop of Algoma and the dean of
Montreal made brief addresses. The lord
bishop thanked the university for the honor
they had conferred upon him, but he felt it
not so much an honor to himself as to his
diocese.  He spoke of the missionary work
of the church and hoped before lung to
welcome some of those faces in the gallery,
to assist-in the work in Algoma. He could
not promise them wealth and an easy life,
but they would find plenty of exercise for
their intellect, soul and heart. The uni-
versity has invited him_to lecture on \he
missionary work of the church.  This he
will be most happy to do, when he could
not say, perhaps not this season.

The dean of Montreal, who is a gradunate
of the university, spoke in laudatory and
feeling terms of the late Provost Whittaker
of Trinity college, and referred to the work
done by the church of Lingland.

The chancellor spoke of the worthy pre-
lates on whom the honorary degreeshad been
conferred, and also of tune professors of
Trinity school of medicine who had been
admitted to ad eundem degrees. He was
happy that by this means the ties which
united the college and school would thus
be drawn more closely together. He hoped
all those who_had taken degrees would meet
with success, and in all their future deal-
ings sopport the good name of the col-
lege. The matiiculanis should do their
work thoroughly remembering that the
good name of a scWool depended upon the
succss of its studen's or graduites. He
spoke at the last meeting of the neces-ity of
raising funds to enlarge the building and
the endowment of an additional chair. The
scheme has been eminently successful  Al-
realy one of the objects—the endowmerrt
of a cbair—had been carried out. They are
at present making an endeavor to endow
the chaiz of physical science, which wiil be
followed by the endowing of other chairs.
Theé amount required to endow  each chair
will be about 825 000 or $30,000, and he
hoped that some ot the friends and gradu.
ates of the college would follow the exam-
ple of those of ‘Queen’s, McGill and other
colleges. It is their object to make Trinity
the co lege ot the Eng'ish church in Canada
but admitting students of other churches.
They would endeavor to instil christian
prouciples in those who were simply taking
a iiterary course. He also referred to the
lat Provost Whittaker, and said that
it was their intention to erect a tablet or
monument to his memory,

THE EXPORT APPLE TRADR.

l”;m Barrels of Canadien and Amer:-
can Applex Shipped This Year.

Mr. James Pape, the fruit broker of - St.
Lawrence market, yesterday furnished a
World. reporter with some ‘nteresting in-
formation regarding the export apple trade,
Prices are on the increase in Liverpool,
having advanced 1s 6d to 2s within
the vast three days. Up to Nov. 14 of this
year 197,000 barrels of American and Can-
adian apples had been sent across the At-
lantic. This was nearly double the quan-
tity of fruit over the same period last year.
There would not be the scarcity of apples
that people generally lugpo-ed, a8 the crop
in the Southérn States had turned out very
large. Montreal, Halifax, New York and
Boston are the chief ports of export. Of
the 197,000 barrels, 45,981 went from
Moantreal, 89,377 from New York, 58 883
from Boston, 8830 from Halifax,
Liverpool, London and Glasgow receive the
greater portion of those shipments. Some
go direct-to Hamburg and E‘openhagen.
