The chief business of the ‘‘Little Machine”
was the advancing of money on stock, and

on the stock of the Federal
Baak, it being a popularly known fact that
when Federal-was quoted at 160 the Com-
mercial Loan was advancing 130 on it. The
money being loaned on this stock was sup-
plied by the Federal Bank itself, and it
was only a thin disguise for .evading
that wholesobme law which forbids
banks -advancing money on . their
own stocks for speculative purposes.
But at thet. time the Federal Bank was
“‘away up” as a speculative stock, and the
sLittle Machine” was sending right and left
on Pederal stock, till it soon had advanced
Tederal money on Federal stock to the ex-
tent of over $600,000. At one time Federal
stock was as high as 160 and over, but when
it struck a decline it kept going down till it
got as low s 32}, but long before this had
comteé about the “Little Machine” had gooce
completely to smash and the bank was com-
pelled to reduce its capital one-half and was
forced into voluatary liguidation. 3

Before the ‘“Little Machine,” however,
was wound up, its several shureholders had
to make good the odd 70 per cent. of their
unpaid stock, and it stood a heavy ‘loss to
all of them, including Mr. Nordheimer.
This latter gentleman’s losses in connection
with the *“Little Machine” and with the
Federal Bank were not less than $300,000,
and probably a great deal more.

sympathy With Mr. Nordheimer.

A great deal of sympathy was expressed
for Mr. Nordheimer in financial circles yes-
terday when it became known what action
hed been taken. One gentleman who is
prominent in the city’s banking business
said he regarded it as an attempt to follow
Mcr. Nordheimer «imply because he had still
left a part of his fortune, and he would not
be at all surprised to bear of increased
speculation in the stock, based on the pro-
posed suit against the old president of the
bank.

A prominent broker also expressed his
opinion that the suit was instigated through
ill-will, if not spite, agsinst Mr. Nordhei-
mer, and another financial authority said
he didn't see how the directors could bring
action against Mr. Nordheimer any more
than they could against any of the other
directors of the bank. He added that it
would be better for the liquidators of the
Federal to wind up the concern as quickly
a8 pouibh rather than plunge that concern
fnto further expenses.

He "replied
that he could not. The committee then de-
cided to have the plans gone on with, to  see
what the buildings wou'd cost, now thatthey
had the requirements. The firss intention
was to have only a three-story building, and
the platis for the basément and the ground
floor were prepared for tendering. It was
estimated that this portion. of the building,
about one-third, would figure up to $100,000.
The council saw that it would be im-
possible  to put up & boilding
to meet all requirements. for the sum appro-
priated, and the scheme came to & standstill
for want of funds. ' Then Mr. Howland, at
that time Mayor, ernceived the ides of & com-
bined City Hall and Court House. He sent for
the chairivan of the.commwittee and Mr. Len-
nox and asked how much the oity would save
by a combined, building. Mr, Lennox stated
that abous §500,000 or - mwore would be saved,
as it would save the purchase of one site, At
Mr. Howland’s request Mr. Leonox then ex-
aminéd the site and found _that it would bold
the combined building. He turther prepared
o rough sketch, one-sixteenth of the ground
floor. The scheme for a combined building
was brought before the committee, récommend-
od to and accepted Ly the council. Mr. Len-
nox was appointed arcuitect. Mr. Howland
suggested that practical builders be ssked to
estimate on therough sketch, but the chairman
and Mr. Lennox objected thatit was imposeible
to make any estimate without plans having been

repared. Here came in the whole difficulty.

1r. Howland said they had no appropriation
to pay for plans, and he did not know that the
ratepayers would approve of the scheme, So
five builders were called in and asked to guess
the cost. They did so honestly and to the
best of their ability, with the rough sketch as
their ouly guide. They fixed upon $750,000
as the cost of the building only, and with this
estimate a by-law was submitted to the rate-
payers and app oved of. Then Mr, Lennox
was instructed to prepare proper gontract
drawings and specificavions. He didso, and
they were approved aund accepted by thecoun-
ol Teuders were then ordered to be -adver-
tised for. The advertisements were sent all
over Canada and the United States, to insure
the lowestbids for everything. Many tenders
were received, and the contracts wers awarded
to Canadian firms, all but two being from
Toronto.

Under the existing treaty between China and
the United States each Government can regu
Iate,control and prohibit for the time being the
emigration of laborers or artisans from the
other. The decision of the Supreme Court
also makes it plain that the United States can
germinate the treaty whenever it sees fit and
exclude the Chinese. If thiscan be done m
- ghe case of one nation it may be with any
other, Foreigners are admitted to this coun-
only by courtesy or in pursuance of treaty
stipulations which may be terminated at will.
Whenever Congress finds any kind of migra-
tion to this country harmful it can bestopped.
It may be said that it is nos much concern
of ours what our American neighbors do with
the Chinese. “We reply that it is a¢ all timesa
matter of interest for us to keep well informed
as to what national rights those neighbors of
ours are asserting for themselves, They 'may
be right, or tliey may be wrong; but it is at
—_all evente advisable that weshould knaw what
they are doing.
