“ mhe number of frands perpetrated upon
life insurance companies during tt{e past
year or: two has rendered the companies
unusually alert. Since the Hendershott
murder in Elgin County they have been
' more than ever on the lookout for things
" which may, d#s they term it, detract
from & sk, for they have been brought
to Tealjze that unless they use the ut-
most prudence in issuing . policies for
targe amounts the growth, of this in-
surance mania and destruction of human
life will be alarming.

During the past ten days the managers
and agents of every company in_ the city
bave been discussing one of the most
remarkable cases which has ever de-
yeloped in Canada—a case in which an at-
tempt was made to insure the life of
a young married woman, 24 years of age,
in various' companies for $300,000. One-
half of the insurance had been placed,
when the woman became alarmed, en -
gaged a lawyer to secure if possible
the cancellation of all-the policies, and
bad a detective employed to guard her
wight and day. !

The issuance of a writ by Messrs. Horn
& Barrett, barristers, against the New
York Mutual Life Insurance Company to

Her intention was to secure an endow-
‘ment policy, providing for the payment
of the full amount in 20 years: Her hus-
band, however, persuaded her to take
out a 20-year ,paid-up policy, as there
wags a difference oi $300 a iyear in  the
premium. Drs. Burus and Davidson ex-
amined Mes. Hyams and reported favor-
ably, and the application was sent to
New York. t

Mrs. Hyans Became Alarmed.

‘“ Mrs. Hyams, who sigoed all the dp-
pllct}tium:, had no idea that she was
signing’ for the amount, anll when it
came to her Rnowledge that she was
being jnsured for such’ a’ large amount
she became alarmed and had a tele-
gram sent for her husband to come to
Toronto at once.

“Mrs. Hyams is of a very nervous tem-
‘perament, and was visiting her sister
at 151 Close-avenue, where she became
hysterical. Some strangers to her call-
ed at the house, and asked her to go
and see a doctor for the purpose  of
further examination on the evening  of
last Thursday. She did not waderstand
this, and sent a telephone message |to
her husband’s solicitor.

A Detective Procured.

For some days the mercury has been, to
use a hospital pbrase, ina very low coondi
tion. - With a view to ascertaining the pros--
pects of recovery, a World reporter las?
night interviewed O d Probs. That respon-
sible personage, who was found engaged in
covering a map of the continent with strange
hierogiypuics, paused in his work to reply to
the reporter’s query, '‘What's the weather
to he®?

*“There's no prospect of milder weather, so
far as we can see,” said the weather man,
and he proceeded forthwith to enlighten the
inquirer on the meteorological history of the
last few days.

For some days before the temperature fell
hgre, there wasa very cold spell in the
Northwest, the temperatuse ranging from 40
to 50 below zero. There was nothing to
bring the cold wave down ou us until the At-
lantic storm of a few days ago. Then the
barometer fell in the Easr, and simultaneous-
II{A rose in the Northwest, so that between the

locky Mountaius and the Maratime FPro-
vinces there was a difference of tbree inches,
a grade quite sufticient to draw the gold
wave down upon us.

Lold Wave Over the Continent.

The storm has now full swing in the
Southwestern States, and the cold wave has
covered the entire continent, having spread
to the East within the Jast 24 hours.

Last night’s barometer readings showed an
unusually high pressure in the northwestern
partof the continent, 31%¢ iuches being Te-
gistered, while in the Maritime Provinces
the barometer bad fallen to 2734 inches. The
storm in tbe Maritime Provinces is the sev-
erest for many years.

Twenty-four hours  ago the indications
were that the cold wave would end last
nignt, when a snowstorm was ted.
There was no downfall of the beautiful,
bowever, Uncle Sam’s domains gettin all the
snow that fell Turoulzsm’ﬁ New York
State and Michigan there is  very
low temperature, with  snow. In
Chicago & gale .was blowing all day
yesterday, the temperature was near zero
and nine inches of snow fell during the day.
Kansas had a gale, with plenty of snow, aud
Ohio. Illinois, Wisconsin and Minnesota are
blockaded. 'T'he Dakotas also experienced a
blizzard of considerable ssverity. Even the

Hyams, wiie of a Toronto broker, made
public the story. But to begin at the
beginning. Nine years ago Dallas T.
and Harry P. Hyams, Hebrews and .twin
brothers, arrived here irom New Orleans
They had cousiderable money, whieh, it
was . given out, had reverted to them
from their father, who, it was claimed,
was a practising physician during the
yellow iever outbreak in the South, and
irom a brother, who was a director in
the Louisiana lottery, and made some-
thing like a:million dollars. They
atarted a warchouse in Colborne-street:

Carried $36 000 Insurance.

