The number of townspeople who at­
tended the London fair this year was not as 
large as usual, but there was a good turn­
out from the surrounding townships.

Tuesday last was the hottest day this 
summer. The highest temperature 
reached was at 2 o’clock, when the mer­
cury crawled up to 89.5 degrees above 
zero. However, all morning the heat 
was very great. At 8 o’clock in the 
morning the thermometer registered , 80 
degrees in the shade and each hour found 
it higher. The previous record was 89 
degrees.

Another change has been made in 
the mails going west from Watford. The 
mail car has been transferred from the " 
6.39 p.m. train to the 12.13 train and 
mails for the west are now closed at 8.10 
a.m. and 11.40 a.m. A closed mail will 
arrive as heretofore on the 6.39, but no 
mail will be sent out on that train. This 
is certainly not an improvement on the 
old schedule, as replies to letters received 
from the west at 11 a.m. cannot be sent 
out until 8 o’clock the next morning.

The painting of the exterior of the 
lately remodelled Methodist Church has 
been completed. Three coats of red 
paint were given the white bricks and 
black pointing gives the effect of red 
brick laid with black mortar. Iron crest- 
ings have been placed on the tower and 
on the porticoes of the side entrances, 
which add much to the general appear­
ance of the building. New front doors 
have also been added. The building now 
presents a striking and substantial ap­
pearance and our Methodist friends are 
to be congratulated on having such a 
handsome place of worship.

Discussing fall fairs, the Farmers’ 
Advocate remarks that if rural dwellers 
remain away from the annual exhibition 
the reason is not that they begrudge the 
payment of the admission fee, but “too 
often they consider the loss "of the day 
on the farm is not compensated by the 
enjoyment and ideas received at the fair, 
and too often farmers do not attend in a 
receptive mood. Criticisms are often 
heard from spectators that they have 
better live stock, fruit, farm produce and 
other articles at home. If such be true 
they should exhibit or keep their opinions 
to themselves, for they have not done 
their duty in making the exhibition a 
success.”

Since the imposition of the war tax on 
letters and postcards the volume of mail 
matter posted in Canada has decreased 
by about 30 percent. The war tax was 
expected to add a little more than 50 per 
cent, to the postoffice revenue, but in 
consequence of the economy practiced by 
the public in the matter of saving on 
letters and postcards under the higher 
rate, the increase has been considerably 
less than anticipated. For the first tour 
months of the operation of the war tax 
the department’s revenue has increased 
by $1,100,000 or about 30 per cent, as 
compared with the corresponding period 
of last year. The large part of this in­
crease, however, is due to the sale of 
stamps for cheques, money orders, etc.

Ray Morningstar’s new garage, 
near the Merchants Bank, is now com­
pleted and is a big improvement to the 
block where it is situated. The building 
is 60 x 30 feet, built of red pressed brick 
with floor of cement. The front part is 
used as a show room and has a fine plate 
glass front 11 x 18 feet. It is handsome­
ly finished in fibre-board pannelled with 
southern pine. In one corner is a com­
pact business office and a convenient 
stock room adjoins the show room. The 
show room is brilliantly lighted by ceil­
ing and wall lights, about 600 candle 
power being used for this part alone. At 
the rear of the building is the repair shop 
which is connected with the show room 
by sliding doors. This room also is well 
lighted, the entire electric system being 
operated by convenient switches. At the 
edge of the sidewalk in front is a Bowser 
gasoline pump and two latest-style oil 
pumps are to be found within the build­
ing. Tires and a full stock of auto re­
pairs arp kept on hand. A handsome 
electric sign will shortly be placed in 
front of the building. Mr. Morningstar 
is to be congratulated for adding such a 
handsome structure to the business I 
places of the town. |

A farmer near Blenheim was repeated­
ly annoyed by some miscreant cutting 
his wire fences and a watch was set with 
the result that the culprit was caught in 
the act a few nights ago.

