The Late Miss Mary A. Waugh

The citizens of Wat ford were shocked 
to learn on Monday morning of this 
week, Oct. 27tb, of the very sudden 
death of Miss Mary A. tyaugh, teacher 
on the public school stéjï here. Miss 
Waugh had been enjoying her usual 
health and had .carried on per duties in 
the school, in the church aid in the home 
till the very last. On Sunday morning 
she was in her accustomed ‘-place in the 
Methodist church and agaii in the after­
noon at the Sunday School where she 
taught the Utopia Bible class of which 
she was the efficient aud touch beloved 
teacher. In the evening she remained 
quietly at home. She and her two sisters 
prepared early for bed. She had scarcely 
laid down when suddenly and without 
the least warning she was stricken by 
the bursting of a blood vessel in the head. 
Medical aid was immediately summoned 
but to no avail. She very soon lapsed 
into unconsciousness and passed away 
about 3 a. in., less than six hours after 
she had retired, apparently in perfect 
health. Miss Waugh was a daughter of 
the late Henry and Christena Waugh, 
very highly esteemed citizens who spent 
most of their married life in Warwick 
township. She Is survived by five sisters, 
Mrs. J. Temple, of Watford ; Mrs. D. 
Falloon, of Warwick; Mrs. Marshall Pegg 
of Tupperville, and Misses Lena and 
Tena at home, also two brothers, I)r. 
Fred and John, both of Imperial, Sask. 
Miss Waugh ,.as born in Arkona, oui 
Dec. 21st, 1865. She qualified as a teach­
er and followed that profes; i >n for 
nearly 34 years during which time she 
taught at Uttoxeter, Matlock, Wanstead, 
Brooke, Warwick village, and for the 
past ten years in Watford public school. 
In every section she was held in the 
highest esteem not only as a teacher of 
marked ability and success, but as a 
woman of wonderful strength of char­
acter.

While Miss Waugh was still a very 
young girl she was converted to God and 
became a member of the Methodist 
church. She was a most beautiful chris- 
train and a consistent member of the 
church of her choice where she gave 
constant and noble service and very gen­
erous support. She was interested in 
every department of the church’s work, 
and especially identified with the Sun­
day School as teacher and the Epworth 
League, of wtiich she had frequently been 
president. At the time of her death she 
held the office of Sec.-Treas., of the 
Strathroy District Epworth League. She 
was the friend of all, 'the counsellor of 
many, the cherished companion of young 
and middle-aged alike, the inspiration 
especially of Ler Utopia Bible class of 
young ladies, the comfort and mainstay 
of the home. “She ceased at once to 
labor and to live.” Surely “In the midst 
of life we are in death.” It may be truly 
said that “She rests from her labors and 
her works do follow her.” The funeral 
service will be held on Friday afternoon 
from her late home on John street. Ser­
vice at 1.30 oclock.

BLACK AND WHITE
Vogue Launched by French Mak­

ers Still in Favor,

Afternoon Dress of White Crepe de 
Chine Heavily Embroidered in 

Front With Black Wool.

The imported gowns from that dear 
Paris are not pretty as to line and de­
sign—not even the most enthusiastic 
admirer of French creations can en­
thuse over the very short skirts and 
sleeves and the rather bunchy look 
most of them seem to have—but they 
are decidedly interesting and, more 
than that, even they are different from 
anything we see' hereabouts.

Now, for instance, says a fashion 
writer, comes a white silk jersey eve­
ning gown, and from Doueet. It is a 
charming thing with long lines so very 
graceful that it is distinctly novel.

While it is true most of the import­
ed models seem to be rather bunchy, 
it is also to be noted that they all more 
of less are of the one-piece or chemise 
type of dress.

Bolshevik War Minister Declares 
That the “Pack of bourgeois Curs 
Who Are Worrying the Body of 
Soviet RvtftJa” Will Not Capture 
City, But She Redn Are Losing 
Ground.

LONDON, Oct. 21.—Petrograd is 
so closely invested by the anti-Bol­
shevik forces, according to the lat­
est official advices, that military ex­
perts express the belief that little 
short of a miracle can save the hard- 
pressed Bolshevik. Indeed, one news­
paper despatch reported Gen. Yuden- 
itch’s cavalry in the capital, but 
there is no confirmation of this.

