Hunting Bruin,

SOME THRILLING EXPERTENCES,

This is the season when the Maine bear
is ripe, and he is being picked up in great
numbers, being for the most part of two
and three years’ growth. We had been in
camp about one week, writes a correspond-
ent of the N. Y. T'imes, had twelve traps
out, and therefore were obliged to separate
in order to visit all. To make it easy for
the writer, a route was given him which
could be traversed with a canoe, the others
going on foot. That day the eldest of the
party * trailed a trap ” from the den, down
through a glen and up a hillside, to and
around a *“ blow-down.” A blow-down is &
large tree that has been forced down by &
gale, the roots on the side whence came the:
wind being torn from the ground. As the
base of the trunk rests upon the roots on the
opposite side, and as the limbs and top at
the other end will not permit that end of
the trank coping to the ground, the log
part of a blow-down is generally from five
to ten feet from the earth. In one season
the creeping vines of earth will work
through the branches, and in the case of
this big white birch blow-down had formed
a hammock-like netting all through. In
this the bear, which had been caught only
a short time previously, and which was
fresh and strong, had forced his way, and
the hunter, standing at the roots, could
hear the clanking of the chain and the
snorts of anger.

Desirous of gratifying his curiosity, he

mounted the trunk of the tree, working
upward and into the branches, that he
might attain a position from which he
might view the struggles of his game. But
the bark was slippery, and, making a mis-
step, he fell, throwing his rifle down as he
did so and clutching a big limb: Under his
weight this bent down through the other
limbs, until he found himself suspended
about three feet above the reach of the
bear. The grapnel was fast in a tangle of
limbs and honeysuckle vines, and bruin,
when he stood upon his hind feet and
reached for the hunter with his claws,
tugged so vigorously that there was dan-
ger of the fastening giving way.

How the affair would have
ended had this continued cannot be told,
but, fortunately for the hunter, the bear,
in dropping to the ground to snap the
chain, put his fore foot into® half hitch
formed by the coiling of the chain, and,
as this was now shortened and as the bear
could not again stand erect, the lucky
hunter dropped to the ground with a side
swing, secured his gun, and soon ended
the struggles and rage of the bear.

Senator Brown’s $6,000,000.

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Our Educational School System.

A writer in a late issue of the Toronto
Week, in reviewing the common school edu-
cation of Ontario, points out a growing evil
which seems to be sapping the vitality and
usefulness of the school system of that
great and progressive province, which in
many respects is similar to that which pre-
vails here. He finds on reference to blue
books and other reliable sources of informa-
tion, that a very large proportion of the
teachers employed in the public schools are
under twenty years of age, and consequent-
ly with very limited experience in the
methods and couduct of teaching. He
affirms that over 60 per cent of the teachers
are under the age named, and must of
necessity lack many of the qualities and
qualifications of efficient instructors, and in
consequence of this want of acquirement
and experience, the quality of public school
education is suffering much loss and con-
tinual deterioration.

Has not this state of things been gradually
gaining ground in the public schools in this
provinge? We fear the answer must be
stated in the aflirmavive. In fact, it is
patent to all who are acquainted with the
condition and teachers in our schools that
quality and efliciency have been sacrificed at
the shrine of Jow salaries and pevuriousness.

We agree with these statements, and we
may add from our own knowledge, that
thoroughness in our schools of to-day
has been sacrificed in proportion to the
widening of the curriculum of studies

adopted in them. The salaries paid for !

teaching Baye become so small by competi-
tion, and disinclination on the part of the
people to provide higher ones, that capable
teachers can earn more wages in other em-
ployments, and so abandon the profession
to the inexperienced and youthful aspirants
who are willing to earn a small support in
exchange for crude and inferior work. In
view of these evils we see no cure so cer-
tain as the adoption of higher salarics to
good teachers, and a cutting off of the com-
petition that has proved so deleterious to
our public school education.

Only One Course.

