MAYOR’'S REPORT.

To the Ratepayers of the Town of Bridgetown.

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,—

It becomes my duty to submit to you for your infor-
mation and approval the Second Annual Report of the
town affairs for the year ending the 31st December, 1899,
Also a report of the different committees with a detailed
statement of the expenditures in each, as well as the Audi-
tors’ report and the report of the chairman of the School
Board.

I am pleased to be able to state that=ye will come out
with a small surplus instcad of deficit on the year's opera-
tions,. notwithstanding the fact that our expenditure on
Street account overran our appropriation for that service,
as will appear by the report of the chairman of that com-
mittee, and other incidental expenses were incurred during
the year which were not provided for in our estimates, such
as expenses in connection with the action brought by T.
T. Messenger against the town, arbitration fees, safe for
town books, repairing sewer on Middle Street, etc.

The law suit with Messenger resulted in favor of the
town and judgment was given in our favor with costs. This
judgment,has been appealed from, and in the meantime
we have tb pay our own costs.

I am sorry to have to report an overdraft in the Bank
for the year amounting to $117.33, as shown by the Audi-
tors’ report, and the explanation for this is that the town
taxes have not been paid, and there is quite a large amount
still due the town for taxes from delinquent ratepayers.

The question of collecting taxes is the most difficult
one we have to handle, and it is a difficult task to under-
take to finance the town when ratepayers will not pay their
taxes. In the past, not wishing to use harsh measures in
collecting these taxes we have been lenient in the matter,
but we have found that we cannot satisfactorily carry on
town affairs in this way, and in future it should be the
policy of the incoming Council to have our taxes collected
promptly after reasonable notice.

Our river bridge was not put in that condition by the
local government that was promised us as mentioned in
my report of a year ago, but we are in hopes to have the
same replanked, shingled and painted, and a foot-way for
pedestrians built before the summer. This important
matter will again be brought before the Provincial Engin-
eer under the Bridge Act.

Your Council were petitioned to for a meeting to

"authorize us to apply to the Legislature for authority to

borrow money for sewecrage purposes. A meeting was
called and a vote taken on this proposed expenditure, but
was defeated on a tie vote. Sewerage is a most important
question for the ratepayers to decide and they are the only

ones who can decide it.

The work of extending our water system across the
river has been completed in a most satisfactory manner by
the Water Committec under the supervision of Mr. Yor-
ston, C. E.

We have scttled with Mr. Morgan under his contract
by deducting from his account the cost of crossing the
river, which he failed to do satisfactorily.

We have not yet been able to settle with the Muni-
cipality of the County of Annapolis, although our differ-
ences were referred to arbitration and an award filed by
W. E. Roscoe, Q. C., which was quite satisfactory to us and
we were, and are prepared to pay our pre rafa amount un-
der said award. The County chose arbitration as a means
of settlement and appointed W: E. Roscoe, Q.'C., as their
arbitrator. We, to save expense and being perfectly satid|
fied with Mr. Roscoe a®an arbitrator, chose him for the
town as well. Mr. Roscoe held his arbitration court here,
and the two committees met him, the county being repre-
sented by counsel. - The matters of joint liability were fully
gone into and argued before him, and in dus course he filed
his award which was published in the MONITOR at the
time and will be again published with the annual report.

Mr. Roscoe agreed with our contention about the sup-
port of the poor, which has always been the real question
in dispute between us. The County committee have always
claimed that we should pay to the county our pro rala
amount toward the support of all poor in the Alms House
at the date of our incorporation, as well ds those outside
that institution on trial, and that we should continuc to
support them until they die or were removed. Our con-
tention has been that we were only liable for those in the
Alms House from Bridgeiown.

After the award was filed the Warden of the County
sent us an account claiming a certain balance due, which
was not made up from the award, but included matters
which the arbitrator said he had no power under the Sta-
tute to decide. We refused to pay this amount claimed
and notified the Warden that we would meethis committee
.again and settle this matter. The committce met again
and agreed upon every item except our share of the W. C.
Railway damages, that is the balance -of that money the
county had on hand at the date of our incorporation.

The Town of Annapolis received a large part of this
money and we claimed our proportion as well, being a part
of the county. We agreed to take $250 to square oft.
They refused at first to allow us anything, afterwards they
offered us $100. We agreed to take $150 for the purpose
of a settlement and without prejudice, They refused
to allow us that amount, and so the matter rests. We
are willing and have the money ready to pay the county
our just share on joint liability account, and to abide by the
award, but we do not propose to pay the county what they
demand. I make this explanation because it would appear
from the last proceedings of the County Council in this
connection that the Town of Bridgetown was in fault and
that they must clothe their committee with some high legal
authority to bring us to terms. Nl

Some of the Difficulties to be Overco_n;e inLaying
the Pacific Cabie.

In view of the constant activity in Atlantic cables
has resulted in a new cable about every two vears since the
first successful cable of 1866, it stands to reason that the"
difficulties offered by the Pacific Ocean must be very great:
for the nineteenth century to reach its close without a
definite scheme for spanning the Pacific by telegraph hav-
ing been adopted. The difficulties may be summed up in,
a few words: First, the great cost of a complete system of
cables; second, the extreme depth of water known to ex=
ist in certain parts of the Pacific and fearcd 'in others;
third, the long distances between landing-points; and
fourth, the lack of intermediate points having an active.
trade. The estimated cost of the British Pacific cable, for
a single cable connecting Vancouver with Australia and
New Zealand, is placed at about $7,000,000, including two
repairing-ships and a sum of $175,000 for maintenance of
the cables for six months. The president of one of the.
cable companies of New York estimates the total capital
cost of a cable to Japan, Australia, and the Philippines via
Hawaii, at $12,000,000, and the cost of maintenance, in=
cluding two repairing-ships, and of operating expenses,
at $300,000 a year. It is not considered that a single cable ==
will be sufficient to insure permanent communication, and
any scheme for a Pacific cable must provide eventially for
duplicate cables throughout the entirc route, so that the
total capital cost of a thoroughly reliable and efficient
Pacific cable system may be put down at approximately
$26,000,000, \\'hic_:h would include two rcpairipg'slxipg, a
reasonable quantity of spare cable, and the cqu.ipment\of\h
operating stations at the various landing-peipts.— Scribuer’s

