THE TRAIL OF THE SERPENT.

It would be zmctimlly impossible in
the space which the Uamp Fire atfords,
to gwe anything like a description
of the fearful results recorded from day
to day by newspapers in different parts
of the continent as the direct result of
the liquor traffic. Reports of riots,
rows, murders, assaults, sudden deaths,
brutalities of every description, are so
common as hardly to excite interest.
Merely as specimens of this shocking
harvest of legalized wrong, we submit
the following list of some of the

July that are directly ascribed to the
liquor traffic.
A horrid outrage is reported from
Moutreaiwhere st(:me row‘d o ﬁ:te‘ata.ln-
ves by pouring lige (]
over the hody of a drunken man wlzo
was 80 badly burned by the corrosive
fluld that he died shortly after One
of the criminals is under arrest.

Two men living at Verona,
Qutaria, on the evening of July #th,
went for a drive, both bheing drunk.
During & quarrel the buggy was upset
and one of Lthe men was so seriously

injured that he is not expected to live.

At Kincardine on July 8th, a citizen
was fined seventy-five dollars and costs
for giving liguor to an Indian on
Dowminion Day.

On the evening of July 9th a woman
who kept a disteputable house in
Montreal, was shot by a drunken man
who immediately after the murder
committed suicide,

‘William Fingland, living near
Centerville in Cambden township,
Frontenac County, on the evening of
July 12th, while under the influence of |
liquor, yuarrelled with a companion
whom he stabbed and seriously injured.
Oune man lies in a dangerous condition
and the other is in jail awaiting the
result, of the assault.

A Coroner’s inquest was held at
Ottawa oun the evening of July 2Ist on
the body of Albert Beausejour.
Evidence showed that this hoy and
another had been drinking heavily of
beer, after which they went to swim in
the Rideau River. The deceased’s
companion feil asleep on the bunk and
woke to find his comrade drowned.
The verdict was death by drowning
while under the influence of liquor.

The Montreal Witness of July 22nd
tells of the heavy fall on the stone
floor of a drunken man who was
committed to the police cells. The
sccident resulted in a serious injury
expected to prove fatal.

In the race yester-
day I rode better in the final thanin
the previous races, and without feeling
the least excited, though there wete
twelve of us—all intent on winmng.
The excitement caused by partaking of
liquor would have taken away my
cool-hendedness.”

And he added:—* A voung fellow-
cyclist recently uccom‘mnied e on a
long road journey which caused us
sonie fatigne. He fancied a glass of
whisky would stimulate him a bit,
Well, it did for a quarter of an hour,
but after that he was ten times worse,
and I had to slow off to enable him to
keep up with me at all. This is only

The anuual mecting of the Coundil
of the Dominion Alliance held in
Temperance Hall, Toronto, on July
14th, was the largest and most
thoroughly N:lpreseutntivv yet held by
that body. he proceedings through-
ont waere characterized by earnestness,
enthusiasm and unbroken harnony.

The President, Hon. Senator Vidal,
occupied  the chair.  Seventy-two
1epresentatives  were resent from
twvnly-thlm- provincial temperance
organizations and high church bodies.

The report of the KExecntive (om-
mittee was presented by Dr. Maclaren,
sotting out the history of the case in
the different parts n(y the Dominion
during the past year, and dealing more
patticularly with the situation and
proceedings in relation tothe approach-
ing plebiscite campaign.

PLEBISCITE WORK.

The special committee to which was
committed the matter of the plebiscite
campaign, presented a forcible report
vecommending speedy action by the
Executive Committee in regard to the
questions of organization and litera-
ture, expressing upf)re(‘intiun of
the position occupied by temperance
and religious bodies, calling special
attention to the good work done by
Mr. J W. Bengough in aid of the tem-
perance cause, warmly commending
the ‘‘Facts of the (Case” and the
“Vanguaed useful sources of
information, and submitting other
suggestions  in  reference to  the
approaching contest.

RESOLUTIONS,

The Committee on Resolutions sent
cordial greetings to workersin different
campaigns in various parts of the
Dominion, —declared its approval of
the removal of the liguor bar from the
House of Commons endorsed the move-
ment for the extension of suffrage
rights to women :; condemned the sale
of intoxicating liquors in connection
with military schools, officers’ messes,
canteens and drill assemblies; and
suggested action for the anrolment of
temperance voters on every avalable
opportunity.

POLITICAL ACTION,

The Committee on Parliamentary
and Provincial Action strongly con-
demned the suggestion of associatin
the revenue question with that o
prohibition in the coming plebiscite ;
asserted that no poliiical candidate
however satisfactory his pledges were,
should be endorsed unless his record
showed his favor for the temperance
cause ; strongly urged prohibitionists
to take part in the various gatherings
of their respective political parties sc
as to influence mnominations and
elections ; expressed gratification with
the political progress made in the
Province of Quebec; approved the
action of Nova Scotin workers in
promoting legislation prohibiting
retail liquor selling ; and regretted
that more progress had not been made
in legislation in Ontario.

TWO SCOTT ACT DEFEATS.

A disaster to our canse occurred at
the City of Charlottetown on July
22nd in the repeal of the Canada
Temperance Act. This measure has
for a number of years been in force in
every part of the Province of Prince
Edward Island with splendid results,
and for this reason exciting the bitter
hostility of the liquor party.

A repeal vote was brought on and
taken under circumstances placiog the
friends of temperance at 12 special
disadvantage. After the date of pol-
ling had been fixed, the Provincial
Legislature was dissolved and the
election of a new Legislature was fixed
for July 2l1st, the day before the Scott
Act vote, As a result the attention of
the people was diverted and their
energies absorbed by the political cam-

aign terminating on the 21st, and the
iquor party cleverly made use of the
diversion to get in heavy work against
- the temperance cause. It will readily
‘be seen that they had an immense
'advantage in making their campaign
during a time of keen political exzcite-
ment when party felling ran high.
| The Scott Act vote was taken on a
| three year old list which shut out of
the franchise a great many young men
'who otherwise would have been
entitled to votes. The friends of the
Scott Act who were not specially
interested in political affairs, made a
lgnllant fight, but the unfavorable
