- TELEGRAPH STAMPS AND FRANKS.

A writer in Ewen’s
Weekly Stamp News gives thirty
varieties of V. R. I.  surcharges.
There are ten values, of which there
have been three printings. He
gives a table showing 27 possible
varieties of Puncatioh, and he
alreacdy has nine of them. Then
there are the different styles of types
to be considered, broken letters,

light and dark inkings, etc. The .
new 234d. “Orange River” on

Cape also shows several varieties.
If it comes to the point that 235 or
30 varieties of every stamp issued
are to be considered it will drive
many collectors out of the fuel—
perhaps.

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Old vs. New Issues.

BY JOHN PELTZ.

I cannot refrain from making
some more remarks upon the above
subject, since I believe that some of
Mr. Brightman’s remarks in the
June-July issue of the ‘“‘Exchange,”
are erroneous,

Mr. Brightman says that new
issués are cheaper and less expen-
sive than old issues. Yes, that is
partly true, but the reason for this is
because old issues are printed in less
~umbers than the most new issues.
Then, too, even if we are not col-
lecting with speculation in view, or
the profit to be made out of the
pastime, we wish to spend our
money on stamps that will at least
not _decrease in value, and for this
purpose we can select no better in-
vestment than the medium grade cof
stamps of the older issues. By in-
vesting in new issues wemust not
forget the chances of reprintsand
reissues and remainders, and note
how _often these affect the market
and tend to lower prices. Even,
although, as lhave said before, we
are not philatelic speculators, we at
least expect thatour investment in
stamps instead of proving a finan-
cial loss to us, will bring ina profit
to us if we should ever be forced to
sell. our collection for want of ready-
money, or some other cause.

Mr. Brightman expects that the
bulk of new issues now put forth
will in ten vears’ time have greatly
increased in value. There are some
issues now put forth prin ed merely
for portable needs and not solely for
collection that will go up in price,
but those that are merely issued for
sale to stamp-collectors, ,ang which
are unneccessary as regards postal
requirements, will never attaina
high price as compared to many
necessary issues. They cannot rise

in value as the market is usually

— -

soon flooded with these stamps.
With regard to Mr. Brightman's

statement that unused Columbians
will soon rise in value and sell much
over face value: Here lies a fallacy
as any one can see who has had
experience. In the first place the
Columbians are now practically a
drug upon the market; even now
hre copies of the higher values are
selling unused below face value.
Many collectors and speculators
are still boarding up hundreds of
dollars worth-of unused Columbians
waiting for a rise in value, but
which, alas, will probabiy never
come. And n w there are some
collectors who stiil hope for an
advance in value, unused, but this
can never be until something occurs
that will lessen the number of
unused copies now in the hands of
dealers and collectors. The $1.00
Columbian was successfully corner-
ed somne years ago and brought
six dollars; it was considered a
scarce stamp and the collector who
possessed one was thought-lucky.
Since then, however, it has begun

and continues to decreasein value.
The catalogue value for used copies
is $2.50, but at the Clotz auction °
sale, held in New York, Jan. 13,
1900, beautiful lightly canceled
specimens sold from g3c tc $1.20
each. The $2.00 Columbian brought
$1.25 against a catalogue price of
$1.85, which stamp some years ago
sold for four dollars each. Some
of the dollar- values above $2.00
brou_ ht higher prices in u-ed than
in unused condition; as for instance
a perfect copy of the $3.00 Colum-
bian sold for $3.75 unused, and
$3.85 used. Are the above not
good arguments to fully prove my
statemecnts? . ' ;

regular issue, 1899 Japan, etc.,
were really necessary and called for
issues. I neglected to explain my
reason for this belief; here itis: The
issues for Austria and Hungary
were necessary on account of a
change in the currency and the
issues for U. S. and Japan were
called for on account of a change in
color to conform with U, P. U.
regulations.

In passing we note the followiiy
and state it here. We are glad to
notice the failures of some issued-
for-collectors  issues, and which
proved a pecuniary loss to the gov-
ernments issuing them. In 18g8
Grenada issued a 245 pence stamp
to commemorate the discovery of
that island by Columbus. The col-
onial authorities of Grenada have

- since announced that of the 500,000

stamps printed, less than half have
been sold up to the present. In
1898 Portugal issued a set of eight
values, from 2%r to 130r, to cele-
brate the discoveries of Vasa de
(or da) Gama. The printing of the
stamps and postal cards cost 63,-
900,000 reis, or $30,000 in our
money and the sale only yielded 63,-
400,000 reis, making a loss of 300,-
ooo reis or $3,000 in U.S. money.
We only hope that a few more such
tailures as the above will occur to
stamp issuing governments whose
object is to manufacture stamps
solely for sale to stamp collectors.

This will tend to teach them a
costly but deserved lesson and serve
as a little check upon issuing more
stamps; for instance, the-above two
countries have not again tried their
hand at issuing stamps since the
great loss they have sustained with
their last issue.

There are many collecfors who
intend to collect new issuegand are
doing so, and for the benefit of
these I would say: If you must col-
lect new issues collece them in used

condition only,—postally used,
mind you. This is all right, for in
collacting them in used condition
you donot add any direct money
into that country’s treasury, and if

therefore the issue should prove a -

failure to that country there would
be less chance for another issue
soon.

In conclusion let me add I have
never had any intention of offending
Mr. Brightman, if I have done so,
in writing on ‘‘Old vs. New Issues”
In fact I believe him a gentleman
who wrote _as his conscience dic-
tated. I wrote as mine did.

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is however not advisable to im-
mediately rush in for these stamps
as from past experience they will
doubtless be obtainable in a few
years’ time at or under face value.

