of Bible subjects. Mr. Tinwoîlm was a
poor< London lad, brougbit up) iii 1)01Cty,
hunger, anddirt, chilicf a rrnken father,
early apprenticed to the wheelivrighit trade.
Hlis meother wa; a godly woman, by wvbom
hoe was brought Uiiin the vcry atinosphero
of the Bible. The Scriptures were read to
hirn and by hini fremn cover to cover, over
and over, tili they sank into bis blood and
becaine part of bis very nature.

l'he instinct to carve, and mnonld, and
draw, could not ho represscd. At last lie
found employi-ent i0 the iDoultonl pottery
works and began bis wonderf ni career in
m44ulin4' Biblicai bas-reliefs. Thiese have
won for him groat faine froni the art crities.
S(>me of thiese pieces are of great size. One
panel is twenty three feet long and fine
feet higli. The one given bclow shows the
scemies at the foot of tlie cross, at the awful
heur cf the crucifixion, as the soldiers cast
lots for bis garments.

The apprepriatenes, cf the texts quoted
in the panel belew 'will be apparent to
everyene. We repeat them, as some are
bard te make eut :" Coosider llim that
endured siich contradiction cf sinners
agaiîîst hiiniself." "And the soldiers aiso
mockied lîim, coming to binu, and ofering
him vinegar. " " Now there stood by the
cross cf Jcsus bis Inother, and bis motber's
sister, Mary, the wife of Cleophas. " "For a
sign which shall be spoken against," etc.
