They are very rare, and
unused varieties being nearly unattainable, the
used ones, which are badly obliterated, are the
only specimens left us to examine, which in our
opinion is no casy task. In a sort of oblong
ercct frume, within a cirele, upon which is Sig-
ILLUM NOV.
