ON Many-occasions, since tho advent of the
Jounxay, the proposal has been mado to colarge
its sphero of usefulness, 6o as to includo the Mari-
time Provinces There is-no reason why a journal
published in thaeducatianzl interests of the Mari-
timo Provinces should not besuccessful, and tend
to advance greatly these intercsts.  Our school
systoms aro nearly identical; thero isfrequently an
interchange of tcachers, those cducated iy Nova
Scotia obtaiving situations in the other Preyinces,
and cice rersa.

ELECTIVE CITY 8CH/GOL BO4RDS.

Tho Erening Standard, in an article on irrespoa-
sible bodies, makes tbe following remarks concern-
ing elective school boards for cities:

We have in St. John severnl commissions who
levy taxes on the people but who are only indirectly
responeiblo to the people.  There is the board of
school trustes for instance. This body imposcs
dircct taxes on the citizens of St. Jobn to the
amount of nearly £60,000 The public have not
the slightest contrul uver the expenditures of this
body provided their warrant does not exceud the
amount specified by tho Act of Assembly, and the
legislature in fixing the limit of taxation deait with
At preseat the schoo] trustees
ar. appoiated, part of them by the provincial gov
croment and part by the common council of the
city of.St. John  What right- thoe provincial gov-
croment has to appoint school trustces for the
school district of St John than for any other

district in tho Province bas aever been made clear.
Is it denied that the tax payers of Xt John are any
less competent to sclect the trustees for their
schools than thoso of some *back-woods district of
onc of tha up-nver connticst  Tho time witl soon
cumo when ¢he clectors will demaad from the pro-,
vincial goverament the right to chouse the trustees
of their schools by ballot as well ns their sldermen *
At least that of tho Loard now appointed by
government should be made electivo ,
We do not agree with this view of the case, nor,
is it apparcat that the board of school trustecs, usl
ot present  constituted, is an irrespousiblo body
Tho majonty of the board arc sppointed by the
common council, which is directly responsiblo to
tho ratepayers. It is truc that three of the mem-
| bers of tho board aro sppointed by the govcroment, ¢
) but alwags on the recommendation of the aity re-y
presentatives, who are aguin dirccuy responsibio to
tho tax payers. At present the members of tho
Loard servo without ealary. Thiscould.not bo ex-
peced should tho office bs mado clective. 'I‘hcl

chaoge, then, dues out comuud st as o measuro
of cconomy.

In the United States, where Yoards of school
trustees are clective, tho people aro crying out for
o change. With overy clectivn cumnes a sweeplog
change in the teaching etafl. Political influcnco,
not merit, is tho standard by which appointments
aro made, and the result s Jisastrous to tho best
interests of education, which should be-os far re.
moved from mere patty prejudice as possible, and
ot sutject to the fluctuntions of ward clections.
Teachers in tins Province arc not, as a rule, very
activo politicians, and should their positions be de-
pendent upon their activity in this respeet tho ser-
vico would suffer greatly Bowever incfliciont
they might become they would Le perfectly sccurp
with a little influcnce at their back. That is &
stato of affairs which we would not caro #-‘see irl
troduced in this Province. '

Bomo
persons eay-that it §a botter (o Jet chilldren grow up
with littlo or no tralning, and ultimately thoy will
mako better men and women. In certaln cases, not
in tho great majority, this may bo all right 8omae
children require little or no training oxcopt theex.
amplo set by thelr parents and clders  Others
again require incessant and ekilful training to di-
rect them'in proper patha.  Why is this training

yt The g 1 .tendenoy of youth is to
follow aftcr pleasuro in somo form or other.  Un-
lcss they arc watched they often carry perfectly
legitimato pastimes to excess. Hero, then, is ono
dificulty, Excess in onc leads to othier excesses.
Fach timo an injury ie dono and the fecllng grows,
It i», therefore, very pecessary that someo check
should bo placed upon children even in what
tightly used produces no harm.

