_People who take a conservative view of
things, however, are more or less approhen-
sivo of the money market. They claim that
while ressrves are nmow relatively low, as
yot there has been little demand on New
York from the West and South, and that
guch demand will naturally have a harden-
ing effect on rates. There can also bo no
doubt that Commission Houses and some
of the smaller traders are carrying more
slock than they were a month ago.

This condition of affuirs is reflected in
the loan market, it being easy io borrow
stocks at.rates higher than those oxisting
for call monsy.
