Pooplo who live 100 years aro not 8o very
rarc. Tho deaths of 45 such were reported
last year in England—22 men and 28 women.
Yet, compared to the multitudes who die,
these aro nothing—notbing. Can wo not
keep things from ailing us, aud so live long
as Mrs. Gorton? Yes, if wo wiil tako tho
troubloto doit! Men and women 100 years
old, atill vigorous and cloar-headed, should
boa sight so common as not to be remarked,
und will be yetin the future, Why not so
now? ¢ Ask yourself tho question,” asthe
boatmen say down on the Deal beach.

St. John's French Presbyterian Church.

Fur the Revieso,
HIS church, situated in Montreal, long known as
the Russell Hall Cengregation, is the largest and
most influential church of French Protestants in Canada.
It numbers to day about onc hundred and twenty
members, and contributes four hundred dollars to the
pastor’s stipend, in addition to mecting current ex-
penses. It is composed chicfly of people of the working
classes, with small incomes. They are at present
without a church home, as the old hall has been
demolished, and the ground on which it stood sold.
They are, however, strugghng to build a new church,
and a circular letter has been issued, appealing to their
brethren for aid, in which the following strong and
encouraging words arc used. There probably has
never been a time, in the history of French Protestan-
tism, when greater and more hopeful opportunitics for
cffective work presented themselves  The events which
have transpired in our country, thesc past few years,
have had the effect of arousing the thinking portion of
our French speaking population, and of creating a
spirit of inquiry, which will prove beneficial or dis-
astrous according to the way in whichitismet. There
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are hundreds of young men, and women, and persons
of riper years, who now stand on the border line
between the old system in which they have lost and are
losing faith, and the dark abyss of religious doubt,
scepticism, and all that it leads to. These people are
sufficiently independent to enter a French Protestant
Church, to listen to an intelligent and spiritual presen-
tation of the great truths of the Gospel of the Son of
God. On hearing that message proclaimed, many say
*This 1s what I have long sought for my intellect and
heart.” St. John’s Church has done much in this
direction, while worshipping in the old ‘¢ Russell Hall,”
sold and demolished, because it had beconie too small
and altogether inadequate for the needs of the work.
We are now without a meeting place, and the impor-
tant missionary enterprise committed to our care is
suffering loss. Our new church is half built and the
funds required to make it possible for us to complete
the structure, so as to enable us to use the building or
our religious and educational work are lacking. Our
new church edifice will cost Si13,000. We have ex-
pended about $3,000; the Presbytery authorized a loan
of $4,000, and another $4,000 will be required to finish
the church. Of the amount raised, the congregation
has given over $2,000."

In connection with the new church, there is to be a
school-room for the French Mission day school, and
another for the Italian.  Also, the Italian congregation
is to worship in the same building. Any assistance,
which any of God’s children may feel prompted to
render, should be sent forward at once and would be
most gratefully rececived. We feel assured that the
Treasurer of the Board of French Evangelization would
be very glad to acknowledge any moneys transmitted
tor this purpose.

The Responsibility of Parents.

Professor George Adam Smith conducted a special
baptismal service in Free St. Matthew's, Glasgow,
Sabbath Nov 15th. In the course of his sermon (text,
Proverbs iv 10-12) he called attention to the intimate
and cffective bond which exists between the soul of
cvery little child and the faith and character of its
parents, to the infinite love of God the Father Himself

to cvery little child, and in consequence of these the
awful responsibility of all to whose faith and character
God has entrusted lives which He so dearly loves.
Procceding from this, he emphasised the following
pomts: (1) That the great requisite for the religion of
any people is the sincerity of the parents; (2) that
parents must exhibit to their children in their life the
inwardness of religion, and (3) that it is from parents
that children derive the impetus and cnergy of their
character. Nothing but a truc sincerity will stand the
inspection of children. \Vhile you are explaining all
you can about God from His word, all the time they
will be reading another meaning from your life and
daily conduct.
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The North West ‘Synod.

THE Synod of Manitoba and the North West Terri-
tories held its twelfth meeting in Winnipeg last
week and scems to have had no reason to echo the
complaints now and then nearer home that Synods are
a fifth wheel to the coach. 1n three days during which
the sittings continued were packed with information
and legislation. In Home Missions there was very
apparent a feeling of unxiety lest the advances in
work should go beyond the anticipated decrease in
revenue for the year. Gratefnl mention was made of
help from Scotland and Eastern Canada. A whole
evening was devoted to Home Missions and the
speeches were of a high order. In Indian Missions
appreciative reference was made to the visit of Mrs.
Harvie and Mrs. Jeffrey of the Toronto W.F.M.S,, an
account was given of three new church buildings which
with the close of the building scason an almost com-
pleted and speeches were made by Messrs. Hngh
McKay of Round Lake, C. W. Whyte of Crow Stand,
and John McArthurof Bird Tail. Manitoba College
reported an attendance approaching 150 and expressed
gratitude for help in the past summer session. The
staff for next summer's theological session includes the
following outsiders : Dr. Scrimger and Prof. Ross of
Montreal and Prof. Orr of the United Presbyterian Hall,
Edinburgh. In contrast with the general note of
advancement the Convener of the Committee charged
with the raising of the annual $3000 nceded for the
Theological department of Manitoba College confessed
that the fund was several hundred dollars in debt and
asked that his resignation be accepted. A new Com.
mittee was chosen and an attempt will be made to
regain lost ground.

