Tfle dcficiencv of accomt
modation at Westou, and the desire on the part of the College authorities te) have
ail thte resident school-boys under anc roof, first surgested the idea of a renioval
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to~ Whitby, whorô it was understood. a building of' suflicient uv'n for thn puirpoqe
could be procured. Thia supp ositiou proving iàcoýrrec4. proposais wvere gubse
quently made froto Niagara, Port Hope, and othor places-Port Hope being
oventually selected as the future "locale" of the sehool. This decision wis
arrived at both froto considerntions of the wvell.known healthiness of the town, its
central position, and easy ucccssibility fromto ill parts of tho country, as also by
renson of the liberal ofl'ers of help and encouragement proposed by the town8.
people. 1>ending the question of removal, a local cOoflaettoo %vas orgnnized there,
under the chairmauship) of the 11ev. Dr. O'bMenra, Rlector of the ?Parish, a sub.
seriplion list was opencd, and the ofFrr finally toade te the Colloe of a largo and
commodious boarding-house for the masters and resident pupils, witli a separate
building for class-rootos, free of rent and taxes for three years.

The School. Boardiug-house is beautifully situated on hfighi and rising ground, nt
a distance of about threc.quarters of a moile froto the town, and aiffords accommoda.
tion for froto fifty to sixty boýyts. Eight acres of lanîd are at prescrit attachied to
the bouse, which will give ample rooto for cricket anrd play grotinds. As the
lease of tbe adjoining property expires in April next, a larcrer extent ton thpn
be secured) if it is thouçht desirable.y

The School Classes wvili bt' held in a building formerly occupied hy the County
(Jranimar School, which has since been thoroughly ronovated and put iito a
corepleto sente of repair.

Rsidonttpupils will be under the personal, supervisgion of the Head Master,
assisted by tree resident Masters, by wvhom their eveniug studies will ho directed.
The household arranzeinents and home.comforts of the boys will be attended to
by au able and experienced Lady Matron.

Boarders are req uired to provide thewnelves with blankets, shoots, pillow-slips
and towvels ; and ai the boys aire comipelled te, wear the school-cap, iwhich can be
procured in the town at a very tooderate cost. It is particularly requested that
parents would send their boy s to school with their clothing, linen, and other
requisites, carofully and clcarly markcd.

AIl the boys %vill ho rcquired te attend prayers ut tho openingý and closing of
the dy' school*work. Ou Sundays, morning and afternoon service wvi11 ho held
in the Cyhapel, at ivhich resident pupils wvill bo requýired to be present. Sunday
schoo1 will be hpld for theni aller the Sunday nlorning prayer.

The rules which go-,eriî the School and its niembers, have been drafted by a
comniittee appointed fur the purpotie, and nîoir only aivait the sanction of thte
g.)verning body. Tho end aimed nt by these rules, and the general government
o? the School, wiil be to mako Triîîity College School, as far as possible, a repre
seutative in this country of Etiglish Public School Educatiori, moral, intellectual,
and physical.

'MISSIONÂRY MEETING-INTEiESTNG AlDDiU',,.

A meeting was held in the Mugie Hall, last evening, for tho purpoïe utf hcaring
an atidress by the Bishop ef Rupert's ]and, on tho stato andi prospects of the'
Churcl inî that regîin. The Biahop ef Toronto presideti, and we noticed the fol-
lowing gentlemen on the platforni-Prof. Wilson, Dean Grassett, Rev. Mr. Gis-eus,
11ev. Dr. Scadding, Prof. Kingstone, Mr. G. P. Pridoux, andi Mr. S. Taylor.
[ho hall was iveli filleti, a large nuinhor being iin attendance. .After the prelimi

nary exorcises, the Bishop of lorento introduceci the lectuirer inî a fcev appropriate
roinarks.

1 11 I3ishop eof Rupert*s Landi, after opressing his pleasure in meeting the
audience and adtiressinig thom on the subject of the werk and prcspects of bis
iocese said that Binding it necessary te go to the mission eof Moose Bay, he
concludeti te cerne on te Canada, andi attend the Chnrch cf Englanti Snoti-anti
the Convocation of the American E psicopal CLurcli tlîis Fall. Canatilans ivere
cOnsiderably interested in his country, as it wonld, ne doubt, bo ultiinatcLly nnitecl
to Canada. The people,of Rupert's Land loolied te, Canadians for their fosteringe
care in building up thoir Churches, andi developing their institntions. Ot.hcr
churches were putting forth efforts iii this direction. Tht' qenmor ininister et' the'
P'resbyterian Churcli visiteti Canada Iatoly, andi obtainod considerable nid. The
gletioînination hati three ministers in the country, the Wt'sleyauis five or six, anti
the Roman Catholie Missions were as.sisted froni this country. In the States the
Eastern Churches supporteti Mission Cherches inost liberally, and fonnided
cehleges in two Western States. Rupert's Landi coînprised the wvater-shed of'
Hudbôn's Bay, anti was a territory of' %ast extt:ut. One of the twventy.thret'
Cývrgymen iii hls; Diocese wvas distant fioni hii :1,000 miles, se that it wvould take
hlm one ycar anti a half te visit hini andi returti. Thei d['ýrict of 'tiis Clergyniaxi
was larger thau the wvhole of Canada. The ivork of thc Church was ef a two-t'old
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character. In the lirit piace ho 8haîîld give nome ncecount of tho Indintis, andi
aftérwards say sometliing in respect 10 tho coloniets The Indians numhercd

