We have had Pau-Anglican Synods; we havo
had Pan Presbyterinn Councils; last summer the
first [nt2rnational Cungregational Council was held
in Londun, and now we have the second in the
soties of Ecumenical Dethodist Cenferences,
What do these large world-gatherings indicate if
not the growing spirit of Protestant unity 9 Many
may despair of the final unification of all Protest-
ant bodies. There does not scem to be much
likelihcod that the four points proposed by the
Protestant Episcopal Church will be accepted in
the near future, but sumething practical in the
direction of Christian unity —if not Christian
union—is more than likely to grow out of these
great international gatherings. There is a great
work in Christian unification needing to be done
botween the members of the various denominational
families. The cunsohidation of Presbyterian
branches, of DMethodist brauches, of Baptist
branches, must come before the ultimate question
of the union of Protestant bodies can become a real,
practical question.  So many branches of the
Preshyterian persuasion imply a waste, a wanton
division. Moethodists and Baptista have multiplied
their denowinational families excesstvely; and it is
one of the great uses of the poriodical meeting of
such a conference as that in \Washington to show
how needless and how haraful such divisions are.

1. — DPresident Milligant, in his Schemo of
Redemption, page 53, says : ‘ To give life to any
substance it must be properly united to eomo living
and lifc-imparting agent. And to work death in
any subatane s it mnst be separated from said agent
hy the destruction of its organization or otherwise."

T'his is so folly in harmony with tho teaching of
the word of Gnd on the sabject of life and death
that we casily reach the conclusion that spiritual
life is the union of the soul with God, the foun-
tain of all life ; ani that physical, or aniwmal iifo,
is the union of the soul with the body. Hence, a
spititnal death would be the :eparation of the soul
from Grd.  You that were sometime alieuated—
geparated—and enemies in your mind—soul—by
wicked werks. Col. i, 21. And physical, or
snimal death, is the separation of the soul from the
bedy. ¢ This night thy soul shall be required of
thee,"” Luke xii. 20, is equivalent to saying, *‘ To-
night thou shall die,”

To which of those deaths did God rofer when
He gaid to Adam, * For in the day that thou aeat-
est thereof then shall surely die?” It could not
have been a physical death He meaut, for Adam
did not dio such a death in that day ho ate of the
forbidden fruit, but lived for nine hundred years
after this,

As alionation, or separation from Gud, brought
about by ¢ wicked works,” is spiritual death, for
such are spoken of as being ‘‘dead in trespasses
and sins,” Eph. ii.1; and as in no other sense did
Adam and Eve die on the same day that they sin-
ned, we conclude that tho death involved in the
threatened penalty was a spiritual death, or sep-
aration of the soul from God. In this sense Adam
and Eve certainly did die the same day they viola-
ted the positive command of God, Gen, iii. 8.

2—1In Rom. x. 13 we read: *¢‘Whosoever
shall call upon the namo of the Lord shall be sz ved,”
But in the very next verse the Apostle goes on to
say: ‘‘ How, then, shall they call on Him in whom
they have not believed? and how shall they beliove
in Him of whom they have not heard 1" From this
scripture it is ovident that tho sinner must hear
tho Gospel in order to believe it, and he must
believe it in order to *‘call on the name of the
Lord,” and he must call on the Lord in order to be
saved. Again Paul says, I Cor. i, 21: ** It pleased
God by the foolishness of preaching to save them
that believe.” And the Great Commission says:
‘¢ Go yo into all the world and preach the Gospel
to overy creature; ho that believeth and is baptized
shall bo saved,” Kternal life is only promised *‘to
them who, by patient coniinuance in well doing,
seek for glory and honorand immortality.” Rom.
ii. 7. This sooking can only be dome by the light
of the Gospel of the Son of God, *‘ who only hath
immortality.” How important, then, that the
Gospel sheuld be preached to those who kunow it
not, that thoy may be led from darkness to light
and;from tho power of Saten into God.

