It will be remembered thait the liquida-
tors of the- Exchange Band received an $800 check froum Mr. Trudeau
payable to bearer, but, which they endorsed I Deposit," Varey cashed
the check at the Quebec Bank, and the latter wassued on the grounds
that it was endorsed for doposit, and should not have been cashed.
Judge Jette held that a note payable to bearer could not bc re-
stricted by any endorsation, and that as Varey was known to be tho
confidential agent of the plaintiff, the Quebec Bank could not bu ac-
cused ofnegligence for paying him.

Tne firing of Secretary Tracey's bouse in Washington, by a stean
drum setting fire to ils wooden casîing, bas caused strict inquiry into
the circumstances untier which a heat of less thtan scorching iitersity
eau set fire to woodwork. It is found that thie conditions neressary
are, first, a degree of beat not less than 212 I ; second, the presenco
of wood in close proximity to the iron steam pipes; third, the exist-
ence of scale or rust on the iron; fourth, varying temperature. The
beat drives the oxygen fron the iron rust, which then becomes what
le known as reduced iron, a finely divided metallie powder of the
natural color of iron. The heat n'ecesary to ignite the wood, which
le in tinder-like condition fron its proximity to the bot pipe, le gen-
erated by the rapid oxidation of the iron It absorba oxygen so
rapidly under certain atmospheric conditions of huimidty and tempera.
ture as te glow for a few seconds, which is quite long enough to set
the adjoining wood on fire. It will ba remembered that, some years
ago, a lire occurred in a large wholesale clothing store in this city
owing to a steam coil setting tire to a wooden partition agalnstwhich
a quantity of clothing had been piled.

THlIE BI1LS 0F EXCIIANGE ACT.

This useful and important measure is now passing thioiuih
the Ilouse, and may be expected to become law at the close of
the Session. We discussed it ait sone length when the bill was
introduced last year, and but little change bas been miade in its

provisions since that date.
'The bill is noteworthy as fihe first effort to codify any part of

oui body of Statute and Coimion law. In this particularsubject
we are fortuiate ini having an English mode], for the law there
was codified iii 1882, and it is practically the Enîglish bill which
is now in the Hotise, wodified whîere necessary to retain any ex-
isting statutory provisions which differ froi the law of England.
lin I whici it is thoight well te retain. [t is cause for congratu-
1 duon that with very fewexceptions the existing laws have been
maintaiiied, while at hie same lime miany doubtful points have
ben made clear, mucli obFenrity dispelled, id the whole law
on a subject of daily interest tri business nmeu put together in :a
definite and1I succinct shape.

l'o tlie legal profession the AcL will have the great additional
advantage tliat the langluage of most of its sections being identi-
tieal with the corresponding sections of the E'nglish Act, the
cases and

>ECISIoNS OF Tn ENLi.lSi COURTS
will apply directly to any dispued points liere. The one cause
for regret is that the Act is not, made to apply to the whole
Doruinion, but makes speciai exceptions for this Province. Con-
sidering the nature of the instrunents that are its subject-
matter and their constant mnovement fron onle Province to
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aiother, it is to be regretted that the la.w should not be uniformi
for every Province. The negotiable documents which are the
working instruments of banking and commerce, notes, drafts,
cheques, bills of lading or what not.. are cosmopolitan in charac-
ter, and should be governed by laws of equally genoral applica-
tion. So nuch is this the case-that efforts to assimiaqte the laws
of ail civilizei nations respecting them are constantly engagiug
letu tion in various countries, and though this is not the object

dat ouir law-makers have in view, our new code, wlhen passed,
wili bring us into closer accord with other countries. As to flie

This is a plan wlereby any holder of a cheque can litmit the pay-
tuent thereof to his own batik, or to a bank at whicli lie is
known, by the simple expedient of drawing two lines across it,
vith or without the word " B3ank,'or by writing tie name of his

own bank across the cheque. If the bank on which il is drawn
should then pay it except tO a bank, or to the particular bank
naned, if a naine is given, il is fiable to the t rue ow ner forany
loss lie may sustain and this whether the cheque is payable to
order or to bearer.

