The Peles wlne le of excellent qual-
ity and very palatable, and price for price il surpasses all com-
petitors. So succes te the Canadian industry !"

-IN Algoma East there is a township named Coflin, and
the principal village therein le Desert. A petition bas been
presented, asking that the names be changed to Aberdeen and
Gordon. The suggestion of Desert and Gordon le evident
enoughi, but by the same law, and in vlew of the Governor
Generals abdication, Collin and Aberdeen le a little unkind.

-THE Gooderham syndicate bas purchasect the Centre Star
mine at Rossland B. C. for two million dollars cash. By this
purchase Canadian capitaliste are lu control of the chief mining
properties in that district. It le proposed te spend a quarter of a
million in development work when it le expected the output will
be 800 tons per day.

-THE Ottawa City Clerk having recently returned from Port-
land, Me., a prohibition town, communicates te the Fre P'ress his
experience. During a fortnight, police court cases numbered
134, out of which 87 convictions were for drunkennes. Port-
land is a city of 50,000, and has no licensed liquor places The
authorities aise use every means of enforcing the prohibition
law.

-A GERMAN firm has secured the -exclusive patent right ln the
U. S. te manufacture anti.toxine. Firme lu the U. S. and elee-
where engaged in the manufacture of the product have bea
warned to quit. There promises to be a llvely legal fight over
the German firm's right te a patent la which tre whole clvilized
world wlll-take a deep interest.

-TuE C.P.R. are putting together a new steel steamer at
Nelson, B.C. for lake service lu the Rossland trade, She was
originally intended for the Stickeen river fleet, sud was-put te-
gether in Vancouver, but on the collapseof the Klondike boom
was taken apart and brouglit te Nelson. She l expected to be
finished and ready for business about October lst.

-ExPERIbMENTs were recently mnade wit. a telephone cir-
cuit between Manchester, Eng., and Brussels, by putting the
operators at the two cities in direct communication with each
other. Land and sea wires had to be utillzed, the wires running
from Brusséls ta Calais, where they were connected with the
London-Paris telephone cable under the Straits of Dover. The
experiments were successful, the conversations being distinctly
heard.

Chemists who make "pure fruit syrups" for flavoring ice-cream
soda water, it is popularly supposed, and with good reason, are
not too particular as to purity. Consumers however would not
care for them ta copy this recipe-"A new discovery." Rancid
butter la distilled with alcohol and sulphuric acid, and the resuit
is ethy-butrate. This substance has a very strong pine-apple
odor, and when dyed au attractive yellow with aniline coloring
it is ready for the glass of soda. Rancid butter, sulphuric acid
and gas-tar waste, rendered effervesceut by marble duat, do not
suggest a highly-refreshing combination, from a hygienic point
of view.

GROCERY NOTES.
-Tuib fact that spices are su often adulterated has led large

druggists acrose the lino ta go into the spice business on a claim
that they are selling "pure spices."

Froni the beginning of the season to July 28th there arrived
at Liverpool 3,980 tons of Valencia raisins, an increase. of 429
tons compared with the recelpts for the corresponding perlod
last year.

Advices from forelgu markets as ta spices have been strong
latterlv. From Holland predictions have been received that
within 60 days cloves will show a material advance, due to the
prospective smnall Zanzibar crop, which is estimated at 30,000 to
32,000-baie~thie sinall yield, il is stated, being the result of a
prolonged drought. Advices from Kingston, Jamaica, estimate
th e coming pimenta crop at about 50,000 ta 60,000 baga.

The world's visible supply of raw sugar le 1,630,000 tons,
against 1,665,000 tons last year.

Advices received fron Brazil report a continuance of the
drought, wbich, il is claimed, le dolng damage to the growing
crop of coffee.

New Orleans letters state that the harvesting of the river rice
la being delayed by wet weather. Cable advices report steady
markets in Europe, with small offerings of desirable grades.

Late adviues fron Smyrna confiri previous reports that the
fig crop will be light.

The Alaska salmon pack is a iniserablo failure. Canned
salmon is strongly advancing on the coast. In respouse ta tele-
grains packers on the Fraser river have replied that they de-
cline ta offer at present, as the run of fish continues extremely
liglt. The season on the Fraser River closes August 25. This
leaves but 2even working days ln which ta try to partially make
good the present heavy shortage ln the pack.

Shipments ta Canada from beginning of current season ta
date-are 1,250,888 lbs. against 1,707,430 lbs. sane period last year;
namely lst May to 27th July.

U. S. tes Importera, judging from the decrease in withdrawals
from warehouse during July on which duty is paid, are appar-
ently holding back in the expectation that the duty will be re-
pealed.

season, certainly not less than 150,000 cases from this river alone,
The total catch ta Aug. 10th Is estimated at 285,000 or 800,000
cases.

ANOTIER PH1ASE OF PREFERENCE.

Tiere seens to be one aspect of the preferential
tarif which lias been generally overlooked. Attention
is thus called to it in a semi-oflicial way in one of the
organs of the governnent.

The only obstacle that stands in the vay of an abso-
lute preference to British goods under the British pre-
ferential tarif is the French treaty covering certain
specified trticles negotiated by Sir Charles Tupper and
brought into force by the Government of Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell in October, 1895. T he act respecting
comiercial treaties affecting Canada provides that the
advantages granted to France with respect to its con-
imerce with Canada shall extend to every foreign power
which by reason of the operation of such treaty is,
under provisions of a treaty witi Great Britain, en-
titled to the saie advantages with respect to its com-
merce with Canada. The foreign powers having these
favoured-nation treaties with Great Britain, and there-
fore entitled to participate in the benefits of the French
treaty, are the Argentine Republic, Austria-Hungary,
Bolivia, Chili, Columbia, Costa Rica, Muscat, Russia,
Salvador, Sweden and Norway and Spain. Belgium
and Gernany vere in the list, but the treaties entitling
these po-wers to favored nation treatment having been
terminîated by Great Britain, they no longer
get any preference. Instruction has been sent
ont by the Custoins Department to collectors
advising thiem tht prodote oß 1giw a îmil wm y
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are not to be entered under the provisions of the
French treaty act until otherwise directed. The elimin-
ation of those two counitries fri-o the list of those en-
titled to favorable treatment removes to a large degree
the objectionable features of the French treaty. Our trade
with some of the countries mentioned during the fiscal
year ended June. 1897, was as follows :-Argentina im-
ports, $19,903 ; exports, $656,254 ; Austria-Huangary
imports, $433,602; Belgium; imports, $1,163,532; ex-
ports, $354,584; Gernany: inports, $6,493,368; exports
$1,044,432; Russia: imports, $L5,935; exports, $4,508.
France sold us $2,601,351 worth of goods and took from
us $690,696. By the ternis of the French treaty non-
sparkling wines containing 26 per cent. or less of alcô-
hol and sparkling wine were exempted from duty to the
extent of 30 per cent.; common and castile soaps were
reduced by one-half, and a third of the duty was taken
off nuts, almonds, prunes and pluns entering Canada
fron France. In return France agreed to admit nine-
teen Canadian products, among them fresh-water fish,
fish-p reserved in their natural form, fruits fresh and
preserved, tinuber products and wood-pulp at the mini-
mum rate of duty. But for the existence of this treaty
the only countries enjoying favorable tariff treatment
by Canada would be Great Britain, the British West
Indies and those British colonies whose tariffs entitle
them to the British preference of 25 per cent.

