Derry Cathedral used these words, for the
counterpart of which the Protestant Defence
Assooiation would drag up Canon Sadleir be-
fore his Diocessn :—'* It was flagrantly unscrip-
tural to say, as some ssid, that in the space of
forty days between the resurrection aud ascen-
sion Christ did not give instructions to his
Apostles concerning the founding of his Church.
The practice of the Church and the constitu-
tion of the Charch, o far as it was given in the
Aots of the Apostles, was part of the words and
part of the works of Jesus.— Irish Ecclesiastical

NrwrounoLasD —While the Diocessn Sy-
nod of Newfoundland was in soss on, tho news
was reccived of the destruction by fire of the
Roman Catholic Cathedral in Harbour Grace,
The subjoined resolution, relating 1o the disas-
ter, was pagsed by scolamation :—** Resolved.—
That the Diocesan Synod of the Caurch of Eng-
land in Newfoundland, in session assembled
having heard of the ead calamily which hus be-
fallen tho Roman Catholic Chureb in Harbour
Grace, in the destrnotion of their oathedral
by fire, desires to corvey to the Roman Catholic
Bighop of Harbour Grace aud his flock its deop
symputhy with thom in the loss of tho suored
building, whinh had beer orcctod at tho cost of
much time, Jabor, and money.” A copy was
forwarded to the Lord Bishop of Harbonr
Grace, who roplied in tho following torms :—
“ Harbour Grace, Sept. 4th, 18¢9. To the Ruv
Henry Danfield, Clerical Secretary to the
Church of Eogland in Newfoundland :

Rev. 8ir,—1I beg to acknowledgo receipt of
your letier of the 3rd inst, with the uccom-
panying resolution from your synod. Please
do me the forther kindnoss to assure your
excellent Lord Bishop and the other Revd
constitnents of the synod, that we get & vers.r
high value on this timely exprossion of sym-
pathy, and appreciste fuily the kindly follow-
feeling and broad, far-reaching, Christian spirit
that inspired it.— I bave tho honor to remain
sinoerely yours in Christ, (Signed) R, MAO:
poNALD, Bp of Harbour Grave.”

cumstances, make a meeting, religious or gocial
pleasanter un & stormy night than on any otber’
~—Interior. ’

Tex book fancier who bought from a peasant
a precious copy of the first Ieelandic version of
the New Testament for £1 74 6d, must have
had peculiarideas of morality in allowing the
peasant to sell the book for such & pittance
Common bonesty requires that rimple ptoplt;
who do 'not know the valuo of their possessions
should be told the truth about them, ‘
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Onoof thererious obstacles to the progrees of
an intelligont faitk in Christand His truth, and
espocislly of an intelligent apprehension of the
practical duties of the Christian life iy the per-
sistent preaching of conversion a8 the all in all
of roligion. This is insisted on with perpetual
iteration, as though it alone included the wiole
round of belicf and practice. It is oconsidered
that » man must puss throngh & kind of suddon
and saperpatural experionce in order to become

in any sense & Christian, and unless he is *‘ con-
verted”” in tho approved manner there is oo
chance for him in this world or the next.
Doubtless most men need a ohange in their
thoughts, motivesand manner of living_before
they can become true disciples of the Master,
bat thig is not saying that this ono thought of
spaamodic conversion must bo forever dinned
in their ears as the beginnieg and eud of re-
ligion. There are other things worthy of
thonght Lo make our faith the gnide and ballast
of life. Poersocal religion in the heart, and in
the life, is a growth, an education, a discipline,
& training, sud we need to be gathering apiritu
al materisls every duy from the dawn of intel-
ligencoe to the ond of lifo; from the Bible, by
prayer, by studious meditation, to make the
most ot lifo hero, and to dress our souls for en-
trapce into 8 better and purer world, By thia
means we have a basis of knowledgo, & basis of
truth, upon which inward experience ard ont-
ward sets roay rest.  Then s man is farnished
with tho rcquiroments that life brings, strength
1o resist temptation, to subdue the passions, to
conquer self and selfishness ; grace to warm the
affootions and quicken the sympathies; and wis-
dom to tell and live the troth, to say the right
thing at 1ho right time, to bestrictly just in ull,
his dealings, and 1o live out a white, honest
character, thut will be better evidence of his
conversion than falsome talk about the ' state

of his soul.”

The result of this continued ingistence on
this one idea is that it leads mea to think that
by some mysterious process they have been
mado over so as to be above tho ordinary
tomptations and frailties of mankind ; and hav-
ing “gou religion™ they imugine they havo
got so much that it will oarry them along
without soy efforts of their own, nor do they
suppose thul their roligion has anything to
do with right living, with honesty, truth
aud fairness as the world goes: liko the woman
who sunounced that she had arrived at  per-
_ footion,” and prooceded deliberstely to chest
hor tradesman. Ard another more disastrous
vosult is that this thing all their lives are wait-
ing for an ‘“ cxperience” to come from above,
under su impression that they have nothing to
de, and cun do nothing toward comiog to
a knowledge of the Saviour.

So they wait all thoir lives for & vague, indo-
finite thing that is made to_take the place of a
right faith and life, and oither imagine they
have been left out of the clect, and are not to
be copverted, or, like some hard headed man of
the world, conolnde that the whole business of
religion is a sham. A Mothodist minister re-
porting his work in the slums of Liondon, saya:
¢ Ono who has had s widespread experience for
wwonty yoars may be allowed to say that the
more striking & conversion is the less likely it
is to bo abiding. To rest re from a prodigal
life is & good investment, but to prevent such a
lito is & better investmont still. By steadily
influenving the young, by persuading ghem 10
take the right turn at life’s transition time, wo
aro avoiding the necessity for a siartling awsk-
oning for the future.”—The Church News.

HINTS AND SUGGESTIONS

FaoM THE MonE BEVERENT SOLEMNIZATION OF
HoLy MATRIMONY.

[ Drawn up by o Commitiee appointed by the
Chapter of the Rural Deanery of Rugeley (Dio-
cese of Lichfield).]

