THE LAND ACT INSUFFICIENT

“Hoid on fo Your Oroauization!”

——

On Sunday his Gira¢e the Most Rev. Dr.
Crokv, Arcihbishop of Cashel; was agein the
object of a great popular ovatlon. Dublio,
repregented Ly the John Dillon branch of the’
Laud Leugue, aud by aeputations from all
the other city Lranches, waited on Dr, Croke
and presented him with! an eloquent ad-
dress. The eddress was beautifully illami-
neted. When it ba:d been read the archbishop
made the lollowing reply i —

The Most Rev. Dr. Croke came forward
amidst the most enthusiastic cheering and
demoustirations of joy. Having oxpressed tho
sativiection Liv felt ut soeing the deputation,
he proceeded to say—There sre those who
beileve, or affuct to bolieve, that the new Land
Act will produce for us all, or nearly all, the
resulls wo dosire.  Thoreare thoso who think,
moreovor, that becavss the present Govern-
ment has passed this mensure, overy grateful
Irishman shoul lift his hat revewutly off his
hoad nt the mention of M. Gladstone’s neme,
ghould pour out praises on bim and his
associates without stint or measure, and o
to work at onco 1y securg,all thoe varicd and
veluable  {ruits which ‘Britieh lawgivors
have so bensvolently placed  within our
reacil. I caonot take this smiling and snany
view of tho situation. The rnrchibizhop than
proceedad to point vut the various short-
comaings of thin Act, and, in sponkivy of what
the peopio wanted, suid—Tho wman who
labours on tho eoil, bo be former or arricultural
labourer, hag the first claim upon its fruits.
The Commissioners under the Land Act would
do well to bear that fact in mind, snd g0 to
reduco vents all over tho country a8 to enadle
tho tiller of the roil to be whelesomely fed,
tairly clatiied, and suitably housed, berides
making all othor meedful provisions
for himselt and bis family. Whut remaing
after that s o fnir rent. It belongs to tho
owner of the soil, end the man who withholds
it from blin does o patent wrong, and is
guilty of a grave ivjustice. ‘This i8 tho 8attli
ment of the land question which Charles
Stewart Parnell (loud cheers) and the lIrish
National Lacd Le.guo are laboricg to pro-
cure; this is the scttlemnont of the land
question which will give the Inish people a
sure toothold upon Irish soil, just as the
Frenchmen i8 planted firmly on the soil of
France, Englishman oo that of Laoglaad,
the Scotchman on his native heath;
asnd this is the sottlement of the
lacd questior, and this alone, which will be
duemed final and satisfactory by the patriotic
prieste aud bishops and people of lreland
(entbusinstic cheering)., LKaterfaining, as 1
do, the kindliest feelings towards every cluss
in the community, and not wishing to see one
section of our people benefited at the expense
of another, 1 cannot conceal from myself Lbat
such a settlement of the land question as I
have just sketcbed would entail a very

gerious loss {o nearly every laodlord,
while it would be utterly ruiuous to
some of themn. Bat thie, 1 regret to

say, cannot be helped. No victory has
ever been achisved on the ticld of battle
without the loes of some valuable lives. You
cannot make omelettes, as the French say,
without breakiog eggs; nor can millions be
emancipated without the homiliation of a few
(bear, hear). Now,it is plainly withip the
power of the Land Commiasioners to effect
some such settlement as this. Will they do
sa? Are they equalto the emergency ? Will
they rise to the level of this great cause?
Will they bhave the courage of aiming n
death-blow at the ascendancy of a few in order
to tecure the just right and much needed
elevation of the muititude? I believe’
they will not. I believe they will attempt
to plaster up theo sores of the people
instead of redically healing them. Let us
roughly analysethis Commisslon and see how
it 15 constituted. 1Yith a few notabls excepe
tions, it conslsty of men who were notoriously
for sale—who have literslly gone down upon
their kneges to the Government to procure
their present Iucrative position—who have
hawlkerd politions tahrough the country for
signature, setting forth their clnims and capa-
city for office; while eome of them have
actually qualified themselves for preferment
by sbusing the Laud League organization,
that has created the very court in which
they now git as judges.

