Tollowiug is the full text of the will of
the late lamented Prelate of St. Boniface.
1t is interesting reading, and example of
how he cared more for the saving of souls
than the saving of this world's goods.

I, the undersigned, Alexander Anton
ine Tache, Archbisbop of St. Boniface
in the Province of Mauitoba, consideriug
on the one hand the certainty of death
and on the other hand the uncertainty of
tee last hour desire to take the oportumty
of the free enjoyment of my faculties to
make my testawment, desiring that which
follows be considered a8 my last wishes:

3rd. 1 ask their forgiveness to those 1
might have offended, grieved, aftlicted
or scandalized in any manner whatever.

4th. I most willingly torgive all that

might bave been said, written, under-
taken or done against me. I bave no
Latred nor desire or vengeance against
any body whatever. )
e 5tb. I'thuuk wy clergy for their zeal
for God’s glory and thesalvation ofsouls.
I thank them also for the satisfaction
toey have procured me through their
respect and obedience. 1eay the same
to the members of religious communities
devoting themselves to the doings of the
Holy Ministry, and to the education and
doings of charity of my archdiocese.

6th. My gratefulness and effection are
due in a special manner to the congrega-
tion of the Ublate Missionaries of Mary
Immaculate. I pray the Very Revd.
Father General, and all the Congregation
tu receive the expression of my most
deenly fel gratitude for the favor con-
ferred on e personally in my admission
in that blessed ftamily which I love so
deeply. My thanks also in my own
name, that of the archdiocese, nay of the
whole eclesiastical Province of 8t Bont-
face for the good the Oblates have done
and ure still doing in tnis Province,
particulary for their zeal for thie conver-
sion and sanctification of the poor Indian
pations. .

SHOULD NOT—WHY ?

The Toronto Evening News in its ig-
sue of Friday, the 8th inst., gives the fol-
lowing potent reasons why Separate
Schools “should be” abolished, under
the caption of should—why ?

(1) Because a double system involves
needless expense.

(2) Because the schools of 8 weak min-
ority cannot possibly give the training
necessary to fit children for the duties of
life under modern conditions.

{3) Because they cause a line of cleav-
age in youth thatlasts all through life,
thereby dividing into factions people
wbo should be common citizens of a
common country.

(4) Because so long as they exist they
must continue to inject into political con-

tests the bitterness of sectarian conﬂictt
—a conflict from which the whole!
country, and particularly those of the
minority, mast suffer.

To the above the Toronto Catholic
Registar answers categorically in the fol-
lowing Intelligent manner why Separate
8chools “shonld not be’ abolighed .

(1) Because a trifling difference in ex-
penditure, offers us little ground for an
act imposing a wrong on the conscience
of parents as the “money” argument of
the World does for the union of
churches,

(2) Because ‘“‘the schools of a weak
minority,” if properly dealt with, can
and do furnish as good an articleof even
woridly education as the schools of the
majority : and because there are those
among us who recognize that, however
old this earth may jhappen to become,
the conditions, which may happen ‘o0 be
“modern” must subserve to the cou-
ditions which are eternal.

(3) Bucause the same argument will
apply to a measure which not even the
News will advocate—to enfore unifor-
mity of religious practice on all citizens;
and because the children in Catholic
schools are instructed in the principles
of Chriatian charity and obedience to
authority. to the effect that they make
the best and most tolerant citizens ot the
country.

(4) Because “the bitterness of sectarian
conflict” has never been of our seeking
ir this country ; because it is justsuch
articles as this in the News which stir up
sectarian hatred : because a f{ree and
intellizent people can never be forced
into sil.n®& by a despotic deprival of
their natural rights as parents.

And because of all these reasons we
think it i1l becomes a journal like the
News, which deliberately sets to work
stirring up strife, to throw at us the slur
that we forsooth are the causes of all the
trouble. It matters little whether we
drink up or down stream—we always
disturb the water, ar.d stould be eaten
up for our temerity.

THEY HAVE EYES, BUT SEE NOT.