~ MHarry Hyams béecame acquainted with

artha Wells, a young orphan girl, who
had a short time previously come into
‘a legacy of a few thousand dallars.
William Wells, a 22-year-old brother of
Martha, who had also been leit several
thousand dollars, was employed in the
Hyams’ warehouser as  bookkeeper
and general overseer of the building.
At noon on Jan. 16, 1893, he was found
lying dead at the foot of the elévator
shaft. The explanation given of the af-
fair was that Wells was making some
repairs at the foot of the old-fashioned
ifreight hoist shaft, that the weight
which balances the |hoist, and which
weighed 500 pounds, had become unhook-
ed and fallen from the third story di-
rectly upon the head of the young man
in the cellar. The leit'side of deceased’s
bead \was crushed in,as if he had heard
the falling weight and glanced up before
it struck him: The dead body was dis-
rovered by Harry P. Hyams. Coroner
Pickering was notified, but decided that
an inquest was unnecessary.

It transpired after the tragedy that
young Wells carried an insurance of
$36,000 on his life. Of  this sum two
policies were in the Mutual Life Insur-
ance Co. of New York, of which Mr,
H. K. Merritt, 48 King west, is agent.
The remaining $5000 was an accident
policy in the Mutual Accident Associa-
tion, a local company.

All the insurance was jnade payable
to deceased’s sister Martha, The heavi-
ness of ‘the ris and ‘the fact that but
one premium had Been paid, the policies
raving only been issued two minths pre-
vipusly, in November, 1892 ,caused the
alleged accident to be investigated, but
the management ©f the Mutual Life could
!ind no grounds to warrant the withhold-
ing ¢ the. money, and The $31,000 was
paid over to Miss Wells, who at that
time was engaged to be married to
Harry P. Hyams. The Mutual Accident
Association was not financially strong,
and wound up business, after paying a
portion of the risk. Here the matter
rested for the time being.

A Dyingz Man's Vision.

Before coming to Toronto Miss Wells
lived for -several years with an uncle,
DUriah Jones, at Pjckering villages Six
months ‘#ter young Wells' death, Rich-
ard Jones two or three days before dy-
ing told ki srelatives that he had had
# vieion in connection with the boy’s
feath, ini_which he observed a man with
jthe weight in his hand in the act of
Jdropping it upon the boy's head. As a
result Of this * vision’ detectives were
rngaged -to enquire into the case, but
whether or pot anything came of it no
arrests were made.

Hyams and Miss Wells Marry.
Meantime the Hyams brothers had
wbandoned the Colborne-street warehouse
and opened an office as financial brokers
at 11 King-street west. In May last

married. Shortly after her marriage
Mrs. Hyams took out an insurance policy

The applications in éach instance were
desetibed as Mrs. Martha Weils Hyams
ui Montreal, born on March 11, 1870
at Somersetshire, England. The upp!i-‘
tution  Jurther stated that the
father of the applicant died at the age

Hyams at Montreal.

Hyams was cxeecdingly anxious . to
have the application cancelled and offer-
ed to pay all expenses if it were return-
ed to him. He explained to the agegnt
that his wife was trying to procure, a
separation.

Mrs. Hyams applied for $10,000 insurs
ance in the Standard some months ago
and the application was accepted. Sub-
sequently applicationy was made for
$75,000. but was refused, but $15,000
was offered and accepted. The Confed-
eration Life received an application ior
$10,000, but a, conference between the
manager and the represeutative of the
Mutual Reserve resulted in both policies
being refused. -

Hyams accompanied his wife to cach
of the insurance offices, and advised ber
as to the best system. Afterwards he re-
turned with his lawyer and asked for the
return of the applications. In e€ach case
this was refused. The policies were to
be madg out in favor sf Mrs. Hyams’
heirs. \

The Cat Out of the Bag.

Leger had come to Toronto to ar-
range the insurance with his companies.
Mrs. Hyams, who claims that she be-
lieved only $5000 was being placed on
her life, asked that her examination be
conducted by Dr. Iield,i who was her
physician when she resided in Pickering.

The applieations to the Mutual Life,
Trnited States Life, and Sun Life, weie
accepted, and Drs. J. H. Burns and John
L. Davison, representipg the Mutual Life,
Dr. Bertram Speucer represeuting- the
United States Life, and Dr. A, W. Lesslie,
representing the Staudard, met at the
house of Dr. Byron Field, 642 Spadina-
avenue, cxamined Mrs. Hyman and re-
ported her as an acceptable risk.

The next step of the companies, which
is one they nearly aiways take when - a
heavy policy is in question, was to em-
ploy one of their most trusted subordin-
ates to makc certain private inquiriks
with the view ol satisiying themselves
they were not oeciug made the victims
of fraud in any of the numerous dis-
guises it occasionally assumes in _such
cases. The inyuiries weve satisfactory
and the risks were accepted,

Meantime Mr Leger called upon Mrs.
Hyams, and ‘then learned for the first
time the amount of the insurance which
had been applied for. She at once became
alarmed and comsulted her solicitors,
Horn & Barrett. She declined to return
to Montreazl with her husband and in-
insisted that<a detective should be en-
gaged, to remain at the house of her
brother-in-law in Close-avenue, as she
was afraid she might be kidnapped, or
some worse disaster befall her. The de-
tective was engaged and remained in
the house several days. The young wo-
man is still hysterical. She has insti-
tuted an action for alimony against her
husband.