Mrs. Anderson, Quality Hill, Strath, 
roy, had two barns on her farm in Ade­
laide destroyed by fire Sunday night. 
There were three large barns on the 
place, and all the crops for the season 
were in them. By the help of neighbors 
one barn was saved, but the other two 
were burned to the ground. The build­
ings were partly covered by insurance, 
but no insurance was on the crop.

The funeral of the late • Mrs. Duncan 
McIntyre took place from the family 
residence, 6th line Plympton, to Wyom­
ing cemetery on Wednesday, Sept. 8. 
She leaves to mourn her loss her hus­
band and three children—Mrs. Thomas 
Young, Miss Ella and Joseph, all of 
Plympton—and also five brothers and 
two sisters—Duncan, of Saginaw, Mich.,, 
and Malcolm of Sarnia Township, and 
Mrs. Lamont of Caradoc, and Mrs. 
Angus Lamont, of Plympton. Rev. 
Williams conducted the service.

What might have been a serious- 
accident happened to Archibald Mac 
Millan, of the 8th line, Plympton, on 
Saturday last. While engaged in level­
ling grain in Robert Sparling’s barn a 
chain holding a pulley at the end of the 
barn gave away and the falling load 
dragged him across the mow the wire 
cable burning his arm and otherwise in­
juring him. The only thing that pre­
vented him being hurled to the barn 
floor was the fact that it was a double 
mow.

Many old-time friends throughout 
Lambton County will learn with feelings 
of sincere regret of the death of Mrs. 
Margaret Mahony, relict of the late 
John Mahony, a former highly respected 
and well-known merchant of Sarnia. 
Mrs. Mahony had not been in robust 
health for sometime past, but her death 
was entirely unexpected, and comes with 
a severe shock to the family and friends. 
Deceased resided with her daughter, 
Mrs. Wm. L. Phillips, and Tuesday 
morning while sitting in a chair fell t» 
the floor and expired. Mrs. Phillips had 
gone to get her mother a drink of water, 
and when she returned found her lying 
on the floor in an unconscious state from 
which she never recovered.

The adage that “trouble never comes 
single” has been fully verified in the 
case of the family of Mr. Forrester, of 
Wanstead. His eldest son Harry, who 
formerly taught school in the townline 
and afterwards removed to Buffalo, N. 
Y., where he studied law and afterwards 
became established in an office of his 
own in lhat city, drove out to visit a 
client in his auto on Aug. 4th when a 
tire burst upsetting the auto in a ditch, 
where Mr. Forrester was found a few 
hours later under the upturned machine, 
insensible as a result of the accident he 
died the following day Aug. 5th. His 
sister nurse McMahon attended the 
funeral two days later and oil her return 
to Wanstead left her invalid and aged 
mother a few minutes when the old lady 
in attempting to walk from her chair to 
the lounge fell to the floor, fracturing 
her hip, as a result of which her recovery 
is considered doubtful.

A strange occurrence took place in the 
lake and river at Sarnia Sunday after­
noon, commencing ’•about five o’clock. 
The river in the lake suddenly lowered to 
the extent of four or five feet, and the 
same occurred in the river St. Clair. The 
drop was so great that the •current in 
Black river was turned into a regular 
torrent, and the water from this stream 
rushed out into the St. Clair at a speed 
current of about six miles an hour. The 
current interfered to a considerable ex­
tent with the landing of the ferry boats. 
Then a short time afterwards the water 
in the lake raised again till it was above 
normal, and came down into the river 
with a rush. The boom in the bay that 
encloses the logs of the Cleveland-Sarnia 
Sawmills Company was broken by the 
rushing water, allowing the logs to go 
floating pellmell down the river. Tugs 
of the Reid Wrecking Company were 
pressed into service to secure and round 
up the floating logs. The raising and 
lowering of the water is said by marine 
men to be caused by heavy wind storms 
in the lake.

They have 
already created for their country 
an imperishable record of 
military virtue."

New Nova Scotia Act Arouses Wide­
spread Interest.

From a fire prevention standpoint, 
the new town planning act passed in 
Nova Scotia is arousing great in­
terest among the municipal experts 
of the Dominion. It will revolution 
ize the methods of developing real 
estate and of controlling building 
operations in that province.