Neither had British official con­
firmation been received* of the re­
ported surrender of Kronstadt, al­
though the War Office states that the 
Esthonians on Friday, operating in 
conjunction with Yudenitch, got with­
in four miles of the Krasnaia Gorka, 
facing Kronstadt, Thus, Kronstadt 
would be in a dangerous position, as,

, with the capture of Petrograd, it 
would be cut off.

Coincident with these reports comes 
a vitriolic announcement by Leon 
Trotzky, the Bolshevik War Minister, 
referring to the anti-Bolshevik forces 
as “a pack of bourgeois curs worry­
ing the body of Soviet Russia,” and 
declaring that Petrograd will not fall.

In the meantime, in the south, 
Gen. Denikine has been pursuing his 
successes. But he is meeting with 
strenuous resistance in the Orel re­
gion, where the fiercest fighting is 
going on.

Gen. Yudenitch’s troops have occu­
pied the station at Ligovo, about 
eight miles from Petrograd, accord­
ing to a Helsingfors despatch to Reu­
ter’s. They have also reached the 
railway junction at Putilov, a sub­
urb of the capital.

A Helsingfors, Finland, despatch 
dated Sunday, reported that the red 
flag again was flying over Kronstadt 
and that the batteries of Krasnaia 
Gorka had been active Friday, the 
night long.

The following description of the 
situation in the Baltic is attributed 
to Leon Trotzky, the Bolshevik 
Minister of War, by a wireless mes­
sage from Moscow:

“A pack of Bourgeois curs is 
worrying the body of Soviet Russia 
on all Sides. Polish knights are 
gnashing their teeth. The German 
general, von der Goltz, under instruc­
tions by the Stock Exchange and the 
off-scourings of all lands, is seizing 
the Baltic country with the help of 
monarchists bands in order to attack 
Moscow from there.

‘‘In the northwest, the blood- 
drunken trio, Yudenitch, Balako- 
vitch and Radzianko, are advancing 
on Petrograd. The Esthonian peace 
negotiations served as a means to 
lull the Red Petrograd troops, and 
as a soporific.

“The army defending the ap­
proaches to Petrograd failed to with­
stand the first blow and danger has 
again come to Petrograd. The Brit­
ish and French radio stations an­
nounce with joy the fact of our 
failures on the road to Petrograd. 
The Stock Exchange and the press 
of the whole world are sharing the 
joy and predicting the speedy fall 
of Petrograd. But* they are wrong 
this time. Petrograd will not fall. 
It will stand. We shall not surren­
der Petrograd.

“For the defence of the first 
town of the proletarian revolution, 
sufficient strength will be found in 
the peasant and the workers of the 
land. Yudenitch’s successes are 
those of a cavalry raid. Trçops are 
being sent to the assistance of Pet­
rograd, and the Petrograd workers, 
who rose first of all. We must break 
the skulls of Yudenitch’s bands and 
the Anglo-French Imperialists.”

An account of the rapid success 
gained by the army of Gen. Denikine 
over the Bolsheviki in Central Rus­
sia was given in an official communi­
que issued from the War Office, A 
Bolshevik offensive campaign on an 
extensive scale against Tsaritsyn, on 
the Lower Volga, was opened, it 
states, on October 11. Operations 
were conducted on both banks of the 
Volga, and also to the westward of 
the Volga as far as the Don River.

During two days, it is stated, the 
Bolsheviki gained considerable 
ground. Then volunteers under 
Generals Waranged and Ulaggai de­
livered a sharp counter-attack, recov­
ering all the ground which had been 
lost and inflicting severe losses upon 
the Bolsheviki. Further to the west 
the Cossack forces crossed the Don 
on a wide front and cleared the tri­
angle of ground between Novo-Gri- 
gorievskaya, 55. miles northwest of 
Tsaritsyn, and Ust Medvieditsa, 100 
miles northwest of Tsaritsyn, taking 
1,200 prisoners, with many guns.

Still further westward, the Cos­
sacks occupied the line of the 
Kohper River, one of the northern 
tributaries of the Don, from its