Murs, Birchall, who had been
suffering intensely from nervous prostration
was completely broken down when she pas-
sed out into one of Hood’s rigs and went
out for a short drive with her sister.
I have learnt, but not from Mrs. Birchall
Mrs. West-Jones, some of the facts con-
cted with Birchall's marriage and with
his life in England after his return from
Canada in May, 1889. They are derived
from a perfectly trustworthy source.

Stevenson her father speedily inquired
what his intentions were.

Mr. Stevenson, a canny Scotchman and a
fond and loving father, said he would make
inquiry into Birchall's standing. Shortly
after Birehall appeared at the house again
—the Stevensons live at Upper Norwood,
close by London, on the Surrey side—and
told Florence that he had been called to
America, that he would not have time to
introduce his high rank friends to . Mr.
Stevenson, that quick despatch was the
word, and that if she loved him at all and
wished to marry him they must get mar-
ried at once and be off. In short, it was a
runaway match. The ruffian who talked
about settling £80,000 upon her was at that
time a fraudulent debtor.

All
this Mrs. Birchall and her father believed.
When she met Benwell and Pelly at Liver-
pool and they got on board ship she simply
repeated to them like a parrot what he had
deseribed as existing facts. Sometimes she
had found discrepancies in his statements,
but she was always ready with a plausible
explanation. Her ignorance of Canadian
geography and of Canadian customs and
methods, and that of her family, left them
hopeless, as it were, in his hands.
So convinced was she that they werc
going to one of his farm houses that she
brought with her in her trunks a large
number of articles, such as fancy work, for
She would never have left a
le home had she supposed for an
instant that he was a penniless adventurer.
Neither s, Birchall nor Mrs. West-Jones
ever heard a word against himn when he was
last year. They found him
good and affectionate. He kept proper
hours. He was doing somesort of work in
the daytime, and said it was in connection
with his business in Canada. They had
been strictly brought up at home, and were
innocent and guileless, not to say credulous.
When Benwell did not come back Birchall
assured Mrs, Birchell that he had gone up
to London or to the neighborhood of
London. She knew nothing from first to
last of the m'wder or of the intention to
murder.
When he was arrested he swore that he
could establish his innocence without the
slightest trouble. After his incarceration
in the jail here he assured her at her visits
that everything would come out all right.
He w:\nbi’ tell her that Detective Bluett
had found this bit of evidence in his favor,
or that another person had said or discov
cred this, that or the other thing which
would clear him. From the day Young
clapped his hand on Birchall’s shoulder to
the present hour, Birchall has never hinted
to her that he was guilty, or done aught but
protest his innocence. At the present time
she is appalled by the evidence produced,
especially the letter to Colonel Benwell ;
but she still hopes and prays that he may
be innocent of the dreadful crime. Whether|
he be a murderer or not now, he is her has-
band, and as a wife she intends to renain
near him to the last, in the belief that she
may be able to soothe his last hours and
point him to the higher life beyond. He
always treated her well ; how can she des-
ert him now ?
1 have the authority of Mrs. Birchall and
of Mrs. West-Jones for giving this brief
statement to the public in their behalf.
The latter has done her best to persuade
her sister to return to England, but thinks

or

before the dread day she would for ever
afterwards accuse herself. So the two have
resolved to remain until all is over. I
spoke to Birchall yesterday concerning the
impression prevailing here and in England
that his wife was privy to the swindle if to,
nothing else. He was told that what he
said would be cabled to England. He de-
clared, and the tears filled his eyes as he
rose and grasped the bars of the cell door,
that his wife was innocent both of the fraud
which he had perpetrated upon Benwell
and Pelly and of the more héinous crime.