—The Boer defences along the Tugela
developed a sarprising strength last week,
when the British troops endeavored to break
through the line and press forward to Lady-
smith, For several days the heavy artillery
of the relief column battered away at the
hill defences, and then Warren’s men made
s dash for Spion Kop, which was considered
the key of the Boer position. They captured
the hill all too easily, and, too late, discovered
that they had rushed into & trap, from which
they ped with a tr d sacrifice of
life. General Buller has not yet furnished
a list of killed and wounded from the ranks,
but the loss of officers is sufficiently heavy to
indicate that the Boer artillery, trained to
sweep the hill, did fearful execution. The
British forces, failing to force a passage over
the hills, retired across the Tugela, and it
must be admitted that there is now but little
hope for the immediate relief of Ladysmith
from this quarter. The situation is dis-
heartening from a British standpoint and
grave fears are entertained that White and
his brave garrison will, after withstanding a
slege of many weeks, have to surrender the
town, with the relief column within earshot.

It is however not improbable that when all -

hope of outside relief has failed ‘that White
will evacuate the town and make a desperate
attempt to join Buller's army. He may be
better able to execute such a movement from
Ladysmith than is Buller from the Tugela.
White must have aboat nine thousand
soldiers in fighting condition and these act-
ing in conjunction with Baller’s army would
surely keep the Boers very busy defending
their lines from ‘a front and rear attack.
The Iatest despatches intimate that Roberts
and Kitch with a iderable army will
enter the Grange Free State from Cape Col-
ony, where the frontier is not so strongly
guarded, and by forced marches through the
Free State and the Transvaal either reach
Ladysmith or compel the enemy to leave the
Natal frontier to cope with them and
thus leave Buller an opening for an advance.
It is unlikely that with a strong British
force well within their borders that either the
Boer or Free State troops would risk the
destruction of their own cities for the sake
of continuing the investment of Ladysmith.
Meanwhile, in the face of the recent failures
it is very probable that the good news budget
for the British people will be small for
aggeral days to come.

—The Mayor's report is being placed in
the hands of the ratepayers and it discloses
a creditable state of civic affairs although
the total of outstanding taxes seems unneces-

\~uurily Isrge. Thus far the town has certain-
ly no reason to regret its separation from the
county but, on the contrary, has reason to
be satisfied with incorporation. Taxes are
not up to the old figure under the county
regime ; the town is much more orderly; the
streets and sidewalks are kept in better con-
dition and there are other improvements as
direct results of incorporation. Further im-
provements of great importance are promised
and it will probably be found quite possible to
g0 on perfecting the public services from
year to year without raising the rate of taxa-
tion. In fact there is good reason to believe
that there will be a reduction in the rate.
The negligence of the ratepayers to meet
their obligations to the civic treasury is to
be regretted, especially as the successful
conduct of the town business depends large-
ly upon the co operation of the taxpayers
with the Council whom' they elect to the
management of the public services. The
Mayor and Council too often undertake bus
a thankless task. The offices carry no em-
oluments and to make a gratuitous labor
more embarrassing the interest of the elec-
tors seems to cease with the selection of a
Mayor and Councillors. The lack of a gener-
al and helpful co-operation is plainly shown
by the list of delinguent ratepayers, and
the condition of the town revenues today isa
reflection on the ratepayers rather than on
the town officers. Prompt payment of

The Best Farm Manures.

Manure from horses I regard as worth
twice as much as that from cows and hogs,
says a correspondent in Orange Judd Farm-
er. Give the horses plenty of oat straw and
let this become fully saturated with their
urine before throwing out. This makes the
best of all manures for all purposes. but this
shonld not be allowed to heat and burn in
piles. Manures of less value,
and hog manure, woodashes, decayed vege-
tables, shavings, leaves of trees, in fact any
rubbish that will rot can be mixed in with
the horse manure, the whole being forked
over several times to get well mixed. Itis
generally best to spread manure in the fall
and plow in. Coarser manure can . then be
used than if delayed until spring. Where
manure is to be used as a top-dressing for
graes, clover and strawberry beds it is also
best to spread out in the fall, as it affords
protection to the roots of the plants,

The Fiousehold,
A Turkish Bath at Home.

Witha good deep bathtub and plenty of
hot water you can have, not perhaps strictly
speaking a Turkish bath, but one that will
do you an eqnal amount of good at home,
The great object of a Turkish bath is to in-
duce free perepiration in order to throw off
the impurities of the body, and this can be
accomplished in the following way :

First, open the bathroom window slightly
at the top, then fill the bath with water of
108 degrees sufficiently high to cbver the
body up to the shoulder. Sitin this for a
few minutes, and then add more hot water
until as hot as you can cowsfortably bear it,
letting out some of the cooler water as nec-
eseary. Conticue adding hot water till you
perepire freely, which will probably be in
about twenty minutes. Then stand up, and
with the palms of the hands rub the body
vigorously all over, and as the skin dries
slightly the inpurities which were in the
pores and have loosened by the perepiration,
will be gradually brought to the surface by