One of the most interesting
stamps that has ever been issued is
that recently brought out by the
Fins in opposition to the Russians
who have decreed that henceforth
only Stamps are to be used in their
country. The stamps ai2 large
square shaped and totaily black
with the exception of the Finnish
arms in one corner, the value being
expressed on the back of the stamp.
After beirg in use a few days the
Russians prohibited their being
employed and even if the Russian
stamps fully frank the letter they
are always returned to sender when
this stamp is affixed as well. They
are naturally very rare in a used
condition aad even unused are
difficult to procure. 1 obtained a
few from a friend just returned from
Finland and he informs me that the
greater part of the nation are in
mourning on account of the cruel
way in which they have been treat-
ed by the Russians, their little
liberty that was granted them in
years gone by now being denied
them.

Two of the specimens of the Cape
of Good Hope wdod block were
sold at auction last week, realizing
45 and 535 pounds each; both were
very mdxﬂ'erent specimens. At the
same time a U. S. 1869 inverted
centre, fetched £ 22.

The Strand where all the principal
London dealers have their premises
has been all astir lately, what with
Mafekings Orange Free State and
Transvaal V.R.I. and trade in these
is at present very brisk.

I have just received a letter from
a correspondent in South Africa, in
reply to my inquiry for the above

stamps, in which he says that
O.F.S.V.R.1. are fetching 60s, the
set up to 3s. in Cape Towr, and
also states that several of the values
are already obsolete and advises
the purchase of a set without delay.

Although it has been announced
that all Finnish stamps were to be
withdrawn and Russian substituted,
it is now stated that this will be the
case, but the Finnish currency will
be still employed. It may also be
of interest to note that the Finnish
people are very much enraged with
the Russian Gévernment on account
of this and as a result have issved a
stamp of their own, but the Russ-
ians declining to recognize it have
returned all letters franked with
same to the senders and the stamp
has now been placed off nearly all
the notepaper of the various com-
mercial houses as a protest and is
of course not procurable in a used
state, the color is almost black.

It is stated that the Mafeking be-
sieged stamps have been verv eox-
tensively forged and the Stamp.Col-
lectors Fortnightly in proof gives
an illustration ot four of these
stamps all postmarked but undoubt-
ed forgeries. A complete set of
these stamps realized in auction last
week the sum of £39, at the same
time the Maifrking monkey which
sounded a bell whenever a big shot
was fired by the Boers realized
£44-

A new 2 franc French stamp has
been issued provisionally until the
design has been fixed for this value,
this stamp is in appearance very
much like the 4c. and may be easily
mistaken for such as was the case
in a club to which writer belongs,
when this stamp was marked in a
sheet at 4c. and passed by a dozen
members without recognitson. It
is stated that it will only be .issued
for a few weeks. The new stamp
will be of a larger size,

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Colonel Baden-Poweéll has again
been besieged but this time with
letters from philatelists asking for
Mafeking stamips, he has been
obliged to reply through the medium
of the press that nomore of these
are on hand for sale.

The new English 1s. stamp has
appeared and i1s a mixture of the
old one and the 3}4d s'amp. The
price of this stamp is never likely to
be very cheap firstly on account of
1d postage and again the Queen
will not live forever. The 10od
English is another stamp that will
never be very cheap and same can-
not be obtained in this country
under 1d each and are seldom seen
marked at this price; on the Con-
tinent they may however be possibly
obtained cheaper.

It is amazing how few people
have made a speciality of China as
it is a decidedly interesting country
although some of the stamps may
have been issued asa speculation
on the part of the Government, at
-all events good collections of this
country will sell very well at the
present time.

Business is very quiet at present,
most people being away on holi-
days but auctions arc commencing
ncxt month and the coming fall will
doubtless be celebrated with many
new adhereuts to the ranks of phil-
ately, the daily newspapers having
given such prominence to the South
African War stamps and V.R.1. on
Orange Free Statc that people are
giving up looking upon stamp col-
lecting as a mere schoolboy’s fad.

Messrs. Hamilton Smith Co. have
Just sold Mr. Castles’ collection of
unused Europeon for the enormous
sum of £30,000, his used collection
was recently sold for £2,300, and
his collection of Australian realized
£10,000 some years ago.

To commemorate the z23th year:

of the existence of the Philatelic
Postal Union, Levi Berland has
issued a stamp. So far the only
value that has appeared is the sc.
The design is by no means hand-
some, it being a female pointing to
a heap of letters and holding on to

a telegraph post. At first sight

this stamp might easily be confound-
ed with one of those exhibition
labels issued ir. Belgium etc.

The Orange Free State contmue
to realize high prices over here, a
3s recently being sold by a well
known dealer for £5. Sofar, a
very small stock is in hand here,
partially accounted for by the vessel
that sank some time ago off the
Cape, and which contained a large
number sent home by officers etc.

France has issucd a 2fc. stamp
similar design to the other current
values. It is reported that it will
only be in circulation a few weeks

as they are preparing a 2fc of differ-
ent design.

There are 30,000 distinct varieties
of stamps in the world and their
value is estimated at running far
into six figures.

The 334 English is to be printed
no more, as it is now seldom re-
quired.

Mr. Robt. S. Gray a Glasgow
stamp dealer and auctioneer, has

been declared bankcupt and his
business is now advertised for sale,

The following clipping may be of
interest to collectors:—

NEW POSTOFFIT® SWINDLE.

A device for swindling the post-
office has just been discovered at
Brussels. * It consists in pasting a
piece of thin transparent paper over
postage siamps after these have
been affixed to the letters. The
transparent paper receives the post-
mark. When the letter reaches its
destination the transparent paper is
removed by damping, and there is
the stamp unused and ready for
further employment. The practice
has been extensive with respect to
stamps of high value.—Chicago
Record.