If children are brought into contact with evil
ang good influcnces for tho samo length of time, I
think it must be admitted that the greater number
will actually follow tho evil rather than the good.
1t a man starts down hill with a wagon hic will find
that cach succecding stop increases the velocity.
Just eo is it in tho downward course in life If
tho samo man attempta to draw tho wagon uphill,
ho will find that cvery step has to be contested, bo
must battle manfully to the cnd. Likeswiso if we
would lead a good and moral life we must ever be
on tho alert to ditelt onr courso aright. * Thero
scems to be somethiog enticing in regard to evil
deeds  No self-denial is required. The exhilarat-
ing influéhce overcomes us and wo fancy-that wo
are enjoying pleasure unalloyed.

I will nuw endeavourito show eomo points that
require a speclal attestion,

First—Companions cxert a wonderful influenco
on children. Parents, then, should bo very careful
in choosirg playmates for their children. Perhaps
this may scem ridiculous to some, but I emplasizo
tho statement that parents undoubtedly aro the
oLly nersons to choose companions for their chil-
dren  If they fail to exerciso their-authority in
this respeet, probably, beforo many years, they will
820 tho fatal mistake they bave made. I do not
mean to make any distinction between classes inre-
gard to this. The minister, the wealthy merchant,
tho lawyer, and many others of whatare considcred
the higher classes aro just as apt to havo children
that are guilty of swearing, lying, and pumerous
otber faults ds the common laborer or working
man. The amount of monoy a parent posscsses
18 no guido. If a mioister's child 1s of a wilful
disposition, his inflacnce will have moro effect than

‘the samo disposition would in the child of the

workingman,

Second-—Children should be taught to be gener-
ous ard unsclfish. If a child receives u présent of
fruit, for example, it should bo taught, not ordered
or compelled, to divide with other members of the
family. Graduzlly the sclish feoling will dioowt,
and attention to others, which weso much admire,
will grow naturally,

Third—Obedience to those §n authority shoold
be fasisted upon from carly childhiood. We. often
hear pareats say, Icant get my boy to'do a cer.
tain thing, he is so stubborn. Who is responsiblo
for this? Parcat, younow sco the lack of eatly train-
ing, when that will should not have beea broken,
but only guided over the shoals and. rocks in .o
strzight and narrow way.

Fourth—Children should .not be allowed to ask
focessantly if o cortaln thing csn bodons How
often wo seo a child usk to go to & certain placo
and tho parcat at first refuses.  The chlld persists
in askiog, by-and-by tho parcnt says ** gosand don't
bother me," or somethiag of the sort s not tuis
cocoursgiog willulness? A parent should not an.
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swer on tho spur of the moment, but reflecta littlo,
and Jf the child is not allowed to go lct the no Lo
ano. Decislon is the ncceasary clement to Lo used
in deallog with children  When your answer is
given allow no moro dilly-dallying.

Mr. Fisko, speaking of thie lack of gencral culture
in modern lifc, presents a picture of Athens in its
Lest days, when Athenfan culture bad reached ats
perfection.  Ho shows how thelr religion Lrought
them in contact with nature; they lived mainly out
of doors,—tho very stmplicity of their modo of life
and though: giving them Icssons and opportuuities
for culture which tho rush and worry of modem
times deny. Atheoions, instead of discussing the
stock market at street corners, engaged in philoso.
phic discussion, oftcn under such distingulthed
teachers as Socratés and Herodotus. Iastead of de-
riving their Jiterary culturo from bocks, as maloly
we do, mind was brougit in cootact with mlud,
thought was awakened in the public thoroughfares,
stimulated by men of genfussmid tho tincst speci-,
meos of sculpture and arcbitecture tho world Las
ever scen. .

Another proof pr ted for our fdcration is
the fact that in tho text wotks ¢xiant in the Groek
langnago, the art of lilerary expression bas
reachied well-nigh absoluto perfection, which is held
to inilicato a high stateof genceral culture, for before
a'good style can bo writien, says our authors, there
must bo good stylein tho air.
writtea for a public which xosw well how to ap-
preciate the finest beauties of expression, and the
unapproachable lterary excellence of arcleat Greek
books speak for the genuine culwuro of the pev-
plo who were cxpected t0 read thew or hear them
read. Forone of the trucst indices of true culture,
whetler professedly literary or not, is tho power to
express ono's self in precise, thythmical and digal:
fled l8uguage.”