The non-sectarian public school system is being
carcfully watched over to prevent tampering with the
legislation which allows the reading of passages of
Scripturc and the use of specified forms of prayer. An
attempt to sccularize the system was checked by anti-
cipation. The attendance at the Synod was a good
deal larger than cver before: thanks partly to the
choic of Winnipeg as the mecting place—a place the
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most conveniently located and the most suitable too
for reasons of personal or business convenience—and
partlv because the Synod has adopted the method
of cqualizing the travelling cxpenses of its ministerial
members. The average this yecar amounted to $s.00.
Those whese expenses amounted to little or nothing
contributed to the central fund the difference between
their expenses and five dollars and whoever had paid
more for his railway fair had the excess returned to him
from this fund. This was the first year the fund had
been in operation and it proved- very successful. The
meeting was characterized by an excellent spirit from
Mr. Wright's very suitable opening sermon on Tuesday
cevening till the benediction was pronounced on Friday
cvening.

Is it Possible,

Is it possible that any man who desires the advance-
ment of morality, virtue and religion, can be found, to
advocate the Sunday newspaper? Is it possible that
a minister of Jesus Christ who is set apart to do all he
can to help forward His Kingdom in the world, can be
found, to uphold the Sunday paper? It seems incred-
ible, and yet such is the fact. In the Episcopal Church
Congress, recently held at Boston, the majority of
ministers present, during the discussion of this subject,
it is said, argued in favor of it, taking tht ground, that
the Sabbath is a feast day, not a fast day, that the
Sabbath which is the most sunny alive, and full of light
is the holiest, and that the Sunday newspaper, * with-
out detaining the few who seek the highest heaven,
saves millions of poor souls from listless stupor, or
igncrant pastimes by drawing their interest in the
world’s daily life to an ampler reading than work days
permit. It is their one book, their museum, theic art
gallery.” And this notwithstanding the fact that the
Sunday newspaper contains hardly any religious read-
ing! A pious layman stated in the Congress, that he
had examined some twenty-one of these newspapers,
gathered from ten.chief cities of the United States, and
that only two out of the whole number had anything
approaching serious reading, Mornover, he had found
by actual count, that onc of these papers contained half
as many more words of reading matter than the whole
New Testament. No wonder he added ; ‘¢ the present
Sunday paper is lowering, not clevating. Every for-
cigner coming to this country observes the fact, and
every true man, be he American or foreign born,
laments it.”

And yet there are even clergymen defending it!
A majority in a Church Congress! Such a thing has
never occurred before so far as we know. Here and
there, it may be, that a munister, having a mistaken
idea of the matter, or being of a rationalistic turn of
mind, may have advocated the Sunday newspaper.
But almost every Church Assembly and Conference,
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, has mourned over the
existence of this, as an evil of growing magnitude, and
onc which meditates against the observance of the
Sabbath, and against religion. And such is the case.
But the evil must be resisted.  Already as stated some
time since in the ** REVIEW,™ a couple of Sunday papers
have appeared in Montreal, both printed in English,
which are hawked about by boys, even at the very
church doors, much to the annoyance of the worship.
pers.  We trust that this device of Satan may. not
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obtain any headway in our country. We earnestly hope
that our Christian people will do their best to discour-
age this impious form of Sabbath desccration, and
maintain and perpetuate our holy Christian Sabbath
unimpaired to the succeeding generation.  ** Remember
the Satbath day to keep it holy !

Knox College.

The recent celebration of Knox College Jubilce
brought that honored and admirable institution very
prominently before the Church, and awakened an in-
terest in the work of the colleges which it is not too
much to hope will for long bear good fruit. Thecorner
stone of the success of such a seminary is its thorough
equipment for the high work it is called upon, by the
necessities of the Church, to discharge., Unless the
funds are in a satisfactory condition, then no matter
how earnest or able the teachers their cnergies are
crippled and their usefulness is largely diminished. It
is therefore—considering the matter from this practical
point of view—with satisfaction we find the Board of
Management of Knox College taking the Church into
its confidence by a statement of the condition of the
funds of Knox College, and an appeal for better sup-
port. The circular printed in full is as follows :—An
impression seems to exist in many quarters that the
revenue of the College is now sufficient to meet the
annual expenditure. This has resulted in a very con-
siderable diminution of receipts from congregational
subscriptions. The income of the College is derived
from two sources only. These are the interest from the
endowment fund, and the annual contributions from
congregations. It may be explained that, from the fall
in the rate of interest, the income of the College derived
from investments has for some years steadily decreased,
and the prospects are that, from the same cause, the
income will continue to diminish. Some time ago seven
per cent. interest was obtained, and now first-class
securities cannot be had tc yicld over five per cent. On
an invested capital of say $200,000, this means a loss
of $4,000 per annum. The moneys received from con-
gregations instead of being made larger in order to meet
the increasing deficiency in the income from the endow-
ment fund have, unfortunately, largely diminished.
The following figures, giving the amounts received from
congregations, shew how serious is the decrease in
these contributions :

1891, - - - - - 36,227 82
1S92, - - - - - 5,608 00
1893, - - = * - 5,000 00

The Board of Management regret to find that not a
few congregations, apparently influenced by a mistaken
idea as to the financial condition of the College, have
cither withheld their former contributions or diverted
part of their subscriptions to other channels. The Board
arc anxious to correct the prevalent misapprchension,
and take this method of letting the Church know that
the present income from all sources will fall far short of
meeting the ordinary expenditure.