soe70,000 ta -80,000. .Tliey worct nearly ail in a saage condition, andi liveti
by hunting and fîtthing. Their religious côndition ras heathonieni, but tlîoy dia
flot ivoniî inge-'. Althoug h they helieved in a grcat Spirit thcy had neo idea
of the attrihiiîes of' the truc God. T'he mont horriti cruelties wore somotiiaeé
practised amongst tlî',ni. T1heir oid lienple vrero otten ilieti morciy to gel riil
0f inai;-.ininfr tiien, andi lie houard of an in.4tance îvhoe a yoin g roman wa put

Shortiy
arterwards an Inditi Missioni wasttîinded b y Archbishop Cochrane, near Lake
Winnipeg, %vhiere tîtere is i ow a protiperous Indian Parishi witli aL 51010 thurch,
ýamrsnago anti sliool.hiioîo. l'le Indians thero had. mostiy setteci doîvn li,
tarmuîîg, and were very cortfortuble. Thrc years since the lecturer took it
lengtiîy joîîrney tiiroîgi hi4 l),ocesc sliortly aftor his arrivai, during which ho lielid
twoive confirmations. Otie or tue largest missions thon visitoti ias that of Cumi.
borland, where, although the Indiaiis arc vory poor, $20 watt contributeti at te
offertory towards defrnying expeîises ai the missionary %work. These gis wer,
mostly in kind eonsistiîtg of fuî's, &r. Amîon- othor articles they recoived three
piugs of tobacco, (lauglîter.) Tlwre ivas an Iuîdiati Clergymian at tUis Station.
At Touclowood 1is, ont the ?, alie journey, %ve cinîfirmed fifty. The folloîving
sumimer ire madie a. jouiiey froîn Fort (iarry ta York Fîîctory by open boat-il
distance of 700 miles. Nearly ail tie Indians at York F.actory were Christians.
There were fortv-thiree chiltirci iii tho sehool thero being tauglit to i'ead tho scnip.
turcs ini t Cree liagîie. 11hs third jaurney iras uuîdertakeui to Moose Bay, andi
ho watt delighited ivitit bt' condition of the Missions there. Bey. Mr. Hardon is
a model înissionary, ant ihati transflated the prayer book andi four gospels mbt the
Croc language. At Rupert's Hiouse, 120 miles from Moose Day there wus
no resident Clergymani. The Indiauis îvho hati obtained a knowlodge of the truth
from aIliers convertcd by the nîissioîiaries. \Ve confirmxeti eihty-soven,atthîût
station. Trhe Indiatîs icaru to rend the Cree alphabet ver qui ck y, and ca ike
thonîsolves acquainîti with it iii a fowv daiys. £8 %vorth obuk8 ivere purcbased
by the Rupext HIousýe Iîtiians ini two or three years. The mîissions boîween Lake
Superior anti Red River were lesti prosperous, owing ta the profusion îvith îvhich
liquor watt stîppiiet the IindiLns b;- traders. i£ho colonists of' Rupert's Land ivere
principally ta o befuid iii lte Ried River Settlement. There wero about 10,000
inhahitiints timere. or vieusi perhaps 1000 ivere pure white, and a large number of
mixed breeds. Fort Garry 'vas about tho centre af the seutlement. àlany of the
colonista irere oIf French Canadian descent, andi belongeti ta the Catholie Chureh,
andi a large number of tic remainder belongeti to the Cliurch af Engianti. The
soit of the territory w-as goati andi the climate lîeakthy, muchi reseinhiing that of
the Provinîce cf Quebee. A p ofua locusts bi dcstroyed a large portion of
the' crops this yeaî. The pirinciptal dràîvback ta the seutlenment cf tue country iras
its isolation frein civilizeti lufe. There ivere three thoologicai students ut St. John's
College, thirty-se-veîî iii the Collegiate Sehool. It %vas nieccssary to train up the
natives for the work, anti for this purpase, the college hati beon establisheti-for
îviceh lie asked thoir asisistance,. The speaker resumed his seat amitist louat
applause, nd a collection watt thon taken iup.

Prfesser Wilson, socoîîded hy Mr. Ridout, moveti a votc af thanki ta the
lecturer, which watt carrieti unanim'ously, and the m:eeting broke up. -