3.—By turning to the first verse of this book
of Malachi, it will bo scen that the words of thig
prophecy are uddressed to Israel; houce, the pro-
mised ‘blessings and threatened judgments must be.

understood to have their fulfilment in this people.
Aud not only is the book thus addressed in the
boginning, but nearly the closing words are an
oxhortation to this samo people to ¢ remember yo
the law of Moses, my sorvant, which I commanded
unto him in Horeb for all Israel.” Again, ‘*before
tho coming of tho great and dreadful day of the
Lord,” which ¢ should burn as an oven,” when all
the proud and they that do wickedly ‘‘shall be
burned up,” so ‘ that it shall leave them neither
root nor branch,” Elijah the prophet was to be
sont to Israel, Chap. iv. 5-6, who should “‘turn the
heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart
of tho children to theo fathers,” This prophecy
was fulfilled in the coming of John the Baptist,
who came in the spirit and power of Elijah. ILuke
i, 16-17.

Since thon this prophecy of Malachi was spoken
particularly to the children of Israel; it would bo
a strain on the laws of Biblical ihterpretation to
take this verse under consideration, Chap. iv. 1,
and place it fulfillment amony any other people
than the children of Ieracl, and at any other age
than that to which particular reference is made in
the prophecy.

Nor are we to take the words “burn,” “stubble,”
“‘root and branch,” literally, but rather as symbols
of the great judgments that were to come on Israel
for their wickedness, We have in the second verso
of this chapter the Son of God symbolized by the
““sun of righteousness,” ‘‘with healing in His
wings,” and those that fear His name as ‘‘ calves
of the stall” that grow up. Fire, in the languago
of the acrigture, signifies fierce destruction. “*For
bshold the Lord will come with fire "—**¢ to renuer
His angor with fury and His rebuke with flames of
firo,” Isa. Ixvi, 16, From all of this it is very
evident that whatever lessons of warning and com-
fort we mway get out of this acripture, by way of
illustration, primarily it meant the judgment com-
ing on Jerusalem. The destruction of thia city
aud the scattering of the children of Israsl thereby
was the fulfilment of this prophecy of Malachi iv. 1.
This is so fully in harmony with the facts in the
caso and with the further teachings of Jesus on the
subject that we see no room to doubt that this is
the correct interpretation of this prophecy.

Dear Sisters,—You havo seon by the last Ciiris-
TIAN thot at the annual meeting thero was organ-
jzed a Foreign Missionary Society, at which meet-
ing a'letter was read from Sister McClurg, Secretary
to the Ontario Christian Womusn's Buard of Mis-
sions, urging upon us the importance of foreign
work and asking the sistors of New Brunswick and
Nova Scutia to co-operate with them, they being
éapacially intorested in China.

The sisters all seemed anxious to take up this
work, but Japan being dear to the hearts of our
people, ospecially those of Nova Scotia, on account
of the memory of the late Sister Swmith, who gave
Yier life to tho work there, it was decided that if
we could unite with tho Ontario sisters, and still
work for Japan, that we would do so.

We have communicated with Sistor McOlurg,
and in answer she says: ‘ We will gladly have you
work through ua for Japan, as Jesus died for those
of Japan as well as China, and there are some of
our poople who will unite with you.”

Dear sisters, we feel that this is a work that
should be taken up by us. And shall we not each
try to assist, even if but in a very humble way, in
converting those benighted lands to Ohrist? The
iack of interest in foreign work, in our churches, is
not so much due to indifference as to a lack of
knowledge as to the needs of those in heathen
lands. A letter has been sent to Bro. Smith, of
Japan, asking for information regarding that field
and any suggestions that wou'd be he'pful to us,
One of our sisters has siit that as we are so
anxious to impress the imp rtance of the great
commniission on others, we shonld be very careful
that we do not ourselves ovetlink the first part,
requiring that we go into all the world preaching
to every creature. We would usk every sister to
help us in this work, by trying to awakun an iuter-
est in her church, by collecting, or in any way that
may seom beat,

Sister MecOlurg suggests that our childran help
in educating a Chinese boy whom they have udop-
ted. She says that if the childron will take up
this work they will try to give us a special ubj e
for our money. They are trying to adopt anorher
child.

Children become very much interested and a
good work could be done through them, either for
.China or Japsn.