The holder of a cheque lias it therefore in bis pow er to pro-
tect himself fron loss by croasing it to bis own bank. rf he
neglect this simple precaution, any loss iicurred will, and we
tbink very reasonably should, fall on himself. Parties drawing
cheques have the saio power to entisure that tle funds shail
reaci lie proper hands. If the payee's bankers tire known, the
cheque is crossed to themu if not, it is crossed generally, the
effeet in either case being that the payee must get payment of'
of the cheque at a batik wliere lit keepjs his accoutt, or
where lie is well-knîowvn.

If the payee is a stranger, aînd therefore takes au ufcrossed
cheque payable to order, l oly incirs the risk that if li
should happein to lose the cheque fis signati re would be farged.
It is very unlikely that a castual finder woild commit such a
crime, and any beneit fron it would e frustrated by prompt
notice to the banik on which the cheque was drawn Fo that this
risk is but a slight one. It will we thintk be the case gener'alIV
that a stranger would be willing ta incur if, rather thtn be put
to inconvenience in providing for his own identification.
There is, noa protection to a bank whici cashes an ucrossed
cheque on another bank, payable to order, where the endorse.
ment is forged. In suhai a case the loss mutst still be borne by
the batik which casies [li cheque.

There are many otier interesting features to note, but we
shall refrain from further comment until tie bill becomes law,
when we hope to give our readers a useful resumé of the Act,
and especially of the points where changes in practice will be-
cone necessiry.

We cannot drap the subject without a word of credit to fie
Minister off ustice, Sir John Thompson, to whîom is due the
merit of introducing the measure. It may seem a small thing,
if any une has carefully and laboriously prepared a bill to codify
or set out in clearer and simpler language, the existing law on
any sublect, to bring it hefore the flouse and secure its passage.
In practice it is a very diflicult and wearisone process, much
more weanrisone indeed than the preparation of tie bill. This
is not right, thougl it lias its gond aide in serving to check

h'lie tendency in all legislatures is to I let weil enough alone,"
and in Ottawa this is more than a tendency ; it is a rooted
principle which bas evidently given the Minister of Justice a
full share of' trouble in te present instance.

The passiage of the bill will marI'k a new departure in Canadi-
an legislation. As Mr. Chalmeissaid f' its prototype, it will be
tLhe firat pieco of codifieittion ta find its way on to Che [Dominion]
Statute book. If it should work vell, and prove useful to the
mercantile coiiunity, the precedent set will doubtless be
f'ollowed, and other branches of' the law in their turin be cocli-
lied.

THli E BUTTER TRADE OF CANADA.

We have iepoatteIly directed attention to the deplorable
decline in tihe expoits of Canadian butter, a decline which in
1888 was nearly one third fron Chose of t lie previous year. It
is gratifying Io note that the exports of Canadian butter to Eng-
land in 1889 amounted iii value ta $-17-5,835 against $203,985 in
1888, n iincrease of over 100 per cent. Ini the face of these
figures itseeis iitimely to draw attention ta certain drawbacks
in our butter trade ; and yet the large nnount of inferiar butter
now in the country imiglit just as well, hadl( due precautions been
observed, have swelled oui, exports, or gratilfed our own palates
before it bcane ao nmuchi unfit for use. Complaints are fre.
quent, and in several cases we have beard of consignients so
inferior as f tleave doublt in the mind of the consignee whether
they would pay lie freight charges.

'lie reason is not far ta scek, and we nay be pardoned for
again referring to it. Dirt is at the bottom of a large nunber
of the troubles anui accidents of life-dirt, wlich sane one de-
tined as I Mat r iii the wrong place-" A clever housewife once
remarked ta un accomplishued lady friend of liers whose musical
faste hsad been lighly culti'atcd that "she herself could not
boast of much of an car for iimsic, but that slie had:a vonderfnl
oye for dirt. Lot us aipply the test of cleanliness ta our butter
ia nuinileturi'ing inid u.sry.

Ruyers who have had imiuci ta do with creaieries will bear
us out is flic statenent that mansy oftlose are are not absolutu.
ly clean, nor situated amtid proper surroundings. One may
ofto.n observe stagnant stop pools in the inmediate vicinity, and
detect rancidity in tie imanchinery about the churn. Ordinary
cleaniiness la ie thing, but successful butter mnaking demands
extraordinary cleiailiness in every particular. Another grave
errior is te endueavor of sanme creanieries ta make butter and
cheese f'rom the saine milk, for flic result is Chat bath products
aie inforior'. ''ie idea of combining flic two industries is a good
one, but fhe maui eue- should bc content ta make one ori
o.her aiccordiug to the market, and n 'envor ta make which-
ever' fie (ocs turni ont Che best ai' its kind. The creamery is the
best, for makling gond butter oi a large scale, and on it largely
deponds the future of the Canadian industry.