The above named countries being entitled to share in

the preferential treatment accorded under the French
treaty to such goods imported from France as are above
specified, spoils the claini of the present tarif to be ex-
clusively in favour of British goods. The îpractical
effet, however, ivill justify such a claini, as the goods
we receive fron Argentina, Austria, Bolivia, Chili, Col-
umbia, Costa Rica, Muscat, Russia, Salvador, Sweden,
Norway and Spain, which will be entitled to enter un-
der the preferential duties imposed on French goods,
are too trifling to be vorth consideration. The French
treaty has not been a success in developing our export
trade with France. The notion of sone that theextent
of a nation's purchases fron another country is the
measure of that nation's sales to that country, is thus
shown to be a vain imagination. We have a tarif
whicl enables France to pass goods into Canada to
extent of $2,601,351, and all France takes from us
amounts to $690,696, or 26 per cent of our purchases,
all of which goods we should sell in that market vere
no concessions given to France. Reciprocity bargains
in these days of tarif wars have to be very closely
studied as they are liable to turn out, like the French
treaty, a jug-haildled prrangcment 'vhen put into
operation,
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BANK DEFALCATIONS.
The rumour of a heavy defalcation having been

found in the accounts of one of our baniks, has created
an uneasy feeling. The amnount, though large for a
private firm to lose, is a mere bagatelle for the institu-
tion alleged to have beeni victimised by some blunder
or fraud. How the shortage occurred in question is
not known, it may turn ont to be only a nare's nest.
To those who know what large amounts of money in
one form or other are constantly in course of trans-
mission fron one bank to another, or from banks to
customers, it is surprising how seldon irregularities
occur. Those which arise from fraudulent practices
are remarkably few. The Guarantee Company whicl
insures banks from loss by the frauds of officers finds
Canada a happy hunting ground for operators in this
class of business, and those institutions which prefer to
conduct their own guarantee protection find that it
costs an insignificant percentage of the sun laid aside
for this purpose. Of éourse the systen in vogue of
checking and supervising remittances and receipts by
express and mail, as well as over-counter cash transac-
tions, is so arranged as to render fraud almnost impos-
sible by any single officer. For a clerk to secure the
co-operation of a confederate is a very diflicult and very
risky task. Any official who proposes a scheme to rob
a bank to a fellow officer puts hinself in the dangerous
position of being liable to be informed about, and, as
the Napanee bank case shows, of being betrayed by a
confederate after the crime lias been committed. The
bank inspection systen too is au effectual safeguard
as every bank officer knows that the office in which lie
is engaged niay be entered any moment by the Inspec-
tor who is certain to detect any sign of irregularity in
the cash or accounts. Discovery of any successful fraud
is certain to follow its perpetration quickly, and there
is no chance whatever of any mistake being made as to
the officer responsible. Many years ago the inspection
systen ivas allowed to become lax. The theory that
local managers ought to be largely free fron head
office control was carried to an extrene, as it is ever
likely to be when once established, and the conse-
quences were disastrous. The warning had a salutary
effect on all the banks all of whonu now strictly main-
tain the inspection system of all offices, and the branch-
e as being kept in close toucli with the head office. There
is also protection to the banks afforded by the esprit-
c:e-corps of a well organised and well managed staff.
This is developed by the oflicers muntually guarantee-
ing each other's probity by contribnting a fixed son
toQwnrs r fiud for mecting any los tq 01Q batnk .by
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officiai fraud. The staff take pride in the integrity of
this fund being mnaintained as a proof and evidence of
their own inîtegrity. We trust the incidenL which has
caused so mnucli comment will turn out to have arisen
fromi soume blunder. If, however, fraud is proved it wiil
be well to have the perpetrator's name made known, as
it is very iifair to have rehlections made upon a nuni-
ber of officials such as are natural When a bank is
reported to have been robbed by one of the staff whose

nme is not made public.

PRPOSED I NTEItNATIONAL EXHIBITION AT
TORONTO.

An agitation has been started at Toronto in favour
of holding an International Exhibition in that city in
1901. It will be retemhered that a simuilar schene
was entertained for mnonths in this city a couple of
years ago, and was abandoned. The local support
promised to be satisfactory, but it was found impossi-
ble Co secure that general assistance througiout the
Dominion which vas essential to the enterprise. The
city of Toronto was not favourable to an international
exhibition being held wbiclh would interfere with its
aniual one, and the idea was broachied, thtat if Canada
held such an exhibition it should be at Toronto and be
a developmnent of the annual Provincial one. Both
cities sent delegates to interview the Premier, who was
asked hy each body to give a grant to the local scemene
lhy were severally promotiiig. Naturally this cou-
flict of interests killed both proposais.

The agitation iii both cities served the valuable pur-
pose of revealing what an enormnousexpense is involved
iii organizing aud iiaintaining an international exhibi-
Lion, and how absolutely incapable any one city in
Canada is to carry out such a scheie without the
hearty anid liberal assistance of the whole country, and
the pecuniary help of the goveruinent. To make such
an exhibition a success there needs to be such a num-
ber of visitors as cnormuously exceeds any yet known to
have entered and bee entertained in a Canadian city.
Those whio visit the Toronto Exhibition are now suf-
ficienG to overstrain thie local accommodation. WC have
seen the parlours and billiard roums of Toronto liotels
occupied by cots for the night accommodation of guests.
Yet those visitors were ail local ones drawu into the
city fromn adjacent towns and couitry districts. Il
what position would guests be who came to ain inter-
national exhibition by one or two hundred thousand in
excess of those who are provided for yearly with such
dillicilty ? Ve ail inow what happened in Chticago,
where hotels and boarding houses vere built specially
to accomîmodate exhibition visitors, and how such pro-
perties became almosL worthless, to the serious injury
of that city.