1. The roverent gelebration of the serviuve
muast depend ohiefly on thespirit in which mar-
ringe is generally regarded, It is, however, to
be foared that thereisa general tendency in the
present day to look at holy matrimony aslittle
better than a human ocontrael. Every effort
should therefore bs mads to get people to take
aright view of that holy state. This will bost
be done by teaching the young, from their
earliest years, to remember that marriuge is &

Diviune institation, and by taking due care that
the office of holy matrimony shoald slways be
solemnized with fitting roverence, Children
in their sohool days should be taught that wed.
ded life is & most pure and blessed state, institu-
ted by God, aud hallowed by Christ, All light
speaking aud jokes about tho subject should
not enly be duwcouraged, but made to appear,
as they really ave. of the nature of sin, Bvery
means should be taken to improve the tone of
pablio opinion in this respest. The clergy
should speak plainly on these matters, both in
privato teschings and in ‘public ministrations.
They might well do this on the occasions when
the Charch rofera to marriage in the lessons,
&n,, e, g. second Sundsy after Epiphsuy,

II. Nothing would be more likoly to stop the
growing praotice of marriage betore the Regis-
teur than clear, definite teaching on the sacred
ckaracter of holy matrimony. Whore, howewver,
a oivil marrisge has takon pluce, it should be
explained that God's blessing ought to be sought
throagh the ministration of the Church, and
the Marriage Service should be used; though,
of sourse, no entry could bo made in the Parish
Register, It might be found well to keop a
separate register for such marriages,

IIT. When notlice ia given of an intended
marrisge, the parties might profitably be ad-
vised to read over the service carefally; and
sach & book might be put into their hands as
“The form of Sclemuisation of Matrimony, with
Explunatory Obsorvations, by the Rev. G. Ven-
ables (Wells Gardner, price 1d.}, or “ Thoughts
for those about to be Married” (8.P.C.K., No.
1,972, price 1s, 4d. per 100), or * The Form of
Solemnization of Matrimony, with introducvion
and Notes, " by the Rev, E. L. Cutts (S.P.C. K,,
price Zs. 6d.).

1V. The following suggestions may be fornd
Lelpful towsards making the service itself more
reverent snd impressive :—

1. The church should be in decent order;
coverings removed, &. Where varied aluar
cloths are wsed, the Holy Table should be
vested in white, and fresh flowers placed there
on,

2. Those who come morely to gaze, shouid
be invited to enter tho church. Where it can
be so arranged, some of the ohurch helpers
might be asked to interest themselves in this,
as wall ag in the seating of the congregation
and providing them with Prayer-Books, or
torms of service (8.P.C.X., 16s. per 100), or
ourds.

3. The clerk, or othor church helper depnted
for the purpose, might meot the bridal party at
the church door, and give them instruction—

(a) As to their position—the man on the
right hand of the woman,

(b) As to taking off their gloves.

{¢) As to having the * ring” and **
1eady.

(d) Asto the joining snd loosing of right
hands.

(e) As to the giving away the bride.

(N.B.—It might be well for the clerk to be

duty”

provided with changes, and an offerlory en-
velope, in which to enclose * the duty to the
priest and clerk,” so that it may bo placed
with the ring, on the book at the right time, a3
the rubric dirests.)

4. Tho offsiating minister shoald be in readi
ness to receive the bride and bridegroom a8
they come up the charch,

5. As tho Rabric provides that the persons
are to be married '* in the body of the charch,”
it is evident that this part of the service should
take place in the nave,

6. Before the service is begun, the minister
and people should kneel in silent prayer.

7. In repealing the vow after the minister,
when the bride snd bridegroom are not uging
their Prayor Books it might be helpful if the
winister were to show his book—the better to
touch them the words that have to be repeated.

8 Both the *ring” and the “duty” should
be laid by the bridegroom upon the book, (The
money, if enclosed in an envelope as suggested,
might afterwarda be placed between the leaves
of the book, or reosived in an offertory bag and
then luid on the bouk.)

9. The “ man” and the * woman” should be
instructed to remain.on their knees from the
prayer, * Bternsl God ."to the con-
clusion of the blessing.

10, I the latter part of the service, only the
“man' and the *' woman” ehould follow the
minister when he goos to the * Lord’s Table,”
and kneol by themselves at the altar steps.

11. The psalm ended, tho ministor might
first say, ©* Let us pray,” before the Lesser
Litany.

12. At the close of the service, s practical
addross might be given on the duties of mas
and wife, as suggested by the Ruabric, with an
earnest oxhortation lo the newly married per-
sons to receive the Holy Communioa at the
esrlisst opportunity, if thore is no celebration
immediately following. If therei- & colebra-
tion at the time, the address should take the
place of the sermon in that office.

13 When there is no Communion, it would
mnch conducs to the reverent conelusion of the
service if all present were invited to kneel
down, and the office finished, a3 is often the
oustom after an ordinary sermon, with s Col-
leci and the Blessing.

14. When praclicable, it would be well to axr-
range for the help of an organist, to play a
voluntary both before and after the serviee;
and bymns might be introduced, even should
there be n¢ choir, Suitable places for such
singing wounld be, at the beginning of the of-
fice, a8 woll as before and after the address.

15. The objectionable practice of throwing
rice in the church or churchyard should be dis-
couraged ; nor should any demonstration be
made which would distarb thesolemnity of the
oceasion.

The ancient costom of sirewing flowors might
advantageously be encouraged.

16. The following might be found useful to
be given in the vestry :— ' Hoirs together of
Life,” by the Rev. Capel Care S.P.C K., No.
2,164, price 18, per 100); or a “ Memorial
Curd,” which may sisv_be had from S.P.C.K.—

GYPSY CHRISTIANS.

A little ocourrence which indicates the hold
the Church and her ways pressed upon those
who havo roceived Her narture, befell the As-
sistant a fow Snndays since. A few weeks ago
two families of gypsies wandered into Omahs
and pitched their tents in the bottoms, near the
river. Qne of the children, a little girl baby,
sickened and died after a short illness. The
people, strange to say, were communicsnts of
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our Mother English Church; and here, far

away from the home of their fathers, they
wanted the little buby luid away *“in the quiet,
eurib’s breast,” with the beantiful words of
prayer and hope to whioh they were aocastom-
ed. At the appninted time the service was
commenoced, thae [ittle baby lay in & small tent
under the trees, and the ministor stood ontside,
There were many people grouped saboat him,
preesing £0 clore to him in fact that hoe could
scarcoly move his arm, Poor poople they were
but devont ; kneeling down pon tho ground at
the prayers and listening reverently to the
fow words of hope and comfort whioh were
spoken. .

After reading the burial service, foar litde
children were brought forward for baptiem, the
prayer book was laid upon anoverturned water
buoket which rested upon an old chair. An-
other obair held an old tin basin for the water,
and with thess simple adjunots the service of
thie Charch of form and ritasl, so ocalled, was
carried out. After the baptisms tho Churching
office was read at ithe request of the mother of
the youugest child, a boy only two weeks old,
Major Fisher by name.

‘I'ness poor people possessed no ability to
read, so they had to say the responses after the
minister. They conld not Wwrite the Eonglish
language. but they had been taught the princi-
ples of our blessed Church and they cherished
them deep in their hoarts.

The minister offiviating was to them a Father
ard they called him 8o ; the people were honest,
working for their daily bread and possessed of
sufficient mosns to properly and decently lsy
to rest their little loved one, and they seemed
very sorry to find that no remumneration could
be accepted for the few simple services the
Church had rendered them. My friends, is not
this an argument for * one Catholic and Aposto-
lic Church,” one universal way of worship?
Should we not also rejoice that wherever we
may go, by the gruce of Ged wo may hear, and
use the same simple, yet magnificent words of
prayer and praise we have dome from cur
youth up, and oar forefathers bafore us? Hap-
py is the Church which possesses sach people
and euch services.—C.T.B in Cathedral Chimes,
OmahaNeb.