Boys Win the Championship of
America—An Interesting and Ex-
citing Game—JIncidents,

" New Yorg, Oct. 23rd, 1881,

The journey from Montreal to tho Amerl-
oan metropolis was accomplished without
having any mishap to chronicle. The ar-
rangoments for the pleasure and comifort of
the team and accompanying friends were all
that could be deslred, After enjoying a
hearty and opportune supper at Plattsburg
the geueral inclination was towards early rest,
and soon all wero stowad away in diminntive
ootiches a3 comfortnbly as railway travel
would permit. The silent hours of darkness
quickly passed and sleep vanished with the
dawn of duy. The train was now rununing
nlong the bank of the Hudson, off whose blue
waters the breezas came pure and fresh, The
Bcenery throngh which the Delaware and
Hudson Railroad passes is of unrivalled
bLeauty end enchaniment, and makes railway
travs)l on this line both pleasant and charm-
ing.

Gnrig of Oanads ond its superiority
cver every other other out-door sport,
and to the dosire, if mot the possi-

bility, of seeing the howme team wresting
the championship from the visitors. The ud-
niirers of lacrosse expected a good deal from
the New York Club, which ind not met with
a single defeat since the opening of the sea-
son, but with its onbroken sories of suovesscs
had carriced off the championship of the
United Statee. What the Americons wanted
them to do on the present occasion was to
extond the title to that of all America. The
New York team, though but of recent organi-
gation, is8 ocomposed of players who
pluck, energy and fair share of skill gave
their friends a a good commenocement of con-
fidence.

W, Snow, Secretary of the Shamrocke, in
the sbsence of Mr., Polan, captalned % the
boys” end E. Meorritt was the oaptain ot
the New York players; the latter won the
toss and chose the goal at the west end ot
the ground. Thero was o gepera! hush as
Margon and Hart stooped and placed their
sticke for the first #draw.” The word *go”
was giveo, and immediately the whole fisld
was on the gqui vive, whilat the spectators
evinced tho greatest anxiety. In u second
the ball was surrounded by six struggling
players, each bent on getting it first towards
their rospective goals. Hart, however, forced
it away a short distance, and, notwithatand—
ing the stenrdy checking of Marson, got a
throw for home.

If it were a re~
ligious question Mr. Parnell would be an
oppressor (if bis natore permitted him) and
Kenmare be with the oppressed. 1 would
not for & moment be supposed to infer that a
dignitary of the Catholic Church should not
take part in politics; Cardinal Cullen was a
politician, Archbisnop McCabe is a politician
and Archbishop Croke has the same right to
be s politician es the former had and the lat.
ter hes. What I object to, as an Irishman, 4
Catholic ~nd a Laud Lesguer, is that Dr.
Croke should not be allowed to carry his
syupathies to their legitimate conclusion as
well a8 Dr. McCabe. Dr. McCabe issuesa
poliico-religtous pastoral egainst his country-
men periodically in which he condemns the
Land League, but this did not prevent Dr.
Croke from supporting the movement and
quoting Scripture to prove that the tiller of
tbe soil was entitled to its first fruits, and in-
terpretng the texts quoted to mean that tie
tenant should first feed and clothe and edncate
himself and his family, and then give the
lsndiord what was left. I am inclined to
think that Mr, Parnell and His Grace were
running upon lines which would meet at a
given point, for the man who feeds
and clothes himself and educates his
children and supports his church has
nothing to spare foc & landlord.
The recommendation of His Grace, therefore,
goes further even than the manifesto of Par-
nell and his associntes, for they advise only
o suspension of rents until tho release of the
imprisoned lenders. Why then, it may be
asked, has the patriotic Archbishop asaumed
a hostile attitude towards the manifesto just
when such an attitude wounds more or less
deeply, and when his sympathy was most re-
quired ? I am sure dgr. McCabe would not
thus desert the English Government if he saw
itina fix, at1east not until he was sure it wag
certainly doomed, and neither power nor in-
fluence left to push the interests of its friends
at Rome or in [reland. Cananysensible man
‘magine that if Archbishop Croke were sincere
in the firet instance, and that he wsas so is un-
questionable, he would halt when the
supreme moment - arrived unless under
pressure from his ecclesiatical ruperiors?
Now, as his ecclesiasticsl superiors are
in Rome we must ounly conclude ¢ is from
them the pressure hzs come, and that it was
ot the instance of England and ber Catholic
wistocracy. As for me I have no more
dubt of it than if I heard the language used
which brought about the final conrent of His
Holinets the Pope. 1f any one doubts the
smount of English influence at Rome let him
lock at tho character of the last half dozen
Archbishop of Dublin, and let him remember
that it is the man who was most anti-Irish who
was made Cardinal. How is It the Arch-
bishop of Tuam bas not been made Cardinal ?
If the Irish land agitation bordered upon
Oommunism or Socialism it would be ciffer-
ent; then indeed Archbishop McCabe would
be justified in opposing 1t and Archbishop
Croke in withdrawing his support from it
but it is not. O'Connell went iz for a sweep-
ing land reform, and no onsbut Englishmren
over called him a Commuuist—they who call
Iilshmen all menner of vile names. If
the 1lrish were powerful enough to
take forcible possession of their land, it
would be Communiem, for the lands were not
long ago taken torcibly from their ancestors.
It is true that a percentage of them his been
tince purchaged by the old race, but it is not
right to receive stolen proparty; the receiver
is a3 bad as the thief. If in the present crisis
tke Ohurch goss against the Irlsh people,
they will have two powerful enemies instead
of one, but the Church will suffer for the al-
liance. Enthusiasts seem to think - that
nothing can woan Ireland’s “affection  from
Rome, but they are mistaken ; there is’'one
thing that can, and that is an alliance between
Eogland and the Church dangerous to the
liberties of the people. 'The French weré
Jugt ag good Oathelice a hundred years ago as
the Irish are .to~day, but.the corruption
among high ecolesiastics and their grinding of
the people alienated their affectlons.