We have not much to say with regard
to the twellth of July celebration carried
out at Morden last week under the aus-
pices of the provincial Orange hodies.
It seews to have been merely an ordi-
nary picnic and the {nevitable speeches
were judging from the press reports of
an exceedingly mild nature. One of the
speakers, the Rev. Mr. Henderson, said
that if he thought the Orangemen were
not prepared to grant their Roman
Catholic tellow-citizens the same relig-
jous liberty that they demanded for
themselves he .would not stand on that
platform. We have no doubt in the
world that the speaker thoroughly
meant all he said. We do not believe
that he would, with his eyes open, take
part in any movement having for its
objett the unjust persecution of a sec-
tion of his fellow-citizens who differ
from him in their religious beliefs. This
however only proves what we have so
often pointed out, the remarkable blind-
ness which seems to inflict eventhe best
intentioned Protestants of this country
with regard to the present position of
affairs pere. Verily they have eyes to
see, but'they see not. Catholics may
state their case over and over again,
may go to any amountof trouhle to show
how they are being unlawfully taxed for
conscience sake, but these good people
seem to shut their eyes to what is
shown them, and to stop their ears to
all that we may have to say. An illus-
tration of this is found later on in the
same gentleman’s speech. Hesaid “let
us set our faces firmly against Mercier-
ism in Quebec.” Surely if he is a stu-
dent of Provincial Politics in this coun-
try and we have no doubt that to a cer-
tain extent ne is, it might reasonably
have heen expected that he would bave
added “and to Martinism and Green®
wayism and Siftonism in Manitoba.”
Instead of this however he turns the
sentence and completes it by saying
“or religious fanaticism in Manitoba.”
Perhaps he meant to simplify that the
act of the present government directed
against the rights of Catholics were not
based on moral or religions grounds,
but were merely the doings of unscrup-
ulous politicians who saw a chance thus
to prolong their existence as rulers of
the destinies of the province. But even
80, if the course of thie government was
a mere political scheme, does it not
show the cabinet knew that the “relig-
ious fanaticism” of a large section of the
people would be stirred up, and stirred
up to such an ex‘ent as to ensue their
remaining in power for an indefinite
time. We confess we cannot under-
stand how any honest man can come to
any conclusion but one in this matter—
and that is that religious fanaticism has
been controlling the affairs of this prov-
ince for the past four years, and that as
a result of this an important and law
abiding section of the people~ have been
persecuted and outraged in a most
abominable fashion. We are ready, as
we say, to admit that men like the Rev.
Mr. Henderson are quite honest in
tention and do not look at the matter
from our point of view, but it appears to
us so plain on the face of it, that we
fear no excuses will avail them much
when they are called upon to answer
the great question, “Have thou always
done unto others, what thou woulds’t
others should do unto thee.”

MARTIN VS. BARRETT,
The Review has been made the sub-
ject of a good deal of public notice re-
cently and one of its friends subjected to

a great amount of personal ab-
use because of his  connection
with  our interests. With re-

gard to Mr. Barrett’s officia status we
have nothing to say. Heis account-

able to his departmental chiet for all his

official acts. Tor the same reason he is
prevented from either defending him-
self against newspaper attacks or in any
way noticing them. His official con-
duct is best known to his department
and with his private rights as a citizen
the public shouid not concern them-
selves. .