Mr. Horn wrote to the various com-
panies asking for. the cancellation of all
policies, The alacrity with which sever-
al of them responded was partially due
to Jetters received from Mr.
Leger, im which it was intimat-
ed: (1) that another woman had been
engaged to personate Mrs. Hyams in the
application, and (2) that she was a very
bad risk. The New York Mutunal Life,
however, declined to cancel the policy,
and a writ was issved to eompel them
to do so, and return the note given in
payment, on the |ground that

The Company Not Afraid.

Mr. Rozelle W. Higgins of the Mutual
Life Insuraucé / Company, when inter-
viewed, said that he was not, worgied
about the writ issued against his com-
pany by Mrs. Hyams. “1 went to see
1 Mr. and Mrs. Hyams by request, made
through the telephone. Mrs. Hyams is
26 years old and in her sane mind. They
asked me to write out a policy ior $560,-
000 for twenty years, payable to Mrs.
Hyams. She asked for an endowment
policy, but her husband said no, let it
be an ordinary policy. It struck me
that the husband wanted ‘a $50.000 pel-
icy as cheaply as possible. The en-
dowment policy i8 more of au invest-
ment, and dearer. Mrs. Hyams signed
the application, and a note. at three
months for $450, the quarterly premiunm.
Her application was passed by our two
medical ‘examiners, Drs. Burns and
Davison.

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CURIOUS ACCIDENTS.

WONDERFUL OCCURRENCES THAT
HAVE BEFALLEN PEOPLE.

Sneezing Out an Eyeball—A Toothbrash
Swallowed by a Woman Not Removed
Until Sixteen Years Later—Live Snake

in a Woman's Arm.

Curious and strange accidents are re- !

ported from time to tim+, and many ot
them would seem entirely incredible
had they ot been given to us upon the
highest authority. .

The case recently reported of a’man
who was admitted to Bellevue Hospital
whose arm it was supposed had geen
fractured by an explosion, but instead
of which eleven teet of lead wire was
found by the surgeons, may be recalled.

The man, a machinist, in the employ
of the East River Lead Company, was
in charge of a machine which converts
molten lead into wire. It isa steel.box,
into which the lead is poured, being
then forced through an aperture one-
eighth of an inch in diameter by a hy-
draulic pressure of six hundred tons.
Reaching the air the lead becomes hard,
and, in the form of wire, is wound on a
big wheel.

This aperture had become clogged,
and Scanlan, the victim of- this curious
accident, seized the projecting wire in
his hands, intending to free the action
of the machine, as he had done hundreds
of times on former occasions, by a sharp
strong pull.

He had seized the wire and given it
thie usual pull and jerk, -when an ex-
plosion occurred, and Scanlan was hurl-
ed-to the floor unconscious.

FELT LITTLE PAIN,

On the way to Bellevne Hospital

Scanlan, in the ambulance, recovered
his senses, and expressed himself as
feeling all right, with the exception ofa
little soreness in his left arm, at the
elbow.
The swelling, which had developed
very rapidly, made it impossible for the
surgeons to make a_thorough examina-
tion, but on the following day when
this had sufficiently subsided they did
so, and decided that he had a compound
fracture of the bones of the arm.

There was no external injary of tho
skin, excepting a slight and triflin
contusion a little above the wrist, It
was so trivial that the surgeons gave it
no consideration, but decided to cut
down and take out what felt like a de-
tached piece of bone.
ministered, an incision made, and to
the amazement of those present, instead
of bone a piece of lead wire an inch in
length and one-eighth of an inch in
diameter was taken out. N

Piece after piece of the wire was re-
moved, till finally the total length of
wire thus removed aggregated eleven
feet, the longest piece measuring two
feet and the shortest one-quarter of an
inch. The wire was found embedded
under the muscles of the arm, and some
of it had become wedged in between
the bones of the lower arm. To cap the
climax, and most remarkable o all,
there was no fracture nor injury of the
bones, and Scanlon, as soon as.the tear-
ing of the muscles has healed, will have
as good an arm as ever.

SNAKE IN HER ARM.

A very curious and almost incredible
case was that of a woman in South
Carolina who had alive snakein her
arm. This casa ' was related to me by a
reputable physician in Charleston, and
had he not vouched for it I should not
have given jt credence. When the
woman, who is of a prominent family,
first had her attention attracted to her
arm it was by a bow-shaped welt, not
more than two inches long. It grew to
a foot in length and as large as a lead
pencil.

In The London Lancet some years ago
a case was detailed of an idiot boy, from
whose body was extractetl quantities of
slate pencil, from one to two and a half
inches long ; bits of stick,. pieces of rag
and fragments of wool. The boy
speedily recovered.

Professor Agnew tells of a case of an
insane Wwoman, in whose body was found
after death a pair ot sugpenders, several
skeins of silk, three spools of cotton and
two roller bandages.