Under the act a local town plan­
ning board must be appointed in 
every urban and rural municipality, 
and a town planning controller has 
to be appointed for the whole pro­
vince. No street can hereafter be 
laid out, or any subdivision made 
unless the plans are approved by 
this board. Within three years every 
board must either prepare a town 
planning scheme or a set of town 
planning bylaws with the following 
minimum requirements:

1. The distance between buildings 
to be not less than 60 feet and up 
to 100 feet on opposite sides of exist­
ing streets, both in respect of new 
buildings and reconstructed build­
ings, and to be not less than 80 
feet on new main thoroughfares, 
whatever the width of the street.

2. Land to be reserved for new 
main thoroughfares not less than 60 
feet in width, and provisions made 
for allowing narrow streets of from 
24 to 40 feet, where not require for 
through traffic.

3. The number of dwellings to be 
limited on each acre, all windows of 
dwellings to have adequate light and 
air, separate areas to be prescribed 
for dwellings, factories, stores, etc.

Property is not to be deemed to 
be injuriously affected for purposes 
of compensation by reason of the 
following restrictions on its use, if 
the Commissioner of Public Works is 
satisfied that they are reasonable for 
the purpose of securing amenity:

1. Prescribing space about build­
ings.

2. Limiting the number of build­
ings to the acre.

3. Limiting the height of build­
ings.

4. Prescribing the use or charac­
ter of buildings, i.e., whether the 
land shall be used for dwellings, fac­
tories, etc.

It is an essential part of the act 
that there shall be co-operation be­
tween municipalities and owners 
and between adjacent municipalities. 
Ample safeguards are provided to 
present any person erecting build­
ings or subdividing land so as to 
contravene a proposed scheme or by­
law, while either is being prepared. 
The local board has power to buy 
land up to 200 feet in depth on the 
frontages’of new roads or recon­
structed roads. The price of any 
land to be expropriated must be the 
market value and no extra allow­
ance is to be made for compulsory 
purchase. The act has been drawn 
up in consultation with the Commis­
sion of Conservation and immediate 
steps will be taken to put it Into 
force in the province.—Bulletin.

Various Conditions Check the Devel­
opment of the Industry.

The annual report of the Forest 
Branch of the Department of Lands, 
B.C., H. R. Macmillan, Chief Fores­
ter, takes up what is a very vital 
consideration to British Columbia, 
that of its timber resources. In fu­
ture there can be no doubt that the 
timber of British Columbia must 
look for its full development to the 
inauguration of a firm and business­
like export policy. At present it 
would seem that little can be done in 
thaL direction, as ocean rates on such 
commodities as timber are very high, 
and insurance is almost prohibitive, 
in certain quarters. The report in 
question indicates what an immense 
natural resource the province pos­
sesses in its timber. Almost at the 
outset the chief forester says:

‘The market problem confronting

Is pulverized and then com bin«u 
with 30 per cent, of breeze and 10 
per cent, of solidified tar, the mix­
ture being compressed into small bri­
quettes or pebbles about the size of 
a chicken’s egg, the chalk brique te;

Ships 
ment's efforts to assist in solving it, ' ~“J1
are dealt with in the following re­
port. The first hint of war tempor­
arily paralysed building operations 
in the market supplied from the Pa­
cific Coast. The lumber industry, 
which was In a weak condition fol­
lowing the inflation of a year ago, 
was brought to a dead halt. The ef­
fects are now felt in every commun­
ity throughout the province by every 
class of the population, for this in­
dustry furnished our greatest export 
product, met the adverse balance of 
trade in every community, and pro­
vided settlers with a market for both 
their labor and their produce. In 
the majority of the villages and 
towns in the province prosperity will 
return quickest through revival in 
the lumber business. There is no 
lack of lumber to cut; there is no 
lack of mills to cut it. It is the mar­
ket that must be sought, both In 
Canada east of the Rockies and in 
the United States from the Mississip­
pi Valley eastward, in Australia and 
the Orient, and to a certain extent 
in Europe. An aggressive campaign 
for the capture of these markets is 
now under way in the Northwestern 
States, lumber manufacturers and 
the Federal Government pushing it 
together. I cannot too strongly urge 
that the most important duty of 
the Forest Branch at the present 
time is to assist in extending the 
markets for British Columbia’s for­
est products. If the present oppor­
tunity is lost the lumber industry of 
this province will have a long uphill 
fight In establishing its position.”