“ My wife,” he said, with much warmth,
“is a perfectly honorable woman. She
knew nothing of what was going on. 1 de-
ceived her. % lied to her. She believed all
i said. If she found me out, or thought
she had found me out in one lie, I told her
another. My word is of no weight now,
but I tell you she is a child of any partici-
pation in the affair. I mean that she had
no hand in or knowledge of the swindling
or of what happened after we got-to the
Falls. I hope ?eshall be believed in this ;
it is the truth.” He was considerably
moved as he spoke. It was early in the
morning. He had not been longout of bed,
and looked as if he had passed a hard
night, He repeated over and over again
that he had deceived his wife about every-
thing, and expressed the hope that the
public would do her the justice to believe
that she was absolutely without blame.

Those who know Mrs. Birchall best are
convinced that this is the case. She was
evidently infatuated with Birchall. He
had a stronger mind and a stronger will
than she, and dominated her completely,
besides lying to her with all the prof{)xsenesa
and clumsy art of which he is capable.
The production of the letter to Co. Benwell
by Mr. Osler was the first great shock she
received subsequent to his arrest. That
Letter made minice meat of the fine stories

e had plied her with about the progress
and prospects of his defence.

An Inducement to Peach Raisers.

Haurax, Oct. 11th, 1890,

My, Editor :—Fruit raising in Annapolis
is now the most important industry in the
County, an industry that affords more
profit to the nagriculturist than any other
branch of his business. The growing of
peaches has been successfully attempted
yy a few persons, und I cannot sce why
they may not be more extensively culti-
vated. The Clarence distriet and in the
Bear River Valley especially there is, in
my opinion, nothing to hinder an extensive
growth of this delicious frait for market,
and in order to its encouragement I make
the following offer :—

If ten or more farmers in Anmnapolis
County will agree to grow peach trees, and
will before January Ist, 1891, send their
names to the editor of the MoN1TOR, guar-
anteeing to plant not less than four trees
each, I will on the first Tuesday in Febru-
ary, 1890, deposit in the Bank of Nova
Scotia at Bridgetown, the sum of twenty
dollars ($20), to remain on interest until
October, 1895. The said sum, with the
acerued interest added, then to be handed
over to the Executive Committee of the
Annapolis County Agricultural Exhibition
of that year (1893), on the order of the
chairman of that committee, to be by them
divided into two prizes, two-thirds of the
amount as a first prize and one-third as a
second prize, for the best and second best
dozen, respectively, of peaches grown in
the open air on trees set out in the spring
of 1891, provided, however, that there are
not fewer than ten competitors. If first-
class trees are planted and properly culti-
vated, they will bear sufficiently well in
1895 to afford a good competition. Should
there be fewer than ten competitors for the
above mentioned prizes, then the amount
shall be appropriated by the Executive
Committee to be added to the general fund
of the exhibition.. It is to be understood
that these special prizes are to be in addi-
tion to the usual prizes offered by the
exhibition.

I will not append my namo to this com-
muuication, but will give it to you, Mr.
KEditor, in confidence, as a guarantee of
good faith.

MCKINLEY IN HUNGARY.
Pesta, Oct. 10.—In the lower house of
the Hungarian diet yesterday, Dr. Wekerle,
minister of finance, referring to the new
Univeed States tariff, said the government
would co-operate with any nation meeting
the interests of Hungary. The Fremden-
blestt, in a bitter article, calls the McKinley
bill & measure of violence worthy of a
nation accustomed to the use of the revol-
ver. It appeals to the countries of Europe
to act in concert to prevent their becoming
tributary to the new world. England, it
says, threatens to compensate herself for
her losses by securing eastern markets.
Thus McKinley threatens to engender econ-
omic enmity between Great Britain and
Central Europe.

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How Abuse Kills a Custom,

ST. VALENTINE OBSERVANCES DIE OUT AND
REAPPEAR FROM TIME TO TIME.
That St. Valentiue’s day observances be-
gan by reason of man’s observation of
- nature, continued as matter of sentiment,
and finally degenerated into mere fun, too
often tinged with ill-natared satire, is
known to all well informed persons, and is,
in fact, true of nearly all social customs.
In the most southern regions of Europe
and adjacent parts of Asia and Africa signs
of coming spring were apparent at that sea-
son, and so the birds were thought to
choose their ui‘bea for the year on that day.