**And this excellenco of tho -ancient books Is in
part duo to tho fact that thoy were nos writfen in a
burry, or amid the azxietics of an ever busy exis-
tence, which makes usmederns uttés strargers
to apy thiog spproaching the lelsurely lifo of the
Greeks,

ia our world whero mammon reigns supreme,
there is little timo for. genuine culture, everything
must b tested by its marketablo value, our ideas,to
keep time with all other operatlons of life, must be
rushéd inlo ptint.  ** Qur Jiterary workers bavo no
chioico butto fall fnto the rauks, and mako mer
chandize 6f thelr half-formed ideas. They must
work without co-operatjon, they must writo in a
burry, and they muss write for those who have no
letsure for aught but hasty ard superficial reading.

But as if to shawe-us into still further imitation’
of the Grecks wo have p !

«d for our pla

tion, a picturs of tho political lifo of Athens which |’

‘n common with all political lifo constitutes ¢ ono
of tho noblest flelds for tho culture of tho whole
man.”

This may be tha ideal result of politcs, but to
what oxtent it is not the effect of modarn political
life isapparent to all. **Tho offect of our modern
politics is that the best men aro.driven 1o disgust
from particination fn the afTairs of atato and theficld,
1s given over to be worked by swindiers and char-
latans.”

But this stato of things did not cxist in Athens.
The frecmen of Athens were not only voters, but
thoy wero themselves the government, cach ono
beivg an office-holder, a Icgistator, & judge. They

 Theso books were | be

both mado tho laws and exccuted them.  Thoy de
clared war, carrlod It on and paid tho cxpenses of
it. ** All of which implics a niore thorough, moro
constant and moro vital political tralnlog than that
which {s Implicd Ly our modern duties of cesting a
bnllot and serving on s jury.”

Of coursy this was the lifo of tho Atheatun, Tho
timo ho devoted to political and phtlosophical sub-
jects dud not have to bo stolen from the timo that
would otherwise bo dovoted to a struggle after
moscy or tho means o carry on the expensivo cs-
tablishments wits, which our legistators, according
to tho spirit of tho times, scem mmpelled to burden
themselves.

But surely with our Increase of knowledge, with
tho moral clovation that must follow the full ac.
ceptance of thoe ideas of Christianity, when tho in-
toxication of material wealth shall cease, womight
hopo for some approack to tho ideal culture which
cbaracterized the ancient Greck and which should,
fn a moro emnfnent degree uuder the more expanded
Ideas of humaa relationship and humaa destiny, Lo
the possession of our age.

“We must substitutea nobler for a meaner strife,”
says Mr. Gregg—a rational for an excessive toll,—
an enjoyment that springs from ecrenity for ono
that springs from excitement only....To cacn time
its own preacher, to cach cxcess its own counter.
actior.. In an ago of dissipation, languor and steg
nation, wa should join with Jr. Cerlyle in preach-
fog the ‘Evangel of Worl.,’ and ssy with bim,
* Blessed is the man who has found his work,--lct
biin ask no other blessedness.””

THE SCHOOLS OF SAINT JOHN AND

PORTLAND $TWENTY.FIVE
YEARS AGO.

The following, concerninyg the schools of Saint
John and Portland twenty five years ago, clipped
from the Glube’s auniversary number, will bo read
withinterest:

*‘ Provious to tho passage of the present school
law, the public echools were given aid from the
Proviucial treasury, but there was no local tax for
their support.  ‘Tho Board of Education was con-
stituted as ot present. Dr. John Bensett belog
then superintendent, On the chango in the sys.
tem, when Mr, T. H Rand became chiuf euperia.
tendeat, Dr Beonett removed to St. John, and
here was appointed city superintendent of schools,
which position hie beld untel prosteated by scrious
itiness in 1881, from which he still suffers, Dr,
Bennett is now a‘resident of Dathousie. The trus.
tees of tho city schools tlien were 7oha Scars, Geo.
Blatch and 3 H. Peters, Esquires. Under the
system then prevailing aid was given to denomina-
tional schools, and Rov. James Quian, James Gal.
Iaygier and Willinm Carvill were commissioners for
tho masagenment of the freo schools io 5t John,
not in conuection with tho Madras board There
is no body now corresponding to the one here
named.

Tho public grammwar school board in the City of
8t, John ia 1861 were: Reverend, the Rector of
Trinity Church, president; His Worship the
Mayor, His Honour tho Recorder, Mon.

Portland—The trustees of Portland in 1861 were
Wm.