At no period in the history of the College has its
teaching facilities been more largely sought by students
than at present. The educational advantages of the
University of Toronto attract yearly grcater numbers
of students, a very large proportion of whom are Pres-
byterians, and many of whom have the ministry of our
Church in view, Other Churches have éstablished

their Theological Schools at Toronto to provide for the
training cf their Theological students who seck their
literary education at the University, and it becomes a
necessity for the Presbyterian Church to maintain a
fully equipped Theological Seminary in connection with
that seat of learning. As matters now stand, however,
the income of the College will not suffice to pay even
its current expenses, far less to provide for the main-
tenance of the College Buildings, or any increase of the
staff.

The Board had hoped that the College might have
been relieved at the time of the Jubilee, of the mortgage
debt of $26,500, which proves so hecavy an incubus.
Comparatively few individuals or congregations have
responded 10 the appeal then made, and the interest on
a mortgage of $20,000 still remains a heavy charge on
the income. The financial situation gives occasion for
grave concern to the Board, and_they trust that the
Church will awaken tu the necessicy of largely increasing
its annual contribution to the College. Wm. Mortimer
Clark, Q.C., Chairman ; Wm.

Explorationsat A very interesting report of recent work

Jorusalom. comes from Dr. Bliss, who is at present
conducting excavations for the Palestine Exploration
Fun in Jerusalem. He states that he has found at a
depth of a few feet, the foundations of a wall, which
may be those of the actual first-wall of the city, and are
certainly on the site of that wall. In the course of the
work he had uncovered three large square towers. He
had also found a gateway, the door-sill of which was
still in site with the holes of the door-posts and the
holes for the bolts. The sill was four feet above the
ancient-paved wood which passed through the wall at
this point, but on digging deeper, he found, four feet
below, and therefore on a area with the ancient road.
the sillof an older gateway. These discoveriu:s are
contributions to the Jerusalem problem of the grcatest
value. Of less importance, but still very curious, is a
discovery reported by Herr Schick, who has found a
postern in the north wall in the exact spot where the
leper's gate is placed, by writers in the twelfth century
—a fact which seems to show that the present position
of the wall is what it has always been, and that the city
never extended farther north than this wall

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The Missionary Moderator's Veiws,

Rew. G. I.. MucKay Describos his Visit to his Paternnl Homo in
the Scottish MHighlands,

Most of the readers of the InesuyTEnriay Ruview are aware
that De. G, L. MacKay, tho well.known misgionary and also tho
Moderator of tho Preshyterinn Church in Cannds, lately visited
Scotland.  Withn view of giving our readors the honefit of i)r. Mae.
Kuy's observations in the land of tho heather, our correspondent
futerviowed him, Ho found the Doctor in oxcellent health and

spirits, and reandy to anawer any questions that might be put to

him on tho subject of his lato visit.

Q.- ** What part of Scotland did you visitt"

A.—** My stay which extended only over two months, was con.
fined altnost wholly to Sutherlandshire, Scotland. I spent two
weeks in Dornoch, and preachod in the Freo Presbyterian church
in the afternvon, and lectured in the Iree church hall in the even.
ing Thoscrvices in the morning wero i Gaclic and conducted by
the pastor, Rev. Mr. MacDonald. RRev, Mr. hennedy, son of Mr,
Kennedy, who was pastor to many old Zorra people, 18 still living
and preaches occassionally.  ‘T'he congregation 1s Iarge, us large as
any in Woodstock, and a considerable proportion of tho Gaclic con-
gregation is mado up of fine stalwart looking scamen from the
neighboriug village of Emnbo.

Q. —**1s thero an organ in Dornoch church?

A,—The Doctor, who was pacing the room, suddenly stopped,
lifted his hands, looked amased. and without directly answering the
question, exclaimed with much emphauns, **There's trouble ahead,
thero is as yet,” continued ho, *‘no organ in Dornoch church, but
the subject is being keenly ngitated to thoe great myury of the
spirituality of the people.  On tho part of the young there is a
strong determination to use the instrument in tho service of song,
whilo on the part of the olderand moro conservative members there
is an equally firm determination against the innovation. Both
partics, of course, appeal to conscicnce.”

Q. - ** What about tho use of the hymns "

A.—*'There arc no hymna in Dornoch Free Church and v many
of the Highland churches they will not oven tolerate the para-
phrases.”

).—To what cxtent is this true of the other churches 27

A.—~*They have both organs and hymns m most of the congre-
gations of the Established Church in the Highlande and in many of
the congregations of the Free Church in the Lowlands.” ¢ What
struck me,” continued Ur. MacKay, ‘a8 remurkably strauge, was
that the bymns ars universally used in the Sabbath school and that
without tho lcast opposition on the Kmrt of anyone.”

.—* What about the singing?’

A.—"*Well,” said the Doctor after heaitating a moment, *¢it is
just what it wasin Embo thirty yearsago.”