We are especially anxious that this work should
not in any way interfere with the Home Mission
work, as at the present that is demanding much of

»our medns, yet we do feel that since this good
tiews of a Saviour’s love has brought such joy and
“peace and blessedness into our lives we shculd be
willing to pasa it on to others less favored, even at
- the cost of aome sacrifice on our part. There is a
- great responsibility resting upon us, as Christians,
since through us the darkness of heathen lands is
"to be ‘dispelled, if dispelled at all. I hope that
‘we may each feel this responsibility snd do all in
our power to aend light into some of the dark places
of the earth,

As the Disciples regard baptism as a burial with
Christ and alsv a resurrection to waltk with Him in
newness of lifo, they do not intend to bury any one
in water until he has died to sin by his faith in the
death of Christ, If this is dune it is a mistake and
such a ono is not turied with Christ. In this, as
in all other cases, death precedes burial and burial
the resurrection, Su the Scriptures plainly teach
baptism is a pusitice rather than a merel institution
of Christ and derives all its virtues from the will
of Him who has appointed it and not from the
olements used in its obsorvauce. The virtue which
healed the bitton Jews was not in tho brazen serpent
but in Him who commanded Moses to raiso it and
commanded them to luok omn it. The virtue which
healed the Syrian loper was not in the Jordan, but
in Him whose prophet told him to bathe himsolf
sevon times in the river. So with every positive
institution of God. It isright, because Ile has com-
manded it.  And it is the channel through which
His promised mercy and power will most certainly
flow to the obedient believer. Baptism is not an
excoption,

The Dieciplos teach those who are saved by the
graco of the Lord Jesus that they are not their
own, but are bongkt with a price and ure to glorify
Gud in their bodies and spirits which are God's.
‘To this end they are referred to the Lord's porsonal
ivstiuctions in the sermon on the mount and other
places and to the letter which the Apostles wrote
to the saved. They are oxhorted to continue in
the Apostles’ teaching, in fellowship, in the broak-
ing of bread and in prayers. They are tauzht that
by watchfulness and prayer and by the study of
God’s word they will be sostreugthened as to over-
come the world and gain others to Christ. 7They
are warned against neulecting tho great salvation
and departing from the holy commandment deliv-
ered to them.

The Disciples believe firmly that the Old and
Now Teataments contain (God’s only revelation to
men respecting human duty and destiny. While
thoy believe the Old Testament to be God’s word
as woll as the New they recognize this ditferonce
between them. God, who, at sund-y times and in
divers manners, spake in times past to the fathers
by the prophets, hath in these Jast dags spoken
unto us by His Sen. (Heb. i. 1-2). They do not
believe that o has spoken to the Jewish fathers

. by His Son, but by the prophets, nor that He has
spoken to us by the prophet, but by his Son, We
have the great benefit of hearing what He said to
the fathers by the prophets. Some of these instruc-
tions are suitable to us and some are not, But all
was suitable to the fathers. He has spuken to us
by His Sun who is the very brightness of His glory
and the express image of His person and upholding
all things by the word of Hispower, The prophets
and pious fathers desired to see one so bright and
glorious, but died without the sight and God has
spoken to us by Him. The New Testament is the
Disciples’ perfect guide and the Son of the living
God their peifect teacher as well as their com.
plete Saviour,

The Disciples now, 98 of o0ld, cumo together on
the £ <t day of tho wei k to break bread. (Acts xx.
7). They rogard the Lorl’s day and the Lord's
supper as the two commemorativo institutions of
the Now Testament, one pointing to tho Lord's
death and tho other to His resurrection, and thoy
meot overy Lord’s day to romomber both and to,

worship the Fathor through Him that liveth and
was dead. They invite all to partake of tho Lord’s
supper whom the Lord declavesin Fis last cominis-
sion shall bo saved. If the propor officers aro
present they preside at the Lord's table, but if
accidentally absent the church decides who shall
lead as in other orderly worship. The abaonco of a
wman does not prevont thom from romembering their
Lord’s death,

Ono peculiarity of the Disciples is thoir belief
that all the children of God should be united in one
body in Christ. They beliove sectarianism to be
sinful—that Jesus prayed for the oneness of His
people because iv was not only desirable bot possible,
They believe that there are Catholic or common
grounds on which all who love our Lord Jesus
Christ can unite without tho sacrifice of one truth
or one principle of Christianity, and they are not
without hope that very large multitudes of God's
people will yet sce and embrace common ground
aud abandon that which is sectarian and be united
in one body in Christ. Believing that such union
is desiruble and possiblo it is their desire to hold
aud advocate Catholic or common ground and they
ask all candid Christians to examine their principles.