With regard ta diary butter, fli results, as put upon the

market are not often typical of the care which many a conscien.
tious housewife bestows upon ber butter making. She may
produce a really superior article, but when it reaches the coun.
try store it id, as a rule, put into the one tub with the butter of
a dozen other dairies any one of which may have been uncleanly.
The consequence ia that during the time required to fill the tub
the one lot of iiiferior butter contaminates the whole, and re-
duces its chances of successful sale or export.

When butter is made it should be sold at once. We cannot
too earnestly deplore the speculative spirit that exists among
manufacturers of this article. To hold butter for bigher than
the ruling price is antagonistic to the interests of the consumer
and injurious to tLh reputation and purse of the manufacturer.
It is not an article which can be preserved in perfect condition
for any length of time, and no advance in the market price can
keep pace with its deterioration. This point cannot be too
strongly eiphasi"zed. The holding of butter is to a great extent
the reason why dur winter market is glutted with so much in.
ferior stock, and low inferior it la one can see when it cannot
command over ten or fourteen cents. It is not profitable to
hold stocks. We know of one case in which a creamery refused
24 cents for its butter when fresh same months ago and was
glad to accept under 22 cents for it afterwards. Few creameries
and fewer dairies have the facilities for carrying stock. True,
many of them have refrigerators, but we have in our mind's eye
one whose refrigerator door is a single one and opens upon the
engine-room. Storage has a great influence upon the condition
butter and too frequently the good results of caretiil manufac-
ture are nullified by bad storage. But even the best storage is
ultinately useless and it is to be regretted that through the
system of holding back, butter in Canada seldom reaches
the consumer in its best condition. That is one reason why
Canadian butter does, not always successfully compete for the
English market, for, notwithstanding our remarks about care-
lessly made butter, Canadians have turned out an article Chat
in its best condition is able to sell side by side with Danish and
Keil butter in sone of the most fastidious English markets.

Another important drawback to our export trade in butter
is the higli figure at which butter is held during the summer
months. It is a matter for discuEsion whether the fault lies
with us or the motherland, but the result is the sane. During
the past season appearances indicated still another source of
danger, namely that Europe was furnishing England with larger
supplies than usual.

We do not wish to b3 understood as censuring only the
makers for speculation. City dealers are not exempt from the
evil, but ve leave then to thepunishment they are now under-
going of holding stocks of deteriorating butter for which they
paid a price they will have considerable difliculty in realizing.
It would be unwise, perhaps. to say that prices are too high.
Fine butter at this season is good property, but deteriorated but-
ter must stand the consequences.

To sun up: if Canada wishes to sustain the reputation which
she has for fine butter, if she desires to expand her foreign trade
in this article and assure the carrying off of stocks that would
othervise accuimulate to the disadvantage of the hone market,
butter makers should be scrupulously clean in all their opera-
tions, careful as to washing and packing, willing to accept the
ruling price of the month in which their -butter is macle and
determined to market their output within, at most, two weeks
after manufacture. They would do well also to use less salt if
desirous of pleasing the English consumer.

TUE CiEDIT SYSTEM IN INSURANCE.

A striking example of the evil of giving credit bas been
brought under the notice of the JouaxAL oi CoNisatiRcs by insur-
ance men and others, and the fact that the complaint has cone
fron among the two classes interested in that branch of business
is an evidence that the systein of giving credit upon fire pre-
miauis is not of unmixed beneit, either to Insurance companies
or their volûntary and involuntary customers. -

The system in vogue at the present time is one by which the
Insurance companies look, as a rule, ta the agent for the pro-
miums on the insurances he sends them, It is he who mnst
look to thle policy.holders, and upon him, more than upon the
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company, should fall the larger portion of the blame that may
be put upon the system of credit giving. If an agent can

obtain a client by the promise ta await payment, there is a

temptation ta do so. And vice versa, if an insurer cean obtain

credit for bis prenium, lie is more apt ta take a larger policy,
and indirectly adds ta the agent's percentage.