Toronto is still suffering acutely from a real estate
and building boom, Such ait experience suggests
caution in entering upon a schme which would inevit-
ably develop another boom, and a second collapse. We
would advise Toronto to sit down quietly and study oui
the cost, the roquired conditions, and tie ultimate
consequences of ait Internatiotial Exhibition. Such an
investigation would result in a resolve to be content
with the splendid annual success of the Provincial
show. lhere is att epitaph on ai old country tomb-
stone which reads, " I was well, [ wished to be better-
and lere I ani" The lnyorafl like the toiubstone, is on
the surfaè0tu

THE INTER-OCEAN ON THE QUEBEC
CONFERENCE.

The Quebee Conference is taking a prominent place
in the editorial columnus of United States newspapers.
It lias elicited expressions of opinion fromt over fifty
American Boards of Trade, ail of then couched iii
favourable, thought general ternis. The Chicago Inter-
Ocean and other papers in the States have made the
comments of this journal the basis of their editorials
on the Quebec Conference. Our statement as to the
objects and the probable results of that body's negoti-
ations or discussions are being freely quoted as repre-
senting the attitude towards it of the people of Canada,
as the JouRNm, or CoxncLito is recognised as a non-
partisan paper.

The general toue of the Anterican press on this mat-
ter is gratifying for, as a rule, it is fair and friendly. A
decided bias is naturally shown towards the United
States view of several questions, and here and there
what is objectionable clearly arises fromn deficient in-
formation about Canadian ideas and facts. The firm
staid, for instance, taken by Canada against allowing
American fishermen to exorcise their calling on Our
lakes and rivers at ail sensons and by any means avail-
able for catching fish, is regarded by some writers as
unneighbourly. They mako tbis imputation iii ignor-
ance of the fact, tat an international officiai enquiry
conducted by Anerican and Canadian experts for
several years resulted in their unanimously reporting
otnly a few months ago in favour of the very policy
vlich is regarded by soine as unfriendly to the States.

The commissioners declared in the most positive tarins,
that the internai fisheries of the States had been
destroyed by reckless fishing, and that those of Canada
would also becone extinct unless they were protected.
3oth-countries vere declared to be vitally and equally

interested in those fisheries being saved by restrictions
upon fishermen. Mr. Herschel Whitaker, Fish Comt-
imissioner for the State of Michigan, speaking of one
concession made by Canada, said : " This order is a
notice to Canadian fishernen that until further notice
they could join their American fellow-fishermen in
working the final destruction of the commercial
fisheries of the lakes." At another place in his report
ie says: " liere ias been an absolute lack of co-
operation on the part of the bordering States in meet-
ing Canadians upoi this fisltery question in a spirit of
fairness." The judgment of so eminent an authority,
who is an American officiai, outweighs in value a whole
theatre of those who speak about Canada without
information,

The Chicago Inter-Ocean says

"IL is not likely that inucl will conme immediately
frrom the conference ; it is quite possible tbat niiothing
will coine directly fron it, for our Canadian friends
and neiglihbours are in the full bumptiousness of youth,
and therefore are disposed to claini everything and to
concede nothing. Repeated conferences and negotia-
tios htave disclos.d a Canadian obstinacy on the fisliery
questions, both as to seals and to edible fish. The
treatmuent of United States fishermen driven by storm
or other untoward circunstances into Canadian harbors
frequently ias been inhospitable, and itot seldom
brutal."

The "bumnptiousness of youth" is rather an anusing
phrase for a Chicago paper to use in regard to Canada.
One or two centuries before the site of Chicago lad a
solitary inhibitant àùàdàà was catching fish on hêr,

coasts on a large scale and was trending fast towards
her destiny as a self-governing community. Canada is
politically older than the United States. There was a
Governor-General of Canada over 200 years before
there was an Aierican President. Admitting we
Canadians are "bumptious," we are not so from youth-
ful ness, any way. But, so far froni being open to this*
reproach we pride ourselves too much upon our modesty.
Certainly our lack of self-confidence has time and
again caused our neighbours to the south to take
liberties with our affairs which they would not have
doue if we had been a really "bumptious" people.

Our esteemed contemporary wholly misunderstands,
or is not acquainted with the history and the facts of
the fisheries question. This charge of " inhospitable"
and "brutal" treatment of American fishermen ie made
out of whole cloth. It costs Canada betweei one and
two hundred thousand dollars a year to keep American
poachers from fishing in Canadian waters, that is, to
protect the property of Canadians from being stolen.
Those who are prevented from stealing our proper ty
feel just as sore as a burglar does who, while engaged
in bis operations, gets a crack on the head, or a bullet
f rom the person whose house le has invaded. Wl hen
in such a position would our contemporary politely
offer such a visitor bis cigar-case, bid him to consider
the house and all the Inter-Ocean property lis own,
and press the burglar to pay another visit? Wlien
Canada is in a strictly analagous position, when ber
territory is invaded, and lier property is being stolen, is
she to be blamed for giving an "inhospitable" or even a
"brutal" reception to marauders? No person acquainted
with the people of our Maritime Provinces, will pay
the slightest heed to a charge that "A merican fisher-
men driven by storin or other untoward circumstances
ii e Canadian ̄ arbours," have been cruelly ill-treated.

- Sailors and the maririme populations of every civilized
nation are notoriously most hospitable and generous
to those of other nations who are in distress. Admiral

4 Cervera's noble conduct to Mr. Ilobson at Santiago is
typical of this sympathy. The equally noble way in
whieh the American coi mander stopped the ill-usage
of Spanish sailors by the seini-savage Cubans was
another manifestion of this humanity. No! the Mari-
time Province Canadians are utterly incapable of show-
ing "inhospitality" to fishermen in distress, and to
accuse them of being "brutal" to storni-driven mariners
is to make a charge without the shadow of justification.

It is deplorable indeed when the two peoples are
drawing nearer to each other in mutual respect and

good-will that such an infamous accusation should be-
made by a prominent A merican newspaper against our
fellow Canadians in the Maritime Provinces. Our
Chicago contemporary should have restrained his in-
cendiary language at a time like this. le should have
remembered that out of the community lie slandered,
there went men who have recently shed their blood
under the Stars and Stripes. He should too have re-
nembered that the people whom le styles "inhospitable

and brutal" are represented in Chicago by many of
that city's most honourable citizens. We invite our
contemporary to visit the localities in Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island on whose
coasts he declares that United States fishermen have
been ill-used when driven into their harbours by storm.
He would discover that a more hospitable, more huniane
and more socially estimable people are not known. At

the same time be would find that in respect to the
fislery riglts, they enjoy under international treaties,
and by the boun ty of Providence, the mnotto of the
Maritime Provinces is, "Britons, hold yotir own."