The
Bishop of Huron presided, and on the platform
were Dean Innes; Canon Smith, Richardson,
Davis, Rovs. Messrs, Hill, English, Hicks, Sea-
borne, Sage, and & number of ladies.

Misa Ling's addresa was listened to with pro
found interest. She drew a graphio pioture of
the missionary work amongst the women of In-
dia, where the iron systems of ocaste and the
marriage laws bound them in a slavery of the
severest kind, ruinous alike to the physical and
mental natire. The experience and history of
a high caste woman converted to Christiznity
and laboring with the speaker amongst her
countrywomen formed a feature encoursging
to those interested in the work.

His Lordship referred to the address in very
high terms,

Mra, Davis told of the first Cirole formed in
New York, and went on to show what different
Circles bad dove. Some had built hospitals,
others churches, sorae supported missionaries,
and their motto—* Lend & Hand”—ruled their
aotions, It was a part of their obligation to
examine their own hearts and to bring them
into more perfect accord with the will of their
King. The principles of the Society made it
applicable to the school girls as well as to the
matare womar, &nd there were Circles formed
whose obligation. was to speak no evil. There
had been many & burden brightened by their
aid, and they were steadily working to lighten
the burdens of the werld, advhnose the esuse of
Christ, and through His name the brotherhood
of man, The Son of the King was a society of
men conducted on the same lines, She closed
with an earnest appeal to her hearers to help
on the missionary work with their loving sym-
pathy, their prayers and their material aid,

Lonpon W.AM.A.—On 3'st iost. at Bishop-
towe, there was an important meeting of the
Board to consider the action taken in regard to
the various subjeots whioh had been discussed
at the Triennial meeting in Montreal, and to
decide in which of the works there proposed to
be undertaken by the Auxiliary, Huron could
take her part. Unanimous resolutions were
adopted to ocarry each and all into effect as far
as possible, consistent with these objects the
Branches were already pledged to promote,
The Bishop in commending to the consideration
of the members, the list of sush work as
bad been accepted not only at the W.A.M A.
Bosrd at its Triennial but also thankfully
endorsed by the Board of Foreign and Domes-
tic Missions itself, spoke words of encourage-

'ment and cheer, and pointed his hearers to the

one source of all strength, without whioh all
human efforts are vain, but with which no task
necd be too heavy or undertaking too difficult.

In regard to the education of the children
(especially daughters) of missionaries the

'Board pledged itself to do its utmost to promote

the admirable object, and appointed a com-
mittee to consider the most practicable method
of giving effest to the recommendation of the
Board of Misslons, with especial reference to
the immediate arrangements for the adoption
of the firat candidate for the Diocese of Huron.
This committee is to meet shortly and will find
its work easy of adjastment for “ J. R.,” the
first danghter of the Women's Auxiliary bas
been already for some weaks the guest of Mr,
and Mrs, Shore of Ailsa Craig, where she
has won golden opinions by ber docility sud
aptness to learn, so that there will be no dif-
fioulty in seouring for her a permanent home
in every way suitable for her. The Rev.
E. N. English repeated his generous offer to
give her an education at Hellmuth College, or
if the ordinary public school should bave the
preference of the committee, he wounld give her
free access to the college for imstrustion in
mausio, singing or every uspful accomplishment,
especially emphasizing the orgaun, a knowledge
which would be of groat benefit to her in re-
turning to help her parents in the Mission
Field. Mra. English who gave this liberal
invitation on behalf of her husband, spoke
in most feeling terms of hersolf as a missionary
daughter aud therefors perhsps better able
to realize the self-sacrifice entailed upon parents
in the Mission Field, than could those who had
every privilege for the education of their child-
ren at their very doors. Others heartily
endorsed her words, speaking especially of the
sympathy this espeoial Branch of Women's
work for women, must raise in the breast
of every olergyman’s wife throughout the land.
A committee to oarry out the proposed index
ciroulativn of the “Leaflet" was appointed,
with representatives in different parts of the
Diocese, to take s share in filling its allotted
columns of space, and the question of overy
parochial Branch sappointing its own repre-
gentaiive in London, to act for it whenever
guch representative was necessary, aud to be in
full communication with that representative at
all' times, was carefully considered and action
taken to carry it into effest. The spirit of
work, of hope and patient perseveranoce, seemed
to pervade the counsels of our Diocesan Board,
snd with God's good hand to gunide and control
its efforts we trust that it may be behind
no one of i sister dioceses in all they may
undertake for the glory of God, and for the
spread of His Kingdom.

Church, Winnipeg, on Tuesday morning, at 10
a.m. The service began with a hymn., The
library was monotoned by Rev, Canon Coombes,
The Bishop delivered & most important charge
maicly on the question of primary education,
which is now sgitating the Province. It was
a most able argnment tor religious instruction,
by one who has devoted a life time 1o the cause
of education, and whose enthusissm for teach-
ing is a8 great now as in his younger days. To
listen to Bishop Machray on educalion, is to
listen to & specialist who has no superior in
Canada.

The Holy Communiop was then celebrated
by the Bishop, assisted by the Dean of Rapert's
Lund, Canon Coombes, Archdeacon Fortin and
Rural Dean Cook.

The Synod organized in Trinity School
House. Dean Grisdale was elected Secretary,
and Mr. R. W, E. Goodridge, sssistant, Forty
three clergy wore present, and & largs number
ot Lay delegates, Scrutineers were appointed
or the balloting for delegates to the Provincial
Synod and members of the Exeontive Commit-
tee, and the voting was ordered to be tuken at
3:30 p.m. After some routine work the Synod
adjoerned for lunch, which was provided by
the ladies of the ity congregation at the Clar-
endon hotel.

TUBBDAY AFTESNOON.

After routine business the Bishop appointed
88 & Committee on his charge: Archdeacon
Fortin, convener; Canon O'Mesra, Revs, Rural
Dean Pontreath, Standen and Flewelling; and
Messrs, Longley, Eden, Mulook, Girdlestone
and James, Rev. W.H, Barnes, of the Diocese
of Honolulu, was welocomed to & geat on the
floor of the House.

Mr, L. M. Lewis submitted his report as hon,
Treasurer, and in doing so referred in fitting
terms to the work of his predecessor, the late
Mr, C.J. Brydges. He stated that since the
preparation of the printed report, 8336 addi-
tiopal bad been received from overdue interest,
&o., leaving only $575 to come in, -

Canon Matheson moved, seconded by Dean
Grisda]e, that the report of St. John's College
be received and accepted. The mover observed
that daring the past three or fonr years the in-
terests of the College had been taken up warmly
and enthusiastically in the Synod. He inti-
mated, however, that furtker practical help was
needed. The collections for the College in the
perishes only amounted to $230.

Dean Grisdale read the following report of
the committee on a Metropolitioal See:

politan) be chosen in the following manner,
viz.: Three names to be chosen by the Synod
of the Diocese of Rupert's Land, of whom the
House of Bishops must seleot one to be both
Bishop of Rapert's Land and Metropolitan of
Ruapert's Liand.