THE 1RIBHMEN OF BT. GAERIEL ENTER THEIR
PROTHST AGAINST THR TYBANNICAL AND
UNCONSTITUTIONAL ACTION OF THE BRITISE
GOVERNMENT—ARRANGEMENTS FOR THE RE-
CEPTION OF MR. T. P. 0'CONNOR,

A representative meeting of the Irishmen

of St. Gabriel village was held on Surday

afterncon in the Council Hall, for the purpase
of entering a solemn protest against the tyran-
nical ond unconstitntional action of the

British Government in imprisoning the re-

cognized leader of the Irish people, with his

staunch and patriotlc band of associates.

Tthe object of the meeting wag also to make

arrangements for assisting in the reception of

'Mr, T, P. O'Coonor, M. P,, tor Galway, on

his ' srrival in  Montreal. At about
four o'clock the ossemblage was called
to order by the Chairmep, Mr. John
Lynch, who, ina brief but practical speech,

A clrcularfrom Mr. Patrick Ford, spurring
the members of the League to action in the
present crisis was algo read . and warmly ap-
preciated. A complete statexzent of nll Tonies
received by the Iréisk TWorld up to September
last, for some montha previous, placed the
grand total at over $150,000 sent to Tremsurer
Egan, and ackeowledged by him by letter
from Paris,

On motion of Mr. 0'Connor, it was decided
to draw no money whatever from tho Lengue
fund to be used in defraying the expenses of
My, T. P, UConnor while here, the amount
necessary to be raised es heretofore by volun-
tary subscriptions.

A list for thiz purpose was immediately
opened and the amount subscribed, The
League fund propar waa ulso the reciplent of
a tidy sum.