One thing that must strike the public
mind is the aminus of the man who at-
tacked him. Had Mr. Martin any sense
of decency or any feelings of Jelicacy he
would have left the task of attacking
Mr. Barrett to some other member.
When it is remembered that lLe is the
man whose treachery and falsehood to
the Catholic minority of Manitoba
brought into action the opposition of the
man he attacks, and that it is becanse of
that active opposition to and exposure
of Mr. Martin's treachery and falsebood
to the Catholics of Manitoba that Mr.
Barrett owes the public notice he has
received at Mr. Martin’s hands, the pub-
lic will not be slow to nnderstand Mr.
Martin’s patriotic motives. When it is
remémbered that Mr. Martin is the man
who, for the purpose of getting into
power, promised th3 Catholics of Man-
itoba that he would protect them in all
rights and privileges they then en-
joved and assured them that those
rights could not bel interfered with
without violating the  constitution;
when it is borne in mind that the Cath-
olics accepted this man’s word of honor,
given not only in hLis own name, but in
that of the Liberal party, and returned
his candidate and thus secured his
party’s trinmph; when it is known to
every public man that shortly - after-
wards this same man Martin, despite
bis solemn pledges and those of his
leader, given in the name of the.Lib-
eral party and for that party’s benefit,
despite the fact that he obtained power
by means of those pledges to the Cath-
olics, announced that he intended to
violate those pledges and to deprive the
Catholics of the very rights and privil-
eges he had solemnly promised to con-
serve; when it is remembered that Mr.
Barrett, as a Catholic citizen of Mani-
toba, at the request and with the public
sanction and approval of one of the
greatest and noblest sons of Manitoba,
the late lamented Archbishop Tache,
oppose] through the columns of the Re-
viEw the action of the Government in
its treatment of Catholics, and exposed
the treachery—the base and foultreach-
ery—of Mr. Martin, all fair minded men
can appreciate the animus of Martin’s at.
tack on Mr. Barrett. When Mr. Martin
first determined to violate his solemn
pledges to the Catnbolics, it was from Mr.
Dalton McCarthy's platform at Portage
la Prairie. To give an appearance of
impartiality to bis conduct he pledged
himself to destroy both Catholic and
Protestant schools and said that any-
thing sihort of that would be “a gross act
of injustice to the Roman Catholics.”’
But this promise, like the one given to
the Catholics of Manitoba, was broken
and “a gross act of injustice was Jone to
the Roman Catholics.”

‘We care not from what point of view
vou may look upon the conduct of this
man towards Catholics, you will find it
marked with the deepest duplicity,
treachery, falsehood and dishomor. A
veritable demagogue, ever ready to
catch at any pretext however unworthy
and dishonorable, and to utilize any
element however base, provided it helps
bim to sattain the goal of his am-
bition. *“A man without heart or con-
science” is the description given of him
by his own leader, and his public acts
prove that description to be both just
and accurate. One would suppose that
Martin, in view of all ttose facts—facts
well known to the representatives of
over two millions of Catholics—wonld
have left Mr. Barrett and the cau.e
with which he has been so closely in-
dentified severeiy alone. That is what
a more honorable and sensitive man
would have done.

THOSE POOR ABUSED PROTESTANTS

That section of the press that is ever
ready to echio the opinions and defend
the tactics of such men as Martin, led
on by that reliable and gentlemanly in-
terpreter of polite journalism, the man-
aging editor of the Winnipeg Tribune,
has come to the Iront in re-asserting,
and ever embellishing Mr. Martin’s at-
tack on Mr. Barrett and charging him,
among other things, with abusing
Protestants and the public (Protestant)
schools. We took no notice of these
journals because their reputation for
veracity and fair treatment of Catholics
was 80 bad, and their malice and hatred
of us so apparent, that we did not deem
it necessary to take any notice of them.

It is so preposterous to charge us with
abusing Protestants and public (Protes-
tant) schools that we did not think it
worth while 1o even notice such a
charge. How could we quarrel with
Protestant public schools or abuse them?
When we were 1n the minority in this
province, did we not make ourselves
responsible for those very schools, by
giving them to our Protestant fellow-
citizens? If we did not think they were
good and just the thing our Protestant
friands required and even asked for, we
need not have granted them because we
were then in the majority. It was the
public Godless schools of the United
States we quoted as having a bad moral
tendency, and not the Protestant schoois
which we helped to give to the then
Protestant minority. It is well for