Dr. Drewry, of the Virginia Luna-
tic Asylum gives the particulars of a
very extraordinary case. . The lunatic
was a large, robust looking colored wo-
man, forty-six years old, who for a long
time had suffered from ,a disorder that
led the doctor to suspect the presence
of foreign subStances in her body. As-
tonishing as it may seem, a ‘job lot”
of things weighing after having been
taken out ninety-seven ounces, proved
the correctness of the doctor's suspi-
cions.

It was a remarkable collection, in-
deed, and embraced such’ delicacies ag
bits of stone, glass,slate, brick, buttons,
fruit parings and clay.  That the wo-
man had swallowed them was proven
by investigation.

TOOTH BRUSH IN HER BODY.

Dr. Hashimoto, Surgeon General of

RESULTS OF.COUGHING.

An English jury, somo years ago,
wrestled with the question _wbether‘ a
man can cough himself to pieces. Evi-
dence was adduced to show that under
certain abnormal conditions of health
bones may be broken during lifs by
muscular efforts or by violent ecough-
ing. In the case that was submitted to
the jury it was proven that the patient,
who at'the time the accident occurred
was an‘inmate of an infirmary, had,
owing to a violent and prolonged fit of
coughing, fractured several ribs.

A woman, twenty-nine vears old, was
attacked by smallpox. She gave birth
to a child on the second day of the erup-
tion. The smallpox ran its due course,
and desquamation. the ,peeling of the
skin, followed. While this was_golng

on, a fly entered her nose ana . wopdure
ed there its eggs, which were soon fol-
lowed by larve.  Fever, intense head-
ache ard rapid multiplication of the
larve set in.

Various things were tried, but with-
out result. Finally inhalations of ghloro-
form were tried, and at the first trial
seventy larvee were expelled. This
treatment was repeated every dav, and
completely relieved the patient.” Ex-
periments wish some of the larva show-
ed that at first chloroform caus d very
active movem nts,. after which all
movements ceased and complete inertia
ensued.

SWALLOWING THE TONGUH.

Cases ot suffocation from worms in
the air passages sometimes occur. A
boy, five years old. vomited a long.
round worm. Inthe following night the
child vomited again, and was .then
seized with an attack of suffocation, in
which he died. At the autopsy a-worm
was found in the air passagoe or tube,
doubled on itself and entirely obstruct-
ing the air passage. b

Swallowing the tongue is another of
the strange accidents that medical men
have met with, and cases are on record
where suffocation has been caused by
this accident. Some of these cases of
tongue swallowing occurred while the
individualg were sleeping.

Spontaneous combustion of the human
body is still doubted by some medical
men, yet is conceded that there occa-
sionally occurs an abnormally increased
combustibility of the body, which may
account for cases of alleged spontaneous
ignition.

In a work on spontaneous combustion
Dr. Ogden asserts that of thirty five
authors who have treated of this sub-
ject five were entirely. sceptical, three

elieved in increased combustibility
yonly and twenty-seven believed in
spontaneous ignitability as well.

THOSE MOS1 IN' DANGER.

To burn the human body, under ordin’]
ary circumstances, is well known to be
no easy matter. What, then, is it that
occasionally imparts to it so abnormal a
susceptibility to flame ? Here medical
theories are still at fault, Liebig found
that flesh saturated in alcohol would
burn only until the alcohdl was con-
sumed.

The attention of ‘‘heavy weight”
members of the community is called to
the fact that it is generally the fat,
elderly, alcoholic subjects that have
been shown to manifest abnormal com-
bustibility.

Dr. Clendenen, Coroner of La Salle
county, Ill., relates a peculidr case of
spontaneous combustion. He was tele-
phoned to go to Senéca, a village in
the county, to hold an inquest on the
bodies of Mr. and Mrs. R., who were
found: dead in their farmhouse. On
arrival he impanelled a jury of the most
intelligent ciuizens, one of whom was a
physician, : -

The first thing that attracted special
attention was the peculiar' sickenin
odor which pervaded everything in anﬁ
about the large frame farmhouse where
the deaths had occurred. Both the man
and the woman, and more especially
the woman, were addicted to the ex-
cessive use of whisky. The man was
found lying dead on the floor by his bed
in the room ml[joiuiu the kitchen. In
the kitchen all the furniture was found
in its usual place.

A tallow candle on the table, one-
third burned aifured to have been
extinguished i)y rs. R., asit was her
custom to be the last to retire, A hole
was found burned through the kitehen
floor about two and one-half by three
feet square.

ASTONISHING DISCOVERIES.

Upon examination this opening in the -
floor a mass of cinders was discovered
on the ground beneath. Upon examiny
ing them they found the skull, the spjy
mﬁ bones of the neck and half of t‘;

spinal bones of the back, which had
become reduced almost to cinders.
They also found part of | the thigh
‘bone and a large part of the hip bone,
and these also ‘were almost burned to
cinders.