The report continues: “From the 
earliest day the pioneer industry of 
British Columbia has been the manu­
facture of forest products. Of all 
the resources with which the pro­
vince is endowed, the forest, because 
of its quantity, high quality, varied 
usefulness, and accessibility to many 
waterways and transportation routes, 
has been the resource from which 
the population of most districts first 
sought their livelihood. The fact 
that agricultural development in 
many sections of the province has 
waited upon the market for labor 
and for produce provided by the 
lumber industry has done much to 
make our forest industries promin­
ent.

“A province so noted for its for­
ests has naturally attracted workers 
and Investors who have received 
their training in other forest re­
gions, and who are eager to take 
part in the development of the last 
important stand of commercial tim­
ber in Canada. It is not surprising, 
with these considerations in mind, 
to find that British Columbia led 
all the provinces in Canada in lum­
ber production in 1913, and that the 
manufacture of forest products was 
the province’s most important source 
of wealth.”

Ontario Model Schools.
The Department of Education of 

Ontario are conducting at present 
summer model schools at Brace- 
bridge, Gore Bay, Ottawa, Port Ar­
thur, Sharbot Lake and Sturgeon 
Falls. The schools at Ottawa and 
Sturgeon Falls prepare students for 
teaching in the English-French Pub­
lic and Separate schools, while the 
purpose of the others is to prepare 
teachers for teaching in the districts 
and the poor parts of the counties, 
which, on account of their remote­
ness are unable to secure the ser­
vices of teachers holding first or sec­
ond class certificates. The schools 
furnish three courses, a first and 
second professional course and an 
academic course.

In 1914 the number in attendance 
at these schools was 366, of which 
58 obtained limited third class certi­
ficates valid for five years, 160 ob­
tained district certificates, and 93 
obtained extended districts certifi­
cates.

In order to encourage the students 
to attend these schools, the Depart­
ment of Education pays $3 a week 
of the cost of bo/ard and lodging, and 
one single fare and onc-third of the 
traveling expenses.

Chalk as Fuel.
In Canada a coal peat fuel has 

been utilized somewhat extensively, 
the peat being mixed with coal* 
breeze and then pressed into briqu­
ettes. Such fuel has been found efl 
ficient and economical.

But it is not generally known that 
chalk, of which there are large de­
posits in Canada, can be converted 
lntq_a_ profitably _fueL- If LUe.JtââOE

are few and unknown; they come 
heralded by the owners and ship­
ping companies, but they slip away 
to sea without a word in the papers 
and with no announcement of tbeli 
sailings. The Marine Signal Service, 
although it knows their whereabouts 
at all times, does not list outgoing 
liners on its reports. The harbor is 
under a strict military and police 
control and only those who have 
good reasons for entering within the 
limits of the port are permitted to 
visit the docks.

There is a great increase In the 
numbers of Norwegian vessels com­
ing to Montreal in the freight trade. 
These are neutral in the war and, to 
emphasize their neutrality, and to 
afford some more protection from 
the pirate craft of the Germans, they 
have their names painted in huge 
white letters on the sides of the 
vessels, and also the flag of Norway 
painted on the hull of the ships in 
two or three places on each side. 
But even then the Norwegians know 
that their is a big element of dan­
ger in their career, but freight rates 
are high and loads are sure In the 
port.