Simple, innocent notion, wasn’t it?—and
suggestive apparently of the most tasteful
acts of tenderncss. But observe how easily
all human customs run into abuses. At
first youths and maidens chose their part-
ners (“‘valentincs”) on that day for the
approaching festivities, school children ex-
changed tender messages and little presents
were sent to loved ones. But in no long
time the great began to expect costly pres-
ents from their dependents and the wealthy
used this as a sort of disguise for corrupt-
ing judges or securing the favor of the
powerful.

“@ifts to Cresar ” were a sort of forced
tax in Rome, and at one time a hard preesed
ereditor or criminal might take a sort of
hari-kari revenge on his pursuer by deed-
ing everything he had to the emperor. In
Parisy at one time, with St. Valentine's
day and Easter gifts, life became a burden
to those who had more money than in-
fluence. Great bales of rich merchandise,
gloves stuffed with gold coins, and even
fiae carriages were put up in egg shaped or
heart shaped packages and sent to those
whose favor was sought. When an abuse
or a fashion reaches its worst reform fol-
lows, and so a revolt puts an end to the
Valentine business for a time.

In the United States the abuse first took
the form of ill-natured satire. Valentines
with coverings as much like the tender

There are svakes with human heads,
owls, dogs, donkeys and dozen of other
creatures, all fixed to represent some sup-
posed meanness of the receiver. Every
trade and profession is caricatured—but
these are generally better natured. Politi-
cians, lawyers and doctors generally
“catch it” most unmercifully. The
** poetry ” of these productions is simply
execrable. An “‘expert” who examined
several thousand specimens testifies that
he did not find one above the lowest level
of doggerel.

All these, and the abuses in the senti-
mental line, produced the natural result:
Valentines are now left to children and
servants, and even with them the senti-
ment has mostly given place to merriment.
As to sending a *‘comic,” a lady or gentle-
man would as soon think of stealing a
sheep. The law has also stepped in; Uncle
Sam says you must not use his mails for a
scurrilous valentine. So the custom must
die out for awhile—to revive in the future,
as other customs have done.

Autumn Cultivation.

The farmers of this country may have
clean firms if they only bestir themselve
to bring about a result so much to be de-
sired. So long as the paralyzing doctriue is
cherished that the soil can neither be made
clean nor kept in this condition, just so
lon'g will the presence of foul weeds prove
a blot and a disgrace upon our farming. It
does seem strange why it should be deemed
impossible by any one to clean a farm alto-
gether, if it is thought possible to clean it
in part. When we speak of making a farm
wholly clean, we mean freeing it altogether
from the presence of the more” troublesome
and baneful forms of weed life.

Autumn cultivation will always have a
prominent place in the means used to clean
a farm. As soon as the grain i8 removed
the ploughs should be at work in the fields
which are to be cropped the following year.
The only good reason for delay that may bo
offered, is that of allowing the sheep a little
time to do the work of scavengers among
the stubbles. In this way many weeds
that would otherwise produce seeds may be
turned under, and others, the seeds of which
are lying in the soil, will at once commence
to grow. These are in tura destroyed with
the harrow or with the ploughing which takes
place later in autumn., This style of culti-
vation is peculiarly beneficial where weeds
flower in autumn, as in the case of rag-weed.
if rag-weed were kept from ripening in
meadows and pastures, it mast in time give
way before a continuous system of autumn
cultivation. It is also of much use in in-
ducing mustard seeds, the seeds of wild flax
and of many other weed seeds to sprout,
when by the next ploughing they are sure
to be destroyed.