Q.—**Did you visit any of the churches in the Lowlands 2™

A.—*Yes, 1 attended o servico in Free St. George church,
Edinburgh, to hear the great P'uritan divine, Rev. Dr. Whyte,
whom I mot 24 years ago when he was agsistant to Dr. Candlish,”
The Doctor was greatly charmed with the singing in Dr. Whyte's
church. Dr. MacKay belicves that all the people should take part
in the service of sony, and ho thinks that selecting a number of ghc
best gingers inachurch, organiziug them intoa choirand scparating
thein from the rest of the worsluppers, tends strongly tosilencethe
voices of the people and to lead them practically to point to the
choir perched away, perhaps, belnnd the pulpt, and to say, * There
arethe singers lct them attend to that service. ™ *Of all 1 have
scen,”” said the Doctor, ** in Scotland, Canada or the United Statcs,
the systen of conducting the praise service in Free St George,
Edinburgh, pleased methe most, A large choir sat an the centro
of the church as a part of tho congregation and not distinguished
from the other worshippers. There was 10 organ but when the
Paalm or hymmn was given out, the leader of the choir rose in the
front pew turned rottnd so as to face tho choir aud congregation
and all the pcovlc rising to their feety, praised the Lord. It was
grand.  And then Dr. Whyte preached in all 1ts s:ml)licity and
nower, the glorious old gospel of ’anl and John Knox.®

Q. —*What about the apiritual condition of church?”

A.—Hero Dr. Mackay was visibly affected. ** Ah,” said he,
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‘‘tho hounos aro vory many nul very dry. Tho spiritual stato of
the church in the Highlands is not at nﬁ what I had hoped, The
peoplo aro biting and devouring ono another, and tho church
is being conscquently consumed. The dow of divine grace does
not descend during nstorm,  Apart from the agitation over organs
und hymus, there is intense bitterneas of fecling, oftun between
membors of the same church, beeause of what is known as the
Declnratory Act 1862, of the Goeneral Assembly. Fhisact simply
declares that certrin forms of doctrinnd expression in the contcs.
sion of faith need not Lo interproted as binding on the conscience
of the church.  The doctrines themselves, it is claimed by many
are in no way changed, but only the form of oxprossion softencd
andmodernized. The controversy has nlronde’lcd to tho disruption
of :\ folw congregations, and ons cannot predict how far it will yet
exteml,

Alrcady tho dissentients at Rogart have left the parent church
and have lormed a disunct organization claitning to bo the origina’
Freo Church.  Whon this new congregation at Rogart, lately
abserved the Lord's Supper, thero were hundreds of lfliucmiema
present from all the neighbouring country.

A {mmph]et has been 1ssucd called tho Deed of Separation, and
signed by a number of men who werc atill late miniaters or cldera
of the Freo Church.  This pamphlet breathes quito sufliciently tho
odium theologicum, and enumerates in dotail tho various steps of
what is call the down grade. It loudly cails upon tho people to
leave tho Free Church, as being no longer the church of 1843, thé
church of Dr. Chalinersand Hugh Miller.”

**Itgricved e much” aaid the Doctor feelingly, ¢ to witness
tho present distracted state of the Free Church in Sutherlandshire.
Such coldness and spiritunl death. Men ficrcoly Sghting for forms
of expreasivn, but scemingly indifferent to the great spiritunl truth
of religion. When s‘)caking there, I was glad to boable to say
that in Canada wo had but ono Presbyterian Church from the
Atlantic to tho Pacific.”

Turniug tho conversation from religious to social questions,
your correspondent inquired into the present condition of the
crofters or sinallland tenants.  ** Their condition,” was the ready
reply, ‘‘isconstantly improving, and contrasts most favorably
with the condition of the churches. The old, low stone hovels
thatched with hieather broom or straw, will soon bo matters of
ancient history. Wherc these once oxisted, now beautiful neat,
clean-cut stone houscs can bo seen, covered with slate, in the glens
and on mountains sides all the way from Edinburgh to John
0'Groat, where I spont a night.”

Tho crofters aro Jdelighted with the Franchise Bill passed by
the Jmperial Parlian..nt, and securing for them fixity of tenure
Pay your ront, and no duko or landlord can now turn you out of
hotise and hone, as in the days of the fathers.  The present Duke
and Duchess of Sutherland “are rapidly winning golden opinions
everywhere.  \When in Dornoch 1 had the great pleasure of hearing
the Prime Minister of Great Britain, Lord Roscbery, and at his
sido sat the Duko of Sutherland.  About 200 persons were allowed
into the Hall. Ina bricf speech, Lord Roscberry stated that the
Duke of Sutherland was now prepared to offer the land for sale to
t!m crofters, on most reasunablo terms ; and added that he con-
f'dc{?:d the Duke ono of tho best land proprictors in all Scot-
and.

*“‘Embo is my father’s nativo place, and when there, 1 was
intonsely interested in witnessing the Duchess of Sutherlandshiro
laying the corner atone of a pier. This work when completed will
by an anspeakable boon to the brave fishermen, whose wives during
tho past years, have had to wade in water up the armpits, gettingthe
hoats containing their husbands out to sea, and then bncﬁ to o rock
as a placo of safe landing. All the people belonging to Embo carry
their water for domestic purposes from a well onc-half mile distant.
This well is still calle({’ Sconaid Daiblkidh {(Jannet David) well,
after my grandfather. My cousin is now working theland from
which, many years ago, my father was evicted. As with thoJows

and Palestine, the sons of Highlanders are egain taking posscssion
of the bonuio stratha and glens of the land of their sircs.”

‘It seems to me," said De. Mackay, bringing the conversation to
aclose, *“ It scems to me after going through the Highlands and
Lowlands, that what is more needed than nnfthing clscis a great

spiritual awakening such as only the Holy Ghost

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can produce. And this,” added ho with emphasis,
““is what you most need in Zorrn, in Woodstock and
throughout the whole Dominion although yon may
think you are more zcalous than some others,”

The parable we have before us 18 the first of a group of seven
spoken at this time, illlmratim,i tho great truths concerning the
Kingdom. They present to the Biblo student a progressive shetch
of this present (fispensution up to the time of Christ's return, and
conscquently to realize their full meaning, should be considered as
ascrics.  Tho Muster spoke from a fishing boat to a great multi
tude, and probably within sight find an illustration of His address
in the person of some sower.