I. The ~aME on which all true Christians can
unite is not a scctarian, but a Catholic name.
A Mothodist could not reasonably ssk a Presby-
terion to give up the latter and take the Methodist.
nmae. “‘It may suit you"” he would justlyreply, “but
I always liked my own name better and why should
Igive it up " Naither could a Baptist reasonably
ask one or both of these to give up their names and
be called Baptists. The same is true of Episcopa-
lians and of all such names. Their vwn people love
theni, but others do not. But suppose the name
of Christ is mentioned, or the name Christian.
There is nothing offensive in that name. The
Mothodist says: O, I profces to be a Christian and
I can seo nothing wrong in boing called a Christian,
Ask him, Do you give up any truth of the Bibie by
being called by that name? Does it destroy your
spirituality? or interfere with your drawing near to
God through Christ? And to every such question be
must answer no.  So of every other intelligent man
that loves the Saviour. He will answer, ‘It can’t be
wrong. 1f wo are truo Christians that is tho main
thing, and no name is better.” Well, the Disciples
hold that name and wish to have no other but
Christians or Disciples ¢f Christ. They were first
called Christians in Antioch, when national and all
other distinutions were ignored and Jews and
Gentiles were gathered into the fold of Jesus.
“But,” say~ one, *‘Is it not selfish and arrogant
in pou to take that name? and do you not thereby
condemn others who are known by other names
although they are as pious and true as yourselves?”
We answer our motives are not seltish or to con-
demn others, but to be right ourselves. Tt is right
to be called Christians, for you claim to be one. Is
it wrong for us to be Christians? Certainly not.
1f all are not satiefied to be called Christians and
nothing else, can that be n resson why we.should
not ? If I happen to live samong neighbors who do
not practice family worship and [ still read the
Scriptures and pray daily in my house, would any
one impeach my motives and blame me for doing it
to condemn my neighbors] I would do it to be
right myself and would be glad for my neighbors
to do the same. So in the case in hand. We
accept the name Christian because it is right and
not to condomn others, but rather to encovrage
them to be right also, because it is the name and
the only namo on which the people of God can unito.

{I. Al Christians can't unite on a sectarian creed
Tt would be unreasonsble for one man tv ask
another to take a human creed and give up his own.
But it would be quite reasonable to ask others to
give up every creed but the Bible, All that love
the Lord have a high respect for the book of Go
and are ready t~saw. ¥ haliawq the Bible and holj

it a8 the true oreed, Woell, the Disciples hold  tho
Bible, and no other book, as o binding croed, and
they ask others to accept the Bible and no other
orced. This is common ground, but any othor
creed is sectarian and can never unite God's
childron,

But, says ono, all do not interpret the Bible
aliko and thero must be somo standard of inter-
protation in shapo of a ereed. Woll, the same is
true of human creeds. All do not interpret them
aliko and they neod a standard of intorpretaticn
also, and these standards would need other stand-
ards, otc., otc.

The Bible is a plain book which Gud has given to
man to guide him and by which He will judge man
at last.  All may not intorpret every part of the
Bible the sane, but oll can undorstand hie dnty by
stndying it and all the intelligent and guod wil)
agree to make the Bible their creed, I8 is common
ground.

I1I. Baptism has comwmon and sectarian grounds.
All who believo in baptism at all agree that the
immersion of a proper persvu is Christian baptism,
Tho leading men of a1l communions acknowledgo
this. No mun or body of men worthy of notico
deny this, It is common ground. The Disciples
holq this firmly. Somo say that sprinkling is also
baptisin; others, that it will do instead of baptism.
Others deny it altogerhor. Sprinkling has been
always in dispute since its introduction. This is
sectarian ground.

Again. Nono denies that a true belioveris a
proper subject of baptism. This is common ground
and was never in dispute. Some say that infants
are proper subjects, some say all infants; others
deny this and say ounly infants of believers, while
othors deny that auy infants are proper subjects.
Ever since its intruduction infant baptism has been
in dispute and will ever bo until it is abaudoned.
Men will not agree to bo buund by that which is
not onco named in the Bible. In all this the Dis-
ciples hcld the common ground and reject the
sectarian,

They claim to hold the grounds upon which all
thav love the Lord can unite. But if thoy are
wrong in anything they hold, and any ono can from
the word of God show that wrong, their principles
bind them to abandon it. They have no other
standard but the New Testament to guide them and
they will regard any persou whu shows them by
that wherein they are wrong as their best friend
and the discovery of thei: mistake as a most happy
circumstance in their history., Such are the
sentiments of the writer and it is bolieved to be
the sentiments of the Disciples gonerally.