With the propriety of this system we have in this article no
quarrol. But there are certain drawbacks in connection with it
ihicl admit at no discussion, and ta thei we would call atten.
tion. It is the endeavor of insurance men ta secure reliable
agents, and on the whole their efforts meet with success. - Yet,
every once in a wliile, we hear of this or that agent, generally a
smali one, forgetting ta remit his premiums, and causing no
little annoyance and sanie loss ta the company, and not merely
to the company but sometimes ta the policy-holder as well.

'le agent, on bis part, instead of being able ta devote bis
ime and energy exclusively ta securing new insurances, is at

present frequently compelled, not once or twice but many times,
to urge the payment of the premiums for which lie bas given
credit. I e la forced ta become a dun, as well as an insurance
agent, and it is a question for consideration whether, in the end,
tle time lost in this way, which might have been employed in
piusling business, does not counterbalance the advantages de-
rived from the credit system.

'liere is, however, one evil of this credit system which is
luore far-reaching than those we bave mentioned, and one of
whîich the general public complain, while it is no less productive
of annoyance and loss ta the companies themselves. It is here
comes in that mysterious third party, whom the Law seems ta
favor as Israel favored Joseph. He is an innocent persan who
stands in the midst of an altercation sometimes rubbing his
bands and enjoying it untouched, but in this case wondering
what it is about and often receiving a blow that might with
greater ju tice have fallen elsewhere. An example from experi-
ence will best show the position into which the third party is

placeil by the credit system in insurance, and will also show that
the Insurance companies would be the loser by the sane.

A tiader, possessed of a large amount of butter in a ware.
houîse, insured it, but did not pay bis premium, as he was allows
ed credit. H1e transferred bis warebouse receipts and bis policy

_ oa bank, ta whom he offered the butter as security for a loan.
The bank found receipt and policy apparently satisfactory and
made the loan, shortly after which the man failed. His premium
liad nover been paid, and the Insurance company called upon
the bank ta pay il, threatening ta caucel the policy if the pay.
lîent wras net matie. The bank officiais claimed that the pay-
ment of the premium was between the company and the insol-
vent, and that the policy they held could not be cancelled.
They fuîrther declared that if the policy was not good and the
insolvent was legally guilty of obtaining the money under false
pretcises, that the company was accessory ta the crime for
issuing a policy which, purporting ta be good, was nevertheless
wordless. Indeed, since the insolvent hadl acted in good faith,
it was held that the company alone could be charged with fraud.
'The matter was settled without resort ta the courts, all parties
agreeing ta a compromise and each institution is convinced ta.
day that there is I something rotten in the State of Denmark."

We have given the above only as an example of a complica.
tion which might any day arise througlh the non immediate pay-
ment of a premium. HIad the butter been liquidated by a fire
we shouldl have bad " confusion worse confounded," as in a case
w-hici is still before the courts. In justice ta the Insurance
coipanies it may be well ta say that out of seven companies,
only one bas uefused to pay the insurance under circumstances
somewhat simsilar ta the exemple given above. But that one
should have a shadow of right ta claim exemption is not desir-
able.

We have ventilated a few grievances in the systen of credit
as applied ta fire insurance, and we now leave it ta the intelli-
gence of the lire underwriters. It is always easier ta be Eikono.
klastai tLian Eikonodouloi, ta pull down the Temple than re-build
iL, and iL may well be that it will be possible only ta preserve
more caution in giving credit. One thing seems certain: by
united action alone can the systeni be checked, for in the insur-
ance business, as in other branches of commerce, the keenness
Of comnpetition leads not ta more but fewer restrictions.

THEORY VTS. PRACTICE IN BANKING.

A distinguished writer on political science bas said that c Capi-
tal needs little more aid than that furnished by the free use of
courts and the freedom to change its form and place at will
without interference on the part of the State. Prohibitary and
restricting laws are its great eneiies ; its principal injuries
come fron State care and taxation."

We have been led to these remarks by the perusal of the
speech of a well meauing member of the Dominion House of
Commons, a mai of sincere principles, but in this case lacking
the necessary banking knowledge to avoid glaring errors and
false conclusions. It is to be ieared thiat the Bank Act anend.
ments will let loose upon the country a flood of eloquence,
that shall have to be drained almost entirely away before the
true state of affiairs and the proper remedy for any defect that
niay exist in the banking law shall be discovered. Would that
it were possible ta convince politicians that something beyond
a good intellect is required in order to do justice to a commer.
cial subject.