U. S. IMPERTALISTS AND ANTI-IMPERIALISTS.

The people of the United States are being drawn into
two camps as a result of the capture of Cuba, Porto
Rico, and the Philippines. Having seized these islands
and destroyed the domination of Spain over its ancient
colonies, the States are now confronted with the mo-
mentous questions arising -as to their future govern-
ment. To enter upon a war with Spain in the cause of
humanity and civilised government, to destroy what
government existed in her colonies, and then to aban-
don thei to chaos and anarchy would be a policy too
ignominious to be acceptabJe to the people of the
UniteI States. lHaving spent 100 millions of dollars
inI knocking the Spanish coachinan off his box the
Stales will not have aiother nation to take the reins.

Being suddenly confronted with so tremendous a
responsibility such as the close of the war lias laid up-
on tei Rtepublic, we are not surprised at public opinion
in ihe States being in a state of confusion. Had Great
Britain been similarly placed ber course would have
been marked by prompt decisiveness. She would have
done añain what she has done before by placing the
territories conquered at once under absolute British
control. But the States having lad no experience of
an analogous nature, it is quite natural for the gravity
of the present situation, owing to its nîovelty, to have
created some confusion in the public mind, and a wide
diversity of opinion as to the wisest course to be pur-
sued. The people are divided between two courses,
they stand at the parting of the ways, one party urging
that one part be taken, the otherprotesting against its
being entered upon. There are othiers who are too
dazed by the arguments pro and con to have been able
to form a decided opinion. One party declares boldly
for the annexation of Cuba, Porto Rico, and the Philip-
pines, with their absolute control by the United States.
Another section protests against this assumption of
ownership and control by the States of territories de-
tached from this continent, and populated by alien
races. The latter party have no alternative to suggest,
which makes their position unreasonable andiu ntenable.
Thi situation imperatively demands action by the
States. The party which only says, No! to what is
suggested is clearly too confused - to be of
any service in the councils of. the nation. Be-
fore the war the people of the States were
under the delusion that the Cubans were fighting
for independence, which they were seeking in order to
enjoy the blessings of constitutional liberty. "Free
Cuba" vas au inspiring cry. Now the blood and
treasure of the States have been shed and lavished un-
der the stimulus of this cry, it is found that " Free
Cuba" was a phrase and nothing more, as the'establish-
ment of self-governmentin thatisland would inevitably
lead to anarchy. The sane unfortunate conditions
exist in the Philippines. The people of those.islands
require to be governed by a strong power, they are
grossly incapable of governing themselves. The dis-
covery of these conditions in the conquered islands
wrested from Spain is a painful surprise to the .Ameri-
can people, as it practically makes the populations of
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Cuba and the Philippines the wards of the United
States, who are now responsible for their government,
and the protection of life and property in those islands;
as well as the administration of all their political
affairs.

A large numnber of Amnerican papers stand aghast at
so tremendous a responsibility being undertaken by the
States. They are stating day after day how contrary to
Anierican traditions is the policy of holding foreign
dependencies. They are exciting the public by statis-
ties showing the great cost of governing the islands,
and Oie risks which will be incurred of entanglements
with European powers. But, as we have said, their
policy is a mere negation. On the other hand the
najority of the Anierican newspapers, those of the Re.
publican party especially, have risen to the occasion.
They set traditions aside by urging, with muci reason,
that old ideas as to a nation's policy must be set aside,
or modified, whien new conditions arise. The unparalleled
historical record of Great Sritain as the greatest Empire
ever known has been the result of its political elasticity.
The extension of the Empire is largely due to the states-
men of the old land iaving paid more respect to the
needs of the presenît and the future than to the tradit-
ions of the past. Upon what tradition is based the
Riiepublie ? If Washington had been as bound to
tradition as sone who are -now evoking his naine there
would have been no Declaration of Independence. Had
Bismarck been a slave to tradition there would have
been io German Empire. HIad Canadians followed
tradition there would have been no Dominion of
Canada.

Statesmansbip in its higliest phase is the art of
creatiing suchi conditions as are needed by existing cir-
cumistances. We can not dishonour the Aimerican
people by doubting their ability to cope with the cir-
cuistances which have arisen out of the war as
becomes a people in whom runs the blood of a race
wvhich lias never shrunk fron the responsibility of
goverinîg those whom it lias conquered. The expan-
sion o the governmental responsibilities of the United
States will lift its policies ont of the narrov parochial
rut into whicli they have fallen. Imperial possessions
will develop an imperial breadth of view. Wien the
Stars and Stripes are floating over the Philippines the
eyes of the A mueican people will have a wider range
tian their own boundaries. They will then realise
Liat a great nation lias nobler duties than the avoid-
anice of "expostird and exertion.'•

A BANK FOR CUBA.
A prominint merchant in this city suggests that the

Bank of Moitreal, or sonie other of our leading banks,
would make an excellent move by establishing a branch
ait lHavana. The power of Spain over Cuba being a
thing of the past, never to be restored, it will bo neces-
sary to provide baniîkinîg accommodation for the island
whiich bas hitlierto been provided by Spanishi institu.
tions whiich are iider a icavy cloud, and certain to be
vithldrawn. A strong Canadian bank would be in a

very favourable position for doing a large business to
its own advantage and the convenience of the Cuban
traders and all having commercial relations with the
island. WVe all know how the financial disturb-
ance in Newfoiundland was quieted and confidence
restored by the Bank of Montreal establishing

a branch in that island during a grave crisis. A service
of even greater extent could be done to Cuba by a
strong bank being opened in lavana. The local cur-
rency needs placing upon a gold basis, and all settle-
ments for foreign trade made as stable and reliable as
they are in the States and this country through the
medium of bills of exchange drawn by and upon sub-
stantial financial institutions. For the development of
its trade, both internal and external, a strong bank in
Cuba is an absolute necessity. As the banks of the
United States do not favour the establishment of
branches, and as the reputation of Canadian banlks
would give the necessary prestige to ensure confidence,
the suggestion that a branch of one of our institutions
be establisied at lavana seems practical and promis-
ing

HOTEL IMPROVEMIENTS IN OUR CITIES
AND SUMMER RESORTS.