The Dean moved that this report be recoived
and adopted, and that His Lordship the Bishop
be requested to name a committee on the AMe-
tropolitical See, which shall meet before the
Provincial Synod, the committee appointed by
the Provineial Synod on the same subject.

Mr. Lewis seconded the motion; its consid-
eration was, after some discussion, deferred
until the following morning.

Canon Coombes read a report on Sundsy
Schools, recommending Diocesan inspection,
and Nov, 3rd as the day of Intercession.

Ven. Archdescon Fortin read the report of
the committee on closer uniom, which was
adopted as follows:

That this Committee sympathizes very cor-
dially with the movement for the promotion
of cloger ties betwaen the various seotions of the
Christian Church. They have watchod with
deep interest the steps which have already beon
jaken towards the attainment of that object in
another portion of the Canadian Caurcn, and
whilst they recognize the importance of vigor-
ous and steady aotion in the premises, yet they
are of opinion that in % matter of this magni.
tode, embracing as it does, sll the dioceses of
the Eoolesiastioal Province, it is advisable to
stay all proceedings for the present, beyord re-
questing the Provingial Synod to deal with the
question at its meeting next year.

Mary’s Hall, on Tucsduy evening, Oct, 29:h,
A, R. Gibbs, Ksq,, was elocted as represontative
to the Diocesan Synod, vice James E. Faller,
E:q., resigned.

St Stephen’s Guild.—The regular monthly
meeting of this Guild was held on Monday ove-
ning, 28th Oet., in St. Mary's Hull, whero there
was 8 oapilal attondance; thirty-five of the
members being present,

Three candidutos wore proposed and ono ad-
mitted to membership. The Warden delivered
a short address, prior to the initiation and the
obligation of the Guild, nnd based his remarky
upon those parts of the obligation which re.
ferred 10 soberness, temperance and chastity,

Several of the members of the Guild after-
wards engaged in an eurnest disczssion upon
the work of the Guild, and eapecially that which
calls npon them to 1nflnence others for good.

Bat no same person
would put Wesloy, ecither intellectually or
spiritually, at the head of all the great men
whom Oxford has prodaced, as$ doing her more
ceadit than any of them; and the Moethodist
movement, which he started, has in the course
of years not only diverged in muny respects
from Wesley's ideas and desires, but has been
singularly lacking in that width of caltare, tnat
intelleotusl bulance,that urbanity and insistence
upon ‘manners,” which have been for centarios
the distinguishing mark of its founder's Uaiver-
gity, and give her 8o indisputable s claim on oar
gratitnde, A sentence such #s this we have
guoted is not indeod very likely to lesd many
porsons ssteny, for it i9 too obviously abiard, &
inere specimen of jourpalistic impudence; but
it is worth marking for & moment, if only to
Warn us agaiosu the easy daangers of genera lisa-
vion uader the influence of religions and politi-
cul prejudices,

DEGREES IN DIVINITY.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Siz.—May I tromble you with a fow lines
suggested by a paragraph.of Dr. Hemming's
lettor in your last jssue? He says: that the
option being given to University graduates, to
avail themselves of the Metropolitical Degres,
he is afraid thut ¢ practicsally it +ill be found
that evon Uuiversity oandidates for the Degree
of D.D. will avail themnolves 44 is only nawnral,
of this cusy mothod of attaining their Degree
which is thwa opened to them, particnlarly as
it will rank ou an equal slanding with the
Uuniversity Degree ; and will havo the imprimi-
tar of the whole Church in this Ecolesiustical
Provines.” This asentence sppossd L0 mo to
huve boen writien under & misspprenension
and I should like the point to pe cleured up.
In what way is tho Motropolitical Dagreo au
casy method of attaining the Degree of D. D.
a8 distinguished from tho Dogreo vonforred by
tho Univorsities ? As I understsnd ihe matter,
there is no difference o any sort in the pro-
cedare required for both the one and the other.
The candidate has to pass the sume examing.
tons, 10 ssli+fy the samo cxaumivers, to pay
the same feos, and in the one case he applies to
the Metropolitan, and in tho othor cuse he
applies to his own University. Fuither, in
what way hss the Mwsiropolitical Degroee the
imprimatur of the Church as distinst from
Degrees conferred 1n accordance with the
Canon, by the Universities ? I should have
thonght that if thore were any difference, the
woight of the Ckureh's influence wus put in the
othor scale.  Ono object of the Canou conlesy-
edly is to safeguaru the existing University
Degrees. The actiou of the Provincial Syned
was directed to thia end, The appiication to
the Legislature for Degree confcrring powers
to be entrusted tv the Mutropolitan was a coo-
cossion 1o the views of those who refased
w0 apply to tho Universities and & concession
that the Synod has granted, simply lor the
object of maintaining the existing standard
o1 the Degree. Further, thuc thore might be
no possible misapprehension on this score, the
Metropolitan is directed under the Cunon to
endorse with the suthority of the Provincial
Synod, each University Diploma, I trust
thersfore that 1 may not be wrong in thinking
that the Universitias will not be iujuriously at-
fected under the vperation of the Canon,

Sir,—That our dear Father in Heaven ack-
nowledges the practical as well as the spiritual
gide of Christian service, we are assured from
the lips of St, Paul, that greatest of Missiona-
ries; when he says in Heb. vi, v. 10: ** For Goa
is not unrighteous to forget your work snd the
love which ye showed towards His name, in
that ye ministered to the Saints and stul mis-
isters.” Nor can we forget thut when Oar
Saviour gave the command to “Go inlo the
world and preach the Gospel.” He said like
wise, * Beginning at Jerusalem.”

and sense of duty, should be very near to our
hesrts, Nor need we fear that our plea for
these little ones will interfere either with exist
ing work for our own Domestic, nor for that of
the Foreign Mission Field, In proof of the
lattor, I would like to gquote from the Report
of the Board of Missions itself, ** The Bo..rd had
to congratulate the Church on the fact that the
contribations for Foreign Mission work had wo
far greatly cxceeded the amount asked for, by
$25,000 ; bat, on the other hand the Board re-
grotted the faot that the contributions for Dom-
ustio Missions had fullen off from their expeo.
tations by a sum of $14,426,90. Now, do not
let us withdraw one sympsthetic thought, one
kindly intention, snd w be again practioal, one
single cont pledged or intonded to be pledged,
to the work of the far away fields, ¢ white
slready to harvest,” of India, Africa, China or
Japan; but let us not forget in the fervor of
the zoal so deservedly aroused by appeals for
help from thence, that we have at home, work
whioh we must do, in the ** Jerusalom ™ which
lies almost at our very doors, In the face of
the tact that in money $27,000, and in cluthes
aod kindred things, about §25,000 odd, have
beon raised for Missions; a totnl of nearly

one item more to the [ist of the work which
wo can » ith God's bleasing not only undertake
bat surely accomplish, * In His namo.”