In answer to the call of the meeting, Alr.
J. €. Fleming delivered an address. He
commenced by complimeniing the Itistmen
of St. Gabrisl for thu warm aed liberal sup-
port, in proportion to their numbers, they
bhad alwavs given the cause of Iruand
during ths present agitation. A supreme
crisls in the Listory of Irelund had arrived
when even the most apathetic eonld not but
recogaize the necessity for action, The cry
of horror and indignation which had gous up
from the miliions of Irishmen at bome and
abroad st the arrest of tbeir lenler, was n
proef of how bitturly they resented the
tyrannic:! and uncenstitutional action of the
British Goverumeat, It was a riogular fact
that Urishmen in the part wers slwayvs
brought together to protest againzt some-
thing. ‘Iheir leaders were invariably iinmured
in British dungoons whenusver they attempted
to wrench from Hnglish prejudics small in.
stnllmeats of the justics due to thsir down
troldzn country. He hoped, however, in the
near {utare, that the obhject of the gatherings
would be for congratulation that thoy Lod
achieved their independence. (Applause).
The causo for which their forefatbers had
fought, were imprisoned, aye, and died for,
was still beiog advocated on the floor of the
Britlsh House of Parliament by a noble band,
despite the frowns and jeers of a brutal major-
ity. (Hesr, Lear) The force of
public opinion in the present age was
s mighty wespon, and the English readily
recognized it as euch. 'Thev were not only
capable of coercion acts but also of matign-
ing us before the rest of the nations of the
earth, For this purpose had the historian,
Froude, been sent to Americn, buf his mis.
sion hera was an ignominious failure, thanks
to the efforts of that noble Irishman, Father
Tom Burke. 'I'ais failure was proven when
the United States Congress adjourned to hear
the case of Ireland stated, by Charles Stewart
Parnpel], at the Capitol in Washington. To
toady to public opinion in America the British
Government had requested that their Minister
at Washington bo invited to Yorktown to
witness tbe commemoration of the humilia-
tion of khia flag. For the purpose of telling
thumping British lies of us, Iinglish states-
men had poesession of the cable, and nine.
teen-twontieth’s of the press. Every dav we

seemed names were omitted in the reports.
The speaker related a story of s London
editor, who, on being asked by tho printer's
devil how to fill up a certain corcer in his
paper, was told to put in « Another outrage in
Ireland; crime in Tipperary.” (Laughter.)
He concluded by hoping the Irishmen of St.
Gabriel would show in the future the true
spirit of patiiotism they had shown in the
past.

Mr. CrABk, seconded by Mr. McNaxana,
moved that a vote of thanks be tendered to
Mr. Fleming for his able address, Cartied.

The following resolution was then moved
by Mr. Parrick Marxenrn, seconded by Mr.
Jaxgs Corrax and Mr. O'ConsoR : ¢ That this
moeting of the Iiishmen of tue village of St.
Gabriel solemnly protests against the tyran-
nical ard unconstitutional action of the
British Goverpment in imprisoning the re-
presentative of the Irish pecople, Mr. Charles
Stewart Parnell, and his ussociates, and ‘that
we pledge ourselves to give them our strenu-
ous and hearty support in the present crisis.”
Carried.

The meeting then adjourned ubtil next
Sunday at 4 o’clock p.m.

MONTREAL BRANCH OF THE IRISH
NATIONAL LAND LEAGUE.

The regular weekly meeting of the Moa-
treal Branch of the Irish National Land
Leaguae was held on Sunday aftornoon in St.
Patrick’s Hall, "Toere wns a large number o
members prosent, notwithstanding the indig-
nation meeting which was in progress at the
same tlme in St. Gabriel Villege and which
attracted o numerous body of the friends of
the Irish cause thither.

Mr. C. J. Dousrry, President of the
League, opened the meeting by reading a de-
spatch from Mr. Ford, of the [rish World,
stating that it would be impossible for Mr.
0'Connor to keep his eugagement with the
Mountreal Branch on the 9th of next month,
a8 had been agreed upon. He could not tell
when that gentleman could coms to Montreal,
but certainly it would not be bafore ecem-
ber.

A second despatch also from the same
source was laid before the meeting, giving
the welcome news of the shortly expected
arrival of H¥ather Sheeby and Mr. Healy in
the country, and asking that—if the Montreal
Branch desired it—ariangemeonts be made to
secure thelr presence Leres,

Mr. J. McoCanxy proposed that Father
Sheehy and Messrs. O'Connor and Healy be
all invited to come to Montren] at the same
time. It would be betier, the spoaker
thought, to have them together, and thus
make a grander demonstration. To give
three separate receptions might weaken the
effect of them all.

Tt was then proposed by Mr. Micoazr Dovo-
vaN, seconded by Mr. Heyvotps, that the
Executlve Committee be instructed to com-
municate with Mr. Ford and obtain further
particulars regardiog the programme to be
followed by Father Sheehy and Mr. Healy.

A clauso was edded to the resolution by
the Presideut, with the consont of the mover
and seconder, to ask Mr. Ford at what time
Mr., O'Connor would be able to come to
Montreal.

The motfon was carrled in this shape.
Mr.'J. P. WazLAY made a few remarks
anent the Irish Question. Events had traus.
pired so rapidly. that poople were perplexed
what -opinion..to expresy on the situatlon,
Mr. Gladstone’s speech st.