Protestants to remember that there was
a time in the history of this province
when thev were in the minority and
perhaps it might do them no moral
harin (o remember the way we treated
them. But while we gave Protestant
schools to Protestants and thought them
good for them, it does not follow that we
approved of them for our own use. The
difference between Protestants and u$
when in the majority is that we recog.
nize the goiden rnle of doing unto others
as you would wish to be done by, and
that they recognize it not. When we were
in the majority we recognized the rights
of the minority and gave them the
schools they wanted; but v/hen they
became the majority they said: *“What
suits us must suit you,” and because we
complained of this treatment at the
hands of a Protestant brute inajority
and protested against our Protestant
neighbors’ conscience being so dead to
every sense of honor and justice as to
endorse the dishonesty and foul treach-
ery of Martin & Co., are we to be charged
with abusink Protestants?  Because
Protestants abolished Catholi: schools
and forced Catholics to pay tribute to
Protestant schocls, must we be charged
with abusing Protestants because we
said such conduct was unjust, un-christ-
ian and un-neighborly? *“Abuse Protes-
tants and Protestant schools!” We cer-
tainly condemned and do now condemn
with all the vigor of our mankhood, all
the powers of our coul, all the sense of
our outraged rights and liberties, the
conduct—the base, dishonest and treach-
erous conduct—of the Government of
Manitoba in despoiling us of our schools,
and we condemn a8 unjust and un-
christian the Protestant conscience or
any other name you wish to give it, that
could endorse such conduct. ‘“Abuse
Protestants!” Did we ever attempt to
deprive them of their schools and make
them pay tribute tu Catholic schools?
Did we ever call their conscience *“mere
perverted sentiment?’ Did we ever
advocate the curtailment of any of their
rights? Did our pulpits ring with
malice and hatred of Protestants and
appeal te religious passions to destroy
their rights, the natural God-given
rights to educate their children accord-
ing to their conscientious convictions
without being forced to pay tribute to
institutions of another and auntagonistic
faith ? Did we meet in church synod or
conference and pass resolutions against
our Protestant neighbors’ right to their
schools and send copies of these resol-
utions to the Judges of the Privy Coun-
cil for the avowed purpose of influencing
their judgment on a case involving those
very rights, and then shamelessly boast
at a subsequent conference that these
transmitted resolutions had, no doubt,
the desired effect and assisted their
Lordships in arriving ata religious if
not a legal decision? Did we band our-
selves into secret societies for the pur-
pose of depriving our Protestant neigh-
bors of the commonest rights of citizen-
ship and by dark and satanic designs
geek to deprive them of all bonest em-
ployment, even the most menial ?

The Catholics of Canada neither in
pulpit, press nor parliament, ever advo-
cated such tactics. Nor has the Norra-
west REvVIEwW advocated such a policy,
even when its policy was under that
terrible “man Barrett.” And yet such
has been the treatment which the lead-
ers of Protentantism have meted outto
the Catholics of Manitoba. And because
we have been forced to repel such tac-
tics and defend ourselves against adver-
saries, we are charged, forsooth, with
abusing those poor harmless, -liberty-
loving Protestants! We are covered
with shame at the sight of our iniquity
and ingratitude in calling such treat-
ment un-Christian! What dense and
stupid hallucination has encircled us all
thistime? Were we not the veriest
fools, we should have seen that our dear
Protestant friends in Manitoba were
filled with love for us when they robbed
us of our schools, told us that our con-
sciences were ‘“‘mere perverted s nti-
ment,” and that Protestant schools were
just the thing needed to change that
“perverted sentiment” into the choicest
article of refined and emancipated sen-
timent known as Protestant conscience-
Let that “ignorant man’ Barrett, whose
stupidity has bronght all this ridicule
upon us and all this abuse upon “Proles
tants and public (Protestant) scLools”
be placed in the pillory; let us purge
the province of his presence and scourge
him in true Manitoba Christian style.

He has insulted our loving and
devoted Protestant  friends — those
friends who bhave been bestow-
ing on us such disinterested

Christian love and exemplifying it by
gsuch noble Christian deeds. ILet us
acknowledge our past faults and even at
this late hour apologize for our insults to
Protestants. It is all the fault of that
“mere perverted sentiment.” Let us
hope that those Protestant schools,
which are 8o lovingly and so disinter-
estedly placed at our disposal, will bring
us in time to see how deep and unfair
and unjust has been the wound we have
inflicted on our dear, loving, patient and
withal forgiving friends, the Protestant
majority of Manitoba.

And yet such is the utter perversion of
gentiment on the REvigw, that, notwith-
standing the censure of such great mor-
al and truly religious men as the editor
of the Tribune et al, the REvVIEW will

To charge us with
abusing Protestants because we protest
against having ounr rights curtailed by
Protestant brute force 18a piece of sub-
lime effrontery manutactured in order
to gain a point against une who resisted
and will contiuue to resist with a!l the
wnoral force at his commands the indig-
nity which a Protestant majority wish
to place upon our liberties. Had not
the Free Press added weight and
importance to  this charge  of
abusing Protestants, we would have
taken no notice of it. Before repeating
that charge we would ask our esteemed
and respected contemporary to place it-
self in our position and then tell us
what kind of arguwment it wonld use to-
walds its un-neighborly neighbors.