The teet were found in the shoes, the
left one reduced to a cinder and the shoe
partially calcined. The other foot and
choe were reduced to a complete cinder.
The other parts of the body were reduc-
ed toa very light cinder leavinE no
shape of the former body. The clothing
was entirely burned. ° i

The woman had weighed 180 pounds.
The remains, however, after having
been gathered together were placed in
a box that would bold less than a
bushel. The entire remains weighed
twelve pounds.

The evidence disclosed the fact that
the woman had been a habitual drink-
er. had drunk more than a quarter of
whisky during the previous day, and
was intoxicated when last seen alive, at
eight o'clock at night. It apd)nnred as
if she had been burned on the floor with-
out a struggle.

Why, however, the floor did not con-
tinue to burn was a mystery, The pine
joist against which the remaining cin-
ders lay was slightly charred, and no

| other evidence of a blaze could befound.
The skull and hip bone were really the
only evidence bv which it could be told
that a human body had been cremated
there,

WILD -HOGS N RKANSAS.

The Farmer's Main Reliance in Dlany

Parts of the Heavily-Timbered Be- |
gion—Branded Like Cattle.

In the timbered regions of the Jower
Mississippi and its tributaries the set-
tlers early acquire a most intimate
knowledge of h g hunting, and at this
season of the year, when the wi'd hogs!
of the woods and swamps are gatting as
fat as butter off the falling acorns, the
work of herding and hunting the peprk-
ers’is going on briskly. The farmer’s
main reliance in many parts of thse
heavily-timbered regions is the wild
hogs, and if the pork harvest at homse i3
not a fair onr. there is no other course
for him to pursue than to beg or starve.
The woods are literally full of wild hogs,
but animals so different from Northern
Berkshires, Chester Whites, and other
pedigreed stock, that it requires almost
a stretch of the imagination to believe
that thev belong to the same race. In
the autumn they get fat
ready for killing, but all through the
Wwinter and summer they roam around
after their scanty food, and gradually
get solean-that their razor-like backs
are the most conspicuous feature of
their carcasses:

Although called wild hogs, nearly all
of the animals have owners and carry
their brands. There are ‘‘hog marks’’
in endless variety, representing splits,
und.rbits, overslopes, fancy figures,
crosses, ring+ and other queer cuts of
the hunter’s sharp knife or hot poker.
A professional hog hunter knows every
one of these marks and he can tell at a
glance from his pony's back to whose
claim the animal belong. Hunting wild
hogs is done by means of trained hog-

animals are considered

valuable that the hunter-farm-

an possess,and they are reared and

ained very carefully. The hogs are

left to take care of themselves, and-to

pickupa livin%lin the forests all through

the ycar, but the hog-dogs are tenderly
cared for.

As there are pickpockets and burg-
lars in New York. and horse-thieves out
West, so there are hog-thieves down
here ; the only difference is that acci-
dent or surroundings have turned their
attention to different modes of stealing.
All farmers are not hog:thieves, nor
are all hunters, engag in trying to
mark their neighbors’ young pigs, but
in every neighborhood there are dis-
reputable characters who increase their
“hog claim” chiefly by this method.
Sometimes the better class of owners
retaliate by making up their owq_claims
in raiding their thieving mnei r's
flocks, In this way & quiet warfare goes
on at all times, and to have a hog claim
down heére one must pay the price of
eternal vigilance. The owner must be
constantly on the move and watch to
satisfy himself that his hogs arenet
stolen, and most of his time is occupied
in hunting - the wild flocks that roam
around through the woods. Should
young unbranded pigs be found they
are brought down and marked or de-
liberately shot. :

When the hogs are discovered the
hunter rides up to them until he- can
see the marks on nearly every animal,
If thev run awav he pursues, using his
“hogdogs” to assist him. The hogs are
finally rounded up and examined. A
self-respecting. hunter will ithen let
them alone, but sometimes one of the
hogs is shot to supply the house with
fresh Eork, probably an hour later an-
other hog-claim owner will start up the
same herd and give a second ‘long
chase, In the course of a day the hogs
will have exercise enough in this way
to run off considerable flesh and add
some tough muscular tissue to their
limbs. n fact. the whole life of the

orker is made up largely of this sort of
wild life and‘the meat that is produced
in the fall is anything put tender. If it
were not for the fall crop of acorns, which
tends to fatten the meat rapidly, the
southern pork crop would be pretty poor
stuff. Asitis, the meat is used chiefly
for home consumption and even some
ofithe local markets deal in western and
eastern pork,

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ELECTRIC AND GAS MONOPOLIES.

Here is how the gas monopoly feeds
on the publiec: 5 :

We pay the company & clean $160,000
apuually as iuterest on a capital stock
of $1,600,000. By profiting from the

This is equivalent to 25 cents per
thousand on every 1000 feet of gas.