Most of the ships which have 
docked here this season have been 
strangers to the St. Lawrence. They 
have come from the ends of the uni­
verse almost. The Statesman, for 
instance, had just finished carrying 
big shells to the Dardanelles for the 
Queen Elizabeth; the Norwegian 
ship Drot saw a Danish cruiser 
threaten to open fire on a German 
ship a month ago because the Ger­
man was threatening to sink a Nor­
wegian merchantman in the terri­
torial waters of the Norse. The Don­
aldson liner Cassandra carried back 
to Liverpool from Newport News the 
Britishers who were prisoners of 
war on board the German raider 
Kron Prinz Wilhelm. A big freight­
er came into port with her name 
completely obliterated and only 
“E-8012” as her identity. One morn­
ing the Cameronia—a big New York 
Cunarder—slipped into the port; the 
same night she slipped out again 
with the 24th Battalion on board. 
The soldiers are in England now.

The Marine Signal Service Is hav­
ing the troubles of its life. Ships 
that it never saw before suddenly 
appear in the river inbound. Their 
names are unknown; their company 
colors are painted out; they are a 
dull, dirty grey from water line to 
mast-head. In many instances the 
best the operators can do is to report 
a “two-masted steamer” off shore, 
or possibly hazard a guess as to the 
identity of the stranger.

Passenger ships are few this sea­
son. The needs of the Admiralty 
are paramount, and any ship that ar­
rives here may be taken with little 
ado and sent to sea again on some 
voyage in connection with the war.

An innovation this season is the 
loading of several lake ships direct 
for the British Isles. The Glenfoyle 
is an instance. She loaded 122,000 
bushels of oats on board at King­
ston. Then when she had passed 
the canal she took on more grain 
for the ocean trip. Other vessels are 
expected to follow her example. Then 
over twenty of the biggest .freight 
carriers of the lakes have been 
chartered to enter the coasting trade 
of the Atlantic, Some of these ships 
are carrying coal to Montreal from 
Sydney; others are running along 
the Atlantic coast from Labrador to 
the Bermudas.

Shells Made In Canada.
The works manager of one of the 

largest machine shops in Canada 
said the other day that Lord Cur- 
zon’s statement regarding the manu­
facture of shells in Canada were lit­
erally correct, but that they carried 
a certain misapprehension.

“It depends upon just what is 
meant by a complete shell,” he said. 
“If Lord Curzon meant that the pro­
jectile itself was not manufactured 
complete^in this country, he is mis­
taken. The only part of a complete 
shell that is not made or cannot be 
made in Canada to-day, is the cop­
per band, and .that will soon be 
manufactured here.

“Regarding the deliveries, last 
August there was not a shell of any 
description being manufactured in 
Canada, except a few at the arsenal 
at Quebec. We received the orders 
and we had to work and learn to 
make the shells. This meant that 
we could not deliver out of stock, 
and hence Lord Curzon’s statement 
is literally true that the deliveries

It was with very deep regret the very 
sad news was received in this town and 
vicinity of the unusually sad and sudden 
death of Mrs. Wm. McKay, of the 10th 
line of Moore. Mrs. McKay was former­
ly a Wyoming girl, being the daughter 
of the late Adam Osborn, formerly of 
the second line, Plympton.

Another of Plympton’s pioneers was 
laid away in Wyoming Cemetery Mon­
day.

During their long 
residence in XVanstead, many warm 
friends have been won. One daughter, 
Mrs. Mary McMahon, and two sons 
survive. The eldest son, a lawyer in 
Buffalo, was killed in an automobile ac­
cident on August 5.

Sarnia Tp. Woman Killed by 
Live Wire

Sarnia, Sept. 11.—A fatality occurred 
this afternoon about 3.30, when Mrs. 
John McKay, a farmer’s wife, was .elec­
trocuted by a fallen wire.

To-day the unfortunate woman brought 
in her eggs and butter, and, driving to 
the home of a customer, Mrs. Robert 
Tait, she left the horse standing in front 
of the house, and, taking out some 
butter, she entered the house.

In the meantime Mrs. Tail’s oldest 
son, Charlie, was cutting down a tree iu 
front of the house. The boys had cut 
away the top limbs, and had let them 
down with a rope so as not to. touch the 
electric wires. However, when the last 
limb was being lowered to the ground, 
it caught on the wire and snapped it in

The live wire fell on the horse and 
the animal was thrown to the ground. 
The horse gained its feet again, only to 
be thrown a second time. However it 
again arose to its feet, and, running 
madly, caught the buggy between a tree 
and a telegraph pole only a few yards 
from where the wire broke. The horse 
came to a standstill but the wire still 
dangled about the buggy.