To hasten the destruction of some forms
of weed life it will be necessary to use only
the gang-plough is better, as it turns the en-
tire surface, of the soil more completely.
The ploughing in this case should be com-
paratively shallow, lest the horizontal root-
stocks of the thistle should be brought near
the surface, and so be induced to grow
The principal difficulty that lies in the way
of antumn cultivation is the scarcity of
help the When the
gang-plough should first be at work, the

at proper season.
peas and oats are to be housed, and when
these are cared for the field roots are to be
gone over, and the ground is to be made
ready for fall wheat and rye in sections
where these are to be sown. There is also
on many farms just a little lack on the part
of team help. The only possible remedy in
both instances is to get more.

The destruction of weed life is not the
only advantage of autumn cultivation. It
tends to spoil the plans laid by insects which
are disturbed in their hiding places, and in
large numbers they come to grief. The soil
is also brought more in contact with atmos.
pheric influences and weathering influences
generally, which so hasten its decay that
assimilable plant food is thus made ready
for the next year’s crop.

Its mechanical advantage is also of some
value, more especiaily in dry seasons. The
first shallow ploughing makes it easier to
have the late ploughing deeper than it
would otherwise be, where it is desired to
lower the line of cultivation.

In many sections of the country, autumn
cultivation is unknown. The farmers who
dwell in these will require to bestir them-
selves, for autumn cultivation will here-
after be the constant adjunct of advanced
farming, at least, in the province of Nova
Scotia.

Packing And Selling Fruit.

The first consideration in growing fruit
for profit is naturally how to make the most
moncy out of it, so at the commencement I

{ will mention a few things applicable to

marketing and selling fruit in general, and
then give some information on planting dif-
ferent kinds of fruit trees, the preparation
of the soil. packing, etc., in order to pre-
vent needless repetition.

Selling.—In order to effect a ready sale
for fruit of any kind in these days of keen
competition, it is necessary to grow larger
and more highly colored samples than any
one else if possible ; to strive after quality
—as this is understood in the market—
more than quantity, although the latter
must not by any means be
And here let it he noted, if the fruit is to
be sold privately, good flavor and a proper

overlooked.

degree of ripeness will be great recommen-
dations to your customers to come again ;
but if you intend selling through an-agent
in the market, flavor will count for nothing
but size, color and soundness of condition
are everything towards securing the high.
est price. All fruit therefore,
should be grown as large and as highly
colored as possil'le, gathered and packed
before it becomes soft and over-ripe, and
should always be honestly graded, that is
not putting-all the small and deformed fruit
at the bottom of the package and a very
few fine specimens on the top, but keep
each size separate. Next strive to have
your fruit in the market when thereis not

It is quite natural to think that
when a plant looks sickly it wants more
water, and it is killed.

You may tell if a plant needs water by
tapping the pot with the knnckles; if it
gives a quiet sound it is all right, but if
there is a dull, heavy sound you may know
that the ground is already saturated. A
little practice will enable you to tell with-
out trouble. Again. if the surfacc looks
dry, move the soil a little with your finger ;
if almost dry beneath the surface, the plant
requires water. Remember that no plant
should have more water than it can drink.

Nothing is so good for plants as rain
water. The water used should be ¢f the
same temperature as the room in which the
plant stands. When watering plants give
them a good soaking, and see that the water
runs out at the bottom of the pot, and
empty the saucers soon afterward, for it is

Packing.—This requires great care, for
no matter how good the sample is, if it is
badly packed it may only ohtain the lowest
price in the market, and months of labor
A
few general principles will only be mention-
ed now, further particulars will be found
under each kind of fruit. Always pack as
carefully for a short journey as for a long
one, and always pack firmly—that is, none
of the fruit should be able to move in posi-
tion when fastened down. All movement
means damage. On the other hand,
pressure must be applied to soft fruits. All
fruits should be gathered only when per-
fectly dry, not starting to gather them
when there is a heavy dew, or immediately
after showers. Pack in swall . parcels to
preveat crushing and fermentation. When
gathered send to the destination as soon as
possible ; delay means depreciation of
sample. Be very careful that no damaged
fruits are sent, as very few of these will
sooh spoil the good ones if any delay occurs
in the transit or sale, and always keep
everything perfectly clean and dry:—Jour-