Tnr Paranie Exeraayep, v 9-15.—We have in our parable
four points that demand our consideration; the sower, the scod,
the 8dil, and theresults. 1. The Sower, v, 3. ** He that soweth
tho good sced is tho Son of Man,” records Matthew in his version
of tho pnrable, (Matt, xiii. 37) ; but to-day the sower is the man,
woman or child whorepresents the Masterhere.  Not only ministers

and cvangelists, but all who live the Christ life. 2. The Seed. _

Chirist says it is the ¢* Word of God.” The comparison is apt and
beautiful, The seed within o narrow comnpass contains wonderful
possibilitics for growth and reproduction ; so the Word of God in
the bricf space of a few lines i8 posscssed of infinite powers for
development and the propagation of its blesscd fruits. We may
sow the Word by both speech and life ; ho who lives the precept .
of Christ in silence, may sow more fruitfully than he who in
cloquence deelares them from the pulpit. 3. The Soil. It was of
four kinds. (o) The Vayside. Hard, beaten ground on thesurface
of which lny the aced, to be seized upon by any passing bird.  So
is often the human heart. Hardened by the sun of prosperity,
trampled by the feet of pleasurc and guin, thr word fa{la upon 1t
unhecded, and lost to the first foolish thonght or carcless suggestion
that enters the mind.

Such is the condition of many upon whose cmotion the gospel story
acts, and who rejoice unthinkingly beneath tho influence of a
passing mood ; but thore is no depth of soil, and tho first blast of
the tempest or scorch of the sun proves too much, and the new
life withers and dies under trial or temptation. (¢) Thorny ground.
Perhaps tho condition of heart thus pictured is most common of
all. How many Christian’s we ¢ce whose spiritual life is deformed
and weakly, beneath the cares of wealth or lack of it, of pleasure
and distress. How many Christians influence is cramped and
ruined by a love of pleasure ; how many lives that should be beauti-
ful for God, aro made bitter and useless by wealth or want,  With
too many of us is this thecase. May the loving Gardner of our
lives uproot the hindering thorns and plant instead some fmagrant
flower that will blosom to His glory. (d) The good ground. 'Taank
God there is muse of good ground in the ficld than of all the others
but it is of vary:ng quality. Some brings forth a hundred fold
and some less, but all bears fruit. Theege arc they who sincerely
hear the Word, and cultivato with patience its influence in their
lives. 4. The Results. Wo would but notice that the resulis
depend upon the ground. Ineach caso tho sower and sced were
identical, but the soil was different. This implics great responsi-
bility upon them that hear.

The hindrances come from two sources ; without and
within, and the greater are from within. Our natural disposition
and tendencies, opposed to God and right-living, areobatacles over-
come only bv the power of ‘the life nnplanted in us at our new
birth. '1‘il s {ife gaven room and opportunity to grow will soon
remove these hindrances by its own power of displacement; but
the difhiculty 18 that we do not gave 1t room, and cherish the very
obstacles that threaten to make wreck of it. Thus there are
pleasures which sap our Christian vitahity and destroy our mfluences
for good, such are Lmdmnccs the removal of which depend upon
our own freewill.

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THE NORTH-WEST SYNOD.

‘Tho Synod of Munitobu aud the North.\West Ferritories met in
Knox church, Winnipeg, on tho 13th 1st, and was opened with
scemon by the retiring Moderator, the Rev. Peter Wright of Portags
Ia Prairie.  Mr. Wright's strong tigure, his clear and ringing voicu
and his symputhetic manner give him the external qualitications of
a tine preachier, and his serinon was one which deserved goud
delivery, Tho text was ** Yo shall receive power after that the
Holy Ghost is como upon you, and ye shall be witnesses unto Me,
both in Jerusulem, #nd in” Judea, and in Samaria and unto the
uttermost parts of the carth.” “Che preacher described the work of
the Spirit and the tnal triumpli of the Gospel in the world. He
aoticed tiest tho extension, alt embracing, all comprehensive char-
acter of the plan indicated in the text, sccoudly, the power by
which this great plan is to be wrought out ; he spoke of love 1o n
personal Clhiristand the holding np of a personal Christ as the grand
auspiring power.  1n a practical conclusion hie pointed out that in
some sense we are all witnesses for Christ ; and dwelt upon the
results alrcady accomplished, particularly bearing testimony to
woman's devotion to foreign missions.

Herc arc some crumbs from the feast which the Syaod enjoyed:
Speakiug of the work accomplished by the aid of the Spirit of God,
Mr. Wright said ** Paul, in spite it would scem of physical impedi-
ments, so preached in the very centre of Roman culture—the cul-
turc of Rome's golden age—as to turn tho world upside down as
his enemies alleged, though it was Paul's splendid contribution
towards tarning the world right side up.”

** Now though a systematic giving of, say, one tenth would bea
vast improvement on the method by which most of us dispense
our Christian beneficence, and if generally ndopted would cause a
rcvolution in our missionary work, yct even that isnotan adequate
viow of tho case. It has sprung, perhaps, from a isconception of
the Old Testawment doctrine on the subject of Uithes. God did not
renounce all claiin to ninc-tenths of His people’s wealth. The
aystem was rather a grand national object lesson, by which the
Jew was taught that he and ali he had belonged to God.”