We have noticed that when good people are near
their end how close they wish to get to each other.
How little they think of human creeds then and
how dear the name of Jesus scoms to them and His
wotd and those who love the Lord, and how often
have we wished that this had begun much earlier
in life.

The real union of (iod’s children has mors to do
with the heart than even with the head. The
Scriptures plainly show this. The closer men are
drawn to Jesus the easior it will be for them to
uanito.

Bro. O. D. is after us on organization. Who he
can bo woare unable to sco.  But wo should judge,
by the careful reading of his lettor, that O. D. is
intended for Odd Disciple, His interpretntion of
L. Cor, xii:12 (the passage we gave in our former
letter) is tho oddest Bible oxcgesis we over saw.
Whe but O. D. wonld ever suppose that becauso
thoe apostlo was talking about spiritual gfts in that
chapter, that he was not also showing the unity and
combined organized coundition of the Body of Christ?

Let the reader turn to that chaptor and read from
the twelfth to the twenty-seventh verse, and seo if
he does not agree with every commentator oxtant,
that the Apostle isshowing the relation and union of
the members of the Church of Chnist by the natuial
body, that each member sustaina the samo relation
to each other as do the members of our body.
MacKnight, in his notes on this passage, says:
**The apostle ntimated to the Curinthians that
what he had said coucerning the order, the situa-
tion, and the office of tho members of the huwan
body and the umion which sv®1ists among thewm,
and the caro which they have for each other, wore
all applicable to the wembers of tho Church of
Christ.” Clark, in his comments, says: ¢ Though
the human body has many members, aud though
it be composed of a great variety of parts, yot it is
but one entire system, every part and all the
members being necessary to the integrity and com-
pletoness of tho whole.  Su is the church, the
Body of Christ.” With this agree all the com-
mentators, Can we wonder that our Brother, in
the light of theso facts, and against the education
of the world, saying that tho apostle had no refer-
ence to organization, would sign himself 0, D.?

He says theroe is no forco in what we said in
regard to tho inconsistency of those who oppose
the Y. P, C. E. and at tho same time faver the
Sunday school. e notice that there was force
enough in it to bring out the admission that those
who favored the Sunday school violated their own
principles. To avoid the force of the inconsistency
he is compelled to class the Suuday school with
other societies and call them all ‘“absurdities.”
Let those who oppose socioties make a note of this,
and understand this now, that to be consistent
and to avoid absuidities they must, according to
Q. D.’s adwnissicn, oppose the Sunday school.

It is niot necessary for us to repeat our position
relative to the sccietics being a betier condition of
church organization as al} that has been said against
it in O. D.’s reply is hia assertion that it is a
“groundless assumption.” This is logic (%) and
argument (1) that ie impossible for us to answer.

Now, we come to O. D. Disintegration, the
entire destruction of the church. He is not
satisfied in robbing us of the Sunday school, Lut
mwust take froin vs the church also. Read curo-
folly the following: ** We commit ourselves en-
tirely to apustolic precedent in ovangehzing, and
avoid all ¢ plans’ for which there is no *thus saith
the Lord.’” XNow, tell me if you over saw any-
thing more odd from a Disciple? With this view
it weuld ko impossible for a church to exist.
Where would we meet to worship? We have no
““thus eaith the Lord™ for building meeting
houges. Then, again, what tume in the day will we
meot. Where can we get a *“ thus saith the Lord”
for the hour to meet? What will we sing out of
as we have no authority for singing bouks 7 What
kind of dishes would wo huve at the Lord’s table,
wood or clay? What attitude at tho table, sitting
or veclining? What kind of lighta? What kind
of stoves? Aund what about many other things
that are absolutely necessary in order to worship,
and without which it would be impossible to sus-

this anti-plan idea is, as wo aaid in our formor let-
ter, anti-soriptural, anti-salvatior and anti-church,
Wo aro aafe in saying that if Br . O. D. is n wor-
shippor of tho Lord he does it by ways and plans
for which he has no apostolic precedent or ¢ thus
saith the Lord,” Here is seen again that wondor-
ful jewol, consistency, condemning othors for the
very things of which we are guilty, How plainly
wo can seo tho wisdom of our great Teacher in His
lesson on beams and motes.