As an example of what is to be expected this session, and
in the perhaps vain hope of checking it, let us present
ta our readers a portion of the speech ta which wa have ail-i.
ded.

After lamenting that Canadian bank bills do not pass at par,
throughout the United States, forgetful that even British gold
would only be worth its bullion value in the sanie country, the

gentleman declares that Ainerican greenbacks are at par in
Canada. Let him endeavor ta get par for a large amount of
Unitect States notes in any internal city of Canada,
such as Ottawa, and he will be surprised ta find that
he cannot succeed. This however is aside fromn the subject ta
which we would draw attention at present. " The banks,"
" remarked the honorable mnember, I have to day locked up in

in their vaults about $9,000,000 of their circulation as specie.
"How did they receive this specie? In the regular course of
" tradei and when we add the reserve of Dominion notes, which
" they are required ta hold, amounting ta $6,620,000 we find
" that they have altogether over $l6,000,000 locked up in their
"vaults, not earning a single penny for the directors or share.
i holders of those instutitions. I appeal t the .judgment of any
" honorable gentleman in this bouse whether such a state of
things is necessary." One would think the speaker was about
to appeal for a removal of the necessity of the banks holding
specie or Dominion notes But such is not the case. le is
slowly working towards convincing the banks that it will be to
their advantage ta relinquisli the circulation ta the government.
We continue bis remarks: " The circulation of the banks is
"often shortened by the conservative policy pursued by the
" directors in fore-casting the future, which nay bring sanie very
"severe pressure upon these institutions, and make it impos.
" sible for them Io meet the demands of trade notwithstanding
"that their own vaults are full of gold and Dominion notes."
Sa far so good. If the banks lack confidence in the security
offered them by the public, they migbt curtail their issue of
notes, but it is ridiculous ta assume as the speaker doos in the
next sentence, that the banks would issue Dominion notes
upon such sacurity. "'They do that on a principle which we can
"ail understand as perfectly right, but itdoes not serve the pur-
"poses of the country.

TIIE INFLUENCE 0F ILE BANK OF ENGLAND.

our English exchanges have during the past month devoted
o littile space ta discussing the recent position of' the Bank of

England and the reiarkable rise in the batk rate. The gold
reserve.ini the bank had declincd at the beginning of the year
to about 1, millions, and our exchanges comment on the fact
ihnt this constitutes a reserve of only about Ss, agaiust every
sovereign for which it is liable. It was hoped that the increase
i thte rate would bave the effect of attraoting considerble coin

uc al home and abroad. On the 241th the reserve increased
to I l millions, or in the proportion of about .10 per ceu t ta tle
lit bi ilies.

Tho tardy ellect of the advance in the bank's rates is looked
tpon by our exclanges as a mark of the declining power of the
iitîk of England. The bank rate in Paris during the month
ls been about three per cent, in Amsterdau, only 2. per cent,
in Brssels, i per cent and in Berlin and Vienna, 5 per cent.
Tihuts, in all the principal markets of Europe the value of money
¡, lver than it is in England, and yet money is not remitted ta

gatlfor i more profitable employment. Formerly with such
state of things, gold vas imported into the London market in
. 1 imoutnts, and ane would naturally suppose that the impor-
'itn woult tend rather ta increase than ta dinminish, because

luot or coin sent ta London is always sure ta be returned
wîht required, a condition of thintgs which is not invariably ta
be found in other countries, where it is possible that the owner
Muty have ta receive a part or the whole of it back in silver.

Not tlie least important reason is that since Germany detone.
ti/-I silver, the monetary policy of foreign countries has greatly
chngetd. All now are striving to accumulate gold, and putting
etvery obstacle in the way of its withdrawal. This is seen parti.
eultrly in the United States and France, At the close of the
ytiar, the United States' Treasury held about 63 millions sterling
in gold, all accumtulated during the last 13 years, since it began
to jtrepare-far the esumption of specie payments. IL is enabled
to olt ils store of gold, because iL can nuake paynients in gold
ut silver, or gold and silver certiticates or greenbacks at is
oltion. At the same time, the associated banks of New York
holl about 16 millions sterling in gold. The total amount held
in New York and the Treasury is nearly 80 millions sterling,
itl the' tenacity vith which this is held on ta will account for
lite tlfliculty experienced by the Bank of England in atfracting
lt ietil ai lItte.