However attractive may be a summier resort in its
natural features its prosperity is never assured until
the hotel accommodation neets the requirements of
visitors. In recent years the hotels in our principal
cities have been so improved in their comforts, con-
veniences and luxuries as to have raised the standard
of the requirements of guests wherever travellers resort.
In the great capitals of the world the chief hotels are
furnished wilth palatial magnificence, rivalling the
splendour of royal residences. Some Iansions of the
old world's nobility look " dowdy" and comnimonplace
in their decorations and interior equipments compared
to the high-elass modern hotel. The superior confort
of an inn, of whici Shenstone wrote,

-" Whoe'er lias travelled lire's dull round
Whate'er his stages may have been,
May sigli to think that lie has found
The warnest welcome at an inn"-

bas assumed a new meaning in recent years for fe w
private bouses, even of the most wealthy, are as thor-
oughly equipped with those things which ninister to
the tastes and the needs of .their, occupants as are the
leading hostelries of this continent and Europe. As a
consequence of this advance in the botel standard in
cities, there bas been a marked improvement in those
in snaller towns, and notably so in those at summer
resorts. i.. The idea at one time prevailed, that as sum-
mer visitors remained so short a period, and were chiefly
attracted by hygienic conditions and the charms of
scenery, they vould care little for the temporary dis-
comforts of an ill-kept, dirty. shabbily-fnrnisied lotel,
where the meals were mnonotonous, badly-coolked, worse
served, and highly conducive to indigestion.

Soie years ago a public oflicial whose duties lad
taken him into inost of the towns in Ontario told us
that lie had never tasted good butter, tender meat,
palatable bread, or slept in a comfortable bed for three
montis. To-day there is'not.a town in that Piovince
without an hotel w bere guests eould with reason com-
plain of the food and accommodation. In this
Province a similar revolution has been effected. At a
number of points on the shores of the St. Lawrence are
hotels which cater for sunimer visitors. Without any
pretence to rival a leading city hotel in spiendour of
equipment, or in table attractions, these hotels, as a
rule, are clean, the meals, thougi not very varied, are
well cooked, nicely served, and the comfort of guests
is well looked after in all necessary matters. Speaking
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ot "variety" in the bill of fare, any one with a palate
more refined than a swine's finds more enjoynent from
a well cooked chop and potato served piping bot than
a dinner of a dozen courses served like a miscellaneous
selectien of cold scraps ticketed with French naines.

As a consequence of this improveent there are a
numbe r .of river-side resorts whichi attract a liberal
patronage by transient visitors who, years ago, care-
f ully avoided the disagreeable experienze of a day spent
where the hotel was badly 'imanaged. Sorel, for in-
stance, is becoming more and-more attractive to visitors.
This town is very interesting. The Duke of Kent,
the Queen's father, once was a resident of Sorel, and
the names of the streets and of the chief hotel, the
"Brunswick" all tell of its historic associations. Stand-
ing at the junction of the Richelieu and St. Lavrence
rivers Sorel occupies a charming site, and is most con-
venient for naking boating excursions. The Hotel
Brunswick kept by Mr. Napoleon Latraverse, adds
much to the attractiveness of this old town as the
cuisine is good, and the attendance admirable. The
bedrooms are quaintly named after cities, so that the
guest may select wbether le will spend a niglt in
Paris, London, Rome, Venice, Monaco, Chicago, Toron-
to, and other places. Forty-five miles lower down is the
flourishing town of Three Rivers, which is, within easy
driving distance of Shawinigan Faills which are ex-
tremely picturesque, and one of the few rivais of
Niagara on this continent. The Hotel Dufresne at
Three Rivers, contains lofty and spacious roins, tesse-
lated floors, pleasant bedrooms, with baths, and is well
inanaged. Lower down the river, 9 miles east of Que-
bec, and opposite the Montmorency Falils, is the Island
of Orleans, formerly called "Isle Bacchus," from the
luxuriant growth of wild vines. The west portion of
tieislaiid as a favourite resort of the officers of the
Quebec garrison in early days. It is now a summner
resort for the wealthy citizens of Quebec by whom it
lias been provided with beautiful sb ady walks and given
the chaiming aspect of a private park. The new hotel,
Chateau Bel Air, is elegantly appointed, and well
named as the air in this locality is indeed charniing.
The proprietor, Mr. Edwin Fraser, treats his guests

vith ail the attention and courtesy of a private host.
The Islandof Orleans is a favorite sumnimer resort of

visitors fron ail parts of Canada, having the attractions
of pleasant society, good music, boating, and fishing.
There is no city on this continent fro'n which so great
a variety of refreshing and beautiftul trips can be made
as Montreal, and now the natural attractions of Lake
river and mountain scenery are supplemented by ex-
cellent hotel accommodation, there is everything needed

te make this city a charming and. convenient resort for
summer tourists.

THE YACHT RACE.
WHAET Is A CATAMARAN ?

Business in this city lias been "blanketed" for several
hours each day while the yacht contest was on for thE
Seawanaka cup. A Canadian vessel laving won the
race both in American waters, and on our own lake St.
Louis, the ·third trial excited intense interest. Some
doubtwas expressed as to whether the yacht built ex.
pressly for the race by Mr. G. H. Duggan, by whon
the previous ones lad been won, would be allowed to
,compete. That ingenious designer adopted a plan

which caused it to be styled a "catamaran." Such a
designation is, however, a misniloier, as any one knows
who lias seen a boat of that class. A "catamaran" is a
mere raft made up of three logs lashed together inuch
iii the way our timber rafts are by cross pieces. The
middle one is long enough to project beyond the side
pieces, and this part is dressed to a point and turned up
at the bow end. They are made about 20 to 25 feet
long by from 2 to 3½ feet across. The catamaran will
carry heavy sail and pass zafely through rougher waters
than au ordinary boat could navigate. The men who
sail these frail vessels occupy a kneeling position inucli
after that of a canoeist. To call the yacht "Dominion,'"
which was designed for the recent yacht
race, a " catamaran " shows that those who
give it this naine are more concerned to apply a
depreciative title than to use au accurate one. A yacht
with a centre board is just as truly a double keeled boat
as the winner in the recent race. As objections are
being raised to such a boat being awarded the prize it
is as well to say that the proper tine for protesting
was before the race. The American yacht ownerslhav-
ing agreed to run the Challenger against the Dominion
for the Seawaoaka cup, they are not fairly entitled to
enter any protest against their rival, with whose
peculiar forn they were thoroughly familiar.

We are not disposed to attach much importance to
such contests. They throw no lîght on the contrue-
tion of yachts for ordinary use. The boats built for
the race are mere racing machines, they have no prac-
tical value as yachts. IL would be more serviceable as
a lesson in construction and sail equipiment to bave a
racelextending over two or three days on thecoastorLake
Ontario where the ordinary conditions would be found
under which a sailing yacht is navigated. As our re-
lations with the States have becoine so friendly we
should have alno.st preferred for the Aierican boat
not to have been beaten in our waters. But we have
no doubt the defeat will be taken in the right spirit,
and we can say to Mr. Crane and his friends, " 3etter
luck next time."