EKunowledge guined
by experience passed on from one Branch to
auother would have been invaluable, and & moro
combined and uniform aotion upon general
matters the satisfustory result, For instanoe,
in tho election of officers, &s., why ehould not
that by nomination sad ballot, the plan adopted
by the majority, be sdopted on every vocasion
by all branches. One could sel to work upon
the little necessary formality and put it through
without nnnecessury delays and with a certainty
of having the redl voice ot all concerned.

In one (f the Diocesan reports, & most concise
and admirable one too, uppeared the following:
“ Rvery puarochial branoh appoints a lady re-
siding io the city to ao: 88 representstjvo for
its President on the Diocessn Board. Matters
of importanoce to be voted upon, are ¢commauni-
oated to this parochiul branch, und the result
of its deliberations being made known to its
representative, she gives expression to their
opinion und votes as they request her to do.
By these means not only wonld the real feeling
ot the far away brauches be clearly arrived at,
but their int.rest woald be doubled in any work
about which they are permitted a voice, It is
cxpected of each represeutative thutshe corres
ponds with her branch, and is & punctusl
attendant at the Board or ordinary meotings.
How much more life nnd vigor would this sctive
and recogoised work instil into the heurts und
heuds o1 these representative Auxiliary mem-
bers themselves, and oh!| how it would loosen
their tonguer, which though it may be hard fer
the nobler sex to believe ii, (of some of us), is
a thing much to be desired at our meotings |
The writer of this same report adds, npon the
method of ber Diocese in raisiug money : ‘ we
began by oanvassing overy womun in ihe par-
ish, and ple ded the cause of the various Mission
funds, &o., asking her to give s sum, however
small, mouthly, 10 whichever fand sbe might
be most interested in. At the saume time we
guve her a packuge of envelopes, marked W.A.
M.A,, and with her number, & similar number

being entered againat hor name in the Treasu.
rer's book, These envelopes tho churchwarden
hands nonopened to the Treasurer, whose work
in thns simplified und lightoned—with no need
for furthor canvussing for fands.”

HOW THE CHURCH MAY RETAIN HER
HOLD UPON YOUNG MEN AFTER
THEY EMERGE FRON THE
SUNDAY-SCHOOL

{From the Church Review, N.Y.)

How the Church may rotsin her hold upon
young men aftor they omerge from the Sunday
Sohool is, in theso duys, one of the most per
plexing problems of parish lifs, If Christianity
bo the Uuniversul Retigion, and the Chureh the
Kingdom of Houven on Harth, our signal fai-
lare to resch this cluss indicates that there
must be something abuormal and unnataral in
our mothods of instruction,

Of course, the fanit doos not lie exclusively
on the ridoof the spiritual pastors and teachers,
The negligence of Christisn paronts dering the
years of boyhood, i the beginning of the evil,
When homo iifluences are either directly or
indirectly opposed to Churoh influences; or
where & fatber, who is, by natore, the chief
gpiritoal guardian of his boy, habiteally aots
and speaks a8 though religion were not the one
thing needful, but the one thing to do without,
it is almost hopeless t0 counterzet the effect of
this purontal cxample. Persisten. personal
inflaenoce alono will avail here, and, therefore,
tho rootor should always be the suporintendent
of his own Sunday-school, devoting himself so
assiduously to the work that he knows not orly
every boy and girl by name, but impresses npon
each thoconviction that he is the scholar's per-
sonal and sympathisiog friend. The noxt step
is for the Sunday school teachers to act ss the
Reotor's assistants in propagatling smoh infln-
encos. 'T'nore should be froquont conferences—
prayerful conferences—between them and him,
with & perfeot undorstanding as to the work

which they are sall trying to do, and n2 person
ghoald be chosen to fill 8o responsible and cun.
fidential a position, who is not qualified for this
kind of effort,

When our Rectors devole more time to tRe
Sunday-scheel, and regard thespiritnal interests
ot the young 88 of higher importance than
committee meetings and other professional
duties, and learn to exorocise the kind of care in
the selection of their Sunday-school teachers
that the president or faculty of & College dis-
plays in securing qualified instruotors for intel-
lectnal edacalion, then one great difficulty in
the way of retaining our older acholars will be
eliminated.

The analogy of secular edaocation presents
also another lesson. In every kind of intelleo-
tual oulture, from the Kindergarten to the
elective staudies of the University, the para-
mount aim, in these days, is {9 supply a demand,
and adapt the oourse of study to ihe age uud
characteristion of the scholar. Now, 1t goes
without sayi.g, thatsecular and religious teach-
ing differ distinctly from one another; the aim
of one is the devolopment of the Mind, the aim
of the other is the development of Characler.
But it can be said that in oar Sunday-schools
we follow & boy's native bent and exercise as
sarnest & ocare in character oulture? The
children of this world are, in their generation,
wiser than the children of light,: We areunable
to retain our hold upon young men, because wo
give the same kind of instruction to the boy of
sixteen that we do to the boy of ten. Hsnce,
our boys snd girs outgrow our Sunday-schools,
Our whole method of teaching is to them an
unreslity and an anachronism. It is we, not
they, who are to binme for the result, And the
only way of righting the wrong is for us to
give np our theories and follow their needs.
‘I'he mind of yonth is quite as opcn to spiritual
teaching a8 that of ohildhood, but it is to teach-
ing of a different kind, The time has arrived
whon the boy is beginning to think for himself.
He has been grouuded already in the prinei-
ples of the Christian Faith, and he now needs
to be shown the application and bearing of
those principles apon character and sooiety.
He is impsatient of vague generalities. He is
wearied with lessons upon the Collects or the
Geography of the Holy Land or the History of
the Bible. He craves something which relates
to the practical duties and issues of daily life.
And this craving is instinotive. Life, with its
great responsibilities, is soon to be thrust upon
these young persons of both sexes. The day is
at hand when they are to take their place in
the world #8 sponsors and guardians of those
who are younger; as husbands and wives, as
business or professional men, and as citizens of
the land.

Who is to unfold to the rising generation the
life lessons that sre so necessary regarding
such responsibilities? As matters now stand,
the grest subject of Christian Ethics, with its
bearing upon society, is ignored, and the yonng
begin life withous any adequate knowledge of
or preparation for, its iesues. Oar seular
gchools touch Christian Ethics only in'the most
indireot way, for it is & subject that is beyond
their sphere. Bihios may ne taught, as & part
ot Mewaphysios in the advanced course of our
Colleges, bat Christian Echics is left, by common
consent to the Churoh with her religious
sohools Yet though there is mo branch of
edacation which oun vie in importance with
this, it has been ignored almost as_completely
by the Church a8 by the world, It seems in-
credible that with the vast opportunities she
alone possesses for developing such knowledge
of Christian morals, and thus bringing out the
grost ruling ideas of right living, tue Churoh
should have been go supine in her efforts and
biind to her privileges.