In 1877 the Holy See, at our request, formu-
lated and sanctioned a rule «n the rights and
duties of this Council of Supervisors, creatsd
by the Bull ¢« Inter varias solécitudines.’ The
X VI. article already points out to the Catholic
writers of this Province the road which they
should follow when they think they have rea-
son to complain about the Laval University.
XVI. Catholic writers, when speaking of the
Laval University and of its Professors as such,
must in their writings keep within Decree
XXII. of the Fifth Councll of Quebec, It
any one who is not a bishop believes that he
has grounds for complaint either against the
University or any of its Profussors, there is
no other course left for him 'but to
privately state his grievances to some
of the bishops. It shall here be left
to the latter to judge what is best to be done,
If the complaints seem to him well founded,
he should lay them either before the Chan-
cellor, or before the higher Council whom he
shall request the Archbishop to conveke.
The improper language or disobedience of
an adversary can never be an excuse for
the want of respect to those to whom respect
is due, or to justice, truth, prudence or chris-
tian charity ; we condemn all those, no
matter from whom they come, and we again
call attention to the ordinances already made
on the subject ; we strongly advise abstention
from anything which would tend to keep up
agitation of mind. BSuch is the wish which
the Sovereign Pontiff expresses when he en-
joined us to work without relaxation to re-
establish peace’and harmony.

Roncettl was looked
upon a8 his certain successor at Parls, but in-
stead he was sent to Munich, in succession to
Mgr, Aloisi-Magslla, The Bavarian missicn,
however, was of scarcely less importance, as
Mgr. Roncetti was the ageni to convey the
proposed modus wvivendi to Prince Bismarck,
and open tho negotiations for the repesl of
the Msy Laws and the termination of the
Culturkampf, which have just beon brought
to a successful close.

The death is announced of Mgr. Heinrich
Foerster, Prince Bishop of Breslau, one of the
chief religious nobles of Germany belonging
to the Catholic Church. He was a Silesian
by birth, and eighty-one years of age. In
1837 he was appoiunted a canon of Bresllay,
and at once became prominent as a champion
of the rights and privileges ot the Hoiy See
as against the alleged eneroachments ot the
Pruisian Government, From 1844 to 1848
his name was very well known in that con-
nection, and he reaped his reward in his
appointment by the Pope to fill the vacancy
in the grea$ diocese of Breslau, May 19, 1853,
In March, 1875, he again attracted general
notice by his attitude in connection with the
Falk Ecclesiastical Laws. He boldly pub-
lished tho Papal Encycliral declaring those
laws null and void, and steps were at once
taken by the Prussian Government for his
deposition, which was accordingly declaved
by the Ecclesiastical Court atBerlin in Octo-
ber of that year. At the Vatican Council he
opposed the dogma of the infallibility, but, of
course, aocepted it on its adoption by that
body.

In the
course of father Investigation, however, they |-
found the dead bodiev of the eight monks in
o small room, and the mystery was then
solved. The brigands seeing that they could
not escape, had murdered the monks and hid-
den their bodles in the room, having first
stripped them of their clothes and put them
on themselves, They then gagged one an-
other to decéive the soldiers, aud while the
latter were searching in the cellar had made
off to their fastuesses in the forest.

When
the steamer had passed under Government
bridge, epauning the Missisaippi and con.

vessol down the stream at a rapid rate. The

pteamer wag thrown with tremendous foree
against one of the sbutmenta of the bridge.

their fastenings and slide off. The steam: |
in the |Tboilers poured out hoge
volumes and enveloped the crew. The
passengers who were wildly endeavoring to
secure life-preservers in the main saloon were
scalded—many in an awiul mwruner. The
staamer rebounded from the shock of the col-
lision, and began sinking, in which condition
she was carried past the olty. The cries for
help by the fremzled viotlms were distlactly
audible by large crowds on the banks,
and other steamers lying at the bank were
thronged by eager helpers, and bastaned to
the sceno of the disaster. Only eight persons
have been saved 8o far, and of these some are
veory badly scalded. Three of the lady pas—
sengers are known fo bave been killed. There
is great exoitement here. Everything possible
is being dome to relieve tne unfortunates.
There 18 but little hope that any more can
be saved.. The boat is said to have beenin a
bad condition.