It has been proved couclusively that
gascan be soid" at 75 cents and still
allow: a dividend of 10 per cent. on capi-
tal invested. This was proved by ex-
perts in Cleveland three years ago, and
sooner than allow the facts of the case
to reach the pubiic the two companies
of that' city agrecd to reduce the price
of gas to 76 cents.

The Consumers’ Gas Company can re-
duce the price of gas by 25 -cents per
thonsand and still pay its 10 per cent.
dividends.

By continuing ihe moaopoly, we permit
the company to tax us another 25 cents
per thousand. .

A ‘civic gas piant would, cut the price
of gas right in two. Instead, of $1 per
thousand we would be paying 50 cents.

Toronto gas monopoly taxes the cit-
tens $230,000 a year.

Our aldermen are making no move to
have the Legislature free us from the
greedy octopus. ,

What we nave said about gas is almost

paralleled in clectricity.
' The.two companies have combined. One
company monopolizes are lighting, the
other incandescent lighting. The two
companies fix rates to suit themselves,
and neither the council nor the people
have redress.against any rates the com-
panies may, choose to levy.

The only condition that cnables the two
rlectric companies to agree on a combina
tion is that one of them shall secure and
hold the contract for street lighting.

This econtract now yiclds the company
that holds it $40,000 a year profit. The
manager of tuis company stated before
a civic commitiee few months ago
that his company wmade nothing out of
its contract with the city, that its pro-
fits were derived from what he called the
commercial business of the company.
That was not the fact. The éomp;my
got $108 per light. They acknowledge it
does not cost them more than $74 a
light.

Suppose we their stat that
$74 is the cost price of one arc lamp and
that the company gets the contract, What
deduction can we make? Simply this:
The two companies will adjust rates to
suit the changed conditiomns. They, to-
gether, monopolize the electric business
in Toronto just as efectually as the Com-

s’ Gas € y lizes the gas
business.

Will Mayor Kennedy or Ald. McMurrich
tell us how; we can prevent the pricé of
electric current for motors and lights
jumping up 20 per cent. immediately
upon this contract coming into force ?
Neither has the Mayor nor the aldermen
made any exertion to liberate us from
the gas monopoly. Can we trust them
to fight' the electric companies, aiter we
have allowed the latter to steal from us
our weapons of defence 2

The time to strike a blow at the mono-
poly Is mow. The way to do it is to take
from the nies the tract that is
responsible for the combine,

Let the city light its own streets and
the two companies will compete for pri-
vate business. Let the city remew 'its
contract with the companies and the
latter will agree upon & new scale of
prices to suit the changed conditions.
They have it in their power, to do so.

" JUSTICE FOR THE SHANTYMEN.

‘S The Bobcaygeon Independent refersto
& subject that is ‘Wwell worthy the atten-
tion of Crown Lands Commissioner Hardy
and the Focal Legislature. - The Inde-
pendent states that dhere are probably
more than 80,000 men engaged in the
woods of Outario felling trees and saw-
ing logs. As The Independent graphically
points out, the way these shantymen are
treated in the woods is a disgrace to
civiligation, If the men were herded to-
gether in the cities in the same way as
they are in the woods, the law against
cruelty to animals would certainly be
put into execution. The paper quoted
is - published in a backwoods district,
and it ought to know whereof it speaks.
It deseribes life in the woods after the
following fashion :

* Frequently fifty men are herded in
@ single shanty; they sleep in bunks three
tiers in height,ranged around the shanty,
on Which they are fed during the day ;
they have no lavatory, one towel sup-
plies the entire herd, there is no conve-
pience for washing ciothes, and a bath
js simply impossible. The law should
clearly step in to protect them and an
aet be passed requiring that a certain
number ol cubic feet of air should exist
for eagh man in the shauty; that a bath,
lavatory, laundry, etc., should be at-
tached to every shanty; that regulations
as to temperature and light should be
made; that cleanliness irom vermin should
be enforced; and that a medical man

, whould be provided in cases of sickness
or accident.” -

&

This is a serious indictment to ,lz;y
against ‘the lumbermen who employ these
men. We do not believe the pict’ure is
overdrawn, While our legislators are
busy enacting laws for humane treatment
to animals, children and people in the
city, they should not forget the men
who pass the weard winter months away
from the centres of civilization, The
Government ought to introduce legisla-
tion insisting upon shdutymen receiving
proper sleeping @ccommodation, proper
food and other conveniences necessary to
health, Why not send Dr. Peter Bryce
on a secret tour of investigationl

MR. LAURIER'S BAD BREAK.