XVhen the horse started to run away 
from the house Mrs. McKay rau after 
it, and when the horse and buggy came 
to a standstill she at once rushed forward 
and grabbed the live wire, trying to free 
it from the buggy. Charlie Tait, the lad 
cutting the tree, and another boy and 
also some women had shouted to the 
poor woman not to touch the wire, but 
it was too late ; and as Mrs. McKay is a 
little hard of hearing, it is likely she did 
not hear the warning cries.

Screaming to the onlookers, she cried 
her last words : “Oh, I can’t let go ; I 
am killed.”

XVhen the others on the scene ap­
proached her she was smoking like a 
bonfire, and almost burnt to charcoal.

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STRIKING FACTS
IN GOVT. REPORT

Building of Grand Trunk Pacific Line 
Reveals Many Fertile 

Valleys in B.C.

“The 'Back to the Land* movement 
Is taking place steadily but sure­
ly throughout the province of British 
Columbia and if this movement is di­
rected along right lines we shall soon 
be supplying our own markets and 
eventually exporting.”

Such is the declaration made by Mr. 
W. E. Scott, Deputy Minister of Agri­
culture in the British Columbia Gov­
ernment. This official, with Mr. W. T. 
McDonald, Live Stock Commissioner, 
has just returned from an extended 
tour through the central portion of the 
province for the purpose of examining 
and reporting upon the new country 
along the Grand Trunk Pacific’s Trans­
continental Line, now open for through 
passenger service.

In his report, the Deputy Minister 
says — i^>

'"'There have been many opinions ex­
pressed about the lands in Central 
British Columbia contiguous to the 
line of the Grand Trunk Pacific. Our 
Observations led us conclusively to the 
opinion that this part of the province 
ie a country, the future of which is 
assured as a stock raising and mixed 
farming country.

"After leaving Prince Rupert, on 
the line of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway, there is practically no land 
suitable for agricultural purposes un­
til Terrace is reached, 100 miles from 
Prince Rupert. Here the Kitsum Ka- 
lem and Lakelse Valleys extend on 
each side of the Skeena River. There 
is probably an area of 250,000 acres of 
land in these two valleys suitable for 
agriculture. Considerable .development 
has been effected lately in »b” Kitsum 
ICalem Valley. The clearing here, in 
comparison with our coast districts, is 
comparatively light. The soil ie very 
productive and is well suited for gen­
eral mixed forming purposes. Dairy­
ing poultry raising and small fruit and 
vegetable growing may be prosecuted 
successfully. The district Is particul­
arly well suited for growing straw­
berries and other small fruits, the 
quality of the berries being very high 
and realizing good prices on the Prince 
Rupert market."

• The Bulkley Valley.
"Oar next stop was at Smlthere, in 

the centre of the famous Bulkley Val­
ley. A very large amount of develop­
ment work has been undertaken dur-

A da/nple
valley. The quality of a large propor­
tion of the land is all that could be 
desired, and very #ood crops are raised 
thereon. Crops of oats promising to 
run loo bushels to the acre were seen, 
and all prospects were most encourag­
ing. Farmers are realizing that the 
time has arrived when they should de­
velop their lands, and land-clearing 
operations are in evidence on all 
sides.

“It is difficult to estimate the amount 
ot land suitable for agriculture in this 
wonderful valley, but it runs into many 
hundreds of thousands of acres.

Nechaco Valley.
“Proceeding along the line of the 

Grand Trunk Pacific, Fraser Lake is 
reached. A considerable number of 
settlers have gone into this district 
lately and are proceeding to clear land 
and develop their holdings. The next 
stop was at Vanderhoof, in the centre 
of the famous Nechacho Valley. We 
were immensely impressed with the 
enormous extent of good land‘in the 
Nechacho Valley, most of which can be 
cleared at a very low cost indeed. A 
large number of settlers have gone in 
there, and on all sides one sees signs 
of activity. Settlers’ log houses ore 
springing up in every direction, and 
considerable energy to being shown by 
most of them in clearing their lands 
and getting them into crops. Fields

100 acres in extent in grain were not­
iced.