After speaking of the | ing of mission fuuds owing to
financial depression, he said, * We look to the Christian women of
our Church 1n this hour of anxicty and peril. One of the most
hopeful features of snodern missicrs is tho inczeasing devotion of
women to this noblest of causes.  Within the last decade she has
imparted to our Foreiga Mission work a radiaut beauty and an
iatenser life, and in coming years she is destined to play a still
more conspicudus part.  Never was thespecial adaptation of woman
t0 work fur Christ in spheres of vast utility so appreciated and
prized as norw, and s01n0 of the st impdriant phases of Forcign
work cannot be carried on without hier aid.  No monopoly of Lliss
was given to thosc women who ministered to Jesus on carth and
looking on whom He gaid ‘these are My sisters.’ Many of our
Church’s daughters have gone through a course of mental traimn
and study that they might lay their lives thus eariched unﬁ
bexutified on the altar of entire consceration to Christ and have
gone furth to foreign lands to tell the old old story of Jesus and
His Jove, Their _graves multiply in every clime and their onc
ambition in to lead souls 10 Christ, won by the waving torch of
their own womanhood—women represents the heart and very
largely the conscience of Christendom.  Love, with her, kindles
judgment and a noble parpose ripens into rapture, and out pours
itsclf in passion.

** And yetin thisvery devotion may Yieasubtle danger. Should
it ever come that all the shining fervor and stimulating enthusiasm
of our Cliristian women are withdrawn from the genera) work of
the Church’s beneficence, cven 1o Le enlisted in 50 holy a zervice as
prosccution of forcign missions, then will paralysis and decay
xcize on other departments of our work bringing inevitable and
antimely loss to Foreizgn Missions ton.”

On motion of Rev. Dr. Bryce, scconded by Rev. Ir. Robertion,
Rev. James A. Carmichael, of Regina, was unanimossly elected
moderator for tho cnsuing vear.

Oa Wedacsday thequestion of equalizing thetravelling espenscs
of members attending the Syned was introduced : and, after some
discussion, the following resolntion was pasyed on motion of Kev.
Dr. King:=That in regand to the matter of oysalizing the travel.
ling expenses of members of Syzod, it is the desire of tho Synod
that it shonld apply to all membeis in attendance 3 hat before
applying it to the clders present on this occasion the Synod desites
to I*ow the mind of the cldera themselves on the sobjcct.

An application was reecived fram the Winnipeg Preabylery for
leave ta tako applicania on trial for license, in view of the length
of time which intcrvances between the closing of the theological
acsaion of the collrge and the meeting of Synod; the Preshyiery to
report jta action in cach caso to the next smeceoding session of
Synod. A rowolation was passed on motion of Rev, Joseph IHogg,
granting the leave asked for, not only totho Winni Presbytery,
hatmaking it generaliy applicable 1o all the Presbyteries within
the boundx.

A proposal 1o chango the time of the mr.ecd:ng of the Synod from
November to May wax made b;: Rev. Mr. McRinley ; bataflter dis-
cussion is was defoated, recciving only nine voten

Mr. Colin H. Campbell presented & written veport on Charch
law and order, and addressed the Synod on points in connection
tharewith. He pointed ont that ina Torrens title there was =0
ordinarily shown that any property in held in trnat; the committco
on law and properiy had, with some dilfienity succeeded in ohtain.
ing Icgislation in Manitolm providing for alrowing in the title to
charch property that it is hicld as sach ; Unt in the territories and
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in Britisn Columbia no such provision existed. Tho danger of this
state of things was shown by tho fact that in British Columbia
certain trustees had sold the church property without authority
from tho cougregation.

Chicf Justice Tuylor spoke of the wnatter as oneof great import-
ance. e believed the chango which had been mado in Manitoba
was working perfectly well. ~ Q. his motion Mr. Campbetl's report
wusg receaved ; ho was thanked for his services; tho committco on
law and church property wero instructed to continue their efforts ;
the Moderator was authorized to sign a petition to the government
urgaug the wish of the Syned, und it was ordered thut the Synod
of British Columbia be communicated with and asked to tako cor-
responding action.

Rev. e, King gave notice of a motion that the Synod deems it
scasouable and important to aflirm 1ts eatisfaction with the fact
thut an unsectanan system of cducation hias been instituted in the
Province of Mauitoba, and that the Synod would deprecate any
change 1 the present system of operation which would forbid the
use of the Scriptures at the opening or closing of the scheol when
the trustees so desire.

On Wednesday morning Home Missions were discussed.

Rev. Dr. Robertson, 1n presenting the report, stated that o leaf-
let had been printed by the Committee setting forth the most of
thic facts an connection with the work in \Western Canada for the
past year, This loaflet refers to the extension of the work during
the year, thy hindranzes in conncction with tho operation of the
unssion ficlds, and necessity of larger contributions if the work is
to be fully cstablished and sustained. The leaflet utates that the
miasionaries of the Church last year preached the Gospel west of
Lake Superior in ten languages, the Home missionarics in six and
the Foreign aussionaries in four.  Tho report dealt with the statis.
tics for the yecar, showing that the gain in missions was 9, in
families 827 and 10 numbers 726, The Home Mission Cominittec
of the General Asscmbly has given very large help to support the
work, the P’resbytery of Winmpeg receiving for the year ending
March 3ist 1ast, $3,504 ; Rock Lake, §2,463.50 ; Brandon, §1,461;
Minncdosa, 84,300, and Regina, $6,590.20. The Committeo paid
for the year ending Scptember, tothe Presbytery of Superior, $335;
Winmpeg, $1,730 ; Portage la Prairie, $997 ; Glenboro, §335 ; Rock
Lake, $1,037.50 ; Mechita, $1,280.50 ; Brandon, $159; Minncdosa,
$1,735 and Reguina §3,705.  The Superintendent forthe information
of the Synod, gave the figutes for the Synod of British Columbia,