Qur Brother is afraid wo are sipping a little of
the Babylonish wine. I confess this woeuld be bad,
but what is still worso is the drinking of something
strongor than wine, for then wo get into such an
unfortunate condition that we think everybody are
stageering and going wrong.

In reading the following, “Thore is no longer
that uuity and fraternal feeling which characterized
Disciples of our Lord years »go” we concluded O
J did not enjoy his company; that he must be
among a poor claes of Disciples, He ought to
como down to our Provinces and we will make him
bappy. One annnal meeting like wo had at West-
port or like tho late snnual at B ston would change
his views in regard to the love and unity of the
Disciples. Nevor were wo more united, and never
woro there a more fraternal feeling among us, and
it is growing better all tho time. Greater success
ig attonding our labors, We are having a greater
harvest of souls than ever before. This year has
beon the greatest year in the history of the Church
of Christ. Such results as we are having all over
the harvest field were never heard of before, Every
interest in church work is growing. If our Bro. 0.D.
is living whero the Disciples are gotting worse and
losing their firat love, he better move out, because
that diseaso is contagious, and there is a dauger of
loaing his lifo.

A word more to our readers, and we will then dis-
miss this subject. The fact must be apparent to all
that this opposition to the great and grand work
being dune among us, and this looking on *he dark
side of the work are more from tho constitution of
our nature than from principle. There are those
in life who, from their childhood days, have been
taught and trained to see ghosts, and witches, and
giants, and dragons where really there are none,
They are ever on the sharp lookout for these ter-
rors, Such fearful imaginations will produce the
nightmare, when we will be troubled with these
spectral visitors. 1t is quite impossible to change
this dark, and gloomy, and dismal nature after it
is once established. Lamb admits that what he

lcarned in his childhood from his foolish nurse

never left him, so that ‘¢ night-time, solitudo, and
the dark, were his hell.”

Our lives should be benedictions of love, joy
and peace, and when we come to a supposed evil
not to fall over it, but if we can’t remove it. go
around it, and go on our way rejoicing. H. M.

Seceing,
then, that a desire for harmony, union und regula-
tion is born within every individual, or given to him
fromn above, it is necessary that it be carried out
according to its design. I have made the mind of
the individual analogous to the government of any
society, and in my opinion it is sn apt aualogy.

‘ain tho work and worship of God? To acoené ] The mind controls tho actions of overy member of

the body, and, as governmont, has three-fold
functions to perforrn—logislature, judicature andad-
ministration. The mind formulates the lawa which
aro to covern the actions, it sits in judgment upon
the fulfilment of thoso lawa and eevs they are
carried into effoct. Mind has Leen given to refleot
an image of God and to regulate tho sctions of the
individual, Government has been ordained o
reflect an image of God and regulate the actions of
society, As the truo aim of the mind is for the
regulation of the welfare of the individual, so the
true aim of government should be to promote the
wolfare of the socioty or Lo do the most good to the
many.

All forms of government havo arisen from the
conception of a univireal ruler, and here I may
stato that the principlo of order and harmony in
apy organic union is a strong proof of a universal
king or Jehovah,

But of all forms of government nov one has been
proved to meet the wants of all classes, Thoro is
av porfect systom, bocause the underlying principles
are false. The only true basis of government ia an
appeal to reason, and that government only shall
be lasting which in its action consults the intelli-
goence or reason and receives a corresponding sub-.
wission from society. The same result may be
obtained by force, but force, while it quells, does
aot pacify. Force does not appesl to the conse-
quences of men, but compels it to submission.

Henco all governments of tho past ages have
fallen, as thoy bave not satisfied the demands of
each individual. Christ’s kingdom fnlfils all the
conditions of a lasting rule. Tt is founded on
reason. Love is the dominant principle of the
legislature, the judicature and the administration,
There are inculcated in the heart of each member
such principles as cannot be faulted. It is opposed
in its principles to all human governments. Tove
your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good
to them that hate you, pray for them that despite-
fully vse you. Could any such principles fail to
w'n the approval of its worst enemies, Christ’s
government has within itsclf the means of its own
perpetuation. It is the little stone that will fill
the whole world. The principle of growth is given
to every member of this government and each one
frames from it the law of his action in society, for
it is founded on right, reason and love. Let me
contrast the two forms of government by an illus-
tration that just now comes to my notice.