T'e elfect which a baser currency bas of driving ont one of
higlhler alue ivll accoutt in pitrt for the action of the Acericai
Gioveriment. The Bank Act compelis it ta coin '25 or 30 millions
Of dollairs in silver every year, and this would soon drive the
gold out of cit-culation, unless some sncb action ivere taken by

the Treasury. France holds more than 50 millions sterling in
gold, and as silver is legal tender in tihat country equally with
gold, the bank need not pay gold except when it pleases. 10
offers every indtucemîent ta obtain gold, and puts every obstacle
in the way of pal ting with it. The metal it sells at a premium.
Adding what is held by Germany, Russia and the state banks of
other European cotutries, and the banks in Br'itisb Colonies
and South Amterica, we find the enormous total of about 250
millions sterling in gold leld by foreign couitries. These are
not like the gold stock of the Bank of England, available for
commercial purnoses Meichants cannot withdrawv freely any
portion they mny require for business purposes and otherwise.
Consequently everybody vho wants gold anlywhere throughoubt
the world goes ta the. Batik of England fot il, andi that bank
finds it year by year more dificult ta replenisht it wllen it bas
been allowed tci run tuo low. Another, thougi ininor, cause of
the loss of the poer felt by the Iank uf England is that it did
not take advantage of its peculiar position to establish branches,
and thereby take the place in IEnglaid vhich the bankers ai'
France and Germany occupy. It discounts bills, of course, for
its pivate customuers, hut it keeps the rate of discount habitualy
higher than the raie in the open market, and therefore but few
take their bills ta it 'tlie conseqtence is that il bas not direct
contiai otver the discount martket. 'l'O exc-t any iniflience it has
to borrowr mtoney fron the joint tock and private bàuks in
order to make the supply of loitale capital srcarce in the niair-
ket. h'lie Bank of Englnd is simply wbat is called the Banker's
bank. It holds the unemîployed balances o the joint stock and
private banks, and the latter would of couise object if the Banik
of Lngiind were to tse their own money ta compete with ltem.
There would be gocd ground fat their' oljection if iey ali kept
sufficient cash reserves, or if tihey ieartily supported the Bank
of Egland iu maiintiing its reserve, but hy do ieiither lte
one not the other. On the contary, they Io tieir best to pre-
vent the Bank of England froum protecting iu, reserve, and yet
they object to the bank's adopting a policy that w'ould enable it
ta do su etfectively. tOf course, at the present Ltle it is impos-
sible for the bank ta ittake aniy change ine ils palicy, ind it imust
submit as best it can, and with the best pios-iile grace.

Th'disturbed condition of things in SojutLh Ainerica lately
bas had tlie. effe2ct of creating a demanutd lor gold-, as the people
have not as ye t stillicient confidence in the permanency of the
governments, to make promises ta pay as good as gold[. The
country w'htere the greatest confidence in the permttanency of
its institutions exists will alwalys emiploy paper noney in pre-
ference to coin, and Englind k is uimeastiiralbly stuperior in this
respect.

Another point, that the older grocer ton often neglects is his
store-window. In modern dlays the art of window dressing is as
imfportait ta the grocer as it is ta the dry gonds merchant ; and
yet too manu y of [hei give it only perfuIunctory attention. They
forgel, too, that a window ta be attractive must be frequently
changed. No matter iow brilliant a window inîy appear when
first, dressed, it soon cea3es to catch the eye, and if the pretty
packages become diriy and fly-specked, or dust accumulates
upon the goods, it uay disgust the intending purchaser before
he entera the store. Ton mîuch light, too, cari hardly be secured.
A Modern grocery should be ail windows, and at night it sBould
sparkle with gas-jts or incandescent lights. A brilliantly lit
atore with its sriipiilously bright counter, well polislied brass-
work, aud attractively displayed gonds, will secure custoi
whi< re a dlirk grocery with its flew scanty liglits barely illumina.

ter how' excellent ils stock mariy be. At the first store it is a

pleasure to buy, and [le customer receives his neat parcel from
the spruce white-aproned clerk with a feeling of satisfaction.

TiE MORAL HAZARD.