THE SEALING QUESTION.
To the people of British Columbia the surrender by Can-

ada of its right to carry on pelagic sealing means a sacrifice
no Province ought to be called upon to niake without ample
compensation. This compensation ought to be paid by
whoever would be benefitted by sucli a saurifice. As a matter
of fact the only persons who would receive any advantage
froin the suppression of pelagie sealing, or catching seals in
the ocean, or sea, are those who are interested in catching
seals on the land. Those persons constitute a company te
which the Anerican government has granted a nonopoly of
sealing at the Pribyloff islands.

It thus appears that a lawful industry carried on by
Canadians is sought to be annihilated solely for the benefit
of an American sealing company. The plea that pelagic
sealing threatens the extinction of the seals could just as
equitably be urged against their wholesale slaughter on land.
lUnder any circumstances these animals belong as nuch to
Canada as to any other country. If Canadians who nakie
merchandise of seals are foolish enough te pursue sealing
operations so as to endanger their own interests they are
well within their rights, as the animals they eatch are not
owned by any one; but the sealers' are too shrewd and too
experienced to kill the gaose that lays golden eggs. A
maemorial froin the Victoria Sealers Association has been sent
te the Governor-General for presentàtion te our representa.
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tives at the International Conference in which the extent of
the sealing industry and its value are thus stated:

• " The Victoria sealing industry comprises 65 schooners,
representing 4,292 tons, with a value of $643,800, ampleying
807 whites and 903 Indians, making with their wives and
familis-of those employed-about 8,500 directly dependent
on this industry. The money derived from the season's catch,
talcing the average catches and the jprices for the past three
years, anount to $750,000 annually.'

The destruction of such an industry ought not to lie con-
templated. The right upon whicli it is based is not open to
question, and it is not one the advantages of which are con-
fined ta those British Coluinbians at present engaged in seal-
ing, for the right will be the heritage of successive genera-
tiens. To sacrifice a local enterprise in order to sacure some
advantage of equal value to be distributed for the benefit of
the wiole country would be a gross injustice, and to sacrifice
such a local Canadian industry in order to enrich foreigners
engaged in the saine business by giving them a sealing mono-
poly would be an outrage. We trust the Conference will so
far respect our national rights, and the lawful interests of
the British Columbia sealers, as to leave tlieir enterprise un-
disturbad. To sacrifice such an industry would afford a very
dangerous precedent. The attitude of this journal has been
spoeln of with soie asperity in a leading Chicago paper as
"uncom promising" in regard to the questions to be subnitted
to the Joint Commission at Quebec. In regard to those mat-
ters there is room for a compromise settlement-with one
exception. Te compromise national rights is to compromise
national dignity and honour. Against any bartering away of
the honour and the dignity of Canada we hold an uncomi-
pronising attitude, which we trust will b assumed by those
who represent the Dominion at the Quebec Conference.

BETTElt QUALITY OF GOODS DEMANDED.

The ara of chapness to which human effort has contri-
buted in late years is an economic study of somae magnitude.
[t lias changed the complexion of the staple trade of entire
countries, and in a narrower sphere bas induced such severe
competition that only the fittest; cat survive. "Cheapness"
begets the eut price retailer of every class who,paradoxically,
succeeds only when he f ails. And again "cheapness" begets the
manufacturer whose success is limited to the extent only, of
bis possible market, and the endurance of consumers to "put
Up" with the inferior article he sells until such time as a sue-
cessor comes in the field Lo supply the ever 'verdant "Best
and Goes Furthest" at the lowest pric.-IL is well known
hliat quality givinmg is a luxury reserved only to beginners in

the manufacturing lino. "Established" muanufacturers un-
der the stern behest of the ledger give it up and exploit
pastures new, where perchance for a time, the natural
dammand arising ont of an original expenditure in adver-
tising, will recoup the losses made nearer home-

That cheap production after thiswise is overreaching it-
self to-day, and is compassing its own undoing appears to us
fairly clear. There is a revulsion of taste taking place
among consumters, in favor of a batter class of goods, and in
no one lino permaps is this change more pronounced than in
groceries.

" Not how cheap, but how good" seems to b the guiding
star of the purchasing public to-day. The public has been
brouglt to it by long and unsatisfactory acquaintance with
comimodities îmasquerading under honest names. "Mucha and
,Java" coffeo, tour-fifths Rio, and twenty par cent peas,
"Pare Mixed Spices" cbiefly finely ground stems and stalks.
"London Malt Vinegar" the rinsings of well seasoned casks
artfully doctored. "Pure Mustard," liberally streaked with
corn starch, washing powders, soaps and proprietary articles
ail infiitum. These and mnuch else that the grocer sells are
not what they seem, and not what they must ha ta obtain
any lasting place on his shelves, nov that the tide is turning
towards a batter class of goods.

It is gratifying to note however that this deterioration has
net touched so far the item of sugar and soine few other
articles, among which is cocoa. Tt is an indication in
the riglit direction also that the agitation against spurious
teas is bearing fruit. Our refiners produce an excellent
sugar, and it is doubtful if a superior quality is refined any-
where than Redpaths Standard Granulated. The quality of
cocoa on sale in Canada is universally good. It is not sur-
prising therefore that this beverage is gaining steadily in
favor, and this witbout any- very aggressive advertising.
The poor and oft times rank decoction which we are accus-
tomed to call coffee, is an unappetising drink in comparison.
Its seductiveness is rather on the canister, than in the canis-
ter, and without doubt sophistication has reached its zenith
in many brands now on the market.

This changing attitude -of the consumer is fraught with
more importance to grocery sundry purveyors than they
have any knowledge of. Not until the subject of inferiority
is fully focused will they see the drift of the times, and for
many this will come too late. There is a condition now
under way in the preferential tariff which makes for a
speedy awakening.

T1HE SHIPMENT OF APPLES.

The following letter bas beau sent by the Canadian De-
partmnent of Agriculture to the several steamship companies
sailing from Montreal and Halifax:

"Last season a lot of early varieties of apples were shipped
from Western Ontario to Great Britain. About one-half of
the quantity was forwarded in cold storage, and the re-
mainder were sant as ordinary cargo. Those sent in cold
storage were reported to have arrived ail in good condition,
and to have been sold at an average price of 18s. par barrel.
Those sent as ordinary cargo wera reported to have been sold
at an average price of Ss. per barrel, and 63 per cent. wera
reported to.have been landed in a 'wet' or 'slack' condition.
For the safe carriage of early varieties of apples it seams
necessary that they sbould be carried at a temperature at
or below 40 degrees Fahr. On examiniuîng the returns from
twenty-nine cargoes of apples last year. I find that the sane
varieties of apples were sold at the saine time at prices show-
ing as much as Ss. 6d. per barrel of a difference between the
ap ples which were landed in good condition and the apples
which were reported as being landed in a 'wet' or ' slack'
condition.