The difficulty, I suppose, has been that this
kind of instruction is so personal in its charao-
ter, and 80 olose in its applications to the indi-

vidual conscience, that Christian teachers have

not known how to impart it, Oar Church,
however, stands in & very advantageous posi-
tion compared with other religions bodies, in
coping with this difficalty, for the Prayer Book
follows human lite from the oradle to the grave,
and she can thus make her own liturgicsl offices
& course of study which illastrates Christian
Ethics to the fullest extent, As our ohildren
grow older, therefore, we should devote the
same oareful attention to the other offices of
tho Prayer Bock, whioh is generally given to
the study of the Catechism. The Baptismal
Servics, with its injanotions to parents and
sponsors; the Confirmation Office, with its
solemn emphasis of personal Christisn respon-
gibility ; the Marriage Service, with its lessons
to hasbands and wives; the Office of the Visi-
tation of the Siok, with its teachings regarding
the trials of life, and how to meet them ; the
Buorial Service, with its sober Christian view of
death ss the gateway to a higher existence, for
whioh life here is but the preparation; and
last, but not least, the Offices of the Holy Com-
munion aod of Daily Prayer, which reves] how
the worship of God can be made the breath and
inepiration of daily life:—room enough is there
here, in such studies as these, to impart the
most valoable saggestions regarding the varions
relations and daties of life, in a manner that
the scholars will never forget, when they come
to have homes and families of their own; and,

at the pame time, to teach these much needed
per-onal lessons in &n impersonal way that will
nob be intrasive. Thus show our young men
and young women how the Church expeots
them to live up to the high standard of Charch

manhcod and womanhood, a8 they enter sosial

life, and they will be quick enongh to respond

to this warm touch of sympathy. When the
Church thus makes the charaoter of the Sunday

School teaching interesting to the older schol-

ars, she wil have no more reason, I think, to

complaln that she has lost her hold upon them,

Let us follow this thonght one step farther.

Weo sare spt to forget how large a place the
gocial influences, of which we have been spenk-
ing, ocoupy in the minds of the young. Often-
times they crowd out sll other thoughts, . The
boys and girle who have heretofore beeu living

a self.centred oxistence, have suddenly becoms

consoions of the presence of others, and are

ushered—mysteriously enough to them—into
a great, new world, of which they have been

ignorant, In consequence, they become inor-

dinately sensitive to public opinion. The new

conscicuaness is, at onoce, blissful and painfal.
They know not how to meet or deal with it
How often we hear them saying, when pastor
or parent or teacher warns them to be on their
guard against the temptstions of social life :

& Ah, hedoes not understand.” If is afact! The
pastor, parent, and teacher do not understand,

for the inflaences which these older persons

have outgrown come to the young as newness of
lifo. We cannot hope to stifle them. There is
one migtake. We must follow their lead. In-
ordinately sensitive to ridicale, our boys and
girls are afraid of being called ** narrow minded”
and * puritaniosl,” and you will only antagon-
iso one in that state of mind if you attempt to

argue with him, To meet the difficulty, we
must act on the principle that like cures like,
and quietly counteraot woridly social inluences
with religious social influences. A reotur, and
especially a country rector, should put himself
in touch with the social life of his parish, by
showing the young people of his charge that he
is in sympathy with what ioterests them, and

enters heartily into the thought of their enjoy-
ments, I know the old, threadbare objections
to this course. But we must leave theories.
This is & battle for human souls—a battle with
the world for the hearts of the young, and a
faithfal pastor may find many legitimate ways
in which even a parish priest can devise inno-
cent amusements, festivals, and gatherings that
will brighten these young hearts (and older

hearts, 100, for the matter of that), When their
oonfidence is gained, and he has them on his
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gide, he cun begin to develop a real enthusiastic
feeling of Christian Brotherhood smong the
young, bringing to them the reslization that
the Churoch itself is the noblest society, formed
on the noblest basis of any society ontheearth;
thus the worldly social motive which prompts
a young man to say * Yes,” will be opposed by
a higher social molive, which impels him to
say *“ No”; and the high ambition may be
fanned in many a breast to elevate and ennoble
the society in which each one moves.

In our various Temperance Organizations,
our St. Andrew's Brotherhood, our Girls’
Friendly Society, and the like, we are putting
forth our first tentuative efforts und just begin-
ning to learn the true method of work. As
these develop in age sud influence they cannot
fail to impraess upon the rising generation the
higher social ideas that are connected with the
very existonce of the Church of Christ,

There is one more characteristio of the life of
the young, aud especially of young men, that
remains 10 be dwelt upon, and, perhaps, it is
the most difficult of all to deal with, Theyouth
of seventeen or eightcon has outgrown his boy-
hood, and now wants to be a man before his
time. He will havenothing to do withboys, and
the men will have rothing to do with him.
You cunnot keep thode who have reached this
sge in the Sunday School as conducted at pres-
ent, Yet it you take them into tho Mon’s Bible
Class, you will drive the latter awsy. The
difficulty lies in this exaggeratod senso of inde-
pendence. The boy is defiantly celf-sssertive.
He does not want to be dictated to, or control-
led. He is resolved to be his own master, and
regards parents, pastors, teachers, College pro-
fessors—all, in fact, who watch in anthority
over him, more like enemics than friends,

Now, do not hurl your snathemas at the poor
boy, and call him names, bat stop and think,
Thore must be a resson for that feeling. Per-
haps he is impelled by some inward instinot
which he himself does not comprehend. In-
deed. you know beforehand that when a lad
reaches & certain age, this foeling of independ-
ence is bound to come. What, then, is its ori-
gin and wse? Why, it is simply the growing
will power, which will ‘enable the coming man
to take his place among men and fight the bat.
tles of life. That fecling of antagonism and
self-nssertion is the sign of obharacter, And if
you break it down, you will destroy the boy's
manhood. It is notio be broken : it is to be
directed. it is to be deflested and cultivated
into & senee of responsibility. The only ques.
tion is, How shall 1t be controlled, so that it
will be not antagonism to good, but antagonism
to evil ? The reply is, Give the boys some kind
of Charch work to do thias will try their mettle,
and which they can manage for themselves
with the least possible interference from those
who are older. (Qur better, set them to work in
helping other boys of a lower class of life and
younger in age. Remember, what appeals to
them may not appeal to you. Their highest
may be vory fur bolow yours. Never mind,
Liet them muke and suffer for their mistakes,
In & word, treat them as your Father in Heaven
treats you. Thereal crux is to provide some
form of Church work which they can do well,
And this is no easy task ; for their aspirations
ovtstrip their powers of execution, If they
uadertake any work that is beyond them, they
will be surc to wreck it by their intemperate
zeal or their want of wisdom, or their intemp-
erance in management, or their lack of staying
power.

Young men are not pre-eminent for any of
these qualities of wisdom, or experience, or
powers of application, and you must not expect
an old head on young shoulders; but they do
excel in everything that calls for physical
strength and exertion. Therefore, a sphere of
Church work, which sppesls to the spirit of
adventure or demands aggressiveness or physi-
oal energy, is the work 10 which their sympa-
thies should be enlisted.