In his tirade against the National
Policy on ‘- Tuesday - night, Mr. . Lautier
referred to’ Toronto as a brilliant ex+
ample of how that policy had failed to
bring about the prosperity expected of
it. He compared the Toronto of to-day
with thet of 1878, and asked the ques-
tion how it was that so many' idle men
were now walking the streets of our city?
Mr. Laurier made the statement that
Toronto was the same as Montreal in
this respect, that hundreds and thou-
sands of men are looking for work they
cannot get il Canada’s two largest
cities. We think Mr. Laurier might
have adopted a better method o! com-
paring the condition of Toronto to-day
with what it was i the year in which
the National Policy originated. The
World will produce some figures which
will have gnore weight with the unpre-
judiced reader. In 1878 the assessed
value of property in Toronto was $49,-
000,000, The Dominion ‘census for 1881
gave Toronto a population oi 86.4156.
The populfftion was about 75,000 in
1878.  Toronto’s present assessment is
$150,000,000, and the city's population,
according\to the Dominion census of
1891, was 181,220. Mr: Laurier had
better not refer to Toronto if he wishes
to teach a lesson about the failure of
the National Policy. It was just after
the National Policy * was inaugurated
that Toronto started on that develop4
ment which so rapidly placed her in
the front rank of the progressive cities
oi North America. Toronto owes. her
progress more than anything else to the
National Policy. Mr. Laurier's allusion
to ‘the number of working men out of
employment only proves that Toronto
has a big population, and, as a na-
tural result occasionally finds more or
Jess men unemployed. ' Instead of show-
ing how many men are out of work, Mr.
Laurier would have been working his
case better ii he had compared the num-
ber of men who were employed in the
city in 1878 with the number of men
who are now employed. The diiference
i so great that even Mr. Laurier him-
seli would be startled if it were to be
published.  Toronto's assessment has
trebled’ since the ‘National Policy was
put into force. Toronto’s population
has increased about 150 per cent;, and
the number of men who now find em-
ployment in the city{ has increased in
the same ratio. In l}making this esti-
mate we do not refer\to Toronto’s su-
burbs, such as Toronto "Function, North
Toronto, East Torouto and New To-
ronto, all oi which must attribute to
the National Policy their rise and rapid
deve ent. M#f: Laurier had better
leave Toronto alone ii he wishes to score
a point-against the National Policy.

Gas at 64 a Thousand.

It is long since therd has been publish-
ed a more important paper on commer-
cial chemistry than that just read by
Prof. Vivian Lewes, before the Society
oi Arts, on the subject of the synthesis
of illuminating hydrocarbons. The pro-
fessor, an unrivalled authority on Lall
that relates to illuminants, iproposes
that, instead of ordinary coal gas, which
is composed chiefly of methane and
ethane, and which yields much heat but
comparatively little light, we should use
acetylene, which yields much light but
comparatively 'little heat. Five cubie
feet of hethane and ethane give, be-
tween them, the light of about 35 1-2
candles.. /The same quantity of acety-
lene gives the light of 240 candles. Pro-
fessor Lewes estimates that by employ-
ing acetylene the London gas companies
sould supply their customers with an
illuminant equal in lighting power to
that now supplied at a rate equivalent
to one of 6d. per thousand feet for com-
mon coal gas. Hitherto acetylene has
been obtained for experimental purposes
chiefly by passing a stream’ of hydrogen
through a globe in which an electric are
was burning. It was, howeve, welks
known that the gas could be procured
from barium and calecium carbides; but
as the preparation of the carbides in-
volved the use of metallic magnesium,
their employment commercially was out
of the question. Recently, however, it
has been discovered that ealcium carbide
can be procured, at a very low price,
by smelting together lime and coal dusty
in an electric furnace. The carbide thus
obtained has merely to be treated with
water, and the acetylene is disengaged.
It is not a little interesting to
note that this prospect of an enormous
reduction in the price of gas is held out
at a time when electricians are
gpeculating on the possibility, one may
say probability, of effecting an eveu
greater reduction in the cost of electric
lighting. Ewidently, the struggle for
supremacy between the two methods of
illumination is not yet near its termina-
tion.—Newcastle Chronicle.

A remarkable sight to be seen nearly
any day at this season in the waters
about Eastport, Me., is the rush of
shoals of pollock.

Freezing of Pipes Prevented. -

An English firm is introducing an
automatic air valve, intended to pre-
vent the bursting of pipes by frost. The
valve is soldered into the water pipe at
the highest position of the building, and
normally is kept closed by the pressure
of the water inside the pipes. In time
of frost the main cock is closed, and then
by opening the lowest tap in the build-
ing the water in the house pipes can be
run off, air coming in through the air
valve to take its place. Thus the pipes,
being filled with air, cannot freeze. On
turning on the water from the main
again, the air valve closes - automati-
cally. .

Those That Prove to be the Best Winter

Bloomers.'

Few plants will flower freely in win-
dows in the winter time,but those whose
attractions are ornamental foliage are
as inter»sting” in winter as any other
time. Fuchsias, so often grown in win-
dows, ought now to be at rest, and they
may be placed in the open air altogeth-
er. |Some keep them dry in wintor
and store them in cool sheds, but if _the
pots are plunged up to the rim in  soil
or ashes, the plant will remain Lealthy
throughout the winter, aud no fuchsia
need be kept in the window all the
winter under the impression that it must
be there to preserve it. Geraniums of
all sorts ave less hardy, and will not
bear exposhre tofrost or severe weather
in winter. They may remain in the
window. | 1f the shoots are long and
straggling on them they may be short-
ened and the large leaves removed;
only give them sufficient water 'at the
root to keep the wood fresh and air may
be admitted freely to them. As they
will now be benefited by
no attempt should be made to get them
to -make -new growth or bloom till the
spring.