“There are many tracts of good ag­
ricultural land adjacent to Prince 
George, whilst at the same time there 
is a considerable area of jack pine 
land, where the soil is light and there­
fore is not the best land,,for agricul-r* 
tnral purposes.

“The wonderful country visited be­
tween Hazelton and Prince George1 
has a great future ahead of it, now 
that transportation has been effected.; 
It is a big country with a big future, 
and, as soon as times improve and' 
conditions right themselves, a big for^ 
ward movement must take place. The 
country traversed grows magnificent 
crops of timothy, oats and barley. 
Wheat may also be grown successful­
ly if care to exercised in getting the 
seed sown as early os possible so a» 
to avoid damage from frosts. Potatoes 
and other vegetables and small fruits 
do very well, but my observations lead 
me to the conclusion that this part of 
the province is not adapted for grow-' 
lng tree fruits commercially. Certain 
of the hardier varieties may be grown, 
all right for home use, but every ef-] 
fort Should be made to prevent ihisi 
country being advertised by any In-, 
terested parties as suitable for com­
mercial tree fruit growing. It to, par] 
excellence, a stock and mixed farming 
country.*' ^ ”

A FLOWER 
I AMONG WEEDS!

Story of the Eighteenth $ 
Century.

By F. A. MITCHEL

During the reign of Louis XV. France 
reached a culmination of profligacy 
which had been growing for years. 
While the king was In his minority the 
regent, his uncle, Duke of Orleans, set 
the example of debauchery to the court 
and through the court to the kingdom.

Louis himself, on assuming the scep­
ter, by continuing in his uncle’s foot­
steps completed the work of laying the 
foundation for the French revolution 
which broke out during the reign of 
bis successor.

During the regency of the Duke of 
Orleans the wealthiest nobles owned 
estates In different parts of France. 
Only the more moral of these lived In 
their country chateaus, for the profli­
gate could not endure to live elsewhere 
than In Paris, where the Intriguing 
and debauchery were going on. Among 
those who preferred the virtue of rural 
life was the young Marquis Gaston de 
Roquette, who, though a soldier of ac­
knowledged bravery, had a mind capa­
ble of foreseeing the ruin the regent, 
the princes of the blood and the nobil­
ity were bringing upon France.

However, the marquis was obliged 
occasionally to go to Paris either at the 
call of the regent or on account of 
some duty connected with his station 
as a peer of the realm. One day on 
the street on which stands what was 
then the palace of the Louvre he 
passed a young lady riding In her 
“chair,** the very sight of whom deeply 
Impressed him. She was not ‘‘tonly 
beautiful, but a natural purity showed 
Itself In every line of her countenance. 
This was the more noticeable, for at 
that time the women of the court were 
as bad as the men, and the lives they 
led were discernible in their features.

The marquis followed the young lady 
with his eyes, and when he saw her 
carried Into the palace he heaved a 
sigh, for he did not believe that any 
woman could enter that royal abode 
and be good. Her entrance there, how­
ever, proved that she was a lady of 
rank.

The marquis' duty to the sovereign 
later called him to the court, and he 
saw there the lady whom he had met 
In her “chair.” Hanging over her 
was a famous but notorious duke, the 
most pronounced and successful beau 
of that period. He was a very wealthy 
man, and he was also the most accom­
plished villain of his day. Three times 
he had been In the Bastille, the third 
time for having attempted to betray 
France.

Another sigh marked the marquis* 
discovery that the girl who had made 
such an impression on him was prob­
ably falling Into the hands of this no­
torious villain. Leaving the palace 
without even Inquiring the name or 
rank of the young lady, M. Roquette 
returned to his estate and, shutting 
himself up in his chateau, endeavored 
to banish her Image, which had haunt­
ed him since the first moment he had 
seen her.