- which includes the Presbytery of Calgary. Calgary received
$4,135.90; Kamloops §4,005.30 ; Westminster, §2,570.33; Victoria,
$§1,830 ; inaking 2 total for tbat Synod of §12,567.535. For the past
half year the amountsrecaived were, Calgary, §3,4585 ; Kamloops,
§2,005.08 ; Westnnsier, $1,366:48; Victoria, $916.28, giviug a
total of §7,77640. The amount contributed by that Synod for the
fund wasonly $§950. Summing up the figures for tho whole coun-
try west of Lake Superior, it would scem that the Home Mission
Committee gave lasy year §30,886 [or salarics and a further sum of
{5,743 for travelling expenses, and reccived only $3.174.  For tie
half year ending Septemnber 30th hoth Synods received $19,444 Lt
was atated that a large increasc in grants for the past half yo3 * us
comparad with the corresponding half year of 1893 was due to the
prevalesce of dronghts and floods in certain parts of the west. I
was stated thatin the whiole Synod there were forty-one xcll-sus.
tuning congregalions, nincteen angnicaled congregations, 112
missions and cleven Indian missions. . .

In presenting tho report for augmentation the Superintendent
referred to the charges mnade in the rogulations goverming the fund.
The mummutm atipend notw is to he $T00 in Oatario foranordained,
unmarricd ministes, and {500 in Manitoba and the Northwest : if
lic requines a honse 850 additional; if marricd, in Ontario, the
galary 13 3750 and a hounsc; in Manitobz and the Northwest 850
and a housc. Where the cont of living is exceptionally high, the
Committce 13 empowered to increase the salary. Synods in the
west arc enjomned 10 appoint Committecs that shall revige the
grants asked by Presbytenics, and take cvery landable measure to
sumalatc anterest in the augmentation scheme among the congre-
gations. Theaugmentation fund is heteafter o be managed by a
commitice scpamate enlirely from the Home Mision Commitlee.
The augmeatal congregations in the Synod reecived from the Come
mittee last year for malaries 33,517, and for the past half yar,
$1,570.  The total contrilintions for the fand, from the wal were
only §1,097. ..

The report on the Home Mission work referred to the heary
cxpense it connoction with the remoral of studenta; and the
Genceral Assembly is now going to ask av many students as possible
to renain twelve o cighteen months in the misxion field, and pre-
forenre s 2o begiventolonglermatudentsin the futore.  Reference
was also made to the valuadle service rendered by Rev. C. W,
Gorden 1o both these funds Ly his adrocacy of the claims of
Western Canada in Great Britain and Ircland. It wosld scem
that same ferty congregations and individuals in the mother Jand
agread o give, some for threo ycars, some for ﬁyc Yeats, 3umx
ranzing as high as £30 csch for the sapport of xpecificd missions,
The srport Teferred to this very op&ormne aid, oycwdly in wtlime
v iinancial stringency and when the demands of tire work wero
larees than cver before.  Of the amonnt received fmm Britain it is
propored thiat 25 per cent. be devolod lo aagment congregationzl
work, and 75 per_cent. to Home Misxion proper.  Mr. Gondon
repotial his wo:{" eirectly 10 the General Arsembly and received
tho thanks of that venerable conrt; but the Commillee recom-
mended that thoSynod place on record its appreciation_of his
servaces and Lender him it thanks.  Mr. Gordon was appointed a
medinm of communiction hetxcen the mixions to be aided and

Chetty of Madras, and Mr. Wellinkar of Bombay, have attracted
considerable attention.

TO MY THOUGHTFUL MISDU FRIENDS.

Deanr Frigsps,—When ono's mind is full, hecannot holp open.
ing 1t to his old friends. My conversion to Christianity has been,
what overy true conversiou is, a complete change ot the whole
beang. The Now Man, has has sapplanted tho Old Man, without
bringing thoughts many of them too decp for words. The roots of
our laith aro necessarily hidden from observation, for they lie in
that testitony of the Spint which is silent to all bat to him whom
itaddresses. Thisis the ultimate ground of our fuith—au” thiais
just what cannot be explained. At tho same time it is possible to
show the chief land markson the way thac has led us to joy and
hope. It may be that some will be thus ivduced to cater upon the
search which though accompanied with much grosning, ends, by
God's grace, in the discovery of the priceless pearl of Lruth.
These brief letters are an attempt to show tho priaciple stages by
which I have been led in God's inercy to iny prescat belick.