An Ohio farmer recently died, leaving eleven
children and s tract of land valued at ten thousand
dollars.  Beforo his death ho deeded the property
to one of his sons,

After the funeral, the ten children discovering
that they could not share in their father’s eatate,
consulted a lawyer, who told them how useless it
was to begin a legal contest and advized them to
consult with the lucky brother. The advice being
heeded, tho lawyer, his clients and the brother met
to talk matters over. The brother produced the
deed and tore it into shreds. ‘I will take my
shate,” he said, **and you may divide the rest
among yourselvesr,”

When the excitement, caused by the unexpected-
ness as well as the generosity of the act had sub-

gided, tho lawyer took the brother aside and asked
for an explanation.

“Tam a Christian,” said this noble brother, in
deed a8 woll as in blood, **and I could not endure
the thought of leaving my brothers and sisters with
no sharo in our father's estato.” The law of Christ
was written on that brother’s heart. The law of
reason was in his soul, aud part of his soul and
of auch 13 Christ’s government composed.

May wo sce
mon not as lords' of creation, ot as men in the
mire, but as worshippers of Christ; men with
precious souls that Christ died to save. - Lot us
look at and scek for, not the drapery, but the soul,
It is this that God sees and seeks,

many preachers aro satisfied with patting him on
the back.

RUTS,

There are thousands of these in the path of overy
preacher. Wore thoy us easy to get out of as to
got in, nothing need bo said about thom. But this
is just whero the trouble begins and somotimes
never ends. Few preachers during their allotted
stay of twenty-five thousand five hundred and fifty
days on this mundane sphoro escape theso ruts,
and if they do it is for tho snme reason they escape
death—becauso they cannot help it. They never
worry about gotting in, their attentions are wholly
absorbed on the problem of gotting out, and depend
upon it, no one can lift himself out by his boot straps.
An ounce of getting out is worth a ton of getting
in. But if the proacher is especially anxious to be
exiricated and will exert himself in proportion to
his anxiety, freedom is possible; but to forget the
long, weary, toilsome way that lead to it is wholly
impossiblo, Ruts! What do you mean? For one
thing I mean the same weary round of platitudin-
ous services without the slightest interspersion of
variety, Lord’s day after Lord's day, a doleing out
of spiritual food in ste.votyped words and phrases,
a prayor substantially the same on all occasions
regardless of circumstances, reading favorite to the
ucglect of appropriace scriptures, singing a fow
hywmns ill-solected as the one you gave out at the
close of your farowell sermon to your former con-
gregation and which they sung so heartily,
¢* Belioving we rejoico to sce the varse removed,"
familiarizing your audience by tiresome repetition
with your little stock of ideas so that at all times
they may preceds you and know what is coming
next-—in fact to do almost everything as if such a
thing as variety did not exist. These aro a few of
the ruts that proachers fall into, and all because it
is a little more diflicult to find a new path occasion-
ally than to walk in the old one. In other words,
ruts widely advertise the preacher as one who takes
things easy, and as a result the preacher in influ.
ence is as a man who lives not among men but has
his being under ground.

The eoffect is not more unsalutary upon the
preaching than upon the congregation, They are
wearied beyond expression and cry dolefully, Do
tako us over another read though it be less smooth;
80 long has it been since we wore shaken up that
blood seems as thick as bone; or take us a little
further, or not quite so far—anything for a change.
Spirits depressed, ambition dead, everybody dis-
couraged, spirituality so low that the charch ~ny-
time is likely to be siranded, are the legitimatc
producte of ruts,

How shall they be avoided? How can we got
out? The best way to get out is not to get in.
To aveid, be diligent, agressive, alive to the
demands of the hour and the needs of your people,
A preacher will whip his horse out of the ruts, but
who will whip the preacher! Should anyone try
he may get unruly and tear a wheel off and then
you are in a predicament. But by his own desire and
judicious management of the congregation by not

" bearing too heavily he may get onco more on level

gronud, Pull hard, and if you do not get out

there will at least be variety in pulling,