'T'he moral hazard is no doubt beginniug ta force itself upon
the attention of lire insurance managers once more. There has
been a great deal o! stock left on the hands of dealers through.
out the country, some of whom by carelessness or worse methods
may he able ta sell it ta the insurance companies at much better
rates than they could hope ta dispose of it ta the consumer,
It is soinewhat strange that so many otherwise honorable men,
on hearing of exorbitant demanda made upon an insurance
company by any one who has suffered fron lire, look upon such
an attempt ta defraud as only a peccadillo. It is to be feared
that they fail ta understand that tbey are ,paying the piper
while the other persan dances. Were the insured scrupulosly
honorable in assessing bis loss the insurance companies could
afford ta issue policies at even Iower rates than those existing.
The crime of arson for the sake of the insurance money is one
that should meet with no mercy at the bands of business men,
nor should they quietly look on while atteupts are made ta ob.
tain higher damages than are equitable.

During the past week a prolonged discus-
sion took place at Ottawa between the repre-
sentatives of the chartered banks and the
Finance and Deputy Finance Ministers. The
discussion did not settle the questions raised
in connection with the new Bank Act, but Is
leading in that direction. The points dis-
cussed are not easy to arrive at unless by a
study of the present privileges of the banks.
Probably one point discussed was the holding
by banks of their own shares, which may
have fallen into their hands through insolvent
shareboldcrs. Other points to which we have
already alluded were no doubt further eluci-
dated, but whether to the edification of the
financiers or the Ministers remains to;be seen.
Another feature of th- week was the settie-
ment of the Exchange and Quebec Bank suit
over the Varey defalcation. The local stock
market has been less active owing chiefly to
the lack of interest now displayed in Tele-
graph. This stock sold from 96 to 97j, open-
ing and closing at the former quotation.
Bank stocks were almost neglected, Peoples
being the most active, due partly to the re-
cently declared dividend. Commerce came
next and was steady. To take the place of
the Telegraph boom of a short time ago, Gas
stock showed strength and activity this week,
gaining 5 points with many sales and closing
strong. The most active stock of the week
was Canadian Pacific, which has on its aide
the exceptional weather. Itclosed 4 under its
opening quotation, namely at 74t. Other
stocks on the list were scarcely touched,
Richelieu just enough to show that the 70 paid
for it before the meeting was for the proxies,
since it is down to 591 this week. Money is
quoted as last week 5 to 6 on call, but that it
ls easier is shown by the fact that a broker was
able to get $100,000 at 5 to-day, which, how-
ever, he himself considers a good thing. The
Bani of England rate is stili 6, and the Lon-
don street rate 4¾. Sterling is firm. We
quote New York funds ati par f& 1-32 par for
banks and ¾@4 counter.

MONTREAL WHOLERALE MARKETS.

MONTREAL, THURSDAY Eve, FEB. 13, 1890.

The actual condition of trade in this city is
unchanged, but In all the important branches
we find a distinctly more hopeful feeling.
The seasonable weather of the past week has
improved roads all over the country, the ice
roads are in good condition, and it is hoped
that this will induce farmers to purchase
more freely, and to pay their bills more
promptly. The number of failures during
the week has been exceptionally large; no
les than seventy assignments being recorded
besides numerous compromises and exten-
sions. But these have occurred principally
amongst the smallest class of traders, and so
are regarded more as the weeding out of a
number of weak accounts than as any menace
to the condition of trade. In most lines mer-
chants speak more cheerfully. Payments
show a slight improvement, and the money
market is easier, some large call loans having
been placed to-day at 5 per cent. The dry
goode trade is the weakest spot in the market,

and,we hear of several large firms who have
been compelled to seek tbe indulgence of

their creditors. In iron and hardware, leather
and hides, hops and other kin'ired lines, duil-
ness is stillc complained of, although prices
are well maintained; but in chemicals, gro-
ceries, shelf hardware, and millinery, trade te
brisk, and the outlook promising. Already
consumera are commencing to thmnk of
sprirng, and the early Easter has stimulated
many fines of spring.fabics.

CoAL.-There is quite a stir in soft coal,

priees for which have advanced 50 cents a
ton since last week and there are prospects of
a further rise. Anthracite is unchanged and
is expected to remain so tili the opening of
navigation. Egg coal,$5 75 a ton of 2,0001bs.;
stove coal, $6; enestnut, $5 ; bcctch grate, $6;
Lower Port grate, $5.50 ; blacksmitis', $6.b0 ;
Cumberland, $6 50; bcotcn steam, 46 a ton