"For the safe carriage of late fall and winter apples it
seems desirable that they should be so carried that they may
be thoroughly ventilated, so that the haat produced, by the
fruit itself will be carried off. When apples or other fruits
are kept as a temperature above 40 degrees~Fahr. they con-
tinue to ripen or go towards decay. That process generates
heat. The increased temperature thus caused makes the fruit
ripen still faster, For the carriage of apples by your line,

-could you arrange to have the hîold or holds for apples
thoroughly ventiilated by an air duct leading to the bottomu of
the hold, and by the use of an electric fan or fans to suck the
varm air f rom the top ? During any particular wari weather
on the voyage the ventilating ducts might be used only dur-
ing the avenings or nights when the air vas cool. Our
department is calling the attention of growers and shippers
of apples to the desirability of packing the fruit in barrels
or boxes so constructed as ta permit ventilation through
each barrel or box, and packed tight enough t hiold each fruit
firmly in place," Apple growers in England adopted a system
of cold storage for their fruit long years ago, as many Cana-
dians know who have beau in the apple roon of an old
country farm louse. The apples were preserved froin contact
vith each other, and a current of air, as far as possible, kept

passing throcugl the storage room.

The classification of "Manufactures" given in the preced-
ing table is that prepared by Mr. George Johnson, Domin-
ion Statistician, which, it is proposed, shall be adopted by
the Canadian Government in publishing official returns in
the Trade and Navigation Returns and other Blue Books.
The initial number of the Canadian Manufacturers' Asso-
ciation Bulletin remarks, this list includes quite a number of
articles that have never before been classified as "Manufac-
turers," and while the change is undoubtedly in the right
direction, ther are nany who think that it has not gone far
enouglh. Under this classification in the item "Wood Manu-
factures of," is included blinds, doors and sashes, matches,

.mouldings, pails, tubs and churns, spools, wood pulp, etc.,
that had previously been classified as "Products of the For-
est." The change is obviously a proper one, but there are
other changes that might have been made with equal proprie-
ty, and which should be made. Thus "The Mine" is credited
with pig or ingot copper, and with pig lead, which are not
taken from the earth, although the ores from which they are
smelted are; and the saine may be said of nickel matte and
also refined oil. Such articles should be credited to "Manu-
factures" but are not. So also regarding "The fisheries" un-
der which is credited canned fish and lobster, fish oil, and the
furs of marine animals. Under the old classification "Ani-
mals and their Products," which it is not proposed to change,
are enumerated butter, cheese, dressed furs, grease, lard,
meats, canned meats, lard oil and tallow, while under the
plassification "Agricultural Products," are enumerated

balsam, bran, eider, flax, dried and canned fruits and veget-
ables, malt, mapile sugar, flour of wheat, buekwheat, oatmeal,
etc. All of these articles were subjected to manufacturing
proceises, and iany of thei fully prepared for final con-
sumption, and yet they are located in classes that indicate
the expenditure of the smallest possible ainount of unskilled
labor. Many of thesa artieles represent the investment of
large capital in factories and the employment of highly
skilled labor, and should be classed as -"Manufactures."

ARTIFICIAL MEAT.
It seems more difficult in these days to disbelieve new

mnarvels of science than it used te bie to credit them, cJredul-
ity has taken the place which scepticism used to occupy as a
sign of advanced thought.' Wonders have crowded so thick
upon us in late years that we are prepared to believe any-
thing. The famous saying : "I believe it-because it is im.
possible," expresses a common mental attitude. Hence, this
is the age of the wildest delusions, of which the enterprise
for extracting gold from salt water is a choice specimen.
We have too, the seet which denies the existence of material
ailments, all diseases being regarded as merely mental im-
pressions, so that when a man is down with typhoid or
pneumonia he has only to think he is well in order to be in
perfect health. This is only a new phase of the theory of
Bishop Berkeley toucbing the non-existence of matter, of
which Byron wrote :

" When Bishop Berkeley says, there la no matter,
"It is no matter what Bishop'Berkeley says."

The latest marvel we are called on to credit is that a German
chemist has invented a proceass of manufacturing meat. We
are to have such products supplied by machinery so cheaply
as to make beefsteaks and lamb chops almost too common to
eat. Instead of calling up Butcher Sirloin to send up a roast
of a certain weight we shall telephone the meat factory to
make us a particularly succulent piece of beef of a particular
pattern. We shall, no doubt, have the piece de resistance on
our dinner tables served up in cubes, or other geometrical
forms, to the comfort of indifferent carvers, and te the de-
light of economical housekeepers, for there will be no waste.
Whether this new invention will so develop as to manufac-
ture.turkeys and other poultry, as well as gaine, all ready
for the table is not known, but the genius who can make
beef and mutton by chemical processes, will surely supple-
ment his manufactures by supplying edible fancy goods
While, in the spirit of the time, we are not prepared to dis-
believe this new phase, of " Made in Germany," we should
not recommend any one to invest his money in the " Meat
Manufacturing Company" which will be the outeome of
this new marvel of chemistry.

-A NEW ORLEANs cotton expert reports "As regarde the
present growIng crop,'it le apparent that the promise to-day le
equal or superlor to that last year at thie date In every state and
vastly better in Texas, whlch state has weather conditions equal
to those which produced the enormous crop of 300 pounds per
acre la 1894-95 and this product applied to the present Texas
aereage, 6,750,000 acres including the Indian territory
might result with equal conditions hereafter In a crop for Texas.
Indian territory, of over 4,000,000 hales, while for the other
States acrop equal to the paet year would be over 8,000,000 bales.
I have therefore no hesitation in saying that the promise of to -
day, aven with somewhat unfavorable conditions hereafter, le for
a crop of over ten and a half million bales, assured, wlth a mil-
lion to a million and a half more withln the range of poseibilities.

-Tu new slip docks at Port Stanley, the contracte for whloh.
were awarded by the Lake Erle & Detroit River Milling Com-
pany late l May, will be completed and ready for use lu the
course of two or three weeks. The contracts called for their
completion on Aug. 1, but unavoldable delays prevented their
being finished in that time.

The various U. S. grades of carpets and rugs are advancing,

and already some makers have increased prices 24 ta oc per
yard.

Yokohama advices say of the yarn imarket. These .are selling
here atvery low prices and on a small scale only, Grey shirtings
are quite lifeless. Fancy cottons and woollens are dull and little
botter is expectod until Sept. comes in.

The Manchester cloth market la fairly firn with India the
chie buyer at an advance of one sixteenti Gormany reports a
waiting yarn market, Rouen advîces say the week's business lias
been better at firm prices.