The question may be asked here, What form

of work is there for them to engage in, that
will embody these ideas ? We respond, the
methods will take oare of themselves, after we
have commenced thinking upon the right basis.
Praotical methods are only the outward evolu-
tion of an inward thought, The real difficulty
lies in ourselves,

Many of us will have to onlarge our ideas
considerably before we take in the real situa-
tion. We may not believe ourselves that mus-
oular Christianity is the highest type of reli-
gion, but it certainly evokes the enthusiasm of
our young men, and serves its purpose until
they develop into something higher. If we
wish to retoin them in the Church we must ¢ive
them some kind of Church work to do which
arouses that kind of enthusiasm. For example,
lot them form their clubs of various kinds, in
which they shall be able to perform, at one and
the same time, athletic «ork and missionary
work ; and where the condition of membership
ghall be the pledge to refrain from intemper-
ance, to keep themselves pure, to swear not at
all, and never to be ashamed of the name of
Christ.

By-and-by, when we ourselves loarn the true
value of physical strength, ard regard it not as
q uslity that is to be merely tolerated, but as

real element of power ; when the thought of
athletio effort comes to be popularly associated
with Christian life as well as College life, then
new forms of Church work, will be developed
which do not suggest themselves now.

Solvitur ambulando. The young men them-
selves will solve the problem in their own way.

Physical exertion is necessary at their timo
of life, It is the strongest counteracting infla-
ence to that kind of idleness which is produc-
tive of vice. And it is, itself, the groat anti-
doto to impurity and intemperance.

And would not the Church herself be perma-
nently enriched if, in extending her borders,
she could command this kind of effort.

Lot us not only recognise, but make use of,
this principle in the Charch’s warfare. Lot us
work it for all that it is worth, Let us’show
our young men and make them feel that the
Church absolately requires them—needs them
as much s the country needs them in its poli-
tical campaigns; let them realise that they, at
their time of life, are of consequence in helping
* their day to take its stand,” And it wili not
be long before we see the effoct upon their lives.

Already a change has taken place. There
are signs that the rising generation are more
instinct with religious life than those who have
goue bafore them, and that the strennous efforts
to reach the young, put forth in the past few
years, have not been expended in vain, The
influonces now rife make this a day of golden
opportubity to those rectors and teachors who
are willing to concentrate themselves upon this
oreative work with enthusiastio devotion and
earnest oonviotion, If our first aim ag Church-
men is to build ap Christian character, then
that method, whatever it be, which is most
succeseful in bringing out the Christian maa-
hood or womanhood of our young people, maust
be one which the Church can use and consecrste
to God.—Henry Y, Satterlee.

CHURCH BAZAARS.

It would seom that there are many and
varicas opinions on this subject; that while,
on the one hand, there aro those who object in
toto to bszaars and ssles of work for Church
purposes, some clergymen, on the other hand,
go so far as to suy that such modes of raising
money sre actnally indispensable. It may help
to clear the ground for a right judgment if one
or two leading principles which govern the
whole subject be clearly stated and established.

First, it is highly necessary to bear in mind
that the gift of God cannot be purchased with

money. Men talk hastily and loosely about

money being absolutoly necessary for what are

called Church purposes, but when we come to
consider that ¢ Church purposes’ really means,
ultimately’ spiritual objects—the enlargement
and the deepening of Christ’s Kingdom, in the
hearts of His people—we cannot for one
moment preterd to maintain that theso things,
the operations of the Holy Spirit, are purchas-
able with money. To think this is to be guilty
of the sin of Simon Magus—real Simony, whioh
is a very different thing from that to whioh
this term is now most incorreotly applied.

Of course it is true that the ontward ma-
ohinery usually employed in Church work,
sach as the fabrics and faraitare of churches or
mission rooms, can be bought with money, and
that money or wmoney's worth is absolutely
requisite for proouring snch things. But hore,
aguin, it must never bo forgotten that these
things cannot by themselves, by their own
intringio worldly valus, procure spiritaal bless-
ings any more than monoy can. Thousands of
golden sovercigns may bo converted into the
fabric of a beautiful house intended to be s
House of God, but neither the soverecigns nor
the house have any power whatover of thom-
selves to bring the grace of God to bear upon a
single human soul,

That is in fact true of money which wo hold
concerning the Suoramonts; thero is no opus
operatum in eithor oage, Just as wator in a
font and bread and winoe on the Lord's Tablo
have no power of thomuelves independontly of
Divine grace to confer epiritual boneilt, so all
the money in the world will utterly fail, in-
dependently of God's blessing on it, to supply
the needs of any soul. We ought, therefore,
to be careful how we rashly talk, as though so
much money produced so much grace, or as
though tho Givor of all grace could not dis-
pense with money when money is not to
be had, It is one thing to believe ihat He
blesses the gold, silver, and bronze of the faith-
fal, but quite another thing to betieve that He
cannot do without an amount of these offerings
which il is boyond the power of His poor
to contribute.

This considerastion may help us to modify
our opinion that bazuars aro necessary, for
it helpsus to remember that money which does
not represent a faithful offering will not bo
blessed, and this brings us to avothor great
leading principle, viz., selling is not giving.
This may be & truism ; but the truth in it
is sometimes sirangely overlooked, Much
of that which passes for giving to good objocts
in after all only selling. A gentlomun who
takes soarcely the faintest intorest in the objeot
of & bazaar i8 induced to go to it, and when
thero is further induced to buy for five shillings
a doll, we will suppose, which would cost four
at a shop, and which he forthwith gives to his
little danghter ~bas he ther given fiveshillings
to the Church Restoration Fund, or whatever
the object may be for which the bazaar has
been got up ? No; he hus sold five shillings,
and has received gquid pro quo, viz, a doll
worth foar shillings, the pleasure of giving his
child & present, and aiso tho plessare of gratity
ing the promoters of the bszaar, who are
hia friends, and especially the charming lady
who presides at the doll stall. This may be
called & severe opinion, and it may be that
some such frequenters of Church bazaars do
take & little interest in the good objeot, and are,
therefore, willing to give some money, bosides
what they gell, for an equivalent, Bat it
is olear that in all these deslings the offerings
made by purchasers to the good objeot form
ooly a small fraction of the money taken'; and
itis o~ly offerings from that which does cost
something, like David's offerings at Arannah's
threshing-floor, which are real gifts to God's
treavary, and, like the widow’s mite, are ef-
ficacions. Bunt though the purchaser may give
little or nothing, yet there are others who give,

and whose giits may bo blessed. The doll
which was sold for five shillings may have cost
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one shilling, the material for its clothes may
have cost another shilling, and tho work-
manship of them may represent time and labor
equivalent to two shillings more. The lady
who thus spent two shillings and worked two
shillings bus given fourshillinge ; and if Churob
bazaars meant no more than genuine sales
of work dona by those who coovert time and
labor into money for & good cause at the shop
prices, there would surely be nothing to say
agaiost them.—A. M. W. in Church Bells.

Fifteon months ago, at the time
“of the Lambeth Conference, the
Bishop of Rochester arranged a
meeting at the Horns Assembly
Room, the largest convenient hall in
South London, at which Bishaop
Whipple, Bishop Tattle, and Bishop
Horxon told of the Churoh's work
in Americs, The meeting excited
£0 great an interest, that the Bishop
redolved to repeat the experiment,
He did so on Saturday, i9th Oet,,
and with complete success, The
hall was crowded. Bishop Crow-
thur told of his work in Afrioa;
Bishop Bivth of the wonderful in-
crease of Jews in the Holy Cityand
the Holy Land, and of their greater
readiness to receive Christisn teach-
ing. Bishop Thornton, of Ballarat,
deseribed the improvement in the
settloments of the ghorigines of
Australia, Bishop John Selwyn
stirred the enthusiasm of the andi.
ence by the strong, manly simpli-
city with which be desoribed his
evangelistic trinmphs in thoislandes
of Melapesia, and Bishop Barry
closed the meeting with an eloguent
and mausterly address, The Lord
Bishop of the Diocese contented
himself with saying a fow words of
introdustion, and with olosing the
meeting with the Benediction, Is
not this an example of & kind of
weeting which might well be held
apnuslly at convenient centres in
other dioceses? Tho mere fact that
the motices of the meeting were
gsent to all tho clergy and affixed to
the church doors would remind
many who could not or did not at-
tend tho gathering both of the wide.
spread work which the Anglican
Church is doing in the world and
of their own duty in respect of it

Tox troubles in Crete recall some

of the chequered history of that
weoll-known island. At the parti-
tion of the Greek empire, after the
ocapture of Constantinople, it fell to
the lot of Boniface, and was by him
sold to the Venetians, in whose
hands it remained more than four
oenturies, By them it was named
Candig, after afortress oalled Khan
dax, which, under their adminis-
tration, became the chief city and
capital, In 1669 it fell into the
/hands of the Turks. In 1830, after
en insurrection, it passed to the
Government of the Viceroy of
Egypt, only to be, however, re-
transferred to Turkey in 1840.
Since that tine two revolts have
testified to the strang desire of tho
Cretans for freedom and union with
the Greek monarchy., The Turkish
Government are now struggling
with a similar uprising, The re-
volts at least have had the effect of
procuring oconcessions intended to
gecure the goodwill of the Christian
inhabitants, whose love of freedom
appears, however, to bo stronger
than their gratitude. St. Panl
nearly suffered shipwreck on the
island when the south wind blew
softly, and *they sailed clome by
Croto,’ snd *not long sfterwards
arose sgainst ita tempestuous wind,
which aotually cast them away at
Melita. There, too, he left Titus,
*mine own son, after the coramon
faith,’ to ‘set in order the things

—

that are wanting.’ Perhaps now
the dawn of freedom may break
over this land of s0 many historicsl
associations—sacred and profane—
and gladden the hearts of its psople.

MaNy & man with all the quali-
ties which oconstitute & hero passes
away from among us of whose very
existence all, except a fow are ig
norant. Such sn one was Adolphe
Henricksen, a missionary of the
South American Missionary Society
to tho heithen of the Paraguaysn
Chaco, All that i8 known yet is
that he is dead. The cablegram
contained only t~o words, viz.:
‘ Henricksen desd,” and we wait the
coming of the mail to tell us in
fuller details nnder what circam
stances and in what manner this
true soldier of the Cross has been
taken from his work, Brave, pa-
tient, knowing thenatives and their
tongues well, and imbued with the
highest missionary zoal, his work
in the heart of Sovth Armericn was
one from which the happiest results
were anticipated. Ready for ordi-
pation, and waiting only the con
venienoce of his Bishop to receive
the commigeion for his labors, he
hag been gtrnck down ere it could
be given, Yet who 3an doubt that
he has found his reward ? But his
loss makes & gap which is not to be
oagily filled, Some one will perhaps
be found to follow in his footsteps,
but the harvest can bardly be what
it might have been had this gallant
labourer been spared to continue
bis efforts. The broken rank will
close up, and his comrades who
fight voder the seme banoer will
atill fight on as good soldiers
shounld ; but the 1388 of this ardent
pinneer of the Way, the Trath, and
the Life, is none the less o blow to
missionary effort in the Paragnayan
Chaco at which it is diffivult not to
feel discouraged.

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FERMENTED WINE.

The argument againat the use of
formented wine in the Sacrament
of the Holy Communion, as 1 on-
derstand it, ix snbstantially true:

1. We are in the very midst of a
widerpread and awful evil and sin
—drunkenness. 1Its corse is carry-
ing misery into the coming gener-
ation and threatening the moral
hopes of the fature with rain,

2. This is due 1o the enormous
use of alcoholioliguors, of one kind
_ or another, as & beverage.

8, This use of such liquors is,
therefere, botk barmful and sinful,
ard should, if possible, be put
down,

4, Our Lord could not have sano
tioned such use by His cexample,
much less by erjrining the use of
an alcobolio stimulant in the Saoc-
rament,

5. Whereforo tho language of the
Soriptures, and crpecially the words
trapslated
English word " wine" itself—muet
bo taken to be generio and to refer
—at all evente sometimes—to un
fermented and, thersfore, to non.
intoxjoating grape juice.

Now the fallacy in this argument
lies botween the third and fourth
of the above propositions ; and it
consists in the transference to other
climes and lands of the looal condi
tions under whioch the general ques.
tion now presents itselF tous. This
fallacy betrays those who fall into
it into a petitio principii, which vi
tiates the whole after argument.

Ona the other hand, that for the
use of pure fermented wine in the
Bacrament is this:

1. In wine growing countries and
among them, in Syrias, pure fer
mented grape wine is the practi
oally universal and the health giv-
ing beverage of the people, and
equally witb bread, a staple of life

2. Thero is not a particle of evid
ence that any othor wine was ever
used by or known to the Jews
There is no Bebrow word used for
wine, which implies stymologically
or by usage anything of the kind.

3, In the Jowish order for the
Pagsover, the drinkiog of four cups
of wine—necessarily of such fer-
mented grape juice, for there was
no other—waa proscribed as (Part ]
the ritual, this wine bein% ilnted
with water that it might be drunk
without excess.

4. In the presoribed language of
this ritnal, the wine in the oup-~
was four times referred to as to tho
¢ frait of the wine.”

5. Our Lord took this cup, con-
taining this prescribed wine and
blessing it, said : * This do in re
membrance of me.” * Drink, all ye,
of it." He spoke of it as ‘thie oup”’;
but added that He would not drink
ayain of the Paschal wine of thanks-

iving or “the frait of the vine,”
until He did so in His Father's
Kingdom,

6. The wine, therefore, which He
appointed for the Sacramental cap,
ang of which he bade us ail drink,
was that which was in the cup—
the fermented grape wine of the
Jews, whioh alone was known to
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them and which had been made a
part of the Paschal faast,

This argument has, tfor wellnigh
two thousand yoars, been accepted
as conolusive by the whole Chrigtian
world. It ia too late for those who
do not like the conelusion to which
it inexorably brings us, to set down
the facts npon which it is based as
assumptions and to attemp' to dis-
cover othors which will lead to a
different conolusion,—Rev, William