“Running the Gauntlet.”

The origin of “running the gauntlet” |

dates back to medieval times. The
werd ‘‘gauntlet,” from the French
gant, ‘‘glove,” may imply the iron
glove of the coat of armor, and is thus
directly associated with a military pun-
ishment where the delinquent had to
run between the lines and the soldiers
were only permitted to strike with the
gloved hand—that is, the hand with the
auntlet on.  But other ‘etymologists
derive gauntlet in‘ this phrase from
gantlope (Dutch gang a *‘passage,’’and
loopen, to “run”), meaning a military’
punishment whigh consisted in mak-
ing the culprit, naked to the waist, past
repeatedly through two rows of sol-
diers facing each other, armed with
short sticks or other weapons, with
which they hit him as he passed.—Bos-
ton Post,

You mention, among
other matters, {that there a great
and increasing demand for accommoda-
tion for the children. While this demand
8 a good sign and shows that Toronto
§s increasing her population. and ac-
cordingly her importance, the inability
to meet it is, however, a misiortune,
because the demand is on account of
the youngest boys and girls, those whose
training is first and foremost, a duty
of the state. If this can be accomplish-
ed without increasing the taxes, botly
the parents oi-the children and the tax-
payer generally will be more than satis-
fied, and it is with this object in view
that I have taken the liberty of. re-
spectiully addressing these remarks té
you. ~There is too much “ higher’
aducation in the public schools of this
city and not enough common.”  The
pupils are carried far beyond the point
that nature intended d@nd the law ex-
pected to be the limit of a “common”
school education. Thus a comparative
few at the top of the schools are re-
ceiving more than their share, hile
those who should be at the other end
are clamoring in vain for admission.
There is a widespread opinion that there
should be mo fifth book classes in our
public schools.  All pupils in the fifth
book classes are receiving at the publie
expense a high school education. This
the “Common " Schooi Act uwever con-
templated, and should not for one
moment be allowed. The pupils of these
classes cost the ratepayers a _very
large proportion of the whole, and this
gum might be spent to greater advant-
age in accommodatjen ior the junior
pupils. Boys and girls who complete
their studies to the emd of the fourth
book are well equipped for the ordinary
walks of life, and thiw is all that any-
one should éxpect irom a * common &
school education. It is the continuance
in the fifth book of so many pupils that
robs the workshop and the farm and
Joads the banks, the wholesale ware-
houses, the teaching; legal and medical
profession with applicants that were
never designed for them. Here we have
one of the reasons for the over crowd-
ing oi the professions which is so noticer
able at the present time.

Again, it is a well known fact that
this fifth book teaching in the publie
sehiools of the city results in their over-
lapping, the Collegiate Institutes. DBoys
and girls proceed irom the schools and
enter, not the iirst form, but the second
third anrd perhaps the Iourth forms of
the insti utes. Is your worship aware

They are placed in a form/ with pupils
who have been at Latin, French or Ger-
man for two or three years. The resuit
may- be ‘easily seen. In  the interests
of the institutes every pupil should com-
mence in its Jowest form. 'As th
schools are now constituted this would
be absurd. ;i

Would you be surprised to hear, sir,
that some of the public schools are
undertaking to prepare, and have, in
fuct, succeeded in passing, candidates
for the high school primary examination,
one that the institute pupils are not
expected to attempt until they have
passed through
Does the inspector of the schools know
this and permit it to _go on?

While it is incumbent on every citizen
to assist in providing every child with
a iree, practical and liberal elementary
education, many may consistently ob-
jeet when they discover that the *‘olo-
gies " are taking the place of the three
“R's” and that epace cannot be found
for the beginnets, while the seniors are
indulging in an education, that in reality
is calculated to {it them for special
walks of life. ‘It seems to be the opinion
of many that it were better if our boys

were instructed thoroughly, in the ele- |
ments of a technical training,. so that|

a simple tool might in aiter years be
handled #seinlly, and that our girls
might profitably be instructed in _the
f‘lements of cooking, washing and iron-
ingfand séwing. How many of the girls
who pass through the schools could pre-
pare a loaf of bread fit for the table,
properly cook a roast oi beef, wash and
jron a white shirt presentably, or make
the simplest of the garments she wears ?
Is it a wonder that the housewives of
Torouto are erying in vain for good
assistants in their kitchens, their laun-
dries and their sewing rooms ?

In the opinion of many the time has
come in our boasted system of educa-
tion, when over and above a common
school training, which must be provided
free for ull, every aspirant to higher
education should pay for it in accord-
ance with hLis or her scholastic ability.
Every one must admit that the brilliant
pupils of the city's schools should be
educated at the expense oi the state,