This was not possible. To the young 
such Impressions are very strong. 
What It was In that pure face that had 
taken hold of him he did not know. 
What he did know was that she was 
a member of*a profligate court, that he 
had seen its most notorious rake hang­
ing over her, and he did not doubt that 
sooner or later she would go down un­
der the Influences which surrounded 
her.

Gaston de Roquette remained on his 
estate for a month without returning 
to Paris. Often was he tempted to go 
there for another glimpse of the face 
that had enthralled him, but he be­
lieved that In yielding to the tempta­
tion he would only bring upon himself 
greater^ pain. So he devoted himself 
to the care of his estate and to his ten­
ants. He, endeavored to occupy him­
self with his books, but this was im­
possible, for, whatever he did, his mind 
was upon that pure being, growing like 
a flower In the midst of poisonous 
weeds. ,

Whether it was that the young mar­
quis was a poor sleeper or that Cupid 
was keeping him awake, he went to 
bed late and at times when unable to 
sleep would arise, dress himself and 
walk about outside. Not far from the 
chateau was the church where he and 
his household and his tenants wor­
shiped and about which their forefa­
thers slept Within the structure were 
the bones of the De Roquettes incased 
In sepulchers or under the flags, the 
sepulchers supporting marble figures of 
the departed, while here and there 
were the arms the men bad borne In 
war.

Gaston de Roquette often «trolled

about during his midnight walks In the 
Churchyard, but had never cared to 
enter the church at night when It was 
deserted. One night when troubled 
with sleeplessness he was strolling in 
the grounds near the chateau when, 
glancing toward the church, he saw a 
light apparently within the structure. 
Thinking that he had seen a firefly, he 
was turning away, when he saw the 
light again, this time shining evident­
ly through a different window than be­
fore. Surely some one was moving 
lh the church. Walking toward it, he 
went to a window and looked in. There 
was no light except that the mooli, 
which was nearly full, shone In, dimly 
revealing the recumbent marble He­
ures on the sepulchers.

Thinking again that he had been mis­
taken, he was about to turn away when 
it occurred to him to try the knob of 
the door at the main entrance. To his 
surprise, the door was not locked. En­
tering the church, he found no one, but 
through a crack In a door leading from 
the chancel to a room used by the 
priest and acolytes came a ray of light. 
What could it mean? The pastor of 
the church was an old man, too feeble 
to be engaged In any church duty at 
dead of night It was no religious 
matter that was being observed.

The marquis was about to walk to­
ward the door through which the light 
came when It opened and half a dozen 
persons came out of the apartment 
They bore lights, but so dim were they 
that De Roquette could not distinguish 
the faces of the several members of 
the party. There were a priest who 
was unknown to him, two men and 
two women, evidently persons of rank, 
and the last two to enter the church 
were a man and a woman. From this 
woman’s dress De Roquette Judged 
that the couple were about to be mar­
ried. The little party moved toward 
the chancel, where the priest stationed 
himself, the couple before him, the 
two other men on the side of the 
groom, the two women on the side of 
the bride.

The marquis walked softly forward, 
hoping to get a nearer view of the 
faces, but before he reached a point of 
vantage their backs were to him. The 
priest faced him, and he saw at once 
that he was not the pastor of the 
church. To the marquis' astonishment 
he recognized In a priest’s garb a 
worthless fellow of the neighborhood, 
who had served several terms In prison 
as a malefactor.

Assured that some piece of villainy 
was being perpetrated, De Roquette 
seized an enormous sword resting on 
the tomb of one of his ancestors and, 
pushing forward till he stood directly 
behind the wedding party, cried out:

“I forbid the bans!” •
The false priest looked up' from a 

book he held In his hand, and the oth­
ers turned quickly.

Then did the marquis meet with a 
great surprise. The attendants were 
men and women of the court.

The Victoria Cross Is a 
bronze Maltese cross, 1 1-2 inches in 
diameter; in the centre is the royal 
cross and below in scroll “JPoi 
Valor.”