Do we or do wonat need a religion?  Not the simple name of
religion but a living rehgion swhich shall enter every thought,
every word, cvery act; m a word a power that suall guide
us along the difticulv way of life. To-day let us bricfly con-
sider this question. I shall content mysell with urging a single
consideration, in this sctter. Every oducated Hindu, however
sceptical, admits that henceds tho name of religion. He thinks
that it is necessary for him, aud it is hisright, to bo considered
** A Hinde ' not aaly in the scuse of a Hindu by nationality, but a
Hindu by religion, \Whatever may be his viewsanad doubts regard-
ing Hinduism, he feels, hc nceds tho name of it. But what is a
name without the reality corresponding to it 2 What is then the
rcality which this namo of Hinduism represeats for these edacated
men who delight to call themselves Hindus? In other words is
Hinduism inany scnse a real, hiving, austaining religion to than?
1 think an honest inquirer can only havs one answer to this ques
tion, viz.~J!t1snot. A religion is something which is fully belicved
in as ciernal and unassailable truth.  Dear fricnds, ask yoarsclves
the question, how many of vou believein Hinduism; or leaving
Lelicf alone for a moment, tell e whether you can make to your
own conscicnees, an honcst answer to the question—**Wihat is
Hinduism?”

Do not doceive vourselves by drawing distinclions between
** Popalar” and ¢ Philosoplical™ Hindaism. Such a distinctionis
in itsell o confession of woakness and doubt, for therocannot bea
popaler and anotber philosophical religion, a religion for the
masscs and another for tho classex. There is no such thing as
“Yopular Christianity.” God's Truth is oz¢ for all men. Any
special mecting the cducatad classes may pat into Hindaism canaot
have to them the authority of religion—what they have invented
for thcit belief they may qaite casily dishelieve, Men'simaginings
cannot have the convincing power ol anything which purports i
bear the scal and superseriplion of the Moat High,  Which arc the
inspired books of the Hindus, which is the la:wo for their faith,
what is their Canon? Somosay tho Vedas arcinspired and arc
the sole Iaw of the faith of the Hindus.~Many very conpetent
men deay this; and how many cducated Hindus bavo made s study
of the Vedas, or can give a_consistent account of their teaching?
Can the Vedax then bo for Hindas Uicit o:rn biook, the gnide and
solace of their daily lives? Can they possibly vecupy for them,
the place which the Bible occapys in Christian lil= throughout the
world? Men wanl something antkoritative. Something defnite
and positize a3 the basis of their faith.  If these remarks arotmue,
{and Iarm convinced that no hoacst inquirer will dispute their
trath), it follows that Hindaism lias no anthoritative scriptares
and heing without these cannot claim that belie! which is of the
craence of religion. 1 omitted to refer 10 a 1vcent inveation of
some of my educated Hinda fricnds that tho Bhagvatgita s the
inrpired book of the Hindus. Thiais a new claim for iz, and asit
iz not gencrally st up, I need not consider it.

Indeed Hindrs show by their conducy, in different ways, that
they have no faith in Hindnism, whether "m " or * phile
sophical"—but this aspect of the question, 1 1 consider in my
next lettor.

‘The reading and adoption of tho wivutes was followed by the
President's addreas, which was a very abloand thoush il resume
of tho work dozo during the year.  Very encouraging reports were
read from thoseveral Auxilivriesand Mission Bands in the Presby-
tery of Barcie,  Mrs. Barkerof tho Mcthodist Womun's Missionary
Socicty, und Miss Stewart of St. James Woman® Auxiliary, pre-
sented greetings from their socicties.

The address of welcome, delivered by Miss Chiristio of Orillia
wasuuch appreciated by all present.  Mrs. Smith of Bradford, on
behalf of the socicty madea very suitable reply.

The v ports of tho Presbytenal Society, read by Mrs, Needhawm,
Secretary, and Mrs. Stevenson, ‘Crcasurer, were received nith
great interest and found to be very cucouraging, showing greater
zeal and a more carnest cffort on the part of the Auxiliaries and
Dands than ever before. The following isan cextract {rom the
Secretary’s report s—

** 1n tooking at our wark from all points of vicw, your Secretary
rejoices to report not ono famt-hearted Ausiliary or Mission Band
on record this year.  Of the forty brauches camprisingour Society,
cight have been organizea thns year, four Auxiliaries and foor
Bands, viz—Auxiliarica at North Bay, Penctanguishene, Guthrie
Chur:l, Oro.; and Central Church, Aitchell Square; and Bandsat
Duntroon, Guthrie, Tottenham and Central Church. OQur Yresi.
dent has sought to inpress these newly organized branches with
the unportance of the work, and that on wowan aloue lies the
condemination for its nun-fulfilment.  Apart from organization;
no preshyterial visitation was deemed necessary during the yeer.

‘Cwenty-one Auxibaries, numbering 364 members, and 75
meambers of the General Society - nincteen Mission Bands with a
membersup of 385 and 20 mewisers of General Socicty, given
total memberstup of 919 and Y5 members of General Society as
against lasy years figures of 767 and 92, Our average attendance
reaching even to 446, All the socictics, except two, report gencral
members.  Que Auxthary records a lifc member.  Qur coutribu-
tions thus year mark signal progress.  The total revenue received
being $1,26:2.67, of which $367.U5 was raised by the Mission Baads
showing them to be really interested workers.

thousand more references. It comprises no
dictionary of the Greek and Hcbrow lan.
guages nor other material aside fromits main
purpose, but it does _include references to
cvery important or sigoificant word in the
Blible, only pronouns, articles, and similar
words being omitted. The book is conveni-
ent in shape, and the page clearand sightly.
The caption words aro in full-faced letters,
the figures referring to chaplers in full
faced, and the verses in light-faced type,
thus making it possible to work rapidly and
with sbsolate accuiacy.  Allwords including
proper names and appellatives aro in onc
list, and for the first timo the letters IandJ,
U and V arc properly distinguished.