Polka spots in velvet are being placed on taffeta ribbons by
soine Ainerican manufactures and nany lines of goods are being
printed with polka spots. These styles have been a great rage
In Europe for soe time, but there la somae doubts as ta Its suc-
cess on this aide.

An increased demand for fancy hosiery bas indnced American
importers ta bring out fancy new styles for fall. Among these
are fine Hale goods with black and colored boots, with stripes in
a Van Dyke effect around the calf. Another is a fancy ribbed
base, combined with a striped leg and foot, in a large variety of
colora. Small, neat embroidery effects and some new styles in
clocked hose are also.inclutided In these late importations.

Carpet wool la beginning to. come into the United States ai-
most as extensively as under the Wilson law, blitu the importa-
tion of the other classes is still small. The total importations
during July last were 5,587,855 pounds, valuetid at $405,932, of
which 5.283,805 pounds, valued at $449,104, was carpet wool.
The withdrawals of wool for consumption were 8,906,623 pounds,
valued at $427,895, upon which the dutics paid were $210,349.
The Importations of carpet wool in July of last year were only à
trile larger than last month, but the total importations a year
ago were 28,140,431 pounds. The importations of carpet wool in
Jnly last were entered at New York ta the anount of 4,849,483
pounds, valued at$418,801.

Belfast mîîanufacturera, shortly after the Dingley tariff went
fita eftect says the "N. Y. Journal of Commerce" reduced.the
weight on damasks ti order ta bring them in under the new
duty placed opon bleachetdgoods under a given weight. There
wits considerable doubt expressei as ta how these goods would
take with buyers, but a well-known linen man handling Import-
ant Belftat accounts says that it now looks as If light weight
bleached damasks would be successful. Buîyers who were some-
what sceptical regarding these at the start are now reordering
them in comparatively good quant ties,

Reports frou abroad concerning raw and piece silks disclose'
a very firm condition.

Reports fron Barnsley would indicate that the demand for
linens continues ta be of a satisfactory character, and local firms
are doing fairly well. The home markets offer a better prospect,
and a good deal of the Increased trade comes from this source
rather than forelgn. Beat linens do not sell muh better, but all
classes of goods of medium value are In good-demand. -Sheet.

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household goods are meeting with a good sale, and stocks are
pretty well cleared.

The returna of the clearances of silk through the Lyons Con-
ditioning House for the veek ending Aug. 1 give a total of 126,-
138 kilos, as against 80,108 kilos for the preceding week, 110,801
kilos for the corresponding week last year and 100,812 kilos for
the corresponding week in 1896. The week, in fact, showed a
noticeable revival of demand in the silk market considering the
season of the yesar, which may perhaps be attributed te the im-
proved prospects of peace between Spain and the United States
Prices are generally characterized by firmness, and there l even
an upward tendency in regard te the descriptions of silk most
favored by demaad. Italian, Broussa and Syrian raws continue
te receive attention, and amongst thrown silks French organsines
and aise Canton, China and Japan organsines and trames.

The advance in the price of raw alpaca and mohair which has
recently taken place in Bradford, which is equal to perhaps 25
per cent. is fully sustained. As mohair is at the present time
entering se largely into the composition of the most fashionable
fancy and plain dress fabrics, the present position of the market
in regard te raw material is of distinct interest te dress goods
users. The total Importation of raw mohair from both Turkey
and the Cape, the sole sources of supply, will this year not ex-
ceed at present prices a value of one and a half million pounds
sterling, and of this amount, after the waste l preparation and
the hair net suitable for the production of dress goods has been
deducted, there will net be 'left more than a third of the whole
amount for manufacturing into Bradford fabrics. There is al-
ways a steàdy demand for mohair yarns of a good quallty for lin-
ings for the trade, on this side of the water, and aise for summer
coats, and these demands have always kept mohair within some
4d per pound of its present price, even at a time when plain mo-
hair dreas fabrics wore net fashionable. If, therefore, this new-
ly introduced trade in fancy mohair cropons has come to stay
and this la considered practically assured, then this additional
demand for mohair will probably keep the average price of the
material at practically the present level. Another factor of the
situation la that some of the shrewdest exportera of dress goods
te the United States have already placed very considerable orders
for plain alpacas and mohair glaces In readiness for the next
spring trade in that country, se that more than a normal trade
may be looked for ln plain bright fabrics.

BUTTER AND CHEEsE.-A short make
of butter, and au active denand both home
and expert lias furthertended te strengthen
values this week. Finest Creamery .baing
generally Yc iigher at 18c, dairy tub is
steady 14Mc to 10c. Liverpool cable for
linest creamiery quotes 82s per cwt, and for
good 67s per cwt. The cheese market
manifests a firier tone, supported by
advance of Gd in cable, colored being now
worthin Liverpool 383. There is however
a good deal of conservatism in buying and
wise ones state that improvement in the
IUnited Kingdom offers, la meroly a speca-
lative move te keep up values where they
are, despite stocks liere and across the
water being such as muet ultimately sei-
ously depress the market. Fromi advices
te hand, it would appear that the outlook
for chleese in the Old Country is^not bright.
New Zealand nmutton and other Occidental
animal product bas largely ousted cheese
from first place in the consumption of the
masses, and it is becoming evident that the
cheese demand is now inuch over supplied,
in this situation the question of curialling
output beconies a live issue with Canadian
factories. On spot at the moment tinest
eastern makes are scarce, altho there is
ample under finest offering atI 7 but
these are not desired. Western cheese
ranges from Se ta 8,4c for colored.

Rice Is In steady request and
unchanged. In dried fruits, current wants
are snall, and there appears ta be little or
no speculative interest manifested. There

is a very firm feeling in prunes, based upon
the reports from California, that the crop
will be decidedly smaller than was expect-
cd early in the season. Late advices from
Greece point to comparatively high prices
on the new crop. Up to August 2nd, there
had arrived at Liverpool 20,559 tons, against

-TuE phenonenal growti of U. S. maînufacturing industries,
both in supplylng its own markets and those of other parts Of
thie world, is illustrated by some figures just compiled by the
Treaaury Bureau of Statistics regarding the imports and exporta
of manufactures of iron and steel. These tables show that the
exports of manufactures of iron and steel in the fiscal year 1898
were five times as great as in 1880, more than double those In any
year prior to 1896, and 23 per cent greater than in 1897. On the
other band the importa of the manufactured iron and steel ln
1898 were in value but one.sixth or those ln 1880, one.fourth
those of 1888 and one-half those of 1896. The following table
shows the value of Imports and exporta of manufactures of Iron
and steel into and froni the United States since 1880:
